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ABSTRACT
	This project examines the persistent issue of cultism in educational institutions within the Ilorin Metropolis, focusing on the challenges encountered in eradicating this menace through an Islamic lens. Despite various efforts by authorities and communities, cultism continues to undermine academic environments leading to violence, disruption of academic activities and psychological trauma among students. This study explores the roots of cultism, its impact on students and the educational system, and the socio-cultural factors contributing to its prevalence. It further analyzes Islamic teachings and principles that advocate for peace, discipline and moral conduct, providing a framework for addressing and mitigating cult activities. Qualitative research methods, including interviews with educators, students, religious leaders, and law enforcement officials, the project seeks to identify effective strategies rooted in Islamic values to combat cultism. The findings aim to contribute to policy recommendations and community initiatives that harness religious and moral education as tools for fostering a safe and conductive learning environment in Ilorin’s educational Institutions. 
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
