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This study investigates the impact of incessant strike actions on academic performance in tertiary institutions, employing descriptive statistics (frequency, mean, and mode) and inferential statistics. The findings reveal a significant association between strike actions and decreased academic performance, with prolonged strikes leading to lower student achievement. Key factors contributing to strike actions include funding disputes, staff welfare issues, and governance challenges. The researcher recommends strategies for mitigating the impact of strike actions, including improved communication, negotiation, and policy reforms. The findings have implications for policymakers, institutional administrators, academic staff, and students, highlighting the need for collaborative efforts to ensure uninterrupted academic activities and optimal learning outcomes.The study contributes to the existing body of knowledge on the effects of strike actions on academic performance, providing insights for stakeholders to develop effective strategies to minimize negative impacts. The results suggest that strike actions have a detrimental effect on academic performance, emphasizing the need for proactive measures to prevent or resolve strikes promptly. By understanding the causes and consequences of strike actions, stakeholders can work towards creating a more stable and conducive learning environment for students.
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
