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ABSTRACT
The study examine teachers quality and academic performance of biology students in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. Related literature reviewed using journal, textbook, article etc, descriptive survey research method was used. The target population comprised of senior secondary teachers in Ilorin West Local Government Area. A structure questionnaire was design as the instrument for data collection, frequency counts, percentage and mean were used to analyzed the response of the respondents. The study revealed among others that students taught by NCE biology teachers perform well, students taught by first degree biology teachers perform well, teachers who are certified without attending a seminar conference and work shop do not teach biology effectively, daily prepare of lesson note affect students performance in biology, and used of laboratory equipment in all aspect of practical in biology improve learning situation of the students. The study therefore recommend based on the finding of the study that principals should ensure that potential of the teachers are well harnessed and utilized to reflect the true picture of their quality in the academic performance of students will always be attributed to their failure in their assigned task and  students must ensure that they continue to be hardworking to improve on their performance in the school in order to secure a bright future for themselves.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background of the Study
Education is one of the vital instrument for development of any nation. Education and it benefit can never be over emphasized as the root of economic, political, industrial, scientific and technological, and even  religious are centered on education. 
Teachers are essential in the entire educational system of any nation and are pivot on which education wheels revolve. Teachers at all level of education plays the decision role in pivoting the growth and direction of education on any nation.lt is on this ground that their contributions cannot be undermined to accomplish the purpose of education. Abe and Abe (2013) state that the quality of education of nation could be determined by the quality of her teachers, the most important factor in improving student's performance in biology is employing seasoned qualified teachers in both academic qualification and attitude in all school.
It is further reported that teachers characteristics such as certification status, degree in area of specialization, as well as attitude to the specialized area subject are very significant and positively correlated with student learning out come in science and particularly biology. Salman (2014) opened that when recruiting someone for teaching, apart from considering his academic qualification his attitude should be a considerable factor.
 	The importance of teacher cannot be over stress. This because teacher play a number of role, especially, teachers are referred to by Oyediji (2011) as an agent of innovation, for them to be meaningful innovation qualified teacher is very necessary and important. This is because teacher education is very complex enterprise the complexity arise as a result of several factors which include: determination of what effective teachers are, teachers are expected to fulfill a variety of roles, some common to all teachers while others are uniquely related to certain kind of environment students belongs or subject matter.
However, it is the belief among many people that teachers in private secondary schools irrespectively of their qualification tend to be more dedicated to duties in term of lesson delivery and commitment to goal actualization parents have performance for private secondary schools for their children because of some factors such as teacher commitment and dedication in duty, availability of staff, facilities, class size, curriculum practices, stability of an academic calendar, disciplinary concerns and overall output. It was in the light of the above that the need to examine the various ways by which secondary school Teachers can be kept abreast of time and this improve their quality and student academic performance become imperative (Osborne, 2015).
Statement of the Problem
Teacher holds the 'axis' upon which the word of education rotates .That is why in Nigeria the National Policy on Education emphasized that no educational system can rise above the level of its teachers. This means that there can be no quality science (Biology) education without equipped, prepared and motivated teachers who possess the pedagogical skills
Teacher play a vital role in ensuring quality education delivery. They are the best known for the role of education students in their care. The most common role teachers play in the classroom is dispensing pertinent knowledge for student by following curriculum. Teacher use various method such as lecture small group activities and hand on learning activities to dispense knowledge to the student. Beyond that they serve many role in the classroom, build warm environment, mentor and nature to students to become role models, listen and look for the signs of trouble etc.
Since one of the purpose of education is the acquisition of knowledge and skills, student's performance after graduation can be seen as a reflection of their performance in school. This also border on the quality of human and material resources which are available during their schooling for many years, educators and resources have debated on which of the school variable that students achievement (Asikhia, 2010, Ayodele and Ige, 2013). As policy maker become more involved in school reformed, greater attention needs to be given to the role that teachers quality plays on students achievement.
 	Although several attempts have made at improving quality and academic performance of biology student, these efforts have not been proportionately reflected in students overall performance. This study is concerned mainly to investigating teachers quality and academic performance of biology students in Ilorin west local government area of kwara state.
Purpose of the Study
This study is set to achieve the following;
i) To determine the effect of teachers qualification on student academic performance in biology in secondary school in Ilorin west local government area.
ii) To establish the impact of teachers knowledge of subject matter on student academic performance in biology in some selected secondary school in Ilorin west local government area. 
iii) To find out weather teachers teaching methods affect student academic performance in biology in selected secondary school in Ilorin west local government area.
iv) To examine the effect of teachers years of teaching experience on student's academic performance in biology in some selected secondary school in Ilorin west local government area.
Research Questions
The study sought to provide answer to the following question. 
i) Do teachers qualification affect students academic performance in biology?
ii) what is the impacts of teacher's knowledge of subject matter on the performance of biology Students?
iii) Do teachers teaching methods affect students academic performance in biology?
iv) Do teachers years of teaching experience affect academic performance of biology students?
Significance of the Study
The purpose of any education research is to contribute to the development of the knowledge. The research finding would be of great help to the government and other stakeholders by revealing the effect of quality of teachers of student academic performance in our schools. These will consequently guide the ministry, in adopting a new policy for recruitment teachers' i.e. to make sure they recruit. Quality teacher's who are highly effectively in terms of teaching i.e. those with knowledge of content teaching experience, professional certificate and over all academic ability.
The research findings will help the society to dictate what is could be included in curriculum so as to improve the quality to the teachers as well as the students. This study will be of benefit to the curriculum developers of the National policy on education to forestall all the lapses during the course of buildings.
  	The research findings will be of benefit to any individual who is interested in knowing the effect of teachers quality on student achievement. The findings will great importance and help in conference writing related to the area it will make teachers plan and present their lesson excellently and also encourage unqualified teachers to further studies so as to meet the minimum required qualification for teaching.
Scope of the Study
  	The scope of the study focuses on teacher's quality and academic performance of biology students in Ilorin west local government. The study will be limited to teachers and students in public secondary schools in Ilorin west local government. To make a manageable sample, the study will be limited to students from S S 1 to S S 3 respectively.
Operational Definition of Terms
Teacher: are person that help the student to acquire knowledge competence or virtue.
Quality: is the degree of excellence of something. It also the totality of features and characteristics of a product or service that bear on its ability to satisfy given needs.
Academic performance: is the measurement of student achievement across various academic subjects.
Biology: is the scientific study of life and living organism.
Student: is a person enrolled in school or other educational institution and who is under learning with goals of acquiring knowledge.

REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
This chapter is about the past work of the scholar in field of disciplines that are relevant to this study. Therefore, the review will be done under the following sub heading.

Concept of Teaching
Various definitions have been given to teaching. According to Nissan and Albertall (2012), teaching is a situation where by a teacher guides a learner or a group of learners to higher level of knowledge or skills. Smith (2014) sees teaching as the process of carrying out activities that experience as shown to be effective in getting student to learn. The responsibility of the teacher is to ensure that there is a positive results in the learning ability of the students.
When a person impact to information or skill to another, it is commonly to describe the action as a teaching. Impacting may mean to share experience or communication information, for instance, teaching is regard as both an art and science. As an art, it lays stress on the imaginative and artistic abilities of the teacher in creating a worthwhile situation in the class to enable student to learn; As a science, it shed light on the logical, mechanical, or procedural steps to be followed to attain and effective achievement of goals. Different education is to hold different ideas regarding the concept of teaching.
Edmund (2017) define teaching as "and interactive process, primarily involving classroom talk which takes place between teacher and pupil and occurs during certain activities". Davis (2012), Gagne (2014) and Gage (2018) have contributed significantly to define this concept, and their views could be summarized as follows;
Teaching is scientific process, and its major components are content, communication and feedback. The teaching strategy has a positive effective on student learning. It is always possible to modify, improve develop. The new teaching learning activities, and hence the flexibility is in-built into the system, "the terminal behavior of the learner in terms of learning structures can be established by appropriate teaching environments.
Morssion (2014) and Dewey (2014) expressed this concept of teaching by an equation. "Teaching is learning as selling is to buying" In the worlds of Brubacher (2015), Teaching is arrangement and manipulation of a situation in which there are gaps or obstruction which and individual will seek to overcome and from which he will learn in the course of doing so.
Robertson (2017) indicated that "Teaching is a generic term which denotes action undertaken with the intention of bringing about learning in another.
Teacher Education and Important of Teacher
According to Wikipedia (2014) define teacher education as the policies and procedures designed to equipment prospective teacher with the knowledge, attitudes, behaviors and skills they require to perform their tasks effectively in the classroom. Osuji (2011) refers to teacher education as professional education of teachers towards attainment of attitudes skills and knowledge considered desirable so as to make them efficient and effective in their work in accordance with the need of a society.
The Federal Republic of Nigeria in the national policy on Education (FRN, 2010) also recognized the importance of teachers by stating that no Nation's education system can be greater than the standard of their teachers. Therefore, teachers remain the major factor in any education system and their quality of teaching undoubtedly one of the most important factors shaming the teaching/ learning achievement of student. Adodo (2012) also noted that teacher is one of the major factor overriding the success of student academic performance.
Concept of Academic Performance
Academic performance is the measure of student achievement across various academic subjects. It is the extent to which student or pupils has attained during their short or long term educational goals  
Academic performance really means three things; the ability to study and remember facts, being able to study effectively and being able to think for yourself in relationship to facts and thirdly to be able to communicate (Coulson, 2008).
Academic performance Index (2010) revealed that is how students deal with their studies and responsibilities given to them by their teachers. Louis (2010) academic performance is the ability of students to obtain high grades and standard test scores in school courses, especially courses that are part of the core academic curriculum.
According to Pruett (2010) is the level of achievement attain via the combination of inputs from student motivation and conduct. In views of Adediwura and Tayo (2007) academic performance is generally referred to how well a student is accomplishing his or her tasks and studies, but there are quite a number of factor that determine the level and quality of student academic performance.
Teacher Qualification and Student Academic Performance
In the process of education teacher play a vital roles. The quality of a future citizen of a country depend to a large extent upon a quality qualification and competence of their teacher (Samuel, 2014).In any educational system, quality is determined by the teacher's quality. Students performance is taken simply as the gain scores student attain on achievement test. Because of psychometric difficulties in assessing teachers by their normative attributes the psychological, (especially) The ethical, which are define differently across cultures the tendency to evaluate teachers on the basis of student performance is given even greater (Alexander, 2014). With the increase demands for accountability in the line with performance standards and with the growing demands for evidence based policy making, student achievement is considered an accurate measure of teachers effectiveness and as come a basis for value added teacher assessment system (Sanders 2013). Teacher education level/qualification and teacher experience are the two main attributes of teachers quality that have gain attention and have been focus of many investigations. 
