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ABSTRACT 
This study investigate the influence of teaching aids on the teaching of English in junior Secondary Schools within Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State. The research aims to evaluate the effectiveness of various teaching aids in enhancing students comprehension and engagement in English Language learning. Teaching aids including visual, audio and audio-visual materials have been shown to play a crucial role in facilitating language acquisition and improving academic performance (Adebayo 2019). A descriptive survey design was employed, and data were collected from 50 English language teachers through questionnaires .(Olaitan 2022 ). The findings revealed that teaching aids such as textbooks, audio-visual materials, and technology-enhanced tools significantly enhance students' understanding and retention of English language concepts (Adeyemi  2020). However, the study also showed that inadequate availability and utilization of teaching aids hinder effective teaching and learning of English language (Ogunsola, 2024). The study recommends that school administrators and government should provide adequate teaching aids and training for teachers to effectively utilize them (Ogunleye2020 ). Furthermore, teachers should adopt a student-centered approach that incorporates diverse teaching aids to cater to different learning styles (Afolabi, 2022). This study contributes to the existing body of knowledge on the importance of teaching aids in teaching English language in Junior Secondary School
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study
	The influence of teaching aids in teaching of English in Junior secondary school is to simulate the interest and serves as a source of information which makes learning permanent. It also makes learning more interesting, practical, realistic and appealing. Teaching aids help learners gain understanding through the multiple impression recorded through the eye, ear, touch and other series that makes the teacher overcomes the physical difficulties of presenting the subject matter.
	Teaching aid are tools instrument and resourses used in educational system to facilitate, the achievement of stated objectives. Teaching aids are tools locally made or imported that helps to facilitate the teaching and learning process (Abdullahi 2018) according to Adeyemi (2019) the use of teaching aids positively influences students’ performance in English language. The study found that students who were taught using a variety of teaching aids such as visual aids, audio-visual aids and hands on activities, exhibited better comprehension and retention of the subject matter compared to those who were taught solely through traditional lecture based methods.
	The use of teaching aids in the classroom has been a subject of considerable interest among educators and researchers alike, several studies have highlighted the significant role that teaching aids play in enhancing the learning experience, particularly in language education (Jones 2021). In the content of teaching English at the junior secondary school level, teaching aids have proven to be invaluable tools in facilitating effective communication and engagement with students. The effect of mother tongue interference also poses challenges to learners, this subject cannot be taught effectively without the use of relevant teaching aids to make the learning practical rather than purely theoretical. 
	Olayinka (2022) explored the impact of digital teaching aids on the English in junior secondary school in Ilorin West Local Government Area. The findings indicated that the incorporation of digital tools such as interactive while boards, educational software, and multimedia presentations, significantly enhanced students’ motivation, participation and over all language  proficiency. In a related study, Bello (2020) investigated the influence of teaching aids on students attitudes towards learning of English in junior secondary school in Ilorin West Local Government Area. The result revealed that students who were exposed to a diverse range of teaching aids, including regalia, flashcards and language games, demonstrated more positive attitude and increased engagement in the learning process. 
	However, it is important to note that the effective uses of teaching aids is contingent upon several factors, such as the teachers’ competence in integrating them into the lesson plan, the appropriateness of teaching aids to the subject matter and the learners needs and the availability of resources (Adebisi 2018 & Ajayi 2023). In light of these finding, it is evident that teaching aids play a crucial role in enhancing the teaching and learning of English in Junior secondary school in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State. The integration of diverse teaching aids not only facilitate better comprehension and retention but also faster students’ engagement and motivation, ultimately contributing to improved academic performance and language proficiency (Ogunsola, 2024).
	Ogunleye (2020) reported. That there were inadequate recourses (teaching aids inclusive) for teaching in most secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area. He further started that the available ones are not usually in good conditions, there is the need for improvisation demands Daramola (2018) however. Noted that improvisation demands. adventure, creatively, curiosity and perseverance on the part of the teacher, such skills are only realisable through well planned training programme on improvisation.
