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ABSTRACT
The study is an investigation into effects of broken home on academic achievement of students in selected secondary schools in Ekiti local government area of Kwara state. One hundred randomly respondents participated in the study, questionnaire was  the major instrument used for data collections. Four research questions were proposed for the study where chi-square  method was adopted to analyse the data. The study showed that broken home have a adverse effect on students academic achievement, influence students behaviour ensure prevalence students relationship with peers in secondary schools. It was therefore recommended that there must be peaceful habitation between spouse at home, they must avoid open quarrel on presence of children, there must be maximum cooperation between them, while government should educate the masses on the consequences of broken home through print and electronic media.  
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study 	
Broken home otherwise referred to as divorce  is one of the social phenomena that is threatening the contemporary Nigeria society. It is a common saying that the peace of the society is predetermined by the peace obtained  in the home. Upon this one may, the storm of broken home would have direct effect  on the system in the lawyer social   setting. Among the agents of specialization for the child is the home. Infact, it is the first and most efficient when viewed in respect of its roles in child upbringing  however despite  this fact, it is inform ate many children are deprived of love, care, training and other roles of the family  because of broken home  indeed the effect could not be over emphasized.
Bomby (2007) explained that child from broken homes develop anti-social behaviour perform poorly in academic work and usually  do not respect anything  or anybody because  they have been brought up to expect no home  themselves sometimes. Similar symptoms can be observed in homes where both parent are neither separated divorced but still home together physically under the same roof although due co-operate with each other and do not extend enough warmth and love and understanding to their children some of the time too much  parental attitude could  be the indirect effect of trauma depending in such factors as the set of the child and the circumstance of the child birth
The school is a place where children certain skills  that will make them live and fulfilled life on future in reality the academic achievement  of the child especially at secondary school level predetermined what he/she becomes in later life. However, it is apparent that in evening class there are certain children  whose control present  same problem and they are most often referred to as problem  children. Many time the intelligence of such children may  show that they can not learn quickly or may be  so brilliant that they are always ahead of  thus however due to their home situation especially the effects of broken home leading to single parenthood sometimes may of these children perceived lazy liars  thieve susceptivle to anti-social behaviour
Malum (2009) explained that children from broken home parent have higher rate of delinquency and anti-social behaviour that  does  children of broken home parent to psychiatric hospitals many be device high as for children of intact facilities. Broken home is the leading   course of childhood depression. Thsy may suffer a deep disclasumer that sour their view of marriage and other institution such as school. Some conclude that all relationship are include doomed to unraved someday in betrayal and infidelity some children have take to drug, sexual promiscuity and running away from home.
It is upon this back drop that this  research endeavour is set  to investigate the extent to which affects of broken home pose havoc an the academic achievement of children in selected secondary school in Ekiti local government area of Kwara state in this work attention will be given  to the factor responsible for broken homes, it effect on the academic achievement of secondary school students and workable.
Suggestion and recommendations will equally be advance in order to save the ugly situation from further deterioration especially as many affect the educational sector.
Background of the Study 
In the past, the academic achievement of students in our secondary  school  was very encouraging  and worthwhile. The standard of Primary education in term of process and product was quite commendable some  deceases back. Things took  an adverse turn in the recent past as the much celebrated falling/fallen standard of education became street talk. The unfortunate down turn prompted admin administrator of various level,  parents, schools, experts, education researcher and other stakeholders  to begin to find solution to the trend.
The  odd situation is more ddivestating  on secondary education when one considers the large number of dropout at this level . the young  boys who are expected to be leaving profitable concepts and skills in the classroom are found in the motor parks working as conductors or Agero. Through the   they  join bad companies of smokers and drug addicts. Similarly, the innocents helpless young girls instead of been in the classroom are found doing street hawking in the name of survival. Some of them  have been ignorantly impregnated by heartless men. Even some that are in the school system could not cope well when the general expectation is been tested.
There are multifarious factors that are responsible for this unpredented situation. Since it  is an accepted  factor that the home is the  first classroom of the child and that he/she spends more time at home than any other place, hence he learn more there. The home must provide, love, protection (shelter) and other conductive atmosphere for the child to be able to function well as a normal human being. Any deficiency of those feature mentioned could make the child become imbalance both physical and psychological (Akande 2004) in no small measure broken home will definitely deprive the child essential of life, this inhibiting his/her potential especially in terms of academic work. 
