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ABSTRACT
The study investigated the influence of social stratification on the academic performance of students of some selected secondary schools in Irepodun Local Government Area of Kwara State. The researcher used questionnaire as research instrument. To achieve its objective, primary and secondary sources were employed, one hundred respondents were randomly sampled. The data gathered via the questionnaire were analysed using simple percentage, statistical analysis. The study revealed that people in the society are not equally endowed, therefore there must be inequalities. It is however recommended that for societal stratification not to impact negatively on the academic performance of students, necessary materials should be provided by the government, government should also endeavour to make education free to enable children from poor background in the society achieve their educational objective, among others.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study
Stratification means to divide something into hierarchical order of level of strata such that there is market different between the one stratum or level and the other. By social stratification we simply mean the way the society is divide into layers. Certain groups of people are society superior to other. It also means social inequalities of wealth, power and prestige that result from social rank. Social stratification can be also explained in terms of the division of a population into unequal layers or strata. Based on income wealth, gender, ethnicity, power, status, age or religion Generally speaking, people are categorized into different layers or strata of the society, member of each stratum tend to relate to one another.
The socioeconomic inclination of the family is a significant variable that affects the education achievement of a child. This means that the higher the socioeconomic status of the child mean the higher educational life. Chances the parent's economic position as well as their attitude to education may determine or otherwise. Children from lower socio-economic status are more likely to encountered problems such as problem of accessibility enrolment, lack of motivation and encouragement, negative attitude of parents to schooling resulting from poor condition and problems related to non-completion of schooling while children of parents occupying higher socio-economic status stand a better chance of both gaining access to and achieving in education.
Children from higher socio-economic background have the following advantages:
· Education environment in schools, which gives such a child and early start in education by enrolling them in Nursery schools. This as a matter of fact gives such a child an edge over those who are not privileged to have an early start.
· Dude to financial constraint of parents under this class they can buy school facilities and materials for their children thus, learning is facilitated, children from higher socio-economic class are more likely to be encouraged and motivated. In addition to having an early start in education they are most important predictor even in the fact of that significant variable called “ability.
· Children from lower socio-economic class home where the family is large, start school with verbal disadvantages because such children have less interaction with adults and other siblings and their parents are likely to be without any format education.
However, this research is mainly to finest the influence of parent on social stratification on the academic achievement of social studies student in some selected secondary school in Irepodun Local Government Area which is taken as the Case Study and also to find out the strategies that will be adopted in reducing the phenomenon of helping the less privileged to attain higher education.
Statement of the Problem
It is generally accepted that parent or parental background has a powerful influence on the life chances of their children. Children from lower socio-economic status encountered problems in the course of their educational achievement while those from higher socio-Economic status facilities stand a better chance.
However, most students in Irepodun Local Government Area do not or find it very difficult to enjoy other privilege at homes such as the following:
1. Children go to school early.
2. Parent checks their children's book after school hours.
3. Parent praise for hard working performance.
4. Parent employ extra-lesson teacher for the children etc.
Such children are also more likely to attend the most prestigious school because of their parents have where with all to bear the cost of qualitative private education.
Such schools are usually know for:
1. Qualified teaching staff
2. Adequate teaching and learning facilities
3. High sense of commitment of work
4. God teaching and learning environment
5. High educational performance leading to opportunity for university or higher education; which at the end of the day provides good occupational opportunity and high income for living.
The most important predictor of achievement in school associated with the family is socioeconomic status. The higher the expect of his achievement to be the relationship of always consistent not matter where (

)	there our measure of status in the occupation of family or a combination of these. It remains to attain higher education due to their poor family background. This as a matter of fact seriously affects their educational achievement.
1. Problem of accessibility and enrolment.
2. Lack of encouragement and motivation
3. Negative attitude of parents to schooling
4. Parental inability to cope with school expenses, non-completion of schooling.


