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ABSTRACT
This study investigates the impact of multimedia on the teaching and learning of Social Studies in secondary schools with in the Ilorin metropolis. The integration of multimedia tools, such as videos, animations, and interactive software, has been recognized as a means of enhancing student engagement and comprehension in various subjects. This research aims to determine the effectiveness of the stools in Social Studies classrooms, focusing on students' academic performance, motivation, and overall learning experience. Data was collected through the use of self designed structured questionnaire. The finding several that multimedia significantly improves students' understanding of Social Studies concepts, foster active participation, and increases their interest in the subject. However, challenges such as inadequate sources and teacher training were identified as barriers to the full implementation of multimedia in classrooms. The study concludes that while multimedia has a positive effect on Social Studies education, there is a need for better infrastructure and professional development to maximize its benefit
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
