				INTRODUCTION
Background of the Study
	 The development of Continuous Assessment in Nigeria closely followed the trend of educational development in general. Education being a complex process involves the evolution and selection of appropriate life experience in form of ideal, skills, values and virtues which are to be fostered among a group of people. The transmission of life experiences is usually conducted through a formal or informal program or schooling. The effectiveness of such educational program is conventionally determined through an appropriate process of assessment.
	Assessment occurs when a people interact, direct or indirect with another in conscious of obtaining and interpreting information about the knowledge, understanding or ability and attitudes for affective disposition of other person.
Continuous Assessment is a new method of assessment in Nigeria, but in some other parts of the word it has existed and confirmed as well know mode of assessment, continuous assessment is defined in federal ministry of education hand book as a “Mechanizim where by the final grading of students in the cognitive, affective and psychomotor domains of behavior take account in a systematic way of all his performances during a given period of schooling. Such an assessment involves the use of a great variety of models of evaluation for the purpose of finding and improving the learning and performance of students.
	This assertion corroborates National policy on Education (2014), which in fact is the only an update of the maidens (2003 Edition). It is also for carrier guidance, and helps the teacher to asses himself and his performance and when incorporate in the final grading of the student, it would help to curb all forms of malpractices in examination. Although Continuous Assessment is a fraught with the problem of which proper record keeping is one, because of its frequency and the resulting large magnitude of data involved. Yet Continuous Assessment could be implemented properly once there are uniform test planning and construction, uniform syllabus weighting from Continuous Assessment then Continuous Assessment would work perfectly well. However, no amount of preparation and facilities put in place without the teacher acquiring the necessary skills would work. It must be noted that Continuous Assessment is not only assessing, achieving glaring objectives’ but also the personality of the students. In the skills required of the teachers in this regard would include the ability plan and construct achievement test and other instrument for the same purpose, questionnaires, checklists, inventories etc. they should be able to interpret scores from assessment instrument aforementioned skills. In spite of the trouble, Continuous Assessment takes to be properly implemented, it was found by a recent study conducted by Onuka (2019) that a partially implemented Continuous Assessment has nevertheless improved the students performance. It is a well conceived program but rather poorly and in some instances dishonestly implemented.
	It is not quite clear whether the examining bodies actually use Continuous Assessment as part of overall result of students as it was purposed by its originator. Never the less it is, the opinion of the researcher that it properly and honestly executed, it would improve the entire educational outcome and particularly learning objectives. It is also worthy to note that Continuous Assessment essentially covers the three domains of cognitive, affective and psychomotor, thus it comprehensiveness and the necessity to implement it on whole some basis to ensure that its purpose is not defeated.
	Continuous assessment method would also play a substantive role in the overall students assessment at each Kwara State College, Ilorin. level for it would constitute 40% at the final examination. Also the use of continuous assessment is used room in higher education as declared by paragraph 43(2) of the national policy on education.
Statement of the problem
	Considering the importance of Continuous Assessment, the researcher intends to observe the implementation of continuous assessment in fine Art practical in selected Kwara State College, Ilorin.
	Adewumi (2019), stated that research problems are the questions the research is posed to answer personal experience has show that in many schools, only few teachers take the use of continuous assessment very serious the majority are being forced by the school authority (because of the importance of continuous assessment test for their student.
	Another reason for carrying out this research work it was noted that lack of adequate educational materials and infrastructural facilities was major influencing factors militate against continuous assessment. Researcher wishes to find out the extent to which a continuous assessment. has affected fine Art practical in Kwara State College of Education Ilorin.
Purpose of the Study
	 The general purpose of the study is to determine teachers effectiveness on the implementation of continuous assessment in Fine Art practical in Kwara State College of Education Ilorin.
Another purpose is to find the attitude either positive or negative of the student on the use of continuous assessment in selected secondary schools in Kwara State College of Education Ilorin.
	A variety of the tools are use to determining outcomes of the learning activities and these include tests. Assessment, observation and interviews.
General Questions
i. What are the attitude of lecturer and students towards the use of continuous assessment in Kwara State College of Education Ilorin.
ii. Can continuous assessment help lecturer to assess his or her own performance and effectiveness in teaching?

