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ABSTRACT
This study investigated the factor influencing sexual behavior among adolescent student of junior secondary school in Ilorin west local government area of Kwara state. The population of the study consisted of five selected secondary schools. A questionnaire designed by the researcher was used to collect information from the subject. Five research questions were formulated and correlated co-efficient computation was used. Findings revealed that a high proportion for student engaged in heterosexual relationship even before reaching adolescent. It was also found that adolescent students patronize hostels for their sexual relationship. Based on the findings, it was recommended that a comprehensive sex education programme should be incorporated in to and made an integral part of the secondary school curriculum. Counseling service should also be extended to parents and teachers. Finally, the production of qualified and competent counselors should be intensified.
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
