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ABSTRACT
	The study investigate the effect of socio-economic status of parents on pupils academic achievement at primary school in Ilorin South Local Government Area, Kwara State. Primary five pupils of Ilorin in south local government area in Kwara state were randomly selected as sample  while 20 parents were also randomly sample using stratified random sampling. Structure questionnaire instruments used for the study, the Pearson product Test were used to describe and analysed  the collected data respectively. The result revealed that there was significant influence of socio economic of parents on the academic achievement of primary school pupils. It was recommended that parents should invest on their children by providing for their needs especially books and spare time in checking their children work after returning from school.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study
Teachers at both private and public schools, are encountering a lot of problems with their students in classroom the causes of such problems have been braced to many factors such as lack of materials, poor study habits, truancy, laziness, students attitudes to do his/ her work dearth of teacher, and a lot of other factors.
This study tries to investigate the socio-economic status of parent as influential factors to pupils academic achievement (Okon,2022) opined that apart from the child intellectual capability, other factor such as pupils social economic status, parent economics condition could determine his/ her academic achievement as well as selection of future career
According to Good (2018) socio-economic background is described as the background is indicative of both socio- economic statuses of an individual. Again the concept status which controls the definition of social stratification simply implies one's position on the society -one's position/ status could be high, average or low, From the above definition the concept socio-economic status is clearly seen to be a term used to portray the individual's home, social and economic position.
To determine a person's social and economic status, three factors are responsible these are level of education, income and Occupation. The three are sometimes linked for instance attainment of high educational qualification may lead to high income as a result of one's high paying job or occupation. For the purpose of this study however it's in reference to parental income, occupation and educational attainment income is taken to comprise of all financial and  non financial and non financial benefits being derived as a result of being educated being a medical doctor and being a messenger confer different status and educational astringent which refers to one's academic qualification ranging from primary secondary to university levels on the concept of cultural capital (Mordi, 2022) claimed that the individuals child acquires through his family linguistic and competences as well as qualities of styles miners. The parent equip the child with expectation can be about his future with criteria of success and through his culture and language with a particular disposition towards the dominant value of the school, unfortunately for those children who do not acquire culture. They arrive at the school with a disadvantage for the fact that they do not background are already equipped with necessary skills to handle demand of an academic challenge.
Appreciating the above assertions, it could be national rationally held that school is just an extension of home. That   is to say that what happen in the school is just started right from the home. Thus the  achievement of pupils is school could determined right from home, if all necessary materials that can qualify him/her to be an achiever in school could be provided by the parents at home. These materials, to mention a few may include library, facilities adequate textbooks, writing material, financial, television, radio, newspapers and magazine.
In addition, the class member and economic factor can directly or indirectly affect the form of education the child receives and the point at which such education could be terminated. A corollary of this is that the child may be endowned with the potential to achieve high deprived of education support of a reliable financial resource, he might then be unable to attain his goal. Thus a child from a low socio- economic status might note for those careers that will demand meager financial resources even though he has the  opportunity for careers which demand huge a child from a wealthily the parents. On the other hand a child from a wealthily parent, who assured of the necessary,  requirement for his educational attainment has adequate supply of schooling material, attend better primary and post primary institutions that is to say the room for privilege over others who are less opportune, will be there.
According to Smell and Shan (2022) this account for the reason why the well educated and wealthy families produces more than their four share of professional such as engineers, physicians and lawyer. This is as a result of the ability of the  parents to afford the financial burden. Therefore this project researches determine whether the socio economic status of parent has any influence and the academic achievement of their children at primary school levels or not.
Statement of the Problems

Kit is evidence that influence of the parent socio economics status has for reaching effects on the both educational scholars and stake holders like unfavourable socio-economic status of the parent can result into the following regard academic achievement of the primary school pupils.

