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ABSTRACT
      The study examines the effect of single mother on academic achievement of students secondary school in ilorin metropolis kwara state. To establish these three research questions where formulated for this study. Related literatures were reviewed using journals, textbooks, articles etc descriptive survey research method was used .100 teachers were randomly drawn from five secondary school in ilorin metropolis a structured questionnaire was designed as the instrument for data collection. Frequency count and simple percentage were used to analyse the responses of the respondents. The findings revealed the student whose parents are single parent do grow up into well adjusted adults. furthermore, the study established their students from the single have are limited intimacy all learning resources available for learning situation. It is recommended that provision for learning resources should be made in secondary school for single parent children to have alternative resources of having learning resources to learn guidance and counseling unit should be created for students who are having challenges are a results of single parenting and also parent should live up their responsibility and be tolerate enough as to ensure that divorce which could lead to single parenting in curbed or avoided.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background of the study

Single mother can be defined as a family where a mother lives with dependent on children either alone or in large household without a spouse or potencies, 2017.

According to Adams (2015) where was rapid increased in the number of single mother in the letter half of the twenty first century. This change has been used by same to argue that there is breakdown of the family values (defined as the married couple residing with their depending offspring) with negative reflect on children, families and the large society in general. Tablib (2014) suggest what single mother families have been present in all the societies over time and should be viewed the increase in and prevalence of families headed by one parent (father only or the mother only) has a major influence on the social, economic, moral, and political context of family life.

As Osaremren (2015) put it “single parenthood is a situation where the upbringing of a child/children in a family is carried out by one parent either the father or the mother” the single parent in Nigeria according to her is usually the women. Osaremren (2005) Identified different type of single mother.


There is a growing number of women who become single mother by choice they have never been married and they will never contemplate marriage. They are economically conformable and they tend to believe that they are do not need a husband. They any want one children because of their high economic status and achievement. 

Akinbade (2013) and Akinloye (2011) are the opinion that single mother face more than the ordinary difficulties in raising children. According to them, single mother usually adopt or established adult sexual relationship that will not hurt their children in order to provide mole model to the opposite sex and to deal with the feeling of not be model and to deal with the feeling of not being normal family. Onuoha (2015) opines that single mother to play the role of two parents, but unfortunately, they do not possess the greater financial and physiological reserve as the disposal of two parent, child ask another parent to turn to in intact family which is not the case in single mother families.

Coontz (2015) explain that single parent families can be define as families where a parent lives with dependent children, either alone or in a lager household, without a spouse or partner, there was a rapid and drastic increase in the number of single parent families in the latter half of the twenty century. This change has been used by some to argue that we are witnessing the breakdown of the family. He further stated that single parenting as a married couple residing with their dependent offspring with negative effect for children. Families and societal. 

Researchers have shown that many single mother lack many basic necessities of life because of low income. This researchers opined what woman usually granted the custody of their children in their event of divorce and the bitterness they feel toward their partners do not allow them to accept any financial assistance from their partner who may not even want to provide for her and children. This is to detriment of their children welfare and education. For instance, in a single mother is handicapped financially, children in those homes find it difficult to pay school  fees as at when due pocket money may not be given to the children school uniform may not be provided by the children due to lack of finance in the home. The result effect in this situation is that the children most often drop out of school exhibit truancy and absenteeism which may lead to poor academic achievement (Nnah 2000). 

Nwanna (1991) and Onwauchewa (1988) postulate that who become single by choice do not have financial become their high choice, although they do not have enough physiological reserve to sustain their children. They are carrier-oriented and high achieving woman. Their carrier –remain their priority, there by neglecting the physiological needs of child. They usually have more than enough prevision of their physical needs of the child. The face greater denied of a fathers figurer because often time this categories does not related or get in touch with the father of their children;  the effect is that the children probably grow up not knowing who their father really are.
Statement of the problem

For some time now, especially in the last decades, there was rapid increase in the normal of single mother home i.e mother any family. A Nigeria, single mother cases cannot become rampart especially in a state like kwara state. Student has seen complaining of denials, lack parent care, low social adjustment, suffer inferiority complex and suffer from juvenile delinquency syndrome, another issues is children brought up a single mother families play truancy come late to school, most of them are delinquent and lack academic materials.

Osereren (2005) said that many children who were reared in either mother only or father only families suffer set back in the academic achievement then those brought intact homes due to the absence of one parent. 

Single mother homes have failed to effectively play the role of both parenting families and his as in many way effect the child academically, mentally morally, and socially. They are boys/ girls phenomenon is a factor that stand out as a problem in the society and his often associated single mother families (Nnah 2000).

