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ABSTRACT
This study  is one investigation to effect of instructional materials in the teaching and learning of Business studies  in some selected secondary schools in Ilorin South Local Government Area of Kwara state. One hundred students participated in the study, through their performance in Business studies; questionnaire was used to elicit date. The research  findings show and  suggested the  use of instructional materials which are useful and have positive effective on teaching and learning of Business studies in secondary schools. However, ,most of our school today, lack business teachers, which have been contributing to the in effective of the students performance because if there is instructional materials in such school  there is no teachers to make use of  them, they have no purpose to the learners that is why the  schools with less teacher find it difficult to make there students along in academic standard.  
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  CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study 
Education is an important aspect of life in which the society can not do without. It regarded as an economically and socially productive investment. 
In the national policy education (N.C.E 1981), it’s said that huge “education in Nigeria is no more private enterprises, but a    government complete and dynamic intervention and active participation. 
Teaching has been discuss as a process of imparting knowledge, skill and profession or attitude with people in order for people to gain ideas, information, concept and experiences. Therefore, it is intentionally activity which is aimed in bringing about learning, and this aim an be effectively put into utilization if instructional material are effectively used in teaching business subject in secondary schools. 
There are four notable problems facing the teaching and learning of business studies subject in selected secondary school in Ilorin south local government area of Kwara state. Firstly, there are over population of student in this school, which create a great problem in the use of instructional materials. 
 Secondary, in some school the supply of human resources is very few which made the impression of learning to be difficult while talking about teaching of business studies subject. Lastly in most of these is school there is shortage of instructional materials i.e. inadequate of material resources while teaching business studies subject in our secondary schools. 
As a business, either subject teaching secondary school or being a business man in private or public organization one must have undergo serious of trainings in the institution of higher learning top be able to give his /her quote effectively to the society. As a business studies teacher in the school he must learn how to use instructional materials effective. The business is an collecting, processing analyzing and financial information. It is skill gained in business studies and exposure to enterprise. 
The impotent of business studies can not be over emphasized can  bearing in mind that no government or business organization 
Can function properly without firstly acquiring the services of business, budget to the readiness of its project. 
In our society today, people are aiming at training student on business profession because of its importance in the economic world. This arises the interest of the school in teaching business studies subject as well as the level of devotion of its teaching workforce. 
It has been stated that no education system can rise above the quality of  its teachings; therefore, there is a need for competent teachers and material resources to aid effective learning in our secondary schools therefore, the business studies education teachers may not totally responsible for in effective ways in which the subject are presented to student because most of the schools offering business studies subject have not gotten adequate instructional materials. 
Statement of the Problem 
in our various secondary school today most especially in Ilorin south local government area of Kwara state, effort has been made to make institution available in our schools but it is unfortunate that despite this efforts the school are still faced with  lot problems.

Purpose of the Study 
            This study was designed to:
            Examine whether school with adequate materials resources in business studies will perform better in the subject than school lacking those materials. Knowing all the instructional materials for business studies in schools selected for study. 
To know the adequate or otherwise of these instructional materials. 
Research Hypothesis
(i) The use of instructional materials for business studies subject has made the teaching easier during the learning process. 
(ii) The use of instruction materials business studies subject leads to high during and after teaching and learning process. 
(iii) Instructional materials for business studies subject have helped some secondary schools in effective teaching. 
(iv) Inadequate of training teacher made the use of instructional materials for business studies impossible in teaching some secondary schools.

Research will assist the business studies teacher, students and the management to pay more attention to business studies so as to improve the competency of teacher.

The is very important because presently the nation is gearing towards computer system of  which the importance of business studies can not be over emphasized.

CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF LITERARTURE
Meaning and History of Business Studies
    	Business studies helps you to make more informed decision in the everyday business of living. It gives you a better understanding of the world of work, it also encourages you to think about how and why people start up business and why you too might also consider starting a business. Business studies is a discipline concerned with the recording, analysis and forecasting of income and wealth of business and other entities. Generally, it recorsds in money terms the flow of economic value between or within economic entities and it is applied in two main fields.
· Macro business: it covers the field of national income input output, balance of payment and money flow business studies (Douglass 1972).
· Micro business: this is the aspect, which covers business studies (financial, management and cost business) government accounting and household business.
Business studies is an economic information system or economic information specialization, designed to communicate significant, financial and other economic information about organization to permit informed judgement and decision by users of the information by (Caleen 1983). Many people defined business studies in different ways as stated above, furthermore, we shall consider what walter and Robert (1981) explained about business studies.
Qalter and Robert (1981) Business studies is the atr of measuring, communicating and interpreting financial activity. Whether general motors you are working with business concepts and business information.
Business studies has started in Nigeria many years back before present stage of business studies is introduced in the year 1914 by the colonial governor being the chief executive and business officer of the colony rendered monthly and annually accounts of the colonial government to the colonial office in London. Earlier than 1914 traditional aspect of the business studies as been existing such as periodic  contribution, record of credit, sales ect. Based on their little knowledge. But now with the effectively exercise and impact in the economic well felt.
 In the 1950 after the return of few Nigerians who went to united kingdom to study business many were trained in the field of business to handle business studies positions of forms, public economy etc, of the country, and  business studies is the activities which its impact were greatly recognized in the country and business becomes important and also arose the interest of the business studies to form a body and to introduce institute of chartered in business studies of Nigeria (ICBSN) in 1959-1969.
The body as always been effective in coordinating the programme of business in Nigerian and to maintain the standard required in business. Administration Business administration in schools. Up till today, business has been one of the best course and well recognized in our schools both in university levels and polythenics, evens in college of education, country and abroad.
Meaning of Instructional Materials
	A Theory of instructions is prescriptive in the sense that it sets forth rules concerning the most effective way of achieving knowledge or skills. By the same token, it provides a yardstick for criticizing or evaluating any particular way of teaching or learning.
	The theory is best concern with how or what one wishes to teach can best be learned, with improving rather than describing learning.
	This is not to say that learning and developmental theories are irrelevant to the theory of instruction. Infact,  a theory of instruction must be concerned with both learning development and must be congruent with those theories of learning and development to which it subscribes. 
The Four Major Features of Theory of Instruction
1. A theory of instruction should specify the experience, which most effectively part of an individual, a predict position toward learning in general or a particular type of learning.
2. The second theory of instruction must specify the ways in which a body of knowledge should be structured so that it can be most readily grasped by the learners.
3. The third theory of instruction should specify the most effective sequencers in which to present the materials to be learned.
4. Finally, the theory should specify the nature and pacing of rewards and punishment in the process of learning and teaching.
The above are few of (Jerome 1973) as teaching instructional materials as used to encourage self-instruction and also develop learners mentally.
Main Purpose of instructional Materials
	An instructional materials is been introduced to achieve the specific curriculum objectives.
	Nathans Blount and Herbet (1968) says that learning activities can not be successful  unless there is availability of eough materials needed in passing information across to students, for it is an important way of explaining, illustrating and demonstrating with the few of these instructional materials used in our secondary schools today to improve the teaching and learning of business studies subject and to ensure speedy improvement in the performance of the learning.
Importance of the Business Studies to Community
	The main importance of business studies is to provide financial information provide by an economic entity. The financial information provided by a business system is needed by managerial decision makers to help them plan and control the activities of the economic entity.
	Financial information supplied by business studies is also needed by outsider like owners creditors, potentials investors, the government and the public who have supplied money to the business or who have some of their interest in the business that will saved by information about its financial position and operation results. These efforts have made a good impact on the community and the economy in out country and also in the outside world in which the effort of this business can not be by pass or hook unto for this effectiveness on our economy.


