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ABSTRACT
This work examined the use of information communication technology in   teaching of economics in secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State. Also, the method of data collection were based on the use of questionnaire method. The data was analyzed through simple percentage method. Findings in this study revealed that lack of and poor technology equipments of facilities such as computer, videos equipment and projectors etc. are responsible for students and teachers inefficiency in communications.
Therefore, It is recommended that provision of information technology equipment and facilities, only qualified and competence economics teacher should be employed to teach, provision of information technology seminar and workshop which are relevant programmes for teachers to enhance the use of the equipments. Frequent supervisor by ministry of education to various schools to ensure full commitment to the use of the equipments by the teachers and students.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the study
The world today has been taken over by Information Communication Technology. Information Communication Technologies (ICTs) are technology tools that have great impact in teaching and learning. Shittu (2018) explains ICT as all forms of evolving technology that help in facilitating information collection, processing, usage, transfer, storage, retrieval, sharing and interpreting information. Oluwarobi (2016) also defined ICT as electronic-based technology that is generally used to retrieve, store, process and package information as well as provide access to knowledge. Essentially ICT consists of wide range  of  technologies  like  telephone,  computer,  internet  and  world  wide website (www), fax, word processing, application, magnetic link, character recognition checks,  spread  sheet,  educational  software  package,  CD  Rom  based,  Rom  based resources,  online information  sources,  PowerPoint, Television,  Overhead Projectors, Camera, Radio  Cassette, Video Tape, Audio Cassette, and many others (Adeyemi & 
Olayele, 2019). 
These technological tools and electronic gadgets enhance teaching and 
learning process in the classroom. The need to integrate ICT into education has been seen  as  the  tool  to  help  realize  the  potential  of  the  new  technological  tools  to revolutionize an outmoded educational system (Albrini, 2016). Hence, in this study ICT is any electronic  technological  tool  used  for  retrieving,  storage  and  transfer  of knowledge in teaching and learning process.   
The importance of  ICT  in  teaching  and  learning  is  to  create  massive improvement  in the  educational sector.  The use of  ICT has  the potential  to  enrich understanding of the changing nature of teaching and learning to an increasingly high technology  dedicated  environment  (Brunges,  2015). Information Communication Technology has the potentials to innovate, accurate, enrich, deepen skills, to motivate and engage students  to  help  relate  schools  experiences  to  practical  works,  create  economic viability for tomorrow’s workers as well as  strengthening  teaching  and help schools  change  (Yusuf,  2017  as cited  in  Syed  2015).  The integration  of  ICT  into teaching  and  learning  has  greatly  influence  teaching  strategies,  instructional  and learning outcomes. 
  The use of ICT is of no doubt relevant to the educational sector.  Partly, vision 20 2020 is aimed at reducing in Nigeria ill-fed, ill-clothed, ill-housed and ill-education which can only be sustained in the  embracement  of technology  (Eneh, 2018).   The rapid changes in the world  today  to the access  and application  of ICT are  of great necessity to  education sector. The  demand for ICT  literacy in  Nigeria is  increasing because  employees  realize  that  computers  and  other  ICT  facilities  can  enhance efficiency  (Esharenana and Kpangban,  2019). For Nigeria to have a functional  and effective  graduate ICT  compliance  should be  emphasized.  The Federal  Ministry of Education has launched an ICT-driven project known as School Net which was intended to  equip  all  schools  in  Nigeria  with  computers  and  communication  technologies (Federal  Republic  of  Nigeria,  2014,  Adomi,2015;  Okebukola,  2016).  Therefore, it becomes necessary and important for teachers and students to utilize ICTs in secondary schools in Nigeria.  
   Teachers in the  21st century have become  more  or less instructors  and more 
orchestrators of information, giving children  the  opportunity  and  ability  to  turn knowledge into wisdom. The era in which teachers become monotonous in classroom teaching is far out of phrase. The Nigerian Educational Research Development Council (2018) emphasized that teachers should implore the use of collaborative, interactive and learner-oriented instructional strategies.  For such instructional  strategies  or teaching strategies  to  be  utilized  Information  Communication  Technology  projects  its effectiveness in teaching  and learning.  Information Communication Technology is a millennium development technology-driven device every teacher is required to use for efficiency and high productivity in teaching and learning process.    The competence of the teacher can increase with the use of ICT.
