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ABSTRACT 
The purpose of this study is to look into the factors influencing the teaching of business studies in Junior Secondary Schools in Ilorin South Local Government, Kwara State. The sample consisted to one-hundred (100) students, who were randomly selected from Business Studies class. The instrument used for data collection was a structured questionnaire based on the study, responses to the questions asked. Simple percentage frequency counts and chi-square statistical method was adopted for data analysis. Results showed that Continuous Assessment Tests influenced the performance of students in the class. This study recommends that more teaching rooms should be built and furnished and that the number of enrolment in the class should correlate with the available human and non-human resources in the school. Also, the textbooks prepared by the Business Studies teachers in the schools should be made voluntary to every student and no work should be attached to such.
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
