CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
1.1	 Background of the study
The theme of this study aim at finding out the impact of laboratory for effective teaching and learning of oral English in Junior secondary school in Ilorin West Local of Kwara State. Language according to Webster's Encyclopedia English Dictionary: is the body of words and system use by people who are the same geographical area or the same cultural traditional. Language is human speech either spoken or written. Whenever there is a human society, there is a language.
Wardaugh in Srijono (2001)"Language is a system of arbitrary vocal symbols used for human communication". In human communication, there are two forms of language and written language. People use spoken language and written language in the daily life to facilitate in communication. English is one of the major language out of about 5000 estimated language spoken in the world. About 200years ago, English was simply the language of less that 15million people . English is one of the most influential and fast growing languages spoken across the globe. Today, English is used in several countries, in the United State, America, Canada, New Zeeland and some parts of West Africa countries. Equally about half of the world's scientific and technical Journals as well as newspaper are printed in English. The spread of English is further enhanced through the establishment of British council and United States Information services by the British and U.S governments respectively with centers and libraries in various countries including Nigeria. All these factors have therefore made it easy for anyone who understand and speaking English and move around major cities in the world to communicate effectively with one another.
 According to Anibueze (2007), English language is a lingua franca. As lingua franca, it is the language for unification. English language had remained a very important tool for socialization and bureaucratic activities in Nigeria. Since the day of colonialism.
     In Nigeria today, English remains the language of the country without adequate mastery of English through which most of the course in primary, secondary and tertiary institutions are taught examined.
Olukipe(2005), Stated that the basic criteria for assessing Students proficiency in writing and grammatical categories such as punctuation, tense, number, and gender e.t.c
Language Teaching in Nigeria had some deficiencies. The reason for this deficiency is our English teacher who are not well trained and also unproffesional.
1.2 	Statement of the problem 
The problem of study is to find out the impact of English laboratory on the teaching and learning of Oral English in Junior Secondary Schools. The most serious problem confronting learner's of English language is that the language is not widenly used in their immediate environment. As a result, these learners have no exposure to the language of their immediate environment as many teacher made up of people they interact with daily.
There is always interference of mother tongue in students. The following problems are identified in the language laboratory for the teaching of Oral English Language.
 - Problem of large class and inadequate teaching recourse.
- Lack of communication skills on the part of teachers and students.
- Problem of teaching technique.
- Problem of pronunciation.
1.3.   Purpose of the Study 
The aim of this research is to highlight the impact of language of laboratory for effective teaching and learning of Oral English in Junior Secondary Schools. To find out if there are enough language laboratories available for effective teaching of Oral English in Junior Secondary School. To find out the major inputs of the language laboratories on the effective teaching and learning of English language as it's affects the teachers of the language in Junior Secondary Schools. To find out the major impact of the language laboratory on the effective teaching and learning of English language as it's affects the teacher trainee of the language in Junior Secondary School
1.4  	Research Question
The research question provides a background of the problem you wish to study and explain why you have undertaken the study. 
1. Are there enough language laboratories for the effective teaching and learning of Oral English in Junior Secondary School?
2. Are there enough qualified teachers to teach Oral English?
3. Does language laboratories help student to perform better in speaking skill?
1.5	Research Hypothesis
The research hypothesis are statements that introduce a research question and propose and expected result. They are the intellectual guess that guides the direction of the research and the solution to the research problem.
1. There are not enough language laboratories for the effective teaching and learning of Oral English in Junior Secondary School.
2. There are not enough qualified teachers to teach Oral English
3. Language laboratories does help students to perform better in speaking skills.
1.6  	Significant of the Study
The findings from this study will provide valuable information to the governments, Nigeria educational research centre, the curriculum planners, through this research, awareness will be created for the installation of language laboratories in our schools.
The research is expected to enable teachers of English language to identify problems that hamper the teaching of Oral English and how to deal with them. Students  will also be aware of their major “Byroad block" to speaking and be able to find means of  over coming them.
  To draw the attention of concerned parties about the significance of language laboratory.
To motivate and encourage the learners to use language laboratory and to show the learners about the ways of using language laboratory in learning pronunciation.
1.7 	Delimitations of the Study
The scope of the study is to investigate the impact of language laboratory for effective teaching of Oral English in some selected Secondary Schools in Ilorin Local Government of Kwara State. The study is limited to Junior Secondary School and availability of language laboratories; the qualifications of English  teachers and teaching methods, the impact of language laboratory on student performance and mother tongue interference.
1.8	 Definition of Terms Operational
Linguistic: is the study of language and the way language works. Linguistic is the scientific study of language and it involves  an analysis of  language meaning and language in context, it's structure, including the study of grammar, syntax, and phonetic.
Oral English: the basic requirement of Oral English is that student should be able to communicate in English in the course of learning to conduct discussion on a given theme and to talk about everyday topics in English.
Laboratory: This provides students the opportunity to practice and learn experimental techniques and developing language skills. It is a platform where teacher can try experiments on themselves own problem and failure as learners.
Teaching: is the practice implemented by teachers aimed at transmitting skills (knowledge, know-how, and interpersonal skills) to a learner, a student, or audience in the context of an educational institution. Teaching is closely related to learning, the students’ activity of appropriating this knowledge.
Learning: is a process that leads to change which occur as a result of experience and increases the potential for improved performance and future learning. The change in the learner may happen at the level of knowledge, attitude or behavior.




CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
2.1 	Nature of Speaking 
There are many definition of speaking that has been proposed by some experts in language learning.
  Brown (2001:267) cites that when someone can speak a language, it means that he can carry on a conversation reasonably. He said the bench mark of  successful acquisition of language is the demonstration of an ability to accomplish a good through interactive discourse with other language speakers. 
  Richard and Renandua (2002:204) state that effective oral communication requires the ability to use the language appropriately in social interactions that involves not only verbal communication but also paralinguistic elements of speech such as pitch, stress, intonation, more over, nonlinguistic such as gesture, body language and expressions are needed on conveying message directly without any accompany speech. 
 Brown (2007:237) states that social contact in interaction language functions is a key importance and in which it is not what you say that counts by how you say it. What you convey with body language, gesture, eye contact, physical distance and other non verbal messages. In their discussion on the nature of spoken language wage, Brown and Yule in Nunam (1989:26) distinguish spoken language from written language. They point out that the teaching of language has not been concerned with spoken language teaching. This language comprises short, often fragmentary utterances, in pronunciation range. 
According to Nunam (1989:32) successful oral communication involves: 
i. Ability to articulate phonology features of language comprehensively
ii. Mastery of stress, rhythm, intonation patterns.
iii. An acceptable degree of fluency 
iv. Transactional and interpersonal skills 
v. Skills in taking short and long speaking turns.
  Brown (2001:271) adds that in teaching oral communication Micro skills are very important. One implication is the importance of focusing on both the forms of language and the functions of the language. The micro skills oral communication are;
i. Orally produce difference among the English phonemes and allophonic variants.
ii. Produce English patterns, words in stress and unstressed position, rhythmic structure and into national contours.
2.2  	Classroom Speaking Activities   
The teaching of oral English should be taught in attractive with communication activities. There are many types of classroom speaking activities, i.e acting from script communication games, discussion, prepared talk, questioners and role play. 
 Brown (2004:271) describes about six categories of speaking skills. These are:-
· Imitative: this category includes the ability to practice on intonation and focusing in some particularly elements of language form. That is imitating a word, phrase or sentence. 
·  The important thing here is pronunciation. The teacher uses drilling in the teaching learning process so that students get opportunity to listen and to orally repeat some words. 
·  Intensive: this is the students speaking performance, practicing some phonological and grammatical aspects of language i.e reading aloud from chart.
· Responsive: this is a kind or short replies to teacher or student initiated questions or comments giving instructions and directions. 
· Transactional:  it is carried out for the purpose of conveying or exchanging specific information.
· Interpersonal: carried out for the purpose of maintaining social relationship I.e , interview, discussions, conversation.
· Extensive (monologue): teacher gives students extended monologues inform of oral reports summaries and story telling and short speechless.
2.3 	Use of Language Laboratory with Teacher's Console
 Language Laboratory can be used for learning pronunciation through teacher console and language learning software. It acts as a play form for language practicing, correcting pronunciation through interactive lesson and communication at their own pace. Language laboratory may have the following objectives purpose and functions to work.
Purpose  and function to work upon and maintain good linguistics, competence through accuracy in pronunciation.
2.4 	Language Laboratories: a platform for integrating and developing language skills.
Language laboratory provides a platform where teachers can try experiments on  themselves and the learners as well. By observing and reflecting on their own problems and failure as learners, English teachers can seek to establish principles which will help them improve their teaching. The teachers should choose instructional materials, textbooks and technologies that promote the integration of listening, reading, speaking and writing as well as associated skills of syntax, vocabulary etc. 
2.5 	Appraisal of the Literature Review
This chapter has reviewed and analyzed the relevant point on teaching the correct pronunciation of English words in junior secondary schools. It explains the nature of speaking that: effective oral communication requires the ability to use the language appropriately in social interaction that involves verbal communication and paralinguistic element of speech. It also stated it that language laboratory act as a platform for language practicing, correcting pronunciation through interactive lesson.

