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ABSTRACT
The study investigates the effect of parent-hood on students academic performance in selected secondary school in Asa L.G.A, Kwara state. Two hundred students and fifty teacher participated in the study in which simple random sampling techniques was used to select both the respondents and sampled schools. “An investigation of single parentage on students academic performance” was used to get information from respondents. Data collected were analysed using descriptive survey and inferential statistics (t-score). It was discovered from the hypothesis testing that factors such as poverty, inadequate mental counselling for the young one, death, divorce and  condition of employment financial background  have significant effect on the academic performance of single  parenthood students. Based on the outcome of research, it was recommended that government private organization and individual concerned with business of education should endeavour to address  to address the obstacles hindering effective academic performance of students. 
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study 
Earlier before this time, an investigation of factor that influence academic performance of students have attracted the interest and concern of teachers, counselors, psychologists, researchers and school administrators in Nigeria.
Parents roles and involvement includes several different form of participation is education and with the schools. Parent can support their children schooling by attending school functions and responding to school obligations for instance, Parents Teacher Association (PTA). They can become more involved. In helping children improve their school assignment providing encouragement arranging for appropriate study time and  space modeling desired behavior (such as reading for pleasured) monitoring home work, and actively tutoring their children at home.
There is evidence that parent play significant role in the academic performance of their children. The vast majority of single parents are indeed in poverty therefore poverty affect a child’s academic achievement. However, some still behave that single parent home poses a unique threat to children due to the lack of two parents outside the menace of poverty. Yet many of the problems children or single parentage encounters that do not at first seem to be caused by poverty are infact caused by lack of other resources. The resources include time and money of which the single parent has little due to their low socio-economic status.
There is no doubt that children single parents do suffer from low academic achievement (Hargreaves 2002), children from single percentage homes are much  more likely to receive poor grade and eventually dropout of the school (pong, 2003) furthermore, young adults who are raised  in single parentage home often gain inferior education, employment and economic status (Mveller and cooper 2001).
Numerous investigation have proven that children from single parentage home obtain lower intelligent quotient (IQ). Moreover, these children have lover grace pint average and complete fewer years of schooling however, when studies of IQ, SAT scores, GPAS and years of schooling controlled for socio-economics status they found the differences in academic achievement to be hardly significant. Although, single parentage must be commendable for raising a child alone conditions may warrant single parents and their children both may need professional counselling. Counselors can give reasonable advice to the child and the single parents to be sure of every small issue and difficulties is fined out.
Killagham and his colleagues (2001). Enumerated some of factors that are capable of influencing the effect of single parentage on students academic performance in selected secondary school in Nigeria such as factors include students internal state (intelligence state of health, motivation, anxiety etc) and their environment (availability of suitable learning environment, adequacy of educational infrastructure, like textbooks and well equipped laboratories). The different factors that is capable of influencing the effect of parent-hood on student academic performance in selected secondary schools in Asa Local Government Arae of Kwara  State. The factors indentified are intellectual ability of the children, poor study habits, achievement, motivation, lack of vocational goals, low self-concepts, low socio-economic status of the family, poor family structure and anxiety. The consequences of these include indiscipline in schools, little caring and low level of educational standard.
A daily sketch publication on “causes and cure of poor performance at West Africa School Certificate Examination (WASCE, 2008).
Identified and categorized problems responsible for students’ poor performance to problems of teachers, problems of inadequacy facilities in the schools, problem traceable to students, problem caused by parents and society at large and problem of government policies and low founding of the educational sector.
In the light of this, this research work is interacted to study and explore facts behind the effect of parent-hood on students’ academic performance in selected secondary schools in Asa  Local Government Area of Kwara  State.

Statement of the Problem
	 Study shows that there is significant difference in academic performance of single parent and two parents student.
	The main focus of this study is therefore is to identify the effect of single parentage on their children academic performance and efforts have been made, that single parents should also be counseled on social needs of their children so that their academic work will not suffer as school.
