ABSTRACT
	The study explained insight into danger of pre-marital sexual interaction and dating among senior secondary school biology students academic performance in Ilorin west local government area, Kwara State. To establish this, four research questions were formulated for the study. Related literatures were reviewed using journals, textbooks, articles etc.  Descriptive survey research method was used. The target population comprised seven 7 secondary schools randomly selected among  the entire secondary schools in Ilorin Metropolis, Kwara State, 140 respondents. The study revealed that sexual relationships exist among boys and girls of secondary schools. However, students do not practice bestalism, lesbianism, homosexuals or oral sex. Pre-marital sex can lead to unwanted pregnancy, poor academic performance, drooping out of school, disappointment on the part of the parent to the children, lack of good image on the part of the students and diseases like HIV/AIDS etc. The study recommends among others that government should ensure that every educational institution has at least a functional guidance counselor, so that the young ones will always be properly counseled on the dangers of pre-marital sex. Parents should make sure that they teach their children particularly the adolescent’s sex education and the media houses should intensify on public enlightenment on the danger of pre-marital sex.
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
