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ABSTRACT
The major purpose of this study was to investigate the effect of juvenile delinquency on the academic performance of social studies students in secondary school in Ilorin-west Local Government Area of Kwara State. The sample used for the study consisted of 100 students who were randomly selected from ten stratified secondary school in the local government Area. A structured questionnaire on various acts of indiscipline from parents, society, teachers, government and students was designed for the Study. Simple percentages and frequency counts were used for analyzing the data collected. Results showed that the parent teachers, socially and the student themselves have contributed positively to various cause of indiscipline in secondary schools. One of major recommendations was that parents should cooperate with various school authorities to provide conductive learning environment for the students in secondary school.                          
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
