ABSTRACT
	The research work examined the Implication of Class Overcrowding Classroom in Teaching and Learning Chemistry Students among Junior Secondary, Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State. A survey research design was used, four research questions and four hypothecs were raised for the study. The sample consisted of ten (10) schools of which ten (10) students were randomly selected from each school as sampling. The research made use of a well-structured questionnaire. The data was analyzed using simple percentage and chi-square for hypothesis.        
	Based on the findings and conclusion drawn, the researcher recommends that government should make provisions for more blocks of classroom to reduce the pressure of over crowded classrooms situation. There is need for employment of more qualified teachers to suppress the burden of workload as a result of students over population. Government should make enough provision of instructional materials to support effective teaching and learning processes for the benefits of students teeming population growth. Also teachers should be adequately motivated through prompt salary payment, improved welfare facilities and promotion as at when due. Teachers should be exposed to training and re-training programmes to promote their teaching effectiveness and commitment.                      
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION

	The Implication of class overcrowded classroom on academic performance of students is the major focus that the study will examine in this project. The rate at which the available resources such as teachers, classroom, chairs etc increase, the classrooms built and the number of teachers are not enough. The available ones are over laboured by the work given to them.
	Today, secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area are seriously battling with the increase in number of students and this makes most of the classes to be congested. The major problem now in secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area is the issue of infrastructural facilities that can make teaching and learning to be effective. Most of the schools are in dire need of infrastructural facilities; most of the classrooms are inadequate in number to accommodate the increased number of students admitted in those schools.
	The problems of shortage of teachers and classrooms are intricately interwoven and when both combine with large student enrolment, the consequence is over-crowded classrooms. This is the sad truth in many Nigerian classes especially in the major towns and cities with many classes registering fifty (50) to one hundred (100) students and above which is clearly above the internationally recommended standard  The poor state of the physical facilities in the schools confirms Adesina’s (2016) observation that this aspect of the educational problem has been consistently ignored in educational “plans and reports”. He cited the example of Banjo Commission (2016) in the then Western Nigeria and a similar one in the old Eastern Nigeria which failed to mention ‘inadequate physical facilities’ as one of the fifteen factors considered responsible for falling standard of education. Only the Oldman Report on Northern Nigeria gave some attention to buildings and furniture in schools (Adesina. 2016).
 	Overcrowded classrooms may create an obstacle in the progressive activities of classroom teaching learning process. In the classroom the primary objective of a teacher should treat each and every individual student in a proper way in order to regulate his activities and to develop his inner personality, not only that, he has to give him a widest opportunity to develop his skills, abilities and potentialities at the optimum level. However, in overcrowded classrooms, teachers may spend most of their time in demanding students' attentiveness or concentrating on classroom management activities to regulate students' activities in a proper way.  Overcrowding occurs when a school facility enrolls more student than it was designed to accommodate (Hornick-Lockard, 2015). Most schools identified as overcrowded are in areas where the school-age populations are growing fast and most of them in Nigeria are found in urban areas. It had been agreed that overcrowding involves a class of 46 students or more (Adaralegbe, 2018).
	Ordinarily. the phenomenon of rural-urban drift in an emergent nation like Nigeria normally exerts pressure on the facilities and services such as hospitals, schools, transportation etc. However, the introduction of the Universal Free Primary Education (U.P.E.) first in the old Western Region in 1955 and later in the Eastern Region in 1957 as well as the launching of the U.P.E. Scheme by the Federal Government in 1976 compounded the problems of providing adequate facilities in schools to meet the resultant unprecedented upsurge in pupil enrolment (Akinyemi, 2015). With inadequate planning for the expected population explosion in schools, overcrowded classrooms now become a permanent feature of academic setting at all levels of the educational system.
	The Nigerian Government through The Ministry of Education and Vocational Training has successfully made a lot of efforts to make sure that all children acquire at least primary education in early 1990’s and by doing so new community schools were constructed hurriedly to cater for the expanded intake at secondary. Consequently, no teachers or other related inputs were put in place a prior (URT: 2008). Since 2000 the number of children enrolled in primary and secondary school has increased by 3 million (Wedgwood 2005)due to implementation of Primary Education Development Programs and Secondary Education Plan. Due to this increase it has resulted to shortage of teachers in secondary schools. The Government of Nigeria implemented the Secondary Education Development Program, to promote economic and social development and reduce poverty through human resource development at the secondary level.
	Large class size and over populated schools have direct impact of the quality of teaching and instruction delivery. Overcrowded classrooms have increased the possibilities for mass failure and make student to lose interest in school (Cohen and Manion, 2013). This is because large class size does not allow individual student to get attention from teachers which always lead to low reading scores, frustration and poor academic performance. The idea that school population and class size might affect student performance is consistent with the growing literature on the relationship between public sector institutional arrangements and outcomes (MOE, 2014).
