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ABSTRACT
	The study is examine “Influences of Truancy on Academic Performance of Primary School Pupils  in Ilorin L.G.A, Kwara State”. Truancy is not strange in the school system. because students play truancy of various reasons which is not equal. While some students play for factors from parents’ side, some play it for factors from either the school or the teachers’ side. The study’s population was on the teachers who teach in secondary school in Ilorin West L.G.A. The sample was carried out of the population which was two hundred teaches that cut across sampled secondary schools. The sample was chosen based on the random techniques which gave equal chance to the teachers both male and female to be inclusive. The instrument used was research questionnaire which was administered on the entire sample. The data collected was analyzed with the used of percentage. The outcome showed that: (i) most parents do not give full support to the academic needs of the students (ii) most teachers do not encourage students attendances in school academics works (iii) most schools environments do not provide stimulation to the students learning. Based on the outcome of the research, it was recommended that (i) government school make education to be free to enable every students stay in the school for academic works because there would not be any complains of been sent for school fees (ii) school environment should be made to be conducive, that is, it should be free from shops which constitute noise pollution and some other recommendations. 
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CHAPTER ONE 
INTRODUCTION 
Background to the Study 
	Truancy in educational sector has become part of the social vices in the sector. In the school, it no longer strange to hear the word truancy. Teachers talked about truancy especially when going the register to describe the activities especially when going the register to describe the activities of the students not either staying in the school premises or who do not leave their home environment for the school. 
	Truancy was defined by various scholars. According to Umoh (2000) truancy is refers to as a situation in which the could or pupils stays away from school with good reason. He said further that instance may include wondering about aimlessly rather than staying in the school premises or engaging in non-academic activities of an unproductive nature rather than staying in the school premises to learn. 
	Deducing from the definition of truancy it is said to be a situation where students wonders about aimlessly without surfacing on the streets roaming about. The causes of these may include that children are not given the right attention at home. Some parent do unconsciously causes truancy in their children who are in school as a result of lack of encouragement on their side. 
	The truancy is said to be rampart from student who come form family where there is no law and discipline. 
	Same parent do not meet the academic needs of their children imagine the students going to the school without notebooks, Biro pencils, and any other writing materials if such students are being to play truancy.
	The school environment also plays an important role in encouraging the students to stay in school. Absence of some good fetidities like conductively, classrooms, chalkboard, ceiling fans, chairs e.t.c for students to write conductively such poor facilities makes if inconvenient for student to learn. Most homes are also not conducive, the space for home lessons and facilities for learning are not put in place. So many of these aforementioned factors are responsible for the truancy of the children in school and hence, the outcome becomes poor academic performance in most school. 
	However, in most schools, student who played truancy end up dropping out of the school and become half baked children, such children performed poorly when they are in the school. They are the students whose there report sheets (results) are left blank because of poor class attendance in school. 
	Consequently, the children student playing truancy ends up dropping out from the school. 
	The Usually comment of the teachers on such truancy student who in deluge in this act may feel embarrassed with this result either from student or in the school may not want their parent to see such result. When such parent see the result with from students or in the school duplicate, they feel embarrassed. The consequence is that such students may end up dropping out of the school. 
	Other consequence is that such student who played truancy and dropping out of the school may be influence by bad gangs. This tape of students may include in criminal acts sexual harassments, such as drug barons, stealing, political thus, sexual harassment and cultism e.t.c. 
	The way out of this predicament is for the parents to take care of their children right from home and give them adequate and proper facilities have to be improved into the academic work of the school. 
Statement of the Study 
	Data on the extent and nature of truancy in school are often based in information obtained from class registers. This information maybe adequate or almost incomplete and hint the understanding of the phenomenon this making it difficult to develop appropriate intervention strategies. More in sight on how truancy manifests in needed to provide a base on which to suggest, plan and develop effective intervention strategies. Therefore further research is needed to enable education official’s school parents and other professionals to manage learner with attendance difficulties more efficiently. Therefore these standings is to study the influence of truancy on academic achievement of schools in Ilorin metropolis and the way forward. 
Purpose of the Study 
	Truancy is a social crime common in the schools. It is not strange to hear truancy in the schools and it is orts of the common preached in the school especially mentioned in the report sheet of the students. 
	Specifically the purpose of the study is to examine what truancy has caused and influence it has on the academic work of the students. 
	The study is able to expose to the students, parent teachers on the causes of truancy in the student. It is also able to communicate to the students teachers and parents the influence of truancy on the students. The effects which in include dropout respect rate wastage rate cultism turned e.t.c.
