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ABSTRACT
This study investigates the influence of home background on the academic performance of student in integrated science in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State. Throughout this research work, only five secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State constituted the sample. The schools were randomly selected and one hundred students were used, 20 students in each school to whom the research instrument were given. The instrument title “Students’ Skill Acquisition Questionnaire (SSAQ)” was used for data collection. The instrument was divided into two sections. Section A: sought for information about respondent’s demographic data such as gender, age, marital status, educational qualification, working, experience. Whereas B: deals with influence of family background on students’ skill acquisition in Integrated Science and influence of family background on students’ academic performance in Integrated Science. Data analysis was done using Chi-Square test. Results of the finding study revealed that family background significantly influences students’ skill acquisition. On the other hand, the finding revealed that family background significantly influences students’ academic performance. It was recommended among others that: Parents need to boast their socio-economic status in order to meet up with their children needs in school. Also, Government at both states and federal level should create more jobs and empowerment programme to boast the socio-economic status of parents; Parents should be made to appreciate the importance of unity as broken homes distract students from concentrating on their skills and academic pursuit. Parents should be actively involved in encouraging pupils to learn skills and also supervising student’s academic work at home; and Parent should always provide children (students) with relevant equipment and materials such as books, writing pens and pencils; gadgets like laptop, smart cell phone and good learning environment for entrepreneurship education.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study
Whenever a student attends a school of any kind anywhere, where learning is applied the family of such a student is usually worried about the achievement of the student in general terms. Some may even extend their worries to the level of achievement. Achievement in this circumstance is considered in positive terms. So when a student has made some academic achievement, people go on to acquire about the level of achievement that the student has attained. However, academic achievement has been found to be influenced by several factors among which are family background and environment (Murovile, 2020). The factor can be divided into marital status of the students’ parent, the educational level, the income level of social-economic status of parents and birth order of students. The last two factors determine the home environment of the student on his achievement in the school holds food for all the social strata of the society. The only difference is that the effect is accepted on relative scale which allows one stratum of the society to achieve academically higher than the one below it. 
Theoretically, practically, sight differences do occur from time to time in his expectation. There is controversy over the fact that that there exist inequalities in educational opportunities in Nigeria. This issue is such a crucial one that is now demanding the attention of well meaning and patriotic educationist. It puzzles even the teacher who is expected to provide ready-made answers to such disparities. A group of students with approximately similar IQ scores may show dissimilar academic achievement when exposed to the same instructional materials. The question now arises, what are many postulations from various quarters that home environment features very pre –eminently in influencing student’s performance? This research is therefore committed to investigating the impact of parental background on the academic achievement of students. Gonback (2018) opined “personal and intellectual skills originate in the home and remain an important force during school year. Frank (2018) added that the family exerts a powerful influence in the site changes of the young. He further observed that schools generally are remarkably ineffective in moderating the influence of the parent when such moderating factors are deemed necessary.
It is often widely speculated that that children scholarly achievement is partly a function of their parent’s academic background. Most studies have been carried out on the relationship between the home environment and academic achievement. However some relate specifically to parent educational background and their children academic achievement.
Ugunlade (2017) in his study sought to find out differences in academic achievement in secondary school children from literate and non-literate environment. His study revealed that student from literate home had better scores than those from illiterate homes.
Hewison and Pizard (2018) carried out a research on the relationship between a number of home background factors and reading ability. They studied three classes of working class pupils aged 7-8 using standardized test given to children and parent interviewed. In their study, significant relationship was observed between home and reading performance. They remarked “The relationship between two variables may be that more intelligent parents have more intelligent children”.
According to Marrich (2020) there is no doubt that parent attitude help to condition their children attitudes. A parent who shows a complete disregard for education, and the important of social behaviour on any form of social enhancement is bound to have children of low educational progress.
In the study of Cobb Harvin Worth (2010) gifted children average less than one sibling/child. With respect to the order of birth, they found that more than half of them were first born. The relationship between birth order in family and achievement is gain shown by Zajone et al., (2018). These people concluded that achievement decrease as pronounce in monogamous homes.
Mutual (2017) also stated the scholastic achievement could affected either positively or negatively by some family variables like birth order, spacing of children as well as the size of the family. Still on birth order, Altus (2010) revealed that earlier sibling in family tended on average to be more intelligent, more likely to attend colleges and to achieve eminence that later born siblings.
