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ABSTRACT
The study surveyed into the effects of drug abuse on students’ academic performance in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. The design of the study is descriptive survey, using the questionnaire as the instrument of the study. One hundred students were sampled from five selected schools and even hypothesis were raised. The simple frequency and percentage analysis were used to analysis the data obtained. The findings showed that students were involved in drug abuse exhibit deviant behavior which appear untidy and perform below expectation in their academic pursuit while they should be disciplined and shun act that will encourage in disciplinary acts. Based on the findings parents teacher and school administrators were called upon to be good role model because children will emulate them. It was therefore recommendation that; the mass media should enlighten the public on the dangers of drug abuse.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study 
	Drug is referred to as a substance that could bring about a change in the Biological function through its chemical action (Chebukaka 2017). It is also considered as a substance that modified perceptions, cognition, mood, behavior and general body function (Balogun 2016)
	This  could thus be considered as chemical modifiers of the living tissues that could  bring about psychological and behavioral change (Nnachi 2017). The use of drugs in itself does not constitute any danger, because drug correctly administered have been  a blessing to bring healing. Unfortunately, in contemporary times certain drugs that initially  produced effects such as ecstasy, sense of feeling good, serenity and power have grown into a problem of dependence and abuse (Ekpenyong, 2012). Drug such as tobacco, cocaine, marijuana, alcohol among others tend to stimulate the nervous system of an individual to lose his/her sense of being. The abuse of drugs can cause serious irreversible damage to such individual and psychological development. 
	The problems of drug abuse in a developing country like Nigeria is causing great social concern. Addictive drug are widely abused by youths of different social economic background and they are found to indulge in the use of stimulants and psychedelic drug adult especially in the middle age group, are reported to be common among medical and paramedical works (Alanamu, 2013) In Nigerian today, people who fall ill and who visit the hospital receive drug prescription from qualified doctor and use them as prescribed, others visit quack doctor, traditional doctor or so called native doctor who also dispenses local drug in form of leaves and concoction etc to be taken singly in conjunction with pap (Agunmu) to be smeared on the body or to be used for bathing (Omotosho, 2013) 
	Drugs is any substances that change normal body function. Drug usually are used in the treatment, cure or prevention of diseases. When drugs are misused, this becomes drug abuse (Ayodele, 2012). In other word, drug exist some control over the body and nervous system.	Tijani (2012), opined that drug abuse as the act of taking drugs without proper prescription from medical personnel so as to produce unconsciousness.	The effect of drug abuse on students performance which is the focus of this study is not oriented but rather the result of school government 
	Tooley (2010) explains why some students engage in drug abuse, such as:
· To be relieved from family problems and pains 
· To make them socially and  accepted by their peer group 
· To create gain and fear from their other colleagues 
· To make them awake in the night to read
Secondary school within IIlorin metropolis with a view to suggest possible solution to reduce the menace to the minimum if not eradicated. Drug abuse is the taking of drugs or a deliberate use of drugs for a purpose other than, it is intended purpose without the supervision of a practitioner, or a medical doctor. While drug addiction is the continuous uncontrolled, compulsive use of a drug not only to include intoxication but also to avoid the tortures of withdrawal. In recent times, so much has been said about drug abuse and addictions the history of taking drugs for medical purpose dates back thousands of years. Drug in abuse could damage the user’s health and the ability to function properly. Most of the drug is used in such large quantities which in turn produce certain dangers to the individual 
According to Sonnerdreker (2011), drugs were initially used only for treating or curing illness and controlling diseases. Drug in the pre-historic period, people used various substances to reduce pain, suffering and to alter their feeling in order to achieve a state of well being with the passage of time due to the constant and use of drugs their other characteristics were discovered. Hence many of the drugs are now being used for other purpose rather than medicine (Traufman, 2016). Many drugs are used as a means of enjoyment or used for preventing daily tiredness people use some drugs to induce themselves to work beyond their capacity 
Today, drugs are being used indiscriminately by people with the intention to enjoy, a wide stress of everyday living and to slowdown or become excessively active. This indiscriminate use of drugs is what Bimm and Sammed will (2017) and Aliyi (2018) called Drug Abuse the problem posed by drug abuse has reached such an alarming state that most countries of the world now see sit as a social Orisis A significant number of road accident and violent crimes in different countries and especially in Nigeria have been linked with the activities of people under the influence of drugs (Awake October, 2015)
