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ABSTRACT
The study is an investigation into teachers perception of the course of deviant behavior among primary school pupils in Ilorin-West Local Government Area. Two hundred randomly selected teachers participated in the study by answering the questionnaire distributed. 
Five research hypothesis were proposed for the study while frequency counts and test statistical method were adopted to analyzes data gathered for the study. The study gave the following results.
Significance difference exist on the perception of male and female teachers, qualified and less qualified teachers, public and private schools teacher rural and urban school teacher on cause of deviant behavior among primary school pupils in Ilorin-West Local Government Area.
It is therefore recommendation that pupils should be effectively monitored they should be welted at home, parent should private relevant materials for children, parents should visit the children’s school regularly and parents should ensure they attend PTA meetings regularly to be aware of the children progress in the school.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study
Behavioral problem arise as a result of the various environment demand, the child has to cope with during the puberty periods.
The environmental demands may be internal or external. The internal demands may be includes issues such as physiological changes associated with rapid growth, neurological mechanism, hormonal activities and puberty related activities.
There are also internal forces associated with the maturation of the brain and other nervous tissues. The child can now think in the abstract, imagine, plan, predict and be more sensitive to be various ways in which other individual can reinforce or punish.
He is more assure of the change in modes feelings and attitude of other person, the principle of causality (that is, that human behaviors, feelings and reactions) when are often governed by a series of stimulus events
The external problem may arise as the adolescence attempts to relate to peer adults parent and other members of the society. Infact many problem of acceptance to his peer-group, alienation, identify, social mobility relating to social norms and taboos the adolescent may question many of the social norms, he may have frustration and develop. Identity crises and others as he questions the existing norms of society.
To many parts of the world, the youngster in the second decade of life are essentially in the secondary schools. This youths between twenty to thirty years must have finished the secondary school programme and might largely be in the university programme in many advanced countries of the west the emphasis here is that the youngster in the developing countries are on the stages of formal operational contrition developments.

Purpose of the Study
The  main purpose of the study is to investigate into teachers perception of the causes of deviant behaviors among primary school pupils in Ilorin-West Local Government Area. Specifically the study intends to obtain teachers opinion on causes of deviant behaviors among primary school pupils.

3. Is there any differences on the perception of experience and less experienced primary school teacher on causes of deviant  behaviours among primary school pupils in Ilorin west local government area
4. Is there any differences on the perception of public and primary school teachers on caused pupils in Ilorin west local government area?
5. Is there any differences on the perception of unban and rural primary school teachers on caused of deviant behaviour among primary school pupils in Ilorin west local government area?
Research Hypothesis

H04 There is no significant differences in the perception of public and private primary school teachers on causes deviant behavior among primary school pupils in Ilorin-west local government area.
H05 There is no significant differences in the perception of urban and rural primary school teachers on causes of deviant behavior among primary school pupils in Ilorin-west local government area.


Significance of the Study
	The findings of the study hope to be beneficial to education authority towards behavior modification of pupils in schools. It helps to assists school counselors on effective counseling of pupils in their academic performance in there school. The study hopes to enhance pupils interpersonal social relationship both in the school and in the society at large.
	Finally, the study hopes to serve as a useful resources to student of guidance and counseling, and those already in the field to further enrich their knowledge on the issue of causes of deviant behavior among primary school pupils.
Delimitation of the Study
	The study covers ten primary school in Ilorin-west local government area, whole 200 primary school teachers serve as sample for the study.

