ABSTRACT
The internet is used for educational purposes which include students using the internet to enhance their knowledge related to their academic interests. This study therefore investigated impact of internet on the life and academic performance of senior secondary school students in research in Ilorin West Local Government, Kwara State. It also sought to ascertain the impact of internet use students in carrying research project, determine the impact of internet use on students in carrying research project and examine the obstacles to the use of internet in research. The research design adopted a descriptive research. The population for the study comprised some selected senior secondary school students. Random sampling technique was used to sample 166 respondents for the study. A research instrument was used for data collection. The data collected was analysed using the descriptive and inferential statistics at 0.05 level of significance. The instrument used was subjected to a test retest method and found to have a reliability coefficient of 0.79 using Crombach’ Alpha. The findings of the study revealed that there is significant relationship between impact of internet on life and academic performance of secondary school students, there is significant relationship between impact of internet usage and students research projects and also there is significant relationship between obstacles to the use of internet and research Based on the findings, it was recommended that students should be taught how to search for academic information or materials online. There should be effective supervision of students on internet use by teachers and parents so that students do not solely concentrate on social media.  The School ICT Laboratories should be well equipped with internet facilities to assist student research and Study.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study
The internet is the key information and communication technology that led to a worldwide revolutionary change in the information scenario (Siraj, et al., 2015). The internet is a pool of knowledge and any country that fails to provide her youth access to the internet is unseating the country from her throne of dignity among other dignitaries (Olatokun, 2008). It is developed to serve as a platform for various activities for all age groups in society (Akin-Adaeamola, 2014). The internet is a technology that has become an enormous part of people’s daily lives. Through its ability to act as a support medium in different functions for which people use it, the internet was introduced to academic institutions as a tool to enhance student’s academic experience in the mid-1990s (Ngoumandjoka, 2012). Over the last decades, internet connectivity has improved tremendously and is available everywhere such as homes, offices, travels and schools (Ellore, et al., 2014). Today, empirical studies (e.g Adedotun, 2015; Akende & Bamise, 2017) report that access to information can influence the academic performance of students. The use of credible internet resources is of greater importance for academic study, especially in high class courses which require an academic review of literature (Sahin, et al., 2010). Internet use for educational purpose is found by Kim (2011) to be the heart of adolescent academic achievement. The availability of internet is almost everywhere, most students have had access to internet on their cellphones (Ellore et al. 2014). This helps students to broaden their academic knowledge, research and assignments by accessing information worldwide and also enhances easy communication to the academic community (Siraj, et al., 2015).
Yesilyurt, et al. (2014) argued that access to a home computer and internet connection contributes to students’ academic performance as well as self-learning skills. Taking into account access and usage of internet by secondary school students in Nigeria, Olatokun (2008) indicated that most students believed the internet to be far better and convenient than their school libraries. They saw it as a source for general knowledge, and hence it has helped them improve their reading habits and their academic performance. The internet is sometimes used as a supplementary learning material and has led to an improvement in students’ academic performance (Siraj, et al., 2015). In Ghana, graduate students see the library as a favorable environment for studies, and a source of relevant and realistic information for research. However, they prefer using the internet to the library because of the fact that the latter provides readily information at all times, faster access to information and large amount of information (Kumah, 2015). 
The topmost uses of the internet by secondary students is charting, downloading, watching videos online, playing online games, and online shopping (Akin-Adramola, 2014). This suggests that some secondary students do not receive proper guidance in the use of the internet in studying. The internet can be a bad tool for higher academic achievement if only its usage is not controlled (Mami and Hatami-Zad, 2014). Recent studies (e.g. Mami and Hatami-Zad, 2014; Torres-Diaz et al., 2016; Carter, 2016) have found that a balance use of the internet leads to greater academic success among students. University students have control over the use of internet which has greatly reflected in their academic performance (Sahin, et al., 2010). 
Increasing numbers of people worldwide are using the Internet (1,574,313,184 as of December 31, 2021). It has been recently reported that adolescents today spend a significant amount of time on the Internet for multiple purposes (Ito, Horst, Bittanti, Boyd, Herr-Stephenson, Lange, et al., 2008). Studies have indicated that the use of the Internet can be helpful to adolescents to complete schoolwork more effectively and efficiently (Borzekowski& Robinson, 2005; Jackson, et al., 2006). However, other investigators have suggested direct negative effects of Internet use on academic outcomes (Choi, 2007; Sirgy, Lee, & Bae, 2006). Excessive Internet use has been associated with problems with maintaining daily routines, school performance, and family relationships (Rickert, 2001).
The Internet is a global linking of computers that allows information transfer. The Internet was established in the early 1960s by the U.S. Department of Defense (Schneider, Evans, &Pinard, 2006), primarily for military purposes. Since then, the continual improvement of the Internet technology has provided an extraordinary level of public accessibility to a wide range of forms of communication, e.g. intra-organizational and inter-organizational email; data storage, management and transfer; social websites like Facebook; text messaging such as Twitter, and so forth. Due to the development and spread of cheaper and more user-friendly computer technology and software (e.g., portable computers, Microsoft Word etc.), the use of the Internet has increased dramatically. In 2010, the world’s Internet use was 28.7% of the population. While this may not seem like a very large portion of the world’s population, the growth in the use of the Internet has been dramatic. For example, between 2000 and 2010, the rate of growth of Internet use was 444.8% (Internet World Stats, 2010). There are many benefits associated with Internet use, such as access to needed information, worldwide access to news and events, and interpersonal communication through email. However, along with the phenomenal growth of the Internet and its use, 2 there has been a growing concern worldwide regarding the risks associated with Internet over-use (Buchholz, 2009; Daily News, 2008, 2009; Fackler, 2008; Janta, 2008; Khaosod, 2007; The Associated Press, 2009). It is now believed that there could be widespread „addiction‟ to it, in particular amongst college and university students (Chou & Hsiao, 2000; Fortson, Scotti, Chen, Malone, & Del Ben, 2007; Kim, et al., 2010; Kubey, Lavin, & Barrows, 2001; Morahan-Martin & Schumacher, 2000; Scherer, 1997; H. Yan, Liu, Ni, & Chen, 2009; M. Yang et al., 2009).Internet plays a fundamental role in organizations and society. The basic fact justifies the information revolution that has been taking place across the globe in recent times. The term Internet according to Cawkell in Ogedebe (2004), is a large computer network formed out of some thousands of interconnected networks, and it supports a whole range of services such as electronic, file transfer protocol, database access and many others. It is therefore not surprising the success story behind the advent of Internet.
Influence of Internet on Academic Performance of students differs depending on population. Sanni, et al. (2009) in a recent study observed that there is a gender difference in internet use and thus adequate attention should be paid to ensuring equal access between male and female students. The study also establishes that the present level of capabilities for internet-assisted research is encouraging and that improving internet facilities in our universities will enhance academic research in Nigerian tertiary institutions if strategically embarked upon. A review of literature reveals that teachers and students are the most frequent users of the Internet, using it mainly for educational purposes rather than for entertainment. Several studies like Oagboro, (2003); Panda and Sahu, (2003); Hanauer2004) have established a high degree of access and use of the Internet among college students. Hanauer’s (2004) report showed that 83% of Internet users had access at their homes and 51% at their colleges or libraries. Eighty-one percent of the students access the Internet mostly for college work and 80% for e-mail/chat. Mishra, Yadav and Bisht (2005) conducted a research study on the Internet usage patterns of undergraduate students at the G B Pant University of Agriculture and Technology, Pantnagar. Their findings indicated that a majority of the students (85.7%) used the Internet, and 61.5% of the males and 51.6% of the females used it for preparing assignments. A majority of the respondents,83.1% male and 61.3% female, indicated the slow functioning of Internet connections as a major challenge.
Robinson, (2005) examined Internet use among African-American college students and concluded that the use of the Internet for most of the students occurred at school or in the workplace. In 2002, the Corporation for Public Broadcasting conducted a research on student’s Internet use in the United States. Findings revealed that children experienced the equivalent of an adolescent growth in their use of the Internet between 2000 and 2002. 65% of American children ages 2-17 were observed to use the Internet from home, school, or some other location – a 59 percent growth rate since 2000, when 41 percent of children went online from any location (CTF, 2002).
However, despite the usefulness of the Internet to students, several studies have examined the negative effects it could have on teens. For instance, immoral contents can be viewed in the closet, on a laptop, on a palmtop, etc. without the reservation that any other person will know about the content being consumed. According to Longe, et01. (2007),the Internet has also served as the platform for pedophiles who take undue advantage of the innocence of children and teenagers to engage them in sex chat rooms and eventually invite them for sexual escapades. Hertlein, & Piercy, (2006) are of the opinion that people are using the Internet more frequently to form friendships and romances and to initiate inordinate affairs. They provided a critical review of the literature on Internet infidelity. Cheryl, (2007) revealed that the average age of a child when first exposed to Internet pornography is at 11 years old, with the largest consumers of pornography in America being the 12-to-17-year old group. Almost 90 percent of eight to 16-year-olds have viewed pornography online, most while doing homework. This study aims at examining the use and miss-use of the Internet by secondary school students in Nigeria. 
