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ABSTRACT

This research was on the effect of clubs and societies on the academic performance of English students in selected Secondary schools in Ilorin East L.G.A., Kwara State, five Government Secondary School were randomly selected in Ilorin East Local Government. The study reviewed literature on clubs and societies in schools and later recommended ways by which schools could engage meaningfully clubs and societies which will complement academic club and societies for schools to complement academic activities in the classroom. The school authorities should encourage students to register and attend the clubs and societies meetings and activities after closing hour students should also get themselves registered into clubs and society in schools to enhance their learning of English Language and improve on their performance orally and in written English.  
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CHAPTER ONE

INTRODUCTION

Background to the Study


Language learning is the act of acquiring a new language. As human beings, we are bound to learn about things in our environment. However, learning a language may be influence positively or negatively considering so many factors. 


In schools, the English teacher is seen as the facilitator who guides the students complementing with the materials, textbooks etc. However, it is not only in the classrooms that a language can be learnt effectively.


There are extra curricular activities which could contribute and help in the performance of English Students especially in secondary schools. To properly investigate this, we shall select randomly secondary schools in Ilorin East Local Government of Kwara State. 

Two key operational expressions form the focus of this study. The first is the “effect of clubs and societies” on the performance of English students the second issue is “language learning”. The two have so many things in common. However, we shall in this study examine. The different educative clubs and societies that are operational in our selected secondary schools in Ilorin East L.G.A.  and attempt to measure the extent to which they influence the performance of English Students. Language is the human ability to acquire and use complex system of communication. Language is  a system of conventional spoken, manual or written symbols by means of which human beings as members of a Social group and in its culture express themselves. The functions of language include communication, the expression of identity, play, imaginative learning signifies. The learning of a foreign language such as English, French and Arabic. 


A foreign language is language that is not recommended in another country. It is a language that is not spoken in the native country of the referred to, i.e. an English speaker living in Japan can say that Japanese is a foreign language to him or her. 

Statement of the Problem     

The problem at stake is the effect of clubs and societies on the academic performance of English students in Junior Secondary Schools in Ilorin East L.G.A. It is therefore the intent of this research project to find answers to the questions bothering the following issues: 

A.  Are there operational clubs and societies in secondary schools in Ilorin East Local Government Area.?
B.  Do the students show interest in the clubs and societies?

C. How have the clubs and societies contributed to students performance in secondary schools?

Purpose of the Study

  The project aims at looking into the impact of the clubs and societies on the academic performance of students in spoken English Language. 

The result of this study will highlight the important of the clubs and societies in junior secondary schools and to show how the enhance or improve the learning of English among secondary school student. 

Significance of the Study
It is hoped that the result of this study will highlight the contributions of clubs and societies to the effective learning of  English in Junior Secondary schools in Ilorin East Local Government Area.

It will afford the education authorities, managers proprietors, teachers as well as parents the privilege of knowing the educational importance of clubs and societies such as press and debating society in schools.

1.  Are there functional clubs and societies in Junior Secondary schools in Ilorin East Local Government?
2. Do Students shows positive attitude towards the clubs and societies in the schools?

3. Do clubs and societies have any possible effect on students of English Language in Ilorin Local Government Area?

H02: There is no significant effect of students show of positive attitude to clubs and societies and their performance in English in schools in Ilorin east local government area.

H03:  There is no significant effect of clubs and societies             on the learning of English in Secondary Schools in             Ilorin East Local Government Area.

Scope of the Study
 
 In the course of our reviewing of past works and gathering of data, we discovered that the common clubs and societies in schools are mainly:

  The press clubs, the literacy and debating society and the JETS clubs on the performance of English student among junior secondary schools in Ilorin East L.G.A shall be randomly selected.

        These schools will be selected from Ilorin East Local Government Area in Ilorin to give a fair representation of our desired population.

