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ABSTRACT
The purpose of this research was to investigate the influence of social media on the performance of junior secondary school students in English language in ILORIN SOUTH Local Government Area of Kwara State. Responses were elicited from students and teachers in selected junior secondary schools in the Local Government Area. To achieve the objectives of the research, the study used a mixed method approach which involved the survey of student’s addictiveness and the teacher’s response on its effect on students. The study sample were eighty students in the selected junior secondary schools. The descriptive survey design was used. Simple random sampling was employed in sampling the respondents. A researcher-designed questionnaire titled ‘Social Media and Academic Performance of Students in English Language’ (SMAPOSIEL) was used to collect data from the respondents. Frequency and mean (X) were used in the analysis of data. The study revealed among others that a great number of students in ILORIN SOUTH Local Government Area are addicted to social media such as WhatsApp, Facebook, twitter etc., for making friends and chatting instead of academic work. In addition, the negative effects of this trend are seen in their wrong use of language, grammar and spelling such as the use of short phrases and incomplete sentences, sentence structure, content organization, incessant use of acronyms, wrong spelling, and less study time due to the heavy participation on their academic performance as a result of participation on social media networks. The findings of the study led to the conclusion that the dominance and addiction on social media are the major causes of poor performance in English language both in internal and external examinations among junior secondary school students of ILORIN SOUTH Local Government Area of Kwara State. It was however recommended that social media should be used for academic purposes, social networking sites should be expanded and new pages should be created to enhance students’ academic activities. More so, more strict and proper supervision by all stakeholders should be imbibed. Workshops, seminars and public enlightenment programmes should be launched by the government. Teachers should check the sites their students always so as to guide them properly. This is to create a balance between social media and academic activities of students to avoid setbacks in the academic performance of the students.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study 
The world is today celebrating the improvements in communication technology which has broadened the scope of communication through Information and Communication Technologies (ICTs). Modern Technology in communication no doubt has turned the entire world into a “Global village”. But as it is, technology like two sides of a coin, bring with it both negative and positive sides. It helps people to be better informed, enlightened, and keeping abreast with world developments. Technology exposes mankind to a better way of doing things. Social networking sites include: Twitter, Yahoo Messenger, Facebook Messenger, Blackberry Messenger (BBM), Whatsapp messenger, 2go messenger, Skype, Google talk, Google Messenger, iPhone and Androids. The world has been changed rapidly by the evolution of technology; this has resulted into the use of technology as the best medium to explore the wide area of knowledge. 
The evolution of internet technology has led to its use as the best medium for communication. Whereby, two-third of the world’s internet population visits social networking or blogging sites, thus serving as a communication and connection tool. It is not far from the fact that most students worldwide have social media accounts and are always glued to various social media platforms for different activities. Some use the networks for educational purposes, and others for non-educational activities. Several studies have indicated that 60 per cent of students are using social media for only communication. In contrast, some dedicate adequate time to social media for non-academic activities such as chatting with their colleagues and loved ones when lectures are ongoing (Kolhar, Kazi, and Alameen, 2021 Habes et al., 2021). Regardless of their activities on these platforms, students’ academic performance is directly or indirectly affected since some time might be lost instead of being engaged in learning.
  The millions of social networking sites have transformed the thought of global village into a reality whereby billions of people communicate through social networking sites. Numerous benefits have been obtained through distant communication through the use of social networking sites. Academic excellence or achievement plays an important role in an individual placement, be it in the academic institutions or job placement. Due to this, many people are concerned with the ways they can enhance their academic achievement. The emphasis on academic excellence which is also prevalent worldwide has encouraged many studies about the conditions promoting it. The use of social media has negatively affected students’ grammar, spelling, late submission of assignments, inadequate time for academic work, and poor academic performance.Academic performance, which is measured by the examination results, is one of the major goals of a school. Academic performance is the measurement of student achievement across various academic subjects. Teachers and education officials typically measure achievement using classroom performance, graduation rates, and results from standardized tests.(BallotPedia, 2019)
Academic performance or achievement is the outcome of education, the extent to which a student, teacher or institution has achieved their educational goals. A Website that introduces and reteaches skills through games that the child will use throughout their lives.
The advancement in technology and communication leads to a considerable improvement in social networking such as Facebook used to keep in touch or share information with other individuals. According to Zuckerberg, by giving people the control over whole site, we're making the world more transparent. Making the world get connected is the ultimate goal behind Facebook. Facebook is an online directory thatconnects people through social networks in secondary schools and universities.
Today most youths and students possess Facebook accounts. The reason most of them perform badly in school might not be far- fetched. The negative influence of social media use on students’ academic achievement may be more than the benefit they may derive from social media usage. Nowadays, students use words like ur to stand for ‘your/your are’, u to stand for ‘you’, thnx/tnx, tank to stand for thank(s). Others are; 4, 4m or frm to stand for- for, from, tot to stand for taught or thought, and bcos or bcos to stand for because. These words and many more are used mainly by some students when chatting with their peers and relatives, and they make the mistake of using the exact words . This assertion is supported by Zubairu (2021) who observed in their study that social media affects students' use of the English language. According to the authors, they tend to use short handwriting to chat with their friends and get used to it, subsequently imitating the same mistakes during examinations.(Alam, and Aktar, 2021 Evers et al. 2020 Mahdi, 2019). It can be concluded from the literature that students use various social media platforms for non-academic activities like chatting and entertainment to the detriment of their studies.
 	Times that ought be channeled towards learning, academic research and innovating have been crushed by the passion for meeting new friends online, and most times busy discussing trivial issues. Hence most students’ academics suffer setback as a result of distraction from the social media. Platforms make it more possible for students to visit various networking sites. Some students turn these platforms into places for making new friends and meeting old friends; however, some use the media to consume their leisure hours and release stress. The study of Boahene, Fang and Sampong (2019) disagreed with Bernard and Dzandza (2018) that students benefit from chatting with other students, teachers, and other sources to gain knowledge. The students are used to short forms of writing words in their chat rooms; they forget and use the same in the classrooms. They use things like 4 in place of for, U in place of You, D in place of The etc. and this could affect their class assessment. 
