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ABSTRACT
The study investigated the influence of school distance on academic performance of selected secondary school students in Ilorin South rural Area of Kwara State. Data were collected from 200 samples who responded to the influence of school distance on academic performance questionnaire. These were then analyzed using percentage, Pearson’ and chi-square. The results revealed that there is low but not significant relationship between school distance and the academic performance of students in secondary school. On the comparison, the respondents were found to be significantly different in the influence of school distance on academic performance of students on the basis of sex, parental income, class level and subject combinations. Based on this finding, it is recommended that students should be admitted to schools that are nearer to their homes and that government should provide transportation at subsidized rate to students among others. 
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
