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ABSTRACT
	This project examines the Islamic perspective on divorce and its impact on children’s education in the Ilorin Metropolis by analyzing Islamic teachings and their application within the local context, the study seeks to understand how religious beliefs shape attitude and practices surrounding divorce. The research employs a mixed-method approach, combing qualitative interviews with religious scholars and divorced parents, alongside quantitative surveys of affected children and educators. Findings indicate that while Islamic teaching provide framework for compassionate and fair handling of divorce, socio-cultural factors often handling of divorce, socio-cultural factors often influence the implementation of these principles, leading to varied outcomes on children’s educational experiences. The study highlights the need for community support systems and educational interventions to mitigate the adverse effects of divorce on children’s academic performance and well-being. Through this research, we aim to contribute to policy formulation and community initiatives that align with Islamic values while addressing contemporary challenges in family dynamics and education.  
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
