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ABSTRACT
This study was examines investigation on the Influence of Social-Cultural Factors on the Academic Performance of JSS English Students in Ilorin West LGA. Copies of the questionnaires were administered to one hundred (100) students and Five (5) teachers of English Language selected randomly from five (5) secondary schools from the area of study. The study revealed that The research reveals that students whose parents are literate perform better in English language than those from illiterate family logistically. This is because educated parents seems to be more pertinent to know the value of English language than their counterparts, however the findings shows that some of the illiterate parents to do contented when their children communicate in English with the members of the public. On the basis of the findings, it was recommended, among others, that the parents should take active part in the Parent Teachers association (PTA) and make tangible contributions so as to complement the school/government by employing more qualified teachers to teach English n our public schools. Also parents should provide for their children educational needs in order to fascinate their knowledge in English language learning. Educated parents should be pro-active in aiding their students learning skills in English language which includes; reading, speaking, writing and listening so as to maintain the status-quo of speaking the foreign language.
	










CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study
	It is a basic fact among the linguists and psychologists, that learning process start from the formative years and the environment in which a child develop plays a significant role in his personality development.
	The home and its environment as the first agent of socialization is where children education is being laid. This pre-suppose that children from homes stand a brighter chance of performing more excellently in school, especially in English Class and in all other subjects than children from illiterate or un education home.
	In Nigeria, many children under six years are ineligible to secure primary schools admission until when clocked six years old .As such, they have spent most of their crucial foundation years with their parents and relatives at home. Their behavioral and attitudes are quite well patterned by the time they being admitted. How the child responds to school is highly dependent in these attitudes and behaviors.
	A child, when gets to school exhibits his/her maternal language which he/she had acquired at home for expression etc. According to Ajumobi (2007), language is a human vocal sound or graphic representation of sign and symbol gesticulation and signal for the purpose of communication.
	According to Banjo (2013) he defined language as the signal system which serve as a material for communication Prof. Pai Obayan (2012) defined language as a material that is used as symbols to convey thoughts. In our dear country Nigeria, English Language existence could be traced back as far as when the British Merchants came to Nigeria foe economic exchange not quite years after the Portuguese. The British merchants taught Nigerians English Language so as to aid swift and ease economic exchange through effective communication between the duos. However, the popular English spoken then was Pidgin English. The language became more advanced when more European merchant from Portugal came. The British came to habitat in Nigerians. The missionaries equally came on account of evangelism and established schools and then employed Nigerians as clerk, cooks, interpreters and the taught them the language for effective communications.
	Thereafter the colonial masters came to administer government and redeem Nigeria from “savage” way of life. As such, the colonial masters established more schools which were been managed by both the masters and the missionaries. They made use of English Language as a means of communication to Nigerians in the church, school, market and other public places.
	The British has not only colonized Nigerians but equally influence their language and culture on them which later prompted to adoption of the language as the Nigeria’s official language. It has enriched the country’s relationship with other nations of the world. Therefore, English language has been playing some essential roles in the educational sector, such as; creating and giving rooms for global interactions.
	In spite of the significant role played by English language in Nigeria as explained above, it has also observed that some environments are not conducive for the learning of English language in the country in this present age.
	In light of the above, the researcher has then decided to carry out this research focusing on the Influence of social-cultural factors on the academic performance of J.SS Students in English language in other to enhance effective communication both in and outside the school settings.
Statement of the Problem
This research work is been carried out to critically examined the Influence of social-cultural factors on the academic performance of J.SS Students in English language in some selected secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State.
	The influence of socio-cultural on students’ academic performance could not be over emphasis and it requires intimate, vivid and sonorous attention to foster its objective in language learning among our secondary schools. English language as an adopted language in Nigeria which had became the apex language used in all formal, non-formal and even some part of informal settings in Nigeria requires utmost attention to foster rudimental knowledge of the users right there in grass root levels. 
	Therefore, there is need to sonorously examine the Influence of social-cultural factors on the academic performance of J.SS Students in English language in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State.


