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ABSTRACT

This study examined Views of Biology Teachers on Integration of Information and Communication Technology Facilities in teaching secondary schools in Asa Kwara State. And the population of the study comprised of Biology teachers in both public and private senior secondary schools in Asa Kwara State while a sample of 50 teachers were used in this study. A research designed-questionnaire entitled “View of Biology Teachers on the ICT Technology Facilities in Teaching” was the instrument used for the study. The reliability of the instrument was found to be 0.05. The data collected were analysed using percentages distribution; means, standard deviation and rank order for demographic variable and research question; while t-test and ANOVA statistical tool were used to test the two hypotheses formulated. Based on the findings, it was showed that biology teachers attested that integration of ICT ensures the integrity of global education and meaningfully improve learning outcome. Also ICT knowledge influence teachers' method of teaching and supports students academically and grow as learners. The study also revealed that there are no significance differences in the views of biology teachers on the integration of Information and Communication Technology Facilities in teaching in Asa Local Government Secondary Schools, Kwara State based on gender but significant difference was found based on age. Based on these findings, it was recommended among others; that schools should invest in upgrading their ICT infrastructure to ensure that teachers have access to reliable and up-to-date technology. Government and school authorities should create a supportive and conducive environment that encourages the use of ICT in teaching. 
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
