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ABSTRACT
	In this study, an attempt was made to survey the study of the influence of Drug abuse of the academic performance of students in Governmental in Ilorin West Local Government Area. The sample involved ten (10) selected secondary schools in the Local Government Area and a questionnaires was used to obtained information from the students. The data obtained was analysed using percentage. The result of the investigation shows that drug use is influenced by peer group and drugs such Alcohol was most abused. It was on this basis that the research advocated for proper counseling and explain for students fund to be involved in dangerous drug use. 
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study
From the earliest time, individual have always searched into their environment for natural materials which was introduced into it, they offered pleasurable and often simple magical effects. Through trial and errors man discovered a good number of drugs from plants and these drugs were put into meaningful use.
Today, it is obvious that there is a wide use and abuse of drugs all over the world. Although the abuse of drugs has been in existence for a very long time throughout the world. The world wide abuse was officially identified by the world health organization (WHO) 1981. Drugs are chemicals that influenced the working of human body (Tumer 1989). Jones (1983) also identified drugs as any substance other than food which was introduced into body, affect the body or its functions. Prevent disease. World health organization (WHI 1990) defines drugs as any substance which was introduced into a living organism is capable of altering the functioning of the organism. In trying to consider the definition of drug by the world health organization all substance ranging from common salt, penicillin, Indian Hemp, Cocaine, Hysergic Acid, Deitly Larrieds (LSY) can be classified as drugs. Most of the drugs that are abused are usually obtained illegally. Drug abuse was defined by Elscriberg (1979) as chronic excessive use of drugs that definitely impair social or vocational adjustment of health. 
Drug abuse can be described as the wrong use or application of drugs without regards to professional advice thereby constituting danger to the individual. Barley (1990) described drug abuse as persistent or sporadic excessive use, in consistence with or unrelated to accepted medical practices.
Drug abuse is a complex social problem requiring multi sectional solution. The incidence of drug abuse is increasing in Nigeria. It cuts across all social and economic classes with reference to ethnic origin.  Intellectual or educational level. Many Nigerians are taking one form of any brother in order to achieve some desired effects. The fact that young adults are today growing up a drug-oriented society really leaves one to wonder what will become of the next generation of this country. There has been an alarming rate of having to make wise decision that will affect their lives.
The coming together of “odd characters” into our school system today and the socio-cultural and economic crisis of our time have led to increasing and unabated cases of drug addition. 
Drug abuse commonly lead to drug dependence which is a condition in which the user has a compelling desire to continue taking the drug either to experience its effects or to avoid the discomfort of its absence.
With the increasing rate of drug abuse, the world at large has witnessed a departure from reality with specific changes in health and personality especially from the labour force. This situation is very common among the youth 
The students therefore take drugs due to the following reasons
	Firstly, the secondary school students are youths and they are full of energy, they want to be noticed and reckoned with. Secondly, they want to be seen as special people and be identified with certain group of people in order to achieve these, they take to drugs. Some of these students get influenced by their peers, to feels fine and “on top” of the world. They don’t want to be seen as chumpsy, because of these peculiar instincts, they see drug as the means through which these could be achieved. From the above enumerated point the youth graduate a step further which lead them to trafficking, these dangerous drugs and it is at this stage that they win more and more “disciple” where more of their mates are introduced to this act which really dictates why the number of these victim increases rather than decrease. 
	This shows that drug abuse if left unavoided among our youth who graduates to drug trafficking. It is very necessary to make a survey study of the influence of drug abuse so as to make more recommendation on how to curb if not to make total eradication of it.
Statement of the Problem
	Abuse of drugs and illegal drug trafficking at across national and international frontiers. Hardly can one see a nation or country without its citizen being involved in drug abuse and drug trafficking, even the western world. Therefore this has created problems for the affected countries. 
	The funny aspect of drug abuse is that it affects not only the individual that involved in this act but his or her family and the society interm of the cost of medical care, provision of health care facilities and the anti-social behaviour of the drug dependant person.
	It must be emphasized that the youth of today will be the leaders of tomorrow and as an agent of nation building. It is very essential that the case of drug abuse on the academic performance of students in government must be handled with utmost care. Now teachers are at a fix, they must try of find out the causes of the influence of drug abuse on the academic performance of students in government and make recommendation on how it can be eradicated or reduced.
	The main purpose of this research project is to identify the causes of drugs abuse between the male and female students in some selected secondary school in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State.
