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ABSTRACT
This research work was designed to examined the impact of audio visual materials on academic performance in English language of secondary school students in English language of secondary school students in Ilorin metropolis, Kwara State. Based on the purpose of this study, four research questions and hypotheses were formulated. The methodology used for this study was descriptive surveywhichfocusedonalreadyexistingsituation,throughtheuse ofquestionnaires.Thesampleforthisstudycomprisedoftwenty teachers and one-hundred and eight students from five selected secondary schools in Ilorin metropolis, Kwara State. The study adoptedsimplerandomsamplingtechnique.Thedatawasanalyzed andpresentedusingdescriptivestatisticsoffrequencycountsand percentage,meanandaverageweightedresponse(AWR)whilechisquarewasusedtothenullhypothesesat0.05significantlevels.The findingsofthestudyshowedthatthereissignificantimpactonthe availability of audio-visual instructional materials in teaching of Englishlanguageinsecondaryschool.Thereissignificantimpacton thechallengesthatEnglishteachersfaceandtheuseofaudio-visual materialsinteaching.Also,thereissignificantimpactofchallenges of audio-visual instructional materials and students’ academic performance in English language. The study recommends among otherthatcurriculumplannersshouldencouragetheuseofaudiovisualmaterialsbyinculcatingthemintheeducationalsyllabusofall levelsofeducation,statesschoolmanagementboardsshouldensure adequate finding of libraries and audio-visual aids in school and Englishlanguageteachersshould,therefore,beencouragedtouse audio-visualtechnologyinstructionalpackagesinteachingabstract anddifficultconcepts,toenhanceeasyretentionandhighimproved academicperformanceofstudents.
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
