This research undertook an in-depth examination of the complex factors shaping sexual behavior among adolescent students in junior secondary schools within the Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. By surveying a representative sample of 200 adolescents through a self-administered questionnaire, the study aimed at elucidating the demographic, social, and environmental determinants of sexual behavior in this population. The analysis revealed a pressing need for comprehensive sexual health education and active parental involvement in guiding adolescents' sexual behavior. Furthermore, the findings highlighted the profound impact of social media and peer pressure on sexual behavior, underscoring the necessity for targeted interventions to address these influences. Ultimately, the study's conclusions have far-reaching implications for policymakers, educators, and healthcare providers working to foster healthy sexual behaviors among adolescents in the region."
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
