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ABSTRACT
This study examined the use of instructional materials in teaching business studies in secondary schools using Ona Ara Local Government Area of Oyo State. It is designed to assess the extent of utilization of use of instructional materials in teaching of business studies in secondary schools. The researchers adopted survey research design in addressing the problems of the study. In the course of the research, a checklist was designed on the use of instructional materials; and these materials were recorded across six secondary schools in Ona Ara Local Government Area of Oyo State. The findings revealed that there is low level of use of instructional material in teaching of business studies in secondary schools; also, it was found that instructional materials usage in most were crude in nature and does not meet modern day standards. Based on the findings of the study, some recommendations were made, amongst which are: That Government should make available instructional materials so as effective teaching could be carried out in the secondary schools. Adequately trained teachers should be recruited and posted to schools. The teacher should be encouraged to take refresher courses to improve upon their techniques from time to time. 
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background of the Study
The educational sector in Nigeria is in continuous change with the advancement in the level of technology and introduction of teaching aids.
The effectiveness of the use of instructional materials for the teaching and learning of business studies can only be seen in the level of academic performance of students in business studies.
Instructional materials play a very important role in the teaching and learning process. It enhances the memory level of the students. According to (NIC hulls, 2013; Raw 2016) state that at this time that education has spread wide and entirely, oral teaching cannot be the key to successful pedagogy; therefore, the teacher has to use instructional materials to make teaching and learning, process interesting.
According to Abdullahhi, (2013), stated that instructional materials are tools locally made or imported that help to facilitate the teaching/learning process. In that same vein according to Obanga, (2010) view them as materials things which are used to composed ported that could make tremendous enhancement of intellectual use impact the instructional materials. The use of instructional materials can enhance the learning achievement. Cronbach, (2017) states the important elements of behaviour that provides the base for learning theory situation which consists of all the objects, persons and symbols in the learning environment.
According to Umoh-Mac Nkume, (2010) many researches on the availability of available resource carried out in Nigeria, in schools offering Business studies subject (courses) often revealed the presence of inadequate training facilities in the schools. They further stressed that even the few available ones are not being maintained. There are poor storage facilities for them and so they become non-functional.
Obi and Akume, (2011) warned that any school that desire to offer modern Business studies programme must include in its programme, a thorough training in the use of thee appliances. Also, to give such training the school must be equipped with appliances with which it intends to give instructions. To take the point further, they stated that for the teaching process to effectively taken place generally, both human and materials resources need to be provided adequately.
It is to this regard that the study wishes to examine the use of instructional materials for effective teaching and learning of business studies in secondary schools in Ona Aran LGA, Oyo State.
Statement of Problem
Inspire of the federal government emphasis on self-reliance through acquired, still suffers some defects such as inadequate supply or provision of resource materials, poor maintenance and storage of existing ones. Oren (2008) observed that, being a skill-oriented subject, Business studies requires the use of machine and other equipment for effective teaching to take place. It is therefore, exceptive teaching to take place. It is therefore expected that the federal government through the ministries of education federal, state and local government will see to the provision or availability of theses necessary resources for teaching and learning of these requirement skills.
According to Oyedele, (2012) citied in Atakps, (2017) Nigeria children and youths are being educated more in accordance with yesterday’s world rather than in preparation for tomorrow’s living. This is in agreement with what Umoh-Mac and Nkume, (2010) said about the obsolete equipment found in Nigeria schools. Emphasizing the need for the provision of instructional materials in schools, Obi and Akume opine that, Business studies subject being a skilled area of study cannot be learnt by the student sitting and folding their arms and nodding their heads. To give this training, the schools must be equipped with the necessary materials on which it intends to give, but rather it appears that most school that offer Business Education subject are not adequately equipped for the instructions. Resource materials are means of making teaching and learning process easy, more meaningful and understandable, Uzoegwu, (2014).
Aims and Objectives of Study
The main aim of the research work is to examine the use of instructional materials in teaching business studies in selected secondary school. And also, to examine the effect of the use of instructional materials in teaching on the academic performance in business studies.
Research Questions
The study came up with research questions so as to be able to ascertain the above stated objectives. The specific research questions for the study are stated below as follows:
1.  What is the effect of the use of instructional materials in teaching on the academic achievement in business studies in most secondary schools in Ona Ara LGA Oyo state?
2.  What are the factors affecting the performance of student in business studies?
3.  Is there any relationship between the use of instructional materials in teaching and student’s academic performance in business studies?
4.  What is the effect of management decision on the availability of instructional materials for teaching and learning business studies?

