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Abstract
The myriad of challenges such as diseases, climate change, wars, terrorism, hunger and starvation, pollution, environmental degradation, etc, confronting the global community today deserve nothing than a concerted effort via international organizations to address on a permanent basis. This is incontrovertibly true because international organizations provide some veritable platforms through which nation states as well as individuals desirous of finding solutions to their common challenges can meet and have these issues resolved. This paper, therefore, intends to discuss the essence of international organizations in the contemporary society. The motive is not just to showcase the crucial roles of international organizations but to also draw the attention of the public to the salient opportunities hidden in these institutions. The data for the piece are based on the secondary source which includes textbooks, journal articles and other online materials. Liberal institutionalism has been adopted as a theoretical backup. The findings suggest that the essence of international organizations lies in their functions which are usually for the benefits of member countries. These are seen in the various activities of organizations such as the International Trade Centre and the World Trade which assist member countries in promoting fair trade with each other; the Natural Capitalism and International Research Centre help to enhance sustainable economic development in the world; the World Bank and the Institute for International Finance provide monetary assistance to the countries as the Food and Agricultural Organizations and the World Food Programme help member countries in the areas food security .They also help in maintaining peace and security, environmental protection among others. To ensure that international organizations remain relevance in the 21st Century, concrete efforts are needed by states and non-states actors to strengthening their capacities and members must be totally committed to the vision and mission of international organization they belong.
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CHAPTER ONE

INTRODUCTION

Background to the Study

For decades now, interrogations of foreign aid or international aid have been on its impact on economic development in the recipient nations. Justifying this assertion, Chenery & Strout (1996) argue that the fundamental justification that foreign aid plays a role in economic development of recipient nations has been the driving force behind aids flows. There was a significant increase in the sum and areas of coverage of aid transfer in the latter part of 20th century to the extent that development assistance from Organization of Petroleum Exporting Countries (OPEC) and Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD) was roughly $60 billion at the conclusion of millennium development aids (World Bank, 2004). This foreign aid to countries comes in various forms such as training of local people, grants, loans, sharing of intelligence and execution of projects among others; and this has been the case in African countries which have been part of developing nations receiving foreign aid to address numerous developmental challenges bedeviling the continent. Notwithstanding, there are increasing concerns among intellectuals and political actors over the implications of these huge foreign aid to developing countries. The various arguments regarding foreign id are made to ascertain its impact on economic indices which include investment, growth, saving and real exchange rate (Berg, Hussain, Aiyar, Roache & Mahone, 2005; Van, 1984, 1985 and Younger, 1992).
This impact of foreign aid on economic development is controversial and arguable to the extent that different schools of thought have sprung up in that regard. Boone (1996) in Okon (2012) belongs to the category of scholars who believe that foreign aid has not impacted on economic development. On the other side is the school of thought who contends that foreign aid has impacted significantly on economic development of third world countries such as Nigeria.

These later scholars further argue that this opinion is stronger when recipient nations implement right policies. The last school of thought draws on the above two different perspectives to posit that foreign aid has positive and negative effect on economic development (Ram, 2003; Sender, 1999 and Cassen, 1994 in Adamu et al, 2022).

However, Moosa (2016) slightly goes social by pining down the rationale for foreign aid to global security while contending that “After the terror attacks of 9/11 against the United States, the war against terror became an indispensable part of foreign aid programmes in poor countries, mainly because the industrialized countries (the donors) recognized the important and increasing need to collaborate with the governments of these countries to ensure global security. This stems from a profound comprehension the donor countries have of the intrinsic link between the spread of poverty and the phenomenal spread of terror”. Consequently, the prolonged poverty further weakens poor vulnerable nations thereby threatening global security.

As a result, a significant aspect of the foreign aid has been channeled towards addressing developmental and poverty issues by executing projects aimed at creating the necessary manpower to boost the capacities of public institutions and different civil society organizations in the beneficiary nations ((Akramov, 2006).

This contentious impact of foreign aid on economic development has created a research gap as demonstrates by Nwude et al (2023) while arguing that despite the various studies on foreign aid, consensus is yet to be reached by scholars; hence, opening up further investigation on the impact of foreign aid. Toeing this line of thought, Molokwu et al (2022) observe that Nigeria is not exempted from the controversial economic impact of foreign aid as so many studies have made conflicting findings. This attests to the identified gap which is more visible and fundamental in social impact of foreign aid due to its grossly inadequate exploration. Therefore, the novelty of this paper is accentuated in the contributions of foreign aid to social development in Nigeria. Consequently, this paper is motivated in three specific ways. Firstly, it interrogates the impact of foreign aid on poverty eradication in Nigeria. Secondly, the paper investigates the extent to which foreign aid contributes to healthcare system in Nigeria and finally, it examines the impact of foreign aid on human security in the country.