Research on the impact of teaching experience and teacher education level on student achievement has a long history, beginning in the 1960s, of both elementary- secondary education teachers (Hanushek, 2010). These nations have also found favor in regards to the effectiveness of teachers educational system. After tracing the development and reform of teachers education in terms of the major question shaping this field of education; Cochran Smith (2013) argued that the "outcome" question is what currently motivates teacher education research and policy making. She set down three ways in which the outcome of teachers education are constructed.
Usman (2013) argued that shortage of qualification teacher is responsible for poor academic achievement observable among the student. The availability of professional teacher in our school is low, which is attributes mainly to the perception of the teaching profession as a dumping ground for any Unemployed school levers irrespective of their area of specialization. As this group of able bodied young men and women take the teaching professional as a pass venture of their desire ends. 
Consequently, there output on the job would be very low since it lack the dedication demanded by the job. The few one that seen to show little dedication lack the technical know- how of teaching, since they were never trained on the job (Ngada, 2016). Researchers have carried out various studies on teachers demographic variables such as qualification, age, experience, gender, attitude and students academic performance. Adepoju (2012) reported that a significant relationship exists between teachers variables such as gender, area of specialization, possession of academic qualification in education and the learning outcome of secondary school students. Studies have also shown that teachers experience exists a great influence on the academic performance of students. Gibbons (2015) reported that was a significant relationship between teachers experience and students academic performance at higher level due to the fact that the experience teachers have mastered the subject content and acquired cumulated classroom management and skills and strategies handle and cope with different classroom problems.
Oloyede (2018) showed that a significant difference exists in the performance of student taught by professional trained and Non-professionally trained teachers in the act of teaching biology. Also Omenyi (2014) found that a significant difference exists between the performance rating of inexperienced biology teachers and those of experience teachers with the mean performance ratio of experienced teachers being almost a factor of two larger than the Inexperienced teachers. A study done by Adaramala and Obomani (2011)found that lack of qualified teachers left to consistent poor performance of students in mathematics and science subjects. Also, Ashikiah (2010), and Umar-ud-Din et al (2010) in their various students showed that teachers qualification influence students academic performance.
In the same vein, Ademulegun (2014) argued that students taught by more qualified and experienced teachers in terms of knowledge of subject matter perform better than those taught by less qualified but experience teachers. There exist conflicting report on the relationship between teacher qualification and students achievement in various subjects areas. Goldhaber and Brewer (2015) in there study found a positive relationship between teachers qualification and students mathematics achievement but no such relationship was found between teachers qualification and students achievement in science. Also, Zuzousky (2016) conducted a study in Is real to re- examine the extent to which advance academic degrees, majoring in the field of teaching, years of teaching experience, and intensive participation in professional development activities (all assumed to be cardinal teacher qualifications) it was found that those competence of teacher qualifications were positively associated with students achievement in mathematics and science.
Ilugbusi (2017) shown that teaching experience in schools count significantly in the determination of student achievement in external examination such as west African seniors school certificate Examination (SSCE), National Examination Council (NECO), National Business and Tecnical Education Examination and the United Tertiary Matriculation Examination. According to them, in experience teacher are easily upset and destabilized by unfamiliar situation.
  	This imply that inexperienced teachers could get confused, mixed up the content of the topics taught to the students and hence the will receive wrong information which be definitely lead to poor achievement among the students, while the experienced teachers are already immune to classroom provocative situations and have developed resistance and several situations against classroom confusion inducing agent. Khurshid (2013) in a study to determine the relationship between the professional qualification of teachers and the academic performance of their students at secondary school level in Muttan, Pakistan, showed that the performance of the students taught by the untrained teachers with B.A/B.Sc qualification was better than the students taught by trained teachers with professional qualification like B.Ed and M.Ed as Buddi and Zamarro (2018) further argued that experienced or better educated or more skilled teachers may be inherently be better able to teach, but they may not consistently deliver their  best performance in classroom. A view also held by Dahar et al (2015) who observed in a similar study that there is much different in teacher quality and students academic achievement in school subjects.
Teacher's Method of Teaching
According to Osokoye (2014) teaching method is a strategy or plan that at times the approach that teacher intend to take in order to achieve or plan that outlines the approach that intend to take in order to achieve the desirable objectives. It involves the way teacher organize and use technique of subject matter and teaching materials to meet teaching objectives. 
For biology teacher to be effective in the teaching of senior secondary school biology, he has to perform the following task (Onigbinde 2014).
a) Organize his/ her student to learn biology through activities in the laboratory.
b) Utilize audio-Visual aids whenever necessary to generate and sustain interest of student in biology.
c) Hold meaningful discussion with the students. 
d) Use good questioning techniques to retrieve facts and principles.