	The influence of teachers gender on the teaching English in Junior secondary school in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State has been explored by several studies in recent years. A study conducted by Adeyemi & Oluwole (2020) revealed that female teachers tend to be more effective in teaching English language, particularly in junior secondary schools. The researchers attributed this to the nurturing nature of women, which allows them to establish a more conducive learning environment for students. Furthermore, a study by Olatunji & Ajayi (2022) found that male and female teachers employ different teaching strategies, with female teachers being more inclined to use interactive and students centered approaches. This finding is supported by Adebayo & Olusola (2019), Who observed that female teachers in Ilorin West Local Government Area were more likely to incorporate various teaching aids, such as visual aids multimedia resources, into their English language lessons. However, it is important to note that teachers gender alone does not determine the effectiveness of teaching English, A Study by Ajibola & Bello (2018) emphasized that factors such as teacher training, experience, and classroom management skills also play a crucial role in enhancing the teaching and learning of English language in Junior secondary schools.
	The influence of teacher qualification on the teaching of English in Junior Secondary school in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State, cannot be overstated. Research has shown that teachers qualification significantly impact student academic performance and overall learning outcomes (Akinsolu, 2020). Highly qualified and experienced teachers tend to passed a deeper understanding of subject matter effective teaching strategies, and classroom management techniques, which can positively influence students achievement A study conducted by Adediran & Ayinde (2019) in Ilorin West Local Government Area revealed that teachers with higher qualification, such as a bachelors or masters degree in English education, demonstrated a better command of the subject matter and employed more engaging teaching methods. These teachers were able to create a conducive learning environment that fostered students interest and participation in English language lessons. Furthermore, Olaitan (2022) highlighted the importance of continuous professional development for teachers, emphasizing that ongoing training and workshops can enhance their pedagogical skills and keep them updated with the latest teaching methodologies and technological advancements. This in turn, can positively impact the teaching of English in Junior Secondary Schools, as teachers will be better equipped to utilize various teaching aids and resources effectively.
	The influence of school type, specifically between 2018 and 2024, on the use of teaching aids in English Language instruction of Junior secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara state , is a significant factors to consider several studies have explored this topic, shedding light on the potential disparities in resources availability and utilization across different school types. A study conducted by Ajibade & Alabi (2020) revealed that private schools in the area generally had better access to modern teaching aids, such as interactive whiteboards, Multimedia projectors, and language learning software, compared to the their public counterparts. This disparity was attributed to the financial resources available to private institutions, allowing them to, invest more in educational technology and learning materials.
	On the other hand, Adeyemi and Ogunleye (2022) found that public schools on the region  often relied on more traditional teaching aids, such as textbooks, flashcards, and chalkboards due to budgetary constraints. However, the researcher also highlighted innovative practices by some public schools teachers, who creatively utilized locally available materials to supplement their teaching aids. It is important to note that the influence of school type on the use of teaching aids is not a static phenomenon and may have evolved over the years due to various factors, such as government policies, educational reform, and technological advancement (Olawale & Akinwale, 2023).
Statement of the Problems         
	The teaching of English at the junior secondary school levels in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State has faced significant challenges due to a lack of adequate teaching aids and resources. Many schools on this area struggle with limited access to essential teaching materials, such as textbooks, visual aids, audio-visual equipment, and other instructional tools that could enhance the learning experience for students. This storage of teaching aids has been identified as a potential, barrier to effective English language instruction, hindering students ability to develop proficiency in reading, writing, speaking and comprehension skills.
	The absence of appropriate teaching aids may not only effect the quality of English Language education but also contribute to poor academic performance and disinterest among students. Furthermore, it raises concerns about the preparedness of  these students for higher levels of education and their future prospects in an increasingly globalised would where English proficiency in highly valued. 
	It is crucial to investigate the influence of teaching aids on the teaching of English at the Junior secondary school level in Ilorin West Local Government Area. This study aims to access the current availability and utilization of teaching aids, explore perceptions of teachers and students regarding their impact on language learning and identify potential strategies to improve access and integration of those resources in the classroom. By addressing this problems the study seeks to provide valuable insights and recommendations to educational authorities , programmes and stakeholders ultimately, contributing to be enhancement of English language education and the overall academic success of students in the region.
	From the foregoing, Mutebi and Matora (2019) have emphasized the effect of teaching aids utilization on teaching and learning. According to them, we learn and remember 10% of, what we hear 40% of what we discuss with others and as high as 80%   of what experience directly or practice. However based on the literature available to this present researcher, not many studies have been came out on, the influence of teaching aids on the teaching of English Junior secondary school in Ilorin West Local Government  Area , Kwara State. Thus this seeming neglect has created a research gap, part of which this study intends to fill.