Broken home could be caused by all the difficulties or problem facing marriage institution in or society which include lack of understanding, lack of love, ill treatment, bareness, prolonged illness, insanity, insincerity and the likes, in the final analysis, it is not the cause of broken home that is paramount but the aftermath on the secondary school students achievement
The research endeavour will delve into various factor responsible  for broken home, the trend and most importantly effect on the academic achievement of secondary school students, in Ekiti local government of Kwara state.
Statement of the Problem
	The main objectives of secondary education as contained in the National Policy on education (NPE 1981) are the inculcation of permanent literacy and numeracy, the ability to communicate effectively, laying sound basis for scientific and reflective thinking and inculcation of the right moral values. All these (and other objectives) could be achieved where the child has conducive home atmosphere which is the basis of learning
Upon this premises therefore, the researcher will ultimately be concerned with the problem and difficult posed on the academic achievement of secondary school students in Ekiti local government area of Kwara state, what actually is the effect of broken on the academic achievement of students in the area of covered by this research work?
Purpose of the Study 
	This research is carried out in order to investigate the effects of broken home on secondary school students academic achievement in selected school in Ekiti local government area of Kwara state. Suggestion will be made for the problem identified

Are there any effect of broken home on students academic achievement in selected secondary school in Ekiti Local Government of Kwara State

Are there any relationship between home and academic achievement of children in selected secondary school in Ekiti Local Government Area of Kwara State 
Are there any  relationship between moral of students and academic achievement  of children in selected secondary school in Ekiti Local Government area of Kwara state
Are there any relationship between motivation  of students and academic achievement of children in selected secondary school in Ekiti Local Government Area of Kwara State. 
Are there any relationship between intelligent of students and academic achievement of children in selected secondary school in Ekiti Local Government Area of Kwara State 
Research Hypothesis 
Ho1: There is no significant effect of single parents on students academic achievement of children in selected secondary school in Ekiti Local Government area of Kwara state 
Ho2. There is no significant effect of broken home on students academic achievement of children in selected secondary school in Ekiti local government Area of Kwara State 
Ho3: There is no significant effect of lack of parental care on students academic achievement of children in selected secondary school in Ekiti Local Government Area of Kwara State
Ho4, There is no significant effect of lack of mother care on students academic achievement of children in selected secondary school in Ekiti local government area of Kwara State 
Significance of the Study 
It is not out of way for one to envisage the possibly of having various problems in broken homes. These could include misunderstanding, threat, lack of love, lack of care inadequate reading, incessant quarrels and the likes
For the above reasons, the study aimed at finding out whether the structure of broken home could nurse problems that would have any effect on the academic performance of students 
The finding  of this study will therefore put light on the problem  facing students from broken homes. It will equally assist the educationists to understand  the damage, which the  effects of broken homes have been doing to students in  secondary school. In no small measure will the result of these findings be useful in finding solution to the problem. Also this study will help educationist to advance reason for the low achievement   of students in secondary school and finding way to solving them. It will equally serves as basis for further research work in similar area.
Delimitation of the Study 
This research work will delve into the effects of broken home on the academic achievement of students and strive to make some workable suggestion and recommendation which hopefully will improve the situation in our secondary schools, if promptly attend to.
This study is limited to some selected secondary schools in Ekiti local government area of Kwara state, however the findings could be used to generalize opinion on all the secondary schools in the local government, the state and the country at large
Operational Definition of Terms 
Broken Home: Separation between husband and wife as a result of misunderstanding and inability to cope with each other
Divorce: Legal separation between husband and wife
Effect: the end result or the degree of the outcome of something  what something could bringout
Academic achievement: refers to students result at the end of test or examination 
Data: the collection of information (both qualitative and quantitative from the population)
Population: the entire group of person, objects and events whose characteristics are being studies
Sample: a proportion of the population selected for study 
Sampling Techniques: the method of selecting the sample from the population 


CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
	This chapter is devoted to review the look of some reviewed authors that have written articles, journals, textbooks  and other academic papers in relation to the effect of broken home on students  academic performance. However to streamline the review, the chapter is divided into the following sub-heading

The Concept of Home 
	If one carefully examined it, the world “home” goes beyond a mere building in which one resides. Essentially according to Bamgbode (2009). It includes the inhabitants of the building staying together as a family unit. Therefore if five families occupy a particular  house there are five homes in such a building 
Hornsby 92009) said that a home is a generally a place that is close to the heart of the owner and can become a prised possession
A home, according to horns by is not just a dwelling  people, but a place where people (that  is, husband, wife and their children or with any of the members of the family   the spouses  belong to) live together in harmony, sharing their problems happiness or any disheartening issues together 
He went further by explaining   that, a home must  just be somewhere people  live or dwell in, it must be a habitual abode for every member of the family, either nuclear or extended family. Every members must be active interms of decision making or advice having 
Emphasis is also laid on the responsibilities of the people that make up a home which are the bedrock for a good and happy home. The family must be adequately carried out so as to promote a healthy family and build a good home
Hornsby (2009)  opined that “home can be carried into good and bad home. Both can be determined by the parent. It they live harmoniously, they build a good home, but if otherwise they build a bad home. A bad home may be as a result of lack of understanding and it may result to divorce hence may lead to separation 
Popular reasons for Getting marriage 
There are variety of reason  for marriage as discussed below  harrow (2007) stated that the greatest reason for marriage is companionship stressing that “living alone is not desirable to him, God himself does not like loneliness and that was why he created eve and Adam so that the former would would became the later is wife and companion with whom he would share happy as well as sad moments 
Similar Benson (2008) stated that the necessity to have a confidant is reason for marriage so that a man will have a close person with whom he can share private  or personnel discussion and  problems. He stressed that its better for someone to attend special opccasion, church recreational outfit and ceremonies with loved ones, rather than going there alone. He stressed that companion between a man and woman is also invaluable because one can advice the either on certain matter or decision making.