Purpose of the Study
The purpose of the study is to find out the effect of social stratification in the academic performance of social studies student in some selected schools in Irepodun Local Government Area. This project is therefore designed to perform the following aims. (

Some people are very rich; some are averagely rich while other is very poor. Some children can afford to go to schools where exorbitant school fees are paid while other is very poor. They have to be contended common societies; the ruling class dominates other dominated the tower society group. In all these salvations, a number of factors are responsible for the inequalities in terms of people status, privileges and power.
However, the socioeconomic inclination of the family is a significant variable that affect the (

Concept of Social Stratification
	Social stratification simply means the way strata certain groups of people are socially superior to there. It also means social inequalities of wealth, power and prestige that result from social rank. Social stratification can also be explained in term of the division of a population into unequal layers of strata based on income, wealth, gender, ethnicity, power, status, age or religion social stratification is quite differently the principal perceptive of sociology proponents of structural functional analysis suggest in most state society, a hierarchy must therefore be beneficial in helping to stabilize their existence.
Stratification means that working class people are likely to advance socioeconomically, while the wealth may continue to exploit the proletariat generation after generation.
	Marx:  Identified that the social classes are stratified based on their connection to the means of production and thus the ruling class bourgeoisies, and working class, proletariats maintain their social position by maintaining their relationship with the means of production. This maintenance of statuesque in achieved by various method of social control employed by the bourgeoisie within many aspects of social life e.g. ideologies of submission promoted through the (

) religion institution. However, some comfit theorists, mainly Max Weber and followers of this perspective, also critique Marx's view and point out that social stratification is not purely based on economic inequalities but it is equally shaped by status and power differentials. They proceed to examine the basis and structure of stratification in society along all of the three exes on these bases.
Webber has indicated that the failure on the part of Marx to account for the presence of middle class and the structural fractioning of strata that exists in every social class society Webber therefore moved on to indicate the presence of four social classes from which he refers to as the propertied upper class, the property less white colour workers, the party bourgeoisies and the work class. (

Another important factor to note is found in the work of Fractious Addle who “the advancement of technology has changed the structure of mobility completely.”
Anthropologists have also confronted that social stratification is not universal as once though. Non stratification egalitarian societies exist which have litters or no concept of social heady, political or economic status, class or even permanent leadership. Also known as a cephalous (or headless) society the best example of egalitarian culture all have hunter gathers economic, although not all hinter gathers can be considered egalitarian.
Types of Social Stratification
According to Marx Webber (2004) stratification has three separate elements.
· Class
· Status
· Power
Class: This is refer to a person’s location in a society's economic system resulting in difference in the nature of work income and wealth class position in society is a strong determinant of what one's life style is the concept of class is also used to differentiate the population on grounds of economic considerations such as in equally in terms of wealth or income.
Status: This means a person's relationship to established social position in society that varies in terms of prestige. Status also concerns the respect and difference gives to individual and groups. (

) It can be achieved and may be linked to occupations.
However, other kinds of status are:
a. Family background status
b. Ascribed status -old people have higher status than young ones- male have higher respect the females.
c. Religious leaders are accorded high status even if they are poor.
d. Occupation e.g university professor and send dons have high status while laborers have not
Power: This refers to government and other political institution which will affect other people for example the headmaster has political power, both in schools and outside the school. The teacher and pupils are under him and he can take decisions that affect their future. Another (
19
) role of the headmaster is the outstand role, which is in the outside role which is in the community from the socio-logical perspective, class status and attributes of individuals as they are aspects or element of social structure itself (Appelbaun and Chambliss (1995).
Causes of Social Stratification
Generally, speaking people in the society are not equal, people are categorized into difference layers or stratum of the society.
In every human society, people different from one another in many respects, such as interest, Attitudes, beliefs, aspiration and needs. These individual differences might be because of their difference in social position or status. (

He major causes of social stratification are the systematic inequalities of wealth power, and prestige that result from social rank (Webber 2004) According to Webber2004in the past social stratification followed customs and traditions. Men of influence such as Obas,Obis,Emirs and chiefs enjoyed every high status in the society. Some of these positions were acquired or hereditary. It follows that member of the royal facilities automatically had access beyond. However a commoner could through hard work, move to the chief class.
Influence of western education values have changed. Acquiring western education is the most important determination of social mobility now. This means that acquiring of education is another cause of social stratification. Those who educated are more superior to those who are not. Generally speaking people (