· There is no significant difference between the student and teacher attitude towards the credibility of continuous assessment in schools.
· There is universe relationship between the socio economics status of student and their performance in continuous assessment in school.
Significance of the Study
	This was to enables the school authority to know various effects that affect the student performance in continuous assessment and make necessary adjustment towards good performance of a child.
	The study would enable lecturer  to known various effects that affect student performance I continuous assessment because they are more of significant in the life of students.
	The study also enable parent to know that play a filter roles in the achievement of their children.
	The study would enable guidance and counseling masters in school to assist student bases on their personal characteristics to world continuous assessment. It equally enables them to know the different factors that affect performance of students in continuous assessment and give relevance assistance, it will help them to know what problems to expect that will militate against or for the performance of students in their  continuous assessment and to go about solving such problems using various techniques of teaching skills.
Delimitation of the Study
	This research work investigation is limited to the influence of continuous assessment in Fine Art Practical in Kwara State College of Education Ilorin.


Operational of the Study
	This study is limited to Kwara State College of Education Ilorin and the study focus on attitudes towards the use of continuous assessment in Kwara State College of Education Ilorin.

Continuous Assessment: This is a form assessment that is periodically given to the students in the various aspect of their schools, some of those aspect include punctuality academic process attitude to study and display of high sense of responsibility.
Attitude: This could be described as the environment circumstances through direct or indirect action and activities in which the student may be involved in the schools.
Measurement: This usually referred to as assignment of numerical to objects or events according to specified rules and norms.
Evaluation: In this study is the assessment of the worth of any educational activities, there are two major types of evaluation there is formative evaluation and summating evaluation.














CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF THE RELATED LITERATURE
Meaning of Continuous Assessment
	The importance of education in the overall development of any National Policy on education cannot be over-emphasized for the objectives education to be met, continuous assessment of a pupils progress is very essential.
	Continuous assessment can be defined as a process whereby the final grading of a pupil in the cognitive, affective and psychomotor domains of education takes into account in a systematic way all the student’s performance during a given period schooling.
	The assessment can be take inform of observation, interview, assignment, tests project among other in which child performance is bring regularly rated score at the end of the term or section.
	Continuous assessment could as well be seen as the appraisal technique, which systematically covers all the pupils or learners, performance in class, test, home assessment, projects and other school activities. The assessments cover not only the pupils’ interest, attitude character (affective domain) and practical skills and industry (psychomotor domain).
	The assessment should be periodically carried out through out every term and year, right from when the pupils enters the school until he finally leavers. 
	It help the subject teachers to access them, teaching efficiency and the level of syllabus coverage, where a lecturer discovers the loopholes, proper remediation and adjustment is made. Its remediation nature, provide opportunity for guiding and counseling the pupils towards solving their bothering issues as such, build up their personality.
Characteristic of Continuous Assessment
	Adewumi (2019), Identifies four main characteristics of continuous assessment
These are:
1. Systematic that is requires operational plan which indicates what measurements are to be made of the pupils performance.
2. Comprehensive because many types of instruments (tools) are used to determine the pupils performance e.g tests, projects, interviews, observation, assignment and quizzes etc.
3. It is cumulative because decision to be made on pupils has to be taking into consideration which is based on reports of him.
4. It is guidance oriented since information obtained is used to guide him for further development and decision making. Also Muhammed (2017), opined that continuous assessment in characterized with the periodical task; this could be every week, every two weeks, one in a month or at least twice in term.
Finally, continuous assessment is said to be summative, by providing a variety of date to help the process and act of decision making similarly, Ezewu and Nkechi (2015), identified these characteristics of continuous assessment. It is objective bases on performance objectives, encourage frequent testing involves knowing the result of systematic and cumulative.
Advantages of Continuous Assessment
	Advantages of continuous Assessment according to opined that continuous Assessment takes
1. Into account the child performance throughout the entire period of schooling. It is therefore more valid and more indicating of the child over all ability, rather than relying on a single examination.
2. Assessment as an integral part of the teaching process. It is therefore reasonable that the teacher should be involved in the final assessment of the pupils he or she has taught.
3. That the teacher will be encouraged to introduced innovations in their teaching because the teacher’s assessment of the performance of student on such innovation can become a part of the final assessment. The teachers are therefore encouraged to be more flexible and innovative in their instructions (Ali 2016).
Problem of Continuous Assessment
	According to Oyebade (2020), continuous assessment is characterized with the following problem;
	Comparability of standards: Under continuous assessment situation, comparison becomes difficult because of differences in quality of assessment instrument used in different schools; and because of differences in the procedures for scoring and grading various assessment instruments in the various schools.
	Record keeping: for Continuous Assessment to be meaningful there has to be a meticulous keeping of accurate records for each child.
	Adewumi (2019), in his own handbook on continuous Assessment indicates that transferring of records from one school to another when a child has to change school can be create problems.
	Expensive: continuous assessment requires lots of find and human resources.
	Furthermore, Ebenezer (2017), in her own view opined that continuous Assessment is expected to carry the parents along such that a study of the student performance record should indicate to them what type of carrier their children lives need help.
	The average Nigeria parent is uneducated even though he may be lettered. There is therefore always a running battle between the school and the parents about choice of career for their children.
The Roles of Art Teacher
	To make continuous assessment work, teachers need to be trained in measurement techniques and their uses. He must keep records of all that have been observed in respect of the activities of the children with particular reference to their habit and attitude. He must be able to write standard test items and exercise in respect of every unit of the subject syllabuses he teaches, more so, he must give and mark tests and exercises frequently and also keep accurate records of all tests and exercise as well (Ojerinde and Falajo 2018).
History of Continuous Assessment in Nigeria	
	Continuous Assessment was first introduced in primary and secondary school in Nigeria in 1977 following the adoption of the National policy on Education, prior to this time, assessment of learner’s performance was purely based on one shot examinations usually administered at the end of the term or school year. The introduction of continuous Assessment was to render assessment school based, improve evaluation of learners attainment by ensuring that assessment is cumulative systematic, comprehensive and guidance oriented Obioma, (2016) Ojerinde and Falajo, (2018) and Yaru (2016)
	With the commencement of the year Basic Education Curriculum (NERDC, 2007) in September 2008 in Nigeria, the Nigeria National Council on Education has approved a new National frame work for conducting continuous Assessment in schools in Nigeria. The structure and implement ability of this new frame work has been discussed elsewhere Obioma and Ajagun, (2016). There is a plan also to improve the capacity of teachers on the effective implementation of the new Basic Education Curriculum and the new national frame work on continuous Assessment this is against the back drop of the policy that school pupils proceeding to the junior secondary school need not take any selective entrance examination anymore. There is therefore a need to survey how ready teachers are implementing Continuous assessment in the context of the introduction of BEC and the National frame work on Continuous assessment.
Effect of Continuous Assessment on students’ performance 
	Ebenezer (2017), stated that both teachers and pupils need interaction through continuous assessment, so as to know how much the students have acquired in learning.
	According to Kalman (2015), continuous assessment is the most extensive means of assessment, because it has a sustained impact on improves the quality of student learning. He stressed further that continuous assessment gives students more feed back result in their learning progress and loss confusion.
	Also Greenay (2014), opined that continuous assessment assists student in facing learning if a course is broken into units, each assess on completion, students have regular feedback of what they need additional work on. That is it helps students to measure their competence on their courses as they progress from one topic to another.
	Continuous assessment gives students the clew of what he should be expected during general examination. Not only this, it also helps students prepare for the final examination Atoyebi, (2017). What he means here is that student can determine his ability himself from the result gotten in continuous assessment.
Students’ Attitude towards Continuous Assessment
	The attitude of students towards continuous assessment is an important factor influencing the performance of such student. Different researchers have worked on factors that can affect students’ attitude continuous assessment. One of researcher that work on it is Oyebode.
	Oyebode (2016), proposed four factors that can affect students’ attitude to continuous assessment and other school based test.
1. Environment of the student.
2. Parental Attitude
3. Teachers Attitude 
4. Peer Group Influence

Environment of the Student
	The environment of student plays an important role in determining their achievement in school. The report revealed that children from high educated environment have 60% greater chance of completing their education than children from less educated environment. This is so because children from high educated environment usually follow the trace of their neighbors aspiring for high educated states, therefore they always serious with their academic in which continuous assessment is included. According to Durojaye (2014), “A child is not born criminal, lazy or adventurous; it is the environment that makes him so.”
Parental Attitude
	The attitude of the parents toward their child is an important factor influencing the performance of such child in school.
	The way and manner a child believes in school is product of the relationship that exists between him and his parent at home. Studies indicated that a child who is loved and care for by his parents respond positively to school work in term of academic while a child that is deprived of parental attention perform poorly in school.