There are many definitions of education as there are  institutions and individuals that engage in the business of education, planning, administering, giving writing about or even thinking about education, the sociologist view education as the "process of cultural transmission and renewal". This implies that education helps a nation to pass its culture from one generation to another generation with modification (zebu, (2018) described as a cultural process in its self and the way a new born individuals is transformed into full member of a given society the aggregate of all process by which a child or young grows.
Social Economic Status
It's the background indicative of both social and economics  status of an individual for the purpose of this study however, it is taken to prefer to the indication such as fathers level of education, employment status, size and system of family and ownership of house which specify the wealth of the family

Adult develop the abilities attitudes and other form of behavior positive value to the society in which he live.
Many scholars claim basically that education transmission of culture from the older generation to the young . This concept is often expressed not b educational historians but also by sociologists and psychologist who study education.
In view of transmitting the culture of a society from one generation to the other, the process by the member of a society bring up the younger one's, there by stressing the important link between education and culture. (Nwosu,2016) sees education as a lifelong formal and informal process by  which individuals learns to live constructively and harmoniously in the society. In the other words, education is from womb to womb is the training which enable people to read and write, and calculate to be proficient in a given job but also to enable him to fit him/herself for living in society.?
Fafunwa (2015)opines that education is the aggregate of al the process by which a child or young adult develops the  abilities, attitudes and other forms of society in which he lives. Education is the social process in which one achieves social competence and on individual's growth carried on a selected and controlled setting (environment) which can be an institutionalized as a school or college. Bamisaye (2019) observes that "education is expected to affect the social behavior of either the educated person or the person being educated" such social behavior range from avoidance of social crimes like stealing, murder, raping, avoidance of abusive language, unruly behavior of any form and soon- form the above definitions aesthetical ethical consideration are relevant to the concept of education. It also involves acquisition of knowledge abilities and skills which would enable the individual to be more functional in his environment and society at large.
Nduka, cited by Osokoya (2019) defines education as the peoples religion commerce, political organization, science and technology as well as other deals and values that permeate a society and band its people into a recognizabie  unit.
Education clearly demotes intrinsically worthwhile activities. It is a process of being initiates into knowledge and understanding which in turn regulate the recipient's attitude, emotions wants and actions the recipient has to be more than just knowledgeable the knowledge has to cut his view of the world of social-economics and political institutions. While this ethically. Defensible these include all organizational modes in which these processes are promoted.
They include the formal and non- formal, informal and casual modes. Therefore, education is used for the activity process or enterprise of educating or being educated and sometimes for the discipline of field study that concerns itself and the activity process or enterprise.
Some educationists have shed light on the purpose of education by the various ways in which they define the concept. They indicated that the purpose of education is the formation of character and he development of intelligence. The main objective of education to produce an individual who is honest, respectful, skilled, co-operative and who will confirm he Special order. To many parent an government education of he child means the learning which takes place in the school and culminates in the acquisition of certificate.
In Nigeria education is a means of achieving the nation's national objectives. The national policy on education which reflects the national educational objective has been geared towards self realization of individual and national efficiency affect citizenship national consciousness, national unity as well as towards social, cultural, economic, political, scientific and technological emancipation
The concepts of education one can as certain the fact  that education is the activities which head to positive changes in a person in all spheres of life and his creation of a sound mind in a found body
Universal basic Education (UBE) system universal this test will mean the whole people without exception basic  will mean; that, on which anything rests. It is the root or bottom or the 1oundation from which other parts get support while education will be interpreted to meaning powers of body and mind to be able to understand his culture.
In September 1976 the federal government of Nigeria launched the Universal Primary Education (UPE) scheme, this scheme, which was welcomed in many quarters in Nigeria  was abandon mind way. In November 1999, the administration under the leadership of president Olusegun Obasanjo lunched the Universal Basic Education (UBE) scheme in Sokoto for the nation.
It is worthy of note that the UBE is a new innovative turned in Nigeria's educational frame work particularly as it programmed to be for 9ycars that is, it is designed to cater or & child's education from primary school to the end of the junior secondary school. It is however and expansion of the duration of UPE to include the first three years of secondary education in he current UBE scheme (Enumue 2000) basic Education is an educational reform
Universal programme of the Nigeria government that provides force compulsory and continuous 9years education in two levels years of primary and 3years of junior secondary education for all school aged children therefore there components of the UBE programme and those one:
. Early childhood care and development education (ECCDE)
•byears primary education
•3years JSS education
The UBE programme was launched on 29th September 1999 by president Olusegun Obasanjo in Sokoto, Sokoto state The legal frame work of the UE Programme in the UBE Act 2009 signed into law in May 2004 by president Obasanjo UBE progranme took –off effectively with the signing of he UBE in April 2004
However, the implementation stated in camest in July 2003 With the appropriation of the UBE found to the commission and subsequent disbursement to state universal basic education is provided within the contact of the 6-3-3-4 national policy on education UBE could not take off immediately after its lunch as it did not have legal backing. Nonetheless many UBE related activities were carried out in the areas of social mobilization infrastructural development, provision of instructional materials.
The beneficiates of the UBE programme are as follows;
· Children aged 3-5years for early childhood care and development education (ECCDE)
· Children aged 6-11years for primary school education
· Children aged 12 -14 years for junior secondary school  education for any Nigerian child to be considered functionally literate and numerate. he or she mute Successfully complete 9years of schooling because completion of primary school doesn't equip a child with the necessary skills to become self-reliant.
The implementation of UBE programme resides with state government in conformity with the provision of the 1999 constitution and the relevant section of UBE Act 2004 federal Government Performs until role implementing UBE the role is to ensure quality and ordination of programme implementation. UBE programne is funded by the states and state local government with support from federal government through its intervention fund.
The federal government as provided by the UBE act 2004  has set aside 2% of its consiliddated revenue fund (CRF)  to support state in the implementation of UBE programme for instance 2% that federal government set aside of CFR to support state in the implementation of the UBE programme was amount of N24.300billion in 2005 N30.48 billion on 2006 and the like consolidation revenue found is being distributes to state in the following ways 
.The 2% CRE in disbursed to the states in his proportion 7% matching grant.
14% found to address education in balance among, and within states
. 5% funds for the implementation n of the home grow school feeding and health programme (HGSF and Hp)
. 5% incentive to state for good performances
.2% found or the education of the physically and mentally challenged children
. JSS 35%
The matching grants is applied as follows:
· Construction of classroom infrastructure e.t.c 70%
· Procurement of textbook, instructional material 15
· Teacher professional development e.t.c 15%
The UBE Act provided that the following should be provided Free of charge tuition, textbook in the four and of the care Subjects areas of primary and JSS respectively, classrooms and their infrastructural facilities.
It is only care subjects that their textbook will be provided free of charges. For instance, four of the care subjects in primary school are  mathematics, basic science technology and social studies,
English language, while five care subjects in JSS are English language,
- mathematics, basic science, basic technology and studies.
The are 9years basic education curriculum implemented in September 2007 with only primary 1 and was JSSI the old primary curriculum will be phased out by July 2010 there are new area of emphasis in the new 9years basic education Curriculum. They are:- value reorientation, basic science, basic technology, computer science,  thing. home economics, agriculture, business study, civic teaching of education, moral institutions and French.
The mode of assessment in the UBE programmer s school- based assessment of continuous (C.A). it is the dominant mode of assessment of learning uncle universal basic education programme. It determines the progress of the child from one level to another such that failure to mect certain conditions will means that a child will have to repeat a level. Under the UBE programme, there is no school leaving certificate.
Further more, Common entrance examination for admission into JSS has been discontinued with effect from 2006. Certificate is only issue at the end of JSS3, this is as basic education certificate (BEC). In the new system, J should be separated from the SSs and this is referred to as distribution. In other words the two levels should be run by two separate administrations and eventually have separate location infrastructure etc the existing 6years secondary education is in condition to the existing policy 6-3-3-4 and is to be discontinued henceforth, In 2004 the national council on education agreed on a five year disarticulation plan. The disarticulation commenced by 2004 and is expected to be completed by 2004 by both public and private sector provider.
The federal government college will become senior secondary school only. There is no change of name for classes in primary and junior secondary school. The classes will still be called primary 1 -6 and JSS1l -3 federal governments has taken some steps in order to ensure the successful implementation of UBE programnme. The steps are federal government has provided matching grant totaling N 38- between July 2005 and July 2006 for disbursement to the states as federal government intervention fund.
· Federal government is further investing N10billion of MDG fund (from the debt relief granted by Paris club of creditors)
· Programme implantation is guided by well articulated quarterly action plans that ensures that fund are applied to areas of priority needs.
· UBE has an all-embracing procedure for monitoring the utilization of disbursed funds and presentation
· There are great assurance for the success of the UBE programme they are as follows.
· UBE is pivoted to the attainment of and is interlinked with national strategy programmer economnic employment development (NEEDS) education for all millennium developments goals.
UBE is widely embraced as a critical success factor in attaining national and international commitments
The progrmme implementation is inclusive of segments of society federal and state governments
international development partners private organisation NGOS OSOS and other stakeholders.