The studies and academic performance among children suggest that children academics performance when both parents are actively involved in their education (Nyarka, 2007). Some studies seem to neglect the issue of single parenting as variable. Generally have tied academic performance of children to social economic status, parents educational level, student attitudes to learning, school environmental factors, housing and residential experience [Bowan,2013]. walker[2012] see  academic performance as referring to ‘’the index of general mental abilities which are responses to test of different kinds ‘’so, in societies like Nigeria where standardized test of different kinds exist, the academic performance of the student is represented by the individuals response to standardized scholastic aptitude test, and the level of response given to such scholastic aptitude test can help in determining success. this scholastic aptitude test should embrace the students’ general school performance in various school subjects, for instance, in Nigeria secondary schools at W A S  C  examination level, the students  are tested  on the subjects offered in west  African school certificate Examination this also applied to tertiary institutions. Single parenting has become a problem associated with contemporary family institution and the rate at which it occurs in the modern world is very alarming. ln a study  on causes of single parenting or separation in contemporary west African societies, oke [2016]  discovered that infertility and battery is aground for single parenting and separation. Also, adultery does not really lead to single parenting, in that, it is rarely used as legal ground for separation among couples and  it is observed that adultery is involved in less than 20 percent of broken home


 Purpose of study







This study therefore investigates the effect of single mother on academic achievement  of student  in selected secondary school in Ilorin metropolis kwara state.
Specifically the study intends.
To establish whether students attitude work is influenced by single mother.
To evaluate the academic achievement of student from intact home and those from single mother.
To ascertain if students from single mother exhibit juvenile delinquency syndrome in  the society.
Research Questions
For effective conduct of this study, the following question were raised.
Does single mother have any effect on students attitude to academic work?
To what extent is students academic achievement affected by the  type of home.
Can single mother cause juvenile delinquency syndrome in the society.
Significant of the study
The findings and recommendation of this study assist boys and girls who live in their father- only or mother –only homes to cope with the situation of single mother as well as keep out of material conflict between their parents. This study equally will assist girls who live with either father-only or mother only families to copes with the situation in which they find themselves. Also students would be made to appreciate the value of education.
The findings and recommendation of this study will be great benefit to windows that were tendered. Single mother due to death of their spouse, in that they would understand better  that  window hood is  not the end of life. It would also enable husband whose wives are dead [widows] to a cope with the unfortunate situation of faltering their children and becoming single mother due to the death of the  spouses. The recommendation of this study will help such husbands to brace up and encourage themselves in bringing up their children in such a way that they will able perform well in their academic 
Teachers would beneficiaries of this study be causes, the study will afford them the golden opportunity of knowing how to detect students who come from single mother home and how to help them in teaching and learning activities. The teachers should take note of individual difference in the classroom and the academic performance of their students from various home such as intact and single mother homes and try to provide adequate remedy through the use of different teaching techniques and extra lesson in order to help them. The solution provided by this study will go a long way in helping the government and the ministry of education to tackle the problems of single mother  and the resultant poor academic performance of many children brought up in type of homes. 
Scope of the study 
This study covered the effect of single mother on academic activities of students in selected secondary school in Ilorin metropolis kwara state. The study is limited to some secondary school in Ilorin East and West Area of Kwara state. 
Operation Definition of Terms 
Single  Mother  A single mother is a person who lives with a child or children and who does not have a husband or live in partner.
Academic  Performance  Refer to how pupils are ranked in term of educational achievements. In this study, academic performance means how the students perform in the school test, exams, and national exam.
Secondary  School   A school intermediates  between elementary school and college and usually 
offering general, technical vocational or college preparatory courses.