Uses of Instructional Materials to the Teaching of Business Studies subject

	With the term semi skilled labour, we can qualify such teacher as not well trained teachers, those that are not teachers by profession e.g HND graduate, OND graduate and some other who do not pass through N.C.E (Nigeria Certificate in Education) and teachers in secondary school this days, most of this teacher are not well trained and may not make practical use of instructional materials while teaching which leads to mass failure of the students in their examination i.e WAEC (West African Examination Council), G.C.E (General Certificate Examination), NABTEB (National Business and Technical Examination Board) etc.
Impact of Instructional Materials to the effective Teaching and Learning of Business Studies
· Instructional materials otherwise referred to as teaching aids which present information in a forceful visual form because it has a magnetic attraction to the greatest sensory transmission of channel of the mind.
· Teaching aids is used to illustrate vital and salients points, to summaries and even evaluate the lesson as well as recdtify local responses fro the learners of business studies in many secondary schools particularly, instructional materials has helped the teachers of business studies in the selected secondary schools to amongst others:
a. Be better control of business studies
b. Have better control of business studies classes 
c. Reduces verbalism and adds variety to teaching methods
d. Provides the frame of reference and the context of focus of instruction
e. Reduce abstract nature of some concepts in business as well as making difficult concepts in the subject easy, meaningful and understanding to the business studies students.

Teacher related problems 
One major problem of students offering business studies today is that student are not given much opportunity to display and showcase their mental and integrity and capacity for independent judgment. They are therefore not given wide democratic latitude to learn doing it themselves. Through their active participating commitment, most lessons are dominated by the teacher who focuses predominantly cognition achievement in imposing knowledge on the student and falling to provide for their own value clarification and judegment. Some other teachers related problem facing business studies include non-availability of instructional resource, non-participation qualification of many business studies teachers in service courses, workshops, seminars and non-attendances of professional meetings added to these is the teachers negligence in the reading of professional journal which keep them abreast of new development in business studies as a subject.


Student related problems 
        Most student offering business studies in Nigeria school today are not serious and not ready willing to learn. Most student of business studies are not acknowledges their capabilities and limitation, their weakness and strength in relations to the study of business studies. Added to the fact that most students are poor in the language of instruction i.e. e English language in term of writings and speaking of the subject.

Space relation problem 
Most of the available class rooms for learning business studies in most secondary school are over-crowded because of student increased interest in the subject. Therefore what can be described as lack of cooperation learning with inadequate space to accommodate student offering studies in most secondary schools. The aforementioned space problem therefore passes a green problem to both effective classrooms teaching and learning of business studies as a subject.


Government relation problem 
   Most of the problems facings business studies are caused by the government. There is general lack of financial of all sectors relating to teaching of business studies in secondary school. This is manifested in lack of refreshers courses, seminars, workshops and in-services training. Others include lack of supervision of schools by government inspectors which has caused laxity and decay in classroom teaching of most subject including business studies. also, government has failed to provide necessary and standard business studies text books in addition to lack of quality and quantity business studies teacher in most secondary schools.


CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHOD
Research Design
	The survey methods adopted for this research is descriptive survey method which deal with the research in a systematic, accurate and factual manner. CHAPTER FIVE

The respondent indicated that this has a great impact on the study because teachers that are qualifie3d and experienced, are more likely to possesses adequate method of impacting the knowledge of the subject to the students with effective use of instructional materials in which the non-qualified and less experienced teacher may not have.

	The research inform us that shortage of business studies teacher is as a result that our teacher leave teaching line for establishment like factory or business sector, the moment they gained employment into such, for the pay is prefer above to that of the teaching salary and as we know that every body desire a better living.
	With no doubt this study has stated that the availability and effective use of instructional materials has a positive effect on the teaching and learnoing of business studies subject our secondary school students.


Conclusion
	In conclusion the finding in this research topic suggested that the problem we are encounting in the teaching and learning of business studies subject is as a result of inadequate of instructional materials as most schools in this research stated that they lack instructional materials which some authors as earlier indicated that it is a way through which one wise to teach can best be learned with improving rather than describing learning. Therefore the use of instructional materials in the hand of teacher is also like the use of kitchen utensils in the hands of the cooks as it functions.
Recommendation
	To the issue observed from the analysis of the data gathered for this research, the that following recommendations are made.

2. Government should employ more qualified teachers to handle the subject in our secondary schools.
3. Teacher should be encourage financially by increasing their wages in order to retain them from going out teaching for something else. By this qualified and experienced teacher can be retained to impact knowledge to the learners’ adequately.
4. Teacher at training should be taught on how to make effective use of instructional materials in teaching their students and that good method should be adopted.
5. Seminars, field trip and workshop experience should be giving to teacher in order to develop their classroom effectiveness.
6. Students should be motivated to study hard and not to atke their study with levity hand.