 	According to Odusanya, (2014), Economics is the study of prudent use of meagre resources in the society. The aim of economic activity is the production of goods and services for the satisfaction of human wants, but broad aim of economic policy may be regarded as ensuring that as many as possible of those wants are satisfied.
	This helps prepare the students for higher education in the field of economics on how to manage the available resources and ability to follow the role and status of West African countries encounter in their economic development. In achieving these aims and objectives, the use of information technology as a teaching aid in teaching and learning of economics in senior secondary schools arises. The term information encompasses a wide range and variety of things ranging from oral and printed words, figures, statements, file and document to such intangible elements as sound, signal rays and waves. Whatever the form information takes, the essence of information is that, it conveys a message. 
	Technology refers to the application of scientific knowledge while information technology is the acquisition processing, storage and dissemination of vocal, pictorial, textual and numerical information by a micro base combination of computing and telecommunication. Telecommunication is a special form of communication in which information is conveyed over long distance. Information technology means different things to many people, some view information technology as the need for information processing that involves the use of electronic computer software to create, store, protect, process, transport, select, change, receive and display all kind of information, while others refer to it as the process of developing, acquiring, testing, maintaining and implementation of electronics system to sources for information.
	Information technology influence and affects everyone’s private and cooperate work life. Information technology is an advantage in every career, especially as a teacher. Information technology revolution seems to have created a new body of knowledge that has affected mankind. The needs for professional growth of teachers noted by Akinseinde (2019) is a result of the challenges and concern caused by knowledge  explosion in reaction to professional obsolesce in almost every field of human endeavor.
	As a teacher, one needs to improve learning instruction as well as to communicate effectively. The more effective a teacher is at work, life and resourceful management of content, the better and less cumbersome his or her task becomes. Mohammed (2016) stipulated the benefits of information technology to economics, as an important aid to learning and teaching a wide topic in economics, ranging from statistics, measure of tendency, national income e.t.c
	The influences of information technology has assisted teachers in keeping students record, computing examination results, preparing of lesson notes and making statutory records to be kept and handled easily. Basically, the utilization of information technology as a teaching aid for teachers, makes the art of teaching more creative and dynamic, making learning more concrete, real, immediate and retentive. Subsequently, it makes the dual process of teaching and learning more pleasurable without reaching from its level of efficiency and effectiveness. Because of the influence of  information technology in teaching of economics in secondary schools today one can communicate in different ways, fully capable of communicating his or her findings from economics enquiry using power point, spread sheet to present graphs’ of data from around the world moreover, the evolution of technology can be traced from the earlier days of human existence, when our early ancestors learn the benefits of setting in one area to cultivate from lands and grow foods rather than wonder from one place to the other.
	The researcher observed that information technology is not effectively used in our classroom situation; this is partly because most of the teachers are not computer literate, therefore making it difficult for them to operate information technology materials. It is on this note that the researcher want to research on the influence of information communication technology on the teaching and learning of Economics in Ilorin West  L.G.A of Kwara State.
Statement of the Problem
	Things are changing globally, and there are different and modern ways of doing thing, if the essence of the educational policy is aimed at producing man power which can cope with the ever changing modern world and be part of the global village “the Chalk and talk method is hardly bring participatory interactive method must give way to the use of innovative and technological driven, which information technology proffers.
	There is no research that finds any particular study on Nigeria teachers and students awareness and attitude to information and communication technology to teach, therefore it is important to investigate the awareness and attitude of information technology in secondary schools.
	The research work is therefore intending to expose the need for using information technology in teaching and learning economics in the senior secondary schools, in Ilorin West L.G.A of Kwara State, the problems they face and how to find solutions to the problems.


The purpose of the study 
includes the following: 
i. To study the influence of information technology on the teaching and learning of economics   in Ilorin West L.G.A Kwara state.
ii. To investigate the influence of information technology on teacher efficiency and effectiveness in Ilorin West Local Government Area.
Research Question 
	The following research questions were raised to guide the study;
1. To what extent does the use of information technology facilities influence students’ academic performance in Economics in Ilorin West Local Government Area?
2. To what extent does information technology influence Economics teachers efficiency and effectiveness in Ilorin West local Government Area?