3.1. 	Research Design
 The research design used in the study is descriptive survey. It is designed essentially to investigate the impact of language laboratory for effective teaching and learning of Oral English in Junior Secondary Schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State.
3.2 	Population
The word population refers to a collection of specific group of human beings. Thus; the target population of this study consist of all teachers of English language of appropriate experience teaching English language and all student in Junior secondary school in Ilorin West Local Government Area.
3.3	 Sample and Sampling Techniques
Four Secondary Schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State have been selected as sample for this research which includes:
1. Mount Carmel Secondary School, Ilorin.
2. Baboko Community Secondary School, Ilorin.
3. Government Day Secondary School Adeta, Ilorin.
4. Government Girls Day Secondary School Pakata, Ilorin 

The four schools were randomly selected from the local government area. 100 students and 36 teachers were selected from the four schools.
3.4	 Research Instrument
The Instrument used for data collection is a constructed questionnaire for the purpose of this study. It has two sections; “A" and “B". Section A deals with teachers and students' bio-data and section “B" consist of items draw in lines with the research questions drafted in chapter one of this research work. The questionnaire is the close ended type to indicate the level of agreement and disagreement to the statement using in 4-point like scale of response format of Strongly Agreed (SA), Agreed (A), Strongly Disagree (SD), Disagree (D).
3.5 	Validity of the Instrument
After drawing the questionnaire, the drafted copies of the questionnaire were given to the project supervisor to determine the content validity of the Instrument. The comments and observations were Incorporated into the final draft.
3.6 	 Reliability of the Instrument
  To ascertain the reliability of the Instrument, few questionnaire were administered on representative sample outside the main sample for the study twice within the interval of two weeks. The two scores were correlated using Pearson Moment Correlation Coefficient. Then reliability value was 0.75 which is high enough for use. 
3.7 	Administration of data 
Permission was obtained from the authority of the sampled secondary schools to administer questionnaire to the student. The researcher gathered the respondents in a classroom in each school where copies of the question were given to the respondents. The researcher made himself available to every respondents for necessary explanation. and clarification and sufficient time was given to the respondent to supply the require information.
Duly complete copies were collected back immediately. Hence there was 100% return of the questionnaire.
3.8 Data Analysis
The method use to analyze data is simple percentage method.

The state government in the selected schools should be encouraged to make use of language laboratories students will be aware of the importance of technology in language acquisition.
5.4 	Conclusion 
Base on the result of the findings, the students in the selected secondary schools reveals that there is significant impact in the use of language laboratory as an effective impact in their learning activities were established in the data collected and analyzed. Language laboratory is a very useful tool for practice and accessing ones speech language .it provides a facilities which allow learners to speak with model pronunciation repeat and record the same. It is possible for teachers to provide assistance individually and collectively for students.
The language laboratory allow every participants to his or her privacy to listen and speak.
 
5.5 	Recommendations.

Teacher in other language apart from English language should also try to have language laboratory e.g. French more seminars should be organized for the English teachers in secondary schools.