Purpose of the Study 
	 Purpose of this study is to investigate the effect of parent-hood on the academic performance of the students in s4econdary schools. This study will specially find out whether the academic achievement of students from single parentage homes will be significantly different from those from two parenting homes. Find out the influence of gender, and religion on the academic performance of the students. The study hope to contribute to knowledge by shedding more light on the effect of single parentage on the academic performance and achievement of the youths in Asa  Local Government Area of Kwara  State
General Questions
i. What do children of single parents do better in school than those with Infact parent?
ii. Do children of single parents behave better than those with Infact parents? 
Research Questions
	The study seeks to provide answer to the following question: 
i. Do parent have to cooperate with other factors that determined students academic performance? 
ii. Are there any significant different between the academic performance of students from single parents families and those from two parent families? 
iii. Are there any significant difference between the academic performance of male students from single parent families and those from two parent families?
iv. Are there any significant difference between the academic performance of female students from single parent families and female student from two parent families? 
v. Are single parent households more to blame for crimes drug and teen pregnancy?
Research Hypotheses
	The following hypotheses must be tested in this study at the 0.05 level of significance 
HO1: There is no significant difference between the academic performance of students from single parent homes and those from two parent homes 
HO2: There is no significance difference between the academic achievement of male and female students from single parenting homes 
HO3: There is no significant difference between the academic achievement of male and females students from two parent home 
HO4: There is no significant difference between the academic achievement of Christian and Muslim students from single parenting homes
HO5: There is no significant difference between the academic achievement of Christian and Muslim students from two parent homes 
Delimitation of the Study 
	The main aim of the study is to investigate and explore the effect of single parentage on students academic performance as perceived by the selected secondary schools teachers and students in Asa  local government area of Kwara  state. The study is limited to secondary school students in Asa  local government area of Kwara  state. However, this study context was limit to the effect of single parentage on the academic performance of their children and stakeholders in the educational sector
	Due to the time and financial constrains, the researcher will make use of ten (10) secondary schools in Asa  local government area of Kwara  state


Definition of Terms (Operation)
	The definition of the following terms is necessary in order to facilitate and enhance easy understanding and comprehension of the research work

Performance: - How the students is doing in their academic pursuit 
Academic: - It refer to the formal and informal education, it connected with their studying in the school 
Secondary Education: - Post primary school. This is a school designed for children above eleven (11) years of age 



CHAPTER TWO
REVIEWED OF RELATED LITERATURE
	This module contains the views and ideas of others researchers and scholars on the influence of single parentage on student’ academic performance. It is not surprising that parents involvement with the schools had become a major educational issue in the recent times, this is an area of creasing concern about the quality of education in this country. Stales are talking a great role in monitory and maintain academic standard. Communities are ever more watchful of the expense of public education. Local schools are concerned about continuing to provide high quality teaching and other services with dwindling resources and parent want assurance that their children will receive adequate preparation to lead rewarding adult lives 
Parents Involvement 
	The term ‘’parent involvement’’ is used broadly in this research work, it include several different forms of participation in education and with the schools. Parent can support their children’s schooling by attending school programmes and responding to school obligations (parent-teachers conference, for example) 
	They can become more involve in helping their children improve their school work, providing encouragement, arranging for appropriate study time and space, modeling desire behaviour (such as reading for pleasure) monitoring home work, and actively tutoring their children at home. According to the national centre on secondary education and transition, ‘’parents involvement is the participation of parent in every facet of the education and development of children from birth to adulthood 
	The parent involvement takes many forms including parents as first educators, as decision makers about children’s education, health and well being as well as advocates for children’s success. It is recognized that parents are the primary influence on their children’s live 
	According to C.D Oyebanji (2003), ‘’parental encouragement, regardless of the social\ status of the family, has a significant influence on raising educational aspiration of children. The parents must be ever ready to release and make the financial resources also available and must be ever-ready to cooperate with other environmental factors that hold the education such other factors include, child himself, society, government and teachers’’. 