	The seating arrangement is therefore too important to help student understanding in many secondary schools in the country. As rightly observed by Cohen and Manion (2013) “a careful attention to seating arrangement contributes as effectively as any other aspect of classroom management and control to overall success with a class subsequently”. Seats should be arranged in rows with a reasonable amount of space between them to allow for proper teacher – student and student – student interactions, as well as allow for individual and group work (Cohen and Manion, 2013). To this end, the ratio of teacher to student should not exceed 1:40 or at most 1:45 judging by the size of the classrooms. But what one finds in many of these classes is between ratios greater than the ones stated above.
	 Therefore though a plethora of studies have examined about overcrowded classrooms and performances in secondary student, Since the academic success of student depends largely on the school environment, it is imperative to examine the impact variables of class size and school population on the academic performance of student in secondary school. This study therefore would attempt to assess the implication of class overcrowding on academic performances and looks at how class size affects student’ academic performance in secondary schools.
 	In addition. Educational planning in Nigeria has always been thought of in terms of quantitative growth which is usually above the financial capacity of the Government (Adesina, 2017). A recent example is the implementation of the current 6-3-3-4 system of education which is seriously affected by lack of adequate funding and poor preparation (Ndagi, 2013). Even though the Federal and State Governments have shown serious commitment to educational development through their annual budgetary allocation to Education in recent years (allocation to Education sector is second only to Defence), the attention given to physical facilities is far from being adequate. The issue at stake is not how ‘huge’ the allocation is but how ‘adequate’ (Cohen and Manion, 2013).
Statement of the Problem
	A lot of effort such as free primary education had been made by the Government of Nigeria to increase enrolment of students in secondary schools. Still there a big problem of large number of student in schools established by the Government known as Community schools, and yet enrollment of student increases year after year without considering available resources in these schools such as classrooms, laboratories and libraries.
 	Adesina (2017) also affirms that “one potent index for evaluating educational standards and quality is an examination of the physical facilities available for learning experience”. It has already been stated that fail rate has been increasing dramatically. Several factors for this downfall are likely to be accounted for.
	The phenomenon of class overcrowded classroom as well as poor quality and inadequate furniture in the classroom due to unlimited expansion has taken its toll on the educational system. Only few people will deny that the quality of teaching and learning is on the decline at all levels of the educational system. The poor result of the Junior Secondary School examination (JSCE) in almost all subjects in recent years is one potent indicator. The increase in examination malpractices cannot be divorced from poor seating arrangement in classrooms. The quantity and quality of interaction in the class are likely to be adversely affected due to lack of space for moving round the class and the overwhelming number of students that the teacher has to deal with within a forty-minute lesson. Nolasco and Arthur (2018) also identified five likely problems of large classes: coping with the noise, persuading the class to use English, managing the introduction and setting up of activities, making limited resources go a long way and monitoring the work of individuals within the class (Fontana, 2011).

This study covers llorin West within llorin metropolis. This study is only interested in finding out the Implication of class over-crowding on academic performance of Students in economic in Junior secondary schools in Ilorin West LGA, Kwara State
	The issue of class over-crowded classes being a real world issue affecting teachers in general and teachers of secondary School in particular. First, the aim of this study is to explore the impact of large classes on teaching and learning and examine the effective ways of coping with those large classes in order to enhance teaching and learning after investigating the teachers and students' beliefs about the phenomenon. Second, this study could help all the stakeholders to have a better legibility of the situation by adding to the body of knowledge about teaching and learning in large classes. Third, it intends to make suggestions and recommendations with a view to encourage the dissemination and the adoption of the results of the research across the country so that, the new teachers can reach an advanced level of understanding that can be used to address the theoretical and practical issues of teaching large class over-crowding classes. 
Definition of Terms
Academic Achievement or Performance: Is the outcome of education extent to which a student, teacher or institution has achieved their educational goals. (Longman English Dictionary).
Overcrowded: Occurs when a facility enrolls more student than it was designed to accommodate. (Hornick-Lockard, 2015). E.g if a bus is intended to carry 20 passengers but carries 30, if a class is built to holds 15 students but carries 30.
Student: A young person in school or in the charge of a tutor or instructor. (Longman English Dictionary).
Teacher: Any registered person in accordance with the law who teaches and facilitates the learning process (Nigeria Educational Act 1995).
Teaching: Refers to imparting new knowledge, skills, attitudes, views or ideas to the learners or student in a given place at a specific time. (Nigeria Educational Act 1995).