Research Questions 
	The following research questions are formulated to be responded to the course of this study. 
· Do parents give full support to the academic needs of the student? 
· Do teachers encourage student attendance in the school academic work? 
· Does the school environment provide stimulation to the students learning? 
· Does the school plans provide adequate learning to the student 
Research Hypothesis 
	In other to proffer solutions to the research questions, the following research hypotheses are generated.   
H01:	There is no significant relationship between parents support of learning and academic performance of students.
H02:	There is no significant relationship between teachers encouragement and students attendance in school academic work 
H03: There is no significant relationship between school environment and stimulation of student to learning.
H04:	There is no significant relationship between school plan and adequate learning of students.
Significance of the Study 
	The significance of the study will be derived from the out of this study. Education is very crucial in the of the people and it is the only reliable legacy parent can leave for their children. In order to make of possible for the students to inherit education it will be of significance for the parents to support their students in order to tie their minds to the school actuality.
	For teachers, they will also take their significance in the sense that they will be able to know what students need to enhance the academic work the need to provide those facilities needed in the school to entice the students to school works become necessary. 
	The student will also benefit from the study became it will give them the done to face academic work in school for their benefit. Especially, the effects of the truancy on the students will further gear them up towards embracing their academic work and to slum factors that may cause truancy in them. 
Scope of the study  
	Primarily, this research work as named at finding the effects of truancy on the academic performance of some primary school students in Ilorin West local Government Area of Kwara State. There are many primary school in Ilorin West Local Government Area out of which for primary school would be selected through random sampling techniques. In each school, 50 students will be selected giving a total number of 200 students to respond to the questionnaire of the study.

CHAPTER TWO 
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE 
	This chapter will focus in literature under the subheading.

· Effects of Truancy of Academic Performance 
· Appraisal of Literature Reviewed 
Concept of Truancy 
	Truancy is no doubt a word commonly used in academic sector describe an act of irregular attendances in school work. According to Umoh (2020) truancy refers to a situation whereby a child stays away from school without good reason. 
	Instances, many include wondering about aimlessly rather than staying in school engaging in non academic activities of an Unproductive nature rather than staying in school to learn. Umoh (2020) grouped all truancy among other delinquency behaviours in classrooms. Other delinquency behaviours common among in school children according to Umoh (2020) include examination malpractices, stealing, sexual misdemeanor, arson, cultism, drug, trafficking, aggression, fighting and bullying. 
	However, almost all the students play truancy in one way or the other. There are three different types of truancy in school. There are class truancy, school truancy some students are class time truant, they play their own truancy in class. They will come to school but never stay in the class they are found in the food vendor’s shed, outside of the class room bet never stay in class. They may even be in school playing football. 
	There are also school truants, where students do not come to the school at all. They leave homes for the school as they dressed up in the presence of their parents but they will never get to the schools. These are the students who hang between home and schools. Such students are found littering about the street they are found in the viewing centers watching footfall, like Arsenal, Malted as the usually call it and also watching films at these so call centers these set of students are also found in the stadium playing ball because they will say they wanted to be like Okacha, Kanu Nwako, Omokadi, Mikel Obi, Hazard, Messi e.t.c some are found in the midst of their colleagues either smoking India hemp or engaging in gambling. 
	In the study conducted by Nwana on the offences common or rampart in the secondary schools in defunct western and Western centrals state of Nigeria. He identified nine categories of offences and obtained the frequency and intercity of occurrence (in percentages form) on the secondary school compounds investigated Jimoh (2019) in his study, discovered that truancy took the lead in percentage of truancy in West central and western state include 28.8% and 23.27% respectively. 
	In another case, although the offences committed by the school students are many but they are different in the degree of their, enormity and in their pertinences to the education processes Willian (2017) in his book, the psychology five grounds on which our judgment of behaviour deviance in schools are based in the classification, this means that looking if undereducated consideration makes it to suffering because those who fall in this act of age. If it were to be taken with all seriousness behaviour because those involved are adult (Jimoh 2020). 
Causes of Truancy
	Truancy are caused by some factor which makes the school work not to be enticing to the students and therefore leads to the reasons why students stay away from school. Although, I behaviors that a few truants receives either affection training but those who come from farming where there is no love and discipline really plan truancy discipline could play truancy for long and can lead to dropout. 
	However, there is the need for the family to support their children with love and affection so that there children would have sense of belonging but in a situation where children  are not given the required love and affections, they will automatically not settled for the school work. This is because, the students will seek the love and affecters lost at home from outsides. 