Altus (2018) found that, first born college children from two child families scored higher (up to 80%) on qualitative subject, if there have younger brothers rather than younger sisters. Similarly Glass et al., (2017) found that first born score higher than later born, when they come from higher social economic strata. Morrich indicate that parent’s interest in and their educational aspiration for their children cannot be divorce for their children.
Smart (2019) found that the child achievement behaviour and desire to achieve were related to parent achievement behaviour and aspirations. It is difficult to draw a clear line between the theory and practical aspects of the differences that exist in the achievement of students in the different strata of the society. In spite of this, the family background of the student will be investigated here to ascertain the level to which it influences their academic achievement in integrated science.
According to Nweke, Ihejirika and Deebom (2018) family is relevant and very significant to the well-being of a childas well as his/her later development in life. The contribution of the family to the training of the child determines how far he/she will go in life. The family unit plays the role of helping the child in determining their future career pursuit through socializing them into their choices of vocation or a trade for self-reliance, by exposing the child to either pursue the career of the family or any favorable skill before the child grows to become an adult preferably student (Jekayinka & Oke, 2003 in Aliyu, 2016).  This implies that the importance of family cannot be overemphasized, hence, it forms the basis upon which all other social attributes are built. The family in this context involves everything that surrounds within the family itself including family background.
Harrigurus (2019) family background refers to all the conditions and circumstances in the family which influence the child physically, intellectually and emotionally. Similarly, family background provides the basis on which a student’s skill acquisition and academic performance evolves. However, within each family, the level of involvement can vary positively or negatively. Mpiluka (2014) posit that family background have been of immense significant in determining skill acquisition and academic performance of a child in schools all over the world. Specifically, skill acquisition and academic performance often times is motivated by the type of family children interact with in their stages in life from their homes. Muola (2010) observed that family background could be likening to all the conditions and circumstances within the family which influence the child physically, intellectually and emotionally as he/she grows up. In view of the above there are many conditions and circumstances which signifies family background, thus; socio-economic status, broken homes, family size and types, parental educational background etc.
Meanwhile, Ojo and Yilma (2010) noted that socio-economic status of a family is capable of affecting pupil’s behavior and to some extend determines their aspiration in life. Ojo et al (2010) further opined that families having worthy socio-economic status often have more resources in sending their children to school. Omoruyi (2014) observed that growing up with a single parent or broken home is always very nerve-racking tasks for both the child and parent. Such families are bound to be confronted with challenges of inadequate financial resources, lack of care, no love etc. Okunyi (2004) in Nweke et al. (2018), it was revealed that as families’ increases, parents sometime cannot afford to give their children the same level of attention compare to when the family size is manageable. In a situation that the family size is large parent find it difficult to provide the necessary things needed by the pupil to succeed in School. Parental level of education is another key factor that influences pupil academic achievement. The role of parental level of education plays cannot be over emphasized as Gary, (2001) in Nweke et al (2018) assert that, students who grew up under parent who are professional and are engage in managerial occupational backgrounds exhibit higher academic performance than those from dissimilar background. All these above creates a yawning gap in skill acquisition and academic performance of students.
Skills are the expertness, practice, ability, dexterity and tact exhibited by an individual in a given career (Iorbee, Amenger & Medugu, 2018). Skill acquisition is the process of mastering skills characterized by applying them in particular situations.  Achor, Agogo and Dodo (2020) posit that skill acquisition can be derived from internship programmes and expose human development professionally to changes and trends in theory and practice of management, training and development functions. Achor, et al. (2020) further opine that an individual with basic entrepreneurship skills can manage himself/herself by setting up a personal business and so become self-employed as well as being able to employ others. This career goal of entrepreneurship can enable individuals acquire necessary skills to be self-reliant in a chosen field of endeavor (Umunadi, 2014). These chosen fields of endeavour could be among others in soap making, traditional cloth weaving, carpentry, beads making and hair dressing. Mike (2014) asserts that skill acquisition is the ability to be trained on a particular task or function. A skill is the learned ability to carry out a task with pre-determined results often within a given amount of time, energy or both. Jiji.Blog (2018) posit that the check list for Skill acquisition available in Nigeria include: technical skills (plumbing, aluminum/metal works, construction and repairs, electrical installation and supply, telecommunication network support), agricultural skills (crop/rice production, poultry/goat/cattle farming, snail/fish farming, watermelon farming etc.), computer skills (programming, computer & software operation, repairs & maintenance), domestic skills (design & fashion, tailoring, jewelry production, baking/cooking & catering, hairdressing, makeup etc.), creative skills (writing, translation, video/music production etc.), business skills (business training, entrepreneurship development, digital marketing, business improvement etc.).It is pertinent that skill acquisition cannot be over highlighted hence it is a bedrock for self-reliance, growth and development of a nation in the 21st century.