It is true that in our society today, drug abuse has created a lot of social problems ranging from tyranny to delinquency among youths, to family disharmony and destitution (Awake, 2013) for example, these drug dependent youths could make themselves  available to be used as thugs, fraudsters paid assassin etc. in the same vein, young girls under the influence of drugs are known to be parading themselves on the street at night in towns and cities as prostitute thereby exposing themselves to various type of diseases and as a result of this, they drop out of schools and can not further their education 
One might readily argue that students drug abuse has reached epidemic proportions in secondary schools. Despite the unrelenting effort of individuals, agencies, mass media and the government at various levels against drug abuse the prevalent practice among post secondary school student in the society has been on the increase through, laws have been enacted and stiff penalties marketed out against the unauthorized use of drugs people including students obtain some of these illegally from patent medicine dealers and peddlers who make these drugs available for the public. Because of the illegal sources from which these drugs are obtained, students of ten abuse the use of the drugs in excess which does not fail in line with medical prescription. The situation is this worrisome because it has adversely affected students academic performance especially in secondary schools Ejodamen, (2021)              
However attention has been drawn to the fact that the factors leading to the victims exposure are quite common, this includes the consumption of dangerous drugs during cultural and other festivities either in school’s or homes, during sports or athletic competitions among students as these students’ consumption of drugs during examinations for the purpose of alertness is also very common also, the adolescent period is a period is a period of chasing opposite sex which most of them cannot ordinarily without the use of some drugs to make them bold 
Evidence from literature established that the majority of people with addictive are dependent on alcohol or narcotic drugs (Mickey, 2014) David (2019) asserted that when drugs addicts are deprived of their drugs, they experience an abstinence syndrome typified by objectives signs of distress including loss of weight, cardio vascular changes and gastro intestinal distress and in some cases of alcohol dependence, psychoses and seizure 
David (2019) revealed that a 43 year-old secretary who develops chromichrochities and decides to give up her habit of smoking two packs of cigarette each day and them decides to switch to a low far cigarette, but finds out that she smokes more cigarettes every day when she decides to simply stop smoking. She becomes extremely agitated and nervous, then develops severe headache so this discourages her for ever thinking of quitting smoking 
Aranson, Akert and Wilson (2016) opined that drug dependence involves compulsive drug seeking behavior while psychological dependence involves feeling of satisfaction and pleasure from taking the drug. These feelings perceived as extremely desirable by the drug dependent person contribute to acute intoxication, development and maintenance of drug abuse patterns and return to drug taking behaviour after periods of abstinence. Gossop (2013) explains that physical effects of dependence on drug include body aches hot or feverish feeling perspiration, nausa nasal discharges muscle cramps, tremors and irritability, children who try drugs or alcohol before age 15 run the greater risk of being substance department 
Statement of the problem 
	Drug abuse by the students especially those in secondary schools who are at adolescents stage called for major concern in the society. It is disheartening that despite inscription ordered by the Federal Government to be written on cigarette the such as ‘’smokes are liable to die young’’ youths still indulge in smoking habit. Besides drug abuse as a topic taught in biology, integrated science, health science and civic Education at upper secondary classes yet, no meaningful success has been recorded
	Adekunle (2013) has this to say on youth, the youths holds a key position, in that he serves as a bridge between the adult and the children without mixing words,. The future of the nation depends mostly on this period this period of there life is the most very active and full of adventure, what ever they will be in future depends in what decisions and what they make out of their youthful days. He concluded that any nation that wants brighter future of her youth. This is one of the reason why a lot time and resources is devoted to explore the potentiality of the youths. Youths who are regarded as leader of tomorrow who ought to educate the illiterates on the danger of drug abuse are set of people that indulge in the illicit act despite having the knowledge of effect or consequences that could emanate from such act. It is said to know that some hospital personnel do not give patient enough attention and because our system in Nigeria is unbalance, people especially students that patronize medicine store without proper prescription 
	It is in the note that the researcher tries to examine effects of drug abuse on students academic performances in integrated science in senior secondary as a case study of Ilorin metropolis with a view of suggesting possible solution to reduce menace 