A deviant behavior elicits negative response, deviant behavior can be formal or informal norm is far loss offensive than a voluntary violation of a formal norm. also various anti-social behavior exposited by pupils in primary school.
Adolescent period: adolescent is a transitional stage of physical development that generally occurs during the period from puberty to legal adulthood. Adolescence is usually associated with the teenage years, but it’s physical psychological or cultural expression may begin earlier and end later, also it is the period built around social expectation especially for the growing youngster in primary schools.
Delinquency: criminal behavior, especially that carried out by a juvenile depending on the nation of origin, a juvenile becomes an adult anywhere between the age of 15 to 18, although the age  is sometimes lowered for murder and other serious crime delinquency implies conduct that does not conform to the legal or moral standard of society, it usually applies only to act that, if performed by an adult, would be termed criminal. It also refers to the behavior pattern that breaks certain rules, or laws enacted by constituted authorities
Truancy: is any intentional, unjustified unauthorized or illegal absence from compulsory education. It is absence caused by student of their own free will, and usually does not refer to medical condition truancy is usually explicitly defined in the school’s handbook of policies and procedures. It is the act of not attending school regularly by adolescents.

Many accounts of adolescent problems, according to Akinboye (1999) fail to include psychological changes in behaviopur, which create problems for adolescents. That fact remains that many of the behaviour problems of adolescents of youth are direct problems of certain aberration at the psychological level. Psychological processes are controlled in a very complicated way by the activities of the hereditary materials (genes). Hormones and environmental forces. It is only logical that a consideration of adolescent problems has some of their since the behavior are often expressed within context of brain functions.
Willaiams (2000) stressed that  many function tend to agree that majority of the physical and behavioural changes are controlled at four level of physiological controls.
These include:
a) The over powering influence of the brain after functionally expressed in the secretion and operation of the hormones of hypothalamus
b) The activities of the pituitary hormones
c) The development of the reproductive organs and the activities of the reproductive oragns and the activities of the reproductive hormones.
d) The change functions in body mechanism, which result in certain feelings, changes in value, rules aspiration, identify and social interactional strategies
Peer Group and Adolescent Behaviour
Peer group may be defined as a group of people who, through homopoly, share similarities such as age, background, and social status. The members of this group are likely to influence the person’s belief and behavior. Peer group contains hierarchies and distinct pattern of behavior.
Peer group describes the various way in which people of similar ages height, class and status relate and adjust to each other.  
Adeniyi (2002) for the adolescent, this is an extremely important group when they formulate and relive the way that perceive themselves. The peer group is also observed as playing a role of emancipation for the adolescent. This is because the youngerster’s first exposure to other groups is often made into the peer group. Having a number of things in common (age, class, thinking, feelings, reaction and problems) the adolescents tend to be more loyal to this group than their family group the group is therefore very powerful in the determination of the adolescents personality behavior and life styles.
Abdullahi (2001), stressed that, unlike in the childhood period when there was considerable strong bond of interaction between the child and parents, the adolescent is less socially toes to the parents. The weakening bond of social interaction between the adolescent and the parent seems to be replace by the adolescent interactions with the peers.
Alibi (2003) therefore, explained adolescent period as a social artificial a period which is around social expectations especially for the growing youngster. Hence, The adolescent becomes socially, sensitive’s to his peers through  whom he develop and operates the various way he perceives himself.
The peer group also help the adolescent to evaluate the various ways in which other perceive his competence.
Alabi (2001) stressed further that peer group is very important to the adolescent as it tends to provided new social. Content for him to try his interpersonal strategies. The peer group therefore replaces the apparently ineffective family content which the youngster had criticized so many times. It is a good content into which he  has emancipated having graduated from the home in his bid towards independence, autonomy and the of identify. The group is so importance to the youngster as it is one of those social contexts that provide the adolescent with a free forum among equals to share his problems. Hence, the peer group of varying size in schools to meet have same sex, values, interest and  abilities it is among such close friends that the adolescent may attempt to evaluate his competence to relate with others depending o9n how well others receive him. This is why it is often said that the peer group helps the youngsters to establish his identify and self control.
The adolescent may also operate among a good of close peers such groups are described as cheques. The youngster who has partially been alienated from his family and the adult word may formulated plans of all sort among the cliques. M is probably how the issue of generation group come in, as the youngster meet in small groups, cliques or gangs (groups formed as a result of rejection by the peer due to antisocial behavior), they may attempt to solve many of their threats conflict and frustration. Such problems often arise as a result of conflict with family member’s adult and social norms, rules e.t.c.