The internet provides several opportunities for the academic. It is a mechanism for information dissemination and a medium for collaborative interaction between individual and their computers without regard for geographic limitation of space. Kur, (2004) cited in Awake (2002) posits that the dynamic nature of the 2lst century and more centuries to come rests on technological revolution. No wonder, Marshall McLuhan, a Canadian English Professor in 1964 propounded the concept of “Global Village” regarding the entire globe as having the potentials of becoming a “global community” where information and news about anything and anywhere in the world would be readily available for anyone’s consumption in any part of the world and without mincing word, the impact of modern communication technology like the internet in achieving this feat cannot be underestimated as more online journals are now available, today more than a thousand articles are available on every research subject intended apart from availability on many grammar correction and paraphrasing tool such grammarly, including anti plagiarism software etc.
Internet is popularly referred to as net. It is a system of communication on a global basis. According to Mangal, and Mangal, (2014), internet is known as the largest wide area network (WAN) in the world. It is the largest inter-network system (the network of networks) that provides the fastest, easiest and cheapest means for the countless users to get, provide and communicate information on a global basis. Internet is a complex of interconnected computer networking worldwide which is available for use to the general public. These interlinked computers transmit data through a special communication protocols called internet protocol (IP) (Wikipedia, 2018) internet hold wide range of information resources and services which are used for different purposes like transfer of files, sharing documents chatting online and many more. The impact of internet on education can be felt in homes, schools, colleges, universities, with information available at a check of bottom.
It should be noted that Internet is a short form of international network or inter-network which is a means of communication which is behind all other modern technology that is capable of reaching the entire people in the globe at a very fast, effective and efficient manner. Also, The Internet is a global network connecting millions of computers. More than 190 countries are linked into exchanges of data, news and opinions (Wikipedia, 2016).
The internet has been defined as the communication superhighway that links, hooks, and transforms the entire world into a global village where a different individual can easily get in touch, see, or speak to one another, as well as exchange information instantaneously from one point of the globe to another (Shitta, 2002). This technology has reshaped the tertiary educational practice in terms of improving academic learning (Apuke and Iyendo, 2017; Manasijević et al., 2016; Iyendo and Halil, 2015) and will be more feasible in the future. Hussain, (2012) reported that the internet and its usage in higher education have improved educational development and research and has encouraged virtual interactions for sharing research findings.
The rationale for internet utilization for academic and research purposes stems from the benefits derived, such as free access to online journals, magazines and other information resources. It has been theorized (i.e. Technology acceptance model) that the perceived usefulness or perceived utility is the major rationale for the acceptance of technological devices such as the internet. The perceived usefulness (PU) is described as the extent to which a person perceived that utilizing a particular technological device will improve a given job performance. Whilst Perceived Ease of Use (PEOU) is the extent a person feels that utilizing a particular technological device would require less effort, or how well a technological device can fasten a work without necessarily putting much effort (Tezer and Soykan, 2017). In this regard, Sahin et al. (2010) pointed out that the use of internet in the educational setting has enabled easy access to many resources and information sharing. This conforms with Audu, (2006) claim that the internet is beneficial in several ways in the academic settings in terms of providing access to global sources of information and permitting researchers to discuss and share experiences. Bashir et al. (2008) noted that educators who advocated for technology integration into the learning process had the impression that it will improve learning and prepare students to effectively participate in the twenty-first-century workplace. It has been observed that new digital technologies have been widely used in higher education institutions (Dogruer et al., 2011), and this efficiently helps students to carry out substantial research work (Devi and Roy, 2012). Despite these possible benefits of the internet for learning, instructing, and research, there is the limited provision of efficient internet services in most tertiary institutions (Ureigho et al., 2006) in developing countries. Muniandy, (2010) comment that the adoption of the internet would be meaningless in the educational settings without appropriate internet facilities.
Like in any other higher institution of learning around the globe, Nigerian university undergraduate students are often required to conduct diverse research work as they progress through their final year. The qualities of a student's research and learning are largely dependent on the quality, quantity and current internet resources referred to (Ilo and Ifijeh, 2010; Mbofong, 2003). This has attracted research debate on the use of internet in contemporary educational contexts in developing countries such as Nigeria. However, most of these studies predominantly highlight its impact on academic performance (grades), communication, and general educational purposes (Ifinedo, 2017; Cerretani, et al., 2016; Rashid and Han, 2016; Nwagwu, et al., 2009; Adegboji and Toyo, 2006; Oduwole, 2004). This indicates that detailed studies that try to interpret student perspective on internet access and usefulness for research and academic learning are still in their embryonic phase (Emeka and Nyeche, 2016; Fasae and Adegbilero-Iwari, 2015; Adekunmisi, et al., 2013; Nwezeh, 2010). It is worthwhile to mention that most of these documented researches based merely on students within Western, Eastern and Western region (Afolabi, 2015; Otunla, 2013; Agboola, 2010; Ani, 2010; Nwagwu et al., 2009; Omotayo, 2006; Adogbeji and Akporhonor, 2005). Poushter (2016) observed that technological development in universities within this region is not much advanced and very little research in the implementation of information and communication technology (ICT) has been undertaken as compared to research in universities in other regions of Nigeria.
Several studies have supported that the internet utilization is most prevalent among younger, educated individuals (Poushter et al., 2015; Hoffman et al., 2000). For example, Ivwighreghweta, and Igere, (2014) investigated the impact of the internet on academic performance in selected tertiary institutions in Nigeria and found that most of the students were computer literate and merely access relevant academic materials through the Cyber Café. Most of the students disclosed that the internet usage improves their examination preparation. E-journals and e-books were among the resources often used. However, power outage, slow internet speed, lack of computer terminals, too many hits or information overload and insufficient computer were some of the problems impeding effective internet access or usage.
Studies have found that internet mobile learning among college/university students has brought about a profound and diverse pool of knowledge. For example, Ahmed and Bukar, (2016) found that the majority of Adamawa state university students in Nigeria who utilize the internet for educational and entertainment purposes depended on their mobile devices for internet access. Fasae and Adegbilero-Iwari (2015) discovered that science students in Nigerian private universities who regularly access the internet facilities on their smartphones (such as e-mails, social media and search engines), utilize it for educational and communication purposes. However, poor internet connectivity and the high cost of data subscription were identified to be the major challenges confronting the students. According to Agboola, (2010), there is a high level of mobile device dependency for internet access among agricultural science students in Nigeria. In the same survey, it was found that most of the students who utilize the internet for educational and entertainment purposes prefer to use textbooks among print materials and the essential electronic agricultural library (TEEAL) among the electronic resources. 
Otunla, (2013) reported that a considerable number of undergraduate students in Nigeria accessed and use the internet through their mobile telephones and laptops using a modem as a router, whereas a few accessed the internet through the University digital centre and none accessed through the University Library. It was likewise shown that the internet made data retrieval easier, resulting in a positive impact on the student's educational development. Nwagwu et al., (2009) affirm that most of the students of the University of Ibadan, Nigeria, utilize the internet for educational purposes, however, it varied with age, level of study and faculty. It was observed that those in the higher classes utilize the internet more often and have lesser time for leisure and entertainment. The students believed that the information derived from the internet is useful and trustworthy. This is consistent with Alshahrani et al., (2017) study, which concluded that the use of the internet has a profound impact on students' academic self-confidence, self-reliance and student lecturer connectedness.
There is research evidence to show that internet utilization has a profound impact on research and learning activities (Fasae and Adegbilero-Iwari, 2015; Adekunmisi et al., 2013; Nwezeh, 2010). Nwezeh's (2010) indicated that most of the academic staff and students in Obafemi Awolowo University in Nigeria, found the use of email and Web worthwhile for research and information retrieval. A similar empirical evidence proposed that the use of e-mail for academic-related activities should be encouraged among students in order to harness its full potential in improving academic performance (Nketiah-Amponsah et al., 2017). 