 Definition of Key Terms 
     The keywords or terms used in the project are briefly enumerated and explained below:

a. Clubs: According to the advanced learning dictionary club is a society of people who come together for a certain purpose especially gathering of information.        
b. Society: A Society may be club members who came together, who have things in common belief and goals. They relate to improve on another’s lot in cell ramifications and educationally, financially, emotionally and may be politically.

c. Press clubs: the dictionary meaning of ‘press has to do with the activities regard news gathering and dissemination of information. Therefore, press clubs are set of people who gather with the aim of information dissemination through printed materials, hand bills magazines, books, journals etc. 

d. Jets: This is the acronyms for the Junior Engineering Technology Science students. They are science student in secondary schools who are enlightened and motivated to pick a career in science.

e. Literary and Debating: This is a club where students are drilled in oral literary or simple plutocracy. They are motivated to be bold and assertive especially to speak fluently in public. 

f. Language: Language is a system voc al auditory communication using conventional sign composed of arbitrary patterned sound unit and assembled according to set the rules, interacting with the experience of its user. 

g. Education: The United National Education Scientific as Comprising Organization (UNESCO, 2005) Defined education as comprising organizing and sustained communication designed to bring about learning. That is lifting out the blind. Alleys. 

CHAPTER TWO

REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE

This chapter reviews some related literature of some past works. They are reviewed under the following sub-heading:

· Importance of Clubs and Societies 
 The Aim of Education 
The sole aim of education in society is to develop the mind of the people. Babs and Aisikus (2000) in a textbook ‘education in the Northern, Eastern, Western or Southern communities in Nigeria. They claim that the aim of education is basically to produce a man or a woman of character with the useful skill appropriate to his or her status in life.
Education is unlimited to general education alone. It is also vocationally oriented. Some of the sources of education are agricultural education trade craft and business. Babs and Aisikus (2005)further emphasized that education develops human talents, creates dissatisfaction with social milieu and fosters the acceptance of innovation and willingness for changes.

These attributes of education are essential ingredients for technological economic and social progression in any society. Nwangu (2007) views: education as a society responsibility, he started that ‘education’ is a process  where every society attempts to preserve and upgrade the accumulated knowledge, skills and attitude in its cultural setting and heritage in order to foster continuously the well being of man and guarantee its survival against the unpredictable. Thus, irrespectianent attributes and characteristics. 

In accordance with his statement a quality which education exhibits is the continuous change and adoption to new demands and new circumstances.  The quality is of at most importance in this study. In the words of Fafunwa (2005) “education is generally for immediate induction into society and preparation for adulthood. Feedrick (2003) stated that! “the progress of a nation depends first and foremost on the progress of its people” unless its develops their spirit and potentially, it can not develop much economically politically culturally and materially. 

John Stuart Mill, An educational psychologist says that “education embrace not only the deliberate process of schooling but involves even indirect and incidental influence” for him, the core of education is the culture which each generation purposely gives to those who are at least keeping up if possible for raising the level of improvement which has been attained. Philosophers such as Aristotle, Socrates, Plato, john Dewey and Alfred white have recognized education as a powerful instrument devised by man.

For his own development, Adewumi (2005) the idea that education is supposed to bring material advantages is supported by the universal primary education (UPE,2012). Therefore, education can be regarded as a means of induction into society and preparation for adulthood. Education can be acquired in instituted school system nursery, primary, secondary and post secondary or higher education. Informal education is however learning through various exposure and experience otherwise known as incidental education (Babs and Aisiku, 2002).
Academic Performance 

Academic performance is the measurement of student achievement across various academic subjects. Teachers and education officials typically measure achievement using classroom performance graduation rates and results and results from standardize tests.

Academic achievement is important for the successful development of young people in society. Students who do well in school are better able to make the transition into adulthood and to achieve occupational and economic success.

The academic performance involves factors such as the intellectual level, personality, motivation, skills, interests, study habits, self-esteem or the teacher-student relationship. When a gap between the academic performance and the student’s expected performance occurs, it refers to a divergig. 

English Language Teaching

English language actually entered Nigeria well before the advent of the British colonial administration through places like Warri, Brass and Calabar. The origin of the use of English language in Nigeria dates back to the early nineteenth century when freed slaves had received some degree of formal education abroad, hence their proficiency in the use of English. Many of them who had Christian orientation assisted the missionaries as translators and interpreters as the five of Christian Evangelism spread from one end of the country to the other. By the time Nigeria got independent in 1960, English had already established itself as the language of administered education, judiciary and legislature and more importantly language of social and ethnic communication in a country whose strength lies in her unparalled ethnic diversity. Given the importance of the English language at all levels of the educational system, it is important to ensure return which are commensurate with the visit amount of time and resources spent on the teaching of the subject. It is generally agreed that the problems lies with the foundation at the primary level and a great deal of energy has been extended in the recent years on various forms of remedial. 
i. English language teaching has taken a multidimensional  approach today in schools. Williams (2008) mention that “there are current trends in language teaching” of particular relevance to the teaching of English a second language namely.
ii. Shift in attitude towards an electric approach

iii. Looking to other disciplines for insights in residing outside of the classroom.