Equally, Bakeer (2018) supported that “students gained more vocabulary, improved their writing skills and reduced their spelling mistakes through social media usage. Since its introduction, it has been evident and indisputable that social media utilisation among students within the instructive sector cannot be ignored. Academic performance or achievement is the outcome of education, the extent to which a student, teacher or institution has achieved their educational goals. Academic performance is commonly measured by examinations or continuous assessment but there is no general agreement on how it is best tested or which aspects are most important, procedural knowledge such as skills or declarative knowledge such as facts (Santoveña-Casal, 2019; Stacy, 2018)
In today’s world where technology is increasingly invading all economic sectors inclusive of education, students are seen exposed to smart phones and computers. They spend time on the internet making use of social media applications accompanying these smart phones and computers. Thus, there might be an influence between the use of social media and academic performance, bearing in mind that social media bridges the wall of distance between two or more persons. Online social networking sites focus on building and reflecting social associations among people who share interests and or activities. With so many social networking sites displayed on the internet, students do chat online with friends, families, teachers, etc to keep social interaction going.Mayfield in Joseph (2017) pointed out that one can best understand social media as a group of new online media which enables wider participation (contributing information or content and giving feedback), openness (almost no barrier accessing and making use of information), conversational (two-way communication), community (bonding and sharing of common interests), and connectedness (linking other online tools or services/resources). In Publication No. 201003E of the Library of Parliament, Canada, social media as a term was referred to as the wide-range of online and mobile services that allows users to be involved in online information exchanges and contributions of user-generated content within the scope of community-based interests. The above source asserted that social media include blogs, wikis, social bookmarking websites, media sharing websites and, particularly, social networking websites. Interaction and sharing of contents using a social media is been facilitated by the internet. Social media are usually on a large scale membership and comprise of the social interactions (students’ social pages) taking place using website services, online tools and the content (media) that are created and shared ( Abbate, 2017).
Social information processing theory is an interpersonal communication theory which suggests that online interpersonal relationship development might require more time to develop than face-to-face relationships, but when developed, it has the same influence as face-to-face communication. This means, the more students use social media, the more they influence their disposition to studies, given the fact that friends from social media will begin to exert influence on each other. 
Statement of Problem 
The world today is a global market in which the internet is the most important sort of information. Since the advent of social media sites in the 1990s, it is assumed in some quarters that the academic performance of students is facing a lot of neglect and challenges. The educational system in Nigeria is faced with so many challenges which have certainly brought about a rapidly decline in the quality of education. There is a deviation, distraction and divided attention between social networking activities and their academic work. It is observed that students devote more attention to social media than they do to their studies. 
Students’ addictiveness to social networks, students’ frequency of exposure to social network, social media network that the students are more exposed to and the influence of social media as a medium of interaction between students has been part of discussion in recent times and which have imparted on their academic performance. Instead of students reading their books, they spend their time chatting and making friends via the social media and this might definitely have influence on their academic performance, because when you do not read, there is no way you can perform well academically. It is a common sight to see a student chatting in sensitive and highly organized places like church, mosque and lecture venues. Some are so carried away that even as they are walking along the high way, they keep chatting. 
The manufacturing and distribution of equally sophisticated cellular phones has complicated the situation, as students no longer need to visit a cybercafé before they send and receive messages. Attention has been shifted from visible to invisible friends, while important ventures like study and writing might be affected in the process. This phenomenon has become a source of worry to many who believe in knowledge and skill acquisition.
In recent times social media have been a major stay in the minds of students and the world at large thereby causing a lot of drastic measure by students, teacher and even educational administrators at large. It is therefore of great importance to explore some of the trending issues facing students’ academic performance as a result of social media. Students at all levels of learning now have divided attention to studies, as a result of available opportunities to be harnessed from social media. Whether these opportunities promote studies is a question that needs to be answered. Thus, the problem this study investigates is the influence of social media on the academic performance of the junior secondary students in ILORIN SOUTH Local Area, Kwara State. 
Purpose of the Study 
The purpose of this study generally is to examine the influence of Social Media on the Academic Performance of junior secondary students in ILORIN SOUTH Local Area, Kwara State. Specifically, the study seeks; 
1. To examine the level of student addictiveness to social media and the influence on their academic performance. 
2. To determine the social media network that the students are more exposed to and the influence on their academic performance. 
3. To ascertain how the use of social media has influence the academic performance of the students in junior secondary students in ILORIN SOUTH Local Area, Kwara State 
4. To ascertain the difference in students’ usage of social media network by gender.
5. To ascertain how age has influence on students’ usage of social media network. 
Research Questions
The following research questions were raised; 
1. To what extent has students addictiveness to social network influence their academic performance? 
2. Does the social media network that the students are more exposed to influence their academic performance? 
3. Has social media influence the academic performance of junior secondary students in ILORIN SOUTH Local Area, Kwara State? 
4. Is there gender difference in the student’s usage of social media network? 
5. Does social media on older and younger student? 
Research Hypotheses 
The following hypotheses are generated by the researcher and were tested in this study: 
1. Students’ addictiveness to social network has no significant influence on their academic performance. 
2. Student’s exposure to social media network has no significant influence on students’ academic performance. 
3. Use of social media does not have significant influence on the academic performance of junior secondary students in ILORIN SOUTH Local Area, Kwara State
4. There is no significant difference between male and female student usage of social media network. 
5. Age does not have significant influence on the use of social media. 
Significance of the Study 
This study is significant to the teachers, parents and students. This study will help the teachers of the school to know the influence that social media has on their students, so as to assist them to enlighten and create awareness to the students on the possible influence it has on them. 
The study is of significant to parents in the sense that they will know the possible effects these social media usage has on their children, so as to serve as watch-dog to their children on the usage of the social networking site. 
The study will enable the students of the junior level so that they will be aware that, apart from the social benefits of this social networking site, using the sites more than necessary will pose possible dangers to their health. It will be relevant in assisting students in understanding the diversity of social media. It will provide relevance material for students and other researchers undertaking similar research. The study will help researchers with more information on the Influence of social media on student’s academic performance.