Purpose of the Study
	The aim of this study is to investigate vividly the influence of socio-cultural factors affecting the academic performance of junior secondary students English in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State.
	It is of the purpose of this study to educate the society in some social forces which could be detrimental to the socialization of the child.
Research Questions
	To achieve the intended objectives of this research, the following under listed research questions would be considered;
1. Does socio-cultural really influence the academic performance of students in English language?
2. Do parents of the students have any important role to influence the academic performance of the students in English language?
3. Do teachers have role to play to sanctioning positive influence on academic performance of students in English language?
4. Does parent’s interest have any important role to play in students learning of English?
Research Hypotheses
The following questions would guide the study:
1. Is there any significance influence of socio-cultural factors on the academic performance of junior secondary in English language?
2. Is there any significance role of parenting to influence the academic performance of students in English?
3. Is there any significance influence of Teachers on the academic performance of students in English language
4. There is no significant influence of parents’ interest on students learning of English
Significance of the Study
	The study would point out the influence of socio-cultural factors on academic performance of students in English language.
The finding of this study would sensitize the curriculum planners and policy makers in an attempt to enable them see the need to train more oriented and qualified English language teachers to impart undiluted language knowledge on students by organizing seminar, forum, conferences and workshops on current development on students’ performance and enable them face challenges ahead of them.
	This study however would not exempt the need to equip learning materials to help fascinate English language learning in Nigerian schools.
Scope of the Study
	Specifically, the scope of this study is limited to the influence of socio-cultural factors on academic performance of students in some selected secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government area of Kwara state.
	The study is limited to five Junior secondary schools, in Ilorin West Local Government of Kwara state which include the followings;
1. Baboko Community Junior Secondary School, Ilorin
2. Government Day Junior Secondary school, Odo-okun, Ilorin
3. Sheikh Abdulkadir Junior secondary school, Ilorin
4. Ilorin Grammar school, Junior section, Ilorin
5. Government Girls College, (Junior section), Ilorin
Definition of Operational Terms
Socio-Cultural Factors: These are customs, life styles and values that characterize a society or group of people. It could also be defines as the concepts of beauty of a particular society in education, language, law and politics, religion and societal organizations
Language Interference: it is the process whereby a learner brings in the knowledge of his/her first language or another language into speaking or writing of any learning language i.e. English language
Mother Tongue: It is the language acquired at birth, it is usually the first language of one’ parents, in which one had earlier contacted and that one has greatly comprehend to communicate effectively.
Parental Encouragement: This refers to the inspiration, confidence, hope, support which the parents give to a school child.
Social Forces: It refers to people or thing in the society that influences the set up of the society. This could be the media, newspaper, clubs, association, or eminent people in the society.
Personality: It refers to the qualities that make up the person’s character. This is usually influenced by the society in which one is brought up.
Home: This is the first agent of socialization: it could be referred to as the first school or institution where a child learns. It is a place of habitation for father, mother and the children.
Academics: This is sketched formal education outlined to impart norms, ideas to the student in other to secure their future. It could be identified as a career builder.

CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF THE RELATED LITERATURE
	This chapter will be stressed on the influence socio-cultural factors on academic performance of students in some selected junior secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara state.
	The review of literature for this research study is based on the following sub-topics;