	The study is also to find the differences between the students in rural and urban schools as regards to what they consider as the causes of drug abuse. Moreso, it is the contention of this project work that will actually determined the extent of drug abuse has gone on the academic performance of students. 
Purpose of the Study
	The project work is aimed at determining the extent of effect of drug abuses in some selected secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area. It will also examine its implication on the individual students and the society at large.
	The fact that the issue of drug abuse is common among young stars which lead to some secondary students problems behaviours like fighting bullying, stealing, aggression and anxiety to mention but a few. It calls for a research to identify the factors that motivate these adolescents toward drug abuse, the types of drugs, the intensity and frequency of this behaviour among these students.
	The study is also means to determine the commonest drugs used by students and to be as certain whether the students used unprescribed drug or not. The objective of this study arises from the recognition that secondary school constitute an important. Segment of the whole population of which determine the feature prosperity and survival of this nation.
Research Questions
	The causes of drug abuse as considered by secondary school students were attributed to different reasons. Through the adolescent wish to drug differ on the area of emphasis. The question are therefore stated below:  
1. What are the causes of drug abuse?
2.  What are the differences between male and female students with regards to what they consider as causes of drug abuses?
3.  Are these differences between students from rural and urban schools with respect to what they consider as causes of drug abuse?
4. What are the most commonly drug abuse by the secondary school students?
Significance of the Study 
	This research work is very crucial and significant in many ways:
	Firstly, the need to examine the causes manifestation and effects of drugs abuses on the society and possible solution to remedy such problem will be net by this study.
	This work will serve as a reference source for future researchers noticing the effect of drug abuse on the society. However, it will contribute tremendously as an available body of knowledge. Furthermore, this research work will serve as a bedrock on which making of educational and health policies by government world be built upon. This study will also afford the government due to hardship brought upon the society by these acts of the youngsters and its subsequent effects on the nation as a whole to erect and enforced laws to sanitize our secondary schools and free them from the yolk of drug abuse.
	The result of this study will hopefully serve as a spring board for other researcher who may wish to find out what techniques to adopt in handling cases of drug abuse in some selected secondary schools student noting that the secondary school period is the adolescent period.
Scope of the Study
	This study is restricted to the causes manifestation and effects of drug abuse among secondary school students in government in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State and its possible solution.
The limitation or problems envisaged to hamper this study is the lack of relevant literatures on the topic and tendency of respondents hiding their true feeling when answering questions.
The number of items used are relatively few. This would have effect on the reliability of the test. However, realizing the spectrum of the subject under study, the items to included are many but a few will be discussed in this project work. This account for why the number of items in the questionnaire are not quite many.
Limited time and availability of funds are also responsible for limiting this project work the subject in this study to the few number used rather than using a much largest sample or the whole of the students in the classes and all the teachers in each schools.
Definition of Terms
	The definition of the following terms are essential as they feature prominently throughout this survey.
Drug: any chemical substance or agent or mixture used for the cure or prevention of disease or for alleviation of discomfort. Pain or anxiety. The World Health Organization (WHO) defines it as any substance which is taken into the body of living organism modifies one or more of their functions. 
Drug Abuse: The taking of my drug for a purpose other than which it is intended in any way that could damage the users health or ability to function.
Drug Misuse: This is the taking of drug for the purpose of fulfilling to use that the drug cannot pharmacologically fulfilled. 
Addition: This is a condition in which an individual is physically dependent upon a particular substance and suffers when he or she is devoid of it.
Drugs Dependence: The World Health Organization (1985) defines it as a state of psycho physical dependence or both on a drug arising on periodic or continuous basic dependence could be physical or psychological.
Tolerance: A condition that develops when the body becomes accustomed to drug and a longer response to the original dosage of the drug.
Prescription: This is written order from a Doctor without which drug cannot legally obtained. 
Narcotics: Drugs that enhance suppress existing biological functions exciting their effect through interaction with living system.
Depressants: Drugs that act to reduce or decrease body cell activity and induce drowsiness ad sleep.
Sedatives: Drugs that as depressants of the central nervous system causing relaxation without inducing sleep.
Stimulant: Drugs that exercise body cell to increase activity and stimulate the central nervous system. 
 Tranquillizer: Group of drugs used to contract tension and anxiety without producing sleep or serious hampering normal mental and physical functions. They are drugs used for reducing nervous anxiety. Worry etc. and for making a person calm and peaceful.