Significance of Study
The study on the use of instructional materials in teaching business studies in selected secondary school will be of immense benefit to the entire Oyo state and other researchers that wishes to carryout similar research on the research topic as it will discuss the use of instructional materials in teaching and learning of business studies in selected secondary schools. The study will also discuss the factors affecting the availability of instructional materials in most secondary schools in Ona Aran LGA. Oyo State.
Limitation of Study
Financial constraint- Insufficient fund tends to impede the efficiency of the researcher in sourcing for the relevant materials, literature or information and in the process of data collection (internet, questionnaire and interview).
Time constraint- The researcher will simultaneously engage in this study with other academic work. This consequently will cut down on the time devoted for the research work

Definition of Terms
Business Studies: Is an academic subject that combines elements of accountancy, finance, marketing, organizational studies, and economics. It provides students with a broad understanding of the business world and prepares them for careers in various business-related fields.
Instructional Materials: refer to the human and non-human materials and facilities that can be used to ease, encourage, improved and promote teaching and learning activities
Teaching: Teaching is the process of imparting knowledge, skills, values, and attitudes to learners. It involves various methods and techniques to facilitate learning, understanding, and application of information.

Concept of Learning among Secondary School Students
Many psychologists have attempted to classify learning. This is because it is generally believed that the type of learning expected determines the method of teaching to adopt. The most popular classification of the domains of learning is that given by Bloom and his associates in 1956.They are the psychomotor domain which refers to development of manipulative or motor skills which require efficient co-ordination between our brains and muscles; the cognitive domain which refers to intellectual skills and abilities. It is achieved by mental processes such as reasoning remembering and recall; the affective domain which refers to changes in interest, attitudes and value which influence our personalities. In practice, there is to some extent an overlapping from one domain to the other. All forms of learning are in these three domains. It is your responsibility to select appropriate techniques that would facilitate learning.
Kenned, (2014). Students have many responsibilities with regard to their learning, students who make the effort required to succeed in school and who are able to apply themselves will soon discover that there is a direct relationship between this effort and their achievement, and will therefore be more motivated to work. There will be some students however, who will find it more difficult to take responsibility for their learning because of special challenges they face. 
For these students, the attention, patience, and encouragement of teachers can be extremely important factors for success. Taking responsibility for their own progress and learning is an important part of education for all students, regardless of their circumstances. Mastery of all concepts and skills in business studies require a sincere commitment to work, study and the development of appropriate skills. Teachers are responsible for developing appropriate instructional strategies to help students to achieve the curriculum expectations, as well as appropriate methods for assessing and evaluating student learning (Daniels, 2008).
Teachers also support students in developing the reading, writing, oral communicate and numeracy skills needed for success in their courses. Teachers bring enthusiasm and various teaching and approaches to the classroom, addressing different student needs and ensuring sound learning opportunities for every student. Using a variety of instructional, assessment and evaluation   strategies teachers provide numerous opportunities for students to develop skills of inquiry and communication to acquire marketable business skills while learning fundamentals concepts.
Business education curriculum planners in Nigeria except n junior secondary school students who go through the three years junior secondary school business studies programme to acquire “practical business and entrepreneurial skills and attitudes to prepare them for self-employment’’(Federal Republic of Nigeria, 2008). To equip learners with these skills, they recommend that teachers employ learner-centered teaching methods such as project work, educational visits, and use of business resource persons, business simulations, group discussions case studies and school based mini enterprises run and operated by students. The findings of this study suggest that teachers and curriculum planners are not singing from the same hymn book, thus the pedagogical practices of business studies teachers are at variance with the expectations of the curriculum planners. 
Teachers-centered pedagogy is the dominant of instruction while entrepreneurial pedagogies are used sparingly. Teachers seem to be more concerned with completing the business studies syllabus in time for examinations at the expense of imparting business skills and literacy through the use of constructivist pedagogies as prescribed in the syllabus. The findings of this study suggest that the practices of business studies teachers do not confirm to the expectations of curriculum planners in that teacher-centered and not learner-centered pedagogy appears to be the dominant mode of instruction in schools. If business education curriculum planners want their prescriptions translated successfully into practice, they must factor in support structures to ensure that these prescriptions are fully adopted an implemented. There is need for staff development to assist teachers with the implementation of the business education curriculum (Gibson, 2000). 
The school inspectorate, the National Business Studies Panel and School administrators should monitor and ensure that the delivery of business education is done according to stipulated curriculum and set standards as well as enforce the fulfillment of pedagogical practices set in the syllabus. If teachers are deviating from prescribed teaching methodologies, it is the responsibility of school administrators and heads of business studies departments to ensure that the best standards in the teaching and bearing of the subject are complied with. Resourcing for the delivery of business education should include the provision of computer laboratories. 
In Nigeria, Information Communication Technology (ICT) is a major focus of the country’s economic agenda and the Revised National Policy on Education (2004) highlighted the need for all learners to be taught computer skills at all levels of school. Nigeria has made a tremendous effort to provide resources for its junior secondary schools and this is evidenced by the fact that all junior senior secondary schools have fully equipped computer laboratories Isaac, (2007). Information communication technology (ICT) has considerable potentials in the business classroom [Barrington 2004] in that it can be used whilst undertaking a variety of classroom activities such as research assignments, key business applications like spreadsheets, data bases and presentations, including the use of internet as a resource for acquiring knowledge. The internet opens up vast knowledge sources, is available around the clock and it optimally supports student- centered teaching Motschinig- Pitrik, (2011).
Future studies might do well to use multi-method research designs to examine more fully the current availability of instructional materials for business studies teachers including their weakness with a view to proffering pedagogical models and approaches that would help on maximize learner acquisition of business skills, literacy and competencies. Such studies could also focus on identifying specific intervention strategies that will assist teachers to employ recommended pedagogical practices in business studies classrooms.