Statement of the Problem

The Biafran revolution in 1966 and the ensuing civil war in Nigeria are both partially attributable to ethnic problems. The Hausa and the Yoruba were determined to wrest effective control of the central government from the Ibo. In turn, the Ibo were determined to secede from Nigeria and form their own independent state in the southeast part of the country, the location of Nigeria’s most significant oil reserves. On the surface, it might appear that the formation of a separate Ibo state was a rational solution to a part of Nigeria's ethnic problem. It was not, however, acceptable to either the Hausa or the Yoruba, and their motivations were not in any sense altruistic: the discovery of major crude petroleum reserves in the Eastern (Ibo) Region would soon transform that region from Nigeria's poorest to its richest.48 Thus, while ethnic friction led to political instability in Nigeria, the two largest ethnic groups were not prepared to permit the Ibo to secede with their oil. The end result of the friction was a devastating civil war which ripped the country apart.
To compound matters further, Nigeria's population has nearly tripled from approximately 46 million at the time of independence in 1960, to its estimated total of 129.9 million in 2002. This staggering rate of population growth has created enormous social and economic problems for the country. First, in order to maintain political stability by any measure of the term, it was necessary to create enough jobs for the burgeoning population, which, incidentally is unevenly distributed with urban states having the largest populations. Second, it was necessary to develop the infrastructure to accommodate the population growth. It was particularly important for the government to develop areas outside of Lagos as a means of precluding a massive migration of the population to the former capital area.
The only hope that the central government had of financing the necessary job creation and infrastructure development necessary to address social and economic problems was to exploit the country's newly discovered petroleum reserves and to employ the revenues from that exploitation in domestic development schemes.50 When the Ibo attempted to secede in 1967 and form an independent Biafran state in the southeast part of the country, the action threatened the economic and political stability of the entire country

The military officers who first seized control of the government in Nigeria in 1966 proved to be weak and ineffective as national leaders.52 Consequently, their operation of the country and their control over the economy proved to be no better than that of the civilian leaders. Following a series of coups and elections, Sani Abacha emerged out of the chaos in 1993. “Abacha dissolved all democratic political institutions and replaced elected governors with military officers.”53 Following Abacha’s death in 1998, General Abdulsami Abubakar succeeded him as president. Following his release from prison, former military head of state Olusegun Obasanja ran as a civilian candidate and won the presidency in a hotly contested election in 1999. 
An overwhelming conclusion that can be made from the brief survey of Nigeria's first forty years of independence is that the existence of oil revenues created significant social, cultural, and economic tensions and was a major factor that contributed to some of the ill conceived decisions made by various segments of Nigeria’s national leadership. Without the benefit of the oil revenues, however, the country would most likely find itself in an even worse position than it is today.

Purpose of the Study

        The main purpose of this study is to examine the role of international aid organization in promoting peace, security and development in Nigeria. Specifically, there are to:

i. Examine the impact of international aids organization in promoting peace in Nigeria   

ii. Examine the role of international aids organization in promoting security sustainability in Nigeria.

iii. Examine the level of development by international aids organization in Nigeria.
Research Questions
The following research questions were formulated to guide the study.

i. What are the impacts of international aids organization in promoting peace in Nigeria community?
ii. What are the roles of international aids organization play in promoting security sustainability in Nigeria?
iii. What are the levels of development aided by international aids organization in Nigeria?
Research Hypotheses
The following are the hypotheses generated from the research questions

H01: There is no significant impact of international aids orgnaisation in promoting peace in Nigeria.

H02: There is no significant role play by the international aids organization in promoting security sustainability in Nigeria.

H03: There is no significant Development aided by the international organization in Nigeria.

Significance of the Study

 By the end of the research work, the researcher shall be able to identify difference impact of international aids organization in promoting peace in Nigeria. The study will also provide the role of international aids organaisation play in promoting security and development in Nigeria and Africa at large  

 
 It is anticipated that the findings of this the study will be of immense benefits to teachers, school administrators, and students in the following ways:

· It will reveal the important of international relation in international organization.

· It will add to the body of existing Literature on the topic of this research.

· Finally, this study will serve as a spring board and a reference material for further research on related topic.
Scope of the Study
The study examines the role of international aids organization in promoting peace, security and development in Nigeria. It made use of primary data collected from questionnaire that were distributed to tertiary institution. 

 In view of this, the study was limited only to Ilorin west local government area. The population for the study involved all teachers in Ilorin West Local Government Area. Fifty (50) teachers were randomly selected in Ilorin West Local Government Area, through simple random sampling techniques. Structured questionnaire was be used to elicit data from the respondents. Frequent and percentage were used to analyze the demographic characteristics of respondents and simple percentage method was also used to analyse the research questions and research hypotheses of the study.  Due to financial and time constraints, the researcher was unable to visit all the schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area because of lack of enough finance; but was able to reach out to a meaningful population for the purpose of the study.  The problem also led to the delay in the completion of this research work. 
Operational Definition of Terms
International Aids Organization: An international organization, also known as an intergovernmental organization or an international institution, is an organization that is established by a treaty or other type of instrument governed by international law and possesses its own legal personality
Peace: Peace means societal friendship and harmony in the absence of hostility and violence.
Security: the state of being or feeling secure; freedom from fear, anxiety, danger, doubt, etc.; state or sense of safety or certainty.
Development: Development is a process that creates growth, progress, positive change or the addition of physical, economic, environmental, social and demographic components.