Teachers Characteristics and Job Performance
Teachers characteristics in this study are those attributes, characters and behavior exhibited by teachers in the classroom and during teaching and learning process. Teachers characteristics exam in this study are teachers gender,  teaching experience, qualifications, interpersonal relationship with the student and teachers knowledge of subject matter. The prevailing condition of these factors would definitely have a negative or positive influence on the instructional quality in school which may translate to either good or poor of secondary school student (Ibe, 2015).
Oriando (2013) listed nine behaviors/ characteristics of an effective teachers which are respect for students, creating a sense of community and belonging in the classroom, warm accessible, enthusiastic and caring, ability to set high expectations for all student, has his own love for learning, a skill leader, ability to "shift- gear" and flexible when a lesson isn't working, collaboration with colleagues on an on-going basis and maintenance of professional.
Summary of Literature Reviewed
In this literature review, the researchers carried out investigation on teachers quality and academic performance of biology student in Ilorin west local government area of kwara state. For all factor given by various authors and post researchers as being responsible for the problem of biology performance. The present researcher infers that students performance in biology is not limited to single isolated reason. Rather it is observed from the literature reviewed that the fact are interwoven.
Judging from what has been said so far in literature. It appears to the researchers that school in Nigeria and Ilorin west local government in particular experience grossly inadequate biology performance. Based on literature reviewed it is dedicated that their finding at mainly towards teachers academic performance in biology, concept of teaching, teacher qualifications and student academic performance, teachers method of teaching and teachers characteristics and job performance. However, out of these factors the teachers quality on academic performance in biology is needed to be correctly diagnosed and suitable learning remedies would be provide.


CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
This study was concerned mainly to investigate teacher's quality and academic performance of biology students in Ilorin West local Government of Kara State, This chapter will be discussed under the following sub-heading.

Research Design
According to Gay (2012), A descriptive research involved the collection of data in order to test the hypothesis (if Any) or answer research questions concerning the current status of the study. A descriptive research type was adopted appropriate for collecting information from teachers and students on the teachers qualifications and student academic performance in biology in Ilorin west local government of Kwara state. This design is deemed suitable as according to Akute Zuilo and Agu (2010) the research design used for this study was descriptive survey method to find out the opinion of sampled population or descriptive or respondent. The justification for using descriptive survey research method was to enable the researchers to describe the situation, behavior opinion on characteristics of people relevant to the study under investigation.
 Population of the Study
The target Population for this study will consist of all science student in Senior secondary school level in Ilorin West Local Government. According to Caben (2012) Target population is the total collection of all elements or number about which the researchers used to draw conclusions.
Sample and Sampling Technique
Random sampling technique will be adopted and used to select school for the study. Out of existing senior secondary school in Ilorin west local government, ten (10) public senior secondary schools will be randomly selected for this study. The sample size for this study comprises one hundred (100) respondents; Ten (10) teachers will be selected each from the ten (10) randomly selected from senior secondary schools from Ilorin West LGA making a total of one hundred (100) teachers.
Research Instrument
Research instrument are those tools which are used to collect data for the purpose of analyzing data collection in terms of answering research question and if possible testing of research hypothesis. The research instrument that will be used for this study will be questionnaire the respondent were give the opportunity to express their minds on the study by ticking the alternative, which represent their opinion.
The questionnaire were design to examine the teachers quality and academic performance of biology students. The questionnaire titled: Teachers Quality and Academic Performance of Biology Students Questionnaire (TQAPBSQ)" It consist of two parts, which are section A and Section B. Section A deals with demographic information of the respondents while Section B is a four likert scale rating developed by the researcher ranging  available in the questionnaire are as fellows:
SA  -  Strongly Agree
A   -  Agree
D   -  Disagree
SD  -  Strongly Disagree

Validity of the Instrument
The instrument for this study will be developed by the researcher and be given to the supervisor for necessary corrections, additions and modifications before the administration of the questionnaire.
The validity of an instrument relates to the degree or the extent to which the instrument measure accurate what is design to measure, for this study the research instrument is to determine teachers quality and academic performance of biology students in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State.
Reliability of the Instruments
The reliability of the instrument will be conducted on the questionnaire. In determining the reliability of the questionnaire the test re-treat reliability method will be employed. The questionnaire would first be administered to ten (10) biology teachers in senior secondary school that are not part of the samples Senior secondary schools. After a period of three weeks, the questionnaire will be re-administered to the same respondent. Data on the first and second administration were collected analyzed using person moment correlation coefficient to determine the reliability of the instrument. A reliability co-efficient ('r') of 0.75 would be established to make the instrument reliable.

Procedure for Data Collection
The researcher will seek for permission from the school authority (Principal and Vice- principal Academic) with their assistant  the researcher will then appeal to the respondent to give true and accurate information on the question contain in the questionnaire and them retrieve the questionnaire from them.
Procedure for Data Analysis
The data collected where analyzed using simple descriptive statistics to answer the section A (bio data of the respondents) and frequency count and percentage where used to analyzed the respondents response in section B.


CHAPTER FOUR
RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

This chapter present the results on teachers quality and academic performance of biology students in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State.