Purpose of the Study 
 	The purpose of this study is to examine the influence of using teaching aids in the teaching and learning of English language among junior secondary school students in Ilorin West Local Government Area.
	The specific purpose of this study is to:
a. find out if there is influence of teaching aids on academic performance of English language in junior secondary school in Ilorin West Local Government Area.
b. examine the difference in the influence of teaching aids on students academic performance in English on the bases of teachers genders.
c. investigate the difference in the influence of teaching aids on students academic performance in English on the bases of teachers qualification.
d. discover the difference in the influence of teaching aids on students academic performance in English base on the school type.
Research Questions
		The following research questions were raised to guide the study:    
i. Does  the uses of teaching aids has any influence on teaching and learning of English language in junior secondary school?
ii. Is there any difference in the influence of teaching aids on students academic performance in English on the base of teachers gender?
iii. How does teaching aids influence in teaching and learning of English between private and public school in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State?

	The use of teaching aids in the instruction of English language at the junior secondary schools level in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State, can significantly enhance students learning experience and academic performance. By incorporating various teaching aids, educators can create an engaging and interactive learning environment that caters to diverse learning styles and promotes better comprehension and retention of the subject matter. One of the primary benefits of using teaching aids is the ability to facilitate active learning visual aids such as charts, diagrams, and multimedia presentation can help students better understand abstract concept and computer grammatical structure (Banerjee & Haque, 2020). For instance, presenting grammar rules through colorful diagrams or animation can make and podcasts, can expose students to authentic English language usage, improving their listening and pronunciation skill (saleem & Al-haosni, 2021).
	This proposed study on the influence of teaching aids on the teaching of English in junior secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State, has the potential to provide significant benefits to teachers. By examining the effectiveness of various teaching aids, the study can offer valuable insights into the most effective methods for enhancing the English language learning experience for students. One of the primary benefits for teachers would be the identification of teaching aids that can improve student engagement and comprehension. As noted by Adedeji & Olaniyan (2021), the use of appropriate teaching aids can stimulate students interest and facilitate better understanding of complex concepts. The study’s findings could guide teacher in selecting and utilizing teaching aids that cater to diverse learning styles, there by enhancing the overall teaching and learning process.
	The study of the influence of teaching aids on the teaching of English in Junior secondary school in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State, is of significant importance of various stakeholders in the educational sector. This study could provide valuable insights into the effectiveness of utilizing teaching aids enhancing the learning experience and academic performance of students in the English language. Parents and guardians, as essential stakeholders in their children’s education, would benefit from the study by gaining insights into the role of teaching aids in fostering effective learning (Onyemaobi, 2019). This knowledge could empower them to engage more actively in their children’s academic journey and support the use of teaching aids at home, reinforcing the lessons learned in the classroom.
	The study of the influence of teaching aids on the teaching of English in junior secondary school in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State holds significant implications for curriculum planner. The effective use of teaching aids has been widely acknowledged as a crucial factors in enhancing the learning process, particularly in language acquisition (Shabiralyani etal, 2020). This study can provide valuable insights into the current practices and challenges faced by teachers in utilizing teaching aids, there by informing curriculum planners on how to better integrate and promote the use of these resources. Moreover, the study may shed light on the specific teaching aids that are most effective for different aspect of English language learning, such as grammar, vocabulary, reading comprehension or speaking and listening skills. This information can guide curriculum planner in prioritizing and recommending the use of certain teaching aids for specific learning objectives (Moratinos-Martinez, 2020).
	The study of the influence of teaching aids on the teaching of English in junior secondary school in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State, is significant in several ways. It highlights the importance of utilizing effective teaching aids in the classroom, particularly in the field of English language instruction. Teaching aids are crucial tools that can enhance students engagement, comprehension, and overall learning outcomes (Adefowokan, 2019). Furthermore, textbook writers can greatly benefit from the insights provided by the study. By understanding the impact of teaching aids on English language instruction, they can incorporates recommendations or guidelines for the effective use of teaching within their textbooks. The integration can support teachers in implementing best practices and ensure that textbooks align with evidence based teaching strategies (Ogundele & Adeleke, 2018).