Further more, Harrow (2007) stated that, reproduction is also important reason for marriage. According to human being is just like animal raised children without one entanglement of marriage but such children would not have what he describe as “appropriate family genealogical victoria focus” so its marriage that make various relationship possible. Example are brother sister uncle, nieces nephew, father-in laws and sister in law
Moreover, Benson 92008) opined that people get married for purpose of what is terms “symbiotic relationship” this refers to a situation whereby two person play complementary roles which benefit both of them mutually. For example when the husband provide funds for the family needs such as food stuff
The wife also cookes and see to proper situation of home. Also when the husband needs the compound, the wife take s the needs and sweeps. All these are essential roles to be play by husband and wife.
According to Spencer (2010) it is when someone become married that can evaluate the level of his responsibility. This means it is not appropriate to described someone as responsible man until that person is get married to a woman of his own and be able to provide for her need. Spencer (2010) also maintained that this fact is justifiable because there are number of marital responsibilities for husband  and wife  to undertake day-in day out. For example, cooking general maintenance of the home, washing of clothes and bathing for the children are regard and “traditional roles of the wives” through husband to render assistance when and where necessary. The role of feeding financing the home, accommodation, transport facilities, health care, clothing, footwear and other miscellaneous facilities such as electronics and furniture items.
However, as earlier emphasized wives can also assist in the provision of this facilities. Any spouse who refused or failed to play his/she role effectively, if he/she is not handicapped either physically or financially in these respect, then they cannot be regarded as husband/wife.
Different kinds of Marriage /family      
	Badejoko (2012) Stated that there are difference kinds of marriage. He identified three types of family which consist of only the husband, wife and their own children. This types of family is mostly common in other part of the world such country like Europe and America polygamy refers to a situation in which the husband marries more than one wife. This types of marriage is common in Africa, especially in Nigeria, because over culture allows it.
The third kind of families of marriage is termed “polyandry” this is a situation in which woman is culturally married to more than one husband at the same time. This kind of marital relationship is very rare in Nigeria 
Causes of Harmony at Home
	Moradayo (2006) identified four basic factor responsible for harmonious co-existence faithfulness and cooperation.
According to him, co-operation refers to a situation whereby both spouses work together and are always in order to ensure that everything work well as expected as much as possible within the family. Moreover, he stressed that when both partners are truly in love with each other, they will forgive and pardon each other whenever  differences arises. There is no room for grudges and malice where two love exists.no matter the gravity of the offence pardon is easily granted 
Moradayo (2006) further  explained that when spouse are always for each other only sexually, not having man friends or woman friends outside the card of love between their, they become very tight and strong. These are the characteristics of faithfulness. Lastly tolerance or perseverance is capable of strengthening the family cohesion, there is no perfect human being on earth. One is bound to offende the other or make mistake occasionally and also everyone has one weakness or the other. This may be physical, social, emotional and intellectual. Tolerance  or perseverance is required to overcome the effect of these weakness
In a similar ways, Ogulana (2005) identified ways of ensuring marital happiness, these are amicable settlement of conflict, obedience, personal hygiene, finance and good children 
Ogunlana (2005) stated that as the head of the family, it is very essential for the husband to provide financial resources for the family. Money is required for virtually everything a couples need at  home; feeding, clothing, electronic, transportation, education , health, furniture and accommodation so when the husband provides all these, love is strengthened at home. It needs to be stressed that where and when necessary the wife should render financial assistance.