) are categorized into different layer or stratum of the society.
In every human society people differ from one another in many respects, such as in interest, attitudes, beliefs aspirations and needs.
These individual differences might be because of their difference in social position or status. The major cause of social stratification is the systematic inequalities of wealth power and prestige that result from social rank (Webber 1947).
Today, with the influence of western education value hare changed. Acquiring western education is the most important determent of social mobility now. (

EFFECTS OF SOCIAL STRATIFICATION ON THEACADEMIC PERFORMANCE OF STUDENTS
It is evidently clear from the above that social stratification promotes obvious class division in educational life chance. His children of the middle and upper class parent are better prepared from school education more adequately than children from the low social class structure children of the high socio economic parents gets the opportunity of having adequate schools facilities learn to speak English right from home before going to school and during schools attendance at quality school, having quality teacher's etc. these and many other factor help to enable the children to have quality education thereby making a significant difference in terms of quality and level of education between the children of rich and elites on one hand those of the poor (

) and illiterate son the parents (send them message) determines their ability to provide education for their children. This means parents send their children to school based on their economic capabilities or status.
Wealth and elites parent send their children to class and private schools learning. The poor parents to send wards to government or public schools most of whose today are in bad conditions. In a society where each and every one of hierarchical order in job, rank, age, sex, leakages which are liable to occur in the system of that society.
This study of stratification made it easier for government to correct contains issue in the society. It certain governmental policies are not in the interest of a class of people, the concerned group may took for a way of sabotaging the government effort toward the success (

) of such politics. However, the moment the sabotaging class is known, the government that directs it attention to the class for further action.
Appraisal of the Literature Review
Social stratification has really affected the education achievement of studies in all societies because the socio economic inclination of the family is a significant variable the affect the academic performance of the child. This means that the higher the socio-economic status of the child's home the higher his educational life chances.
Finally, children from lower socio economic status are more likely to encounter problems such as: problem of accessibility enrolment, lack of motivation and encouragement, dropout negative. (

CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
This chapter highlights the summary of the finding conclusion drawn from the study, the recommendations and the suggestions for further studies.
Summary
This study was conducted to find out the effects of parental stratification in the academic achievements of social studies student in Kwara State. A case study of from Irepodun Local Government Area stratified random sampling technique was adopted to select the five schools, in each of the schools sixteen student and four teachers (4) are respondents.
Twenty (20) teacher and eight (80) students were used making100 respondents. The study further investigated whether there was any significant difference (
48
) in the opinion of male and female, Christians and Muslims, teachers and student on the effect of parental stratification in Irepodun Local Government Area.
To accomplish this, questionnaires was used as the major instrument to obtain the needed information.
Conclusion
The result of the finding made us to know that the family background of student Irepodun Local Government Area has a major role to pay inteh academic achievement of their children.
The socio economic indication of this is a significant variable that affect the academic performance of child. This means that the higher the socio economic status of the child's homes the higher his academic life chance. The parent's economic position as their attitude to (
49
) education may determine the child's chances of continuing I education of otherwise.
Finally, the result of the finding also made us to understand that in Irepodun Local Government Area, children from lower socio economic status uncounted problem such as problem of accessibility, enrolment, lack of motivation and encouragement from school, eventually such students of children usually get involved in criminal activities when they are not able to get something worthwhile doing to earn a living.
Recommendation
The findings of this study will be of importance to parents, teachers, educational administration, councilor, the society at large and the government in particular, both local, state and Federal Government to enable them (
50
) to fund ways by which they can be of help to students from poor family background to achieve academically.
This can be done through free education for student in Irepodun Local Government Area, awarding scholarship to the intelligent or gifted from poverty by creating jobs for them.
All these measures are ways by which the poor students could be helped to actualize their dreams educationally.
Suggestion for Further Studies
This study should be repeated in other areas in Kwara State also further studies may be carry out in higher institution on the effect of parents social stratification in the education achievement of school studies student and how the unfortunate ones could be helped. (