Teacher’s Attitude 
The ways in which the teacher handle the continuous assessment also have effects on students’ attitude towards it.
	As part of continuous assessment on the school system, teacher are expected to watch the personality development of the student in terms of character, temperament, interest, attitude, adjustment, it is expected to use variety of instrument to effectively measure these students performance.
	In his project Osuolale (2015), stated that attitude of the teacher towards his job that will determine the performance of student. A well organized continuous assessment may, likely attract positive attitude from the student. What he means here is that if teacher takes his won portion of the continuous assessment, (teach very well and set questions from taught topics) well student will also perform very well.
Peer Group Influence
This also influences student performance in the school.
	Muhammed (2017), emphasize that students tend to assimilate character of those that are close to them. What she means here is that a student who is brilliant may not have good grade and result, if such student chooses to be following playful student.
Appraisal of the Literature Reviewed
	In this study, an attempt has been made to establish the work and studies done by various researchers on the influence of Continuous Assessment on the academic performance of students. It is revealed from the study that students spend the best part of their young lives with teacher and is through teacher assessment we can understand their capability.
	The way and manner students’ behaviour during Continuous Assessment is a product of their teacher attitude towards condition of Continuous Assessment. That is the attitude of teacher determine the way student will take such Continuous Assessment.
	It is also revealed from this study that a child who is loved and care for by his parent respond positively to school work in terms of academic performance and moral behavior. That is the way a students behaves in school is as a result of the relationship that exist between such students and his parents.

CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHOD

	This chapter contains research methods the research instrument, sample and sampling techniques procedure for data collection and data analysis.
Research Design
	A survey method was used in carrying out the study. An attempt was made to find out students the use of continuous assessment in tertiary institution in Kwara State College of Education Ilorin. case study.
Population
	The population for the study is the entire student in the department of Fine and Applied Arts Kwara State College of Education Ilorin.
Sample and Sampling Technique
	The sample was made from one hundred (100) students in the department of Fine and Applied Arts Kwara State College of Education Ilorin.


Research Instrument
	A questionnaire was designed for this study to investigate teachers effectiveness on the implementation towards continuous assessment in Kwara State college of Education, Ilorin.
	The questionnaire was developed borrowing ideas of turnstone (2013) and Liker type (2015).
	Turnstone first gathered a large number of statement regarding attitudes to situations event and objects. These statements were obtained principally by asking several groups of people to write out their opinion about the situation and event. The list was supplemented with statement taken from literature.
	A research was made expressions of opinion ranging from extremely favourable, through neutral to extremely unfavourable.
	The questionnaire design for use contained three (3) sections and they are as following. 
	Contained the general background information on Student (College, sex, qualification and teaching experience) contained statement or attitude (favourable and unfavourable) provide room for free response to statement on attitude towards the use of continuous assessment.

Validity of the Instrument
	Drafts questions were given to the project supervisor and test express to determine the face validity of instrument. The comments and observation were in co-operated into final draft.
Reliability of the Instrument
The instrument approved for this study by the supervisor will be subjected to the method of test rate measurement of reliability by for a period of two weeks interval. The results of the two parallel test were then correlated through the use of Pearson product movement co-efficient of correlation. The result of reliability obtained was used to judge the extent of reliability of the instrument use for this investigation the reliability was 73.
Administration of Instrument
	The administration of the questionnaire and data collection was carried out by the investigator through the assistance of the school teachers in social studies. This method was adopted in order to be able to recover all the questionnaire which was distributed to each school by the researchers.

Data Analysis Techniques	
	T-test statistical analysis was used to test all the hypothesis at 0.005 level of significance.