However, admission into JSS by basic education service providers must take cognizance of the candidate's continuous assessment from his/her previous institutions.
According to UBE digest No, 3 Vol.3 (May 2005) researchers have found out over he decades that the availability of book 3 appears to be the single most  consistently positive school factor in predicting academic achievement rather than teacher training (Montages 2003).
In 1997 the federal government of Nigeria UNCEF and UNWCO sponsored on study to assess the level of achievement of primary four pupils in numeracy literacy and life skills. The study reported every levels of learning achievement.
Summarily, the issue of the UBE cannot be over emphasized as it involves features which included free formal basic education.
Concept of Academic Achievement
This refers to pupil's scores resulting from the respondent of learning tasks presented in a test or to some examination situation.
Politick (2000) wondered why other do poorly. Heralds asked why some students are developing their mental skill not be cater tor a result of limited tọ score resource which they may want to expend in all the children. But if the size the family is small like monogamous that one husband and one wife, one or two children. They will be able to give qualitative education to their children because people who are competing for that resource are few.
Hunt (2006) and Hill (2002) were of unanimous opinion that the type of farmily structure into which a child born, bread and brought up go a long way to affect his/her (1963) was also of the view that family status has a direct bearing on the child's own estimate of his school work ability.
Paye (2005), further reported the kind of parent child  maturation or relationship that exist among the family member in polygamous family structures such a polygamous father eventually becomes passive as he tries to maintain  fairness and 1 justice among his different wives. Consequently such factors fail to carry out their responsibilities to expectation for their children in effort to avoid co-wife
He section this action goes further to affect such pupils academic achievement adversely as school.
Odennde (2005) asserted that the financing of children educations often characterized by anarchy and class among the people of plural system of marriage family. He observe sbat even if such parent is economically fit, he would push it some low difficult because each mother would not like any of there children to be left out behind in the educational thus the wives embark upon competitive attainment, jealously.
Researcher set out to discover why some Indonesian refuges children in American have achieved astonishing scholastic success against over whelming odds (Caption et al(2002). One of the factors discovered to be responsible for their success is the primary value it is believed that parent and children have mutual respect, co-operate freely, and are committed to accomplishment and achievement in an attempt understand the relationship between the individuals and academic achievement a number of factors have been considered.