Concept  of  single  mother.
The concept of single mother is used when a family is formed of a custodial parent and a number dependent children. 
[Sauvok, 2017]. According to whetting and child [2013].single mothering can be defined as situation in which are of the two individuals, involved in the conception of the child is being responsible for up bringing of the child. Single motherhood may arise when a female decide to produce and rear a child or children out side wedlock [ortese, 2018]. in Nigeria,  the existence of single mother is formerly unknown and where they existed they are ignored as exceptional causes. Though, poor academic performance by students lately have been indicated as likely effects of single motherhood. In the past, death of a parent was more responsible for disrupting families that was with divorce [Amato, 2014].It is a growing trend with in creased adults and children living in single mother  households [Nwachkwu, 2018].Other reasons attributed to single mothering are artificial in semi nation, adoption, surrogate motherhood or extramarital pregnancy. It may also be child neglect, or child abuse. In  South  African, the major factors which have enhanced the increasing population of single mothering are HIV/AID and teenage pregnancy. Many children are therefore left growing up without their father.
Life in a single mother family can be stressful for both the child and the parent. Such families are faced with the challenges of diminished financial resources [children defense fund, 1994]. Assumptions of new roles and responsibilities establishment of new patters in intra-familiar interaction and re-organization of routines and schedules [Agulanma,  2017].
This is because when the single mother is over burdened by responsibilities and by their own emotional reaction to their situation, they often become irritable, impatient and insensible to their children’s needs [Nzewunwah, 2015].   
Causes  of  single - parenthood 
The increase of single motherhood  is not a phenomenon isolated to the west ward. Even in Nigeria and other developing countries, There have been a high percentage of single mothers  within the population caused by one factor or the other or combination of more than one. As in any country. Single mother hood arises because of the following major cusses;
Divorce:  The trend of increasing divorce rates virtually continued for more than 100years (bumpass, 2011). According to advanced learner’s   Dictionary (2006) Divorce is the legal ending of a marriage between a man and a woman in a law –court by their counsels the dramatic increase in the number of divorces since the 1950s seems now to have leveled off starting at the beginning of in the united states (Goldstein, 2014) in any event, the current level of divorce is high and it is assumable that the majority of 
Death or Estrangement of  a   Spouse. 
Losing partner is extremely stressful for the parent. The psychological well-being of single mothers in Nigeria has been very poor primarily because of the reason on why the partner was lost. 
According to the researcher, this is often worsening by the positions of the lost one in the family and society especially in the eastern part of Nigeria. The problem is compound where properties of the deceased are involved resulting in the exclusion of the women and the children to there fate. This being the case, had forced many children out of school or resulted  to poor academic performance in the later years. However, the families sconmiqu  have forgotten the cause of the death as illness, assassination, accidents, and natural accordance (Amato 2014). 
In south Africa, AIDs is the predominant reason of single motherhood across every of her society and families. Mostly affected by this already are the two layers of the population pyramid. This pyramid consists of those in the five year old age bracket and 1945 age bracket. To salvage this situation, nongovernmental organizations (NGOs) and human right group have resulted to help widows by providing cash and vocational training assistance aimed at making themselves employed, and  self –reliant to provide a better future for their children. Though the problem of large number of children left with widow have not helped the situation especially with the present standard of living which is astronomically high beyond the reach of the poor.
Teenage Pregnancy
Nigeria ,like other countries in the world is currently faced with social  fragmentation as woman continue to suffer a high rate of teenage pregnancy. Over the years the situation particularly among teenagers had become unabated even to the researcher owing to her years of experience as a teachers trainer. Woman single mother feel the stigma of being poor and unmarried, widowed a divorced and are under extreme pressure from the society. Single mothers as central to this, Look for ways to support their children and are very much willing to take huge risk to put some bread on the table are very vulnerable to prostitution and trafficking.
       Artificial   Insemination  (AI)
It was identified as mother cause of single motherhood especially in relation to the woman. Lt was a technique developed for live stock which have been adapted for use in human. This is the process by which sperm is placed into the reproductive organ of a female for the purpose impregnating the female by using other means other than sexual intercourse. Among the humans. Artificial insemination was originally developed as a mean of helping couples to conceive where there were male factor . problems of a physical or psychological nature affecting the male partner which prevented or   impeded conception. In the opinion of  the research or this has caused more than harm than good for woman in the later years when the children start schooling. Moreover, within the societies here in Nigeria, the stigma ranks higher to its recognition in supporting marriage (WIKIPedia 2010).
 Polygamy  and  multiple  union  
Polygamy is recognized traditionally as a legal institution polygamy man is positions of influence and  relative wealth often  contract second and third marriages with woman who are much younger than they are in some Islam, a man marry up to four (4) wives, on the basis they  must be able to cater for them all and maintain equality betweenthem.Social norms and legal systems that encourage or do not censure man’s multiple sexual partners are likely to leave many of the women who becomes single mother. Few men have sufficient wealth to adequately supportmultiple families and investequally in each mate and her offspring yet man continue of father children with multiple partners, often late into their lives the products of such unions are leftat the mercy of people outside the family to cater for them althu, 2017).
     Rural Urban  Migration
Labor (worker) migration may lead to defector single motherhood for a mother whose migrant husband in absent for extended periods .Case where migration flows are increasing due to transfer. Unemployment or other reasons. Single mother hood may be common. While some of the best supported single mother (common in this part of the word) are those with migrant husbands or male kin who send back remittance an a frequent or steady basis, for many mother and children, the benefits of male migration are allure. Man (and woman) may initially leave home to earn wages for the family’s benefits but their commitment to sending help (in the form of money) home, or the practical possibility of doing so. Sometimes fades. This cause affects not only the family but the educational activities of their wards. With repeated day or weak long absences. It weaken mothers and children’s to claim to the fatherly earnings
 or responsibility (mathua 2017).
Non _ marital Childbearing.
It’s  my raid of activities or issues surround the world, within the universe of mother _supported families, those that spring  from early unplanned childbearing are arguably the most socially and educationally marginalized. Unprotected early sexual activity after robs a teenage girl of her childhood, improver eristic’s her adulthood  and compromised the future of her children, even with absence of a male partner adolescent and unmarried mothers are likely to have less education, low (if any)income, their prospects are often grim.
Typical   example where unwanted pregnancy lead to marriage, the union is less stables, controversial and not lasting (locoh, 2019). Today, the single parent phenomenon had filtered in to Africa societies for the above reasons that are comparable to those identified in other nation of the word. Poverty is seen as analogous to single motherhood in Nigeria and Kenya and has resulted in associated ills such as family violence as we now have it and subsequent abandonment of children in the care of the partner (Rulisaloo, 2010).
Factors that Influence Student’s Academic Performance in Single Mothers