Significance of the Study
This research study is significant because, firstly, it creates an interactive medium which will enhance self learning culture, it will also motivate students to learn and encourage students participation in classroom activities because both psychomotor and auditory skills activity will be used.  
Secondly, a sensitized teacher and students need to be information and technology (computer) literate for personal and professional competency in this ere of globalization.
Lastly, it provide information on the influence of information technology on teaching and learning of Economics and other subjects.
Scope of the Study
	This study is restricted to only Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara state. The study investigates the influence of information technology in the teaching and learning of Economics in the senior secondary schools.
Definition of Terms 
Importantly, it is necessary to give working definition to the basic term used in this research work. The following are the definition of term as they are operationally use in this study;
Computer: An electrical device which process data at a very great speed according to a program stored within the device
Information: This is a patterned relationship among events which add to knowledge and that can be evaluated in terms of it relevance for decision making.
Communication: It is an active process and purposeful shared experiences involving two or more people, one sending a message through verbal (oral) or non-verbal (printed) means and other actively receiving it.
Technology: this is a systematic application of scientific or the organized knowledge to practical task of producing goods and services.
Information and communication technology : It is systematic application of scientific knowledge of operating scientific gadgets and passes message from one place to the other
Awareness: the knowledge of the existence and opportunities available in information technology.
Attitude: This is someone’s opinion, thought, feeling thinking or behavior about a particular matter.
Teaching: The act of impacting knowledge by the experienced teacher to the less experienced students. It involved the transmission of ideas, values, skills, and attitude by the teachers to the students.
Learning: The state when someone acquire knowledge.
Efficiency: The state or quality of being efficient in information technology
Effectiveness: the degree to which information technology is successful in producing a desired result.   
CHAPTER TWO

The Concept of Information Technology Integration
The term Information Communication Technology (ICT) has had a long history in its evolution process. According to Pelgrum and Law (2017), towards the end of 1980’s, the term ‘computers was replaced by Information Communication Technology. This signified as shift of focus from computing technology to the computer’s enhanced capability to store and retrieve information. This was followed by the introduction of the term ‘I.T’ around 1992,when e-mail started to become available to the general public. The concept of Information Communication Technology consists of three words. The term‘ Information’ refers to any communication or representation of knowledge such as facts, data or opinion in any medium. ‘Communication’ is an integral part of human existence. It refers to the process of transferring information from a sender to a receiver with the use of a medium in which the Communication Information is understood by both. ‘Technology’ is the practical form of scientific knowledge or the science of application of knowledge. Therefore, Information Communication Technology (ICTs) are commonly defined in education as ‘a diverse set of technological tools and resources used to communicate, create, disseminate, store and manage information’ Blurton, (2020). These technologies include computers, the internet, broadcasting technologies (Radio and television
Meaning of Economics
	Several scholars and authors in the field of Economics have contributed immensely in giving definition or meaning to the term “Economics”. In studying the meaning of economics as a subject, the performance of the students will be examined. One of the earliest economics, Oyedeji (2014) defined economic as a subject that deals with the ways and manners in which a society attempts to solve the problem of unlimited human wants.
	Jhingan (2018), defined the classical view and the neo-classical view. The classicalists are set of economics led by Adam Smith with his book title “ the wealth of Nations ”where by it processes to enrich both the definition given by the classicalist thereby brings about the neo-classicalist. This school of thought was led by Alfred Marshal who gave Economics a respectable place amongst social science subject by emphasis in man and his welfare.
	According to Alfred marshal, Economics is the study of mankind in the ordinary business of life.  Also  Alfred Marshal being the leader of the Neo-classicalist, defined economics as the study of how people are involved in organized production, consumption and exchange and the organization of the above activities is referred to as business of life. 
	Hornby 2015 gave the definition of economics in two different ways.
· Science of production, distribution and consumption of goods
· The condition of the country as to her materials prosperity to the mercantilists, the leaders of economics thought. It was even as a study of wealth earning activities of the individuals.
The international encyclopaedia of social science defined economics as the allocation of scarcity and choice that exist in the economics society. From household unit to the nation, state is confronted with fundamental problems on how to allocate the scarce resources available to it in the face of instable demands.