	Children are heritage from god. They deserve to have spiritual and emotional back up, the block that should promote their growth development. They become a burden on society it they grow up without guidance from their parents at point of crises. For this reason, parents should always be at alert to the growth and educational needs of their children right away from birth to adulthood 
	The schools has an important role to play to encourage parental involvement in the academic performance of their children, teachers should guide parents on what to do, in other words the school should go to homes and not wit for it to come to the school. the school should be family friendly, parents should always be welcome in schools and children should see their parents and teachers as one. 
The importance of the home environment or family on pupil’s student’s academic performance
	The home has a great influence on the students’ psychological, emotional, social and economic state. In the view of Ajila and Otuola (2007), the state of the home affects the individual since the parents are the first socialization agents in an individual life. This is because the family background and context of a child affect his reaction to life situations and his level of performance. Although, the school is responsible for the experiences that make up the individual’s during school periods, yet what parents and the individual’s experiences at home play tremendous roles in building the personality of the child and making the child what he she is. Thus Ichado (2001), concluded that the environment in which the student comes from can greatly influence his performance at school 
	Although, the home environment or family has been recognized as having a lot of influence on the academic performance of students (Nzewuawah, 2002), Ajila and Olutola (2007) previous studies have been concentrated on the area of socio-economic status of parents. Other aspects of the family have been grossly neglected. Yet agreement affects children emotionally and this could lead to poor academic performance in school. The family lays the psycho social, moral and spiritual foundation in the overall development of the child. While the mother’s significant role cannot be over-emphasized. Studies on father-child relationship suggest that the presence of a father in the home infancies significantly the development of a child (Agulanna, 2001), thus, parenthood is a responsibility requiring the full cooperation of both parents who must ensure the total development of their offspring (s). 
Effects of Broken Family on Students’ Academic Performance 
	A broken family in this context is one that is not structurally intact for various reasons, death of a parent, divorce, and separation. This analysis become necessary because life in a single parent family can be stressful for both the child and the parents, such families area faced with the challenges of diminished financial resources (children’s Defence Fund, 2000), assumptions of new roles and responsibilities, establishment of new patterns in intra-familiar interaction and reorganization of routine and schedules (Agulanna, 2001)
	These condition are not conductive fro effective parentage 
Engaging Meaningful Parents and Involvement in the School
	Investigations have identified lack of planning and mutual understanding as the two greatest barrier to effective parents involvement, school staff wishing to institute effective programmes, will need to be both open minded and well organized in their approach to engaging parents participation 
	Researchers has established that the most successful parents participation efforts are those, which offer parents a variety of roles in the context of a well-organized and long-lasting programme. Parents will need to be able to choose from a range of activities, which accommodate different schedules, preference and capabilities. As part of the planning process, teachers and administrators will need to assess their own readiness for involving parents and determine how they wish to engage and utilize them other guideline include:- 
· Communicable to parents that their involvement and support make a great deal of difference in their children’s school performance, and that they need not be highly educated or have large amount of free time for their involvement to be beneficial
· Encourage parents’ involvement from the time children first starts school
· Teach parent that activities such as modeling, reading behaviour and reading to their children increase children’s interest in learning 
· Develop parents’ involvement programme that include a focus on parents’ involvement in institution, conducting learning activities with children in the home, assisting with home work and monitoring and encouraging the learning activities of older students
· Make a special effort to engage the involvement of parents of disadvantage students’ who stand to benefit the most from parent participation in their learning but whose parent are often initially reluctant to become involved 
Secondary Education
	According to section 4 subsection of the national policy on education of 2004. ‘’secondary education is the form of education children receive after, primary education and before the tertiary institution’’ therefore, the secondary education is package and designed for children above eleven (11) years of age

Summary of the Literature Reviewed 
	It has been established in the literatures review that parents involvement plays a major role in the educational development and academic performance of their children and emphasize that parents are partner of their schools and that their involvement is highly needed and valued reviewed literature indicted that there is an awareness of the importance of the home environment or family on pupil/student’s academic performance 