The Concept of Environment in Education 
	According to Chamber’s universal learners Dictionary, the environment is the surrounding conditions influencing development and growth of the individual in a society. Yusuf (2019) observes that environment is the totality of the objects and conditions that surround man. Yusuf further observed that environment include both physical and non-physical, including social and economic institutions relationship and conditions including family, education, culture, religion, law and others. In a similar view, Kegan (2012) asserts that the environment is fundamental in all activities that men involve themselves According to the author, “we are the products of our environment and the reliable variance in students’ academic performances could be attributed not only to their aptitude but also the simulation of physical environment..
	Okebukola and Ogunbiyi (2012) corroborate with the above views stating that the environment is the surrounding in which a school is situated and from which it draws its pupils. This author further noted that the relationship between the school and the society or community, forms the environment because the school is situated within a given society or community and the students come from the society or community. Since it is the society that create the school to inculcate culture into the young ones; it greatly influences the learning character of the students.
              Concerning environmental education in educational institutions from kindergarten to university, for teachers it is a challenge that society makes consistent efforts to reduce, to control and to improve environmental problems, on the assumption that it will achieve a better level of quality of life for people. Actually, this is the same approach that has produced the ecological problems and the environmental contamination. Leff (2000) stated that ecological catastrophes are not products of contemporary civilization. 
                 But, it is also known that when people occupy a space, environmental problems grow exponentially. As Pujol (2016) puts it, consumption becomes an environmental problem that has social importance from the moment at which the individual and society have to consume in order to live. The relationship between society and nature are always a reflection of the economic organization and established policies of society and, consequently, environmental problems can only be explained with reference to those organizations. In this context Leff (2020) argues that the maximization of short term economic benefits has generated the globalisation of a set of effects: pollution of air, land, water, rivers, lakes and seas, environmental degradation by means of deforestation, soil erosion, loss of fertility, and waste of finite resources. In this way, the solution rests with people, who make up this consumerist society. As Rivarosa and Perales (2016) observe, to solve the problems they must rely on everyday knowledge, together with scientific knowledge. They must rely on the former, because the problems arise from daily experience, and on the latter, because the problems are complex, which makes it necessary to resort to more sophisticated forms of knowledge. However, the traditional scientific knowledge is not sufficient to reduce or to eliminate the environmental problems. Pujol (2020) considers that the increase in consumption, generated by the industrialization and exacerbated by the consumer society, explain why the human species has stopped respecting the natural chain of events and the natural cycles of matter to establish, primarily, the economic chain. This presupposes an increase in the complexity of relations of consumption, creating serious imbalances.
	Environmental ethics must extend the responsibilities of the present generation to construct a sustainable perspective, where the moral obligation must be to search for alternative paradigms for organising society and nature in the future. Leff (2012) indicates that environmental ethics give to account of the degree of relation between education, culture and society, to reinforce personal and institutional commitment to education, the protection and conservation of our natural heritage for present and future generations. Consolidation of environmental ethics is the foundation for the formation of values, attitudes and commitments of joint participation between educational authorities, teachers and student. According to Iglesias (2013), value is a social creation from which society emerges in all environments, resting on the protection of nature, respect, love and similar sentiments. In addition, the environment is not merely what is natural. It includes, as Gutiérrez (2017) says, the social, economic, political, cultural, local and planetary, and aesthetic aspects, as well as research from a globalising, integrating point of view of the different aspects and the relationships between them
The Concept Of Over Population 
	According to Millier (2018) quotes in Newton (2012), it states that the growth in human population around the world affects all people through its impact on the economic and environment. The author opines that over-population is not just geometrical increase in number of people but also a burden to humanity itself. Malthus (2018) notes that over population results when there is geometric increase in number of people and arithmetic increase food supply. According to Newton, over-population is the greatest threat to the world. Houtonsonen, (2011) sees over-crowding of classrooms in terms of overpopulation of student /pupils in academic environment called class. This explains the presence of more students /pupils in a classroom than the available resources, teacher, infrastructure and instructional materials. Ike, (2019) opines that overcrowding is over population of the classroom and that the demand for western education far exceeds the capacity of the schools plants as well as the instructional materials. From the views of the above scholars, it is clear that over population and overcrowding of classrooms is not far from one another. Overpopulation is looking at the number of people in a society or state and relationship to the available resources there while overcrowding of classrooms concerns itself - with the number in classrooms environments.