	Similarly over pampering of children also cause truancy some parents usually over pampered their children then do not want them to go out, they do not want to release than for the school, as if they should be suing them all the time will not be able to stay long before they come back home to see their parents because they are so much tied to them. 
	Jimoh (2020) calls this over protectiveness which he said consist of excessive contact of the parents and the children. According to him this leads to a prolongation of dependence and parent development of self reliance in the child.
	According to Jimoh (2020) it also decreases the other interests outside the home, this said gives rise to a low level of ego strength, low level of respiration and a level of frustration tolerance. 
	Deducing from Jimoh (2020) Over protectiveness is very dangerous for child. According to him, a child will not be able to develop self-reliance because he is so much depend on his parent, he finds it difficult to do thing by himself such a child also can not cope with frustration outside his home because he is not rained to be so and therefore he so much relies on his parents for man things. In such case,, the child can not stay longer in the school without running home to see his/her parents because is as if, they will run away from him. 
	On the other hand, refection of the child by child Jimoh (2020) also cause negative effect on a child. He say that if affect his sense of security, increase his sense of helplessness and undermined his self esteem. In adult personality, childhood rejection manifests itself in such behavioural symptom as aggression, cruelty, tying and stealing. 
	According to Umoh (2012), causes of delinquency behaviour of which truancy in considered to be most causal factors influencing delinquency. According to them the faming has the most contact will a child according to them the emotional climate in the home, the type of home and that of parental relationship with the child are of three types, the emotional concentration in which the parents encourages dependency in the child and limit the child’s exploration behaviour, while setting high standard for the to imbibe the avoidance types of climate are cold, hostile and negligent this types of family ridicules and derogates the child. The last type of family is the acceptances type, the acceptances type of family given the child love warmth and affections. 
	According to Roe (2014) family climate influence the child’s behaviour, most especially vocational behaviour the following factors, such as death of one the parents, unemployment, retrenched of parent e.t.c, affect a child whose parents are employed or dead, when such child is not able to pay school fees on time, he neither go school nor stay in schools. 
	The school factors as stated by Umoh (2020) is that, there are factors of school such as delay in payment of teachers salary, poor remuneration of teacher and poor school facilities may cause, why some student play truancy. For instances, if teachers are not well catered for, they would not put interest in their work and in tern bounce back on the student. This is because such teacher will not impact correct knowledge and skills into the students because they are not lightly enumerated and motive. 
	The poor facilities in the school also do not environment, in such a situations, learning becomes meaningless to the students and these students becomes discouraged on schooling and find other means of satisfying themselves. 
	When classrooms are congested with poor ventilation, the libraries are destitute in books and there is generated dilapidation in building and other observable structures. Those problems frustrate student to behave unconsciously in the way of juvenile delinquency have truancy sets in.
Effects of Truancy on Academic Performance 
	Truancy is of no doubt have its effect which is negative in the academic performance of students. This is because it involve an act of irregularity in the attendance of school academic work. This negative effect of truancy is merit able.
	Brown (2014) believe truants trends not to have high expectation for future job. According to them, they do not find satisfaction in school and so association with those who have their feeling and partake in activities outside the school. 
	Deducing from the views of Raren (2015), Mitche (2012) and Brown (2014), the characteristics of the truant are started, and the truants do not have high unexpectation for future job. This means that the truants do not have future ambitions. Pharmacists, what these truants become in the society are Indian hemp smokes or those deals in drugs. They further constitute nuisance in the society this is when they grow wild as things area Boys or when they become mad and go about roaming the streets. 
	Other characteristics as shown in the views of those scholars include the students that cannot endure with the school situation and so they turn out to play truancy. These are the students who can not cope with the congestion of the classroom, they can not cope with the poor facilities like chair, table and other facilities in the class like chalkboard which may have damaged the classroom building which might have also been dilapidated. These students instead of enduring with these poor facilities and up in joining bad gangs outside the school. The effect if that these student graduated into thugs and law backers. 
	Another effect is that, those who play truancy end up as dropout of the school if cape is not taken on time to cub them. E llietatal (2017) said the dropout are usually friendly with youth outside the school. Rumberger, 1999 said that, some of the personality predictors of dropout which is the effect of truancy are low educational and psychological well being which are diplomacy problem in school, such probe student assumption of matrimonial roles among girls. 
	Similarly, a dropout which is the effect of truancy become half baked, illiterate, ignorant and unemployed person. John K.F kenedy of united state said it in the his message to the congress that “hnorant are illiterate.” 