Academic performance is the measurement of student achievement across various academic subjects. Teachers and education officials typically measure achievement using classroom performance, graduation rates and results from standardized tests. Academic performance is often measured through formal examinations or continuous assessment test, but there is no general agreement on how it is best tested or which aspects is most important procedural knowledge such as skills or declarative knowledge such as facts (Nelson, Devardhi, & Panigrahi, 2013).It is difficult to draw a clear line between the theory and practical aspects of the differences that exist in skill acquisition and academic performance of students in the different strata of the society.

As good as it is, it is difficult for children to achieve the stated objectives due to variations in parents which result to deficient in skill acquisition and poor academic performance. Based on the above, the study seeks to find out influence of family background on students’ skill acquisition and academic performance in Integrated science.
The research anchored on two theories: Parental attachment theory and Good Parenting theory. Parental attachment theory was proposed by Bowlby (1980). The theory states that the child forms a strong emotional bond with other person (caregiver) during childhood with lifelong consequences. This theory is relevant to the study in that, its pave way for the emotional development of children.  The theory also points out on how parents and guardians could enhance mental development and well-being of children. This mediate the necessity of parents and guardians to bond more with their children for maximum yield on skill acquisition and academic performance in Integrated science. 
Adams and Singh (1980) state that parental income level as major determinant to pupil’s feelings. According to Muthoni (2013), low income hurts children not because poor families have less money to invest in them, but because when their parents have low income it lessens their parents’ ability to be “good parents.”Muthoni (2013) further revealed that poor parenting also hurts the child’s social and emotional development and this place restrictions on their trainings and opportunities. Conclusively, for parents not to be good it reduces the attention on how best their children could be and may result to a decline in their skills acquisition and academic performance in Integrated science. Therefore, parents are urged here to work out modalities to be good in order to encourage skill acquisition and academic performance in Integrated science.
Statement of the Problem
Arising out of the need for student to achieve academic success in school, parents continue to have anxiety over the academic performance of their children. This concern arises out of the fact that children no longer perform well academically as well as their counterparts of past years. Some of the parent do not care or do not want to check if any extraneous factors are responsible for the poor academic performance of their children. If the anxiety of the parents is genuine, then one is bound to ask if there are any factors which influence the academic performance of children in school.
Federal Republic of Nigeria (2013) posit that one of the specific goals of education in Nigeria is to promote functional education for skill acquisition, job creation and poverty reduction. But far from the note, since Integrated sciencestudents of higher learning are found to lack skill acquisition and poor academic performance, as well as arising need from parents to consolidate on skill acquisition and excellent academic performance. It has become public alarm that students of higher learning are without skills and continually perform poor in academics, one may want to know the factors behind the view above. To bridge the yawning gap, the study is aimed at investigating influence of family background on students’ skill acquisition and academic performance in Integrated science.  
	Mayas (2021) says that, only the learned individual agree and play a vital role but the environmental factor also have a profound influence on students education achievement in integrated science.
Purpose of the Study
The study examines influence of home background on the academic performance of student in integrated science in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State. Specifically, the study hinge on the following objectives:
i. To determine the extent to which family background influence students’ skill acquisition in integrated science.
ii. To find out the extent to which family background influence students’ academic performance in integrated science.
Research Questions
The underlisted questions were used to guide the study.

Research Hypotheses
The underlisted research hypotheses were used to guide the study:
HO1:	There is no significant influence in the extent to which family background influenced students’ skill acquisition in integrated science. 
HO2:	There is no significant influence in the extent to which family background influenced students’ academic performance in integrated science?