	This study was conducted as a result of the poor academic performance of students in Ilorin Kwara state occasioned by the high rate of drug abuse among them the high rate of failure in examinations by the secondary students in Ilorin the alarming rate of mental misbehaviours on our streets and undue irrational act of the students also prompt the researcher to carry out this scholarly work on ‘’drug abuse and it’s effect on students’ academic performance in secondary schools in Ilorin metropolis, Kwara state 
	Looking at the level of indiscipline in our secondary schools today, one can easily find out that drug abuse plays a detrimental role in academic performance of students in post-secondary schools. Earlier reports shows that about seventy percent of patients attending Neuropsychiatric hospitals today in Nigeria are students Guiasu (2016) found out that 21 3 percent of those classified and admitted in psychiatric hospitals in Benin city, Nigeria following use of Marijuana were students 
	The study also shows that there has been a sporadic increase in the rate of drug abuse among students in secondary schools and consequently, school indiscipline such has lateness to school, skipping classes, failure to complete assignments, armed robbery, burglary, high rate of road and fire accidents,) juvenile delinquency and other social vices) these problems have aroused great attention to so many well meaning Nigerians including students all making efforts to study and analyze factors and problems associated with drug abuse 
	Thus, the basic problem of this study is the poor academic performance of students in secondary schools occasioned by the researcher’s suspicion that it is the result of drug abuse among the students 
Purpose of the Study

The concept of Drug and Drug Abuse
Drug abuse is a global problem that poses a great danger to the lives of individuals, society, political and security in many countries (United Nations, 2018). The use of illicit drugs has increased throughout the world and the world trend is the increasing availability of many kinds of drugs among ever widening spectrum of consumers. Of major concern is that children seem to be targeted as the new market for the drug industry globally (United Nations, 2008). In Nigeria, while conducting a study on the effects of drug and substance abuse on academic performance among secondary school students, Kathonzweni district, Makueni County, Muoti et al., (2022) reported that young people’s lives were ruined by alcohol and drugs are rampant. Information gathered from teachers in some selected schools especially high cost schools indicate that children carry spirits sometimes mixed with fruit juices, sweets, glucose, ice, tea and other drugs to school. This is taken during their free time or in between lessons, hence a drunken student body (MOEST, 2015). 
Drug abuse is associated with crime maintenance of an orderly and safe school atmosphere conducive to learning. It leads to destruction of school property and classroom disorder. Drug and substance abuse have far reaching ramifications for instance, according to the survey by Dankano, E., & Garba, M.J. (2020) with a sample of 632 children, it was found out that (6) percent have engaged in sex while on drugs (7.3) per cent for boys and (4.4) per cent for girls) and the median age at sexual debut being estimated at 11 years. An assessment of the situation during the first sexual intercourse indicates the (30) percent had sex unwillingly. Further, about (20) per cent were given incentives to lure them into sexual act, with a further (80) per cent reporting having taken drugs before their first sexual encounter. These early introduction into illicit sex goes a long way in impacting negatively on their self-esteem exposing them to dangers of early pregnancy, contracting STI’s and AIDS, declining academic performance and ultimately dropping out of school all together (Maithya, 2019). According to Desmone et al., (2016) found that by introducing a large vector of covariates which control for heterogeneity between alcohol consumers and non-consumers; the negative causal relationship; between alcohol and academic performance remain significant for too much drinking. In line with these results, Kariuki and Oteyo, (2019) report that too much has an impact on schooling achievements by reducing time spent studying. Advanced brain scan imaging has proven that the human brain is not fully developed at puberty, as previously thought with maturation occurring as late as twenty four years as observed by Eisenstein, (2019) in his study on youth and drugs in Brazil. Common drug use has the effects on the brain that impact academic learning which includes; difficulty in concentrating, inability to process information and problem with working memory (United nations, 2023). Getting intoxicated can have negative impact on cognitive function; that is, concentration, memory, attention for forty eight hours. This means that the ability to study is impaired hence could give negative impact on the ability to perform in exams (Kinyua, 2021). Too much drinking by students lead to positive level affecting them whether they can get up for class and if they do the quality of how information is processed and ultimately stored. Sleeping of buzz, a common practice interferes with sleep cycle, resulting to increased anxiety jumpiness and irritability the next day (Maithya, 2019). 