Juvenile Delinquency
Juvenile delinquency is also known as (Junvenile Offending) is the act of participating in unlawful behavior as minors (Juveniles, i.e individual younger than the statutory age of majority). Most legal system prescribe specific procedures fro delaing with juveniles, such as juvenile detention centers and courts, with it being common that juvenile sytems as treated as civil case instead of criminal or a hybrid for criminal case(typically the right to a public trial or to a jury trial).
According to Cozner (2003). The issue of delinquency may be as old as the time of organization of societies when the children disobeyed the laws and the rules laid down by parents. In the Hope Bidles, Coun was a terrible delinquent. When he killed his brother, Abel in the Garden of Eden. Delinquency tends to be on the increase in the modern world. Possible process that can make youngster break rules seem to be also on the increase. Possible reason for such observed increased incidence of juvenile delinquency might be attributed to a number of social forces such as expanding educational programmes, technological development changes in parenting styles as the mother also gained employment in industries etc.
Ademola (2004) noted that delinquency is not just naughty or mischievous behavior as many think, it is the behavior pattern that break certain rules or laws enacted by constituted authorities. In modern Africa, delinquency is seen in the behavior youngster as they break parental rules, teacher, authorities and social laws.
Offences ranges from the violation of disciplinary measures of parent to truancy, stealing, assault, robbery and other socially undesirable behaviours to mob disobedience and violence, student unrest, student protests and vandalism often seen in schools and the society.
Williamson (2007) stressed that other psychological factors may be due to personality styles as protest prones, aggression, deviance etc.
It could be a product of strained relationship between youngsters and their parents. It could arise as a result of reinforcement of extreme authority have to be more understanding more considerate and are scientific in their approach. Any programme of management should start with a careful assessment of some of the factors contributing to such socially undesirable behavior. Careful observation, recoding and interpretation of information should precede any programme of management. 
According to Gesunde (2005) many reason have been suggested as possible causes of delinquency. These include poor home condition, peer group, generation gap etc. it is observed that whole youngster should not be left to break rules unchecked, an understanding and sympathetic approach might be more effective than the punitive and some times high handed authoritarian approach used in most cases. A recognition of the simple principle that a particular behavior is often caused by a number of interacting factors  might guide those wanting to manage delinquency. Sincere understanding and consistent assessment of the environmental forces of the home, the school and the society where the youngster operates amy let out some of this unmet which possibly might be responsible delinquent behavior.
Psychological problems that may influence child deviant behavior
According to Akpan (2009) psychological of youngsters may arise in the home or society or school for instance, youngster may have a lot of problems tend to be centered around d social interaction between the youngsters and the parent. Parent may be separated which tend to give the youngsters a lot of anxiety and worry.
On the other hand, conflicts between parents that are not separated are equally bad youngsters many have problems with other siblings in the home. Competition, jealousy and others are frequently sort such thing out, they may be sources of disorganizing emotional problems to teenagers.
Other psychological problems may be associated with school related activities. For instance under achieving teenagers have been observed to have school, the teacher and school subject, which has adverse effect on their performance academically. The unfortunate  about tows type of problem in the teenager is that parent some times complicate the problems by violently rescating the youngster who already  failed in school.
An understanding support of the child is very crucial to develop his academic skills and emotional confidence.
Ogunlade (2006). It should be noted that failure in school work is very painful to the adolescent but his problem is that he may not know what to do to improve failure for example frustrate the youngster. It makes him to anticipate future, and to fear the home where parent do not want to accept failure children, and sometimes it may make the youngsters or lose the motivation to live. He may run away from the home to seek solution from his peers. He may stay neurotic for a while .
Ogunlade (2007). Another important school related problems of teenagers cente’s around his vocational development of a child is found in career placement, this is not go, vocational development of the adolescent is intimately toed to the type of school he attends, the subject. Combination and his achievements in these subject. Combination and his to be an engineer but fail to chose necessary subject that may lead to his career, his vocational interest and motivation are bounds to be frustrated hence, many adolescent develop fellings of dequacy about the job have the right subject combination. One cannot over emphasize and confusion in the mind of such vocational aspiration.
Write (2011) stressed that emotional disturbances of teenagers in school may lead to a chain of scholar elated adjustment problems in youngster generally  described as educational deficiencies. They may include poor study habits, lack of concentration on study. Frequent records of failure episodes slow learning, marked underachievement in many academic subject reading problems, psycholinguistic disabilities, such academic deficiencies may result in feelings of inadequacy, lack of motivation to learner, achieve and succeed. These problems and other school related aberrant behavioural patterns such as truancy, indiscipline and emotional behavior patterns need special psychological attention.