Afolabi, (2015) remark that, although online learning tools are available at Adekunle Ajasin University in Nigeria, its usage has not been fully integrated into their curriculum. Yet, students and lecturers are willing to utilize it whenever it is implemented. In this regard, a prior study has proven that the internet enables Delta state university students in Abraka, Nigeria to access relevant and up to date materials for their research work without travelling to other places to source for research materials (Adogbeji and Akporhonor, 2005). Bankole, (2013) remarked that students at Olabisi Onabanjo University, Ago Iwoye, Nigeria, access the internet from homes and commercial cybercafé. The survey also discovered that the daily usage of the internet facilities such as Google, Yahoo, and Google Scholar search engines were often employed for communication purposes, research and updating of knowledge and this improved their academic activities. Yet, slow internet connection and inadequate institutional internet facilities were highlighted as the constraint to proper access and usage of the internet. Additionally, Oduwole, (2004) argues that the internet has a great impact on the research outcomes of students in Nigerian Universities of Agriculture, as this enables them to have fast communication with their schoolmates, as well as offer a platform for accessing and publishing papers online. Other evident studies conducted among Delta State University, Abraka, students in Nigeria reported that the internet contributed significantly to the easiness of research through downloading materials (Adegboji and Toyo, 2006), as well as enhanced the cognitive operation of data dissemination (Kamba, 2008). In contrast, Ureigho et al.'s (2006) study on the impact of the internet on learning, teaching and research in higher institutions found that students and staff use the internet primarily for online chatting and e-mailing, rather than accessing research materials. Emeka and Nyeche (2016) reported that the employment of the internet by the students of the University of Abuja, Nigeria enhanced the skill and capacity of students. Though, lack of computer skills, slow internet server and the problem of paying for online were found to be some of the problems encountered in the use of the internet.
Oghenetega, and Igere, (2014) noted that majority of students in Nigeria tertiary institution use the internet in order to retrieve relevant better for their examinations and other academic activities. Academic activities are those programmes that fall under the realm of the normal curriculum of school or institutions of learning perform by students and teachers under the auspices of the school. Academic activities in the context of this paper are those exercises that are related to teaching and learning which are carried out in the Higher Institutions of learning such as classroom teaching and learning, quizzes take home assignments, classroom tests, seminar works, project works, lectures and so on. Institutions refers to higher education is offered to students after their secondary school education. They include universities, polytechnics, colleges of technology, and colleges of education, correspondence colleges and such institution that may be allied to them (FRN, 2013). Higher education in Nigeria aims at: 
· The acquisition, development and inculcation of proper, value orientation for survival of the individual and society.  
· The development of the intellectual capacities of individuals to understand and appreciate their environments;  
· The acquisition of both physical and intellectual skills which will enable individuals to develop into useful members of the community.  
· The acquisition of an objective new of the local and external environments. Higher educational institutions achieve these goals community service and acting as a storehouse of knowledge. It is the intention of Nigeria government that a greater proportion of higher education expenditure will be devoted to science and technology which the internet takes the centre stage hence the need for this study. 
Indeed, studies conducted in many regions of Nigeria, particularly in the western and Western states, have established that students extensively use the internet for their research work (Ani, 2010), and this has progressively improved students' academic performance in this region (Ogedebe, 2012). However, there has been very limited research conducted among students in the Northeastern part of Nigeria. It is worthwhile to note that, in this region, technological development in Universities is not much advanced and very little research has been carried out to show the implementation of ICT as compared to Universities in other parts of Nigeria. Thus, there is a need for a study to investigate how students in this region find ways to make use of the internet to facilitate their studies. This study, therefore, explores the impact of internet on undergraduate in research.
Statement of the Problem

The overwhelming and glaring features of the present educational systems and structures are the abnormal and unending deterioration if the quality of education at all level over the years. The West African Examination and National Examination Council result have constantly elicited this groin reality which seriously necessitates urgent attention. Thus it is the aim of this study to provide a template on which the revival of the educational system can be built, also to find out the impact and effects of internet on academic performance of secondary schools students through the use of ICT and as well as investigating the problems associated with the use of internet in teaching and learning process.
Purpose of the Study
The main objectives of this study is to investigate the effect of internet on the academic performance of secondary school students. The specific objectives are:
1. To discover the exposure of students to internet
2. To find out the importance of internet on the academic performance of the students
3. To discover the reason for abuse of internet among the youth and adolescents
4. To find out how exposed the teachers are to internet facilities.
Research Questions
The following research questions will guide the researcher to achieve the specified objectives:
1. How exposed are the students to internet facilities?
2. What are the effect of using of internet and the academic performance of students?
3. What are the reasons for the abuse of internet among the youth?
4. How exposed are the teachers to internet facilities?
Research Hypotheses 
Ho1	There is no significant effect of students’ exposure to internet facilities
Ho2 	There is no significance relationship between using of internet and the academic performance of students.
Ho3	There is no significant effect of abuse of internet among the youth
Ho4	There is no significant effect of teachers’ exposure to internet facilities 


Significance of the Study
This research work will expose the students, lecturers/teachers, parents, government at various levels and the general public to the impacts of internet on teaching as well as the national development on the suggestion that would be made if well utilized will reduce teacher’s burden in teaching jobs, also facilitating teaching and learning activities. It will also help the students to study through the use of internet without teacher’s been the intermediary, also the use of Computer Aided Instruction (CAI) among others will be exposed too, and it will enable Nigerians education to compete with well developed countries education system.
The research of this kind becomes necessary as its findings will provide the public with comprehensive and broad knowledge of what could be the impacts of internet on the readability and research among Nigerian students.
This research will help government to benefit from the suggestion and recommendations offered by the study if applied, as it would lead to an improvement in the education policies, programme and implementations. 
The Nigerian students will find this research useful as it will enable them to know how to effectively employ the internet for academic advancement rather than frivolity. Thus, the value of this study will be beneficial to the management team, students, future researchers and technical centers at University of Ibadan.
The management and lecturers of tertiary institution will use this research to create programmes and formulate better lecture materials or study guides that include internet and other emerging media to aid learning, teaching and communication.
The outcome of this research will lead to a better understanding of the Internet more, its uses towards academic performance. It will also enable students to know their flaws and make corrections to it. The output of this research work will also add to the current literature on the Internet usage in academic generally. Future researchers and scholars who many what to carry out research in this area or related aspect will find this materials very useful and serve as reference material while the findings will serve as eye opener to parents and guidance’ eyes on the need to monitor their children on who they do on the Internet.
Scope of the Study  
This study centred on the impact of internet on performance of secondary school students in Ilorin West, Kwara State, constituted the sample.  The school selected because of its proximity to the researcher as it will be difficult if not impossible to study all social media users across the secondary school in Kwara State due to time available for this study, other considerable factors are geographical locations, age, sex and educational background of the respondents will be considered before administration of questionnaire.  
Operational Definition of Terms
Impact: It refers to the contribution, impact and how the Internet impacted on undergraduate students’ research ability.
Information and Communication Technology (ICT): implement of its equipment’s in teaching and learning process as a media.
Internet: a global computer network providing a variety of information and communication facilities, consisting of interconnected networks using standardized communication protocols.
Academic: anything that relate to education
Performance: the result of a students is in his/her academic aim or goal
Students: somebody who is learning or studying in a formal settings to achieve

History of Internet in Nigeria 
The history of internet accessibility and use in Nigeria started in 1991 when a few pioneering groups began to offer limited e-mail services (Eshckels Association, 2001). In July 1995, the regional information network for Africa (RINAF) commenced internet services at the Computer Science Department of Yaba College of Technology and through the Nigerian Postal Service (NIPOSI) in a collaborative effort with Rose Clayton Nigeria Limited (Ademi, 2005). The internet services at that time included e-mail, telnet and gopher. Internet users had to pay for both access and usage for sending and receiving e-mail messages with the belling system being based on the length of message being sent. Most of the internet services provider (ISP) then operated a store forward messaging system using Unix-to-Unix copy protocol (UUCP) (Adami, 2005). 
The world wide web (WWW) became available in Nigeria 1996, while full internet services became in 1998 and number of NCC (Nigeria Communication Commission) licensed internet service providers rose to cover 150 by 2001 (Adomi, 2005). With an estimated population of over 140 million people (National Population Commission, 2006), Nigeria is the most populate black nation in the word, with internet hosts as low as 1, 094 (Adomi 2005). In late 2003, Nigeria had a total of 750,000 internet users and 60 users per 10, 000 inhabitants representing 0.5 percent of the population (ITU). 
Internets are loose amalgamation of computer networks interconnected worldwide through several backbone networks (Adomi, 2008). It emerges as the educational tool by being a good source of getting the right information and solution to problems in an academic environment. Core research findings have been traced to the universities and application of these innovations has resulted in tremendous gains to the country's economy. (Awoleye, Siyanbola and Oladipo, 2008).
Concept of Internet 
The internet according to Wells is a computer mediated communication tool, providing the individual with access to a broad spectrum of information and unique communication technologies. The internet is a global system for interconnected computer networks that use the standard internet protocol suite to serve billions of users worldwide. It is a network of networks that consist of millions of private, public, academic, business and government network of local to global scope that are linked by a broad array of electronic, wireless and optical networking technologies. The internet carries a vast range of information resources and services such as the inter-linked hypertext documents of the World Wide Web (WWW) and the infrastructure to support electronic mail. Madu and Adeniran noted that the internet developed from a United States Department of Defense project, during the cold war years. Precisely, the internet started in 1969 under a contract by the Advanced Research Project Agency (ARPA) whose major objective was to connect major computers at the universities in the West Western United State. The origin of the internet dates back to research of the 1960 commissioned by the United States government in collaboration with private commercial interests to build robust, fault tolerant and distributed networks. 