The expatiation of three approaches below can summarily be highlighted below depending on the aspect of English i.e. Grammar speech and loriting that a learner is being taught.
According to Williams (2001) a choice can be made of anyone of the following procedures.
1. Language study-drill situation/communicative practice

2. Drill-situation/communicative practice-language study.

3. Drill language study situational/communicative practice.

4. Drill situational practice language study communicative practice. 

Two procedures appear relevant in this present study. They are the drill and situational/communicative practice.

This is because in clubs and societies slangs, slogans, memory verse and other citation are memorized to sharpen the speaking skill of Secondary School Students. 

Ubahakwe and Obi (2004) in a survey of Language Teaching method use in Nigerian primary schools suggested that the Grammar translation method direct and audio-visual method are to be credited. However, the effective pupils performance is affected by a good or bad method of language teaching.

Teaching method go along way in determining learning on the part of the students. 
Problems of English Language Learning in Secondary Schools

Among educators who have contributed to the study of English language in schools are colleges are: Reason and Legend (2005), Owoeye (2003), Hestan (2005), and Tomori and Hove (2004). They all agree that a need for method chance on the part of the teacher is important. This chance must be made to serve the immediate need of a class of student’s individually. 


Apart from methodology, another major problem is the use of correct teaching aids. Teaching aids are learning materials used in the classroom to complement teaching methods to enhance learning. (Oyinloye 2000). He examined teaching such as chalkboard and chalk as visual aids needed for writing in the classroom. 


The major problem of students learning English, according to Owoeye (2003) is administrative. Most schools use just any teacher who can speak fluently to teach English language in order to save cost of employing qualified teachers. Such teachers are said to lack knowledge of theoretical framework. For language teaching and any English students who passes through these types of training will be deficient in many areas of language learning, most schools do not have good libraries where students can make reference for further reading on some topics. This also constitute a major problem to English Language learning in secondary schools. 

The Roles of Clubs and Societies in Education

Clubs and societies are side attraction found in schools. They may be academic or social group meant to provide extracurricular to school age children in secondary schools popular clubs are the press club, science or jets club. The popular societies however are the Red-Cross, Boy’s scout, Girls guinment and social role. We shall briefly explain these roles below.


Apart from the subjects in the schools curriculum, the press clubs among other clubs educate the secondary school students education and information are two concept that relate symbiotically. The press for instance educates on the values of the society (Adeboye, 2004). 


The press and jets clubs inform the mind of the students in more human term and create awareness (Abolade, 2004) some pieces are information designed to encourage some positive attitude as well as customs. The press in the wider world as well as the microcosm in the school environment goes hunting for news which is usually informative and educative.


Information is shared between the more informed people and the less informed ones. The pres and the science based clubs in schools can bring about news or knowledge of current discoveries in the world of science. For instance the satellite launch i.e. Nigeria SAT is brought to the knowledge of secondary school students through the junior science and technology clubs. The use of Press and its relevance in secondary school.


Edstrand et al (2000) highlight the following reason for using mass media e.g. Press clubs in schools. 

1. Pedagogical reason: The first and the most important reason for the existence of any group, clubs or society in schools is to complement the school curriculum through writing, reading, debating, caring and presenting, learning among secondary school students have been greatly improved. 
According to Lar-ohof (1999), cited in Edson and et al (2000), nearly all nation now broadcast programmes to school press as a means improving learning in schools. 

2. Practical Reason: Apart from the theories of learning, there are other practical reasons for press use in modern education. Most nations want to increase the extent and variety of education that they offer to their citizens and also they are faced with lacks of suitable teacher e.g pure science teacher in some rural and urban schools in Nigeria.
3. Psychological reason: Another salient reason why clubs and societies exist in schools’ psychologically. This is achieved by making the student active in the clubs and societies. A student for instance who belongs to the Press club see himself or herself as performing the role of a journalist in the schools.
The press club is a learning environment responsible for production of educational information, creation of entertainment programmes and publication of useful and intellectual information to the students at large (see mass media and society 2002).
In view of this he refers to the mass media. Particularly formation of press club in school to make valuable contribution to the development of the schools and promotion of its image to the outside world in collaboration of the above. Adams (2006), comment that many studies or teaching in communication studies facilitate learning.