Scope of the Study 
The focus of this research work is to primarily study the Influence of social media on the academic performance of junior secondary students in ILORIN SOUTH Local Area, Kwara State
Operational Definition of Terms
As words may mean differently in different contexts, the following definitions are given as the words used as intended to be understood for the purpose of this study. 
Social Media: They are forms of electronic communication which facilitate interactive base on certain interests. Social media include web and mobile technology.
Social Networking Sites: A website where people put information about them and can send to others. 
Media: Are all those media technologies that are intended to reach a large audience by mass communication. “They are messages communicated through a mass medium to a number of people. 
Academic: It is concerned with Studying from books as opposed by a practical work. 
Students: Someone who is Studying at a University or School. Someone who is very interested in a particular subject.

Concept of Social Media 
Boyd and Ellison, (2018) define social media as a networked communication technology that allows individuals and groups to socially interact in digital environments. Kietzmann et al., (2017) define social media as "a group of internet-based applications that build on the ideological and technological foundations of Web 2.0 and that allow the creation and exchange of user-generated content. Social media is a phrase being tossed around a lot. Rajeev Kumar and S. K. Singh argue that social media can also improve team performance on projects. By providing a continuous flow of communication and feedback, social media can help team members understand their roles, responsibilities, and performance expectations. Additionally, social media can facilitate knowledge sharing and skill development among team members. It is a website that does not just give you information but interact with you while giving you information. It is a group of internet based application that allows the creation and exchange of users generated content. It is easy to confuse social media with social news because we often refer to members of the news as the media. Adding to it, that social news site is also social media site. Some media website includes: 
· Social Bookmarking: interact by tagging website and searching through websitebook marked by others (Blink list, simple).  
· SocialNews: interact by voting for articles and commenting on them (Digg, propello).  
· Social Networking: interact by adding friends, commenting on photo and profiles, sharing groups for discussions (Facebook, 2go, BB chat) 
· Social Photo and Video Sharing: interact by sharing photos or videos and commenting on the user submission. (Youtube and Fliki).  
· Wikis: interact by adding articles and editing existing articles. (Wikipedia, wikia).
	Van Dijck (2018) suggests that social media is a cultural form of networked communication that enables digital users to participate in the production, circulation, and consumption of mediated content. Weller, (2018) defines social media as "a set of technologies and practices that enable individuals and groups to interact, collaborate, and share content online. Social media has become one of the major channel of chatting through platforms such as 2go, BB chat, blogger and wiki a. There has been an increase in the mobile social media which has created new opportunity for browsing. 
Hinton and Hjorth, (2019) define social media as a digital ecosystem that enables users to connect, communicate, and share information across platforms and devices in a networked environment. Kaplan, and Haenlein, (2018) suggest that social media is a group of internet-based applications that allow the creation and exchange of user-generated content. Jenkins et al., (2020) define social media as a participatory culture that enables individuals and groups to collaborate, share, and co-create content in digital environments.
Kaplan and Haenlein, (2010) classified social media into six different classes as follows: 
1. Collaborative Project (Wikipedia)
 Collaboration projects have several functions, including:
1. Improving article quality: Collaboration projects bring together editors with different skills and expertise to improve the quality of articles on Wikipedia. By working together, editors are able to identify and correct errors, remove bias, and ensure that articles are comprehensive.
2. Covering a wide range of topics: Collaboration projects on Wikipedia cover a wide range of topics, from specific subjects to general improvements in articles. This ensures that there is a diverse range of articles on the site, catering to a wide range of interests.
3. Encouraging community participation: Wikipedia operates on the principle of collaborative editing, with volunteers from around the world working together to create and maintain content on the site. Collaboration projects provide an opportunity for editors to learn from each other, share knowledge and build a sense of community.
4. Promoting accuracy and reliability: Collaboration projects on Wikipedia aim to ensure that articles are accurate and reliable sources of information. By working together, editors are able to fact-check and verify information, ensuring that articles are trustworthy resources.
2. Blogs and Micro blogs (Twitter) 
1. Sharing knowledge and expertise on specific topics
2. Providing a platform for personal expression and opinion sharing
3. Promoting products or services
4. Generating traffic and leads for websites
5. Establishing an individual or organization as a thought leader in a particular industry
3. Content Communities (Youtube) 
1. Knowledge sharing and discovery: Members of content communities often share their knowledge, experiences, and opinions about their interest or topic. This can help newcomers to learn and discover more about their interest or topic, as well as provide opportunities for experienced members to exchange ideas and techniques.

4. Marketing and promotion: Content communities can also serve as a marketing and promotional tool for businesses or organizations within the industry or interest. Members may share information and reviews about products, services, or events related to their interest, which can help to increase exposure and generate sales.


4. Social Networking Site (Facebook; 2go; BB chat) 
5. 1.Connecting with friends and family: SNS allows users to create profile and connect with their friends and family members, regardless of their physical location. Users can send friend requests, communicate through messaging, post photos and updates, and comment on each other’s posts.
6. 2. Sharing news and information: SNS enables users to share news and information on a range of topics, such as current events, local news, and personal interests. Users can customize their news feed to see updates from friends and pages they follow.
7. 3. Joining and creating groups: SNS allows users to join and create groups based on shared interests or hobbies, and to communicate with other group members through messaging, posts, and events.
5. Marketing and advertising: SNS offers businesses a platform to advertise their products and services to a large and targeted audience, based on user demographics, interests, and behaviors. Businesses can create ads, boost posts, and measure the success of their marketing campaigns through analytics.
6. Entertainment and games: SNS provides users with games, quizzes, and entertainment content that can be accessed through its platform. Users can compete with friends and family members or share their achievements on their profile.