e. Appraisal of the Literature Reviewed
 The Concept of Language
	Various linguists had attempted the definitions of the word “language” at various times, but some however would be considered. Besides, language to a layman can be defined as the mode of communication which is used by only human being. As such it would be defined as a nature and free gift of God to mankind.
	Some however describes language as a gift endowed to humans to make him superior than other lower animals been created by God such as, Chimpanzee, Gorilla, Monkey, snake etc. though this language could be rightly learnt and acquired.
	Saleeman (2012) opined that language is regarded as a representative of people who speak it. Apart from this, it has often been said that, a language continues to retain the integrity of a given society as long as the speakers of the language exists.
	Oxford Advanced Learners’ Dictionary (2010) defines language as the human non-instinctive method of communicating ideas, feelings through sounds and symbols. It could be verbal or non-verbal.
	According to Longman Dictionary (2007), language is the system of expression by means of word. It is also any system of sign movement used to express meanings or feelings.
	Adeniyi (2015) defined language as systematic and articulated sounds, organized by human thought and used by group of humans for purpose of communication. She further explained that “language is a mode of communication that is learnt and used by man”. It is learnt systematically, symbolically through vocal behavior and culturally acquired by men.
	Random man Dictionary (2006) in its own perception about language identified it as  a set of linguistic symbols as used in more or less uniform fashion by a member of people who are thus enable to communicate intelligibly with one another. Language is any means, vocal or other forms of expression to communicate feelings, ideas through a system of conventionalized sign especially word or gesture having fixed meaning (Warbler’s New International Dictionary of English Language, 2004).  The primary function of a language is communication.
History and Concept of English language in Nigeria
	English language is precious gift of God to be identified with British, though it supposed to be the first language of the United States part of Canada, Australia, and New Zealand. It is a world language today, being officially used as one of the international languages of world, adopted by many countries in African continents, Asia, Europe and America. However, to Britain, Switzerland, New Zealand, America etc it is preferred mother tongue while it serves as foreign official languages in African countries such as Nigeria, the Gambia, Serria Leone, Ghana and some other francophone countries where it serves as second lingua franca.
	Therefore tracing the history of English language in Africa: Nigeria as a case study, it all began when the language was been migrated to Nigeria by unsuspected Slave trade merchants. This however emancipated and buttressed by Christian missionaries and later sanctioned to Nigerians through the adventure of colonialism in Nigeria political history. 
	Alabi (2008) dated Nigeria`s first contact with the English language to the period before the trans-Atlantic slave trade that gave rise to English based pidgin; a common medium of communication in the Nigeria coast(in part of Benin and old Calabar). English language came in different modes and routes, it was also used by the slave traders in the 18th century, probably this is why some people regard it as a language of the enslaved but contrary to this period, the slave trafficking trigged the desire to learn and spread the English language even after slave trade was abolished.
	The abolition slave trade give rise to another group of Europeans then these explores who came in search of the resources in Africa generally after which the missionaries also made their attempts. The missionary era popularized English language more than before. The freed slave also helped the missionaries in their evangelization programmes. English language thus became the language of gaining spiritual, moral, social and economic power. This was because to speak with God, English language was the tool to socialize with the white people whose race and colour differs from ours. It was English language that was used to secure jobs like interpreters, catechist preachers and so on (Ayinde, 2013)
	Schools were established by the missionaries and teachers who could teach the 3Rs in the medium of English language were required later, the colonial administrator took over the running of the schools and so this turned the status of the English language from the language of religion to the language of education. This status retain the English language to this present time in Nigeria (Bello, 2013)
Influence of Socio-Cultural Factors on the Academic Performance of Students: 
The native culture of each parents do reflect in the choice of parenting authority to sanction children behaviors at home. Family involvement as a social institution is the bedrock of socialization of a child in Nigerian society. However, most factors that are pertinent to human development can not be separated from proper upbringing of children in our global society. Here, it is important to note that a debate was held to know about the childcare with assertions in the media that non-parental care of young children has not encouraged their development. No doubt each culture is embedded with an adaptive parenting method and a set of historical customs that are put in place to maximize positive cultural ideas of the people. However, this cultural context is essential in parent-parent interaction. Parenting style and parenting child interactions (Swick, 2015). According to Swick (2016), parenting is accompanied with several cultural dimensions that are inconsistent with each other and thus, not good for children upbringing in every respect. In a situation where there is high quality care input in children (Clarke-Stewart, Gruber and Fitzgerald, 2004: Coughy, Dipietro and Strobino, 2004: Anderson, 2011) obviously; an aspect of child’s care quality upbringing is a core issue that can be conceive as the changes between the home and care setting. For instance, it was evident from studies that there has been specific influence of continuity of experiences across homne and childcare environments on child’s development outcomes. (Rosenthal, 2001; Ochiltree and Edgar, 2005). To be specific, researchers have identified that; Poverty, education, parenting practices and family structure e family risk factors. Another study on interaction between families reveals the following; a child’s well beings with positive and caring parent-child relationship, a stimulating home environment and consistent disciplinary techniques (Schmitz, 2012)
	To be candid, the soul of a child until six to seven years actually, resembles that of clay from which one can mold his personality. In fact between six to seven years of age, the main features of a child would have been formed and it is often difficult to change such a child. And since the perquisite for an inquiry about a child’s personality is justified by the need to generate new knowledge and to expand upon existing knowledge about patterns of socialization among children who came from different cultures and often relocate to other cultures of environment they reside (Lin & Fuel, 2010)
	Child upbringing is essentially demanded from parents by societies and is in turn shaped by the social and cultural influence within and outside the domain of the children concerned. A child’s culture and upbringing may result from the mainstream or dominant culture or it may be one of many subcultures that can be found in almost any country.
Influence of Social-Cultural Factors on the Academic Performance of JSS English Students in Ilorin West LGA
Most students have been familiars with social cultural factors (Racheal, 2007) Also published social cultural factors are more closely related to educational attainment than intelligence quotient and gives additional support to what is becoming very strong evidence for the important of the child’s home environment to his learning English language at school. This simply means that in a home where the cultural level of parents is depressed, the parents themselves will be unable to give the children the linguistics experience necessary for the development of a higher level of conceptual thought in academics performance of students in school. This is attributed to the cause of students’ backwardness in school.
	Adesua (2012) in his study of learning of English language of Junior secondary school (JSS) student in Nigeria schools find out that positive relationship exist between types of school and performance of students in English language. According to him, school with better spoken English aid academic achievement of students were those with better library facilities, laboratory and infrastructural facilities, the school were better financed. This writer is therefore saying the certain characteristics of the school such as good climate facilities and teacher’s quality, enhance high learning.
Appraisal of Literature Reviewed
	The literature reviewed for this study entails both theoretical background and empirical literature. The theoretical aspect disposes the foundation as it assists in enlightening people of the influence of socio-cultural factors on academic performance of students in English language, its significance to students and learners, cause of reading and learning disability. 
	Adesua, Fu and other previous researchers analyzed the predictive validity of student’s performance in English language and their parental background. It should also be noted that these is no record to show that this type of study has been carried out in Ilorin, Nigeria. Therefore, justifies this need for this study in the area in question.