CHAPTER TWO 
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE 
	Drugs is any chemical substances arranged or mixture used for the cure or prevention of disease or alleviation of discomfort, pain anxiety etc. the World Health Organization (WHO) also define drugs as any substance which when taken in to the body of living organization modifies one or more of its functions.
	The present analysis over the use of drugs has led us to believe that today youth are the only generation involved in the drug scene. It is true that we have witnessed a phenomenon involving widespread use of drugs and that drugs have become a major source of income for some youths. Although many drugs were and still being used to treat ailments and alleviate pains and suffering. Drugs have also providers escape and relaxation for people.
	This historical review gives us a better understanding of how drugs were used, view some of the social reaction to their uses and the conditions under which they needed. This will enable the researcher to appreciate the relationship of the past and present.
Possible Causative Factors of Drugs Abuse 
	If drugs can cause so much physical, psychological and social damage to the abuse or addict, the natural question from most concerned citizen, parent teachers etc. is why do people abuse drugs? Several reasons have been addressed although all these can be broadly classified into:
	Physiological or factors with the individual himself e.g. sex, age personality make presence of metal or physical illness etc.
	Availability of the drugs in the country and the drugs in the country and the apparents willingness of young people to try them for the purpose of solving their problem.
	According to Adeleke, (2000) it is generally believed that many adolescent will try drug for curiosity and experimentation reasons but majority will give up the habit after a few trials. Minority will however, continue as regular or heavy abuses as a result of one or more of the factors state above. In the first instance, the influence, the influence of friends in the decision to use drugs cannot be under estimated. One of the main determinants of a particular young star using such drugs as marijuana, organic solvent like fire and petrol, cocaine valium, madrax etc is whether his or her best friends used it or not. The first lesson on the drugs is always through friends. School mates are always there to pet pressure while the young star. Are very gullible because of their desire to become a member of the significant others.
	Eliaind, (2002) in a study found out that adolescents identify more with their peers than with elders and thus the group greatly influence their lives in the use of drugs. This is borned out of social solidity through in its negative forms.
	Sipscore, ( 2001 ) said that drug addiction is a product of over crowding in the home orienghbour hood. This is due to so many people living in a small space, parents inability on the part of the abusers. Likewise is, the inability of the individual concerned to develop social contract and also the fear of others.
	Weiswig (2003) proposed that some secondary schools students take drugs in order to derive pleasure or relate while some take hallveination drug in a bid to feel high bold, tough and “means” loneliness has also been attributed to  students indulgence in drugs. While few students take Librium capsule for  sound sleep. Many students take either amphetamines reactivan, mandrax and coffee so as to keep awake for longer period most especially during examination times. Others students who have been found to be addicts are those who would want to suppress their appetite in a bid to tone down.
	Attitude and values prescribed by parents acts as major influence on young stars. Nothing could be more ironic for parents who smoke or drink heartily to advice or convince their children on the evils of these drugs.
	Parents who are alcohol or chain smokers run risk of raising potential addicts (Atolagbe 2005).
	Blum, (1980) says that students beings they are suffer from common ailments like rheumatism stomach ache malaria, headache eyes trouble, skin diseases toothache and a host of others. Most of these students simply purchases drugs that they think can cure these disease without consulting physicians for prescriptions. In a situation where these unless persists (as a result of low dosage) heavy does accompany it hence, a state of addiction follows:
	Bales, (2004) contended that sexual reasons ranks high among the factors that motivate students to take drugs. They believe that certain drugs like sexoforte.
	Pasuma strong deprince etc enhance sexual inter course and process the more.
Classification of commonly Abuse Drugs and Their Effects
	This is not meant to be a medical or scientific classification of drugs. It is merely a list of drugs commonly encountered by the police, medical personnel, teachers, social welfare workers. Attain the course of their drinking with people, it will also explain the implication of drug taking.
Depressant
	This group of drugs include a variety of old and new materials all of which have depressing effect on the nervous system probably the oldest member of the group interms of use and one of the fist commonly abused is alcohol.
	Alcohol is any form may cause intoxication if taken in sufficient quantity (depending on the body tolerance of individual). Alcohol is a social menace, usually, it is not the drunkard who causes most of the troubles in society. The drunker who is dead drunk may stager off and sleep in his house public places. Toilets, dustbin etc. usually he not mush of a problem except to himself and family but the so called social drunker who is hard drink can be violent. 
	The rise of alcoholism is prevalent among young people of both sexes in our secondary schools other deviants involved are the prostitutes the unemployed, children from broken homes, criminals etc.	
According to Atolagbe, (2005) regular drinking of alcohol, indeed social drinking by young stars most of who are students in detrimental of their health since they are still young, they are more susceptible to the effects of alcohol in the body. It has been further established that the extent of damage down by alcohol is related to body weight. A bottle of beer (60cl) has a more devastating effects on a youngstar than would be on an adults. A part from the great effects that will be experienced by starting to drink early to life, such youngstars are more likely to become problems drinkers and invariably chronic alcoholics later in life.
	At that stage some pathological as well as social problems begins to manifest in their lives. These problems includes impaired memory, psysiosis impotence, gastritis, heparitis, hapatome, pronences of depression and suicide.
	The second most commonly abused group of substances among depressant are the rherturates. The individual user of these drugs shows a general sluggishness, difficulty in thinking, speeds and inability to concentrate, erratic behaviour and exaggeration of basic personality traits. Irritability quarrelsomeness and more senses are also common.
	Balogun, (2003) revealed that 50 percent of all high way fatalities may be directly relate to alcohol. It is easy to be believe that if alcohol were not socially accepted it would have been classified as a dangerous drug. Also the reparation system is greatly affected by the barbiturate. As the dosage increases respiratory depression increases, coughing sneezing and high coughing are common side effect produced by barbiturates most especially when used intravenously for anesthesia. 
Narcotics 
	Atolagbe, (2004) defined Narcotics as drugs which produce in sensitivity sleep because of their depressing effects on the central nervous system.
Included in this group are opium and its derivatives:
	Opium is refined to yield two kinds of drugs. One group includes narcotics, morphibe codeine and the same which control nervous system depressants. The other group is made up of papararine and marcotics which affect mainly the smooth muscles and are not important as addictive substance. Morphine is not to be the principal component of opine, it is about ten times as potent as raw opium.
	When the dose is properly controlled morphine one of the most valuable drugs available to physician. But addiction those drugs may cost the society a high social price. To the individual abuse he/she undergoes a great deal of mental or physical discomfort or both for heroin, it is prepared for morphine’s. It is about for time as powerful and stronger upon the brain and of more texity on content sedative.  
	This includes alcohol and all sleeping pills other wise  called goef ball example of these are boutiturated, chloral hydrate. Diazepam (valium), Librum, Corazepam (Mogadon), meprobamate illally to produce charge for the treatment of epilepsy, high blood pressure, insomnia and mental health problems.
	Pela, (2000) says that amphetamines are available I a variety of forms among which are metedrine, Benazedrine (coffine and tea). Nicotine (Tobacco) cigarette, Kolanuts and cocaine of which is the most dangerous in the comphetamines family.
	Amphetamines is still being used to depress the appetite, to relieved mind depression and to treat narcolepay an ailment in which the patient is unable to remark awake but prolonged or heavy use of these drugs especially when infected into the vein can be both physical and psychologically damaging. Since amphetamines depress the appetite. The user may develop malnutrition and digestive disorders respiratory and circulatory problems are know to results from overdone of these drugs.
	Pela, (2002) states that Amphetamines furthers acts directly on the control nervous system causing restlessness, feeling of excitation brain damage and over stimulation of the adrenal glands. An adolescent who indulges in any these will experience how mental ability invariably leading to poor academic performance.
	Most addicts under this group of drugs may be extremely dangerous and hostile to others. They have relatively short life expectancy. Other effects are warm skin, perspiration, dilated pupils and dryness of the mouth.