Relevance of Audio Visual Aids in teaching of Business Studies 
Audio/visual aids are instructional materials, which the teacher uses to supplement instruction. They add to the sense impression of the learner, and easy assimilation of what is taught. Audio (sound) equipment includes radio, tape, recorder, record player etc. the visuals (sight vision) are charts and poster. Examples of audio/visual are close circuit, TV and videos and film (motion). They are not meant to replace the role of the teacher but to enhance transfer of learning. Aroloye, (2013) states that information researches the bra through the five senses. These are sight smell, taste, touch and hearing. The information transmission as follows:
1. the size of sight 75%
2. the size of hearing 15%
3. the size of smell 3-4%
4. the size of taste 1-2%
5. the size of touch 1-2%
From the above one can see that the sense of sight is the most powerful. When you combine the sense of sight with the sense of hearing, you would have 90% rate of information transmission. This underscores the importance of a combination of audio and visual aids in classroom teaching and learning. Audio/visual materials save time when teaching much information is communicated at a short time when you use audio/visual materials and if used effectively will sustain their interest, motivate them and accelerate their active thinking. It is a good substitute for field trip as vivid pictures can be obtained which is as good as seeing the objects, physically. It is indeed an effective teaching aid. Instructional material, audio/visual should be carefully selected and used as an integral part of the process of instruction Instructional materials include the following
· Pictures
· Charts
· Real objects
· Television
· Typewriter
· Computers 
· Chalkboard