Conceptual Issues
Meaning of International Organizations

Several attempts have been made by scholars to define international organizations. Some of which are seen below. The term international organizations according to Cheever and Havilland (1954 cited in Norman & Perkins, 2017; Chandra, 2014) “is defined as any cooperative arrangement instituted among states usually by a basic agreement to perform some mutually advantageous functions implemented through periodic meetings and staff activities’’. The Encyclopedia of Political Science (2011) defines international organizations as” transnational organizations that are held together by formal agreements that contains element of formal institutional structure.”
According to Plano & Olton (2015) international organization is define as “a formal arrangement transcending national boundaries that provides for the establishment of institutional machinery to facilitate cooperation among members in the security, economic social and related field”. To the Encyclopedia of social science (2018) international organization refers to “the process by which states established and develop formal continuing international structures for the conduct of certain aspect of their relationships with each other”.

Equally, Acher (1983) cited by Aremu & Saliu (2013) provides a more detail definition of the subject matter. According to him, international organization is “a formal continuous structure established between members (governmental and/or non-governmental) from two or more sovereign states with the aim of pursuing the common interest of their membership”. The above definition spotlights three salient elements worthy to note- firstly an international organization has its membership drawn from more than one country. Secondly, international organization primarily caters for the interest of its members and thirdly, international organization has a “continuous structure formally established by treaty, agreement and constitutive act to which all member states subscribe”.

International organizations as organized progressive groups instituted through consent from member states that are drawn from more than one country for the pursuit of common goals which are usually beneficial to member states.
Classifications of International Organizations

There are certain indices used in the classification of international organizations. This ranges from membership composition, geographical spread of membership and sphere of authority, functions or purpose to profit motive (Aremu, 2013). Accordingly, if international organization is composed of only states as members it is known as “International Governmental Organization” (IGO). Examples include the United Nations (UN), the European Union (EU), the African Union (AU), the organizations of American States (OAS) and so on. If the membership composition is only limited to non- governmental body it is called “International Non-Governmental Organization” (INGO). Examples include Transparency International, Amnesty International, Political Science Association (IPSA) etc. There are cases where you have both of them combined such as in International Labour Organization (ILO) and World Wide Foundation (WWF) (Aremu, 2013).

In terms of geographical spread of membership and sphere of authority we have universal/global as well as regional and sub-regional. The former involves membership and scope of operation unrestricted to a particular area of the universe like the UN, the International Committee of Red Cross (ICRC) while the latter has it membership limited to a particular region usually a continent such as AU in Africa, EU in Europe and so on.

With regard to functions, there are general purpose organizations whose functions cut- across political, economic, strategic and socio-cultural spheres. This, you find in the UN, AU,

Association of South East Asian Nations (ASEAN) and the Arab League. The mandates of IOs such as North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO), the Australia New Zealand and United States (ANZUS) Warsaw pact, Gulf Cooperation Council (GCC) are concerned with security issues.

Others are Federation of International Football Association (FIFA) organization of Petroleum Exporting Countries (OPEC) etc. The last classification according to Aremu (2013) is by separating them into profit and non-profit oriented. For profit oriented international organizations we have multinational corporations while non-profit seeking are Amnesty International, ICRC, etc. The above classifications of international organizations also fall under what Williams (1989) broadly classified as “membership and functions”.
Features of International Organizations

International organizations exhibit certain common characteristics. These as stressed by Aremu (2013) and Haas, (1991) are treated below:

i. International organizations have a permanent institutional framework that carries out a well-defined functions
ii. There is freedom of entry and exit. It is a common tradition among international organization that new members who meet certain laid down criteria became their members.

Thus, in the 2002 EU summit at Copenhagen Bulgaria, Rumania and the Baltic states Estonia, Lithuania, and Latvia became members of the body while Turkey could not due to poor human rights record. Also member states are free to withdraw their membership when consider necessary to do so. A case in point was when Morocco withdrew her membership from the Organization of African Unity (OAU) in 1984 on the ground that the OAU admitted Western Sahara, a disputed territory between Morocco and Spain into the body (Clifford, 2014)
iii.  International organizations have guiding documents that spell out “the goals structure and modus operandi to which all members subscribe’’. For instance, the League of Nations had “Covenant”, the UN has the “Charter”, the African Union has the “Constitutive Act”. (Aremu, 2013)
iv.  All international organizations have a heterogeneous membership that differs in size, military power, popularity, resource endowment and degree of industrialization (Clifford, 2014).
v. In many international organizations there is an organ that is broadly representative of all member states. Such body grants equal representation to all member countries. The general Assembly of the UN and the North Atlantic Council of NATO are examples to note.
vi.  The existence of secretariat which performs administrative and other specific functions. It is always headed by the Secretary General and staffed by international civil Servants and diplomats as well. Examples include ECOWAS secretariat in Abuja, UN secretariat in New York and EU in Brussels.
vii. Another characteristic is that international organizations operate at the level consent guided by treaty and agreement rather than by compulsion.
The Essence of International Organizations

The main objective of all international organizations has been welfare improvement of member countries (Economy watch, 2010). States establish and develop international organization to achieve objectives that they cannot achieve on their own (Bohning, 1999).