Discussion
The finding on research question and hypothesis. I proved that students who are taught by NCE biology teacher perform well, student taught by first degree biology teacher perform well, the academic performance of students taught by teacher who have master in biology are being affected, students who are taught by teacher who are graduate but not certified in education have, teacher who are certified without attending a seminar conference do not teach biology effectively. This finding is in agreement with the view of Ademulegun (2014) argue that students taught by more qualified and experience teacher in term of knowledge of subjects matter perform better than those who are taught by less qualified but experience teacher, and Goldhaber and Brewer(2015) in their study  found a positive relationship between teacher qualifications and students achievement.
The finding on research question further show that the respondents agreed that teachers knowledge of the content they teach affect students performance , teacher presentation of instructions could influence students achievement, teacher who prepared lesson note teach biology effectively, and frequently used of continuous assessment make the teacher to know the performance of the students. This finding is in agreement with the view of Buddies and Zammarru (2018), that experience or better educated or more skilled teachers (as measure by licensure exams) may inherently be better able to teacher, but they may not consistently deliver their best performance in the classroom.
The finding on research question further show that the respondents talk and chalk methods affect students performance, groupings methods help students to understand biology comprehensively in  teaching and learning situation, daily preparation of lesson note affect students performance, use of laboratory in all aspect of biology practical in prove learning situation of students, students perform better when they are taking on excursion to have first hand information of what they are taught in biology. This finding is in agreement with the view of Osokoye (2014) who assert that teaching method and strategies or plan that outlines the approach that teacher intends to take in order to achieve the desirable subjective.
The finding on research question also proved that experience of a teacher influence student achievement, A teacher with more teaching experience teach biology better, students score good grade when they are taught by experience biology teachers, teachers who have taught biology for a time must have attends a seminar conference to teach biology effectively. Gibbons (2015) who prepared that there is academic achievement since students taught by more experience teacher have master the subject content and acquired cumulated classroom management skills and strategies to handle and cope with different classroom problems.



CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Summary
The study was conducted to examine the teachers quality and academic performance of biology students in Ilorin west Local Government Area of Kwara state. The information was collected by means of questionnaire in ten public secondary school randomly selected for the study.
The purpose of the study was to determine the effect of teachers qualification and academic performance in biology in secondary school in Ilorin west local government area, investigate the effect of teachers years of teaching experience in students academic performance in biology in some selected secondary school in Ilorin west local government area, to find out whether  teacher teaching method affect students academic performance in biology in selected secondary schools in Ilorin west local government area, and to establish the impact of teachers knowledge of subject matter on students performance in biology in some selected secondary schools in Ilorin west Local Government Area.
Literature review highlighted the concept of teaching, teachers education and importance of teacher, concept of academic performance, teachers qualification and students academic performance, teachers method of teaching, teachers characteristics and job performance and summary of literature.
Descriptive survey designed was used in carry out the study. The sample size for the study was 10 respondents randomly selected from secondary schools in Ilorin west local government area of Kwara state. The data collected were analyzed using frequency and mean
Conclusion 
The findings established that students taught by NCE biology teachers perform well, students taught by first degree biology teachers perform well, teachers who are certified without attending seminar conference and workshop do not teach biology effectively.
Furthermore, the study established that experience of a teacher influence students academic performance, a teachers with more teaching experience teach biology better, teachers who prepared lesson note teach biology effectively, daily preparation of lessons note affect students performance and use of laboratory equipment in all aspect of biology practical improve learning situation of students.


Recommendations
  	Based on the finding of the study it is recommended that
· Principal should ensure that the potential of teacher are well harnessed and utilized to reflect the true picture of their quality in the academic performance of students.
· Student must ensure they continue to be hard working to improve their performance in the school in order to secure a bright future for themselves.
· Teachers have to wake up their responsibility and to be dedicated to their duty in the classroom because poor performance of students will always be attracted to their failure in the assigned task.
· Biology teachers should improve on their teaching method, and try their best to improve and conducted practical class as the learning of biology depends on the way it is presented to the students.
· Students should be enlightened on the relevance of biology and be adequately motivated to have positive attitude towards the subject.
· Government through the inspectorate division must routinely visit schools to ensure that teachers are doing their primary assignment.
· Government through her education agencies should periodically organize seminar and conference for biology teachers to update their knowledge and teaching skills.
· Currently teachers are paid according to their experience, which leaves on room for rewards for increase students achievement, based on these findings, performance based incentive will not only increase students achievement but attract more motivated and intelligent teachers candidate. And their for advocated that teacher incentive and pay structure need to be re-evaluated so that there is more room for performance based incentive.