	The study of the influence of teaching aids on the teaching of English in junior secondary school in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State, holds significant implications for future researchers. This study could serve as a valuable resources for those interested in exploring the role of instructional materials in enhancing language acquisition, particularly in the context of English language education. Further, researchers may also find value in the study’s methodological approach, which could serve as a reference point for designing similar studies or replicating the researcher in different context. By analyzing the study’s limitations and strengths, researcher can refine their methodologies and contribute to the existing body of knowledge (Adedokun, 2018).
Scope and Delimitation of the Study

Researcher design instrument would be used to collect data for this study. Descriptive and  inferential statistic would be used to analyse the data gathered for this study.
Operational Definition of Terms and Variables 
Influence: The power to effect, control or manipulate the junior secondary schools of Ilorin
Teaching Aids: Are the material used by a teachers of junior secondary school in Ilorin west Local Government to supplement classroom instruction or simulate the interest of the students. 
Teaching: The act of giving instruction of importing knowledge to junior secondary school students  of Ilorin West Local Government by the teacher.
Learning: The act or process of acquiring knowledge or skills by the junior secondary school students of Ilorin West Local Government or their modification of behaviour through practice, training or experience. 
School Type: Is an institution for the teaching of children. It can be private school or public school.  
CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
	Many authors have written extensively on the meaning of teaching aids and area of perceive difficulties in using teaching aids by the teachers of English language. Some of these write up were considered in this chapter under the following reading :
· Concept of Teaching Aids
· Types of Teaching Aids
· Uses of Teaching Aids
· The use of Teaching Aids in the Teaching of English Language 
· Perceived Areas of Difficulties by Teachers in Using Teaching Aids for Teaching English Language 
· Appraisal of Reviewed Literature  
	English is the most prominent, the most important and indeed “the world most widely used language” (Quirk & Greebaum, 2019). The emergence of English as the bride of the world is predicated on a number of factors which include political , social, commercial, religious, technological and educational. Education, which good (cited in Olawale 2019) defined as the art of making available to each generation the organised, knowledge of the past process by which the tradition and culture of a society are passed on from one generation to another, from the older one’s to the younger one’s certainly play a crucial role in the globalization of English.
	A study by Adeyemi & Ogunleye (2020) investigated the impact of multimedia teaching aids on the academic performance of junior secondary school students in Ilorin West local Government Area. The findings of this study revealed that the use of multimedia resources such as videos, animations, and interactive software, significantly improved students comprehension and retention of English language concepts. The review of relevant literature to the present study was carried out in turn as indicated below.  
 Concept of Teaching Aids 
	Afolabi (2022) defined teaching aids as the materials, which make a tremendous enhancement of lesson if intelligently used. He explains further that they are the materials, which the teachers use to illustrate the point he wishes to emphasize in his/her teaching. Those material may be those, which the children can see and there are others which supply sound.Olumorin (2018) opined that teaching aids refers to the human and non-human materials and facilities that can be used to ease, encourage, improved and promote teaching and learning activities. While according to Abimbade (2020) opined that Teaching aids are whatever material used in the process of instruction. They are a broad range of resource which can be used to facilitate effective instruction. They indicate a systematic way of designing carrying out and employing the total process of learning and  communication and employing human and non-human resources to bring out more meaningful and effective instruction.
	Edward (2019) opined teaching aids as the resources that a teacher employs when teaching to supplement oral explanation, descriptions and to use in demonstration. Yusuf (2018) referred teaching aids as human and non-human materials employed by teachers for the purpose of effective communicative and learning. Therefore, consist of the process of designing, utilizing and evaluating instructional processes so as to achieve the instructional objectives.
	Ibitayo (2019) defined teaching aids as the materials that can be used as sources obtain knowledge, new ideas and to acquire new skills and competencies, he stressed further that they make teaching learner meaningful and more useful to life Meduabum (2021) explained further that the most important teaching aids is the teacher himself, this is because whatever aids he uses, it is only meant to aids his teaching and not to aid teaching by themselves. However, teaching aids are those human and non-human resources that are considered as indispensable requirement in teaching learning process. They are indeed those educational materials, items or equipment, personnel and infrastructure in the form of audio visuals, prints or non-prints, project or non-projected and other forms of telecommunication gadget, radio, television, videotape recorder (VTR) .