Amicable settlement of conflict is another factor of happy home. Now matter the extent of love between  spouse, quarrels are bound to come up through this must not be frequent but such quareel should be settle amicably without the invitation of a third person, not even their own children. A proverb says “if a well does not have a crake a lizard cannot penetrate into it”
Furthermore, obedience  is of utmost importance between spouse. Every man loves an obedience wife. However, husband  need to take to wives advice. If need to be stressed that, personal hygiene also promotes love. Spouses need to be neat always, the entire home (interior and exterior) also need clean always. A dirty wife cannot appeal to husband. Good offspring also promote harmonious co-existence even when there are conflict most spouse mallow down and remember their children they love.
In his own contribution, Solomon  (2007) gave five condition for ensuring a happy family  or home. These are: good relationship with in-laws, good food, regular and enjoyable sexual intercourse, refraining from vices and compatibility. According to him, it is important  for a wife to have cordial relationship with the father in-law. These strengthen marital happiness. The same way, it is important for spouse to be compatible, when there is compatibility in attitude, social aspect, physical aspect and other aspects of life harmony is promoted at home.
Moreover, when a spouse especially the husband refuses to engage in a bad habit, such as might crawling, smoking drinkiness, drug addiction, robbery, adultery, the cordiality in a relationship promoted. In addition, good food plays an importance role is promoted. In addition, good  food plays an importance role in marital relationship. No wonder they say “the fastest way to a man heart is his stomach” if wife can not cook well and prepare the type of food the husband likes to eat at the right time, this promote misunderstanding between the husband and the woman. The wife should realize that “ a hungry man is an angry man”.
Solomon (2007). Concluded by stressing that sex is perhaps the greatest factor for marital harmony between spouses, regular sexual intercourse which is enjoyable both spouses and greatly promotes  love between them. It is important for both of them not to deprive each other of this essential thing.
Mohammed (2010) identified five factor of marital happiness between husband and wife. This is similarity in educational level and socio-economic background and  living together physical possession of desired quality and required body structure. According to him, similarity in educational attainment pay a significant role because their academic experience all their lives cannot find it easy unless considered adjustment are made from both side.
Furthermore, possession of desired qualities promote marital harmony. For instance when a man likes a slim women who continue to maintain her slim stature. This also applied to complexion and height
Factors Responsible for Broken Homes
	Mohammed (2010) identified five factors responsible for broken home 
a. Lack of desired physical qualities 
b. Financial problems
c. Health problems and disparity in socio-economic background 
d. Negative variations in body structure.
Firstly, when there is no possession of desired qualities this can caused a home to break before marriage, it is very important for partners  to ensure that qualities they desire exist in each other for example if a man naturally have interest in slim ladies but some how finds himself marrying a fat one can portray danger for the relationship such man may engage in extra marital relationship with slim ladies. The worst  things is that he will rarely sleep or go out with the wife. Taste of man also differ in  the are of physical attributes some like well set teeth, moderate size of breast and buttocks, thereby hating that chest pendulum  breast, large buttocks, teeth  without incisors or protecting ones.. it is dangerous for a partner to marry someone who does  not posses his desired traits.
Mohammed (2010) further stated that finance is indispensible  for marital happiness. Even know any organization can function well without adequate finances most women feed  them adequately. Man have often maintained that one of the condition laid down by Allah (S.W.T) for a man is to ensure that he can feed his wife adequately before embarking on marriage. He also stressed that a man might marry more than one wife if he could feed and love their adequately 
Among Christians, the holy bible support firnancial power of the husband. Hence, it is stated in the holy bible that a chreistian who fails to provide for his family is worth than an unbeliever. A Yoruba proverb also stated that “it is not difficult task to marry but what is the most diffuclt is how to continue to provide for family feeding” hence, inability to cater for family needs in terms of feeding, clothing, accommodation, health, education, transport etc can lead to breaking of the home.
Moreover, health  problems are  parts of the principles factors responsible for home breakage except in few case where  love card is very strong. Some health  problems can also bring marriage instability  examples of serious one are loss of eyes, limbs and sexual organs, other are serious illness such as epilepsy, mental disorder, cancer, hypertension diabetes, kidney  diseases and sicke cell anaemia
But there are minor health problems which have serous  social implication, these are mouth odours poor hygiene, smelling  rooms and generally, dirty  home environment , all these can threaten  a happy home.