Parent, family system and Children Academic Achievement 
Family system simply refers to the monogamous and polygamous marital status of parent polygamous system is one husband talking about and many wives in that sense, there is tendency that the family will have many children which will be a burden economically on the parts of the father in the word of Akanbi (2001) family size is said to influence the academic achievement of the child at home because it is assumed that larger the family, the less attainment the mother can give to her individual children relations with the family may also influence the child's mental health and personality trout which will be closely related to his academic achievement. A child may be brought up in a family in which one of the parent is absent due to death, divorce, desertion or separation or which the relations may be unpleasant and strained.


Parents Economics status and children academic achievement

Thornduce (2002), claimed that higher academic attainment is commonly found among the children priviledge economic, background in this sense the commendable performance  of the children prividleged economic background  is perhaps accountable to the place on education by the parents. Children from wealthy  parents have n more education than their counter –part from parents of lower economic status as a result of their parent economic position
 Murdi (2000) also discussed the Concept cultural as a factor affecting children's achievement in us. According to him each child acquires 1 languages, values skills customs and beliefs of the society from his parent. He emphasized that the children from rich parent are already accustomed to most of the necessary things include video, television, telephone, radio, money, Bood rood and host of other things which could able them to be well accepted in school while in the other hand, the children from poor parents have the experience of thing relevant to the school from home. They are less privileged and disadvantaged unlike their counterparts from well be parents.
Based on the above statement, it may be assumed that parent finance, as a manifestation of parent economic standard, affects children's education. Since education is not totally free at the primary school level in Nigeria pupils from the lower economic background may find unbearable to afford
as much education as their counter part from higher economic background
Parent's education standard and children academic  Achievement
Oladeji(2001), reported that children from well to do parent with better education standard qualification achieved greater percentage than the children from parent with little or
More so, children are describing to the mirror of the parent whom they belong. Those who came from good parent with good educational standard behave well in the society and exhibit excellent achievement conspicuously in their academic work (Comdoragbe, 1991) children of the great more for illiterate mother's used to deprive their children of these great opportunities of solving their problem privately. The literate or educated mothers on the other hand encourage the children to express their inner feelings, they  maximum questioning of their pupils, The educational standard of parents affects the academics impact on their children's level and academic under takings.
Parent's occupational factor and children academic 
Occupation is treated as one of the prominent factors determining a person's social and economic status. The economic status of parent vested in their 0ccupational status being a medical doctor and being a messenger or peasant are center different status of children performed better than other s in the primary school entry examination. He realize that children from educated parents perform better than their counterparts from non-educated parents logically.
This is because children from educated parent have the access to all that is, most of relevant materials that can aid their achievement in school. Apart from their education, they
well do all things they   could to do make their children an achieve achiever. Similarly, Hoffman(2001) reported the responses of  both literate and illiterate parent to a question on achievement of the children. The question state, what would you do when child bring a good examination report from school to you at home?
In his reply, the elite parent promised giving praise and other form of rewards to such a child for bringing honor to his her home contrarily the illiterate parents only promise to give thanks to God and forget about the issue. In spite of the above statement, however, some parents of low occupational status perhaps because of their institute awareness still strive hard to see that their children attain better education qualification.
Nile (2011), was of the opinion that education and Occupational background had a very important influence on academic achievement of children. Children who have parent with high status of occupation, high income and better than other in schools.

Roles of Parent on Pupils Academic Achievement
Roles can simply be defined as permanent effort of parent on pupils academic achievement.
Clark (2018), opines that pupils who received free school meals hold more negative attitudes towards learning rated than selves as less confident learners and gained less enjoyment from learning than their pears.

Aremu (2009) submitted that many individual who might have done this nation, provide in different fields have been forced into union aspire careers due to unavailability of financial resources such individuals are forced out of school and made to engage in lacking selling pure water and engage inform of labour so as to have money for the school expenses. Most of the times they cannot afford instructional materials, and always at the mercy of examiners during examination period. The persistence of this in the life of an individual’s student may spell down for his academic achievement. This can later lead to lack of enthusiasm for education.