A number of factor have influence how children in single motherly families respond to their education needs in the society. These factors are:
Environment: - There is no doubt that a child’s level of intelligence plays a vital role in his/her environment.  In addition, parental homes suggested a lot on the child’s influence in later development. The influence of the home environment is most important two periods. First is during the pre-school years, there appears to be an increasing social class gap in test performance between the age of eight and eleven. This indicates the growing influence of the environment on the measured ability and attainment of primary school children (Goje, 2012).
Eysenck, (2000) suggested that inherited differences may affect children’s reaction to their environment. The attitude and behaviors making up academic motivation represents the result of interaction between the child’s environments and his basic temperament rather than simply were specific environment variables willnin social class. In the opinion of the researcher.  Social-economic background determines the social environment of a student similarly, it also build stronger friendship in a child which he/she transmit to the school this effects his/her education one way or the other, depending on the type and character of such children.
One of the most popular researchers on the influence or relationship of home environment and scholastic achievement is that of Fraser (2016). The three variable used in the study were parental educational level, income and their attitude towards their children’s education to measure the relationship of the home environment with school attainment.  He found  out that the major component of the home environment that are mainly responsible for the high correlation with school success were in order importance, abnormal home background, income and the parent’s attitude to the education and future of their children.
Parent income: - According to Bowles (2015), the poor education of the children of the lower class is due to in equality of resources between the rich and poor. This led him to conclude that no amount of compulsory education can overcome the educational disabilities imposed on the poor students coming from the lower classes.
Omojola (2016) in her study on the socio-economic background of parents and the effects on pupils performance in schools in Kano metropolis, showed that children who where least interest in education were from the lower income group. While the children of the middle class were the most –highly motivated followed by the children of the rich. The assertion by (Omojola 2016). May be true but the experience of the researcher in the 21st century has proven that irresponsible of classes, children are all interested of classes, children are all interested in education to develop self and improve upon their society.
It is however, income which has contributed as a barrier to educational aspiration.
Ezenou and Obanya (2015) indicated that there is positive relationship between socio-economic status and student’s success in school. They pointed out that children from high socio-economic background leave school earlier than those of poor families because they are well prepared ahead are provided with adequate needed materials for a single poor parent with a number of children the task is often challenging compared to her counter parts who are rich. When personality is held constant, the family size has a prominent role to play in enhancing the success of a child’s education the birth order is also important factor that can influence how much education of a child will receive considering the income of the parents.
A single mother is therefore a huge task as combined responbilities is often handled by either the factor of the mother as far as the child’s education is concerned irrespective of the parental status or income. Large families such as books, textbooks, for home work and studies. The acquisition of some facilities like televisions, radio, newspaper also help to provide a means to educational progress for children the provision of these facilities is a reflection of parental attitude towards the education of their children. The essence of a good supporting home environment for academic progress lies on the attitude of the parent.
Research finding have proved that there is a significant relationship between parental attitude and improvement of student’s academic  achievement, swift (2014) in Markherjee (2018) observed that many upper and middle class parent’s continually push their children to aspire far more than they themselves had achieved in life. Parent from these families try all they can by pushing their children. They value high marks and a good report on their children. They value high marks and a good reports on their children performance. The economic deprivation of single-parent family life, in combination with other source of strain and stress is a major source of the problems experienced by both parents and children. 
Parental Education
It may be both direct inputs inputs into the production function that generates child quality and may indirectly facilities a higher quality of other input through the effects of educational level on parental income (Vincent 2015). In the knowledge of the teacher, the influence of parental homes on an dividual pupils education is great the works of date and griffiln (2016) land some support to the finding in which they found that a parent education contribute to a child’s performance and ultimately, where both parents and the single mothers are educated the impact is much.
The upper class is a good consumer of education through, the researcher is of the opinion that the purpose of education had changed from this perception. According to her, no matter the lever of parental education, or income all efforts are geared towards ensuring that the academic needs of their children do not suffer. Education is considered by all, as a major tool for national socio-economic empowerment and poverty reduction (Obe, 2017). It not only motivates the child to learn, but also provide some incentive to reinforce the desire to learn.
Effects of Single Mothering on Student’s Academic Performance:
Single mothering as is called is already becoming a rapidly growing trend in both the developed and developing nations of the world. Studies show that in some state alone. There are four single mothers to every ten parent and there are two single mothers for every ten(10) adults (single mother centre, 2010). Since the decision of single mothering is jointly taken by the parents, one voice is often ignored and it is that of the child it was reliable, gathered that single mothering has significant effect on the child’s mental, emotional, social behavioral, financial and psychological outcomes (Locoh, 2000). The following effects are not exhaustive. ,       
The direct of being raised by a single mother is especially visible in child’s thinking and mental mind set. This has been validated by psychologist and advocates overtime. Tests  and observation have consistently concluded and found that single mothering  makes school children more aggressive and rebellions  Hence. these are transferred on their educational needs for survival in the society. Exports say the behavior could be the outcome of the anger and limitation the child experience while growing up. These are obvious reasons to make to make the child feel makes School children More aggressive and rebellion. Hence.these are transferred on their educational needs for survival in the society. Exports say the behavior could be the outcome of the anger and nolimitation the child experiences while growing up. These are obvious reasons to make the child feel abnormal, different and unaccepted (Malhi 1999). 
A student from homes where the couples are parent will be well take care of and socialized in the best way possible  (ortese,1998). This is due to the facts that the process of socialization which starts from the family depends on the effort of both parents playing a complimenting role in  the child's up bringing such a child is likely to achieve self_actualization while the other from a single mother suffers deprivation and denial of some rights and opportunities. This invariably affects the way he socialized in school and seat with those who will help such child learn (Kelly, 1991). 
In some condition (ortese 1998), single mother and their children may require professional help through counseling. Counselors can give reasonable advice to the child and the single mother to make sure every small conflict is resolved timely, Absence of this is transmitted in to the school and as such, affects these academic performances of be raised by one parent, but surpringly, not an impossible one anymore. 
Fadeye (1995) pointed out that both parents play a complimenting role in child' education. Where however, the father is absent from the home and the mother is not privilege enough to cater for all the basic needs as well as supervise the academic performance of the child, he/she (the child) will be backward. The same thing occurs when the mother is absent and the father is not privilege enough (ortese, 2018). A single mother faces doubted responsibilities requiring more time, attention, and money which of course May not be enough.
The stress of having to find the basic necessity of life such as good, shelter and clothing for the family by a single mother consequently places them as risk of becoming detached from their children, and compromises their ability to succeed in their academic. (Bowled, 2009) attachment theory suggest that insecure attachment (which is likely to be seen in the relationship between absent single mothers and their children) can resuit in the ineffectiveness of parenting strategies, as in an over whelming amount of stress on parent as they endeavor to Carry out their academic responsibilities and vice ver
Single mothering have negative effects on the academic achievement of the adolescents such that their talents, abilities and interest may not be fully developed to allow them to achieve self-actualization in life. ln a effort by Salami and Alawode (2014), they suggested the need for those critical issues to be looked into, as it does more harm than good to the proper and successful educational development of the school learner the level of relationship between the school and the custodian parent need to be strengthened and record of student should therefore be updated regulatory to enable the counselor's seat tight on their duties also, The research observed the struggles of homes (especially with single mothers) where survival of existence because on hard work the researcher wards if they must enjoy a peaceful life on earth and in the ward there after (Winnicott 2015).
Challenges of single mothering on the Society
According in Michelle (2010) , the circumstances making one to be single due to a number of issues (death, abandonment or decision of one partner to walk out) has continues unabated in Nigeria as a case study, it is not employed advisable  because of the impending challenges. These include:
Economic struggle: only one income parents are forced to work less hours if they are employed or results to begging when not employed due to child care responsibilities. Depending on the social class of the single -parent families, it was discovered to have effect on the educational achievement of their children. According to markaryee(1978)in Abbas(2014),it is believe that many single they see the importance of schooling and success together and therefore make every effort to be in tuned.
One is hopeful that gender segregation sets in, at work place, confronted with pay discrimination and high cost of child care.As conservative as the Nigeria societies is, most single mother are restricted in their ability to explore and utilize community resources.Early studies by Henderson (1986) and Brofunbiene' (2016) showed that a large proportion of children who failed in school are from disadvantaged homes.
Medical obligation: social stratification arising from social inequality set unjust limits to individual parental aspiration to work, medical education ro life styles. most single mothers' puts the nutritional need of their children before their own nutritional need medical issues related to stress .Cost of medical bills is beyond the reach of  average single -parent or even full parent in our modern society. in the national health plan presented in 1966 to government, it seeks to finance health care within the frame work of health policy which among other things ensure that users pay for curative service but preventive service shall be economically disadvantaged segments of the population ( James, 2013).
However, such student’s from poor single -parenthood homes are the worst hit when issue of medical attention is reinforced . their parents could barely afford the medical expenses, if out of paid employment to take care of their wards. Medically, children are expected to visit hospitals one every six (6) months for the medical check -ups. those improve their health status and make them free form any medical ailment in trough of school. it is sad enough that most children from poor single home have not been disposed to health information  as it relates to their medical background. in the event of any calamity  their parent could not be reached out to, as a result of economic burden on how the family will live. This therefore, puts life of such at great risk and possible death. worst are illiterate ones who did not dean it fit to inform the school of the health status of his/her children on few occasion, the missing ( absentee) partner  would be required to come for medical examination to understand the child's medical history, which make the case to be of high rise due to the disappearance of one partner.  the issue of  child development often deserts the single -parenting which the women died or the man is out of paid employment . Access to proper medical treatment as the learner grows up may be beyond the reach of the surviving parents. Worst hit, is when the parent is poor and cannot even afford school with clinical assistance when the need arises. Therefore, the learners are left at the mercy of his/her destiny. (Gomes, 2015).
Societal problem: families in which school children are raised by only one parent are now more common around the world. Women are the worst hit as many have never been married or live without a partner, this also account for an increasing proportion of  single mother families. there are concrete statistics as far as Nigeria is concerned typical African societies frown at this act, as woman are the worst hit , an online information shows that no one care to understand the situation many cases are responsible for this just like the cause. in Islamic law, a man is allowed to marry not more than our (4) wives on the condition that all must be treated equally ( Hassan 2013) 