 Lispey (2017) defined economics the ways in which production and distribution changes overtime. Tajudeen (2014) summarized all the definition of economics and concluded as a core subject or the ocean from which all the other subjects be it science, Art, Commercial, Religion, Social, Cultural and others take form. To David Begg (2015), economics is the study of how society decide what, how and for whom to produce.
Word book (2019), defined economics as the study of how goods and services get provided and how the means, the process of making goods and services. By distribution, they mean, the way goods and services are shared amongst the people.
Oshodi (2012), defined economics as the allocation of resources amongst the alternative uses and also as the study of how man can produce with limited resources and efficiently distribute the goods and services produced. Jimoh (2013), defined economics as a study that relates with human beings and the entire system in the society and how they take decision that best satisfy their needs.
While in the amplified and simplified economics, professor Lionel Robbins defined economics “ as a the social science which study human behaviours as relationship between ends and scarce means which have alternative uses”. This is the most widely accepted definition of economics.
Aims and Objective of Economics
	Obemeata (2017), said that an examination of the annual reports of the West African Examination Council (WAEC) from 1965-1977 showed that economics was first taken in the WAEC as a school subject in the senior secondary school  curriculum in 1966, because the senior secondary school curriculum in 1966 because the SS certificate then takes two years, it can as well assure that exposing students to the study of economics would enable them as future leaders to make rational decision and suggesting how best the society dispose of its limited human and material resources.
	Economics as a subject in the senior secondary schools aims at developing and training the students intellectually and economically to be able to understand the things that concern their economy and the outside world. Therefore as stated under the economics syllabus the aims and objective of economics attempts to test conditions or students in the following:
i. Knowledge of basic economics principles, concept and the tools for economics analysis 
ii. Knowledge of the structure and functioning of economics institution i.e commercial, industrial, financial.
iii. Understanding the basic for rational economics decision
iv. Ability to understand and explain the basic and structure of the West African Economy, including the roles of Agriculture, industry, Mining and other contribution to the economics income.
v. Ability to follow the roles and status of West African Countries in international economics relationship.
vi. Appreciation of the problem which West African countries encounter in their economics development.
Economics since its introduction into secondary schools curriculum affected students understanding of economics issue positively and has since gain recognition and popularity, but has not been given its rightful place. Nevertheless, it is of great importance in the Nigeria secondary schools (Okunloye, R.W 2015)
History of Information and Communication Technology (ICT)
The ideal and invention of many mathematics, scientist and engineers paved ways for the advancement of modern computer. In a real sense, the computer activity has three birth dates. One as a mechanical computing device in about 500BC, another as a concept (1833), and the third as the modern electronic digital computer (1946). Also, the idea of number, stress and information is as old as human race. As far back as the days of early men, three had been the need to use fingers, stock and problems to count and keep records, figure and give value to numbers.
The first mechanical calculators was a system and moving beads called “abacus” was designed in Babylon around 500BC. the abacus provided the fasted method of calculating until 1962. The invention of abacus by the Chinese proved ways for a more accurate way of adding, subtracting, multiplying and dividing.
The concept of modern computer was first outlined in 1933 by the British mathematician, Charles Babbage. His design of an engine contained all the necessary elements or a modern computer input device, storage (memory) mill (computing unit) a control unit and the output device. This design called for more than 50,000 moving parts in s stream driven as large as a locomotive.
Although, Babbage worked on the analytical engine for nearly 40years, he never actively constructed a working machine. The name of the first electronic digital computer developed by him was called EVINC meaning, electronic numerical computer in the field of information technology includes that of Herman Hollerich an American inventor who spend the 1880’s developing a calculating machine that of counted, collected and sorted information stores on pounced cards. This intention was used in the 1890’s census which took six weeks and full scale analysis of all the data took only 2/1/2 years as against the previous census which took 7/1/2 years by hand.
In 1924 after a number of merges, the company changed its names to intimation business machine corporation (IBM). The characteristics of Hollerick information technology computer at Harvard University, and was named Mark. The information technology computer could process several digital data. This was developed upon by one Augusta Ada Byron who was acclaimed at the world first computer to do work and over again. She worked with Charles Babbage who used her lopping devices in his “Difference” and “Analytical Engine” technique that made computers to repeat poses time over (Dimsclele, 2015).