	Poverty affects child’s academic achievement the vast majority of single parents are indeed in poverty. Although single parents must be commendable for raising a child alone. The single parenthood students need a professional counselling. The counsellor can giver valuable advice to guide the children to overcome any difficulties that he or she may encounter in their academic field. This may influence positively in his or her academic career and guide his behaviour in the society
	In some instance, single parenthood may also need professional counselling which can make up a support system and parenting easier, so that her or she may take all the possible step that may influence the children positively towards child upbringing and academic excellence for the better performance of the children



CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHOD
	This chapter presents the methodology used in carrying out the study, it is particularly concerned with the designed population, sample and sampling procedure and data analysis 
Research Design
	Descriptive survey research was adopted in which questionnaire were used to collect information. Descriptive survey research is the research approach that promotes easy collection of information from a large population within the shortest possible time 
	This method was adopted because of its relevance to the study and the difficulties of using either experiment or historical method
Population 
According to Adejumo (2007), research population is described as the yard stick of parameter that stipulates the boundary of people to be involved in a study. Hence, secondary school teachers and students constitute the population for the study, particular reference is made to these secondary schools in Asa  local government are of Kwara  state
Sample and Sampling Techniques
	As a result of time and resources constraint the researcher selected (10) ten secondary school in Asa  Local Government Area of Kwara  State using simple random sampling technique. The schools from which the samples were chosen were purely public school the reason for this is because public schools have vast number of highly qualified and experienced teaching personnel. The study was conducted in Asa  local government area of Kwara  state. The sample used for the study consisted of fifty (50) teachers and fifty (50) students of five (5) teachers and five (5) students were selected from each school   
	The selected teachers were both male and female from assistant education officer (level 07) to assistant director of education (level 15) 
Instrumentation
	In order to obtain the academic achievement of the students their academic records of the examination done in the various subject were obtained from the vice-principal/principal of the selected schools. The scores of each students in English language and mathematics for the 2009/2010 sessions from single parentage background and those from two parent home were collected. Since English and mathematics were the only subjects common to all the students from the common to all the students from various background the study was limited to two core subjects. In addition to the student’s academic records personal data forms were given to each students to collect their personel information, such as gender, age, religion whether he/she lives with both parents or with only one or none of them. If he/she is living with only one what is the nature of his/her parental separation? This can be by death, through divorce, or working condition 


Validity of the Instrument  
	The research presented the draft of questionnaire to some scholars is education to evaluate its face content. The personal data forms were also administered to all the seniors secondary class (SS3) in each of the selected schools. The validated copy was later types out and administered to the various respondents 
Reliability of the Instrument 
	The reliability of the instrument refers to the degree to which as test yield consist scores when it is administered over a number of time to test-retest will be employed to ascertain the reliability of the instruments. In this case, one hundred copies of the questionnaire were administered in the sampled schools that were randomly selected for the purpose of testing the reliability, its was administered twice within an interval of two weeks in which students were asked to respond accordingly in each selected secondary school 
Administration of the Instrument 
	The personal data form were administered to the senior secondary school students in the core subject English and Mathematics in each of the (10) ten selected schools. The score of the selected students in the 2009/2010 English and mathematics were also collected from the respective schools vice principal/principals. The students scores were sorted into males and females. Single parentage homes and two parents homes, Christians and Muslims home according to the personal data been supplied
	The scores of the student in English and mathematics were converted to standard score (z-score) since the score were graded by different teachers using different scale. The z-scores were further converted to T-scores to remove the negative values and decimal fraction that show up 
	To test the five hypothesis, 0.05 level of significant was used 
Data Analysis 
	In this research work, the questionnaires and the personal data forms administered to all the ss3 senior students were duely completed and were subjected simple statistical analysis using T-scores for testing the hypothesis   


CHAPTER FOUR
RESULTS AND DISCUSSION