	Increasing urbanization has triggered deforestation at a very fast pace, in order to fulfill infrastructure demand of increasing population. Lands with high canopy covers are being subjected to deforestation and people are continuing to migrate from rural areas to urban areas. According to World Migration Report (2015), net migration from rural to urban area during 1981–1991 was 11 million which has risen during 2001-2011 to 19 million, in Nigeria. Population growth caused an exponential increase in the alternation of the land utilization patterns to supplements economic needs in the form of agricultural products, fuel wood, timber etc. However, to control conversion of forest area to agricultural, industrial and residential area, Forest (Conservation) Act was enacted in the year 1980 in Nigeria as a result of which conversion of forest area to other land use practices was reduced with the annual diversion rate of 16,000 hectare (Economic Survey of Nigeria, 1998-99; Nagdeve, 2012) 
	Overpopulation in coastlines has mainly resulted from migration activities and caused severe environmental degradation. Mangroves, fisheries and beaches used commercially for tourism purposes are among the coastal resources, which are severely damaged by consumption practices (Naylor 2012). Coral reefs are being rapidly degraded both due to direct impact of climate change and by human induced marine pollution, overfishing etc. Out of the 19,210 km2 of coral reefs in South Asia, 45% of have been destroyed, while 10%, 25% and 20% are critically threatened, threatened and at low risk, respectively (Tun et al., 2014). In Mesoamerican Barrier Reef, coral cover is declining at an average rate of about 11% since 2004, with more than 50% cover loss for some reefs (Wilkinson, 2008). International agreements for conserving marine biodiversity have however caused a significant increase in several biodiversity rich marine regions but increasing population is still a hurdle for their successful implementations.
	Overpopulation has posed severe threat to environment with regard to deforestation, ecosystem degradation, climate change and adverse impact of human welfare. Several measures were adopted by developed and developing nations in order to reduce the damage caused by overpopulation. These measures proved inefficient to curb population growth, as were associated with some serious drawbacks. Therefore, effective awareness programs about population control, education in rural regions and impartial sharing of resources must be ensured, so that population explosion could be controlled. Bhatta, B. (2010)
Importance of Infrastructural and Instructional Materials in Teaching and Learning 
	Ivowi (2011) describes infrastructural and instructional material as the fundamental elements of effective teaching, learning and understanding. The author further observed that for effective teaching and learning to be adequate infrastructural facilities like school building, chalk board, playing field, waste paper baskets, notice board etc. must be available. In the same vein, Okebukola (2018) argues that instructional materials are useful in teaching of different subjects in schools. The author further explains that school resources are used for making the teacher’s teaching more effective. He also classifies teaching aids into two categories, namely, visual aids or visual media and audio aids or media. The visual aids include items like, computer, camera, and overhead projectors while audio aids include television, projector and video player among others. According to the scholar the advantages of the use of instructional materials include reducing boredom, stimulating the interest of the learner, enhancing retention and helping recalling. 
	Uche (2012) is of view that availability of infrastructural and instructional materials are most important to be considered for effective teaching and learning. The observed opinion is that this has been the reason for good result in some schools that are well equipped. Uche (ibid) describes infrastructural facilities as those things provided for the physical plant management while instructional materials are those materials used to enhance learning and promote retention in order to make recall easy. As observed learning process would be incomplete without the necessary instructional materials. On their importance Uche notes that infrastructural materials and facilities makes learning environment more conducive while instructional materials simply makes learning enjoyable, enhance retention and afford the students opportunity for participation.
	The quality of education infrastructure, specifically its appropriate educational planning and design with a focus on child development, has been widely discussed in recent years. The Sustainable Development Goals1 , which are defined by the United Nations and scope the development agenda for all countries in the world, require countries to “build and upgrade education facilities that are child, disability and gender sensitive, and provide safe, non-violent, inclusive, and effective learning environments for all.” Many stakeholders around the world are seeking evidence on how various learning settings may positively or negatively affect child development
	School infrastructure constitutes a large component of the World Bank’s education investment projects. The Bank’s World Development Report 2018 titled “Learning to Realize Education’s Promise” stresses the importance of making schools work for all learners and focuses on the need to ensure the high quality of education. The report emphasizes the need to guarantee the efficient use of public resources in delivering the maximum benefits of education to all children.
	 To ensure that investments in school infrastructure achieve the maximum positive impact on learning, this report suggests that a comprehensive set of questions needs answers: 
· Do all children actually have access to a place at school? 
·  Do the school buildings provide a safe and healthy environment? 
· Are the existing learning spaces optimally designed for learning?
·  Does the design of the school foster current pedagogy and community engagement?
·  How can the school infrastructure be designed to evolve sustainably over the longer term?
	From the views of the scholars it could be understood that infrastructure and instructional materials are fundamental to effective teaching and learning, shortage of which affects academic performance of students. Therefore where a class is overcrowded and facilities and instructional aids cannot go round the academic performance of students are affected.