	Mensal and Kendel (2018) believe that effect of truancy is more on society that depend more on education and skilled labour for most of the tasks required for their functioning. Dropout effect manifested on a loss of production and purchasing power and an increase in tax supported benefit are all wasteful to the society. It is dear that the effect of truancy is much moor on the performance of the students.  
Factors Contributing to Truancy 
Truancy in student is not inmate but is development by the student due to an number of factors. 
	The school is suppose to develop the students on academic work but it is disappointing that the school was not played. One of such roles is that, the schools supposed to impact knowledge and skills into the students. Some teachers will not got to the school on time, some do not attend class at all. This act causes the students to set off school or stay away from the school because the school programmes that suppose to yield positively in their life or study ends up discouraging them. 
	The teaching methods of the teachers is also discourage, methods are there to be selected to ease teaching and learning, but some teachers bother no to selected the appropriate method to ease the understanding of the students. Some teachers are even the factors of poor performance of some students, take for instance mathematics because of the attitude of the teacher teaching them, some of the even discourage students while littering bad statement, some teachers tells the student openly that mathematics is difficult to understand. These utterances scaring and sense most of the students to play truancy in mathematics and gradually it may escalate into other subjects and hence lead to poor academic performance in the result. 
	Lack of stimulation environment in both home and school is also the sense of truancy in some students. Stimulating environments in psychology means an environment that farours the academic performance of the children in school. 
	Fatola and Kolo (2020) empliasige much on the environment as a means of academic enhancement. Fatola and Kolo (2020) stipulate the educational implications which in chided bad stimulating environment and provide opportunity for the children to engage in various activities of truancy that exist both at home and in the school. In most homes, stimulating environment is not there to encourage the students while in some schools also, there is no enough facilities to encourage, the students to stay and learn. In this case, truancy is taken as the last result of the students who are victims of his abnormality. 
	Similarly, among the abnormal or poor stimulating environment experienced by the students in the schools is noise environment created by shops surrounding the school premises. 
	These shops constitute unconducive astrosphere for school work and hence engage in services which may entice the students to play truancy. There were some shops that are surrounding the school premises which have play stations video dub e.t.c these kind of operation will not make the students to settle in their classes for lessons, hence the truancy sets in. 
	The peer group influence is another factor contributing to truancy. Most students especially those who are adolescents posses some characterizes which an make them to play truancy. They (adolescent) have some drives which they wanted to satisfy to make settle for the school work. These include drives e.t.c (Jimoh 2013) several other factors contribute to truancy in the students of secondary schools and can load to in them. 
Appraisal of Literature Reviewed 
	The literature reviewed signifies that truancy is a term use in school setting to pronounce the irregular attendance in the school work the students are said to play truancy in various forms. 
	There is truancy in the class, where students will come to school and will not enter the class, there is subject truancy where students will not attend a particular subject lesson because of some reasons which may come from the teachers. These include poor attitude of the teachers, poor methodology, poor motivation e.t.c.
	The causes of truancy in the school, children are seen to include over pampering or over protectiveness of the children by parents, rejection of children by parent, poor self esteem by the children for just a minute some children have poor self-esteem which make them not to be acceptable by their colleagues. 
	The effects are however stated, which are said to cause dropout which in turn have negative effect on the society at large. The victims of the truancy are said to dropout of the school and become half backed students are said to other students in turn among those who establish private school that most of the people patronized because they felt public schools were not more in good shapes. 

CHAPTER THREE 
RESEARCH METHOD
	This chapter reveals the procedures used in conducting the investigation into the influence of truancy on academic performance of some primaryschool Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State discussion were made on research design population and sampling techniques research instrument administration of the instrument and procedure for data analysis. 
Research Design 
	The survey method was used for the investigation the problem at hand survey of opinion as regards the problems used and investigation was carried teacher in some selected primaryschool in Ilorin West Local Government Area involved. 
Population
	The population of the study include all the teachers in primaryschool in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. Simple random sampling was used to selected two hundred teacher from primaryrespondents comprised both male and female teachers and two truants in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. 
Research Instrument 
	The research instrument was the research question naira designed to collected relevant data form teacher who are the research respondent. 
	The statement in the questionnaire form are short form and ambiguous for the respondent the option for the (SA) strongly Agree (A) Agree, (D) Disagrees, (SD) Strongly Disagree respondent are expected to make a tick under any of ratings that best respondent to their opinion. 