Significance of the Study
	This study will be of immense value to educational planners in designing school programme that are related to the family background of students. Such programme can help the disadvantaged students to catch up with their advantaged peers thereby improving the standard of education in the country. It is hoped that the findings of this study would help in identifying the role of home background on students in school. Every parent expects a good result from a child who attends school.
	It will also be useful to parent in one way or the other. Parents benefit by which new ideas or concept are learnt and also help the parent to be a setting for the discovery of new idea.
	The students also benefit, a serious study of heuristic should take into account both the logical and psychological background.
	The teacher is a role model to the learner, it enable the teacher by transfer to learn concepts and skills to new situation and make teacher to transfer of knowledge from the classroom or textbook situation to new application. Also include guidance to identify the known fact, condition and variables.
	Students are successful in integrated science when certain factors are put together ensuring that the student who attends school is well fed before he leaves the home. The expected materials that will enhance learning at school is the student work regularly checked, does the parent ever find time to check the child work? Has the school facilities, equipments and materials that would aid teaching.
Scope of the Study
	The geographical coverage of this study is Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State which comprises of many schools out of which five schools were randomly selected.

Definition of Terms
· Influence: This refers to power that has to make behave and other people to agree with your opinions or do what you want (Google, 2024).
· Home Background: refers to the kind of knowledge and origins that are derived right from home (Google, 2024).
· Performance: simply means outputs of an achievers (Google, 2024).
· Environmental Factor: These are factors to determine academic performance of child around where him/her live, or group him/her move with, quality of teachers, must teach them with school materials or the one that made itself (Google, 2024).

Nature of Integrated Science
	Integrated science is a course of study which is devised and presented in such a way that students gain the fundamental unity of science, the commonality approach to problems of scientific nature which helps students’ to gain the understanding of the roles and functions of science in everyday life and the world in which they live. Agogo and Ode (2017) the objectives are to provide the child with diverse basic knowledge and skills for entrepreneurship and educational advancement and inculcate values and raise morally upright individuals that are capable of independent thinking, and who appreciates the dignity of labour, among others. Nigerian Educational and Research Development Council (2006) posit that integrated science is an activity-based course. Thus, student should be taught practically in that they can acquire necessary skills acquisition that they may become self-employed and build themselves, their societies and the nation at large. As good as it is, it is difficult for children to achieve the stated objectives due to variations in parents which result to deficient in skill acquisition and poor academic performance. Based on the above, the study seeks to find out influence of family background on students’ skill acquisition and academic performance in Integrated science.
Integrated science is an interdisciplinary major for the student who desires general preparation for a graduate programme with specific prerequisites (e.g. teaching or other science-related fields).
Family Background
Giddens (2017) believes that success at school is linked to social background factors, as these factors can greatly affect young children’s cognitive skills. It is further established that children with poor social background start schooling with significantly lower cognitive skills compared to those with a higher social status (Brecko, 2018). In general, family settings have proven an ideal foundation for molding children's success in schools; yet academic performance is most often a product of motivation that children receive when interacting with people in their early years of life. Rouse & Barrow (2019) in their study observed that years of schooling completed, and educational achievement of students varied widely by family backgrounds. To further buttress their claims, Rouse & Barrow (2019) concluded that students from advantaged families had higher test scores on the average and as compared to students from lower income families. According to Martin (2019), "several researches have established the presence of a relationship between family background features and students' achievement," the student's home environment is an agency that enables the building of a student's attitude and academic performance.
Family Size
	The family is the first sociable place for any child be it girl or boy. According to the word family size, it has a lot of roles to play in the good achievement of a child in school. When the family member is not much than two that is his/her parent and a child, it is possible for them not to have much time to spend with him, concerns with his education and much attention but when he has brothers and sisters that is older than him in many ways. They will be guiding him from danger and put him through academic work to enhance his good performance in school.
Parents Education Level
In most countries around the world, the claim that a parent's level of education has a significant impact on their children's academic success is true. Students whose parents have a higher level of education do much better in science, reading, and arithmetic tests than those whose parents had no or very basic learning (Pamela & Kean, 2010). In the same direction, Ryan & Deci (2000), suggests that education level influences the beliefs and behaviors of the parents, leading to positive outcomes for children and youth. Exploration on nurturing likewise has shown that parent schooling is identified with a warm, social environment in the home.