Drug abuse has social and emotional implication; with multiple risk factors is more likely to lead to addiction and affect the academic standing. The people whom students associate with and how they behave are often visible indicators or risk trying drugs as well as possible signs of current drug use. Stealing, cutting off from school, cheating and general disregard for social norms are common behaviors bonding the members on drug abuse as noted by Goodman, (2012) in his social work with drug and substance mis-users. Schooling is also impacted in that drug using parents value time commitment and resource availability for their child’s education which may be much less than minimal. According to Ndetei, (2014), in his study on the linkages between drug abuse, injecting drugs used and HIV/AIDS in Kenya, drug abuse affects a person’s health as well as human behaviour. Implications of drug abuse among the learners include juvenile delinquency, poor performance, immorality, HIV infection, culture of violence, strikes, destruction among the users and country losing important human resources.
	Contemporary English dictionary define drug as a medical or material used for making medicines. Drug abuse is illegal act of taking drug without prescription from doctor. Ayodele (2022) defines drug as substances we take into our body when we are sick so as to get well. He further to define drug abuse as the use of drugs or medicine in such a way that is dangerous to the body or use of drug without doctor’s prescription. According to Ayodele (2022), when we use drug more than the amount of dosage the doctors ask us to use, it is also known as drug abuse.  Drug abuse is illegal act of taking drug without prescription from doctor. Ayodele(2022) define drug as substances we take into our body, when we sick so as to well. He further defined drug abuse as the sue of drugs without doctor’s prescription or in such a way that is dangerous to the body. 
	Omotosho (2023), in his now submission explains that drug abuse, said to have occurred when one become excessively dependant on drugs such as alcohol, marijuana, tobacco, opium, barbiturates, amphetamines or a host of other pleasure giving substances which are alien and toxic to our bodies. He went further to say that many drug users are unaware that overdependence on drug is a manifestation of drug abuse.
	Alanamu(2013), defines drug as a chemical substance which people take to produce change in their physical and mental feelings. He explains further that drug abuse is when the use of drug is not physiological or pharmacologically necessary.
Classification Of Drugs
Alanamu (2013), identifies the following as commonly abuse drugs in Nigeria. 
Stimulants –Central Nervous System (CNS)stimulants such as amphetamine and dexamphetamine have been commonly used by student to increase their energy supply while reading for examination. He also explains that there are also report of their use by formers in the northern part of Nigeria in order offset hunger during famine and drought.
 Tranquillo sedatives: - Tranquillo sedative are sleeping tablets such as Valium. It is usually prescribed by the doctor. Sleeping tablet is the most commonly abuse tablet by uneducated people both in the rural and urban areas of Nigeria indiscriminately. Some sedatives are used in the treatment leprosy.
Narcotics: - They are primary used to relive pain. It is also used to reduce hunger, thirst, sexual urge and fear. Also makes surgeon sleep. Its side effects are impairment of intellectual developments and co-ordination.
Tranquilizers: - These are drugs used to reduce nervous anxiety and make someone calm. Examples of tranquilizer are Librium and radium. They act as depressant in the nervous system. The relax muscle, relieve emotional tension and induce light sleep.
 Hallucinogens: These are the drug that make people experience hallucination; hallucination is the experience of seeing of feeling something that is not really there. Something which some one imagines. Hallucinogen is called psychedelic. This drug is capable of eliciting change in sensation thing king and deformation of perception dream images. 
Drugs Commonly Abused By Students 
Oyewande (2014), in his research to be able to identify the drug commonly abused by students revealed that the most commonly used drug were marijuana, alcohol, amphetamines, mediate, and lysergic acid diethyl mild (LSD).
Aderemi and Oni (2021), in their view of undergraduate of the University of Ife now Obafemi Awolowo University (OAU) using drugs reveled that drug abuse began in the latter half of their secondary school program. Their research of the drug abuse by the secondary school student showed that out of one hundred (100) respondents used for the research, 40% of the student used amphetamines while 35%of the students used marijuana and 13%of the students used madras.