Teacher’s Behaviour as a reflect of Student Behaviour
Teacher’s personality is reflected in his behavior is consequently influence his/her pupils behavior.Ryan’s (2008) conducted his research on the relationship between pupils and teacher in classroom situation, where there is mutual relationship between the teacher and the pupils, tendency of high positive response from the children, the teacher in the teaching/learning process. Also that a friendly classroom behavior, organized business  like  classroom behavior facilities productive pupils behavior.
In the same vein, Yoloye (2007) stressed on the need of affection from the teachers by the pupils which will enhance  mutual relationship it was of the view that the teacher needs concentration of attention and interest from the pupils, while on the other hand the pupil need affection and love the teachers. Therefore, in the existence of the needs from the various sides, the tendency of cooperative attitude and behavior occurs.
Social Climate of the School
The type of school climate operating in the a school also affect pupils behavior. The way a particular pupils  is regarded is affected by the teacher behaviour towards him/her which is then transferred into the group the secondary school teacher with undesirable teacher, pupils relations, who create atmosphere of fear and tension, and think primarily, in terms of subject matters to be covered rather than in terms of what the student needs feel or know, or can do, is more likely to fail pupils. However, teacher who maintain harmonious relations with his student will likely lead his pupils to succeed in all areas including interpersonal situation Ben (2001)
To prove this assertion was Frederick (2004) study on two contesting social climate in which two groups of ten years old were engaged in making theoretical task. One group leader said to operate as an autocrat by imposing foils on the group. The leader frustrated the group goals and ideas, and was not objective in his comments about their work. In the other group, the leader operated in the democratic manner by sponsoring group goals and by giving friendly help and guidance. 
Both group work on the task for three months under two kinds of leadership. The report stated that, the groups were asked to vote at the end of the twelve week on whether to continue the project or not and what to do with the task that had under taker the result of the findings revealed that all members in the automatic group voted to stop the meeting where as most of the members in the democratic group wanted to continue.
The implication of this finding is that student who work the proper kind of leadership and good atmosphere seem to like their work, feel it to be important and would want more of the same activities.
Youth Moral Behavioural Problems
According to Ademola (2011), moral behavior problems of youth may be considered around three main themes. These include sex, drug, cigarette-abuse including some other addictive behavior manifestations such as over eating and obesity and the issue of faith and relating with God. Joseph (2011) stressed that  youth period had often been described as a period of heightened heterosexual awareness often accompanied by externally high degree of sex drive. The sex drive tends to get  the youth confused and often disorganized about what to do. How far can the youngster go in love affairs especially, with the realities of economic limitations confronting him? With a  bit of carelessness the youngerster may make accident decisions, which may result in unwanted pregnancies, infection with venereal diseases, dropping out of school to take care of babies etc.
This is why a board based programme of premarital counseling coupled with adequate sex education is very crucial for the youths, especially in the developing countries where many parents, teachers, school principal, pastors and others still feel that the youth should not be exposed to sex education. It should be realized that sex is intimately related to the social and personal adjustment of the youngsters. This is probably why some people have asserted that as his sex membership, William (2013).
A member of human attributes such as self concept, identify occupation, thinking, feeling, reacting, social interaction are centrally determined by sex typing. More important to moral behavior is the moral conflict which may be generated by inadequate related to his total adjustment in the home, school, work contets and society at large youths should be helped to adjust to some time compulsive sex drive (Gesunde 2005).
Another issue that may be considered with in the general domain of moral behavior of youth, according to Ogunlade (2006) is the youth tendency to use certain drugs such as min-altering depressant, alcohol, cigarette, Indian hemp and others that are very harmful, sometime terrible of the body.
The youth period of life seems a sensational period of passionate excitement for youngster when they may even take certain decision not fro any logical reasons but because they see significant others, peers teacher and so on engaged in the acts. They are therefore, vicariously reinforced to engage in behavior patterns which may terminally affect their vitality and reduce their longetivity. Hence, the general principle that the human body is the temple of God, and that it should not be observed that the adolescents period is a period when many of the youngsters get initiated into the socially undesirable habit of smoking cigarette, Indian hemp, drinking alcohol and experimenting with other heavy such as mind altering and mood depressing.
A standard programme of moral instruction past oral and youth counseling will definitewly help reduce  the moral laxity that is often precipitated by the exaggerated excitement of twos age

CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHOD
Research Design
The research design for the study is the descriptive survey design.
This survey design is considered appropriate because according to Denga (2000) is aims at coveting large and small sample from the population in order to examine the distribution incidences and interaction of educational and sociological phenomena. Best (2001) descriptive survey research method as a method that  enable a research to obtain the opinions of representative examples of a target population using descriptive research for his study.
Population for the Study
The population for the study comprises of all primary school in Ilorin west local government area.
Sample and Sampling Technique
The target sample for the study comprises of 200 primary school teachers who are randomly selected from ten primary school in Ilorin west local government area. The stratified random technique was adopted for the study. Stratified sampling technique, is a process that involves classifying a target population into two or more strata according to the described characteristics of the population.
Research Instrument 
The main instrument used for this study is the questionnaire tagged teachers perception of the causes of deviant behavior among primary school pupils survey questionnaire. The questionnaire consist of two section, section A deals with respondent personal data such as sex, educational qualification years of teaching experience, school type and school location.
Section B consist of question items relating to causes of deviant behavior among primary pupils and answered by the respondent by ticking strongly agree, disagree and strongly disagree, and agree in the approlpriate column
Validity of the Instrument
Validity is the degree to which a test actually measures what it is meant to measure and how well it does so (Oladele 2000), reliability is the consistency, accurancy, stability and trust worthiness of a measuring instrument, that is how far the same test or a similar one would give the same result if it could be done again by the respondent on different occasions.
To determine the reliability of the instrument test-retest reliability is used within two week interval on a sample of twenty teachers. The test-retest reliability was done using Pearson product movement correlation method. The result gave 0.76  as the coefficient.


Procedure for Data Analysis 
The method adopted in the analysis  and interpretations of data obtained from questionnaire distributed are frequency counts and t-test statistical method. Frequency count is used to determine the respondents personal data, while t-test is used to test the hypothesis proposed for the study.

V. Significant difference exist in the perception of urban and rural primary school teachers on causes of deviant behavior among primary school pupils in Ilorin-west local government area.
Conclusion
The result show that different categories’ of people have deviant perception on the causes of deviant behavior among primary school pupils.
Recommendations
From the foregoing therefore, the following recommendation {are made} 
Children should be well feed at home before going to school and provision for lunch should be made for the children.
Parent should endeavor to provide relevant materials for children to ensure their teaching in the school.
Parent should endeavor to pay the children school fees which will avoid the children being driven out of school.
Parents should ensure they attend parent teachers association (PTA) meetings regularly in order to be aware of the children progress in school.