The finding of a new U.S backbone by the National Science Foundation (N.S.F) in the 1980’s as well as private funding for other commercial backbones lead to worldwide participation in the development of new network technologies and the merger of many networks. The commercialization of what was by the 1960’s an international network resulted in its popularization and incorporation into virtually every aspect of modern human life. The internet has no centralized governance in either technological implementation or policies for access and usage, each constituent network sets its own standard, only the over-reaching definitions of the two principal name spaces in the internet, the internet protocol address, space and the domain name system, are directed by a maintainer organization i.e. the internet co-operation for assigned names and numbers (ICAN).The technical underpinning and standardization or the core protocol (IPV4) and (IPV6) is an activity of the Internet Engineering Task Force (IETF), a non-profit organization of loosely affiliated international participation that anyone may associate with by contributing technical expertise. According to Ani, the internet is a network of linked computers which are located at different points all over the world that provides easy communication between persons and organizations no matter where they are located. 
The internet is used mostly in obtaining information. Researchers can publish and also access several publications across the nation through internet, even from their personal computers once they are connected to the internet. The major functional advantage of the internet stems from its willingness to share information with others so that everyone will benefit. Shitta posits that the internet is a communication super highway that links, hooks and focuses the entire world into a global village, where people from all races can easily get in touch, see or speak to one another and exchange information from one point of the globe to another. 
Use of Internet of Services 
The use of internet grants its users great awareness of the importance of the world around them. The internet is a platform for several types of information. It used by students including secondary students (Akin-Adaeamola, 2014). Internet usage will continue to grow as long as its users are not denied easy access (Olatokun, 2008). Recent statistics indicate that the internet gives people the option to access information sites as well as other sites such as social media sites, internet games, and cyber-sex (Siraj et al. 2015). A study by Ellore, et al. (2014) on the influence of internet usage on academic performance and face to face communication revealed that as a result of the availability of internet, most students have had access to internet on their cellphones. This helps students to broaden their academic knowledge (Siraj, et al., 2015). The use of computer and access to online resources according to Akende and Bamise, (2017) are comparatively important to students. Yesilyurt, et al. (2014) showed that access to a home computer and internet connection contributes to students’ academic performance as well as self-learning skills. Considering access and usage of the internet by secondary school students in Nigeria, Olatokun (2008) indicated that most students believed the internet to be far better and convenient than their school libraries. The study pointed out that students see the internet as a source for general knowledge, and it really helps them improve their reading habits leading to an improvement in their academic performance. Siraj et al., (2015) affirmed that students perceived the internet as a supplement for learning and thus contributes to higher academic feat. Ogedebe, (2012) agreed that majority of students obtain relevant information such as academic materials from the internet. 
This suggests that students use the internet to enhance their study. Sahin, et al. (2010) examined the use of internet resources by university students during their course projects study. They argued that the use of trustworthy internet resources is of vital importance for academic study, especially in higher class courses which require an academic review of literature. Internet use for educational purpose is found by Kim, (2011) to be the habit of adolescent academic achievement. A similar study conducted by Ruth and Adedotun, (2015) posited that the source and access to information can influence the academic performance of secondary school students. Notwithstanding the importance attached to internet use and academic performance, Olatokun, (2008) in Nigeria maintains that secondary school students use the internet for leisure rather than educational purposes. According to Olatokum(2008) the students used the internet primarily for communication, entertainment and leisure (reading and sending e-mails, online chatting, instant messaging, playing games and downloading music videos, and reading newspapers). Similarly, Sahin et al. (2010) noted that while university students frequently use email and forum/chat-line in their daily life, they do not use them in their studies. 
Ngoumandjoka, (2012) found that the internet is not mostly used for academic purpose rather for recreational activities. A similar work by Singh, et al. (2013), brings to fore that students are more into the use of the internet but in reality they are using it mainly for non-academic purposes like mailing, gaming and social networking. This led to losses in their study schedules. This brings to the fore the controversy among empirical studies on the influence of internet use on the academic performance of students. The activities done by secondary school students on the internet have been scaled by Akin Adaeamola (2014). The study revealed that the topmost activity done by secondary school students is chatting, followed by downloading, watching videos online, surfing the web, using the internet to study for school work, looking for other websites such as sports websites, reading news online, games websites and lastly online shopping. Statistically 40% of students spend most of their time chatting on social media daily while 14.4% of students use the internet for academic purpose daily (Akin-Adaeamola, 2014).
This agrees with the findings of Bragdon and Dowler, (2016) that there is a particular interest given that college administrators, faculty, parents, colleges’ students and others support the advantage of using technology in higher education, but the reality is that this technology is often being used for non-academic purposes. Students’ demographic variables are believed to have an influence on internet use and hence academic performance. Demographic analysis revealed that males had higher frequency of internet use in general than females (Akende and Bamise, 2017). Subsequent comparative analysis revealed that male college students spend more time on the internet compared to female college students (Ellore, et al., 2014). Rabiu, et al., (2016) identified the mobile phone as one of the gadgets used in accessing the internet which impacts on academic performance. They found that phone usage significantly influence academic performance among male and female senior high school students. A case study on Labone Secondary Schools in Ghana shows that approximately girls use the internet once a week whilst boys use the internet once a day on average or several times daily (Akin-Adaramola, 2014). In contrast, Mami and Hatami-Zad (2014) found no significant difference between boys and girls with regards to internet addiction. On the part of Aitokhuehi, et al. (2014), female computer literates tend to perform better than 8 male computer literate students. Kim (2011) examines the effect of internet use on academic achievement and behavioral adjustment among West Korean adolescents and found girls more likely to use the internet to watch online educational classes and blog more frequently and longer than boys. The study reported that boys mostly use the internet for playing games. A correlation analysis on students’ socio-economic background, access to internet and performance found no significant relationship between student’s socio-economic background and access to internet (Adegoke, 2013). 
The study found that students from low economic background surf the net through their friends phone, their friends pay for them at cybercafés and at times they could afford to pay at the cybercafé for themselves. According to Osunade, (2003), students are capable of paying for internet access. Adegoke, (2013) study revealed that socioeconomic background contributes significantly to student’s achievement while internet use has no significant contribution to student’s achievement. Rather, when the two socio-economic background and internet use were combined, they had a significant contribution to students’ achievement. Kim (2011) added that parent-child relationship (closeness and conflict) were found to be vital to youth adjustment, and plays a significant role in the association between adolescent internet use and academic and behavioral outcome. Furthermore, controlled use of the internet can have positive influence on students’ academic performance. Research has shown that the use of the internet has positive impact depending on the type and how it is being used (Torres-Diaz, et al., 2016). 
In exploring the effect of internet usage on academic performance, Ellore, et al., (2014) discovered that most university students have control over the use of internet. Kakkar, (2014) opined that internet usage can be beneficial 9 to students in their academic set-ups and may not cause potential harm to their mental health if used in moderation. As the internet has become an integral part of today’s life, Singh et al. (2013) observed that it should be used as a tool for communication and acquiring of knowledge rather than habit forming addiction. Colleges and universities are therefore urged to educate students about the possible negative impacts of high rate of recreational internet use on academic success (Bragdon and Dowler, 2016). 
Benefit of Using Internet for Research
Equally vital is to acknowledge learning that takes place inside the classroom or lecture room through the use of Internet. The world economy today is increasingly becoming information and knowledge based. The emerging information and knowledge economy is enhanced by ability to identify the source of information, quick and easy access to the source, and swift translation of the acquired information into production, creative ventures and wealth. The country also desires to use IT (internet) to create wealth, alleviate poverty, job creation and global competitiveness. As part of the country’s mission, a policy has been put in place to encourage massive acquisition of both local and global IT skills. Between 1990 and to date, a great deal impetus has been put to IT development in Nigeria. Some state governments are embarking on e-government which is internet facilitated (Orhuozee, 2012). Also e-economic is fast expanding. Banks in their bids to deliver quality services and expand their reach are taken grant strides into e-banking (Otokhline, 2012). 
The use of ICT particularly internet has taken learning beyond what it used to be, stretching this beyond the classroom limit, ensures adequate participation in teaching with the prospect of creating virtual environment to experiment and explore. There is no doubt, internet has offered a wide array of choices and innovative ways that it now mostly absent in the traditional classroom. 