Environment for Specific Purpose (ESP)

Adams (2006), reiterates that the more highly developed a particular society happens to be the more likely it is that the society will attempt to structure the use of press into learning environments viewing the contribution. So far, it could be said that every educational setting or management contends that learning will be more effective and efficient when the press clubs, the jets club and the social such as Red Cross, Girls Guide etc are formed on different schools. 

The red cross on their uniform symbolic of their importance to the health of people. They are taken through drills in games, match pass and other recreational activities to develop their members intellectually, psychologically and physically. 

The Negative Impacts of Clubs and Societies in Education  Settings. 

In order to give an objective assessment of constitutions of clubs and societies to students learning English Language, especially in secondary school, we intends to discus some negative impacts of the clubs and societies as found in some literature. 
The researchers’ survey (2003) revealed in a field work where questionnaire were administered on secondary school that there are some biases exhibited by press club in different school some of the respondent, listed, religious bias, ethnics bias, sex bias and language bias.

· Religious bias; the dominating religion in the school enjoys the activities of the clubs since the activities will reflect their religion in their religion in their expression where Muslim dominate, the Christian will be few because Favour Islamic injuction.

· Ethnic bias; the researchers survey (2009) also reveals that ethnics bias is usually exhibited by the club, societies in  secondary school. This is where the majority ethnic group dominates the mainly groups.

· Sex bias; in the boys scout for example girls are not found. The girl’s guide also has only female students. These clubs are chauvinistic in their orientation of students in a male domination club; the gear of insecurity scores the girls away.

· Language bias; the dominating ethnics group in the school club and society tends to employ it language in the activities at the expenses of other majority.

Effect of clubs and societies on academic performance of students
Extracurricular activities are the best way to enhance the learning experience of school going students school, nowadays, provide various opportunities for the students to enhance their talents.

However, extracurricular activities play an important role in enhancing their talents but also came along with certain shortcomings. Thus, parents and students should consider these potential drawbacks to ensure healthy schooling experience.
Thus, if you are a slow person, option for an activity which require a lot of energy and hours, it may create troubles for you. This may also affect your grades at school.

In view of this time management is one of the most important factors, which the students have to consider before making any commitments. Not all students share the same ability to get work done in a given period.
 You might end up choosing something that requires attention once or twice a week. However, you can hardly ever deny the urge to do something that you love compared to other priorities. Similarly, you prefer a tempting escape against the usual school work. Consciously or unconsciously, you deny the academic priorities to live the passion.

Extracurricular activities require commitments, as these tasks are in addition to the regular schooling days. Thus, the first thing that comes to the mind while choosing an extracurricular activity is that activity is something of your interest. Nothing can be compared to the frustration of unwanted activity.

Extracurricular activities can also com along with their own expenses too. Regardless of the activity you choose, an expenses is required. It may be the cost of an instrument for the music less on or the uniform or clothing for the dance.
 How learner choose clubs  schools allow learners to choose clubs based on their career path.

Learner will be given opportunity to be in a club for a year after which they may change if they desire. This will give them opportunity to expose themselves to more clubs hence more avenue to choose or sharpen their careers.

Forms will be given to learners to choose clubs as they are advised to go for the choice that suits their career path and abilities.
At every resumption for a new academic year, learners will be given general orientation on the assembly by the club co-ordinators, this will be done to reorient the students of the importance of their choice and also to help those who may want to change their clubs to do so and choose appropriately.

· Student captain would be choose for clubs and also attendance taken. The coordinator would choose students weekly to take turns to write a summary report of the activities of the clubs each week. This will help build their report writing skills.

Importance of Clubs and Societies
· It helps pupils/student to build lifelong skills which may include writing, speaking, problem, solving and critical thinking skills.
· It help with effective communication between the learners and the club coordinator as guidance can effectively be done by the facilitators.

· Leadership skills in students are built in clubs as some-times during activities they take up Leadership roles.
· Help with TEAM work . learners during club activities begin to work in group and as a team to achieve their goals. This skill is a lifelong skill which help to build empathy and selflessness in learners.
· It also helps with networking. Influential personalities may be invited to be part of the club programs and this opportunity may rely court in the life of a learner and a school.
· Club also provide opportunity for good grooming as attitudes and good values can be gotten from being members of a club.