5. Virtual Game World (World of war craft)

3. Creative Outlet: Second Life provides a platform for users to be creative and express themselves. They can design their virtual buildings, clothing, accessories, and even entire virtual environments.
4. Business and Commerce: Second Life has a vibrant economy where users can buy, sell, and trade virtual goods and services using its currency, Linden Dollars. Users can develop and sell products such as virtual clothing, jewelry, and furniture.
5. Education: Second Life provides an immersive learning environment for students. It has been used by universities to deliver distance learning courses, conduct research, and create virtual classrooms.
6. Entertainment and Gaming: Second Life has various games and entertainment options. Users can attend live music events, watch films, or even play games within the virtual world.
Technology includes the blogs, picture sharing, music sharing, crowd sourcing, e-mail, instant messaging and voice over. These services could be integrated via social network aggregation platforms. 
Student’s addictiveness to Social Media 
Together with the very rapid digitalization in our age, the use of social media is increasing in our country and in the world (Ersöz & Kahraman, 2020 Singh et al. 2020). The mass appeal of social media on the internet could be a cause for concern, particularly when attending to the gradually increasing amount of time students spend online. Undergraduates spend more time on Facebook, Twitter and other social media through smartphones that are now in abundance among these youths explain social media addiction as the excessive use of the internet and the failure to control this usage which seriously harms a person’s life.
According to the Digital 2021 Global Overview Report, the time spent on social media has increased 1.5 times in the last 5 years. The most widely used social networks are listed as: Facebook, YouTube, WhatsApp, FB Messenger, Instagram, WeChat, TikTok and QQ (DataReportal 2021). A study by Wang et al., (2018) found that social media addiction was positively associated with procrastination among college students. They suggest that social media use could be a way for students to avoid academic tasks and responsibilities.
Many concerned parents have expressed great concern that they could hardly get the attention of their children and wards, as they seem to have been carried away by the fascinating world of social networks. Some youths are such social freaks that they have now carved out for themselves a world of fantasy and illusion for detached from reality. As for Turkey, the use of social media has increased by 11.1% in the past year, and YouTube, Instagram, WhatsApp, Facebook, Twitter and FB Messenger are the most frequently used social networks (DataReportal, 2021). When the way of dealing with social media addiction is examined, it can be said that nowadays, social media addiction has ceased to be an ordinary problem and become a disease associated with a global ep idemic. People all over the world can show excessive interest in social media and spend a great deal of time using social media. For this reason, social media has a negative effect on the lives of millions of people in the world (Singh et al., 2020). The reason students are performing poorly in school these days might not be farfetched. While poor quality of lecturers can quickly take the blame, one might think harder if the phrase “Facebook frenzy” has not been heard of. It is a common sight to see a youth chatting in sensitive and highly organized places like church, mosque and lecture venues. Some are so carried away that even as they are walking along the high way, they keep chatting. Attention has been shifted from visible to invisible friends, while important ventures like study and writing are affected in the process.
According to Kuss, and Griffiths, (2017), social media addiction is becoming a growing problem among students. They found that social media addiction was related to grades, poor sleep quality, and increased anxiety and depression among students. A study by O'Neill et al. (2018) found that excessive social media use was associated with poorer academic performance among college students. They suggest that social media use can become addictive and lead to distraction from academic work. Studies have found that social media addiction is a growing concern among students, some estimates suggesting that up to one-third of students show signs of addiction to social media. The addictive features of social media constant notifications, like-button feedback loops and the availability of instant gratification through likes and shares.
In a study by Drahošová, and Balco, (2017), in which they investigated the advantages and disadvantages of social media use, 97.7% of participants stated that the advantages of using social media were communication and the exchange of information, while 72.2% stated that the biggest disadvantage was internet addiction. It is known that among users, especially the younger age group faces the risk of addiction. Although social media is regarded as a new area of socialization and that this situation is an advantage (Savcı and Aysan, 2017) They explained that Youths’ use of these social networking sites even point towards obsession. The youths have made the social media their top priority and continued to need more usage in order to feel satisfied.
           An increase in periods of social media use can cause a reduction in sleep quality (Eroğlu & Yıldırım, 2017). Poor sleep quality can lead to daytime sleepiness in students and to negative effects on their performance, school achievement, activities and energy (Güneş et al., 2018). The study tested among other hypotheses that the more time a student spends on Facebook, the lower his or her grade point average will be.
A study by Saravanakumar, and Suganthalakshmi, (2019) found that social media addiction was related to a decrease in face-to-face communication skills among students. They suggest that excessive social media use can lead to a lack of interpersonal skills and social isolation. He pointed out that students waste their time through idle chats and other immoral acts. Students are so engrossed in the social media networks that they are almost 24 hours online. Even in classrooms and lecture theatres, it has been observed that some students are always busy pinging, 2going or Facebooking, while lectures are on. The result is that quality time that ought to be spent on academic research and other productive networking is lost. 


Students Exposure to Social Media
It has been observed in recent times that students have unlimited access to the internet as well as the social media. Students connect with computer to send and receive information’s anywhere on the globe. The manufacturing and distribution of equally sophisticated cellular phones has complicated the situation, as students no longer need to visit a cybercafé before they send and receive messages. Some schools are so equipped that there is internet connection made available within the school premises as well as in the library. Online Wikipedia and blogs are the main resource centers for students as attention have been shifted from making research in the library to overall dependence on theses social 28 platforms. It is a common thing to see a student reading in the library and putting the books aside on hearing the sound of a ping on the phone. 
According to a joint study by Campus2Careers and Study Breaks on the use of mobile devices among students discovered that, an average undergraduate spend 3.6 hours a day with their cell phones and smartphones, while spending less time with computers, TV’s, handheld gaming devices and e-readers. Social networking sites and applications are widely used by students. They spend a lot of their time on these sites as a part of their daily lives. Studies revealed that among the various age groups of students, university students are among the most using social networking (Azizi et al., 2019). Social networking sites play a very important role in education. Indeed, students are afforded multiple opportunities to improve learning and access the latest information by connecting with learning groups and other educational systems (Greenhow and Robelia, 2009). Students can also exchange information by connecting with different individuals. This can have a positive impact on student learning outcomes . Social media also has an impact on student mental health  which refers to their emotional, psychological, and social well-being. University students spend a lot of their time on social media both during the day and at night, and it can be contended that such technologies play an important role in their daily lives. However, despite their tremendous contributions to knowledge acquisition, there is a need to determine whether such technologies are being used to gain knowledge or for other purposes that may lead to the harmful effects of technology misuse.
Social media has more adverse effects than positive ones . Since students tend to spend more time on social media other than educational purposes; this tends to cause distraction from the learning environment, affecting their academic progress (Bekalu et al 2019). Further, spending a lot of time on social networking sites can lead to a sedentary lifestyle and a decrease in daily physical activity levels, which in turn can render them vulnerable to noncommunicable diseases such as obesity, diabetes, and hypertension ( Zou et al 2019). Additionally, social media use has negative effects on mental health and can lead to depression and anxiety. Therefore, because of the growing numbers of such sites and high demand for social media among university students, it is important to examine the purposes for which social networking sites are used.