Research Type
	The approach adopted for the study is descriptive survey. This research investigates to find out the influence of socio-cultural factors on academic performance of students in English language in some selected junior secondary schools in Ilorin west Local government of Kwara state.
Population, Sample and Sampling Techniques
	The population for this study includes students of junior secondary schools which could be also described as upper basic students of I-III randomly selected from the following schools;
1. Baboko Community Junior Secondary School, Ilorin
2. Government Day Junior Secondary school, Odo-okun, Ilorin
3. Sheikh Abdulkadir Junior secondary school, Ilorin
4. Ilorin Grammar school, Junior section, Ilorin
5. Government Girls College, (Juniour section), Ilorin
	The sample used for this study precisely consists of 100 students in the selected secondary schools. The randomly selected students are classed from JSSI-III also known as Upper basic 7-9. The sample was considered suitable for the study, for the fact that they have the so called elementary idea of English language as an academic subject.
	The sampling technique for selecting the responded was stratified random sampling techniques. This means considering (Male and female) in adopting the technique of random sampling.
Instrumentation
	The questionnaire was designed to measure the influence of socio-cultural factors in academic performance of students in English language. Students are to supply information as truthfully as they could to answer the questionnaire administered to them. These questions were necessary in order to ensure the influence of socio-cultural factors to the rapid learning acquisition. This will be largely examined in relation to the following
i. Parental educational background
ii. Early and adequate exposure to learning
iii. Socio-economic background under which the child is brought up
Validity of the Instrument
	Before the questionnaire was distributed to students of JSS I-III of the selected schools, the draft samples were shown to the project supervisor for corrections after which they were administered to the respondents to source viable information.
Reliability of the Instrument
	A retest method was used to ascertain the reliability of instrument; in this case, twenty sets of students were randomly selected from each school. In order to ascertain the reliability of the instruments some week’s interval was allowed before the re-test took place.


Procedure for Data Collection
	After the research had sought for permission from the principal of the selected school to carry out the research exercise, questionnaires were distributed to the respondents in their various schools and the researcher collected the questionnaires back after some minutes.
Data Analysis Techniques
	The data analysis used in this study was frequent counts which were obtained from stratified random sampling techniques and those counts subjects to sample percentage.
	Statistical test based on the total respondent in order to bring all figures obtained to easy base comparison and to determine the level of significance of variables being research into.

The table above shows that 35% of students agreed that their parents do speak English language to them at home while 65% respondents disagreed. From the same table 41% respondents agreed that their parents do often correct their mistakes both in spoken and spelling of English vocabularies while 59% disagreed. It can also be deduced from the above table that 28% of students agreed with the opinions that they speak or communicate their friends in English language at home while 72% students disagreed. The table also shows that 36% students agreed that their siblings do speak English language to them while 64% disagreed with the opinion. From the table4 44% of respondents agreed that they speak English language to their friend outside the classroom while 56% respondents disagreed from the analysis of the table. It is equally noted that 60% of the respondents agreed that their school do encourage socio-cultural activities while 40% disagreed with this.