Hallucinogens and Marijuana 
	Adelyerri, (2005) noted that hashish, mescaline, hyscigic acid diety lamide (LSD) dimethy ptemine (DMT) and Philocybin are among the drug that distort perception and cause hallucinations. It has been medically established that because of suspected effects on the etromosomme, person taking L.S.D may run the risk of giving birth to deformed children.
	Other noticeable physiological effects of hallucinogens very from one individual to the other. These include nausea, dizziness, headache, irregular heart beats and dilation of pupils of the eyes. The blood pressure is slightly elevanted.
	Marijuana, on the other hand is the name given to the herip plant cannabia saliva. It is chemically district from hallucinogens in a paplsun prevalence of smoking and drug use among students in Ilorin metropolis.
	Adeyemi, (2006) state that research of the 1970s have shown that 70 percent of students in American college and universities smoke or have used marijuana (Indian hemp) in Canada marijuana smoking by high school students jumped from 6 to 7 percents, in 2002 to 22.9 percent, 1974 and now it is assumed that about 24 to 26 million American and 3 million canachians smoke marijuana. In Nigeria a good number of students of secondary schools take Indian Hemp.  
	Marijuana (a.k.a Indian Hemp, grass, weed, ganja, stick joint) has gained ground in this country in the last thirty years more than any other hard drugs. The main reason is its easy accessibility which in turn is due to easy (even though it is illegal) culturation in many parts of the country.     
Appraisal of the Reviewed Literature 
	Looking at the past literature on drug abuse one can see that in all the classification of abused drugs whether depressants, Narcotic, sedative, stimulant and Hallucinogens their dangerous aspect are more than their benefits. Most of these drugs are common in urban centre and widely used among our youths.
	Apart from depressants which include alcohol of any form all other drugs are either planted or manufacture on overseas countries one can then say that the drug abuse emanated from the develop countries.
CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHOD
This is a principle used in gathering necessary and relevant information on the research work. This aspect of the research contains the research design and method population, sample and sampling procedure, instrumentation used by the researcher , validity and reliability of the instrument, data collection and procedure for data analysis
Research Design
	This research set out to determine the extent of drug abuse among some selection secondary school students in government in Ilorin west local government area with a view to examining the implication to the health of the individual students and that of the society at large .This shows that the research is to find out the fact about the drug abuse .Therefore, in relation to this project the descriptive method is used in carrying out the research. This study gives a picture of the situation. Accurate description are imperatives for making a wide range of policy descriptions.
	By the application of description methods the researcher is to gain in sight and idea about problem under study . By this it will be possible to analyses the problem and critically look into it, so that accurate solution would emerge.  
	The descriptive method was also based on all typed of research in assessing situation as a pre-requisite to inferences and generalization to answers. This method enables the research to describe, analysis and synthesis the fact concerning the investigation made.
Population of the Study
	This population of study covered ten secondary school numbering three hundred three hundred (300) both males and female adolescent students.
		Here ten (10) Secondary School were selected within Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State and in each of these secondary school, thirty (30) students both male and females were selected.
Sample and Sampling Procedure
	When some of the element the population are selected with the intention of finding out information about the population in which they were selected we refer to such group as a sample.
	It is economical to take sample in terms of time and money to get information.  
	Population cannot be studies directly because of lack of accessibility, limited time and ethical consideration .By taking the sample area and greater accuracy in the problem of where it is difficult to reach the member of population will be determined.
For convenience easy recording analysis and interpretation. ten (10) secondary school were selected since this research work focused on a local government within the state the random sampling method was adopted