Instructional Aids and Teaching of Business Studies in secondary schools 
Students will easily grasp some concept with ease when appropriate. Instructional materials are used. According to Moore, (2014), teachers are trained in the acquisition of certain competencies, related to effectively manage the class, it is necessary among other things to ensure that materials to be learnt are presented to pupils in such a manner as to elicit, sustain interest and provide the opportunity to become actively involved in physically intellectually in the process of learning while an experiences teacher uses a well planned syllabus, instructional material and textbooks as key factor in educational process. Visual and auditory aids act as essential support to both the written and the spoken.
Macber, (2012) described an effective teacher as a teacher that is kind, generous, listen to students, encourages them as faith in them, he likes teaching children, takes time to explain the subject with the aids of instructional materials, allows from to have their opinion treats them equally 
Roberts, (2013) said in his finding that as instructional materials like charts help focus on the minds of the students on what is taught apart from being on aid to student’s memory, it help them to learn better and faster when they are taught with adequate instructional materials like chart pictures or posters when they are left to wallow in abstract imagination. Chart if properly manipulated and utilized create a situation of atmosphere in which curiosity is aroused, imagination stimulated interest generated and views changed 
Mr. N.A. Bueri, in his lecture note says teaching materials play a very important role in making the teaching of any subject more effective for students’ performance. Honban, (2011) stated instructional materials are properly used it can accomplish the following:
1. They help in developing a continuity of thought in the learners
2. They make learning more permanent 
3. They provide experiences which are difficult to obtain through other materials and contributed in efficiency depth and variety on learning.
Wale (2010), says the use of instructional materials help to discover facts glued firmly to the memory of students. Ajayi, (2014) also said in his findings that the use of chalkboard help to stimulate students interest to promote understanding of the lesson.
Generally, instructional materials make teaching easy and productive because learners participate actively in the lesson and this participation develops the learner’s interest, attention and positive attitude finally gives understanding and motivates the students to learn, which will bring about academic performance.
Factors that Affect Learning of Business Studies
An understanding of factors that affect learning will be of great help to you as a teacher. According to Daugherty (2016), differences in abilities, readiness, motivation and interest affect learning. As a teacher, according to farrant (2013), you must know the pre – requisite for efficient learning which are readiness, motivation and involvement. Ideal learning conditions therefore include mental, physical and social readiness of the learner, motivation and activities according to MCNICOI (2003), students are likely to learn, when they are willing, curious, inspired, have a goal to achieve, derive satisfaction from learning, have capacity to learn, are actively involved, have favourable social atmosphere and classroom conditions are satisfactory.
Motivation: the degree of motivation or student has for the learning task could affect his learning. The desire to learn is inherent in all normal persons. You must motivates your students to use their innate ability you should apply incentives and arouse their increase for the purpose of causing them to perform in a desired way remember your goal is to bring about a desire arrange in the behavior of your students you must devise as many ways as you can to create within each students, the desire to learn. This is basically what teaching is 
Interest: interest in a subject, does not guarantee success in the subject, studies have however shown a very high degree of correlation between interest in a subject and success in learning, it is true that learning can take place without apparent interest. It is also a known fact that interest in a subject makes the learning to take place easier, faster and more lastingly.
Readiness: this refers to the physical, mental, emotional or social maturation of the learner as well as foundation for the building of new learning.
Overview of Learning Theories
An overview of learning theories and their implication to teaching and learning. Learning theories are creative attempt to find out how learning takes place in the learners and the means by which it can be improved. According to Daugherty (2014), learning is a change in an individual through some form of experience. It is a known fact that learning takes place easier, faster and lastingly under some conditions than others. Teaching methods are the strategies adopted and used by teachers in transferring learning in a classroom teaching learning process. Learning theories which have dominated educational thinking today can be traced to four major schools: classical behaviorists (the stimulus – responses bonds group), purposive behaviorist, cognitive theories and gestalt theories be meaningful the theories of learning propounded by psychologists such as Pavlov, thorn dike, Tolman, Skinner, Dewey and Ausubel, and Gestalt theorists to mention a few shall be mentioned here. However, those of Thorndike and Tolman shall be examined as well as their significance to business education of which business studies is a part.
Teaching method according to Daugherty (2004), are the broad pattern of thinking which a teacher follows to help his students reach the goal set for the course in other words, they are the strategies adopted and used by teacher in transferring learning in a classroom teaching learning process. A good teaching method should not aim at teaching too much or too little at any given lesson what you have prepared should be adequate for the lessons period. What should determine the content of a lesson include the age, interest, ability, maturity of the learners as well as the nature of the subject matter to be taught.
Teacher centered methods include lecture method, demonstration method, questioning techniques, textbooks method, visual aids and chalkboard techniques. (In the typical lecture method, the teacher does all the talking while the students return passive listeners. In the demonstration method (by the teacher), the teacher demonstrates the techniques without giving the student the opportunity to do so. The teacher centered questioning techniques is such that only the teacher asks the questions while the students merely answer. The textbook approach is such that the teacher teaches from the textbook. He actually reads to the student from the textbook cover to cover while the students are passive listeners. In the visual aids method the teacher shows the visual aids to the students without student’s achieve participation. The chalkboard approach is such that the teacher writes notes on the board as he talks while the students copy the notes in their note books. The teacher centered method has its usefulness. It is useful where the audience is large, where the student are matured and their level is advanced, when introducing new topics treating subject matter with lots of dates, data and facts and electronic media channeled lesson i.e. through the radio or film. The teacher centered method of teaching has its advantages. It is less expensive to use in terms of equipment/resources. Once you can place equipment on a demonstration stand, all the students can see it although they may not be able to touch and use it. In other words, the students are passive listeners which is a disadvantages 
Lack of interactive session with the students is a disadvantage. The method brings about savings in resources in that they are limited only to your use. Instead of providing one item to one, two or three students, only one or two may be provided for a class of 60 and 100 it is good for presenting factual information and clarifying issues from the front of view of the teacher. It also enables the syllabus to be covered faster and for large information or data to be presented without interruption. It promotes good listening ability and good concentration among learners. You could use a variety of audio visual materials to attract and sustain student’s attention as well as enhance learning. Active participation of students in the lesson presentation should be encourage through the use of debates, dramatization, breaking students into discussion groups and allowing them to ask questions and express their views. This should be done at intervals and carefully controlled so that it does not get out of hand and become rowdy and noisy. Tutorial materials and handouts should be given to students to supplement the lecture method while note taking should be encourage the close explain clearly the objective of the lesson, maintain eye contact when teaching, try to know and call your students by name and do not speak too past when teaching. Articulate your points one after the other and give a good summary and conclusion. Also give “take home” assignment and insist that this is done. These are ways of improving the lecture method.
However, the method is expensive in term of the money needed to purchase learning materials/equipment. It is time consuming as the teacher has to guide each student in learning at their own pace unless student’s activities are meaningful, it may also serve as another jamboree discussion and debates could get out of control if no well monitored. In some learning centered methods, there could be failure due to poor planning, transportation hazards during field trips and frequent equipment breakdown due to over use or misuse.