Generally speaking, the essence of international organizations lies in the functions or services they provide for their members. Thus according to Economy Watch (2010):

i.  International organizations such as International Trade Centre and World Trade Organization assist member countries in promoting fair trade with each other.
ii. International organizations like the Natural Capitalism and International Research Centre help to enhance sustainable economic development in the world.
iii. The World Bank and the Institute for International Finance are international organizations that provide monetary assistance to the countries
iv. The purpose of incorporation of the international organizations such as Food and Agricultural Organizations (FAO) and World Food Programme is to provide food security to member states
v.  The endeavours of such international bodies as Global Environment Facility and United Nations Environmental Programme is to ensure environmental protection.
vi. Protection of human rights is the responsibility of international groups as the International Court of Justice (ICJ), the Amnesty International etc,
vii. The emergence and disaster management relief is championed by International Committee of Red Cross and Relief Web.
viii. In the same vein, the essence of the World Health Organization is to promote health care facilities among member countries.

Furthermore, the essence of international organizations could also be seen in areas such as conflict resolution, maintenance of global peace and security, environmental protection, economic cooperation, humanitarian assistance and research and development.

Conflict Resolutions

In terms of conflict resolution, international organizations are indispensible tools. This is evidenced in the report by Russett & Starr (2015) as they reveal that “Of Thirty – Nine conflict situations…for the period 1945-1965 period, twenty-three used international organizations to aid in conflict resolution”. Bonchuk (2015) is even more precise on this as he stresses that:
The primary aim of international organizations is to avert war or interrupt the use of force; preventing the aggravation of disputes and keeping the contenders are apart, while the processes of international conciliation are set in motion.

International organizations create avenue for compromise, accommodation and a common sense of values (Aremu, 2013:127).

Maintenance of Peace and Security

International organizations play prominent roles in maintaining global peace and security. This role is most visible in the United Nations. In fact, according to Article One of the first Chapter of its Charter, the UN is:

To maintain international peace and security, and to that end: to take effective collective measures for the prevention and removal of threat to peace and for the suppression of acts of aggression or other breaches of the peace , and to bring about by peaceful means, and in conformity with the principle of justice and international law adjustment of settlement of international disputes or situations which might lead to a breach of peace develop friendly relations among nations based on respect for the principle of equal right and self-determination of peoples and to take appropriate measures to strengthen universal peace to achieve international cooperation in solving international problems of economic, social, cultural or humanitarian character, and in promoting and encouraging respect for human rights and for fundamental freedom of all without distinction as to race, sex, language or religion, and to be a centre for harmonizing the actions of nations in the attainment

of these common ends (Adeniran, 2017:166).

Chapter VII, Article 39 of the UN Charter further places these functions squarely on the Security Council. Thus:

The Security Council shall determine the existence of threat of any threat to the peace, breach to the peace or act of aggression and shall make recommendations, or decide what measures shall be taken …to maintain or restore international peace and security. 
To achieve this, the organization has adopted preventive diplomacy and mediation, peacekeeping, peace building, countering terrorism and disarmament to maintain international peace and security (Mutiullah, 2013).

Peacekeeping

One of the various functions perform by international organizations is peacekeeping. This has been described as “a third-party contingency approach to conflict management” and also “one of the novel techniques of conflict diplomacy which has become widespread in contemporary international relations” (Bonchuk, 2015). It is believe that through the deployment of the troops such as the UN force into trouble spots, the force will help stabilize and seal off an exploding military situation until the basis of a more durable settlement is achieved. Thus “the logic of peacekeeping is to provide the parties to a dispute with a buffer zone behind which it is hoped they will use to negotiate and work towards a peaceful settlement of their conflict” (Bunchuk, 2015).
The UN, African Union and ECOWAS have all been involved in peacekeeping missions in the world.

Environmental Protection

According to Aremu (2013) “If international organizations had been absent environmental issues would have been in utter disarray and states would have had to resort to ‘might is right’ in addressing environmental damages”. The above statement clearly underscores the essence of international organizations in regulating the negative impacts of human activities on the environment. Accordingly, international organizations such as the World Meteorological Organization (WMO), the International Council for the Exploration of the Sea (ICES) and the United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP) have been involved in this. They also conduct on environmental problems and share their findings with members.
Humanitarian Assistance

Wars and other natural disasters such as earthquake, tsunami, hurricane, inferno, and so on, have become an integral part of the global system. As a result humanitarian problems, including refugee, hunger, disease, lack of shelter and so on, are created thereby demanding the urgent solution which international organizations come handy through utilization of their widespread network across the globe to coordinate international response programme and scheme in tackling them, especially refugees question (Duada, 2013; Adeniran, 2017).