	The production of these teaching aids has been made easier in recent time due to the rapid development in modern technology. Despite this however, it is interesting to note that teachers are almost ignorant of the availability and the relevance of the teaching aids.
Types of Teaching Aids
	Types of teaching aids is mainly classify into; Audio, Visual and audio-visual materials.
Audio: these are teaching and learning materials that appeal to only the sense of hearing (ear) in enhancing learning process (Adeyemi, 2023).They are  referred to as aural materials: these materials are available in form of sound and voices. Including the following
a. Language Laboratories 
b. Magnetic and records player
c. Radio board cast 
d. Microphone and loud speaker/gramophones 
e. Human sounds, and voices, e.g teachers voice and learners voices e.t.c 
These examples reveal that audio or aural materials could readily be made available either in the natural (real) or representational (recorded) forms. 
	Visual aids: these are teaching and learning materials that appeal mainly to the sense of sight or vision (eye) alone. They could be made available either in their representational or real visual forms (Farrant, 2018). Some examples of visual materials are;
· Some real objects and life situation in the classroom environment e.g teacher, students, food items etc
· Different kind of models e.g Museum material, puppet take part model of human torso.
· Still picture e.g real photographs or photographic prints, book, illustrations, hand-drawn diagrams and printings charts, graphs, posters, map etc   
· Chalkboard diagram and sketches, bulleting/ notice board, displays, flannel/magnetic/plastic-graphs boards materials and displays.
· Still picture from slides and film strips, overhead transparencies, 16mm silent confirms, opaque projectors printed words illustration from micro films, 8mmm silent films etc
· All kinds of printed or hand writing materials e.g textbooks, handouts, magazines etc
· Dioramas etc
Audio-visual materials:- these are instructional aids that appeal to the two senses of hearing and seeing simultaneously, such material often appeal also to other human sense-touch, smell and taste as well. It is observed that audio-visual materials are probably the most effective resources material in the teaching process (Dale, 2018) 
Example of audio-visual materials includes:
i. Recording of some real life situation and substitutes preserved and reproduced for educational purpose where needed by using the means
ii. The 16mm cine-sound film and 16mm cline projector
iii. Television programme
iv. Sound films trip projector/synchronized tape/slide materials
v. Open channel and closed circuit division 
vi. Video disc
Another classification can be conceived in relation to concrete symbolic or abstract experience. Edger Dales (2020), cone of experience can enactive experience and abstract experience. Many of the media developed or selected can be categorized such as model real object, exhibits specimens as so forth are included among those that provide concrete experience (Enactive). Picture, audio recording drawing, motion, films etc are  those that represent the real or concrete experience (iconic), spoken word or written words are regarded as abstract experience.
Uses of Teaching Aids 
	The use of Teaching aids by the teacher must be based on careful and sound rationale (Iyewurun, 2018). Perhaps, it is relevant to say that the advancement in modern technology and its recognition in educational institution have broadened the horizon of some teachers in the use of teaching aids. Most teaching  could carried out without the teacher being accused  of over-verbalization excessive used of words in teaching and learning process, while writing on the uses of teaching aids, had this to say “no aids should be used haphasardly there is a right and a wrong way to introduce it into the lesson’’(Adeyemo, 2019).
i. The aids may be a means of introducing a subject wetting the appetite or exciting the curiosity or stimulating interest.
ii. It may be intended as the main body of the lesson, i.e the chief vehicle for transmitting the new information 
iii. It may be a piece of recapitulating materials designed to assist in the process of knowledge. Adeyemo (2019) suggested four main steps  of using teaching aids during the course of exciting the lesson, they are as follows:


“Preparation, Presentation,, evaluation and follow up” 
	The child’s mind must be so prepared as to obtain the full benefits from the cud, any question which the teachers hopes or expects the aids to answer should be discussed.
	Babatunde (2019) while writing on teaching aids in its contribution to teaching and learning process suggested four (4) views to perceive the role of teaching aids in learning process.
i. Throughout history, man has shown a natural insinuation to learn and to teach with pictures, specimens, demonstration and illustration.
ii.  The apparent success of the teacher who made use of teaching aids was a result of the force, which he applied, in the innocent learner in order to achieve his objectives.
iii. Education has recognize that the traditional method of learning by the lectures and textbook frequently results in pupils memorizing meaningful works and symbols .
iv. A teacher who uses teaching aids to supplement or to accompany his teaching always helps to accumulate quicker thinking, creative imagination, help learner to be spontaneous and enthusiastic and subsequently roots at. 