If there a disparity  in the  socio-economic status it can also break a family . this is so because both partners will not see eye to eye when it comes of concerning decency or otherwise of an act, each spouse will view a situation from its own point of view
Mohammed further stated that negative variation  in body structure can also cause home breakage . a number of man like the structure of a woman they marry when the relationship begins. How because of certain condition the wife status changes. For instance a once slim woman become fact as a result of consumption of our consumption of certain types of food, lack of exercise heredity, a woman who fast regularly or lack of rest of mind etc their husband may not like the change that of mind etc their husband may not like the change that have taken place in their women. Some may  start flirting around with those that have the types of statutre they admire. 
However, not all men keep quiet  when these changes take place  they keep warning their spouse about the new development.
Furthermore, Oyedele 92008) identified some other rfactor responsible for family break up, these are  frequently quarrels adultery, disobedience, frequent indebtness and polygamy.
Oyedele stated that adultery is a situation in which a married person engage in extra-marital affair sexually. If such cases frequent, especially if a spouses is caught red handled, it easily leads to dissolution of marital relationship even if done without being  aught in the act, two factor may let the cat out of the bag. Pregnancy on the past of the wife and disease on the part of either or both spouses. These culminate into home break up.
Frequent quarrels can also lead to breaking of marriage. It is often believed that quarrel are parts and pencil of any human organization but the act should not be frequent. If frequent quarrel are characterized in marital life, break up is imminent. This shows that something is somewhere definitely. Hot exchange of words can lead to physical assault which lead to deeper rooted bitterness anger and frustration. The end result of all these is separation of formal divorces.
Also constant state of depth can lead to dissolution of marriage, if either spouse does not cut his her coat according to his/her cloth thus lead to embarrassment, disgrace and frustration. If the woman is particularly to greedy of latest fashion debt will become investable. This may annoy the other partner especially after several counseling and warning session .
As regarded polygamy, some culture (western Europe and USA) do not allow the practices of polygamy likewise Christianity religion do not support it too.  If for one reason or the other husband either brings in another wife or marries  her and makes her live outside the first wife will become jealous better undo-operative and sometime wild. All these may lead to breaking of marriage.
In addition Nwafor (2009) stated  some factor responsible for divorce between a couple such factors are bareness physical distance problem children, masterfulness and intolerance. According to him bareness is a serious problem especially in African society which lay great emphasis  of having one’s own children. Infant many African societies such as Nigeria regard child bearing as the most important response for getting married and also it is the reason why God create Adam ad Eve. In the bible there are cases barren women who later  gave birth to children. Examples are Hannah, Sarah, Elizabeth and Raacheal who later gave Samuel, Isaac, John and Joseph respectively, however, there was only one woman reported to barren for life she was Micheal. This happened to her because she aspired a men of man. In Nigeria, especially in southern area, if  a wife fails to be pregnant s after several months of marriage, much worries set in for the couples, in  many   cases the relatives and friends  of the couples advice their on the step to take to solve the problem. If this fails, the husband is strongly adviced to take a new wife since in African, bareness is usually  blamed on woman and not on men. This problem can lead to separation  or divorce between spouses.
Nwafor (2009) continue that physical distance between a couple can brake there marriage. This is because long distance can bring various temptations imagine a situation whereby a spouse live Aba the other is in Sokoto, of care is not taken each will involve another partner, in the town they lives gradually, this can lead to the end of the marriage.
Moreover, problem can lead family breaking if a couple has a problem of child such as imbecile drug  pusher and insane it is possible for the other spouse to blame the problem on the other when this came majorly as a faith of a spouse the other may want to end the relationship especially the husband.
Also masterfulness can cause the home to break especially on the tart of the wife. If a wife becomes. Masterful to he husband it may be as result of superiority of finance education beating, social status of political organization she joins, this will likely be resited by him. A wife may just be naturally arrogant and domineering, this can not fetch her a good home because no husband worth  his salt will succumb to the authority of his wife. Any husband who does so will be called a heapeck. All men husband to her commend forcefully the home is bound to break in few cases where some husband are controlled by their wives, people gossip about them saying that the man has been charmed by his wife.
The impact of broken home on the spouse 
Broken can be categories into two levels:  
(a) Physical separation (which untimely lead to formal divorced if not handled carefully and dearly).