This system breeds one wife staying far from each other, thus promoting single motherhood. Automatically, one partner takes care of the children education or upkeep with the man struggling to make ends mean by implication, the women become a subject of ridicule people, family and friends (mathu, 2017). the child is not left in the object of discussion which sooner or later affect his/her academic performance such child resort to physical harassment of his/her mother as the situation persist. in the event, the woman is being molested by men and decided to play on with life. the child will be at the receiving end, there by captured as contact between the father and the children ( Mcholle, 2010).   On the whole, the researcher is of the opinion that such practices constitute as insult against traditional family values while child's disciplines is farfetched.
Family conflict: regardless of the circumstance family conflict occur which usually lead to unexpected change and it often the source of loss and grief. Traumatic experiences such as broken home and family day function results in depressive symptoms. Moreover, studies have also associated broken homes and family function to mental and physical health issues. In some few exceptional cases relating in proper separation and the problem of whose care the children should be under( Machell2010)
Empirical Studies
   in a study conducted by Alawode and salami( 2014), on the influence of single- parenting on the academic achievement of adolescent in secondary school in Ejigbo local government Area of Osun State,a total 100 senior secondary student from five school were randomly selected in the study using a descriptive survey research method the student T-test statistical analysis was employed  on the five null-hypothesis formulated for the study.  the instrument used in data form on each individual student. Results indicated that student from intact homes significant difference was found between the academic achievements of christians and Muslims students from intact home where as none was found between the academic achievement of males and females from single mothering homes but none between those from intact homes.
The recommendation of the study was that single mothering cannot be totally exempted in the family pattern of the society but where such indicate single mothering homes.Workload assigned to the student be reduced in favor of their academic activities and need for single mothers to be counselors on social need of their children so that their academic work will progress as the situation challenge. the present study is different from the former as it will adopt other statistical tool as person correlation and one way analysis of variance. Research instrument include questionnaire and achievement test on teachers and students respectively. six school were selected from six district of Zaria local government area of Kaduna state .
Nwaifo's(2013) study on the effects of family structure and parenthood on the academic performance of Nigeria university student were carried out on six faculties of Ambrobs Ali university , Ekpoma, Edo state. twenty (20) students' each were selected from single mother families and other twenty(20) student each were selected from two- parenting families in each faculty. this made a total A two hundred and forty (240) student that participate in the study. Major variable include gender and family pattern - single mother families and two parent families as it affects the student's academic performance.  the instrument used in this study was guidance and counseling achievement  grade from ( GCAGF ).
T-test  statistical method was employed in testing the three null-hypotheses formulated in this study. the results of the study indicated that significant difference exist parent family structure. the results also showed significant difference in academic performance of male and female student counselor should be employed in all school and that they should provide necessary assistance to students especially those from single mother family to enable them overcome their emotion concerns as it affects their academics. in the former study, five null hypothesis were formulate and to b statistically analyzed using t-test, person correlation ( Pc ) and are way analysis of variance ( ANOUA) . such factors like income, education,environment and gender were considered on this study. also, research assistance was employed in this research work.
in a separate study by eweniyi( 2016 ), and the impact of family  structure on university student academic performance. the study was conducted on two hundred and forty  ( 240)  student of olabisi onabanjo university, ago-iwoye,Ogun state.the study adopted same approach in its writing similar to that of uwaifo's(2008) study. on the previous studies reviewed, the research was fully convinced that founder information had been providing for subsequent research except that new concept are being examined in the present study.
such include parental income, education and environment as a major factor on exploring a meaningful understand of single-parenting on the academic upbringing of students. the above reviewed literature shared a common  similarity with the present study in that both studies evolved assessing student fo single motherly home and those of two parental homes. The former study took a cases study of a university while the present study is limited to selected secondary school in another part of the country. The sample size in the former study was lower than the present study but evolve descriptive survey.
The present study was comprised of both survey and quasi experimental research designs. The statistical method used in the present study of person correlation coefficient contrary to t-test adopted in the former study. also, the recommendation made in the former study was am testable as to ascertain whether it has been. Implemented or not, no answer can be provided as to that. Only one instrument. Guidance and counseling achievement grade from was used in the former study against two used in the present research work.  in a paper presented by Oyerinde( 2011 ) an impact of family structure, parental practices and family size and children's  academic performance. The paper discussed the types of family structure available to include single mother families, two parent families (in facts families) and step _parent families the roles of both the father and the mother in the general upbringing and maintenance of a congenial home environment are clearly identified.
Family was defined as many group of people that are related by blood or marriage especially a group of two grownup people and their children. Usually, there are two major types or family: Nuclear family and extended family.
 The father is the bread winner, head semi god of the family. His impacts and each member of the family go bey one emphasis. Woman’s function's and roles are complementary, not inferior. A houses wife who stays at home is noodle, she combines a lot of roles is her capacity as housewife. An interior decorator who organdies the home and make it homely, a culinary expert who prepare food to be consumed by members of the household, a manager/accountant who controls the domestic purse, a psychologist, a teacher and character molder who trains the children and brings them into responsible positions and citizens. Many studies have related that children who grow up is single mother families are less likely to complete high school or even attend college the children who grow up with both parents. The quality parent child relationship in single mother and stepparent families may be lower than in intact families because of the stress associated with divorce remarriage or both, because of conflict, between children and Step parent for (mother's male parents). 
The difference between single mother and two_ parent families is limited to variable that reflect difference in the amount of time parent have available monitoring school work and general supervision where as the contract between stepparent and two parent families extends their resource economics, cultural, and effectiveness more thinly than do families with fever children. This suggests that parents who have many children invest less money, time, emotional and psychics energy, and attention on each child. It is obvious from the findings of this study that children who live with single mother as step_ parents receive less parental encouragement and attention with respect to educational activities than children who live with both biological parents this also means that children from non_intact families lower education expectations on part of their parent's loss monitoring of school work by mother and fathers and less over all supervision of social discovered than children from in fact families. Also, it was discovered that children from large families attain less school and the average than children with fever brother and sisters. 
The study recommends that the national women commission and the women league should mount family support programs that will promote family life, enhance parental practice and plan families. Tanibiaje (2011) in their study titled effects, of single mother blood the academic performance of secondary school students in Ekiti State, Nigeria. The purpose of study was to find ant the influence of family pattern an the academic performance and truancy behavior or secondary school student. A total number of two hundred and fifty (250) subjects were randomly sample for the study. This study adopted a survey method of research schools were purposely selected to cater far mixed schools, boys and girls schools. A questionnaire was designed by the researches to measure the effects of single motherhood and the academic performance of students the questionnaire contained the following items: name of the respondents, name of the school of each respondent, age, sex, religion and the type of kind of family structure. Other instruments used in the study were class register and last student’s examination result independent t_ test was used for analyzing the hypotheses. In analyzing the first hypothesis, It showed that there is no significant difference between the academic performance of adult students from single mother homes and those from intact parent homes. The second hypnotics revealed that there is significant difference between truancy behavior or adolescent student from single mother home, and those from intact homes. 
With results obtained, these conclusions were made, that there is no difference between the academic performance of single mother student and intact parent student, but there is difference between than in truancy behavior. 
These recommendations were made that students from single motherhood should be counseled an self-esteem and self_ concept, so also marriage disagreement should be handled with love between the parents, instead of setting for divorce. Ogunshola and Adewale (2012) conducted a study on the effects of parental social economic status an academic performance of students in selected school's in Edu LGA of kwara State, Nigeria. The study was interested on how socioeconomic status of parents relating to home environment of students could have effects a children academic achievement. The population of students under this study was making up of both males and females in three senior secondary schools samples were obtained on one hundred and eighty (180) students randomly selected from the secondary schools. The four factors that were examined and statistically analysis were; parental social economic qualification an students health statuses.
In the selected schools, three consecutive ends of term examination results were obtained for twenty students from each of senior classes, 1, 11, and 111; questionnaire was employed to elicit relevant information about the respondents. Diverse statistic tests were performed on the various data collected to establish statistical significant of the effects, on student's academic performance. 
Parental socio economic statuses and parental educational background did not have significance effects on the academic performance of the students. However, the parental educational qualifications and health statuses of the students were identified to have statistical significant effect on the academic performance of student. The two variables that indicated significant influence dereflect of the student’s home environment and played notable role in the academic achievement of the respondents. Government could intervene to raise level of academic achievement among students in rural area. The study recommends that social and economic policies should be potion place for children should be made to narrow the gap of inequality among Nigeria and the need for the intake of balanced direct should be emphasized. 
Appraisal of Literature Review
Reviews of previous work of scholars were undertaken in this chapter. It dweit extensively on issues relating to single motherhood or homes and it's influence an our present societies it existence in European and other countries have taken a long time only that it is a new phenomenal in Nigeria scene. Several causes were identified for single motherhood such has death, separation, artificial insemination and other.
One has to come to the reality that this ugly hand in our society's today are either natural or manmade causes parenting can notes the care, responses, and control which parents make on their children. Unfortunately, today homes are either male or female headed ones brought by the earlier mentioned points. However, most African traditional societies are not in support of this western adopted style of home pattern. The losses out lived it's benefit particularly as it has become storage towards the future and academic life of their children worst list, are the impact income status, education and occupation of single mothers towards this dilemma. 
One striking consequence of this was that the role responsibilities of two biology parents now turning to one sadly enough, the party involved maybe poor financially or otherwise. There is therefore, the need to understands, the situation before taking such decision ever though such decision may be ignored when the situation goes out of hands. This helps to prevent an everlasting repercussion whenever it is discovered that both couples can no lager stay together.
Based on the aforementioned pointes raised, it is clear from the previous studies that very few literature materials dweit on the comprise of poor and wealthy single motherly homes. Especially as it effects assessing the level of student academic performance in a unique subject area as government. From this analysis, it become imperative for this study to extent it dragnet to these two critical areas and make comparison of their influence of school performance. it is how ever important to note that one other uniqueness of this study with the later is on its rational to assess the impact of such variables as income status, educational attainment and occupational status an academic performance in government.
An observation made by the researcher indicate that these Three essential variable are more significant to one's academic performance that to size the family, educational qualifications, environment or any other factors, in fact in most of the studies reviewed, the above variable were linked to single mother alone while the present study is assessing the identified variables and the two key concepts of poor and wealth single mother homes.