Another major breakthrough came in 1948 when William Shockey invented a transistor, because this devices replaced the unreliable power consuming and that heat producing a vacuum tubes used  in the earliest computer in information technology, William Shocky earned a Nobel in 1957, the use of transistors in computer made them smaller in size, cheaper, much reliable and effective (Anyaogu,2013). Shortly after this, precisely in 1958, Jack Kilby invested the integrated circuit information technology which miniaturizing electronic circuit, which has the capacity to use and reduce power, heal and much more cost effective components.
Chiesenge (2016), defined information and communication technology as “ the acquisition, processing, storage and dissemination of vocal pictorial, textual and numeric information by a micro electronic based combination of computing g and telecommunication.
Information and communication technology can simply be defined as the information revolution and the technical development of the means to cope with. To appreciate how prudently information and communication technology has affected us as individuals and as a nation, there is the first understanding that societies live in complex structures of people and institution detracting in multiple ways.
The Importance of Information Technology
Information technology under pins the success of modern corporation and provide governments with an efficient infrastructure it also puts value to the processes of learning in an organization and institution of learning. The internet is a driving force for much development and innovation in both the development and developed countries. Countries must be able to benefit from technological development and to do so, a cadre of professionals has to be educated with sound information technology background independent of specific computer platforms of software environments.
Technological development lead to changes in work and in the organization of work and this requires competencies. As part of the benefit to gain from the information technology includes
i. Critical thinking
ii. General (broad ) competencies
iii. Decision making
iv. Handling of dynamic situations
v. Working as a member of a team
vi. Communication effectively
Fredickson (2014), noted that one of the importance of information technology is that, learning is more effective as information technology provides opportunity for using multiple technology i.e (video, computer and telecommunication.
	Yusuf (2015), noted that distance learning is made through the information technology, it facilitate students learning through e-mail interaction website and internet service. Using the internet has for reaching effects as well as facilitating communication. It develops skill of searching, interpreting and organizing information often defined as “network literacy” communication through the email improves students and convey meaning to audience which is not their teacher.
	Poole (2013), noted that a well used information technology will bring about learning and as well provide work force opportunity relating to students attitude towards learning and their self concept improve consistently when adequate information are used. As a research indicates, there is need for classroom to become more centred. Teachers can use the potential of information in to the class room will encourage cooperation interaction, collaborative learning, group work and the development of teaching behavior in students.
In an era of global competition, the technologies will help business remain competition and challenging as well as high paying jobs (Oketunji 2015). Infact, information on management system have been implemented.  It creates impacts on the economy of an organization and of course, that of a country (Ojiambo, 2019).
	Yusuf concluded and described information and communication technology (ICT) as having a very good impact in enhancing or making learning concrete.
Information Technology in the Teaching and Learning of Economics
	The awareness of information technology in teaching and learning of secondary students is strongly supported by educators, and author . Herold (2018) noted that the increasing technological sophistication on our society call require teacher to master and increase  variety of complicated subjects materials to perform skills at higher standard. Chambers (2017) identified information technology as extremely effective education which assist teachers to have a well defined information for instruction. Notyon (2019) reported that  because of the rate at which awareness are being found in information technology daily, it is likely that is the future all form of manual work would have been manipulated to require the use technology tools, machine and equipment.
	The attitude of secondary school teacher toward the use of information technology is in terms of three phenomena i.e the historical resistance of economics teachers to the use of media, the nature of teaching itself and the life circle of technological innovations. It should be noted is highly necessary for us to know that the concept of institutional resource of material before we go deeply into the use of medial in teaching economics as subject in the school.
Instructional resources or materials are different forms of information carries which are used to record, stop, preserve, transmit or retrieve information for the purpose of teaching and learning.  Adigun (2016) argued that if instructional materials are used, learning will be promoted. He contended that a teacher can used instructional effort more effectively, efficiently and more productive in terms of student’s learning and growth. He can see it to sustain attention to help him present facts and information technology concept and principle. The information technology can be used by teacher to present and illustrate their point while students use them to ensure or promote maximum learning (Agun 2018). Thus they are materials designed and used specially to fulfill the objective of teaching and learning.
	More recently, the centre for applied special technology’s investigate states the role of online communication in schools. A national study shows better information processes and information managers. It also shows that online learning develops superior independent learning, critical the making, organization and evaluation of skills and the capacity to present information in compelling ways. 