	This chapter is devoted to the result and detail discussion. It is divided into two sections 
	The first section focuses on the tabular presentation of results and brief explanation of each table. In the same view, the second section deal with detailed discussion of the results
Results 
	The results obtained from the five hypotheses tested are presented on table 1 to 5 in this section. In the first null hypothesis, it was hypothesized that: there is no significant difference between the academic achievements of adolescents from single parenting home and two parents

 Results in table 4 shows that the value of t-calculated is 1.6 which is not significant at an alpha level of 05 with degree of freedom of 48. On the basis of the result the Null hypothesis 4 is accepted. This means that there is no significant differences between the academic performance of the Christian and Muslim students from single parent home 
Discussion 
	The result obtained in testing null hypothesis 1 revealed that there was a significant difference between the academic performance of students from single parenting homes with students from single parent home. This finding corroborates the findings of other researchers such as ‘’Bichlery, 1996, Broken and Akinade 1999; Stephen, 2000  who find that children from single parenting homes exhibits lower tolerance for delay of gratification and lower academic achievement than those from two parent homes where both father and mother are present’’. The explanation for the poor academic achievement of students from single parenting home is that the single parent has so much work and family responsibilities that require time, attention to the education of his/her children. The result if poor academic performance of the male and female students from single parenting homes with girls scoring higher than boys. The reason for this could be that boys are tougher in built and outlook and interact without many restraints while girls exercise a lot restraints in their interaction styles. According to Uwakwe (1999), poor interpersonal relation, inhibit single-parenting home experience more behavioural problems and the ability of the male and female to scope with these problems differs and is accountable for the difference in their academic performance 
	It is evident that the result of null hypothesis 3 that there was no significant difference in the academic performance of male and female students from two parent home. This is supported by the finding of Ortese (1999), and Agbo (1998), the reason fro this is that children from two parent home regardless of sex develop good personality and they hardly have complex problems because they are scored in the love of their parents. They are well taken care of and are socialized in the best way possible. Both parent devote more attention to supervise their academic work 
	Result obtained in testing hypothesis 4 and 5 concern the influence of religion on the students academic performance. finding from Null hypothesis 4 indicated that there was no significant difference betweens the academic performance of the Christian and Muslim students from singles patenting home. This findings is supported by that Stapples (1998), that children from single homes to the regardless of their religion affiliations are subjected on the same strains and stress Weiss (1999), is of the view that that major problems of single parents are being overworked with tasks, responsibilities and emotion to the detriment of effective upbringing of their children single parents do not have time to show adequate love, warmth and supported needed for the academic performance of their children 
	Null hypothesis 5 showed that there was significant difference between the academic performance of Christian and Muslim students from two parent homes, with the Christian students achieving more academically than their Muslim students. The reason for this might be that the majority of the Muslim students are from polygamous homes where are more numbers of children to be catered for by their parents. The polygamous nature of most Muslim homes and the higher number of children from such homes normally reduce the type of needed attention for the children’s academic work. While Christian children who are form monogamous home enjoy better care as far as their academic and social needs are concerned 
	Another reason might be that the Muslim students attend school in the morning and Quranic school in the evening. By the time the Muslim students are free after the quranic school in the evening they are likely to have little  time to themselves for going over, what they learn in the school in the morning      
	This is because they will also be given household chores and other tasks to perform at home. This will invariable affect their education negatively when compared with their children counterparts with their Christian counterparts who are not so involved 





CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Summary 
	This research project is mainly carried out in order to find out the affect of single parentage on students academic performance in selected secondary schools in Asa  local government area of Kwara  state. In this survey, the researcher looked at various similar studies, which has been carried out by other researcher on the topic at hand manually and electronically (internet surfing and browsing) 
	The researcher took his idea from the work of other researchers in order to add to the armory of this research project. Research data were collected from some teachers in the selected secondary school in Asa  local government area of Kwara  state. The sample for the study were chosen from the selected secondary schools. By using simple random sampling techniques, only fifty (50) teacher from the selected secondary schools spreading across the local government area under consideration were contacted and the projected questionnaire were administered to them by the researcher