School Mapping and Facilities in Nigeria 
	According to Campbell (2002) school mapping refers to how the school plants can be put into use. The researcher defines school mapping as the scientific analysis and utilization of existing educational facilities and infrastructure as related to school going children and their teachers. Campbell on school mapping takes into record the facilities available demography of staff, and student’s growth and development in order to plan for the future of the school. School mapping and facilities analysis is requirement within time and space, and setting up of an administrative organ responsible for implementation. In Nigeria studies are not effectively done regarding to planning for the future hence most public schools have students that outnumbered the teachers and available resources. In of Campbell, educational administrators and planners are expected to ensure that there is healthy relationship between increase in students’ population and increase in supply of educational plants but planners in Nigeria. Opinmi, (ibid) writing on school, classroom organization and management, observes that a conducive environment cannot be created – in the classroom unless there is proper and effective classroom organization and management. According to him effective teaching and learning can only take place where all the learning facilities, the learners and the teaching materials are properly organized. Diakwa, (2010) making reference to foster (1966) posits that the number of primary school in Nigeria grow by 10.04% the classrooms growth was 32.19%, total enrolment of pupils by 91.63% while there is only 5.72% in the number of teachers. The corresponding increase in number of secondary schools, classrooms and enrolment, and teachers were 4.4%, 8.33%, 18.88% and 7.04%. The teacher, pupils/studentidentified with three (3) phases of diagnosis of learning situations in term of facilities, equipment, manpower etc. 
	The teacher, pupils/students ratio in the primary schools and secondary schools shows that more teachers, classrooms block and schools are needed for Nigeria public schools. The observation of Foster (1966) and Diakwu (2010) are in order looking at the present day school mapping and facilities. Foster and Diakwa further blame this situation on the attitude of Nigeria leadership towards maintenance of existing facilities. Fajana (2016) notes that education infrastructure in Nigeria is unevenly distributed in public schools. Some of the public schools, children learn in very comfortable situations with good classrooms and teachers while other are learning under the tree and thatched shade with no trained teachers. 
	The observations of these authors clearly show that educational planners and Nigeria government have not been doing so well in school mapping and as a result, there has not been adequate infrastructure in most schools. The number of students/pupils outweighs the facilities and this is not healthy for the education sector.
Effects of Overcrowding on Academic Performance
	According to Okebukoka (2012), teaching as an activity consists of verbal interaction between the pupils and their teacher as teacher aims to influence behaviour of his/her student/pupils. The roles of the teacher according to the author include: imparting knowledge, ensuring the physical development of the child, helping to improve the child’s behaviour, taking care of the interest of the child, helping the child with his personal problems and ensuring spiritual development of the child. These roles of the teacher cannot effectively take place in an overcrowded situation, because there is a limit to the number of students /pupils a teacher can manage effectively well. Sotomade (2014) states that Nigerian schools are presently in a sorry state characterized by dilapidated structure, overcrowded classrooms and poor staffing. As a result of this Nigeria Primary/secondary school’s students learn under difficult conditions thereby stalling their creative abilities and development. This situation according to Soto made has affected Nigeria’s national development. 
	Campbel (2015) notes that demographic data in educational planning refers to the number of children per class and in each school at primary, secondary and territory levels and the ratio of these children to the member of outcomes and to determine how many more teachers to be provided to achieve the goal of national policy on education. Campbell concludes that overcrowding of classrooms in schools may lead to potential manpower wastages of school age.
	The classroom size should be 22-25 feet’s so that the teacher voice may reach to each student easily. It should be wide by 20 feet. The recommended strength is 35 but the classroom may accommodate 40. (Education cod 1935)  It has been observed that  lightening, temperature and  the proper flow of  air would have  some effect on the teaching learning environment, McGuffey (2012).  Cleanliness of the  classroom also affects the attitude  of the  learners, Lackney (2016). Lack of space has a great impact on  teaching learning process, Weinstein (2011).  According to the Education cod  (2015) paragraph 30, each student may be pr2ovided with separate seat and desk. Each student should be provided with  enough space. The seats should be arranged in such a way that the teacher may move very easily between the rows. Each seat may have a  reasonable space so  that students may move or stand easily.

	Increase in population is the major cause of overcrowded classrooms. The size of class has become the topic of heated controversy these days (Taylor & Francis, 2014). Student’s population in secondary education is unprecedented these days. This increase will remain continue in the coming time as well. This is alarming situation and everybody is worried about it. Students and teachers are the most sufferer and most of the students are failing to inter the school four walls. It results in overcrowded classroom filled with the students belonging to multicultural and multi social backgrounds. Today secondary education needs reform to reduce burden over the teachers and to pull out the students from the boring situation. Overburden classrooms are one of the alarming factors in the low literacy rate of our country.
 Over crowded classrooms can cause many problems like the following;
i. Physiological Problems:  In overcrowded classrooms there is easy position to catch respiratory diseases, and other infectious illnesses. Over-crowded environment reduces the quality of air the individual’s breathe by limiting the availability of oxygen, which adversely affects the health of individuals. Temperature and light are also influential factors of the environment. Temperature tends to influence social behaviors such as aggression, while light, especially natural light, has been shown to enhance the performance of secondary level students.
ii. Psychological and Sociological Problems: The purpose of education is to inculcate desirable habits, to prepare an individual to become good citizen, to prepare for vocation, to teach to use time wisely and to build moral character of students. In this way, the educational need of pupils will be satisfied  Since school has accepted these responsibilities.  The school has to improve: 
· Their personal development. 