Validity of the Instrument 
	Validity refers to how accurate an instrument is to measure certain taints it is purpose designed to measure that is it the instruction (Questionnaire) designed in such a way that is ahs the quality to respond to the research question is the type that can called the appropriate data needed from the respondents a part that, the manuscript of the instrument alerted to it validity. 

Reliability of the Instrument 
	Reliability refers to how repeatedly instrument is able to provide accurate was first administered on a different on another set of respondent the two results were corrected and a value of 0.89 was obtained this reliability of the instrument was provided. 
Administration of the Instrument 
	The research personally administration the instrument in the chosen school and to the chose respondents the teaches make sure that the respondents (teacher) attended to the questionnaire from as it was distributed to them this researcher was able to completed prom on the spits without any need to go back for their retrieval. 
Procedure for Data Analysis 
	After the questionnaire form had been collected from the respondent the number of responses of each code allocated to each naira are from which respondent are respected to choose this counting of each option is take. (e.g agree disagree neutral) and the percentage of each was determined by dividing the number gotten by one hundred.

Discussion
	Truancy has a great influence on the student who played it. The influence is nothing such that it can lead to dropout of students from the school, hence the academic work of the students is disrupted. 
	As it is deduced from the result of the analysis, it shows that parents, most of them do not give full support to their children’s academic work. This is because most of the basic needs of children’s in the school not met, many of the students go to school without writing materials, they go without money for their feeding. Acury (1978) says that academic attainment of student is a collaborative effects of both the teacher and the parent. According to him, parents should support their children with basis academic needs of the children. 
	So, also the result also shows that many teachers do not encourage students to attend school academic work. The utterance of some teachers do not encourage students to learn. Some of the discourage students in so many ways. Many of them give out assignment test and class work without feeding back students about their academic progress. 
	The result also shows that moth school environment do not provide stimulation to the student learning. Most of the school does not have adequate facilities that can down the student in school, some students would not have football field and their support equipment. Most school do not provide conducive environment are surrounded by shops which constitute distraction to learning truancy is therefore encourage in a situation where the academic environment is not stimulating non-encouragement on the part of teachers and where parent do not give full support to their children’s academic.

Summary 
	The study was on this influence of truancy in academic in Ilorin West Local Government Area the study involved the use of research questionnaire to collect data from the respondents who are teachers in secondary schools.
	The instrument gave equal opportunity to both male and female teachers to attend to the administration of the questionnaire. Both male and female respondents constituted two hundred sample from the research work.
	At the end of the result, he research questions drown were responded to these include to. These include (i) do parents give full support to the academic needs of the students? (ii) Do teacher encourage students affordance in school academic? (iii) Does the school environment provide stimulation to the students learning?. 
	The response to the first question is negative in the sense that the response showed that most parent do not give full support to the academic needs of the student, some of them do not give room for individuals difference in intelligence, they (teachers) do not show any positive attitude to the work they do, maybe as a result of poor pay, poor conducive environment they work in e.t.c the effect of all these affect the attitude t   hey employ to each the students. This therefore leads to the teacher’s poor attitude and in turn leads to the poor attitudes of the students also. 
	The third question showed that most of the secondary schools environment in Ilorin West Local Government Area are not conducive for effective teaching and learning, and in turn leads to poor performance of the students. 
Conclusion 
	Conclusively, through the research work carried out, the following conclusions were drawn. 
· That most parents do not given full support to the academic needs of their children 
· That most teachers do not encourage student’s attendance in the school academic works. 
· That most school environment do not provide stimulation to the students learning. 
· That most schools plans do not meet with the academic needs for learning for the students. 
Recommendations
	Base on the outcome of this work, the following recommendations were hereby made. 
	Government is advised to make education to the free for all categories of student, so as to enable students to stay in the academic learning, some students are playing truancy because they art not able to pay their school pees. If free education is provided it will provide every students an access to education and the ideal of learning the school on the guide of going to collect school fees will no more be there. 
	Parents are also eryaned to devote much time to their education. They should strive at all cost to provide education to their children. This is because, it is the legacy they can leave behind for their children the idea of learning behind properties for the children is nothings because children can sell them off after their death but the education in them remains forever. 
	Teacher’s attitude to work is most paramount, the attitude of the students. When teachers show positive attitude, it will encourage positive attitude of the students, also government is to improve the teachers attitude through better salary, conducive environment, organizing seminal and workshops e.t.c. 
	Conducive environment is vital to effective learning, school environment should therefore be made conducive to learning. That is schools should decist from following shops to be created by the school fence so as not t pollute academic environment with noise e.t.c.