Gottfried et al. (2018) observed that both mothers’ education and family finances were major markers of the real environmental condition and learning interactions in the home were significant indicators of the actual environmental condition and learning encounters in the home, however mother's schooling alone was predictive of parental warmth. To support the view, Smith et al. (2017) found that the association of family income and parents’ education with children’s academic achievement was facilitated by the home environment. This therefore suggests that education might be linked to specific achievement behaviors in the home (Smith et al., 2017). In the study of Corwyn & Bradley (2022) established that mother’s literacy has a dynamic coordinate impact on children’s cognitive and behavioral results with a few roundabout impact through a cognitively fortifying home environment. In like way, it tends to be assumed that learners' capacity and achievement are more immovably associated to the socio-mental climate and academic actuation within the home than they are to parental financial-related status with markers like occupation and level of education.

Occupational Status of Parent
	The parent’s attitude towards their children schooling and the expectation they have for their children. Chapin (2018) pointed out that from higher socio-economic background has advantage over the child in a higher class. There may be a television sets, radio, picture, computer, reading and writing materials all of which help to prepare a child for learning in school. It is hypothesized that parents of higher upper classes of socio-economic have more positive attitude towards their children’s schooling and have high expectations and standard for the children. Furthermore, the upper class child eats a balance diet and this has good health. Again, the value he is exposed to at home are similar to what he finds in school and therefore he is able to adjust easily to school life.
	Juliana (2017) opined that a child from a lower class is handicapped in that there are few facilities and amenities at home to prepare him to school. He may suffer ill-health and even find it difficult to make satisfactory adjustment at school. Besides, the disparities in home background, there are also disparities when the two children of different classes start schooling. A child from the upper class starts with nursery school, kindergarten on reception. This is a contrast to the overwhelming numbers of children who start primary school without having gone to any form of infant schools, often, they cannot even write their names, worst of all, they start with poorly qualified teachers in primary school.
	The medium of instruction – English is sometimes totally strange to the child within with a disadvantage background pictures and illustration are things abstract and far removed from environment and even when they are available he cannot always appreciate and use them for his advancement.
Socio-Economic Status (SES)
The monetary status of parents/guardians may be a strong marker of students’ accomplishment within the school cycle. Records of socio-economic status in the analysis of education strategy shows a minimum of one of these standards: school achievement, occupation status and income (Buchmann, 2022). The pay level might be found out inevitably by home impacts just like the amount of important books within the structure, learning assets and space given for learning which are utilized as a variable within the context to overview social-economic status. Students from lower income, lower educated families are less likely to succeed academically in high school (Honan, 2016; Noble et al., 2019). Some experts are also of the view that families with high financial status have more achievement in setting up their children for schools because they are able and willing to provide learning resources and materials which are needed for them to succeed in school.
Academic Performance
The students’ performance (academic achievement) is crucial in creating the most excellent quality students who will become great leaders of tomorrow and manpower force, hence responsible for the country’s economic and social development (Ali et al., 2019). Teachers or assessment boards, such as the West African Examination Council (WAEC) grant grades or marks based on predetermined criteria of students' academic success. In most cases, the measurement of quality of education is centered on the academic outcome of the students. According to Ohanyelu (2021), the better the academic performance of the students, the more the system assumes that the quality of teaching is improving. Ohanyelu (2021) summarizes that Nigerians ultimately appreciate students with better academic performance compared to the under-performing ones. In the same line, academic success is critical for an institution's positive results, which may lead to potential promotions or job performance (Kuncel et al., 2004). In a related development, as Ohanyelu (2021), cited Ali et al. (2019), academic success is one of the main factors considered by the employer while recruiting workers. As students’ academic performance is measured by the Cumulative Grade Point Average (Ali et al., 2019). It is believed that a country's political and socio-economic growth has a direct impact on students' success (Mushtaq & Khan, 2012).
Educational Qualification of Parents
	The educational qualification of parents is also important in students academic performance. Otite (2018) opined that there is a great differences measured between educated and uneducated homes. This is variables to a very great extent reduce the performance of student in school because a child from uneducated homes will not receive any help and encouragement from his parents in terms of academic problems or even persuade the child to read.