 Omotosho (2013), explain that drug frequently abused includes narcotics, stimulants depressants and hallucinogens. 
Identification of Drug Abusers
               Ayodele (2022), explains that the difference between medicine and hard drugs is that medicines makes people to get well when they are sick while hard drugs react badly and can make people run mad when they use them. Most people who use hard drug end up being criminals and they are called ‘’drug Addicts’’.
Dankano, & Garba,(2020)  suggested the following checklist to identify drug abusers. 
· Increase in concentration problem
· Difficult in speech
· Creeping feeling of persecution thinking that certain people or institution becoming hostile toward him. 
· Fainting memory easy forgets contents of massage left with a drop in school grade or class position.
· Exaggerated feeling of self-confidence of increased underlying feeling of inferiority. 
· A total denial that drugs is harmful. 
· Increasing hard ups in close relationship especially with parent and with opposite sex. Cohen also identifies some of the signs and symptom of drug abusers are as following:- 
· They are over sensitive.
· They are easily initiated and lack of confidence in people.
· Wreaking or destruction of individual physical integrity
· They are very aggressive and experience sleeplessness.   
· Redness of the eyeballs of the abuse, some of them wear glasses in day And night. 
· Truancy from school “student” they also engage in stealing money and other valuable items. 
· They are careless in an appearance, sensitiveness, hiding one self, withdrawal from social interaction.
Ayodele (2022), itemizes the following as how to identify someone who has abused drugs.  
· Untidy appearance –Their body always look very untidy.
· Drunken behavior -They behave like somebody who is drunk.
· Begging-They beg to get money to buy the drug.
· Crime-Drug addicts generally commit more crimes. 
· Sick-Drug addicts usually look sick because they do not eat well.
· Disobedience-They always disobey law.
· Convulsion-They convulse as a result of the drug.
· Frequent accidents-People who use hard drugs do have frequent accidents.
Causes of Drug Abuse
Dankano, & Garba,(2020), Submitted that many people continually used drugs because they want a pleasurable change in their state of mind. He stressed further that the influence which the peer group has on the development of drug abuse has also been reported upon. As the old saying goes “bird of the same feather flock up together.’’ the drug abusers tend to form their own subculture and this male treatment of individual abuser in the group of difficult task.
He also identified the family background which may be borne out of divorced marital status, family disorganization, personality problems and disharmony, absent or ineffective parents and separation. He concludes by explaining that ignorance can also expose people to drug abuse, we should not assume that everyone has accepted the existence of risks involved in drug abuse. A lot of drug abusers are not educated on the kinds of drugs they consume. Some, who are even educated, deliberately consume excess or illegal drugs in order to maximize and enhance their performance, rather than committing themselves to serious training which involves personal denials and sacrifices.
Ayodele (2022), identifies the following as reasons for using hard drugs. These includes:- 
·   Bad friends
·  Bad parents 
·  Wrong information’s
· Frustration
· Looking for happiness
· Stimulation
· Desire to get well quickly.
Effects of Drug Abuse
Tijani (2022) identified drug abuse as one of the numerous delinquent acts which does not conform to the rules and regulation, norms and value of a given society. He explains further that a drug abuser exhibits neglects, waywardness and purposelessness. 
Ugwu (2013), explains that the effect of drug abuse is evident at the physical, physiological and society levels. He stressed further that drug abuse can cause brain damage in youth and heroin and other opiates reduce the rate  of respiration and metabolism while cocaine result in complication in woman during pregnancy and even death. 
Alanamu (2013), Explain that drug abuse have a long- lasting effect on the heart resulting in cardiovascular damage.  He stressed father that the withdrawal symptom of all dangerous drugs have such terrible effects on the health and well-being of the user by way of uneasiness, general body pains, hysteria, shivering, feverishness etc, the nation also shares in the problems of drug abuse through investment in monitoring general law enforcement and eventual treatment and rehabilitation of drug victims. The country’s depleted resources are thus spent on drug victims instead of deploying them to some other sectors of the economy. 