A number of researchers point to the benefits of using the Internet in formal education. Some of which are discus as follow: 
a. Internet as aids to teaching and learning  
The importance of internet is quite evidence from the educational perspective. Though the chalkboard, textbooks, radio/television and film have been used for educational purpose over the years, none has quite impacted on the educational process like the computer. While television and film impact only on the audiovisual faculties of users, the computer is capable of activating the senses of sight, hearing and touch of the users. Internet has the capacity to provide higher interactive potential for users to develop their individual, intellectual and creative ability. The main purpose of Internet “consists just in the development of human mental resources, which allow people to both successfully apply the existing knowledge and produce new knowledge” (Shavinina, 2001).   
Jeremy Harmer, (2017) writes that students and teachers can find practically any kind of information they want on the Internet. They can access newspapers, encyclopedias, history sites, film guides, lyrics, and broadcasting associations (like the BBC). However, due to the size of the Internet and the vast amount of online information there is, it may be awkward to use for teachers and students. It might be difficult to find the spot-on information that one is searching for, because it is a skill that must be acquired. 
The collective and rigid nature of learning and the passive nature of the learning associated with the use of radio, television and film do not contribute any innovative changes to traditional methods in education system. Information and communication technologies are being used in the developed world for instructional functions. Today, computers perform a host of functions in teaching and learning as many nations are adding computer literacy, reading and writing literacy as skills students will need for succeeding in a technologically developed world (Thomas, 1987). At the instructional level, computers are used by pupils to learn reading, mathematics, social studies, art, music, simulation and health practices.  
In educational multimedia application Shavinina, (2017) asserted that today’s learning contents are domain-specific products and that they dominate the world market. According to Shavinina, (2017), domain-specific educational multimedia is directed to knowledge acquisition skills development in the language arts, history, physics, literature, biology and so on. There is no doubt that Internet provides productive teaching and learning in order to increase people’s creative and intellectual resources especially in today’s information society. Through the simultaneous use of audio, text, multicolor images, graphics, motion, Internet gives ample and exceptional opportunities to the students to develop capacities for high quality learning and to increase their ability to innovate.  
Nigeria cannot afford to lag behind in using multimedia to raise the intellectual and creative resources of her citizens. This is particularly important for children whose adulthood will blossom in a cyber environment entirely different from that of the present (Shavinina, 1997). Nigerian children need to be taught by radically new educational programme and variety of educational contents with multimedia playing key role.  
Internet as Tool for Educational Management  
It is not uncommon to find that many establishments in Nigeria, including educational institutions, still keep records in files and tucked them away in filling cabinets where they accumulate dust. Many of these files are often eaten up by rodents and cockroaches thus rendering them irretrievable. A great deal of routine administrative work in government establishment is still done manually with the state and the Federal government showing little or no interest in embracing Internet. The official administrative drudgery in government offices and education institutions can be better managed through Internet. Educational administrative functions include a wide variety of activities such as educational governance, supervision, support services, infrastructure, finance, budgeting, accounting, personnel selection and training system monitoring and evaluation, facilities procurement and management, equipment maintenance, research, and so on (Thomas, 1987).  
In most Nigeria schools, officials still go through the laborious exercise of manually registering students, maintaining records of pupil, performance, keeping inventory list of supplies, doing cost accounting, paying bills, printing reports and drawing architectural designs. 
The huge man-hour spend on these exercises can be drastically reduced with Internet to enhance overall management procedure. Thomas, (2017) said that “Computers bring great speed and accuracy to each of these tasks, along with the convenience of storing large quantities of information on ‘small disks or tapes’.  The prevailing condition in school management in 
Nigeria is disheartening and discouraging. The country seems to be living in prehistoric times in the educational management while even developing countries in Africa such as West Africa, Kenya, Uganda and Tanzania are far ahead of Nigeria in Internet applications. Despite its huge material resources and population endowment, Nigeria cannot be counted among progressive nations using Internet in educational management, as technology has become a critical tool for achieving success in education. 
The Internet provides several opportunities for the academia. It is a mechanism for information dissemination and a medium for collaborative interaction between individuals and their computers without regard for geographic limitation of space (Liener, Cerf, Clark, Kahn, Kleinrock, Lynch, Postel, Roberts & Wolff, 2000; Singh, 2012). 
 c. Internet as tool for higher technological development  
In today’s world, not only are we surrounded by technology, but our primary means of reaching others in far and near places are mediated by technology. According to Elluh (1989), “technology is progressively effacing the two previous environments: nature and society”. The environment Elluh talked about is that which enables us to live, sets us in danger and it is immediate to us and mediates all else. He asserted that modern man cannot live without our gadgets. This is what makes human subservient to technology rather that technology being subservient to humanity.  
d. Internet as a course of study  
The most challenging aspect of the post-industrial era is how to meet the demand of the information society that modern man is trying to build. The role of education in developing modern society cannot be overemphasized. In fact, society and education are highly interdependent. As society changes, the educational system has to change accordingly (Westera and Sloep, 2001). Today employers of labour are in search of graduates with requisite knowledge, skill and training that would help to solve problems that do not yet exist today. In recent years thousands of university graduates found it difficult to secure good paying jobs. This has been due to the fact that there are no jobs out there as many government establishments and private companies are even retrenching workers as a result of hard times being experienced by the economy.  
According to Walton, (2015), modern employees represent the business’ human capital. Nigeria needs to replace the traditional pedagogical practices that still underpin its educational system. In a report of the World Bank sponsored research study on the state of the Nigerian graduate, Dabalen and Oni, (2001) asserted that Nigerian University graduates of the past decade are poorly trained and unproductive on the job. Such development calls for a rethinking of the objectives education should pursue.
Time Spent on the Internet
It has been recently reported that adolescents today spend a significant amount of their time on the internet for multiple purposes (Olatokun, 2008; Krischne and Karpinski, 2009; Ogedebe, 2012; Singh et al., 2013; Bragdon and Dowler, 2016). Evidence abound that excessive internet use has been associated with problems of maintaining daily routines, school performance, and family relationships (Rickert, 2001). A study conducted by Bragdon and Dowler, (2016) on college students’ technology use and academic performance indicated that upperclassmen spent significantly more time using technology for academic and work related purposes, whereas underclassmen spent more time using cell phones, online chatting and social networking. According to Olatokun (2008), a large proportion of secondary school students in Nigeria had been involved to some extent in using the internet in their everyday lives for about four to five years now. Ogedebe, (2012) observed that Nigeria tertiary students prefer browsing the internet overnight to that of the day. Research shows that most students spent an average of 2570.6 (42.8 hours) per week engaging in some form of technology (Bragdon and Dowler, 2016). 10 Krischne and Karpinski, (2009) carried out a study on Facebook and academic performance. Facebook users and non-users reported comparable average daily internet use and the highest category endorsed was between 1 and 2 hours pay day. However, Facebook users were recording lower GPA and spending fewer hours per week studying on average than non-users. According to Singh, et al. (2013), because of non-focused approach (mailing, gaming and social networking) as well as diversity of knowledge on the internet on particular topics, students tend to waste time on the internet. Similar activities (Chatting, e-mail and browsing websites) have been identified by Samual, (2010) in an attempt to evaluate internet usage among secondary school students in public schools in Lagos State. 
Evidence from Denizli on the effects of technological devices on student’s academic success suggested that most students have been late in submitting their assignments because they spend more time on social media instead of doing their homework (Yesilyurt, et al., 2014). However, Singh, et al. (2013) found that students with focused approach go deep in subject and primarily use internet for academic purpose. These students do not waste time because of proper management of time, focus of search areas and reducing the social networking sites to minimum. Despite great concerns over excessive internet use, Siraj et al., (2015) concluded that high internet usage brings better academic results as students get the opportunity to enter the information world. 
Effect of Internet on Secondary Students’ Academic Performance
Ngoumandjoka, (2012) categorized internet users into heavy and light users. In his view, academic work is the main reason students use the internet on campus. Students who were classified as heavy users were found to use the internet more for recreational purpose than the light internet users. His study further argued that the more the internet is used for academic work the more it is perceived to exert a positive influence on academic grades. A number of authors (e.g Torres-Diaz, et al., 2016) equally agreed that internet usage has a positive impact on academic performance. 
They opined that students who tend to use the internet more on educational materials are less likely to fail their examinations. Therefore, the disadvantages of lack of access to internet surpass the advantages. Also people who perform interactive activities with peers and teachers or when they make a balance use of internet tools for their course work tend to have greater academic performance (Torres-Diaz et al., 2016). In Nigeria, the impact of computer literacy on students’ performance in secondary school has been explored by Aitokhuehi, et al., (2014). They found that computer literate students performed better than noncomputer literate students. Similar results have been obtained by Samuel, (2010) when he evaluated the impact of internet usage among secondary school students in Nigeria. His study found internet usage to be low among public schools in Lagos compared to their counterparts in the developed world. Internet has become a daily commodity in most people’s lives. However, the addictive-like features of the internet make any individual who excessively use it a potential victim of its negative effects. Some of its negative effects include impaired sleeping patterns, social relationships break-ups, job losses, mental and physical health as well as poor academic performance (Ngoumandjoka, 2012). 