CHAPTER THREE

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY


This chapter is centered with description of procedures adopted in carrying out the following sub-headings Research Design, Population of the study, Sample and Sampling techniques, Research Instrument, Reliability of the instrument, procedure for data collection and procedure for data analysis.

Research Design 


The approach used in carrying out the research is descriptive survey. Descriptive survey research is a basic for all type of research in assessing the situation as a pre-requisite a set if a specific purpose of study which includes the subject of this study. 

Population 


The numbers of secondary schools in Ilorin East L.G.A are too many and it is practically impossible to cover the whole population of all schools in Ilorin East L.G.A.


Therefore, five secondary schools (Public Schools only) were randomly selected under the Ilorin East Local Government. One hundred secondary school students among five schools were randomly selected in Ilorin East L.G.A.

Sample and Sampling Technique


The researcher employed a random sampling method. This is to ensure finding properly or correctly based on functioning clubs and societies in schools in Ilorin East L.G.A. It is not all schools. The selection is done across the length and breath of Ilorin East L.G.A. The selected schools are senior secondary schools (Public): 
1. Community Secondary School Oke Oyi

2. Polytechnic Secondary school, Ilorin.

3. Community School Ayetoroke

4. Ansaru Secondary school Marafa Oja

5. Agbeyangi Community Secondary school.

Research Instrument


The instrument used for this topic is questionnaire. The population for this study include senior secondary schools in Ilorin East Local Government Area. While 5 (five) schools would be randomly selected for the study. Twenty questionnaires shall be given to twenty students in each of those schools. This is done top determine the opinion, perception, attitudes and preferences of the students offering these clubs and societies.
Validity of the Instrument


A necessary instrument is valid when it measures truly and accordingly the quality or ability of what is designed to measure. 

According to Ibrahim et al (2007) validity means appropriateness, meaningfulness and usefulness of the influences a research is validity and content validity. Face validity is whether the test looks valid on the face while content validity is the extent to which the content of the instrument contains on adequate sample of the domain of the content it is supposed to represent. Therefore, in order to ensure the validity of the instrument. It will be submitted to the researchers supervisors and other lecture in the department for appropriate advice and guidance. 
Reliability of the Instrument  

An instrument is said to be reliable if its consistently measures what it intends to measure. 


The instrument used in the research work is considered reliable because the questionnaire sought the opinion of the subjects as they responded to some research questions.


The researcher used a t-test retest procedure to measure a face value reliability of the instrument while a random sample procedure was also used to pick the samples schools for the study.

Procedures for Data Collection

The researcher went to the schools to administer and collect the questionnaire from the students. Also, the researcher took permission from the principals of the selected secondary schools; this shall make it easy to gain the co-operation of staff and students of the schools. 

Procedure for Data Analysis 

The principal statistical method that will be used in the analysis of one data in the study on “effect of clubs and societies on the academic performance of English students in selected secondary schools in Ilorin East L.G.A” is likert scale presented in a sample percentage and tables. This was used to determine the effect and place of clubs and society on student performance. This instrument was corroborated with essay writing scripts of some of the subjects. 
CHAPTER FOUR

DATA ANALYSIS

Data Presentation and Analysis

This chapter summarizes the values of the respondents on the issues raised as questionnaire for subject from selected secondary schools in Ilorin East L.G.A it shall discuss the analysis result and discussion based on data collected through the use of questionnaire.

The table above shows that 49% of students agreed that club and society improve the students language study while 37% strongly agreed and 14% disagreed also, 59% agreed that club and society are provided in their school curriculum while, 42% strongly agreed and 5% disagreed q61% agreed that club and societies influence the students language learning skill while 35% strongly agreed and 4% disagreed.
Discussion


In this analysis, it becomes clear that there is a lot of improvement in the spoken English language of the concerned respondents who are member of different clubs and societies in schools. Out of interest in this research is to find out the effect of clubs and societies on the academic performance of English students in selected secondary schools in Ilorin East L.G.A. our respondent who are all member of either the press club, jet club, literary and debating society or red-cross society gave the results presented earlier.

A good number of the students who were interview had fundamental problem. These problem include inability to use correct tense forms omission of past tense and plural inflexions in lexis, wrong use of registers, wrong spelling and flouting of concord rules apart from errors. In grammar, they could not express themselves clearly in speaking English language.
CHAPTER FIVE