Influence of Social Media Network on Student Academic Performance 
 Ali and Ahmed, (2019) found that social media had a mix effect on academic performance, while social media use had a negative effect on school grades it had a positive effect on the development of 21st century skill (vellaetal, 2017). social media network on student academic performance has cause a distraction on students spending hours scrolling their timeless, watching movies, chatting with friend intend of studying of completing their assignment. This can actually leads to poor performance grade, missed deadline and decrease academic performance overall.    
Social networking sites and applications are widely used by students. They spend a lot of their time on these sites as a part of their daily lives. Studies revealed that among the various age groups of students, university students are among the most using social networking (Azizi et al., 2019). Social networking sites play a very important role in education. Indeed, students are afforded multiple opportunities to improve learning and access the latest information by connecting with learning groups and other educational system. Students can also exchange information by connecting with different individuals. This can have a positive impact on student learning outcomes . Social media also has an impact on student mental health; which refers to their emotional, psychological, and social well-being. University students spend a lot of their time on social media both during the day and at night, and it can be contended that such technologies play an important role in their daily lives. However, despite their tremendous contributions to knowledge acquisition, there is a need to determine whether such technologies are being used to gain knowledge or for other purposes that may lead to the harmful effects of technology misuse(E Hanimoglu 2018)
Although. Social media helps individuals connect with others and develop new relationships. However, such relationships tend to be more formal and transient. Social media users tend to not share close and trusting relationships with their online friends. Moreover, these relationships cannot be compared to the relationships that are developed with friends and family members through face-to-face interactions. 59% of the students reported that excessive time spending on social media has negative impact on their relationship with family and friends. Smartphones create a psychological distance between individuals by decreasing face-to-face interactions between family members and friends; and this can negatively affect the quality of time spent on these relationships. This can have a significant effect on social well-being and satisfaction among friends (Abbas et al., 2019). These changes have important behavioral and social implications. Face-to-face interpersonal communication is an important determinant of well-being. Therefore, individuals should spend their free time with their friends and families in person rather than through social media. This may have a more positive impact on mood, enhance psychological satisfaction, and prevent loneliness and depression.


Usage of Social Media and Students’ Academic Performance 
The social media engages students and have to be examined as entrepreneurs of understanding. The medium of internet is marketing with increase in its programs. The interactive character of online conditions has extended with social networking. Hooking up through social networking began as being a niche activity, though time it's a phenomenon. The web sites are employed in many ways like developing metropolitan areas, speaking, blogging etc. Additionally different institutions even nowadays are developing groups on several Websites (Saba Mehmood 2018). 
Social media has shown a substantial influence on the daily lives of students, mainly due to the overuse of smart phones. Students use social media both for academic and non-academic purposes. Due to an increase in the usage of social media, academicians are now confronting pedagogical issues, and the question arises as to whether the use of social media affects students’ performance or not. Considering this, this study aims to examine the role of social media usage on students’ academic performance in the light of cognitive load theory.
Social media usage for non-academic purposes harmed students’ academic performance. Additionally, social media usage for academic purposes and social media multitasking did not affect students’ academic performance. Most importantly, social media self-control failure moderates the relationship between “social media usage for non-academic purposes” and students’ academic performance. The study suggests that teachers not only rely on using social media as a learning tool but also concentrate on improving student self-control over the use of social media through various traditional and non-traditional activities, such as online readings, group discussions, role plays and classroom presentations.
Gender Usage Of Social Media
(Krasnova et al., 2017) Examined gender variations in social media usage. Results showed that gender difference exists in social media usage among young students. However, men use it mostly for entertainment, while women use social media for communication and information purposes. There is a clear difference between both genders about their social media usage. Making new contacts is purely attributed to men and using it for academic and informational aspirations found in women (Mazman & Usluel  2011). Likewise, addressing the impacts of social media on academic performance stated that with the advancement in technology, the use of social media has become rampant. However, the time spent on social networking sites has risen by 62.5 percent since 2012 and continues to grow(Cami Buckley 2019). During the last year, the average time teenagers spent on social media was estimated at 2.6 hours per day. Young Women's Use and Views of YouTube" by Sarah Pedersen and Caroline Macafee. This article, published in Feminist Media Studies, (2017), examines young women's use of YouTube. The study found that young women used YouTube for various reasons, including entertainment, education, and social connection, but also experienced negative gendered comments and trolls.
The academic performance of boys and girls, if used appropriately, it can bring certain positive impacts on students’ academic performance. Studies affirmed both the positive and negative impacts of social media usage Concerning students, their opinions, and findings. Both positive and negative impacts are high in detail. However, the constructive use of social media for better academic grades is inevitable. Studies conducted in China and Iraq showed that social media is highly used as a positive approach in the learning process. Students use social networking platforms for assignment discussions, getting updates on class schedules, and addressing concerns related to their coursework (Boateng & Amankwaa 2016).
Previous research studies widely reported gender differences in social media usage and its impacts on students’ academic performance, but their findings have mixed directions. (Moreno et al. 2015 Habes et al., 2018 Alghizzawi et al., 2019,( Habes et al 2019,). Some assume that both male and female teenagers use social media for communication and education. Some assume that females use social media only for information aspirations. Also, gender discrepancies about social media usage are not a widely investigated phenomenon in Pakistan. Similarly, concerning the effects of social media usage, there are certain findings. Some validated positive, and others dug out negative outcomes of social media usage. Relying mainly on the gathered data, the researchers preferred to conclude the study by analyzing the responses directly from the subjected participants. It is because the researchers asserted that users could make valid responses about their social media usage and its impacts on their educational performance (Maria, 2020; Mehboob & Othman, 2020). this study mainly examined (a) the gender differences in social media usage, (ii) for what reasons individuals mainly use social networking sites? (iii) Most preferred social networking site (iv) Correlation between social media usage and academic performance and (v) direction of impacts.
A study by Statista, (2021) found that the most popular social media platforms among females are YouTube, Facebook, and Instagram, while the most popular platforms among males are YouTube, Facebook, and WhatsApp. A study by Kyrölä and Munnukka (2017) found that females tend to use social media more frequently than males. They suggest that this could be because women tend to use social media for communication and maintaining relationships, while men use it for entertainment and news. A study by Pew Research Center (2018) found that women are more likely to experience harassment and negative experiences on social
In a 2017 study, researchers found that gender differences in social media usage varied across cultures. Women in collectivist cultures were more likely to use social media for social support and interpersonal connection, while men in individualistic cultures were more likely to use social media for career-related purposes. A 2018 study found that gender identity and sexual orientation can also impact social media usage. LGBT individuals were more likely to use social media for identity expression and social support than heterosexual individuals. Another study in 2018 found that gender-based harassment and discrimination were significant issues on social media platforms. Women, in particular, faced higher levels of harassment and were more likely to self-censor their behavior on social media in response to this harassment. In 2020, scholars explored the impact of COVID-19 on gender differences in social media usage. They found that women were more likely to use social media to maintain social connections during the pandemic, while men were more likely to use social media for news and information. A 2021 study examined the role of gendered stereotypes and norms in shaping social media usage among teenagers. The researchers found that gender norms impacted how boys and girls used social media, with boys more likely to engage in risky behaviors online and girls more likely to use social media for social comparison and validation. In conclusion, scholars continue to explore the gender differences in social media usage, highlighting the ways in which technology can both reinforce and challenge gender norms and stereotypes in society.
Social Media in the Classroom
According to Chen (2021), social media can enhance students' motivation and engagement in learning. However, the study also found that social media can create distractions and social comparison among students. As a result, cell phones have been banned from classroom and schools have blocked many popular social media websites. However, despite adult’s apprehensions, students are using social media. Schools have realized that they need to incorporate these tools into the classroom and rules are changing. The Peel District School Board (PDSB) in Ontario is one of many school boards that has begun to accept the use of social media in the classroom. 
 	There have been various studies conducted on the influence of social media on student performance and the results have often been mixed some research suggests that incorporating social media into the classroom can have a positive impact on student performance. Students may benefit from the collaborative nature of social media and the ability to stay connected with their teacher and fellow students outside of the classroom. This can result in increased engagement, motivation, and participation, all of which can benefit a student’s performance.     On the other hand, social media can be a distraction for students and negatively impact their performance if not properly managed. It can lead to time-wasting, excessive use of social media, and reduced face-to-face interactions, all of which can lead to poor academic performance(M Kolhar 2021).
The field of education is no exception. Despite being popular for informal and entertainment use, social media is also used for a formal purpose like education. The current paper intends to review the use of social media in education. It presents the emergence of social media as a background that shall lead to its use in education. The paper reviewed three social media applications and their use in education in the light of previous studies. In doing so, some statistical data along with modes of use of social media in education have been discussed. It was found that social media applications like Twitter, Instagram and Facebook are helpful in achieving educational purposes. However, these benefits have been found to be surrounded by some drawbacks, a few of which the paper brought to light. Keeping in view the benefits and drawbacks of using social media in education, the paper proposed some recommendations. These recommendations revolve around promoting positive use of social media in education and mitigation of possible drawbacks. (M Adnan2019)
A study by Chiang, and Wang, (2020) found that social media can foster student learning outcomes, such as critical thinking and knowledge acquisition. However, the study also found that social media use can lead to information overload and ambiguous communication. A review by Naaman, Boase, and Lai, (2019) found that social media can facilitate social and collaborative learning among students. The study also highlighted the importance of instructors setting clear guidelines and expectations for social media use in the classroom. A study by Chen, Shih, and Jeng, (2018 found that social media can enhance student collaboration and communication skills. However, the study also highlighted the challenges of overcoming students' reluctance to share their thoughts and ideas on social media  platforms.
Facebook is one alternative means for shyer students to be able to voice their thoughts in and outside of the classroom. It allows students to collect their thoughts and articulate them in writing before committing to their expression. Further, the level of informality typical to Facebook can also aid students in self-expression and encourage more frequent studentand-instructor and student-and-student communication. 
A study by Chen, and Chen, (2017) found that social media can facilitate self-directed and personalized learning among students. The study also highlighted the importance of instructors incorporating social media use into their teaching practice in a meaningful and purposeful way. Social media has become a pervasive part of modern life and has significantly impacted the way people communicate and interact with each other. This impact has not been lost on educators, who have begun to explore the potential of social media in the classroom.
Social media can be a valuable tool for education in several ways. First, it can facilitate communication between teachers and students, allowing them to share information, ask questions, and collaborate on projects in real-time. This can lead to more engaged and active participation in the learning process, as well as more personalized instruction. Social media can serve as a platform for students to engage with and learn from their peers. By sharing resources, exchanging ideas, and providing feedback to one another, students can develop a deeper understanding of the subject matter and improve their critical thinking skills. Social media can be used to enhance traditional instructional methods, such as lectures, by providing additional examples, resources, and multimedia content that can help students better understand and retain the information presented. However, there are also concerns about the risks associated with social media use in the classroom, such as privacy and security issues, cyberbullying, and distractions. Therefore, it is important for educators to implement guidelines and policies that promote responsible social media use and mitigate the potential risks.