The above table shows that 60% of the respondents attested that their parents are always content with them whenever they communicate in English language with them or other members of the public ho happens to be their immediate neighbor while 40% respondents detested. Besides 35% of the respondents agreed that their parent do get them more English language textbooks to improve their learning skill in the language while 65% of the respondents’ parents don’t get them more materials for the exercise. However, 45% of the students agreed that their parents do encourage them to watch news broadcast in English language whenever the Television set in on for the programme while 55% disagreed probably because of some parental factors which were not inclusive on the basis of this research. 45% of the respondents opined that their parents do turn listening ears to them whenever there is financial request to get English learning materials while 55% of the respondents disagreed.  
	Therefore the above table shows that there is need for parental interest to arouse student’s interest in learning English language and that virtually the parent’s interest plays important role in students learning of English language. 
Discussion of the Results
	From Table 1, it is observed that the percentage of parents that do speak or communicate to their wards in English language at hone is lower to those that don’t speak the language. Also, it could be deduced from the table that more parents attempt to improve the communication skills of their children by correcting their mistakes in the use of the language. However, students’ attempts to communicate their peers and other members of the public in English learning really triggered their understanding about the use of the language and these virtually triggered as influences of socio-cultural factors to academic performance of students in English learning.
	Table 2 highlighted that 40% of the respondents parents are literate which signifies that the literacy of the parents trigger them to always do encourage their wards to study English language even at home after school work. These however showcase the prominent role of parents to learning. It further expressed that parents who are literate do correct the mistakes of the students both in writing and spelling which aided the effort of the class room teachers. According to the table encore, some parents even do scold their children when they failed some of their class works. Table 3 in its analysis showed ill-fascination of the school teachers as core instructors to rapidly promote the interest of the students in communicating with them in English language. According to the table many respondents awaits to receive encouragement by their school teacher if they were compelled by sanctions to communicate in English but reverse is the case. Again the table equally that some of the teachers reacted nonchalantly to correct the mistakes of the students in speaking and writing which is unvaccinated. But significantly the table shows that some of the students in a bid to improve their communication skills to communicate their peers in English language.
	Table 4 of the analysis, contentment of the parents herald their important roles towards students academic performance in English language as a subject such as getting the students more textbooks, encourage them to watch Televised News broadcast in English language, supppoting them financially whenever the needs arise etc.
	It could be deduced that parents, teachers and the school have their roles to play, adding quotas to fascinate English learning in junior secondary school students. It was observed that some of the parents were not literate but most of them both the literate and the vise-versa do encourage their children to communicate with the language. Teachers’ performances were ill according to the analysis of the findings.






CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Summary
	This chapter takes a look at results of the research project which was in chapter four. Hence, the summary is based on the results obtained from the instrument on research questions.
	The result of the data analysis indicates that most parents do not speak English language to their children at home, they do not take out of their times to correct their children through the means of sanction and the likes. However children intend to communicate their peers in school in English language virtually because of their eagerness to communicate well by some of the students. It could be seen from the findings that the people that surrounds the family do not mostly speak English to those students and as well as the Teachers.
	The research reveals that students whose parents are literate perform better in English language than those from illiterate family logistically. This is because educated parents seems to be more pertinent to know the value of English language than their counterparts, however the findings shows that some of the illiterate parents to do contented when their children communicate in English with the members of the public. 
	Apart from the fact that English language is a core subject that determines the students future career, it has the ability to aid performance and elevate one’s personality (Adegbija 1996),. Based on this knowledge, parents of high cultural values have everything possible, like organizing extra lessons for their children n English language so that they can excel.
	Altogether, it is clear that parents socio-cultural influence can determines the students performance in English because they provides more learning materials to ignite the interest of the students in the language while the teachers are not exempted to illuminate this interest of the students by inculcating in the habit of communicating English to the students at all cost to Rehoboth the students chances to be corrected. Televised broadcast play prominent role to aid the efforts of the instructors.
Conclusion
	From the analysis and discussion, it is evident that factors which exist influence the academic performance of students in English language. Parents, teachers and the schools need vivid attention while Background of the students equally serves as one of the factors and the enthusiasm of the Teachers and the school cannot be under emphasized.
Recommendations