The reasons for selecting the above named schools are as follows: 
Queen Elizabeth school , Government Secondary School Oko-Erin and Mount Camel Collage are single sex school female and male only respectively while the other are co-educational.
	The first six selected secondary school had been established for the past thirty years ago while the others four school selected were established less than thirty years ago.
	In all the ten school selected three hundred (300) questionnaire were administered among the senor secondary schools students in classes one, two and three their ages arranged between 16-19 year with a means ages of 17 years. This three hundred (300) students were randomly selected from the selected ten (10) secondary school.
	The adolescent selected for use as sample in these schools were chosen for the following reasons.
They are matured enough to understand various types of drugs used within the society and they would be able to mention those that they have across and use respectively.

Instrument of the Study 
The instrument used for the research is questionnaire . The questionnaire was constructed with the help of the researcher of supervisor .Questionnaire were prepared for personal interview and these were designed in such a way as to cover the several aspect of study.
Questionnaire
This is a list of questions relating to the aims, objectives and question to be tested to which the respondents are expected to answer, The questionnaire was divided into three section  . Section (A) inquires some personal information about sampled students section(B) REQUIRES INFORMATION about areas of activities of the students and their relatives. While the last B section, section (C) Inquires about the health history, habit and knowledge about certain drugs and reaction to such drugs.
Validity of the instrument 
	The questionnaire prepared by the researcher is validated by the supervisor. The critical assessment and constructive correction helped greatly in modify the questionnaires for the purpose of the study.
Administration of the Instrument /Data Collection
The researcher administered the questionnaire personally to the students. Poor to the administration of questionnaire, the researcher enlightened the students purpose of the study. The researcher also tired to explain to the students each of the question for clarity. Immediately the information were supplied, the questionnaire were collected from the students so as not to influence each other responses through comparison. The researcher distributed thirty (30) questionnaire to male students and fifteen female students  in each of the ten selected secondary school . This was done on different days as the researcher was unablre to be in all the schools at the sometimes,