Summary of the Literature
So far, the literature review shows that instructional materials are very essential in order to bring about qualitative teaching. The needs them to drive home his points.  Thus, the teacher is a very important figure in the school system; Macber, (2012) described an effective teacher as a teacher that is kind, generous, listen to students, encourages them as faith in them, he likes teaching children, takes time to explain the subject with the aids of instructional materials, allows from to have their opinion treats them equally 
 Daniels, (2015) noted that teachers are responsible for developing appropriate instructional strategies to help students to achieve the curriculum expectations, as well as appropriate methods for assessing and evaluating student learning. Instructional materials useful for teaching business studies includes: projectors, chalks, markers, computers etc. Barrington, (2010) noted that Information Communication Technology (ICT) has considerable potentials in the business classroom in that it can be used whilst undertaking a variety of classroom activities such as research assignments, key business applications like spreadsheets, data bases and presentations, including the use of internet as a resource for acquiring knowledge.  Whether all these instructional materials are available in the secondary schools in Ona Ara Local Government Area of Oyo State is what this study intends to unravel. 

CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
Introduction 
This chapter explain the techniques used in collecting and analyzing the relevant data and information for this study. It states the extent to which the findings of the study can be generalized. It is discussed under the following headings:

Research Design
The design method that will be adopted in this study is the field sample survey. It is designed in such a way so as to obtain information about the use of instructional materials in teaching business studies. 
Population of the Study
The target population for the study consist of all business studies teacher in secondary schools from Ona Ara Local Government Area of Oyo State. 
Sample and Sampling Technique
The sample and sampling technique of this study will cover six [6] selected secondary schools in Ona Ara LGA of Oyo State. These selected schools offer business studies as an introductory course. The teachers and the students are in the best position to accurately give detailed information on checklist distributed. They were selected using random sampling techniques as everyone will not be able to be part of the sample. The sample is made up of six (6) teachers. From each selected school. The six selected schools are hereby listed below. 
1. Ajia Secondary Grammar School Ona Ara, Oyo State
2. Olorunda Ogunsola Commmunity Grammar School Ibandan, Oyo State
3. Ogbere Community High School Ona Ara, Oyo State
4. Community Grammar School Amuloko Community, Oyo State
5. Zumuratual Hujaj School Ibadan express, Oyo State
6. Anglican Grammar School Ojebode, Oyo State
Research Instrument
The major instrument that will be use for the study is the checklist. The respondents are required to answer by filling in the column where applicable.
Validity of the Instrument 
The validity of the instrument is ascertained by submitting the checklist to my project supervisor for examination. After correction, her input, result in the reconstruction of the final questions. On this basis, the checklists are deemed to have been fully validated. 
Administration of the Instrument and Collection of Data
To be able to administer and collect our data, the researchers visited the selected secondary schools. This enables me to solicit permission from school principals and teachers for the conduction of the research study by distributing the checklist to teachers and students alike. The checklist will be collected on the spot from the respondents.