Foreign Aid and Human Security in Nigeria 
Security especially human form of security is said to be business of every individual in the society but it is more business of the government. This argument is underscored in social contract theory whose tenet is the provision of security as a public good by the state (Hobbes, 2004). Therefore, a government’s legitimacy is premised on its ability to ensure security of lives and property of the citizens (Locke, Two Treaties, 123). This postulation suffices but does not foreclose the role played by foreign nations and organizations in security governance of a country. Following the trajectory of military foreign aid in Nigeria, Macro (2016) and Idem (2018) unanimously submit that upon the termination of Anglo-Nigeria defence accord, Nigerian entered into agreement with German, Indian and US governments for expanding her air force; setting up of military training centre and training of army officers respectively. Kinsey & Krieg (2021) posit that Western allies have contributed in enhancing military capacity in Nigeria. To be precise, United Kingdom and United States of America have put in huge resources in establishing training programmes aimed at combating terrorism in Nigeria. Notwithstanding, the training courses were occasional and not part of the overall method adopted to address terrorism and insurgency in the country. 
In addition, Multinational Joint Task Force (a security outfit established in 1994 with partnership of nebouring nations) was deployed by political authorities in Abuja to fight Bokoharam insurgency that was growing into international criminal organization operating along borders (Kinsey & Krieg, 2021). The commitment of foreign donors and partners in assisting Nigeria to address numerous security challenges bedeviling the country has come under serious scrutiny. As Eeben (2018) puts it “The absence of effective direction and assistance with operational planning in anti-bokoharam operations in Northern Nigeria widely undermined the effectiveness of Western defence engagement. In the critical application phase of converting doctrine and theory into military practice, most regular Nigerian army platoons were left on their own- Western Special Forces teams would only embed sporadically with Nigeria Special Forces. Much of this training is focused on window-dressing, but when you look through the window, the room is empty”. This opinion is at variance with the submission of Boutton & Carter (2013) that foreign donors are interested in combating transnational security challenges such as Bokoharam in Nigeria because their interests in the country are more endangered. 
The influence of foreign aid is especially noticeable in recipient nations with the greatest degree of transnational insecurity since there is a tendency that the donor interest will likely increase proportionately with the rate of transnational terrorism. Quoting a high ranking Army Officer from Britain involved in training military officers in Nigeria, Kinsey & Krieg (2021) acknowledge the effectiveness of training courses but blame the challenges on lackadaisical attitude of the trainers in following up as the British government was unfavourably disposed to letting the trainers (their Army officers) get close to the conflict areas in the North. Therefore, Nigeria’s partnership with foreign countries and regional allies can at best be described as incapable of combating security challenges such as Bokoharam insurgency. Agreeing with this submission, Asongu & Ssozi (2017, 14) blame it on three factors while positing that “The consistent negative impact of foreign aid on terrorism (especially the effects of bilateral and total aid) may be explained from three angles: the motives of aid, insufficiency of aid and usage of aid (mismanagement). 
First, the motives of aid substantially vary from one donor to another. For instance, while the USA is substantially involved in Africa for security reasons, China’s and France’s presence in the continent is fundamentally driven by economic and politico-economic interests respectively. It also depends on the outcome of bargaining among donors”. To support this, Ofoma & Onwe (2023) submit that Nigeria state has been locked in numerous conflicts ranging from boko-haram insurgency to youth agitations to the extent that the security agents have been seemingly overpowered by these bad elements. In Nigeria, various states have their own peculiar security challenge but banditry in the Northwest geopolitical zone is becoming prominent (Ojo, 2020). 
For instance, in the Southeastern part of the country, secessionist agitation manifesting in sit-at-home order has resulted to a serious security tension leading to death of innocent citizens, the agitators and security personnel (Ofoma, 2023). The above discussion is a suggestive consensus of the pervasive security conundrum in Nigeria which casts a serious doubt on impact of foreign aid on human security in the country. While various efforts have been made by foreign donors as acknowledged earlier; the security realities in the country point to a different negative direction. Inference of this; is reinforced in salient rhetorical question by Molokwu et al (2022), where is the significant impact of foreign aid in the face of abject poverty, poor human development and increasing unemployment rate in Nigeria? Rationale for the failure of foreign aid in Nigeria security system is found in the expression of Asongu (2015) and Eubank (2012) that impact of foreign aid on security challenges (terrorism) can be ineffective partially due to its inability to tackle the root causes of insecurity which are in many cases linked to injustice, inequality, religious bigotry and anti neo-colonial disposition etc.

The Role of Foreign Aid

The average amount of foreign aid transferred to developing countries worldwide is small compared with the size of their economies&2 percent to 3 percent of their gross national product. In individual cases, however, that figure can exceed 60 percent in a given year. But more assistance is not always more effective. Receiving too much foreign aid may overwhelm a country’s absorptive capacity and thereby undermine the aid’s overall effectiveness. Yet even a small quantity can be useful in achieving results, depending on its purpose and how it is spent. Essentially, foreign aid given to developing countries reinforces what is there. If a country has good government and economic policies, the result is likely to be more good government and economic policies. If a country has a highly corrupt political system and has pursued counterproductive economic policies, the result is usually more of the same. That is not to say that foreign aid never benefits a country that is pursuing counterproductive economic policies. Child immunization programs, for example, are likely to benefit a developing country regardless of its economic policies, although a healthier population will almost certainly be more useful and productive in an economy that is growing briskly than in one that is not.