Another thing to note is the purpose or reasons behind the use of these resources according to Abimbade (2019) some of the reasons for the use of teaching aids include: 
i. To reinforce verbal and visual messages 
ii. To focus attention
iii. To provide sources of information and authority 
iv. To save teachers preparation time 
v. To provide experiences not otherwise available  
vi. To elucidate verbal concepts
Olarinsade (2020) the importance of teaching aids as follow:
i. To attract hold the attention of pupils in the class
ii. Make learning permanent 
iii. It gives room for students teacher interaction
iv. It aids variety to what night otherwise be a monotonous lesson.
v. It make concept clearer.
In addition, teaching aids have the advantage or supplying up to date or latest information about invention, scientific advances, current historical account and they appear in print, through education broad casting (Adeyemo, 2019). They also increase learning possibilities by inter-relating the symbolism. Also., they provide a “group value” advantage of transcending time and space barriers in teaching through the use of educational board casting , cure film and (Jasso, 2020). Teaching is particularly made more interesting to slow learners by the use of adequate teaching aids. Beside the use of teaching aids  concretes. For instance, if a group of students go to a location where (Ogogoro) local gin is brewed, the Economics students will be able to see the process of production. Therefore, the students will enhance effective learning process.
	The use of teaching aids assists, students in seeing application of what is being taught. By and large, the use of teaching aids enhance effective learning “videre est, credere” is a latin maxim which means seeing is believing where by the students are able to see important party of the topic taught (Adeyemi , 2020). 
The use of Teaching Aids in the teaching of English Language. Bajah (2018) outlined some of the following reasons for using audio-visual Aids in teaching English Language:
a. For motivational values that develop the interest of the students.
b. To simplify and clarify what is complex and difficult to express in words
c. To supplement spoken and written words
d. To bring the teaching of English Language into real life
e. To promote retention as we can understand from the chines proverb that says “What I hear I forget, what I see I remember, what I do, I understand”.
As scholar  have always argued, in order to make the acquisition of the language more meaningful for the students, teachers must bring the real world into the classroom. Visual materials work as a powerful tool in this aspect, as far as they give teachers the opportunity to show the culture of the target language, the habit and the body language that lie behind the language transactions. All this makes students understand that the use of the target language has a purpose, the real purpose of real communication. The students involved in this research are the junior secondary school. Being among the youngest in the secondary school, their level of English is quite low. This kind of students is the one that being benefited most from the visual aids integrated into the lesson plan (Boucheix, 2019). Section ten in the National Policy of Education stated that the, objective learning material such like teaching aids are to:
i. Enhance teaching and improve the learners competence 
ii. Make learning more meaningful for the student
iii. Develop and promote the effective use of innovative materials in schools
Ajayi, (2020) observed that teaching aids are versatile tools that are used in different ways for effective teaching and learning of English Language. These aids convey facts and idea in all from of communication. They offer quite an easy way of presenting information. Ogunleye (2020) further outlined some of the importance of teaching aids if carefully selected, they should:-
1. Speed learning processes
2. Help to give correct initial concept 
3. Provide experiences which are not known before
4. Motivate, develop and change attitude 
5. Build and sustain interest 
6. Clarify and give definite meaning to words and the combat verbalism 
7. Intensive expressions
8. Help students to learn more 
9. Uitalize instruction and provide varieties in teaching 
10. Supplement other learning and serves reminder
Ibrahim (2018) stated that teaching aids assist English language teachers in the achievement of stated objective and also help them to make lesson explicit to the students. It aids the achievement of anyone of the following in the teaching process: attention and motivation: orderliness in the classroom, lesson presentation, recall and remembering, guidance, active participation and response, feedback, assessment of performance and evaluation.
 	In summary, it could be noted that the improvement of classroom instructions largely depend on the competence of the teacher to use various kind of teaching aids in the actualization of teaching and learning objectives. Perceived areas of difficulties by teachers in using teaching aids for teaching English Language in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara.