(b) Real divorce: this is instituted formally by a court of law. Adams 92009) stated that a broken home has following loneliness consequences on the ex-spouses.
The ex-spouse live alone or with all the children in that situation, the man or woman suffer considerably from solitude and loneliness he/she becomes “artificial bachelor or spinster” the spouse become what is known in local parlance  as “iya dagbe and baba dagbe” Iya wa meaning the woman respectively as a result of that they become single instead of people calling them Mrs. They we be call Miss if there are children between them they may live with dad and mum or may be shared by both of them. It is possible for children to ask their father or their mother when will our mother or father come back. This is how the ex-husband and wife suffer from tremendous loneliness frustration and lack of a close lever with whom one can share one’s sorrow or happiness with 
ii. Feeling: as a result  of broken home cooking which used to be interesting activity new become some how burden some cooking become less regular eating outside in a buketaria or concubine house now come routine, lack of interaction with offspring etc 
iii. In case  where all or some of the children live with the spuse say the husband the wife become dejected most of the time. She thinks about the children, she become sick because of their absence she keep wondering the type of condition in which the children are now without their mother, the ritual become more serious for the women if the children lives with a new wife, who by relationship she is new a step mother to the children the continued absenced of the children does not make the women happy and so she become frustrated and sallen
Emergence of new relationship when a man  of woman live alone it paves ways for all sort of things. The salutation can be likened to a room with completely damage doors and window which is accessible all types of people and even animals
If a woman live alone, any man can just come in to discuss his interest in her. Man may be inferior to the woman  in terms of education social status, economy age or even physical appearance such unwelcome visitor come to her in love somehow, along the line she decided to be –friend one or more of them. Thus promiscuity has occurred 
In case of the man he easily  accommodate a new women, either as a friend or wife  such woman become a step mother to his children they become step some and step daughter to her
absence of balance parenthood: there is an indigenous preverve that says  it not possible for a bird to fly with one wing. This prevent illustrates the important roes both Husband and wives play in bringing up the offspring properly, it is not possible for only one parent to bring about balanced training, its not easy to put a heavy load on the need with only one hand, suffer could reared in a broken home suffers from unbalanced parenthood. 
vi. Worry dejection and frustration: worry dejection and general frustration sets into the home that has broken, especially with regard to the woman, the frustration comes in due to many factors, such as lack of living partner, having to take decision alone, lack of confidant, fears about doubt be including possibilities of getting a new partner will be caring though about the overall condition of the children and fear concerning the possibility of acquiring them from the other spouse.
Impact of broken home on children 
According to Adams (2009), the impact of broken home are very many on the child, such impact include, emotional disturbance, lack of sufficiency in basic personal needs, lack of balanced parenthood, staying with extended relatives, mocking by peering group members and proving to become maladjusted and delinquent child.
(a) Emotional Disturbance  				
According to Adams  (2009), must children who come from broken homes suffer considerably from emotional trauma .They are daily conscious of the fact that they no longer stay with both parent, they see either who live together  daddy and mummy, so they feel bad at their own situation which is ugly.
(b) Lack of balanced parenthood			
according to a proverb which says “Bird cannot fly with one wing .” so a child from broken home, from lack of parenthood, stays with only the father or mother, so balanced cannot  be achieved.
(c) Proving maladjustment and delinquency.
Maladjustment and delinquency are some of the devastating effect of broken home on a child. In many cases or situations, the child that comes from broken home becomes wild, disillusioned, social misfit  and takes on socially unacceptable behaviors, such as stealing, drug addiction, taping, truancy and alcoholism.
(d) Living with Extended Family Relatives		
In many cases, the child from a broken home is made to live with relatives of either the husband or the wife there is no way in which such a child will receive adequate care that will be comparable to the type of receivable from his own parent. Child abuse is rampant in  associated with children put under the care of relatives.
(e) Mocking by Peer Group Members:		
Because of their innocent children do not usually their feeling they also known own who has and who does not have mum and dad. Therefore a child from a broken home is usually mocked by his peer group saving data has no dad.
(f) Lack of Sufficient and Personal Needs: 	
Exception  of the few cases where single parent is self sufficient in financial terms, the child from a broken home usually suffers from lack of basic personal needs. These include school materials, cloths, shoes, healthcare,  product and even food.
Effects of Broken Home on Child’s Academic Achievement 
Stiff (2008), stated that ac child who comes from broken home lack sufficiency in social and psychological competence required of 20hrs ages to cope effectively with his academic activities.