CHAPTER   THREE
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
The chapter deals with the description. lt the procedure used in gathering vital data for this study. lt focused on the following sub heading, research design, sampling techniques, research instruments validity of the instrument, reliability of the instruments, Administrative of the instrument, data analysis techniques. 
            Research Design
The design adopted for the study is a survey research design according to lketake (2011), a survey research design is one in which a group of people are items studies by collecting and analysis data only from a few items consideration to be representative of the entire group. This blueness the fact that survey research design is more ideal than other methods for this study.
     Population of the study
The population of the study comprises of the selected secondary school in llorin metropolis. The study is limited to same secondary school in llorin past and west area of Kwara state. 
Sample and Sampling Techniques
The sample size for the study consist of one hundred (100) teachers randomly draw from (5) five schools in llorin east and west. Sample random sampling techniques would be used to select five schools out of the entire secondary schools, it would also be used to sampling technique would be used to sample out five (5) teachers each from the sample schools, bringing the sample to a total number of one hundred teachers respectively.
       Research instrument
The research developed an instrument to elicit information from the respondent. The instrument was a close ended structured questionnaire. The questionnaire was developed in line with the modified four liked scales of strongly agreed (SA). And strongly disagreed (SD) in accordance with the three research questions raised for the study. The questionnaire consists of two section. A certain brief information of the respondents are expected to tick(11) as appropriate to them.
      Validation of the instructions
The drafted questionnaires were given to the supervisor and lecture in school of science for face and contain validity. The research instrument would be validated by two exports one from science education department, (integrated science) Kwara State College of education llorin, kwara state. They would be asked to examine the items of clarity of instrument to the respondents, proper warding off the item and appropriateness and adequate of the items in measuring what they act supposed to measure. The validation's corrections and recombination would be used to prepared the final copy of the questionnaire. 
            Reliability of the instrument
Test reset method was employed to make sure that the instrument was reliable.
           Administration of the instrument
The questionnaire was administrated personally by the research to the teacher and collected at the spot after their responses.
             Data Analysis Techniques
The response obtained from the respondents would be analyzed using frequency percentage to answer the research questions.