	Teacher experienced a change in dynamic of learning less formal classroom atmosphere developed with teachers becoming facilities and the students taking on a more co-operation peer  tutoring approach, in what becomes a more students centered learning environment. Student’s perception moved initially from thinking of computers as the focus in the class, that computers becoming tools that were part of general classroom practice. The use of it will enable the students to have:
i.) Better work presentation.
ii.) Improved information handling.
iii.) Self –teaching skills. 
iv.) More problem solving skill.
v.) A variety of learning style bring addressed.
vi.) A variety of presentation modes available
Influence of information Technology on the Teaching and Learningof Economics in Secondary School  
	Accessibility to a new technology includes problem with obtaining and maintaining hardware and software, as well as scheduling the use of the technology. Also too often, equipment are  difficult to set up and often break down. This is clearly hardware and software conflicts. Despite the frequency of such problems, the vast majority of schools do not hire full time computer staff. (Conte 2012), instead, maintenance is left to ill-trained and strapped teachers. More often than not, teachers are expected to change for a certain technology. In essence, they are to serve the technology rather than have the and software developers as well as administrations, who implement technology consult teachers to understand their needs of recent, these calling  for networked conformers have made this argue not they claim that they have learned from the past failure and their solution is on-going, quality teachers training, yet once again, the teachers are at the end of reclaim of innovation, and the teachers are expected to change accordingly (Olatunde 2011).
Teachers’ Attitude of the Application of ICT in Teaching and Learning
Underwood, (2016) provides evidence that teachers use ICT to support existing pedagogies. On supporting this view, Romboll Management, (2015) illustrates the current dilemma concerning the pedagogical use of Information Technology in the classroom. He states, “Even though a large number of teachers have gained more pedagogical knowledge (through better access to ICT- based materials and pedagogical concept via training and discussion), teachers have increased the use of I.T in teaching and learning”. Similar positive results are affirmed by Haggins (2015) by stressing that an overwhelming majority of teachers have confidence in using I.T in classroom. I.T gives teachers access to information to support them in trying new strategies, thinking, reflecting on practice and engaging with new materials, committee on development in the science of learning, (2014). There is no doubt that teachers who use I.T in classrooms have to demonstrate high levels of energy, hard work and confidence, Lanksher& Snyder, (2012).
In addition, a number of studies have found that, “personal access for teachers to a computer for the purpose of preparation and planning is one of the strongest influence on the success of I.T training and subsequent classroom use”, office for standards in Education, (2012). Becta, (2013), also supports that enthusiastic and visionary leadership has a positive impact on teachers’ attitudes and behaviours.
Student’s attitude towards use of I.T to enhance teaching and learning 
The use of Information Technology in schools should have a positive impact on students in terms of supporting their learning and providing them with relevant technological literacy. In addition, I.T should increase the engagement of students and in most cases increase their independence, so that students are not only required to use I.T completely but may also be required to adjust to change
in their role. In many cases, the students’ role becomes more;
Independent and responsible 
ii) Co-operative and collaborative, and
 iii) Directive and negotiate.
It follows from the above that there is need to develop students’ computer literacy because research studies indicate that students assume greater responsibility for their own learning when they use computer, working more independently and effectively, Becta, (2017).Eurydice (2015) argues that students’ I.T skills cannot only be learnt in school but also in informal content, at home and with friends. It is emphasized that students’ informal learning and experiences in using I.T are far more attractive than the school can offer. As a result, students face few challenges using I.T in school. Rockman and Chessler, (2013) found in their studies that students’ computer literacy improves their academic achievements and positive attitudes in learning. Research studies further indicate that learners participate more actively when I.T is used in learning. However, some students may become frustrated when they perceive that their I.T skills are being under-estimated and under-utilized, Becta (2016). Therefore, teachers are required to use I.T integration in teaching and learning effectively in order to realize the objective of I.T integration. The e-learning Nordic, (2012) studies also places a strong emphasis on I.T, positive impact on what might be called secondary or indirect variables such as motivation, concentration, engagement, cognitive processing, creativity, critical thinking, independent learning and teamwork. According to Comber, (2013), and Higgins, (2015) increased motivation goes together with a positive learning and leads for example to more attention during lessons with students being involved in learning activities. Teamwork between students is greater when they use I.T for project work , Romboll Management, (2016), Kezzel (2015). The above affirms that I.T enhances a more student-centered learning approach which is of important benefit to learners. They further identified that involvement and increased effectiveness of learning is also a key impact of I.T in the classroom. It also helps students to reflect on what and how they have learnt and thus a catalyst for reflection. Romboll Management, (2016) indicates tat learners with special needs or behavioral difficulties also gain in different ways from the use of I.T. Finally, there can be a positive impact on students when I.T is used appropriately in learning.