	The administered questionnaire were all retrieved back from the respondents and data collected were statistically analyzed in the previous chapter respectively     
Conclusion 
	Having critically examined and explored the effect of single parentage on student academic performance in selected secondary school in Asa  Local Government Area of Kwara  state. The result of this studies indicated that there is a significant difference between the academic performance of students from single parent family and students from two parent family. The findings agreed with the conclusion of Nzewunwah (2002), that there is a significant difference between students from single parent families and those from two parent families in terms of attitude to examination malpractices, attitude to studies and academic performance. The findings can be explained by the fact that life in a single parent family can be traumatic and children brought up in such family structure often suffer some emotional problem, which may hinder their academic performance in the school 
	On the other hand, children raised in two parent family structure are often stable emotionally and they suffer less emotional problems thereby making them less anxious in the pursuit of their academic work. However, it should be noted that this situation might not be true all the time since there are some children in single parent family structures who will perform academically better than children from two parent family structure 
	This situation may however be attributed to other factor inherent in the personality of the child. In Nigerian single parent family, some of the functions of the absent parent may be sufficiently taken over by the members of the extended family friends and neighbours 
Implication of the study 
	The implication of this research findings that, student from single parenting obtain lower grades than their counterparts in an intact homes. Therefore, there is need to counsel our parents on the need of staying together as a family in order two help our children and the generation coming to have a fulfilled life and destiny, academically, socially, emotionally, morally and physically. 
	In this connection therefore spouses should be given premarital counseling that will enable to know the impact on effect of divorce and single parenting on our children (students) 
Recommendations 
	Based on the finding of the study, following recommendations have been made
	Government, private organization and individuals, concerned with the business of education should endeavour to address the obstacles hindering effective academic performance of students. This can be done by developing achievement motivation in students through achievement motivation training 
	There is need for the recognition of individual differences in students and the need to deal with them accordingly. Counselors should provide the necessary assistance and psychological support for students from single parents family so as to over come their emotional problems 
	There is also the need to keep enlightening the parents of the importance of home structure on the life of children. This is necessary so that parents can understand the implication and consequences of parents separation and this mobilize all resources to curtail the problems arising from the situation. Generally, there is need to combat the continuing declining state of education by providing more funds and materials for the uplifment of our educational system 
	Finally, school counselors should be employed in secondary schools and adequate supervisor to be put in place to ensure provision of necessary guidance services to students         
Limitation of the Study 
	The study was limited into ten (10) schools among secondary school in Asa  in Kwara  State, this is not large enough to generalize the finding of this study 
	The research suggests that the finding of this study need to be replicated by another research with a larger sample and with more variable in order to shed more light on single parenting on student’s behaviours and academic performance 
	This research work is from one place to another and from one school to another which might also affect the result of the study 
	Also, inappropriate filling of questionnaire by respondents and negative attitude of some teachers in the schools towards the questionnaires items might not actually provide authentic responses. This could be complement with oral interview of respondents for batter data gathering 
	Moreover, there was limited time resources at the researcher’s disposal to carry out a more comprehensive research that will cover all the single parenting on students academic performance, this is the results in urban and rural centre are juxtaposed better results of the study of this magnitude might emerge 
Suggestions for Further Studies 
	The study could be carried out using larger population to have as better view of single parenting on student’s academic performance 
	Attention was paid to the major causes are still possible especially in other places and cultures which further research should try to study 
	This study was limited to north, so that types of study could be extended to other parts of the state or country for comparison of findings 
	A comparison of the survey of the impact of single parenting on students academic performance from secondary schools in the urban and rural area of the state could be embarked upon by future researcher