·  Their social development.
Classroom seating arrangement and its role in classroom interaction 
	Changing the room’s physical layout may make the classroom a more attractive place to study since it may also make cooperative work easier, revitalize fatigued students, reduce stress within the classroom and facilitate learning. For each activity, teachers undertake in class, they should consider what grouping; seating and standing arrangements are most suitable. It is difficult for students and especially for young learners to sit still for a long time. It is essential to include activities that involve some movement. However, teachers should be aware of a constant movement every five minutes that might be, for most students, uncomfortable (Scrivener, 2015).
	The organization of the classroom is of great importance. In the past in many classrooms, desks were arranged in neat rows facing the teacher’s desk. This traditional way of organization limited student interaction and made group activities more challenging. Luckily, these days are gone and teachers are more imaginative in setting the classroom. However, placing tables in orderly rows still occurs in classrooms, particularly in college and upper elementary through to high school settings.
	There are a number of approaches to seating arrangements in the classroom. Harmer (2001) suggests the following types of seating:
Orderly rows: when the students sit in rows in the classroom, there are obvious advantages. It means that the teacher has a clear view of all the students and the students can all see the teacher. It makes lecturing easier; enabling the teacher to maintain eye contact with the people he or she is talking to. Orderly rows imply teachers working with the whole class. Some activities are especially suited to this kind of organization: explaining a grammar point, watching a video, using a board etc. 
Circles and horseshoe: In a horseshoe, the teacher will probably be at the open end of arrangement since that may well be where the board, overhead projector or tape recorder are situated. In a circle, the teacher’s position – where the board is situated – is less dominating. Classes that are arranged in a circle make quite a strong statement about what the teacher and the students believe in. With all the people sitting in a circle, there is a far greater feeling of equality – the teacher has a much greater opportunity to get close to the students. 
Separate tables: When students sit in small groups at individual tables, the atmosphere in the class is much less hierarchical than in the other arrangements. However, this arrangement is not without its own problems. Primarily, students may not always want to be with the same colleagues, indeed their preferences may change over time. Secondly, it makes “whole-class” teaching more difficult, since the students are more diffuse and separated
Effect of class size on teacher-student interaction
	 Interaction between teacher and students may be affected by many aspects; class size is one of the most important aspects that influence this process. Limited physical space due to large classes results in an increase in student misbehavior, increase in safety issues, and decrease in instructional activity variety (Blatchford, 2017). Adding to the research regarding class size and classroom management many studies are analyzing how the interactions between teachers and students are affected by larger numbers. Previous studies on the issue have argued that in smaller classes, teachers were able to interact more with their students and prevent discipline problems from occurring. 
	Student-to-teacher interactions are affected by class size, which affects the instruction of students and the classroom management of students. In large classes, teachers are not able to build the relationships that they are able to build in smaller classes (Erdogan, 2010). Being able to interact with their students helps teachers decrease the amount of time they have to devote to classroom management issues and increase the amount of time they can devote to instruction. By simply reducing the number of students, educational leaders could enhance the learning process because teachers will be able to devote more time to instruction.
	 Teacher-to-student interactions were also found to be affected by class size (Blatchford., 2017). Large number of students may distract teacher’s attention to all students, he may not be able to interact to a great number of student thus interaction between him and his students is reduced.
Appraisal of the Literature Reviewed  
	Creemers (2018) further suggests that attempts to change would not just change the perceptions of teachers but also the teaching standard. In overcrowded classrooms, a study has demonstrated that often teachers feel stressed and are not prepared with the expertise to cope with overcrowded classrooms. There is a correlation between school reform and the perceptions of teachers as their perspectives will contribute to initiatives and encourage schools to reconsider methods and adopt initiatives to strengthen schools that help teachers in coping with overcrowded classrooms. Teachers often manage overcrowded classes and are struggling with them. 'Institution Reform' is the only way to make sense of how teachers treat overcrowded classes and work with them
	 Jansen (2015) observed that school improvements are important for a school and an emphasis on results. With respect to congested schools, it's a concern for many educators worldwide and the sooner the condition is addressed the faster. In fact, school development plans are important to mitigate the issue for teachers and they help to reduce the repetitive tension that teachers face in congested classrooms on a regular basis. As a consequence, Creemers (2008) argues that a climate convenient for enhanced efficacy is perceived as important for institutions trying to implement action since this would enable them to increase productivity. According to Siperto (2017) in Mwanza, the overpopulated classrooms have been identified as increasing and sustaining problems that obstruct successful teaching and learning operation. According to Siperto, the proportion of learners she researched in the classes was too high for the small space of the classroom to be accessible. Siperto found that in all the schools studied, the teacher-student ratio ranged from 1:80-90. In such a scenario, educators were finding it impossible to implement successful teaching methodology. The investigator also noticed that educators were overwhelmed in such a way as not to be able to walk around a classroom

Research Design 
	Survey method is adopted in the approach of the study. The research is carried out to know the examining Implication of class overcrowding classroom in teaching and learning economic among Junior secondary in Ilorin West Local Government Area.