	In some cases, his performance becomes low since there is nobody to check his books. Every child requires the assistance of the home to achieve his educational goals. The education which the family provides before the child’s enters an educational institution, assist him in fulfilling his need and relieving his tension. He went further to say that socialization process of homes is the process by which he gradually regards himself as an individual in the society. He also sees the family not only as an institution which permits some safeguarding of the child during its period of biological immaturity but also noted that his parents attitude help to condition their children attitude.
	A parent who shows complete disregard for education, literacy or any form of social advancement is bond to have some adverse effect upon his child’s educational progress. Ivon Morrish (2019) was also of the view that a child of lower socio class who have high intelligence potential may certainly suffer in comparison with a child of equal potential whose parents and home environment are higher class. He went further to say that well educated parents will wish their children to benefit as they have done from their good education and will provide necessary things as well as the necessary cash in order that this may be accomplished.
Teacher as Motivator
	Osokoya (2021) says that, the role-play by the teacher in any society should be of positive so as to enhance productivity of the society, therefore, motivator in an education setting.
	In the same vein, Adegboye (2021) and Plato (2020) identified many factors responsible for poor performance of student in integrated science include the fear of integrated science as it’s comprise of science subject to be taught in senior secondary school, e.g. biology, chemistry and physics and student poor background in the subject. They observe that all these starts right from home and primary school level.
	Also Archimede (2019) observed that motivator is seen as those inner drivers that activated or more an individual to action. Also, it is referred to as external stimulation that causes individual to perform.
	Babatunde (2016) observed that student who received positive reinforcement performs significantly better than those who did not received any reinforcement. In this perspective, motivation will speed up the rate at which student learn integrated science and it should be noted here that, there is a way through which teacher can awake the interest of the student. These include nodding of head for teachers, approval of learner’s response to teacher’s question. 
	It is also encouraging, if integrated science teacher can be careful of not wearing a good look during their class lesson as this could. Other teaching techniques is the encouragement, it can give to slow, average and fast learners alike, to feel loved, accepted and challenged to do better in subsequent tasks (Boti, 2020).
	Similarly, parents at home who had been describe as the first teacher of student can also motivate their children in learning of integrated science and such motivation can take any form depend on the socio-economic status of an individual. These had to be done for the purpose of encouraging student in their studies and in order to perform excellently in integrated science. 

Environmental Influence
	Integrated science has been described as that science which has not been disintegrated. It supposes to be an approach to the study of the environment, free of the limitation imposed by the separate disciplines. This is not to decry the value of a subject discipline approach; it clearly has its uses. However, at the level of readiness for learning of secondary school students, the boundaries between the disciplines can only appear as artificial, manmade constructs which interfere with unified view of nature as a whole which children bring to the classroom with them.
	Integrated science also emphasises those concepts which inquiry into the nature of the environment. The scientific method of inquiry can be learned by everyone, and a prime aim of the programme is to provide students with an introduction to this method and allow them to follow their own inquiries. The method of inquiry has cognitive and practical aspects.
	These cognitive aspects include the ability to formulate questions, to identify variables and design experiments, to interpret results, recognize patterns, generate hypothesis and so on.
The Effect of Child Abuse on the Student Performance in Integrated Science
	Millie (2018) says that “the consequences of any kinds of care and education the child receives within his home when the quality of the relationship child has with the mother and father is strong and positive the continued are less well equipped for parenthood.
	Adeniyi (2016) observed that, child gets his/herself involved in all forms of anti-socio activities as a result of influence of home background and society which in turns lead to poor performance in their academic status. such anti-social activities include breaking of bounds, bullying, fighting, lateness to school, absenteeism, truancy, rioting, cultism, smoking, drinking, disobedience, stealing, extortion, drugs addiction, sex affiance, examination malpractice and willful destruction of school properties (Adeniyi, 2016).
	Furthermore, there are some parents who careless about the movement of their children, in terms of where, when and how they embark on the journey and who they move with. Children must look at their parents actions and words and kinds of company they keep, when parents are to discipline and rebuke the actions of their children, they should be mindful of their ways of living (Adeniyi, 2016).