Adekunle (2016), while identifying types of moral laxity among the Nigerian youths explains that youth different socio-economic background are found to indulge in the use of stimulant and psychedelic drugs, narcotics. These drugs include marijuana, cocaine, heroin, etc Even though these drug have medical values and medical problem but their effect are too strong for ordinary person who abuse them.
The Role of the School in Curbing Drug Abuse 
In preventing and controlling drug abuse, students and youth also have important role to play, from what we have discussed earlier, the majority of those who engage in drug abuse are students and youths.
Molagun (2016), suggested that godly environment should be provided in the school to develop them spiritually such that can aids sound development and  promote the production of God fearing morally upright individuals who will in turn build God fearing and progressive society. She stressed further that an educational environment that is devoid of spiritual motivation is likely to breed vagabonds and social ill-perpetrators now or later in life. 
Alanamu (2013) submitted that there is the need to adopt various practical measures to minimize or eradicate the incidence. He suggested the following measures:-
· Legislation-the promulgation of legislation will therefore restrict the availability of certain drug on the counter. This in turn will prevent drug misuse. The school can therefore intimate their students with this legislation during P.T.A meeting and literary and debating programming of the school. 
· Law enforcement –the enforcement of legislation on drug misuse has been adopted by many nations as one of the practical strategies to prevent, control and terminate the incidence of drug abuse in the society. The school should report any case of drug abuse within the school premises to the appropriate authority such as the ministry, law enforcement agency and parents for appropriate sanction (Ayodele 2013.)
· Administrative control- In Nigeria, the National Agency For Food, Drug Administration and Control (NAFDAC) is the agency responsible for preventing drug abuse and trafficking. For instance, cigarettes cannot be sold to less than 18 years. The school has a role in enlightening their student and educates them about existing legislation. 
· Education- Education according to Alanamu (2013), has a great role to play in eradicating or minimizing its occurrence in Nigeria. In fact, Education remains the best method to prevent and control drug abuse. As it is accorded a high premium and recognized as a means of getting rid of ignorance, disease and poverty. Hence the school should live up toH the expectation of transforming an individual so that can be useful to themselves, members of their family and society at large.  
In conclusion, schools are expected to compliment the efforts of the home in all spheres of human development.   
 Appraisal of The Literature Reviewed
Several literatures were contacted on the effects of drug abuse on student’s academic performance of Biology students in selected  secondary schools in Ilorin Metropolis.
Ayodele (2022), Identified drug abusers as those that exhibit abnormal behavior, truancy, dirty appearance, sickness etc Alanamu (2023), identified  alcohol, cocaine and heroin, stimulants, tobacco and tranquillo-sedatives as drugs that commonly abused. This submission corroborate that of Omotosho (2013) who opined that drug abuse is said to have occurred when one become excessively dependent on drugs such as alcohol, marijuana, tobacco opium, barbiturates, amphetamines etc. 
Molagun (2016), suggested that godly environment is a necessity in school, based on the fact that school are expected to compliment the efforts of the home in all spheres of human development. She concluded that the foundation for proper development of a child especially the spiritual is expected to be laid at the family level. The school is to build on the foundation to make the child complete and acceptable before God and be made morally sound to influence the society positively.
          Ugwu (2023) explains that the story of using and trafficking these substances through the country is a well known one and the practice continues to be a sorry to government and the public. Dankano, & Garba,(2020) corroborate this when he explains that the nation shares in the costs of drug abuse through investment in monitoring general law enforcement and eventual treatment and rehabilitation of drug victims.



CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODS

This chapter cover research methodology used in conducting this research work. Its shows the research design, population, Sample  and Sampling techniques research instrument, validity of instrument, procedure for reliability of the data collection and data analysis techniques.
Research Design
The design for this study is a descriptive survey type. It involves the gathering of relevant information of investigation in the effects of drug abuse on students academic performance of the Biology students in selected secondary school in Ilorin West LGA. The questionnaire is designed to be administered to students in secondary schools.
Population
The target Population for the study is the entire population of students in secondary schools in Ilorin west local Government Area alone.
Sample and Sampling Procedure
The research made use of stratified random sampling techniques to select twenty (20) respondent from five secondary school which are within Ilorin west L.G.A in Ilorin metropolis among S.S 2 student to represent the entire population.