Psychological issues ranging from mood swings to altered behavior, withdrawn attitude and loneliness have been reported by Singh, et al., (2013) to be the main effect of using the internet mainly for social networking and mailing. This is because they remain in some sort of virtual world of the net. Turel and Toraman, (2015) found in their study that as academic performance of students deemed successfully increases, their internet addiction average decrease. This implies that, internet addiction has an effect on the academic 12 performance of students. Aitokhuehi et al., (2014) also noted that computer literate students who are not addicted to the use of computer facilities perform better than those who are addicted to its usage. Kakkar, (2015) established a significant effect of internet addiction on students’ performance and mental health. Categorically, he revealed that students who were in the server and profound group of internet addiction were found to have detrimental effect on their academic performance and metal health rather than the students who use the internet moderately. Similarly results have been obtained by Austin, et al. (2011) in their study that categorized internet users into light, moderate and intense users respectively. 
They discovered that students that use the internet at school and at home (moderate use) produce higher grades than those that do not use the internet. Also students that only use the internet at school (light users) obtained lower grades compared to those that did not use the internet. Despite great concerns over excessive internet use, Siraj, et al. (2015) concluded that high internet usage brings better academic results as students get the opportunity to enter the information world. It is reported that addiction to internet is a good protector for student’s social skills and academic achievement (Mami and Hatami-Zad, 2014). A relationship between internet addiction and academic performance showed that the average internet addiction level of male students, vocational school students and verbal field students were determined to be higher than more academically sacksful students (Turel and Toraman, 2015). This supports the idea that control use of internet can have positive influence on student’s academic performance (Torres Diaz, et al., 2016; Ellore, et al., 2014; Kakkar, 2014). Moreover, it is necessary that students are taught how to use computer facilities to search for valid information relating to their academic work (Mami and Hatami-Zad, 2014; Aitokhuehi, et al., 2014). 
As a result, it is necessary that government and stakeholders make available computer sets with internet facilities to all secondary schools for students and teachers to use in the teaching and learning process to enhance academic performance (Aitokhuehi et al., 2014). On Challenges in Accessing the Internet, Olatokun, (2008) noted that the greatest obstacles to the full exploitation of the internet are inadequate access, inherent risks and problems such as pornography, scams among others. Though evidence showed that students have interest in internet resources than other sources, they have been challenged (Sahin et al., 2010). Therefore, it is necessary that internet access is made available at all hours and instructors or lectures should refer students to educational websites for more relevant information (Osunnade, 2003). It has been found that internet access is low among senior high school students. Apart from access, it is disheartening to note that some students cannot even operate a computer despite the number of years spent in secondary school (Samuel 2010). According to Ruth and Adedotun (2015), information sources that are mostly available to Nigerian students are their teachers and lesson notes while library and internet facilities are the least available to them. Meanwhile, the internet can be used for knowledge acquisition by serving as an alternative to outdated books (Osunade, 2003). However, access to a computer and internet connection contributes to students’ academic performance (Yesilyurt, et al. 2014). 
There is a significant difference in the academic performance of students with internet access and those without internet access. Taking into account the positive and negative impacts of the internet, Yesilyurt, et al., (2014) opined that the positive influence outweighs the negative impacts. 
Frequency of Internet Use 
Ebersole, (2014) in his study reported that respondents reply to the computer-administered survey gave the following reasons for using the internet; 
i. Research and learning 5.2% 
ii. Communicate with other people 7% 
iii. Access to material otherwise unavailable 5% 
iv. Find something exciting/fun 8% 
v. Find something to do when bored 5% 
vi. Sports and game information 1% 
 another study based on review of literature by Kumar and kaur, it revealed that students are the most frequent users of the internet. They used the internet mainly for educational purposes rather than entertainment. Bavakutty and Biradar et al... Conducted a study on internet usage by the students and faculties in  Kuvempu University. The results indicated that 42.1% of students use internet twice a week and 31.25% faculties use it every day. The majority of students as well as faculties use internet for study/teaching purpose. The favourite place for using the internet is followed by commercial places. A thumping majority of respondents are satisfied in internet sources and services. Laite surveyed 406 graduate and undergraduate students from Shippensburg University. The survey revealed that 57.6% of the undergraduate students use the internet 1-2 times per week and another 37.1% use it 1-2 times daily. 54.7% of the undergraduate students used internet 1-2 times per week and 37.7% used it 1-2 times daily. The survey showed that the most used internet service was E-mail. 100% of the graduates and undergraduates used e-mail services.



Internet Access and Academic Performance
Chiwepa and Jagboro, (2011) specified the benefits of internet to academic community as 
a. Quick, global and convenient access and exchange of information with experienced and expert in any field; 
b. Easy dissemination of research findings 
c. Enhanced collaborative research and other activities 
d. Ability to use some software and expand the capability of one’s competences. 
Kuh and Hu, (2013) suggested that using the internet has a strong relationship with an overall measure of student’s engagement. In a study of “best wired campuses” (institutions that have made large investments in technology), students reported slightly more frequent contacts with faculty and participated more in active learning activities compare with their counterparts attending less wired campuses. The results pointed out to a positive link between information technology and engagement in effective educational practices. Laird and Kuh in their study of use of data of the National Survey of Students’ Engagement (NSSE) in Indiana University Bloomington to investigate the relationship between students use of the internet and other forms of students engagement, found a strong positive relationship between using the internet for educational practices such as active and collaborative learning and student faculty interaction. When students used the internet, their opportunities for other types of engagement increased. 
Adegboji and Toyo, (2009) in their study on the impact of internet on research reported that internet contributed significantly to the ease of research through downloading materials. It is commonly believed that researchers and students in higher education institutions are battling the problem of inadequate and out-of-date materials. One of the ways to pursue knowledge is through research and the internet is having a profound impact on the research process and dissemination of information. Aseni showed that all respondents were using the internet frequently because all faculties were well equipped with internet services. It was revealed that the researchers of the university were getting quality information through the internet. Fifty-five percent of respondents searched for scientific information through the internet because the university library has provided access to various databases and online journals for all the students and staff. Anasi investigated the pattern of internet use by undergraduates at the University of Lagos, main campus, Akoka, Lagos. She discovered that even though the level of internet use was low among undergraduates from both the faculty of law and education, the study showed that internet use has a very high impact on the academic/career related activities of the students. Internet appearance in higher education was used as a tool for researchers to communicate and share project data.
The use of internet (if maximized) plays a major role in helping undergraduate researcher’s access large number of materials from different parts of the world. With its advent, lecturers and students can work together without physical interaction between each other and achieve the same objective with that of traditional way of studying in the higher institution. Lecturers exchange ideas and communicate effectively since teaching, learning and research is now made easy with the internet. Internet as affirmed by Awoleye, Siyanbola and Oladapo, (2012) is used for information development, enhances easy communication, improves academic performances, used as a research tool, provides solution to assignments, gives information on entertainment and education and a source of scholarship. 
Recently, Oyedun, (2018) conducted a study on the level of internet use in the library of Federal University of Technology, Minna and observed that most of the respondents claim that through the internet services in the library, they have improved considerably in their academic performance.
Obstacles to the Use of Internet in Research for Secondary School Students 
Currently, people’s daily lives are greatly influenced by information technologies like computers and the web. According to Gulli and Signorini’s, (2005) estimation, in the mid-2005, there were more than 11.5 billion pages on indexable web. New web pages appear at the rate of 8% per week (Ntoulas, Cho, & Olsten, 2004). However, the increasing number of webpage has also brought problems such as information overload, disorientation, and decreased information quality (Ahuja& Webster, 2001; Rockland, 2019). Although plentiful information can be accessed on the web, there is no guarantee to its validity and reliability in any way (Tsai, 2001).  
Horrigan, et al., (2018) mentioned the unreliability of information on the Internet. There are not necessarily quality or authenticity checks on information on the Internet. Misrepresented, fake, and pirated literature causes problems for researchers and students. Users may have privacy concerns. There are sites that many users may find offensive, as well as instructions for carrying out violent or illegal acts. There is therefore non-availability of internet access in some tertiary institutions because of the recurrent cost of bandwidth. 
For proper and large view, the following is discussed briefly as some of the challenges facing research by Nigerian Students. 
i. 	Cost  
The price of computer hardware and software continues to drop in most developed countries, but in developing countries, such as Nigeria, the cost of computers is several times more expensive. While a personal computer may cost less than a month’s wages in the United State, the average Nigeria worker may require more than two years’ income to buy one.  
Nigeria has over 6,000 public secondary schools. Majority are short of books, paper and pencils. Many of the schools lack adequate infrastructure such as classrooms and only few are equipped with television or radio. Apart from the basic computers themselves, other costs associated with peripherals such as printers, monitors, paper, modem, extra disk drives are beyond the reach of most secondary schools in Nigeria. The schools cannot also afford the exorbitant Internet connection fees.  