Problems in School
According to various studies, social media can have a detrimental effect on academic performance in school premises. It can lead to decreased concentration, reduced study time, and lower grades. It's important to manage social media usage and prioritize academic responsibilities to maintain a healthy balance. Research suggests that excessive use of social media can negatively impact academic performance. It can lead to distractions, reduced focus, and procrastination. It's important to find a balance and prioritize academic responsibilities while using social media responsibly. Scholars have identified various problems associated with social media, such as the impact on mental health, addiction, the spread of fake news, loss of privacy, and the erosion of face-to-face communication skills. It's crucial to be aware of these issues and navigate social media responsibly.
Appraised of Reviewed Literature 
There are many issues concerning junior secondary students in the ILORIN SOUTH Local Government and social networking site participation. On one hand, there may be benefits for students who use these sites properly and appropriately. Other research suggests that there are clear risks involved when students become too consumed with the Internet and social networking websites. It was discovered that social networking sites are the most common used social media networks among students and also Wikipedia has the main resort point for students for research purposes. Students engage themselves with one activity or the other on the various social media on day to day activities. However, Undergraduates spend more time on Facebook, Twitter and other social media through smartphones that are now in abundance among these 40 youths. Many student cannot go for two-three hours without checking and updating their profiles on these social networks even at the detriment of other activities such as educational and career pursuit. Smart phones, android phones as well as tablets were seen to be the major ways through which students gain easy access to the internet to be on the various social media network platforms. 
Again, this chapter discussed the age usage as well as the gender usage of social media websites. According to most research done on the topic, the number of teenage girls and boys who communicate on these social media networks are equally divided. Majority of students in Nigeria visit at least one social networking site approximately twenty times each day. Cell phones have been banned from classroom and schools have blocked many popular social media websites due to the repercussion the social media might have on the academic performance of students. 
Hence, for the purposes of this research project, the researcher will examine the level of student addictiveness to social media, how often they use them, how they use them, and how this is affecting their academic studies. A comparison will also be made between male students and female students, since much research has shown a difference in SNS participation based on gender as well as in age. At the conclusion of this research project, there will be a better understanding regarding students in University of Lagos and whether or not they are able to balance a life of social networking and academic performance.
CHAPTER THREE
This chapter discusses the method used in carrying out the study. It is presented under the following sub-headings:

Research Design 
The study adopted survey research design. This was considered appropriate for the study because the subjects were reached in their natural environment. As a survey, it seeks to identify the influence social media has on junior school student’s performance on the English language. 
Population
The population of this study would be the entire junior school students across Ilorin-south Local Government Area of Kwara State. The target population would comprise all students in some selected Junior schools in the ILORIN SOUTH Local Government Area. 