Data analysis
As indicated in the questionnaire drugs abuse is attributed to a number of possible causes from the questionnaire collection from the selected students the number of students with positive responses were separated from the number of students with negative response to each of the question.
The relevant table for correlation were therefore calculated by the percentage method to determine the relationship between male and female students attitude toward drug abuse. To mark easier the working our of percentages both positive and negative response of the drug they do abuses and set of people that have influence them to take drug addition.
The finding of this study shows the comparism between the male and female students indulging in drug abuse. Suggestions were made to teachers, parents guardians and educational policy make on how to prevent drug abuse among secondary students.
	The respondents are provided with options after each questions i.e Yes, No and I don’t know, to facilitate the completion of the questionnaire by the respondents as well as analyzing it by the researcher

Discussion
Form table 2 the analysis of the questionnaire administered and returned shows positive response. in this table 90% representing 270 questionnaire returned .

	The causes of drug abuse was itemized in table 3 where majority of the respondents, 160 out  270 respondents representing 59.26% agreed that cause of drugs abuse included the students what to be identified with certain people. They are also influenced by peer group and they want to achieve some desired effect. 
	Very few people believed that none of the reasons or factor itemized above are part of the causes of drug abuse. Above to students representing 3.71% of the total sampled students believed that non of the reason itemized are part of the cause of drug abuse.

  While only 25 students represent 9.26% responded positively signifying that they supported that use of drug without the prescription of the physicist.
 In this table7, 77.3% of the respondents believed that the demerits or problems associated with drug abuse out weighted its benefits. From this responses one can now see that drug abuse should totally abolished in our society. From all indications drug abuse has caused a lot of problem among our youth in the society. 190 students out of 270 students answered negatively while only 70 students representing while only 70 students representing 19% supported drug abuse. Only 10 students representing 3.7% sat on the fence by ticking I don’t know.

CHAPTER FIVE

	This show that all hands must be on deck by the parents teachers and the government to curb, curtailors eradicate drug abuse totally among our secondary schools students.
Conclusion
Some conclusions have been draw here under the confirming with objectives of the research .after through and logical analysis the following conclusion are drawn in respect or finding of the research work.
IN conclusion this project work going by the finding discovered by this research work and the followings conclusions were draw up in conformity with the objective of this project earlier state in the beginning of this work.
During  the research work it was observed that 160 people are of 270 confirmed respondent believed that identification with certain people are influence or peer- group, intention of achieving desired result are the major cause of drug abuse.
	Also noted, the majority abused among our secondary school  student are alchol, cigarette, kolanut, coffins, Indian hemp. Which they considered as the only means be “on the top of the world” and achieved some social status as being superior to their colleagues: 
	More , greater parts of response (190 out of 270) feel that advantage of effect drug abuse is far below its disadvantage make it imperative for government school authority, parent and society to take nogent steps to cuob the excesses of this menac (problem) which has generated deeply into our educational system.
	It was observed that drug abuse is common among the secondary school students and that among the male student are used to take drug 
	From the data gathering , it was observed that majority of the students rejected the use of the drug without prescription by the physician.
Implications of the Study
	This research work reveled some variables that influence students’ performance.
	It also revealed reasons behind the adoption of particular variables by schools.   


Recommendations
	Based on the conclusion we arrived at this project work recommend the following as part of major or bold step needed as almost thing to help this students future and his educational system. The reviewing factors that cause drug abuse are enumerated in table 3.
	Students should be properly counseled by the parents at home and teacher in their various institution on the demerits of drugs abuse. Government on its should give rigorous orientation through TV(making drug abuse as a drama title or theme) Radio, Newspapers etc on the danger of drug abuse.
	Any students found smoking cigarette, alcohol, kolanut, caffeine and Indian hemp should enact stiff punishment for the e.g dismissed or hand them to police.
	Government should make a legislation against drug abuse  eg life imprisonment or death which is enough to scare away student from participating in the act.
	The media should formative programmes that will cures drug abuses in society.
	The school authority should provide the conductive environment guidance and counseling teacher in various school.
	And lastly this act should be highly stigmatized or condemn by the society people should show some kind of hatred towards drugs abuser to discourage them from further participating or thinking of participating.