Data Analysis Techniques 
 	The data that were gathered from the field was analyzed with statistical techniques. The technique used in testing the data was percentage method.



CHAPTER FOUR
DATA ANALYSIS, INTERPRETATION AND DISCUSSION
This chapter deals with the analysis, interpretation of data and discussion of results. The items in the checklist were grouped together and analyzed using the percentage method in the order that they are related to a particular research question. From the table above, it is shown that 90% available outweighs 10% for not available indicating that chalkboards are available and use in schools for the teaching and learning business studies; projectors are not available and use in schools as shown in the above table, only 30% were available and use in the schools; 76% indicates that computers are available and use, though, this does not attest to its utilization in the teaching and learning of business studies.  52% shows that typewriters are available and use in the schools; 64% indicates that graphs are available and use; 72% also indicates that pictures are available and use; 67% indicates that charts are available and use  and 63% indicates that real objects are available use in the teaching and learning of business studies. Contrarily, 10% indicates that there are limited or no television sets in schools, 70% and 89% however, indicates the availability and use of markers and chalk packs respectively. There is adequacy of pictures in four schools except for school 5 and 6 which have below 29 recommended.

If instructional materials are available and use, are they functioning and adequate for the teaching and learning of business studies in our schools?

Table above shows that out of total percentage response, 100% shows that all the chalkboards are used or utilized in the six selected schools, 16% of the projectors are functional though, they are grossly inadequate; 34% showed that 34% of the computers are functional. Though, they are adequate, but they are not mostly utilized. Typewriters are 40% functioning and adequate; graphs are 84% functioning and adequate; pictures are 76% functioning and adequate; charts are 53% functioning and adequate; real objects are not functioning though adequate. Meaning that the few available ones are not functioning and use. Televisions are inadequate and the 12.5% indicates that the few ones are not functioning; the 100% indicates that markers are functioning and adequate. 67% indicates that the available marker boards are functioning and adequate. And lastly, 100% shows that there are chalks in the schools and all functioning or utilized in teaching and learning of business studies in secondary schools.
Research Question 3
Do we have qualified teachers using the available instructional materials for the teaching and learning of business studies? The information from the checklist showed that the teaching experience was aligned with the quality of personnel.

 The table 3 above showed that there is relatively high number of respondents (teaching personnel) who are highly experienced based on their years of teaching and extent of utilization of instructional materials in schools. 43% have low teaching experience that is, having taught below 5 years, while the remainders 57% or 34 have taught above 5 years. The table further illustrated that majority have the standard academic prerequisite of NCE which represent 24 of them, 18 have B.Sc. Qualifications, 12 with Diplomas and the least is 4 with Senior school certificates holders. The result thus, shows that quality of instructional personnel is adequate.
Discussion and Finding
It is shown in this study that instructional materials for teaching and learning of business studies are rudiments ones. The study shows that though chalks, marker boards and other materials are available and use, but mostly they are not sophisticated ones that can assists the students in understating better the subject (business studies). Such materials like projectors, real objects are not adequate in schools as shown in the above table. It was found that computers are available, but this does not attest to its utilization in the teaching and learning of business studies in Ona AraLocal Government Area of Oyo State. These findings are in line with Soyibo (2013), he reported that adequate instructional materials which are vital elements to the determination of the nation’s educational sector are lacking in secondary schools in Nigeria. The author further attests to the ineffectiveness and irrelevance of the availability and use of instructional materials in the secondary schools. 
	In furtherance of the above discussion, it also shows from the study that only rudiment materials are functioning or utilized in most secondary schools in Ona Ara Local Government. According to Oliwuka (2010) though, sophisticated materials like in the use of computers are more costly but are necessary because they are most effective in the teaching and learning of business studies in secondary schools. Thus, unavailability or non-utilization of these materials further retards the growth of business related subjects in the Nigerian secondary schools.
Finally, it is shown that the extent of qualified instructional personnel is appreciably high in the secondary schools in Ona Ara. The table 3 further illustrated that majority teachers have the standard academic prerequisite of NCE which represent 24 of them, 18 have BSc. Qualifications, 12 with Diplomas and the least is 4 with Senior School certificates. The findings however are in line with the standard recommendations of the Ministry of Education. The ministry recommendations states that NCE serves as a standard prerequisite for the teaching personnel in the secondary schools. 










CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Summary
The study examined the use of instructional materials for the teaching and learning of business studies in secondary schools. The study was conducted using a checklist designed to ascertain the availability and use and functionality of the instructional materials in schools. The research findings were summarized thus: 
1. That chalkboards are available and use in schools for the teaching and learning business studies; these materials are virtually available and use in most secondary schools as medium of communicating the subjects being taught in written form 
2. Projectors are not available and use in schools for teaching and learning business studies, though the few available ones were found to be functioning.
3. Computers are available and use in the schools, though, this does not suggest that they are been utilization in the teaching and learning of business studies. 
4. Typewriters are available and use in the secondary schools and they are also utilized.
5. Graphs, pictures, and charts are available and use and functioning in the secondary schools.
6. Real objects are available and use in the teaching and learning of business studies, but were found to be non-functioning.
7. There are limited or no television sets in schools, and even the few ones are not functioning.
8. There is availability and use of markers and chalk packs in the schools
Conclusion 
Business Studies being a skill-oriented subject, requires the use of Resource materials for effective teaching and learning to take place.  It is therefore, expected that the federal government through the  federal and state  ministries  of  education will see to  the  provision  of  the  necessary instructional materials  for the teaching and learning of these required skills. 
It is also expected that these instructional materials when supplied to schools should not be left to decay, rather should be repaired, serviced or replaced as wear and tear take on them with time.  The consequence of this wear and tear on machines is that the machines become non-functional with time Business teachers are not sent on re-training programmes from time to time to be trained on the use of modern machines.  Thus, even when these modern machines are supplied to the schools, the teachers do not know how to use them themselves and so leave them in show cases instead of using them. Based on the findings of the study, it is concluded that secondary schools in Ona Ara Local government Area are suffering from inadequate supply of instructional materials.  Also the few available instructional materials are not functional and properly utilized.
The findings  are  clear indications  of  the  shortfall  of  student's performance generally in secondary schools in Ona Ara Local Government, which is  necessitated  by  the  total  lack  of  essential instructional materials  in  their schools.  For a vocational subject like business studies, lack of essential instructional materials has high implications for inadequate practice, inadequate preparations and subsequently poor and deficient graduates in the secondary schools. This findings  under play  the  need  for  government, private  bodies to take bolder steps  to  acquire instructional materials for effective teaching  of  the students.  The teaching and learning of business studies cannot be effectively done without the use of computers, calculating, projectors and other materials; therefore, there is need for proprietors of schools to ensure adequate stock of instructional materials before their schools are approved for public examinations.  The retraining of teachers on the use  of  these machines  from  time  to  time will  help  to keep  the  subject teachers abreast with the new  technology. 

Recommendations 
Based on the findings of the study, the following recommendations are made:
1. The National Business and Technical Education Board (NABTEB) should effectively monitor and give accreditation before such are offered in any school at the external examination. 
2. Schools should be adequately stocked with the required instructional materials before they are given permission to prepare the students in this subject area. 
3. Government and public spirited individuals should be encouraged to provide and or donate instructional materials for teaching and learning business studies to schools. 
4. Adequate trained teachers should be recruited and posted to schools. The teacher should be encouraged to take refresher courses to improve upon their techniques from time to time. 
Suggestions for Further Studies 
The following has been suggested for further studies: 
1. A similar study is suggested for other areas of Oyo state to cover, other remote areas of the state. 
2. A similar study is also suggested with other variables such as teacher's competence, public attitudes, and societal attitudes towards the teaching and learning of business education. 
3. Strategies for effective utilization of instructional materials for teaching business studies at the secondary school level. 
4. The role of instructional materials to the teaching of business studies. 
5. Similar study is suggested for other subject areas like Maths, English, and Sciences.