The way donors give foreign assistance may also influence its usefulness in promoting economic and social development. Aid may be given to alleviate the effects of natural disasters, protect the donor nation’s political and strategic interests, or increase the donor’s exports. But when aid is given to achieve more than one objective, it may not be as useful to the recipient’s growth and development. For example, when aid goes to an ally to further strategic objectives, as U.S. aid went to Honduras in the 1980s, it may reinforce poor economic choices. In addition, other economic or trade policies sometimes undermine the developmental goals of a donor’s foreign assistance program. An extreme example occurred when the United States set quotas on textile imports from Bangladesh shortly after providing foreign assistance to its government to expand its textile exports.
The Challenge of Global Peace Support Operations: 
As we observed above, the international community is decidedly committed to the maintenance of global peace and security by putting in place a framework for managing conflicts. Since it is not practically possible to stop nations from having misunderstanding, it was necessary to put in place an arrangement that would mitigate the consequences of conflict. That arrangement was the peacekeeping process which in its traditional sense was the separation of belligerents and antagonists of usually two or more states. In the immediate post Second World War period, particularly during the cold war, peacekeeping was designed to maintain peace between two usually warring states.
The cold war ended in 1989 with the collapse of the Soviet Union and the Warsaw Pact. However, new threats to global peace and security continued to emerge largely because of pressures of the global imperial capitalist economic order but also as a result of several unresolved national socio-economic and political problems. In addition, there is the problem of the failure on the political front of many national governments. This is why the post-cold-war era has witnessed a proliferation of intra-state conflicts, particularly, in Africa. 

This new type of conflict was defined by its internal, largely intra-state nature, usually resulting in civil war with huge damages to national resources and heavy losses in human resources. This was a more difficult type of conflict and imposes a big burden on those trying to mediate and keep the peace as it were. This type of conflict became common in Africa, creating situations which the international community particularly the United Nations and other regional and sub-regional organizations as well as nations such as Nigeria have strived to deal with. 

This new type of conflict needed a new type of peacekeeping. Peace Support Operations “is the term used to highlight the distinguishing characteristic of the traditional peacekeeping from the type of operations undertaken in the 1990s. Peace support operations would, therefore, include Peacemaking, Peacekeeping, Peace-enforcement, Peace accord implementation and Peace building (Oche; 2013). In addition, peace operations now involve also humanitarian, social, political, legal, economic, human rights and other issues. The concept of peacekeeping was also broadened to include the resolution of the causes of conflict, which usually have both political and military aspects (Adeniji; 2014). 

In view of the preponderance of intra-state conflicts in Africa, regional bodies like the Organization of African Unity (OAU), now the African Union (AU) and the Economic Community of West African State (ECOWAS) started putting in place peace support operations. Such operations have been mounted in Chad, Liberia, Sierra Leone and Cote d’Ivoire among others. Even in Europe (Bosnia- Herzegovina in former Yugoslavia), the EU also mounted a peacekeeping operation supported by the NATO. In the African experiences, Nigeria played very crucial roles, providing leadership in men and material. 

Paradoxically, over the years, peace support operations have become not only more problematic but also more complex as conflict have increased in number and the resources to manage them have considerably dwindled, creating many new challenges. New ideas are clearly required, not only by the international community but also by individual nations to improve on the management of conflict and on improving peacekeeping operations. 

At the 14th edition on the Challenges on Peace Operations conference hosted in Abuja Nigeria, the challenges facing the United Nations and other Regional peace operations bodies were identified to include among others: What should be the respective roles of the United Nations and of the numerous regional organization? How governments, with differing resources and capabilities can best respond; and What could be some of the most helpful ways through which members’ states could support UN peace operations (Hilding-Norberg; 2014). 

Importantly, it was the aim of the conference to stimulate in partner countries such as Nigeria, efforts to influence policy at the national level; stimulate follow-up action at regional, national and sub-national levels and in multinational for a (Hilding-Norberg; 2014). 

There should, particularly in Africa, be a regional response to these intra-state conflicts fueled largely by complex emergencies and the phenomenon of failing states and also the collapse of state institutions. This has propelled the regional dimension of peace operations because neighbours should have interest in the peace, security and stability of their environment. Peace operations, as good and helpful as they have come to be, are very sensitive and difficult to manage. Also as already highlighted, peace operations require so much in terms of troops, specialized skilled civilian personnel, adequate logistics, sophisticated equipment and significantly, political wisdom. But regional and sub-regional organizations, for instance, the AU, the ECOWAS and others, have huge problems of lack of capacity and adequate resources for sustaining regional peace operations in several respects. 
This is another major challenge for peacekeeping in Africa and most of the developing world which form the epicenter of global internal conflicts. As a result, regional and sub-regional peacekeeping operations fail even when they are bankrolled by willing regional powers like Nigeria. It is only interventions from the UN that have witnessed high degree of successes in peace operations. 
Another challenge is the impotence of regional organizations such as the AU and ECOWAS in that even though the Peace and Security Council of the AU is in existence and has mandate for conflict prevention, management and resolution, with a continent wide Early Warning System, the leaders are incapable of making it work because of poor political judgment. As President Obasanjo once informed, “what has been seriously lacking… is the capacity and the resolve to give effect to decisions” (Obasanjo 2000). This is largely because many African leaders are guilty of the same offence of bad governance, corruption, oppression, lack of tolerance for opposing political views and impunity which are the major causes of conflict across the continent. 