	The use of teaching aids never problem free. There are some number of problems or areas, that teachers perceived difficulties in using teaching aids for teaching English language in Secondary School in Ilorin West Local Government. Investigation shows that some area perceived difficulties by the teachers in the process of teaching English language in the area studies are explained thus:
	Most of the teaching aids especially audio-visual equipment are complex for economics teachers to operate, based on the investigation in the area of studies, they have no adequate practical training and this has posed a lot of problems in teaching English language effectively.
	Besides, most of the Secondary School in Ilorin West Local Government Area, do not have electricity in their classroom, while some do not have electricity supply at all, this problems is not left out in the areas of studies and this has affected the use of teaching aids especially English language in this regard it results into poor performance of English language . 
	Similarly, inadequate need of teaching aids by English language teacher in English language lesson in account of poor or lack of professional perception of English by teacher as a subject that could be taught effectively by mere verbal instruction have created a lot of difficulties in using teaching aids for teaching English language in secondary school in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State. Another problem that the teachers perceived difficulties in using teaching aids for teaching English are duration, some of these teaching aids such as visual, audio or audio-visual could not be used within the approved duration of the school lesson periods. that is  the time allocated is very small to impact knowledge to the student with the use of teaching aids.
Appraisal of Reviewed Literature 
	From the literature reviewed above one can conclusively say “that there are areas perceived difficulties by the teachers in using teaching aids for teaching English language in Ilorin West secondary school. However, the reason for this are not for fetched, such as complexity of the teaching aids for teaching English Language by the teachers, also, time and energy consumption cannot be over ruled as one of the problems that teachers perceive as difficulties in teaching of English Language in Ilorin West Local Government Area. also, the literature review gives a clear background of knowledge of this study. It gives researches insight the meaning of English Language, teaching aids, studies on teaching and learning of English Language and particular area perceived by teachers as difficulties in using teaching aids for teaching English Language. The chapter went further to explain the utilization of teaching aids in teaching English Language in most secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State. Monmodu (2018) stated that ill equipped laboratories in most secondary schools and colleges are responsible for poor performance and bad result in West African Examination Councils “WAEC”. Conclusively, some of the schools sampled in the study area lacked about 80% of the teaching aids needed for effective teaching and learning of English Language.

Research Type
	 This study employed a descriptive survey research design. This allowed the researcher to collect data through questionnaire for English teachers to examine their perspective on the use and impact of teaching aids in English language instruction.


Population   
	The population of this study comprised all junior secondary school English teachers and students in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State for the 2023/2024 academic session.
Sample and sampling Technique 
	The research was carried out among the junior secondary school teachers in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State. Five secondary schools were chosen using sampling techniques; in addition ten teachers were randomly selected from each school making total number of fifty (50) teachers for the study. The selected junior secondary school including the followings:
· Government High school junior secondary school, Adeta, Ilorin
· Barakat Community junior secondary school Alfa Yahaya, Ilorin
· Government Day junior secondary school Adewole ,Ilorin
· Government Girls Day junior secondary school Pakata,Ilorin
· Abata Baba-Oyo junior secondary school Anifowose,Ilorin
Research Instrument 
	The only research instrument used for data collected was questionnaire designed by the researcher. The questionnaire has four sections, section “A” required personal data of the teacher such as school, class taught, age, sex, educational qualification and teaching experience in years. Section “B” deals with standard teaching aids for effective teaching of English language in secondary schools. Section “C” deals with students performance whether they perform better when teaching aids and learning process. Section “D” deals with teachers handling English language in secondary schools. They were expected to answer strongly agreed, Agreed, Disagreed and Strongly Disagreed to the questionnaire.
Validity of the Instrument 
	Validity of an instrument is the ability of the instrument to measure what is suppose to measure. In view of this, content and face validity of the instrument adopted for this study were determined. Therefore, in order to ascertain the validity of instrument of this study, the research gave the draft copy of the questionnaire to her project supervisor who corrected and gave suggestion that was used to modify the questionnaire items after which the instrument was confirmed good and valid for the study.
Reliability of the Instrument 
	It other to ensure the internal consistency of the instrument this test-retest reliability will be used by taking a sample from the target population. The questionnaire will be administered to the sample population between an intervening  periods of two weeks.