Stiff emphasized that emotional discomfort, stressed situation instability of reasoning capacity, sudden switching thought, lack of co-ordination and alertness as well as general physiological equilibrium, characterized the child daily life.
He stressed further that, instead of mixing with his mates, he is (withdrawn) and isolated himself from his peer group, such child is an individualistic rather than communalistic when work is going on. If the teacher assign to task to a group, the child from a broken home does not involve themselves in anything that has to do with academic or do not take active part in it. He either agree  to do the assignment  alone or the partners should do for the group.
Furthermore, Ogundiran (2010), carried out an empirical studies on the consequences of broken family on children education, using Irepodun L.G.A as a case study. It is result shows the “ effect of broken home on children education” were principally negative, he stressed, nevertheless that it was possible for other factors apart from broken home to affect a child.
Also, Adebaayo (2008) carried out a research project on the “effect of broken home on the child’s academic works .” His result showed that, in most cases, children lack sufficient psychological competence required for learning. He also found that such children lacked good moral and adequate school materials.
Moreover, Eveohokan (2006) in his project tittled “effect of broken home on academic achievement “ using secondary school in Benin city as  a case study, maintained stable or intact home usually possed adequate learning skill, materials , motivation, balanced parental care, and lot of social advantages. 
Eveohokan added that all these attributes had positive effects on student  learning development.
Lastly, Babalola (2007),conducted a research on “comparative investigation into who perform better in academic works, children from intact or broken homes?” the result of the research revealed that children from intact home preformed better in studies them those from broken homes in the ratio 76:24
Appraisal of the Literature Reviewed 
The appraisal of the literature reviewed has exhaustively examined issues, such as concept of home, popular reason from marriage, kinds of marriage/ family, causes of harmony at home, factor responsible for broken home.
Other issue examined were examined were impact of broken home on spouses, impact of broken on children, and lastly effect of broken home on child academic achievement.
The literature reviewed has examined various books, journal articles, textbook, and other academic papers in relation to the topic such as Ogundiran (2010), Adebayo (2008).
Stiff (2008) Adams (2009) and lastly Babalola 2007 and eveohokan (2006). The appraisal reviewed has examined other relevant resources materials such as Bible, Quran, to know their own views about the efforts of broken homes on children’s physical and emotional.

This chapter deals with techniques employed by the research in collection of data to the study. It is concerned with disruption of procedure to be adopted in carrying out the study under the following sub-heading research design, population of the study sample and sampling techniques research instrument validity and reliability  of the instrument, Administration of the Instrument and Data Analysis 
Research Design

Population of the Study

Sample and Sampling Techniques 
Simple random sampling techniques was used to select ten(10) out of this school. Twenty 920) teacher from each of ten schools were selected as respondents to the questionnaire using randomly sampling techniques
Research Instrument  
A self designed questionnaire on effect of broken home on academic achievement in selected secondary school in Ekiti local government area of Kwara state  survey questionnaire consist of two section (A and B) section “A” deal with respondents personal data such as name of the school, sex, educational qualification and year of teaching experience 
Section B produced information on the respondents opinion on the research problems posed. Point likerts rating scale
They are (1) strong agree (2) agree (3) disagreed 94) strongly disagree d in the appropriate column. A respondents was expected to tick the most appropriate response
Validity of the Instrument 
Validity according to Durosaro 92006) is over of the most crucial properties of measurement and it is concerned with whether a test or scale really measured what is is supposed to measure., the assistance of project supervisor and other education experts were sought when developing the questionnaire to ascertain the face and content validity  of the instrument in this case draft copies of the questionnaire were made available to the supervisor for endorsement after necessary  correction. The endorsed copy was typed out and administered to the respondents
Reliability of the Instrument
	According to Awolola (2003) reliability is the consistency, accuracy and stability is how far the same test or a similar one would give the same result if it could be done again by the same respondents on difference occasions or with different set of equivalent item under the same condition to determine the reliability of the instrument, test retest reliability of the procedure was used twice on twenty respondent in two weeks interval in one of the school in Ekiti local government are of Kwara state
Administration of Instrument

Discussion 
There is significant effect of single parent and school academic achievement in selected secondary school in Ekiti local government Area of kwara state. The hypotheses postulate is rejected since the calculate value (17.14) is greater than the table value (5.99) meaning single parent contribute to student academic achievement.