Established that students absent themselves from school because they have single parent (mother), students do not attempt assignment, because their single parent (Mother), does not have sufficient time for it, students from single parent (Mother) do not take breakfast before going to school, making to be tired of fatigue during and learning process, students from single parent mother have are limited in having all learning resources available for learning situation. This is agreement with Tulkin and Kagan (2012) repaired that poor single mother families in addition to lacking money for adequate food and medical care, frequently lack the hope that they can do better unlike and can communicate the message to the children.
Finding in research question two "To what extent is students academic achievement affected by the type of home?
Established that students education attainment could suffer if their tuition fees are not paid promptly, inappropriate social psychological moral and academic performance, students from single women perform poorly in school, single mother do not co gendered intellectual stimulation and student cannot pay their tuition fees because their parents are single.
This is agreement with Fadeye (2010) pointed house pointed out pointed out that both parents play a complementary role in child's education. where however, the father is absent from the home and the mother is not privileged enough cater for all the basic needs as well as suppressive the academic performance of the child he or she (the child) will be backward what's the or withdrawal the same thing or call what the mother is absent and the father is not prevailed (Ortese, 2018).
Finding in research question three can single mother cause juvenile delinquency syndrome in the society? 
established that students from single mother lack Morgan guide guidance violence and social files are exposing mostly by students for form single mother students from single mother are wayward and smoking and causing disturbances in school, single mother parents help to magnify negatively character in the students and students from single mother fights in the school. This is in agreement with Amato & Keith,(2013) that most of the children who have experienced parental divorce resulting to them going raised by a single mother or father nevertheless do grow up into well adjusted adults.
CHAPTER FIVE