Challenges Affecting the use of ICT in Enhancing Teaching and Learning
Brooks, (2018) believes that many educators perceive computers as just another burden, commenting on the lack of awareness among educators of the potential offered by computers in education context, and noting that education have tended in consequence to confine the possibilities of computer use towards processing and e-mail. Other researchers such as Pascopella, (2012) emphasize that some educators felt that computers served only a recreational function, with learners being allowed, for instance, to play games after computing work. However, Potosky and Bobko, (2014) demonstrated that computer use has a positive impact on teaching and learning.


Teachers Training in the use of information technology
Hakkarien, (2017) analyzed the relations between teachers’ skills in using the new I.Ts; their pedagogical thinking and their self-reported practices. The results indicated that only a small percentage of teachers had adequate technical I.T skills. Furthermore, Veen, (2019) suggested that lack of initial training of teachers was a serious obstacle to I.T implementation. Access to I.Ts and other related infrastructure Cuban, (2012) suggested that placement of computers within the reach of teachers and within supportive school cultures was very important so that teachers and students can improve their I.T potential. This view was supported by, Preston and Cox (2015) in their study carried out to examine factors relating to the uptake of I.T in learning. The results showed that teacher who are regular users of I.T have confidence in using I.T, perceive it to be useful for their personal work and for their teaching.
Administrative Support of ICT in Schools
According to Anderson and Dexter (2020) unrestricted access to training would amount to effective use of computers if teacher are expected to use Information Technology in a meaningful way. In this regard, they suggested that strong leadership is critical to computer integration and the implementation of information technology in teaching and learning in general. However, many leaders and administrators are not I.T literate thought they have gained little experience or knowledge that make them use computers only for basic functions such as word processing and PowerPoint presentation.
ICT Policy in Education
Hawkins notes that while in many ministries of education around the world have made the commitment to computerize schools, few have developed coherent strategies to fully integrate the use of computers as a pedagogical tool in the classroom. Educational institutions are required to develop an I.T strategy that incorporates the goals of institution and how this will be met using I.Ts, provide a supporting framework for the development of I.T in the institution and outline how the full potential of I.T is to be exploited to support all aspects of teaching and learning. Chisenga, (2016).
Funding for ICT investment in education
Cost is an important factor that guides the adoption and growth of Information Technology in a country. Most developing countries are constrained by resource scarcity. Even where the importance of I.T is recognized, allocation for the development of I.T is often inadequate. Mugenda, (2016) points out that one of the greatest challenges in ICT use in education is balancing educational goals with economic realities.
Inadequate Time to Prepare to Teach with I.T in Classrooms
According to Labourde, (2012) adequate time must be allowed for teachers to develop new skills, explore their integration into their existing teaching practices and curriculum, and undertake necessary additional lesson planning, if I.Ts are to be used effectively. Rose and Weil, (2015) reports that lack of time required to successfully integrate I.T into their curriculum is a major obstacle in integration in ICT teaching and learning.
Appraisal of Literature Reviewed
	In this chapter, the researcher has been able to review some related literatures which consist of the views and opinion of scholars and economists. The concept examined or reviewed include, the meaning of economics aims and objective of economics, History of information  and communication technology, importance of information technology, information technology in teaching and learning of economics, influence of information technology in the teaching of economics in secondary schools.
	In this review, students have shown that the influence of information technology has both positive and negative impact on the teaching and learning of economics in secondary schools. It has been discovered that influence of information technology affects the performance of students positively and negatively. Meanwhile, the positive impact is greater that the negative one. It is also discovered that information technology is of greater importance to the teaching and learning of economics in schools and cannot be over-emphasized because it serve as the most efficient teaching and learning to the study instrument to the study of economics.