	The questionnaire was drawn by the researcher to enable the researcher describe the various attributes involved in the investigation. The method would allow selection of representative sample of the given population on which the final result of the study would be generalized.
Population 
The target population for the study consists of all the secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. 
Sample and sampling techniques 
In this study, the researchers use stratified sampling technique for data collection so as to call for equality in the chances of being selected for the research work by the researchers.
	By means of simple random sampling techniques, were selected and used as sample in the study. Also, sample random sampling technique was employed to select ten (10) staffs’ from each of the five sampled departments. In all, 50 students will be used as research subjects in the study. Hence a total of fifty (50) respondents were selected to participate in the study.

Research Instrument
        The instrument used in this research include questionnaire. Questionnaire was administered to the staff to acquire information such as age, class, their knowledge, attitude and practice as regard the role of legislature in the fight against corruption in Nigeria.  Oral Interview and field observation were also used to acquire information. 
Validity of the Instrument 
To ensure the validity of the instrument, content and face validity approach was used. To achieve this, the instrument will be given to the experts i.e. project supervisor to correct, advice and make suggestion on the improvement of the items.
According   to   Drost   (2011),   reliability   is   “the   extent   to   which   measurements   are repeatable when different people perform the measurement on different occasion, under different condition, supposedly with alternative instruments which measure the construct or skill”. It can also be defined as the degree to which the measure of a construct is consistent or dependable. 
According to Drost (2011), reliability is “the extent to which measurements are repeatable when different people perform the measurement on different occasion, under different condition, supposedly with alternative instruments which measure the construct or skill”. It can also be defined as the degree to which the measure of a construct is consistent or dependable. For instance when several people guess your own weight, the value of the weigth might not be necessarily correct since it will be inconsistence with the accurate value hence the measurement is said to be unreliable. If a weighing scale is used by different people to give the value of your weight then there is likelihood of getting the same value every time a measurement is done hence this measurement would be said to be reliable. “The extent to which a measure adequately represents the underlying construct that it is supposed to measure” (Drost, 2011) is called validity.
The validity of instrument is how well it fulfills the function for which is being used. Therefore, this instrument (questionnaire) is used because of its ability to gather adequate information within a wide range of research within a shortest period.
Validity is the extent to which an instrument measures what it purports to measure. Validity is the trying to explain the truth of research findings as explained by Zohrabi, (2013).
Reliability of the Instrument 
It meant to test the stability of consistency, accuracy stability and the trust worthiness of a measuring instrument. That is how far the same test would give the same if it would be done by the students on different occasions or with different set of equivalent items under the same condition.
The reliability was therefore conducted by the result of a test-re-test study carried out within three weeks interval. The result showed that the correlation co-efficient was 0.88 which depicts a fairly high and positive correlation suitable to be used for the research.
Procedure for Data Collection
The instrument for the study was personally administered by the researchers on the respondents in the sampled schools. Before the administration of the questionnaire, the researchers introduced the purpose of the study in each of the sampled school with the promise that any information supplied shall be treated with utmost confidentiality this gave the researchers the opportunity to enjoy full co-operation the researcher on the respondents. The completed questionnaires were collected from the respondents in each of the sample schools.
Data Analysis Techniques
The method of data analysis used in this study is simple percentage analysis and chi-square statistical analysis was adopted to test all the hypothesis at 0.05 level of significance.

Therefore, the null hypothesis (H01) which state that There is no significant effect of class over-crowding and student academic performance . 	From the analysis in table 8 there is a significant difference in the performance of students assimilation from overcrowded classroom and non overcrowded classroom since the calculated x2 value of 4.06 is greater than the critical x2 value of 1.960 at 98 degree of freedom and 0.05 level of significance which led to the rejection of the hypothesis. This implies that, There is no significant implication between class over crowding and students assimilation and comprehension during the teaching and learning process..
	This equally answered the research questions 3, thus, a significant difference exist in the academic performance of students in an overcrowded and non-overcrowded classroom. This is an indication that classroom size influence students learning and academic performance. 