Summary of the Literature Reviewed 
	The literature review has deal with some issues that has to do with the influence of home background on students performance in relationship between parental occupation and students performance in integrated science, learning facilities and incentives for students at home, teacher as motivator, the effect of child abuse on the students performance in integrated science.

CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
	This chapter focused on research design, population, sample and sampling techniques, research instrument, validity and reliability of the instrument, procedure for data collection and data analysis techniques.
Research Design
	Descriptive Research Survey Design was adopted for the study. This design uses questionnaires, interviews, observations in order to determine the opinions, attitudes, preferences and perceptions of the respondents. The use of this survey design is pertinent because it provides an effective way of collecting data from a sample study and inferring the findings on a large population. Not only that, the choice of this survey design is also because it allows description of variables (Anyakoha, 2009).
Population of the Study
The population of the study consists of Integrated Science students from all randomly selected secondary schools within Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State.
Sample and Sampling Techniques
The sample that was used for this research work were five (5) selected schools in Ilorin West Local Government of Kwara State. The schools were randomly selected and one hundred students were used, 20 students in each school. Equally, due honor have been accorded to them because of the popularity and performance. They were checked whether they have laboratories or not.   
The sample will be drawn from the whole research population. In this study, both stratified and random sampling techniques will be employed. Five (5) secondary schools were randomly sample for the purpose of research. However, in each school, twenty students and ten teachers were randomly selected to respond to the items on the instrument.
Research Instrument
The researcher used constructed questionnaire for data collection titled: Students’ Skill Acquisition Questionnaire (SSAQ) of 5-items each. The instrument was divided into two sections. Section A: sought for information about respondent’s demographic data such as gender, age, marital status, educational qualification, working, experience. Whereas B: deals with influence of family background on students’ skill acquisition in Integrated Science and influence of family background on students’ academic performance in Integrated Science. A modified four points Scale of Strongly Agree (SA), Agree (A), Strongly Disagree (SD), Disagree (D) with numerical values of 4, 3, 2 and 1 will be used for data collection.
Validity and Reliability of the Instrument
The validity and reliability of the instrument will be done by taken the questionnaire to the supervisor for face and content validity before it will be distributed into various selected schools. The questionnaire will be personally administered and collected back to ensure that the questionnaire items were properly filled and to avoid delay.
Procedure for Data Collection
	The researcher sought for the permission of the school principal. The instrument will be administered to the respondents by the researcher in person, with the support of a research colleague to ensure one 100% return of the completed questionnaire. The researcher administered the copies of the questionnaire and collected them after an interval.
Data Analysis Techniques
The data obtained will be analyzed using Chi-Square test with the aid of statistical package for social science (SPSS) version 23 to test the null hypotheses formulated for the study at 0.05 alpha level of significance.


CHAPTER FOUR
RESULTS AND DISCUSSION
Results
This chapter is designed to give and analyze the response to the research questionnaire and test the hypotheses formulated from the stated problems in chapter one of this project. It deals with the presentation, analysis and interpretation of the data collected.

Table 4, Chi-square test revealed that, influence of family background on students’ academic performance in Integrated Science is significant, x2(3) = 64.278, P = 0.00 < 0.05, hence the null hypothesis is rejected. Therefore, students’ family background significantly influences students’ academic performance in Integrated Science.
Discussion of Findings
The finding of this study revealed that family background significantly influences students’ skill acquisition, this result was affirmed by the probability value which was lower than specified alpha level of 0.05 level of significance x2(3) = 25.278, P = 0.00 < 0.05). This finding is in line with the earlier findings of Achor and Dodo (2016) who found that the students who went on internship training had higher mean acquisition and practical scores than those who were not exposed to internship training. These results were further affirmed by the probability value which was lower than the specified alpha level of 0.05 (F1, 97 = 253.3; p = 0.00 < 0.05 & F1, 39 = 37.3, p = 0.00 < 0.05) indicating significance in both acquisition and practical score of the two groups. This shows that the internship training is a significant factor in the acquisition and practical skill of students in entrepreneurship education lessons.
On the other hand, the finding revealed that family background significantly influences students’ academic performance, this result was affirmed by the probability value which was lower than specified alpha level of 0.05 x2(3) = 64.278, P = 0.00 < 0.05). This finding agreed with the earlier findings of Ogbugo-Ololube (2016) that there is a positive relationship between parent socio-economic status, educational status, and parents’ level of income, family size and students’ academic achievement as was tested at alpha level of 0.05.


CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Summary
	This study focused on the influence of home background on the academic performance of student in integrated science in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State. Throughout this research work, only five secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State constituted the sample. The schools were randomly selected and one hundred students were used, 20 students in each school to whom the research instrument were given. The instrument title “Students’ Skill Acquisition Questionnaire (SSAQ)” was used for data collection. The instrument was divided into two sections. Section A: sought for information about respondent’s demographic data such as gender, age, marital status, educational qualification, working, experience. Whereas B: deals with influence of family background on students’ skill acquisition in Integrated Science and influence of family background on students’ academic performance in Integrated Science. Data analysis was done using Chi-Square test with the aid of statistical package for social science (SPSS) version 23 to test the null hypotheses formulated for the study at 0.05 alpha level of significance.
Conclusion
The study examined influence of home background on the academic performance of student in integrated science in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State.  This was due to lack in skill acquisition and poor academic performance, as well as arising need from parents to consolidate on skill acquisition and excellent academic performance, the study revealed that, to a very high extent influence of family background is very significant on students’ skill acquisition and academic performance. Therefore, parents need to boast their socio-economic status, appreciate the importance of unity and provide children (students) with relevant equipment and materials for attainment of skill acquisition and academic performance in Integrated Science.
Implication of the Study
The study on the influence of home background on the academic performance of students in integrated science in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State, could have several implications:
1. Policy Formulation: The findings could inform policymakers about the importance of addressing disparities in home backgrounds to ensure equitable access to quality education. Policies aimed at providing support to students from disadvantaged backgrounds, such as access to educational resources, mentorship programs, and socioeconomic support, may be necessary to improve academic performance.
2. Parental Involvement: The study may underscore the significance of parental involvement in students' education. Educators and policymakers could develop initiatives to encourage and support parents in actively participating in their children's learning, such as through parent-teacher associations, workshops, and home-school communication strategies.
3. Teacher Training: Educators may need additional training and resources to effectively support students from diverse home backgrounds. Professional development programs could focus on strategies for addressing the specific needs of students from different socioeconomic backgrounds, fostering inclusive classroom environments, and implementing culturally responsive teaching practices.
4. Support Services: Schools may need to provide additional support services to address the unique challenges faced by students from disadvantaged home backgrounds. This could include counseling services, academic tutoring, nutrition programs, and access to extracurricular activities aimed at enhancing students' overall well-being and academic success.
5. Community Collaboration: Collaboration between schools, community organizations, and local government agencies may be essential in addressing the broader social and economic factors that influence students' home backgrounds. Community-based initiatives aimed at reducing poverty, improving access to healthcare and social services, and promoting parental empowerment could contribute to creating a more supportive environment for students' academic achievement.
Overall, the implications of the study underscore the interconnectedness of home background and academic performance in integrated science and emphasize the importance of adopting holistic, collaborative approaches to address underlying inequities and support all students in achieving their full potential.
Recommendations 
	Based on the researchers’ results of findings, the underlisted are recommended for utilization. Thus:
i. Parents need to boast their socio-economic status in order to meet up with their children needs in school. Also, Government at both states and federal level should create more jobs and empowerment programme to boast the socio-economic status of parents.
ii. Parents should be made to appreciate the importance of unity as broken homes distract students from concentrating on their skills and academic pursuit. Parents should be actively involved in encouraging pupils to learn skills and also supervising student’s academic work at home. 
iii. Parent should always provide children (students) with relevant equipment and materials such as books, writing pens and pencils; gadgets like laptop, smart cell phone and good learning environment for entrepreneurship education.
Limitation of the Study
The study is limited by a number of factors:
i) Lack of standardized test and instrument in the study area which forced the researcher to prepare her own instrument.
ii) Financial constraints also imposed limitation on the study.
iii) Most students did not feel comfortable to talk about their family background.

Suggestion for Further Studies
	Further studies should be carried out in areas of impact of home background on the academic performance of student in integrated science and even if possible workshops and seminars should be organised by the government on this issue.
	Educational planners should try to conduct a seminar but wider area of such research work that will not be limited to just only Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State but all over the whole federation.