	To do this, the researcher wrote the names of S.S 2 student on a piece of paper and then use dip-hat method to randomly select twenty (20) S.S 2 student in each of the five selected school and the total of one hundred (100) respondents were involved
Research Instrument 
The questionnaire was the instrument employed to gether information from the research subject by the researchers. The instrument employed is divided into two sections. Section A contained personal data of the respondent while section B consisted of variable based on the effect of drug abuse on student academic performance in Biology in senior secondary school within Ilorin metropolis. 
Validity of the Instrument 
	The instrument was validated in line with this research works. This was done in order to get accurate figure. Validity refers to how well test measures what it is purported to measure. For any data gathering procedure such as questionnaire and interview guides is appropriate among other types of validity.
	The self constructed instrument for the study was given to the research supervisor for correction. The questionnaire is therefore validated and return back to the researcher for further study.
Reliability of the Instrument
	Reliability is the degree to which an assessment tool produces stable and constant results. The idea behind reliability is that any significant results must be more than one of the findings and be inherently repeatable. Other researchers must be able to perform exactly the same experiment under the same conditions and generate the same result Meskel (2002).
Procedure For Data Collection
             The researchers write a letter from the head of department of biology, school of Kwara State college of Education, Ilorin. The letter was tendered to the principals of the five selected secondary for permission to administer the questionnaire. 
The researcher personally supervised the filling of the questionnaire with the aid of research assistance and some teachers. The teacher assured the respondent of the maximum confidentiality that response shell be used mainly for research purpose. 
 Data Analysis Technique
The data will be collected for the research work, it also will be analyzed using frequency counts and percentages. This will be used to answer the research question raised.

CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
This chapter present the summary of the result, the conclusion draw and the recommendation made
Summary
The present study has attempted to look into the effects of drug abuse on students academic performance in senior secondary school in Ilorin metropolis specifically Ilorin west L.G.A of Kwara State. The researcher employed an integrated approach in the study of the meaning, classification, drug abuse, effects, causes and the role of the school in curbing drug abuse. 
The researcher made use of questionnaire tilted” drug abuse and 
student Academic performance“ to elicit responses from the respondent which include twenty randomly selected students from each of the most senior secondary schools to make a total of one-hundred respondents, fifty males and fifty females. Six research questions were raised and tested with the use of frequency count and percentages. 
Conclusion
The following conclusions were drawn from the result of this study. 
The study revealed that students engage in non-prescriptive drug for one reason or the other. Besides, it is the evidence from the study that male students abused drugs more than their femalecounter part in nearly of about ratio. Some even engage in drug abuse. More importantly, the study reveals that drug abuse is an evil act which must be uprooted from our society as it hamper student. Academic progress and ruin their live. The satisfaction which student derived from engaging in drug abuse is  eventual reper cautions or consequences.
Lastly, parent must be watchful and monitor whom their children move with as most of the respondents are of the opinion that peer group is one of the major avenue by which students are initiated into drug abuse habit.  
Recommendations
 Based on the result of the finding, the following recommendations were made.        
1. The religious leaders whom we rely on should strongly condem the abuse of drugs with preaching in the mosques and churches.         
2. The mass media (Radio, Television, news paper) should enlighten the public on the dangers of drug abuse; there should be discussions and debate on the various aspect of the problem of drug abuse for public hearing. 
3. Parent should be vigilant and watch their children so as to discourage and enlightened them of the danger abuse of drugs. Deviants should be reported to the principal for necessary punishment. parent should be interested in knowing their children friends.
4. The counselling unit of the school should live up to their expectation by examining why a particular student engages in drug abuse and possible solution and rehabilitation management 
5. School extracurricular activities such as practical Agric, literary, debate inter house sport, and drama should be resuscitated as they gear up students interest in the school program and help to shun indecency. 
6. Government and school Aauthority should maintain discipline on both teachers and students that misbehave and they should be made to face the full wrath of the law.
7. Above all, parent teachers Association (P.T.A) is the forum by which parents and teachers intimate with each other of the latest development and issues of concern.  P.T.A meeting should be periodic and not once in a year.