 ii. 	Weak infrastructure  
In Nigeria, a formidable obstacle to the use of information and communication technology is infrastructure deficiencies. Computer equipment was made to function with other infrastructure such as electricity under “controlled conditions”. For the past fifteen years Nigeria has been having difficulty providing stable and reliable electricity supply to every nook and cranny of the country without success. Currently, there is no part of the country, which can boast of electricity supply for 24 hours a day except probably areas where government officials live. There have been cases whereby expensive household appliances such as refrigerators, deep freezers and cookers have been damaged by upsurge in electricity supply after a period of power outage.  
It is also on record that the connection fees for telecom facilities have reduced drastically over the years, the current rate is still too high for many Nigerians. In 1997, connection fees for telephone lines were about $1,500; today it is about $148. The current rate is too high in a country where the minimum monthly wage is about $51. To change this situation, Nigerian needs to figure out new ways of building necessary infrastructure to support Internet in the country. 
iii. 	Lack of skills  
Nigeria does not only lack information infrastructure, it also lacked the human skills and knowledge to fully integrate Internet into secondary education. To use information and communication technology (Internet) in secondary schools in Nigeria, the need for locally trained workers to install, maintain and support these systems cannot be over emphasized. There is acute shortage of trained personnel in application software, operating systems, network administration and local technicians to service and repair computer facilities. Those who are designated to use computers in Nigeria do not receive adequate training, at worst, do not receive any training at all (Okebukola, 1997).  
In Nigeria also, most secondary school teachers lack the skills to fully utilize technology in curriculum implementation hence the traditional chalk and duster approach still dominates in secondary school pedagogy. Information transfer using Internet is minimal or non-existence in secondary schools in Nigeria (Anao, 2003). Secondary school teachers in Nigeria need to be trained on educational technologies and the integration of computers into classroom teaching. According to Carlson and firpo (2001), “teachers need effective tools, techniques, and assistance that can help them develop computer based projects and activities especially designed to raise the level of teaching in required subjects and improve student learning. 
iv. 	Lack of relevant software  
There is no doubt that the ultimate power of technology is the content and the communication. Though, software developers and publishers in the developed countries have been trying for long to develop software and multimedia that have universal application, due to the differences in education standards and requirements, these products do not integrate into curriculum across countries. Software that is appropriate and culturally suitable to the Nigerian education system is in short supply. There is a great discrepancy between relevant software supply and demand in developing countries like Nigeria. According to Salomon, (2019), there are clear indications from many countries that the supply of relevant and appropriate software is a major bottleneck obstructing wider application of the computer. 
 v. 	Limited access to the Internet  
In Nigeria there are few Internet providers that provide Internet gateway services to Nigerians. Such Internet providers are made up of Nigerians who are in partnership with foreign information and communication companies. Many of these companies provide poor services to customers who are often exploited and defrauded. The few reputable companies, which render reliable services, charged high fees thus limiting access to the use of the Internet. The greatest technological challenge in Nigeria is how to establish reliable cost effective Internet connectivity. In a country where only about 0.6% of the populace has home personal computers, the few reliable Internet providers who have invested huge sum of money in the business have a very small clientele. They have to charge high fees in order to recoup their investment in reasonable time. Nigeria has about 500,000 Internets subscribers.  
Secondary schools in Nigeria are not given adequate funds to provide furniture, requisite books, laboratories and adequate classrooms let alone being given adequate funds for high-tech equipment (computers) and Internet connectivity.  
Again, due to the lack of adequate electricity supply, especially in rural areas in Nigeria, secondary schools located in those areas have no access to the Internet and are perpetually isolated and estranged from the world’s information superhighway. Nigeria in lagging behind other African countries such as Uganda, Senegal and West Africa who are already helping secondary school students in those countries to become better information users. All Internet service providers in Nigeria are based in the urban areas.  
For many years, the Nigerian government had a monopolistic control of telecom service, which does not allow for the competitive environments that reduce telephony rates. Paltridge (2016) asserted that the penetration of Internet hosts is five times greater than in monopoly markets and that Internet access in countries with telecommunication competition enjoyed a growth rate five times higher than the monopoly environments. All that may change for Nigeria now as the government had invited private participation in the telecom industry and many investors are already in the Nigeria markets but it will take many years to know their full impact on Nigeria education system.
Internet Use and the Potential for Positive Educational Outcomes 
Internet can broadly be defined as worldwide network of computers communicating via an agreed upon protocol (rules for exchange of information). It provides access to the most diversified source of information hosted by individuals and various organisation worlds wide on a vast network of servers. Oketunji, (2014) states that internet gives us access to vast amount of resources that enhance research. The Internet serves as a forum to promote group discussion, which is time and distance independent. There are many forms this group discussion can take. These include video conferencing and chat room.  
Osunade and Ojo, (2016) submit that, in Nigerian tertiary institutions, students use the Internet as an alternative to scarce and outdated library resources. They evaluated the behaviour of tertiary level students in the use of the Internet and library at the University of Ibadan, Nigeria. Their results indicate that the Internet is fast becoming a source of academic information among students due to easy access, correctness, availability and up-to-datedness. Adegoke, (2019) affirms that, “Indeed, the internet is also a virtual library which is seen as virtual space containing a vast amount of information and documents including books, pictures, video, graphs and musical sounds that can be consulted.” 
Bamigboye and Agboola, (2011) posit that internet has fostered a collaborative approach to learning that differs from the more solitary learning of traditional method. Ray and Day, (2008) surmise that the Internet has greater potential for desirable information, is a faster means of accessing information, provides access to a wider range of information; provides access to electronic journals, enables access to multiple files at once; provides access to information from home, and gives more satisfactory answers to queries than library staff.  .  
Internet usage has increased tremendously over the last few years, with continued growth expected. According to Jones and Madden, (2015), one-fifth of today’s college students began using computers between the ages of five and eight. By the time they were sixteen to eighteen years old all of today’s current college students had begun using computers – and the Internet was a commonplace in the world in which they lived.  Like any other technology, the use of the Internet has both beneficial and negative consequences. Bargees and Suhail, (2016) distinguish between healthy and unhealthy Internet use, positing that excessive time spent on the Internet in purposeless activities can often take people away from their actual goals. The amount of information available on the net means that user tend to be side-tracked with a lot of unnecessary useless information (Barberio, 2004). As the Internet is not owned by any one there are no checks or censorship of information available. The upside to this is that information is freely available to everyone without restriction but the downside to this is that information can be placed into the wrong hands. Also as there are no checks on the information on the net this may lead to inaccuracies and misleading information being published. Oji, (2017) considers Internet use to be one of the causes of the decline in the reading culture of Nigerian youths. She posits that, some youths are often seen in cybercafés browsing the Internet and engaging in activities that entertain rather than educate, adding that perhaps some of the ills of today’s society could be attributed to wrong use of information gotten from websites. Suhail and Bargees, (2016) posit that the misuse of the Internet often leads to unhealthy consequences, while heavy Internet use leaves little time for anything else. They investigated the positive and negative effects of excessive Internet use among undergraduate students in Pakistan and found positive associations between time spent on the Internet and the various dimensions of the Internet Effect Scale (IES), indicating that excessive Internet use can lead to a host of problems of educational, psychological, physical and interpersonal nature. Sahin et al (2010) found out that access to internet does not translate to effectiveness and efficiency on the part of the user. The Internet does not contain everything and, increasingly, information is walled off behind subscriptions and other barriers. Conversely, in some instances, so much information is available that it can overwhelm student researchers. Also, the ways students use the Internet necessarily limits the type and amount of information they will get on a subject.   There is the "hidden" Internet, which is not accessed by most popular search engines.   Some students find a strong temptation to use the Internet in academically questionable ways, such as the many forms of plagiarism.
Appraisal of Literature Reviewed 
Ibegwam, (2010) claims that the internet has altered communication worldwide in the recent decade. It is the world's biggest computer network, a collection of networks across the globe. The internet is unique in that it is the cheapest and fastest way to get, distribute, and gather information (Leon and Leon, 1999). According to Jensen (2001), the internet has risen significantly throughout Africa in recent years. According to Jagboro (2004), 38.24 percent and 22.06 percent of university students use the internet on a weekly or daily basis, respectively, while 11.76 percent use it monthly or bi-monthly. Similarly, Lumande and Mutshewa, (2012) found that 42.6 percent of their respondents said they use the internet frequently. According to Ibegwam, (2010), students' internet use will increase if universities implement Internet training, give free Internet services, employ VSAT to improve connection, and expand the number of workstations linked to the Internet.