Sample and Sampling Techniques
The respondents would be sampled using the purposive sampling technique. The targeted sample size was two hundred (200) respondents. The sample was taken from JSS1, JSS2 and JSS3 students in ILORIN SOUTH Local Government Area, Kwara State.
Research Instrument
The instrument used for data collection is a structured questionnaire developed by the researcher. The questionnaire was structured in form of a four-scale Likert type instrument. The questionnaire comprises two sections, A of B. Section A is the personal information of the respondent, while section B comprises the questions on influence of social media on academic performance of junior school student in the English language. There were sixteen (16) items in the questionnaire which covered the research questions. Strongly Agree (SA), Agree (A), Disagree (D), and Strongly Disagree (SD) served as their response.  
Validity of the Instrument
The self-structured questionnaire that was used as research instrument was designed and shown to the researchers’ supervisor. This has done to ensure that the questions asked  appropriately in line with the research variables for the study. Their corrections and comment were effected before the final draft was produced for study.


Reliability of the Instrument 
In other to ensure the internal consistency of the instrument, the test-retest reliability will be used by taking a sample from the target population. The questionnaire will be administered twice to the sample population between an intervening periods of two weeks. The test would be analysed using Cronbach Alpha and the reliability index 0.74 was recorded. This was adjudged as reliable.  
Method of Data Collection
In a bid to beat logistic constraints concerning accessibility and retrivability, copies of the questionnaire were administered by the researcher to the respondents directly by hand. A total of Eighty (80) copies of questionnaire were administered to the respondents for the analysis and the whole copies were filled and returned to the researcher completely and used for analysis.
Method of Data Analysis
The data collected for the study from the respondents were carefully analysed by the researcher using frequencies and mean score. The cut off point for an item agreed or disagreed will be determine respectively and the responses to each question or statement were summed up and the mean (x) obtained. The items in the questionnaire were analyzed as follows: 1 + 2 + 3+ 4 = 10/4 = 2.5 Mean = 2.5. 



CHAPTER FOUR
DATA ANALYSIS
A research work, data presentation and analysis deals with presenting the information collected from respondents in a more organized and meaningful manner, so that the result of the research can be read at a glance. From Table 5, it can be seen that responses from item 1, 2, 3, and 4 with the mean score of 3.19, 3.0, 3.15, and 3.22 were above cut off point of 2.5 and therefore agrees with the statement that the excessive use of social media networking sites influence the students in their reading and writing of good English grammar.
Discussion
From the research question one, the students and teachers response were positive, their  mean responses  lies between 3.1 and 3.27 which were above the mean benchmark of 2.5 indicating that the students and teachers agreed that social media affects the junior secondary school students performance in ILORIN SOUTH Local Government . It is also in consonance with observation of (Cao & Hong, and Dahlstrom, 2019) that integrating social media for both entertainment and learning is common among students in higher level of education. College students use various social media applications to the extent that it is now an indispensable part of their everyday life for personal and learning purposes (Cao & Hong, 2019). Mobile technologies and smart phones interweave social media in their palms and at their simple and customized command (Dahlstrom, 2012). Many academicians have a fear that time spent on social media is beyond the required time, this may lead to plagiarism and privacy issues and in most cases contribute minimally to actual student learning outcomes that student’s addictiveness to social media is dangerous to their academic performance.
In research question two, the mean response of the students and teachers on the positive influence that social media has on academic performance of junior secondary school students of ILORIN SOUTH Local Government in their English language internal and external examinations lie between 3.2 and 2.9 which are above the mean benchmark of 2.5. It means that the students and teachers agrees that social media has positively contributed in the mass success of students in English language internal and external examination in ILORIN SOUTH Local Government Area.
The findings also agree with the findings made by (Leask, 2019)“The value of interactive social media technologies in high institutions of learning is now recognized in the way that teaching and learning strategies is in an increasingly globalized process”. One of the most commonly cited benefits of social media by scholars is their ability to facilitate collaborative learning and communication among peers and with people outside academia ( Rowlands, Nicholas, Russell, Canty & Watkinson, 2020).
Another frequently reported advantage of social networking is its remarkable ability to facilitate information distribution. Among the examples include blogging tools which are used by many students to disseminate information within their area, their peers and also to everyone globally. The ability to explore unasked questions inside a less formal atmosphere, getting a strong voice through web technology, and getting a location to go over issues within an open, public format are other provisions of social media (Kirkup, 2019).
Social networking is playing a big role in boosting academic like in social sciences and in education systems as a whole. Many studies have addressed different aspects of using social networking at various academic and social levels. Social media may be applied by schools in various ways, like the Facebook was recommended as a way of communication for getting together with students (Moon, 2017). Undergraduate students of IT attest that social networking has continuously improved their academic success from 2007 to 2020 (Yang, & Tang, 2017).Social media usage enhances educational access and interaction and it fills the learning gap informally between students and the instructors (Bull, Thompson, Searson, Garofalo, Park, Young & Lee, 2020). 
In research question three, the mean scores students and teachers are between 3.2 to 2.9 which are above the mean benchmark of 2.5, indicating that the people agreed that the use of social media network that students are exposed to, affect their correct use of English language. This interferes with student’s academic performance in English speaking, reading and writing.  Students use more of coined acronyms in communicating with their friends in social media and even went as far as using it in class room work which is unacceptable. In support of the findings, Abati from Guardian Newspaper of 15th May 2016 said, You may have come across the meta-English that I am trying to describe. It is English in sound, but in appearance it has been subjected to the punishment of excessive abbreviation, compression and modification.
Hence, in place of the word “for”, you are likely to see “4”, and so the word “forget” becomes “4get”, or “4git”, “fortune” is written as “4tune”, “forever” as “4eva”. The word “see” has been pruned down to a single alphabet “C”, same with “you” now rendered as “u”. In effect, you are likely to read such strange things as “cu” or “siu” meaning “see you.” Some other words have suffered similar fate: “straight” is now written as “Str8”,  “house” is now “haus”; “money” is simply “moni.”, the computer sign ”@” has effectively replaced the word “at”; “come” is now “cum”, the conjunction “and” is represented with an “n” or the sign &, “that” is now “dat”, “are” as “r”, “your” as “ur” “to” as “2”, “take” as “tk.” In place of “thank you”, you are likely to find “tank u” and such expressions as “Hawayu?” (“How are you?”). When all this are used, it will be difficult for the students to speak correct English.
Research question four reveals that the responses of students and teacherslie between 3.19 to 3.22 which are above the benchmark of 2.5, indicating that the people agreed that excessive use of social media network influence the students in their reading and writing of good English language. This findings is in agreement with Abati’s observation on scoop & The guardian Newspaper of 15th May 2016, who observed that too much free hand given to secondary school students contributed to their queue behavior and unseriousness in their academic pursuit and he said “In recent times, such messages as. "It kenthappun pass dat.” Try and help translate that into correct English. And how about this: “As fuel don add moni, everybody don park demmoto for haus.” Pidgin English? Well, may be. Or this: “B/c we dppl thought #fuelscarcity was temp. with the fuel hike policy, high cost of living is now a perm cond’n in Ng.”
Oftentimes, this special prose arrives amidst a number of other confusing symbols, emoticons, memes, acronyms and abbreviations, looking like a photographic combination of English and hieroglyphics. Some of the more popular abbreviations include; lol (“laughing out loud”), lwkmd (“laughter wan kill man die”), omg (“Oh my God”), rofl (“Rolling on the floor with laughter”), uwc (“you are welcome”), smh (“shaking my head”) brb (“be right back”), and such new words as “bae”, “boo”, “finz”, “famzing”, “Yaaay”. Not to talk of such expressions as “You should mute me now”; “get wifed-up”, “birthday loading”, “you hammer”,  This calls for parents, guardian, teachers, and school administrators to help monitor these students so as to avoid the use of social network negatively. Instead they should encourage them to use it positively so as to benefit from it in their academics more especially in English language usage.


CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
This chapter presents the discussion of major conclusion, implication, recommendation, suggestion of further studies, and limitation. In this chapter, the result of the study based on the data interpretation made in chapter four are examined and conclusion drawn from it.
Summary 
Having carried out this research, the findings have some implication for society and education system. The findings revealed that there are many factors associated with social media such as the students addictiveness to social media that influence their academic performance. The positive influence of social media in the academic performance of students in their internal and external examinations; students exposure to social network site which affects their correct use of English language and how the excessive use of social network site influence the students in their reading and writing of good English grammar, which had remained the major factors that are associated with influence of social media on academic performance of junior secondary school students in the use of English language in Ilorin South Local Government  Area.


Conclusion
The findings of this study and earlier ones showed some notable result that will be used in a well-articulated programme of creating awareness to help improve the condition and restore sanity among the students in their incessant use of social media network so as for them to acquire the right type of education and the use of correct English since Nigeria has chosen it (English) as a second language. The first independent variable influencing the academic performance of students, that is, social media participation was negatively related with students outcome while the other independent variable were positively related with students outcome. We are further convinced that this study will in no small measure, assist and be beneficial to students of all levels, institutions, parents/guardian, government agencies, educational administrators and the ministries in devising a new approach to the crucial war against social media menace among youths and students so as to determine how social media influence the performance of  Junior secondary school students in their use of English language.
Implication of the Study
Since English language is the major criterion for evaluating student’s knowledge of any subjects, it becomes imperative that strategies for eradicating any form of social media influence in English language in Junior secondary schools should be mapped out by school administrators. This will help to expose students to the dangers of excessive use of social media and its influence in their academic pursuit. If the problem caused by these social media is completely eradicated, stamped out or reduced to a minimum, the efforts and money invested on education by parents, teachers, Federal, State, and Local governments as well as private schools will become a welcome venture.
What can any parent make out of the following for example: “10Q” (it means, thank you), “121” (one to one), “420” (Marijuana),  “9” (Parent is watching), “PAW” (Parents are watching); “99” (Parent is no longer watching), “AITR” (Adult In The Room); “AML” (All My Love); “B4N” (Bye for now), “BF” (Best Friend) and “BFF” (Best Friend Forever). This abbreviations, lingo and special English reveal certain things about the growing up generation. There is a fascination with speed when they get on their phones and other appliances, they want to get the message out of the way as quickly as possible, and they have a lot to say. If these are checked thoroughly, the English language used in academics will remain undiluted as the native speakers of the language thereby boosting student’s self-confidence wherever they may find themselves. 
Recommendations
Based on the findings and conclusion in this study, the following recommendations were made;
1. More strict and meticulous supervision and examining procedure should be adopted in the teaching and learning of English to check student’s activities during lectures. For instance, teachers should be moving round while teaching to ensure that no student is making use of their phones during lectures.
2. Public enlightenment programmes should be launched by the government and various stockholders and school administrators to reach out to both urban and rural students on the effect that these unchecked and excess use of social media has on their person and academics. Such programmes could be seminars, workshops, teaching etc.
3. Institutions and Curriculum planners should enact a law which indicate that social media should encourage broader discussions of course content, older students may spend more time than younger students engaging in unrelated discussions that notwithstanding.
4.  The study recommended the strict enforcement of Nigerian policy on Education Service rule on electronic devices usage in schools, promotion of social media usage for academic purpose, counselling for addicted students and the use of the right grammar and spelling when participating on social networks.  
Limitation of the Study
The researcher is bound to encounter problems and naturally this made it difficult to some extent to arrive at a conclusion and make more suggestions for further research. The generalization of this study was limited by certain factors among which are as follows:
1. The researcher met some students and teachers who were uncooperative and unwilling to respond to the questionnaire administered to them but after vivid explanation of the reasons and the benefits of the research, they complied and the difficulty was overcome.
2. There were also limitations in the study such as lack of time because the researcher had to carry it out with tedious final year academic works and also, due to time management, the researcher need to cut down the scope of the study to 4 schools ILORIN SOUTH local government, whereas (10) schools should have been used.
3. The researcher suffered financially in the area of producing questionnaire and typing of work which is voluminous. Also the schools are far from each other thereby consuming the researchers’ time and money.
Suggestions for Further Studies
While considering the result of this study, the researcher feels that there is still need for further investigation on social media and the academic performance of students in the English Language. Similar studies should be conducted in other Local Government of Kwara State so as to improve the academic performance of students through the use of social media networks to avoid distractions that makes the students to deviate from their academic works and so suggests that:
1. Subsequent research might be able to determine with certainty the influence social media has made on students both in secondary and tertiary institutions (both negative and positive) on their English language application and other rudiments needed for effective English usage.
2. There is also need for qualitative study design to be conducted in all the Junior secondary schools for the possibility of new discoveries.
3. A research of this sort should be giving at least a minimum of one (1) year so as to get an adept result and solutions at last.