This much has been the experience of Nigeria in its efforts to encourage regional interventions. Nigeria has been very eager to shoulder the heavy burdens of such operations as demonstrated in Chad, Liberia, Sierra Leone Cote d’Ivoire and the Gambia. In its experiences in Chad, Liberia and Sierra Leone, Nigeria suffered the pain of lack of cooperation fueled largely by suspicion. Some of these bitter experiences have been detailed by Adeshina (2012), a Brigadier General and former commander of the Nigerian Peacekeeping and Intervention Force under the ECOWAS peacekeeping operation in Sierra Leone. In such cases, there was poor and inadequate resource-support for the regional efforts. This is why it was argued that while regional organizations should be involved in peace support operations, such operations should not be regionalized (Vogt; 2016). Even though Nigeria is in the forefront of states in Africa investing enormous resources in building capabilities in peace operations, but this effort can only be complementary by what the UN and the major powers are prepared to bankroll as apart from the troops, other critical resources including the funds, logistics and necessary political and diplomatic resources cannot be provided by the regional bodies such as the AU and the ECOWAS. 

The African Union has set up the African Standby Force at its meeting in Sirte, Libya in February 2004 to facilitate rapid assembly and deployment of troops for peace support operations. But such forces would still need UN authorization and support. Earlier, the ECOWAS had decided to establish a Regional Standby Force. But as observed in the Cote d’Ivoire operations, without external support, such arrangement would barely succeed. In Cote d’Ivoire, the logistic support was fragmented. Different countries came with their own equipment. In addition, while the French RECAMP provided support for some countries, Britain provided for Ghana with Belgium providing for the troops from Benin (Alli; 2016). 

These inadequacies on the part of African states have created another opportunity for former colonial and other major powers to join in a new scramble for peacekeeping influence on the continent, thus undermining all the efforts of Nigeria in this regard.
Appraisal of Reviewed of Literature 
International organizations exist to provide services to their members and that their essence lies in those functions they perform which are in areas of education, health, cooperation, conflict resolution, environmental protection, maintenance of peace and security through the prevention of war, research activities, et cetera. Also from the study, we found that what a state cannot accomplish individually in the modern society could be achieved when it involves international organizations whose mandates cover those specific areas of interest to the states and non-state actors as well. Though some of them are yet to become standardized operationally due to challenges, effort must be sustained to keep them functional for the overall benefit of mankind.

The real economic needs of African governments of resources to further their development and the efforts of aid donors to assist that development and respond to deepening economic crisis, the political and bureaucratic imperatives of aid donors to advance their broader diplomatic objectives and to expand overall aid levels and allocate all available to be spent; and the political goals of Africans to increase resources available for patronage and benefit from the various symbolic advantages that foreign aid provides. The justifications for aid have been articulated over the years and they do not need any further elaboration.
CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODS

Introduction 

In this study, the researcher examined the role international aids in promoting peace, security and development in Nigeria. This chapter focuses on the methods used in the course of this study, using the following sub-headings: Research Design, Population and Sample Size, Sample and Sampling Techniques, Instrument of Data Collection, Validity of the Instrument, Reliability of the Instrument, Procedure for Data Collection and Methods of Data Analysis.

Research Design

The research design employed for the study is the survey method. Survey method seems to have the advantage of being an effective way of collecting data from a large number of sources and in a short time. Therefore, survey method was adopted in order to acquire the opinion of the respondents on the subject matter because of its flexibility and effectiveness in information gathering.
Population and Sample Size

The population of the study is made up of all political science teachers in Kwara State tertiary institutions.  The total numbers of fifty (50) respondents were selected for the study. It is from this population that a representative sample was drawn. 
Sample and Sampling Technique

The sample for this study was fifty political science teacher. In view of the fact that the researcher could not cover all the teachers in the department, fifty respondents were selected by using simple random sampling techniques from randomly selected students in the department.