Data Collection Procedure

CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Summary
	This research was carried out with the intention of finding out the awareness, effective usage and the role of instruction in Junior Secondary school conducted in five selected  public school in Ilorin West.
	Teaching  aids are very essential for an effective teaching and learning process. its help the students to understand and retain what they have learnt in the subject, and have a good command of the language. The student become more involved in the class and helps in improving the teaching and learning experience. Besides teaching becomes a lot easier for the teacher. The criteria for using teaching aids include using good teaching aids which suits the topic and the individuals difference of the students also put under considered.
	The result of this study observed that most teaching aids and resources are not available in the schools for the teaching of English language. The most available teaching aids are textbooks, chalkboards, and cardboards e.t.c these were predominantly used in the classroom. Other teaching aids such as chart graphs, diagrams, cartons, posters, picture, maps/atlases, sentences strips, flash cards, bulletin boards e.t.c which are locally available and in expensive are not provided or are insufficient  teachers lament on the challenges they  face in sourcing or making teaching aids which are easy to make. Even through the ones they manages to make for themselves do not always have the required effective for the lesson goals and objectives. The provisions of these aids are completely neglected in the teaching process by the concerned authorities, audio-visual aids like televisions, computer, overhead transparencies video recorders are mostly not just there at all.
Conclusion 
	The research work is geared towards knowing the influence of teaching aids in the teaching of English Language concepts in Junior secondary schools. Using teaching aids has made life in the teaching professional interesting having seen the role they play, although some researchers believed that the place of teaching aids in the teaching and learning process should be restricted to a particular media of the related fasts that aids easy remembering by learners should be employed. This researching works reveals that both audio-visual technology media as stated in the research work has great importance to language teaching in post primary and tertiary instruction of learning.
	Educational goals attainment depends a lot on the quality of teaching methods, and teaching aids. The finding of this study revealed that there are lack of teaching aids and resources necessary for the effective implementation of all areas of language  teaching curriculum in the Junior secondary school in Ilorin west most teachers do not use necessary teaching aids to teach. The lack of necessary teaching aids resources reduces the students to mere passive participant in the learning process consequently; there is erosion of enthusiasm in the teaching learning process by both teachers and students
	English in Nigeria is taught as a second language in Nigeria, the  need to employ all means for this effective teaching cannot be over-emphasized for better informed and educated generation, and more-over, English is the official language of instruction for other subjects which further underscores the importance of students effectively comprehending all areas of English language taught. In order to achieve the national educational goals and objectives contained in the national policy on education        
Recommendations
	The following recommendation are made on the above finding.
i. There is need for all stakeholders including the federal, state and local government and the private sectors to contribute financially and mentally in provision of teaching aids and resources for the teaching of English in the junior secondary schools.
ii. Also, teachers should co-ordinate their effort in the sector of teaching with teaching aids 
iii. Moreover, conference, seminars, and workshops should be organized to exchange ideas and document concerning teaching aids 
iv. Furthermore, teachers should be further encouraged to improvise and make teaching aids themselves where possibly real not readily available 
v. Moreover, school heads, principals and officials of the ministry of education should ensure regular supervision to  enhance effective use of the available teaching aids and resources in the teaching of English in the Junior secondary schools. 
vi. Also, teachers should mutually helps each other to acquire all the aids necessary to carryout teaching with teaching aids.
vii. However, resources and financial constraints prevent us form needed teaching aids for the teaching and learning of English language. It is thus necessary, to produce more specialized personal aids there by little teaching aids at our disposal
viii. Moreso, the federal ministry of education in conduction with the state ministry of education should create a committee to be entrusted with centralizing and disbursement of research under taken on teaching aids media for teaching by various scholar/researchers.
ix. Finally, Ajayi (2020) recommends that for effective teaching to take place there must be teaching aids, fund, adequately trained teachers, workshop and engaging higher institution in irrelevant research and education irrelevant research in curriculum development for the provision of guideline for identification, facilitation, promotion of prospect in the areas of instructional technology in pot of junior secondary schools.
Suggestion for Further Studies 	
This study investigate on the influence of teaching aids on the teaching and learning of English in Junior Secondary School in Ilorin West LGA, Kwara State. The Study focused on the influence of teaching aids based on teachers genders and the school types.
The future researchers would be focuse on the influence of teaching aids un English Language base on teachers qualification in other state or other part of country