The finding revealed that there is significant effect of broken home and student’s academic achievement in selected secondary school in Ekiti local government Area of kwara state. As a result of the calculated value of hypothesis (3.32) that is greater than the table value (0.216) 
Hypothesis one started that “there is no significant effect of single parent on student academic achievement in selected secondary school” was rejected
This finding was in support of harrow (2007) stated that the greatest reason for marriage is companionship stressing that” leaving alone is not desirable to him, god himself does not like loneliness and that was why he created Eve and Adam so that the former would become the later, his wife and companion with whom he would share happy as well as sad movement”. 
Hypothesis two stated that “ there is no significant effect of broken home and student academic achievement in selected secondary school” is rejected 
Oyedele (2008) identified some other factors, responsible for family break up, which one of them is adultery. Oyedele started that adultery is a situation in which a marriage question engage in extra –marital affairs sexually. If such cases is frequency especially if a spouse is caught in the red-tended it easily leads, to dissolution of marital relationship even if done without being caught in the act, two factors may let the cat out of the bag, pregnancy on the part of the wife and disease on the part of either or both spouse. These culminate into break up. 
Hypothesis three stated that “there is no significant effect of lack parental care on student academic achievement in selected secondary school is reacted.
According to Adams (2009), the impact of broken home are very many on the child. Such impact include emotion disturbance, lack of sufficiently in basic personal need, staying with extended relatives, mocking by peer group members and proving to become maladjusted and delinquent child. 
Hypothesis four stated that “there is no significant effect of lack of mother care on student academic achievement in selected secondary school” this result is support to Adams (2009) stated that children from broken home lack mother care by living with extended family, the child from a broken home made to live with relatives of either the husband or the wives there is no way in which such a child will received adequate care that will be comparable to the type received from his own parent. Child abuse is rampart in associated with children put under the care of relatives 
Form the above one can vividly realized how broken home would utterly damage the life of the child in particular and throw the nation and the world at large into a hopeless future. 


CHAPTER FIVE 
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION, AND RECOMMENDATION
Summary 
The study was conducted among student’s to know the effect of broken home on student academic achievement of children in selected secondary school in Ekiti local government Area of kwara state to investigate their own view in the inclusion of broken home into their curriculum in all hundred respondent were selected to involve mal and female regardless of their religious inclination. Every human being were born into one family or the other, therefore there are some characteristic that differentiate one family form another therefore children are expected to act in different ways because they are not brought up by the same parent. 
So as a matter of fact some children behaviors is different with the norms and value of the society because they do not come from home, so they act against the norms and values of the society.
The researcher used questionnaire as an instrument together information form the respondents in all two hundred males and females, parents and student were selected using proportionate sampling technique form Ekiti local government Area of kwara state. Respondent were made to responds to questionnaire on view of student’s parents and student or their curriculum using chi-square statistical analysis to analysis the data collected. 
Conclusion 
Form the foregoing therefore, it could be conclude that the effect of broken home on children academic achievement cannot be our-emphasized; hence broken home situation in the home has abuse effect on children academic achievement, influence children behaviors in the scho-ol, ensure prevalent delinquency among children while broken home influence children relationship with peers in secondary schools.
Furthermore, we could ascertain form the fact that children form stable homes are likely to be well placed in the society because of the moral upbringing and attention they have relieved form their parent. Which strengthen their future, these generalization above has giving us the audacity to conclude from inferences that student from broken and unbroken home when compared excited different characteristics.
Implication of the Study 
Based on the findings from the study the researcher is able to identify some implication which were analys below. 
Governments have to make these issues (broken home) a course of study in our tertiary institution so that there would be teacher that would be handling it as a subject in our secondary school in order to control the spread of divorce that lead to broken  home and lack of good conduct on the part of the children. 
Also parent should be enlightened on the implication of the broken home and the consequence on their children academic achievement so that their children will not lack good conduct that we help them to be useful to the society. 
Recommendations

(4)  It is essential for government to educate their general public on the consequences of broken home through print and electronic media so that it would affect their children academic achievement 
(5)  Husband and wife should avoid discussing their marital affairs with third party to avoid marital problems in their homes in other to focus their attention on their children academic performance 
(6)  There most be peaceful habitation between husband and wife at home in order to ensure academic achievement of their children 
Limitation of the Study 
The researcher encountered so many difficulties in trying to obtain information form the students, one of the problem is attitude of students to discuss free about their family affairs, they though the researcher may reveal or expose the secret of their  family affair, another problem encountered was financial problem since the place the research was carried out was far to research he need to travel in order to collect the information form respondent
Suggestion for further Studies 
The following are the possible suggestion of the problem encountered by the researcher during the course of carrying out this research wok.