SUMMARY CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATION

Summary

      The study was conducted to examine the effect of single mother or academic achievement of students selected secondary school in Ilorin metropolis. Information was collected by means of questionnaire. 

      The purpose of the study was to determine whether students attitude to academic work is infrared by single mother, evaluate the academic achievement of students from in fact home and those from single mother and asserting in student from single mother exhibit exhibits juvenile delinquency syndrome in the society.

        Literature reviewed highlighted the concepts of single mothers causes of single mothering, factor that influence students performance of single mothering, auntie I'm a thank you so much I will always beg for you to when you need me effect of single mothering, challenges of single mother modeling challenges of single mothering on the society, empirical studies and summary of literature reviewed.

   Descriptive survey design was used in carrying out the study. The population of this study comprises selected secondary school in Ilorin metropolis in Kwara State. The the sample size of the study consists of 50 teachers randomly drawn from five secondary school in kwara state namely:

Dr Bukola Saraki Secondary school

Government Day Secondary School Adeta, Ilorin

Government Day Secondary School Amule

Government High School Adeta

   50 teachers each were randomly selectors have rest for that from the two institute to have a sizable and fair representation in the study. The data collected were analyzed using frequency and percentage.

Conclusions

         The  findings established that students whose parents are single parents to grow up into well-adjusted adults furthermore, the study established that student from the single mother home are limited in having all learning resources available for learning situation.

Implications of the study

      The study as shown that students absent themselves from school because they have single mother single parents (mother) does not attend assignment be called their single parents (mother) does not have submission time for it, student from civil parents (mother)

does not take breakfast before going to school students educational attainment tuition thieves are not paid promptly inappropriate social psychological moral an academic performance students from single woman perform poorly in schools violence and social vices are exercise mostly by students from single mother, students from single mother are way Ward and seen smoking and causing disturbance in school, single mother parents help to magnify negative negatively character in the students as students from single mother fight in the school. Therefore the implication of the findings is that if single parenting is reduced in the society, it's negative implication will be minimal, thus this will not have influence on students to be better prepared on their own to see it for otherwise we see that it will dampen the students interest in learning. Nearby reducing students enrollment. Finally, it also one of the reason for the observed poor performance.

Recommendation

     Based on the findings of the study, it is recommended that:

           Profession for learning resources should be made in higher institution for single parent children to have alternate resources of having learning resources to learn. 

Guidance and counseling units should be created for students who are having challenges as a result of single parents.

           Parents should lift up to their responsibility and  be tolerant enough so as to ensure that divorce which could lead to single parenting is curbed.
Limitations of the study

  The study had great coming such as shortage of current literature fake response from respondent and few schools were covered by the researchers due to financial constraints and time factors.
Suggestion for Further Studies

           The researchers felt that this research work should not be considered conclusive therefore the suggest that more works should be carried out in their institution in the southern region of Nigeria since the effect of single mother on Academic achievement of students cannot be over emphasized. A research study should be carried out on the effect of single mother on institution student’s upbringing in Nigeria.
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