Research Design
	This design for this study is descriptive survey because data were collected and described in a systematic manner, the characteristic feature or facts about a given population. It found out the opinion of senior secondary school economic teachers and their students on the influence of information technology on the teaching and learning of economics in their schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State.
Population of the Study
	As the focus of this study is on the influence of information technology on teaching and learning of economics, twenty (20) teachers and one hundred (100) students, altogether (120) one hundred and twenty respondent from five (5) senior secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area Kwara State are particularly chosen to participate because they are directly involved in the day to day use of information technology as being investigated.
Sample and Sampling Technique
	Two teachers and ten students were randomly selected from each of the schools that were selected through simple random sample technique across the whole secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area Kwara State. The schools in all, a total of one hundred students and twenty teacher formed the study sample and sampling techniques.

Research Instrument    
Data were collected through the use of questionnaire titled the influence of information technology on teaching and learning of economics in some selected secondary schools in Kwara state (a case study of Ilorin West Local Government Area Kwara State). The instrument was a well structure questionnaire that feature two section A and B).
The section A was used to collect information on the respondents personal data (name of school, gender, class, age  and length of service, teacher academic qualification were included in the teachers questionnaire. While the section B contained twenty (20) items statement that have four opinions which required the respondents the extent of their strongly agree, agree, strongly disagree, and disagree.
Validity of the Instrument 
	Validity is the degree to which a test measure what its purpose to measure (Ali,1983). For any gathering procedure should be carried out like questionnaire, face content validity is the most suitable one to be used by the researcher. The instrument was given to the researcher’s supervisors and research experts who commented and made modification on the items of the questionnaire.
Reliability of the Instrument  
	To ensure that the instrument is highly reliable a test and re-test was carried out to ascertained the steady fastness of the instrument, through the available questionnaire that was administered twice with an interval of two weeks on the number of two economics teachers and ten economics students from two schools selected from the ten (10) senior secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area Kwara State
Administration of the Instrument.
	The researcher visit the five (5) senior schools selected for the study to administer the questionnaire. The researcher waited and collected the filled questionnaire from the respondent to avoid delay in analyzing the data. All the administered questionnaire were filled with no one remaining.

CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATION
Summary
	This study investigated the influence of information technology on the teaching and learning of economics in secondary school in Ilorin West, Local Government Area, kwara state. Three research hypotheses were set out to guild the decision of the study, some related literature were revealed.
	The respondents used for the study were one hundred (100) economics students and twenty (20) economics teacher making one hundred and twenty (120) respondents all together and data were collected through the use of questionnaire. The questionnaire was designed for both teachers and students.
	The data generated through questionnaire designed for the study were analyzed using simple percentages. However, the research findings indicated that majority of the teachers and students agreed to the following:
i. That the use of information technology has a significant influence on both the teaching and learning of economics among the secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area respectively.
ii. Information technology has a significant effect in improving the students knowledge in learning of economics.
iii. Information technology has a significant influence on the teachers’ efficiency and effectiveness in teaching economics.
Based on the findings, suggestion and recommendation are made.
Conclusion
	In conclusion if our school through out the country are to maintain maximum educational standards, they should be provided with adequate funds, infrastructural facilities in terms of modern classrooms equipped with electronic computer system which are connected to internet, well equipped laboratory, workshop, e-libraries, instructional materials and highly qualified personnel that can effectively utilized these resources.
	However, with the introduction of information technology, a new challenge for social science and economics education has emerged.
	However, the general conclusion that can be drawn from the school on this study is that information technology is very significant because it is necessary for the development of our educational system. Therefore there is no doubt that the world are in the grip of telecommunication resolutions. This means that we are at the advantages to develop our educational system to meet the standard of other developed countries, so the need for information technology is of great advantages for our schools.
	In essence, schools should be introduced to information technology and the government should pay adequate and more attention to educational system of the country and provide necessary support to the growing trend of education.

Recommendation

v. Attention should be paid to the deploring state of facilitates in our schools also information technology system together with necessary peripherals should be bought.
vi. Information technology relevant curriculum should be developed specially for primary school, secondary schools and tertiary institution.
vii. Establishing facilities for electronic distance learning networks opportunities in our schools.
viii. Creating information technology application content and domestically technology through a conscious research design and development strategy advocacy and activities for students.