Discussion of Results 
	Findings of the study revealed that overcrowded classrooms have negative influence on pupils’ academic achievement. The analysis of the items in research question 1 showed that the respondents agreed that overcrowded classroom have negative impact on pupils’ academic achievement; over populated classroom negatively affect the delivery of instruction; inadequate seats for the pupils in the classroom have negative effect on their academic achievement; teacher find it difficult to measure pupils’ level of achievement in overcrowded classrooms; and effective use of teaching aids is negatively affected by overcrowded classroom. This finding is in agreement with Ayodele (2013) and Akudu (2017) who discovered that pupils in overcrowded schools and classrooms do not score high on achievement tests and exams as pupils in uncongested classrooms. Ayodele’s study revealed that the low score obtained by pupils in overcrowded classroom are the functions of inadequate school facilities, poor delivery of instruction by the teachers, ineffective use of teaching aids amongst others. This finding is in tandem with the earlier findings of Adesina (2017), who opined that overcrowding in public primary schools have cumulated to overstretching of human and physical resources on ground. Perhaps, inadequate seats for the pupils in the classrooms could be as a result of enormous pressure on the existing seats and over bloated number of pupils in a classroom. The respondents also disagreed that effective use of teaching aids is not negatively affected by overcrowded classroom. Findings of the study revealed that class size has great effect on pupils academic achievement; effective class management is easily achievable in small class; pupils participate more in small class than in large class during teaching and learning; number of pupils in class has great impact on pupils’ academic achievement; and large class size has adverse effect on pupils classroom achievement. This finding is in line with Abiodun (2012) who observed that teachers would prefer to teach small class where they can easily manage their students and impart knowledge to them with little or no stress. Abiodun’s study revealed that the choice of teaching small classes by teachers is as a result of students’ better participation in small classes than in large classes during teaching and learning; which increase their productivity. This is also supported by Olaleye et al (2012) who noted that overcrowding of classrooms 




CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Summary 
	 The study examined the implication of class over-crowding on  academic performance of students in economic in Junior Secondary School in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. It specifically investigated the factors responsible for over- crowding of classroom. It also examined the relationship between overcrowding of classroom and pupils/students attitude and behaviour. It assessed the overcrowding the effect on teaching and learning. It hypothesized if overcrowding had significant effect on academic achievement of students as well as examined the relationship between overcrowding of classroom and general standard of education.	
	Three research questions and four hypotheses were raised for the study. A sample of one hundred respondents were randomly selected for the study across ten (10) secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State.
	The research made use of a well-structure questionnaire to elicit relevant information from the sample respondents based on the subject of the study while the data collected through the administered questionnaire was subjected to chi-square statistical tool at 0.05 level of significance. The revealed that majority of the respondents were of the opinion that there was shortage of infrastructural facilities due to overcrowding of classrooms. The analysis also indicated that overcrowding of classroom significantly influence behavioural attitude of students to their studies. It also showed that overcrowding of classroom significantly affects effective teaching and learning. The analysis also indicated that overcrowding of classroom negatively affects academic performance of students, and that it is the major factor responsible for poor performance of public schools.
 Conclusion
	 From the data analysis and the findings, the conclusion could be drawn in the view that it is obvious from the findings that overcrowding of classroom had significantly. Conclusively, it is hoped that the teachers should also understand the effects of the environment in teaching, learning and understanding, a wide knowledge of this will helps in organization of the schools environment and admission of students.
	It is a known fact that education is an instrument for socio-political cum economic transformation; primary education the bedrock on which other levels of education are built. Based on the result of the study, it is no doubt that the present state of over-crowdedness, lack of teachers and infrastructures in public secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara and Nigeria in general contributed highly to poor achievement among Nigerian pupils and students. It is obvious from the findings that class size is an important factor in determining the academic achievement of students in class. Hence, the National Policy on Education (FRN, 2004) recommended at the primary school level the pupil-teacher-ratio (PTR) of 35:1; which aimed at enhancing quality teaching for better academic achievement among pupils. To achieve this, overcrowded classrooms must be decongested in addition to provision of adequate school facilities and infrastructures necessary for improved teaching and learning processes.
Recommendations 
	With regard to the findings of this work, these recommendations are offered as ways of improving on the implication of class over-crowding on  academic performance of students in economic in Junior Secondary School in Ilorin West.
1. The Government should give education the desired attention by allocating adequate resources to the sector. In developed countries, education takes the highest allocation in annual budget but in Nigeria the highest to the section has been (13%) Thirteen percent below the defense and power sectors, yet this (13%) is consumed by corrupt officials. 
2. Education is of foremost important to the society; because without it Technological advancement cannot be achieved therefore the government should consider it necessary to declare state of emergency on education. 
3. The authorities should admit, with regard to available spaces because admitting all and offering half education is dangerous. 
4. The government and educationists should adhere to UNESCO’s recommendation of 1:25 Teacher and Students ratio and old schools structures should be renovated and new ones constructed to enhance the academic performance.