	Also the study carried out by Ogungbeni et al., (2016) on appropriate and inappropriate use of Internet among undergraduates in Nigeria. There is a growing concern that the amount of time spent on Internet by undergraduates does not translate to effective use. The instrumentality of policy could be used to ensure that undergraduates make the best use of internet. Two universities, Lagos State University and Babcock University were chosen as case study. A total of one hundred and twenty (120) questionnaires were administered to final year students in four faculties common to both universities. Ninety-seven (97) questionnaires were completed and returned. Simple percentages were used to analyse data and answers were provided to five research questions. T-test was used to test the only research hypothesis raised. The Study showed that there are many advantages brought by the advent of Internet into learning and research by undergraduate students in Nigeria.
Academic libraries are often developed to accomplish the three-fold goals of teaching, researching, and community work. The library is the principal source of printed, non-printed, and electronic information for its diverse clients. Before the introduction of digital, virtual, and interactive libraries, the poorest nations like Nigeria relied on books from traditional libraries as their primary source of knowledge. With the recent boom of information, the internet has transformed how current and future library users obtain and use information. According to Daly, (2000), the internet is expanding at a pace of 10.15 per month, with global internet users increasing from around 56 million in 1995 to almost 200 million in 1999. It's no surprise that most higher institutions’ libraries are already connected to the internet, allowing their patrons to receive any information they need quickly and easily. Users may speak with colleagues and acquire material needed to boost their academic pursuits thanks to the installation of internet facilities in libraries. That is to say, any individual or student who wishes to excel in his or her scholastic pursuit may find the internet useful in searching for and obtaining crucial information for that purpose.

CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHOD
This chapter presents the ways methods and procedures employed in carrying out the study. The chapter intends to explain the method of data collection for the study. This chapter is organized around the following subheadings:

Research Design
The design adopted for this study is a survey research design. The researcher adopted this design because according to Iketaku (2011), a survey research design  is one in which a group of people or items are studied by collecting and analyzing data only from a few items considered to be representatives of the entire group. This buttresses the fact that survey research design is more ideal than any other methods, for this study.



Population
The population of this study would be the entire secondary school students across Ilorin-West Local Government Area of Kwara State. The target population would comprise all students in some selected secondary schools in the Ilorin West Local Government Area. 
Sample and Sampling Techniques
The respondents would be sampled using the purposive sampling technique. The targeted sample size was One hundred and Eighty (180) respondents. The sample was taken from SS1, SS2 and SS3 students in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State.
Research Instrument
In order to explore impact of internet on performance of secondary school students in Ilorin West Local Government of Kwara State, The survey questions used in this study was developed by the authors. However, items were adopted from previous relevant studies (Ahmed and Bukar, 2016; Apuke, 2016; Ani, 2010; Afolabi, 2015; Bankole, 2013; Dogruer, et al., 2011) and modified to suit into this present investigation. This was done to ensure content validity (Chang and Tung, 2008). The questionnaire attempts to answer the impact of internet on performance of secondary school students in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. The questionnaire contains two sections. Section A is to elicit the respondents’ bio data information and section B is to elicit information on the research questions formulated for the study.”
The questionnaire was in four likert scale of Strongly Agree (SA) =4, Agree (A)=3 Disagree =2, Strongly Disagree (SD)=1. Each section of the instrument has instruction on the response format to follow. 
Validation of the Instrument
The questions would be reviewed by supervisor. After thorough scrutiny of the questions in the questionnaire, the lecturer expunge irrelevant questions and further suggested questions that aid in answering the objectives raised in this investigation. To ascertain the internal consistency of the instrument, the researcher adopted a test retest reliability technique. The two sets of responses was collated and correlated using Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation coefficiency that yielded 0.76.
Reliability of the Instrument 
In other to ensure the internal consistency of the instrument, the test-retest reliability will be used by taking a sample from the target population. The questionnaire will be administered twice to the sample population between an intervening periods of two weeks. The test would be analysed using Cronbach Alpha and the reliability index 0.74 was recorded. This was adjudged as reliable.
Procedure for Data Collection
The questionnaire was administered to the respondents administered to the students in their classroom with the authorization and assistance of their teachers. In a bid to beat logistic constraints concerning accessibility and retrivability, copies of the questionnaire were administered by the researcher to the respondents directly by hand. A total of One Hundred and Eighty (180) copies of questionnaire were administered to the respondents for the analysis and the whole copies were filled and returned to the researcher completely and used for analysis.
Data Analysis Technique
	In analyzing the data collected for the study, the mean test () was used to analyze the response of the respondents. However, since the rating of the instrument was on a 4 point, the mean (x) of 2.50 was used for decision such that mean (x) rating on the item equal or to or above 2.50 would be regarded as 'Agree' and mean (x) rating less than 2.50 was regarded as 'Disagree'. Pearson Moment Correlation Coefficient (PMCC) statistical analysis was adopted to test the research hypotheses formulated for the study.

Result from table 8 shows the Pearson correlation value yielded .139 which is significant with p value .0100.05. This shows a significant result. Hence, the null hypothesis is rejected. This means that there is significant relationship between obstacles to the use of internet and research.
Summary of Findings
The following findings are established;
Internet use makes students to have confidence in themselves in solving class assignment and to carry their class assignment at their convenient time.  
Use of internet helps students to improve the grammar in their research work and have access to as many scholars work, as much as possible than the use of conventional library.
Computer viruses limit access to e-resources, lack of adequate training on how to use e-resources and bad experience in using e-resources.



CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Summary
The results in tables 3 and 5 ascertained that there is significant relationship between impact of internet usage and student class assignment. This is in agreement with that the use of internet encourage students’ independence and increases critical thinking among students. The use of internet also makes it easier and faster for students to carry out assignments as well as ensure convenience as students tend to be in full control of their assignment. The use of internet shows that it encourages teamwork among students. The findings are supported by Udende and Azeez (2010), Aquil and Ahmad, (2011) Ogedebe (2012) and Ogenetega and Igere, (2014).  
The results in tables 4 and 6 ascertained that internet helps student to improve the grammar in their research work as it exposes students to current research materials. Internet makes writing of project easier for students as it gives them access to many scholarly works more than the use of conventional book library. Internet encourages global competitiveness of students’ research as it de-emphasizes the locality of research work in time and space. This is corroborated by Okebukola, (2005) who observed that the inability to extent the use of internet to teaching and research especially in the higher educational institutions in Nigeria has negatively, impacted on the quality of graduates, research project when compared with graduates from schools in the developed countries with functional eLearning tradition that gives students easy access source of fund for research.  
The results in tables 5 and 8 ascertained computer software not up to date, bad experience in using e-resources. Problem of internet connectivity. Lack of adequate training on how to use e-resource among others are obstacle to the use of internet for research. This is in line with Ajayi that poor internet connection frustrate students’ usage of internet, thereby causing restlessness and loss of interest in the research ability of the students. Aliu, (2014) argued that though students can be frustrated with poor internet connection but can switch to other network provider to carry out their research if such student is serious about the research work. 
Conclusion 
Internet usage have significant impact on student class assignment, thereby being able to make research on related concepts and other necessary information. Internet usage have significant impact on students research projects because by this student are able to review related literature. Furthermore, there are obstacle to the use of internet on research, which has led to some students lamenting about the internet service provider and pace at which their research work are progressing.
Implication of the Study
Internet use makes students to have confidence in themselves in solving class assignment and to carry their class assignment at their convenient time.  Use of internet helps students to improve the grammar in their research work and have access to as many scholars work, as much as possible than the use of conventional library. Computer viruses limit access to e-resources, lack of adequate training on how to use e-resources and bad experience in using e-resources.
Recommendations 
1. The School ICT Laboratories should be well equipped with internet facilities to assist student research and Study. 
2. Students should be taught how to search for academic information or materials online. 
3. There should be effective supervision of students on internet use by teachers and parents so that students do not solely concentrate on social media.  
Limitation of the Study
The researcher is bound to encounter problems and naturally this made it difficult to some extent to arrive at a conclusion and make more suggestions for further research. The generalization of this study was limited by certain factors among which are as follows:
1. The researcher met some students who are uncooperative and unwilling to respond to the questionnaire administered to them but after vivid explanation of the reasons and the benefits of the research, they complied and the difficulty was overcome.
2. There were also limitations in the study such as lack of time because the researcher had to carry it out with tedious final year academic works and also, due to time management, the researcher need to cut down the scope of the study to only 180 students.
3. The researcher suffered financially in the area of producing questionnaire and typing of work which is voluminous. Also the schools are far from each other thereby consuming the researchers’ time and money.
Suggestion for Further Studies 
The following suggestions are proffered for studies.
1. An elaborate replication of times study in a wilder geographical area using larger sample size is very necessary
2. A research should be carried out on relationship between undergraduate learning environment and use of internet in research in University
3. A research should be carried out on impact of parents attitude on the use of internet in research of undergraduate students.