Instrument of Data Collection 

Self – developed questionnaire was employed to collect relevant information from the respondents after due consultation with the project supervisor. The questionnaire tagged the role of international organization aids in promoting peace, security and development in Nigeria questionnaire (RIOAPPSDN) was responded to by the students in the sample departments/school. The questionnaire consists of two main section namely, A and B. Section A sought for the bio –data of the respondents while section B sought  for information concerning role of international organization aids in promoting peace, security and development in Nigeria with particular reference to tertiary institution in Kwara State. 
There are four different alternative responses to each statement in the questionnaire (Strongly Agreed, Agreed and Strongly Disagreed, Disagreed), Strongly Agreed (SA), Agreed (A), Disagreed (D), Strongly Disagreed (SD). The respondents were expected to tick the most appropriate response.
Validity of the Instrument

Content validity was carried out for the purpose of this study. The researcher wrote the items of the questionnaire and gave it to some course lecturers at the campus for vetting. After vetting, a new one was developed and submitted to my project supervisor for correction.  Thus, the researcher came up with a modified and improved set of items which was approved as achieving its content validity.
Reliability of the Instrument

In determining the reliability of the instrument employed in this study, a test re-test techniques was used. The instrument was administered twice with an interval of four weeks. The two sets of score were correlated   by using Pearson Product Moment Correlation Techniques. A correlation co-efficient of 0.76 obtained was considered high enough to make the questionnaire usable.

Administration of the Instrument 

The researcher visited the school sampled in order to explain the importance and the confidentiality if the instrument.  The questionnaire forms were distributed to fifty teachers in selected department. 

Procedure for Data Collection

Information was collected through questionnaire: which were distributed political science teacher sampled school/department in order to enhance a good percentage of return of the questionnaire, distribution and collection were made by hand.  In all, fifty five questionnaire were distributed but a total of fifty questionnaire were retrieved and analysed   

Method of Data Analysis

Simple percentage method was used to analyze the data collected. It is used to justify the research question raised for the study.

CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSSION AND RECOMENDATIONS

Summary 
The aim of the study is to examine the role of international aids organization in promoting peace, security and development in Nigeria. This study was carried out with three research objectives, three research questions and three null-hypotheses were formulated. The study adopts the use of descriptive research survey and the total of 50 eligible voters was sampled out for the study. Data for the study was collected through the pre-test, treatment and post-test using a researcher made instrument (international aids organization in promoting peace, security and development (IAOIPPSD), the consists of 12 objective test items. Data collected were analyzed statistically through the use of descriptive and inferential statistics. 

Major findings drawn from the study among others revealed international aids organization helping to develop a strong network of basic education, better infrastructure, and a physically healthier population concomitant with a thriving economy and improved access to global markets, the belief is that development aid can help countries become more independent.
Conclusion
International aid organisation has played an important role in the development of Nigeria, providing funding for a wide range of projects and programmes. However, the effectiveness of aid in promoting development outcomes in Nigeria remains a subject of debate, with some arguing that aid has been effective in promoting economic growth and reducing poverty, while others have criticized the limited impact of aid received by Nigeria have also evolved over time, reflecting changes in the country’s economic and social priorities. Moving forward it will be important for aid programmes to be designed and implemented in a way that maximizes their impact on development outcomes in Nigeria. The effectiveness of foreign aid programmes in promoting community development in Nigeria depends on a range of factors, including alignment with local priorities, building institutional capacity, promoting local ownership and participation, addressing corruption and mismanagement and many others.

The impact of foreign aid to social impact in Nigeria with poverty eradication, healthcare system and human security as the specific variables. Relying on secondary sources of data, the paper found out that foreign aid has not impacted significantly on poverty eradication and human security in the country. It is equally discovered in the study that there is mixed evidence regarding the relationship between  foreign aid and healthcare system in Nigeria. Also, it is observable that varying interest of actors poses a serious threat to the performance of foreign aid in Nigeria.

It has been argued that the role of aid in development raises serious concern in policy making. Aid has considerable economic, institutional and governance impact. The policy implication is that initiatives should be taken by recipients and donors to enhance aid effectiveness while an exit strategy is put in place to ensure a smooth transition from aid dependence. gap through export development.
Commitments have been made to step up the volume of aid and to enhance its effectiveness in development. Building on the encouraging progress in the recent past, this paper has taken stock of financing development commitments made in 2005 and the progress that has been made in implementing these commitments. On the basis of that stock taking a reflection has been made on options for improving monitoring of these commitments with a view to making implementation of commitments more effective.
Recommendations 

1. To enhance the effectiveness of international aid organization programmes in Nigeria, it is recommended that they are developed in consultation with local communities and stakeholders. This will ensure that programmes align with local priorities and take into account the needs and perspectives of local communities. 
2. Build institutional capacity: Build institutional capacity is essential for promoting sustainable development outcomes in Nigeria, Aid programmes should focus on building the capacity of local institutions to implement and manage development programmes effectively. This will help to ensure that development programmes are managed efficiently and that they achieve their intended outcomes. 
3. Promote local ownership and participation: To enhance the effectiveness of foreign aid programmes in Nigeria, it is important to promote local ownership and participation. Programmes that are developed without adequate consultation with local communities or that do not take into account local perspectives and needs may be less effective. 
4. Address corruption and mismanagement: Corruption and mismanagement are major challenges that can affect the effectiveness of foreign aid programmes in Nigeria. To address this challenges, it is recommended that aid programmes are implemented with transparency and accountability measures in place. Programmes should also focus on building the capacity of local institutions to effectively manage development programmes
