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ABSTRACT
This study examines the influence of communication technology on teachers effectiveness in Kwara State College of Education Ilorin. Three research questions were raised for the study, three research hypothesis were also formulated and tested using simple percentage to test the relationship between communication technology on and teachers effectiveness in kwara state college of education, Ilorin the data collected from administered questionnaire. The findings of the research revealed that communication technology inculcate the effectiveness of teachers and make students understand easily in kwara state college of education, Ilorin. Based on the findings, the researcher recommended that commitment to the implementation of the national ICT policy and provision of alternative supply in view of the present poor power supply situation in the country.  
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study 
 	The term information and communication technology (ICT) indicated the advancement in the technological coverage of information, communication and broadcasting technology millions of information are being generated  every second across the globe through research and enquires that must be distributed and disseminated to people all over the world. (Salau, 2007).
	Information according to Salau (2005) can simply be defined as processed or useful data sometimes, it could be called meaningful data, it can also be defined as answer to problems the result of human usable output from computer. The wheel on which ideas are translated into concrete or reality is the information communication technology in human existence has captured the attention of many authors and scholars, educational management and behavioral scientists especially in the field of education have devoted much thought and energy in recent time to ought and energy in recent time to analyzing the problems caused by bad information communication technology system. 
	The field of education has not been unaffected by the penetrating influence of information and communication technology (ICT). Over the years, human have found these various technologies useful in education, training, educational management and administration. These technologies have been used to narrow distance between teachers and learners undoubtedly, Curswerll (1999)said, ICT has impacted a quiet  revolution on the quality of technology, learning and research in traditional and distance education institutions.
	Jegede (2014), said communication can take place in various ways including face to face, using the technology of manual or electronics projectors, correspondence, using the technology of post, courier, fax or e-mail, printed media. Using the technology of print or books, maps, charts postal, photographs, written or textual materials Audio : using the technology of audiocassettes, radio broadcasts, telephone, teleconferencing Etc video, using the technology of television broadcasting video cassettes, video discs, video conferencing and computer, using integrated multimedia consist of stand alone computer based work-station, DVD, networked computer- based work – station internet, internet LAN and WAN (Carsley 2016) 
	Kooutz (2019) was of the view that without good communication technology, group interaction can not be maximally achieved, and Bernard (2020) argued that information communication technology is the means by which people are united together in an organization to achieve a common purpose. In an educational set up 90% of the teaching and learning relationship are done by interaction between the teacher and the learner. 
	Therefore, before learning can take place, there should be an effective information communication technology. in family life information communication technology has been identified as the most important factor that facilitates effective understanding and service delivery system 
	However, the stud intends to examine the influence of effective information communication technology ion teacher effectiveness ion some selected colleges of education in Nigeria. 
Statement of the Problem 
	According to Knontz (2019) eighty percent of managers in one study cited information communication technology as the causes for difficulties on their jobs. Adaralegbe (2014), said many of staff meeting is ruined and antagonism which generate series of controversy as a result improper decoding of information communication technology. 
	Information technology facilitate effective service defining in an organization so also in an educational, institutions, many organizations are not progressing since they lack information and communication technology incentives and thus such organizations or institutions face in appropriate and inefficient management. Thus it is the central problem this study to examine the influence of effective information and communication technology on school administration in Colleges of education in Nigeria. 
Purpose of the Study

The Concept of Communication Technology 
Information communication technology is the act of making facts news, opinions, requests, feeling etc various animals information communicate when the bark or wag their tails, chimpanzees information communicate when they use sound or facial and bodily gesture involves in a park must be derived from some form of information communication technology.  the focus of this writing human information communication technology that operates at the to level oral and written from the sender to the receiver for interpretation and digestion for the messages sent. 
(Ogunsaju, 2015) 
	The medium through which lecturer disseminate information to the students or learner is done through the information communication technology. the lecturer transmit knowledge through the information communication technology. 
The art of interacting is done mostly on worlds. The use of words to transmit fact values skills and knowledge to the student is information communication technology. 
Effective information communication technology is basic to an effective lecturer in school administration one of the impediment to effective learning is the use of language. 
	The lecturer teachers, speaks but he student do not learn or understand the message he is passing simply because the lecturer has find it difficult to communicate effectively to the student. The provost gives an instruction on what to do and doesn’t of don’ts yet in change has occurred simply because of in effective information communication technology. the lecturer cannot express himself clearly, thus move often than not the student get confused and they loose important information. 
Every individual, whether a lecturer not spends a considerable amount of time information communication technology in one way or another 
	This is done by way of talking, reading writing, or listening. For those who are concerned with teaching success depends on the way the communicate with their students also the school administrator’s success depend largely on how well he could communication with the staff. According to Babalola (2022) effective information communication technology is a life wire of every organization, this is because when student and staff are duly informed of what is expected of them at the appropriate time it will go a long way in reducing cases of indiscipline for example a school will be in danger and way be disorganized where a rector allows grape vine to operate. According to Oyedeji (2021) frictions in work situation stem up from the fact that there has been a breakdown in information communication technology and flow of information. Conflicts between staff and students and school authority grew up from the fact that information was denied, distorted or late the morale of staff and learner can be tampered with and changed introduced may be resisted if particular action which does not favour them is taken without due consultation with them. 
Where the learner and staffs and in doubt of what to do, the rector does well by printing them down in written form for clarity. 
	Grabby (2020) in his writing agreed that a written code of conduct for learner that is enforced fairly, firmly and consistently is one important step in decreasing school discipline. The point here is that there is time need it put rules and regulations into writing for effective information communication technology among the learner and staff. 
Concept Framework of Information Communication Technology 
	Jacques (2020) defines information communication technology as the sum total of directly and indirectly consciously transmitted feelings attitude and wishes information communication technology has been described as an interpersonal process of sending and receiving symbols, with meaning attached to them 
	According to Schier Merhon Hunt and Osborn (2021) information communication technology is a process, which involved the transmission of a set of meaning from one person or group to another person or group through the use of symbols and gestures. The symbols of information communication technology proceeds through a number of stages due in which a message is conceived by a sender, enclosed and relayed via a particular channel to a receiver who then decodes and interprets it and finally confirms to the sender that it has been understand. 
	Until a message is received by receiver who comprehends, interprets and sends a feedback regarding his/her readiness for the next part, the cycle is not yet complete. 
	Oyedapo (2020) in the issues in Educational management views information communication technology as the idea of ‘sharing’ simply put, information communication technology is the transfer of information feeling or message from a source to a receiver, she however stressed that information communication technology does not take place until the receiver correctly interprets the information being transmitted i.e both have a very similar comprehension of the content of the message. 
	Information communication technology according to her is so important especially management administrative activities planning. Staffing, coordinating and controlling hence, the sensitive nature of information communication technology is established that if information communication technology is hampered the entire organization suffers, when it is accurate, timely, and adequate, the organization can move effectively towards goal attainment Oyedeji (2001) in his management function identifies information communication technology as a major role of an administrator according to him he is to give clear instruction and information to all people concerned. He reports concisely about  his activities periodically on the effectiveness of groups, individuals, materials, method and their contribution toward achieving the organization goals. 
	Chaster in his “co-operative theory” essentially based on man oriented emphasized that: 
	Information communication technology as a heading factors. He defines information communication technology as authoritative that should been carried out. He noted that the condition of information communication technology gives a worker the feeling they have toward the organization. 
	He therefore advocated for provision of a good system of information communication technology in an organization, which well enhance the selection of people and position already established 
	Oyedeji (2018) in his “institution information communication technology devices” asserted that many students’ personal problems arise because information communication technology channels are either inadequate blocked or broken down 
	He described information communication technology as a life wire of any organization on. He called for steady flow of information communication between student (s) and authority (ies) 
	Likert ant Pelz in their contribution stated that the success of a leader is to influence by how a leader attempt in terms of effective information communication technology. the degree resistance to a change in an organization largely due to inadequate information communication technology leads to misunderstanding and lack of trust arise as a result of distrust of information which could lead to distrust and suspicion. When the above situation arise, workers are likely is increase defensiveness or decrease the frequency and periodicity of open expression, thereby decreasing the likelihood of effective information communication technology. 
	Mussazi (2015) in his “theory and practice of educational administration’s was of the opinion that how theory’s experiment provided that when staff are consulted about the changes they invariably produce more and better work than previously this consultation, is refereed to as effective information communication technology 
	Abdulkareem (2017) explains that effective information communication technology system as is of permanent importance to the school manager because of increasing complexity of his institution 
	Nwankwo (2015) elucidated the importance of effective information communication technology “the effectively fulfilled its roles of social and economic development as well as the development of the individual Educational institution must be well managed through appropriate decision at all point and based on accurate and timely information. 
	To be efficient and effective member and client of the educational institution must not be kept along 
	They must be adequately informed and involved. Information communication technology therefore have to flow both internally and externally in the institution. 
	According to Abdulkareem most of the crises that occur in the Nigeria school polytechnics, Universities and Colleges are the resultant effects of the in effective information communication technology system in the institution. 
	Adedigba (2014) in her contribution in “understanding information communication technology”. “the process and product” sees information communication technology as a vital ingredient for the successful learning and in all forms of human interaction and endears. 
	According to Yusuf (2011) information communication technology may be defined as an attempt to establish commonest with somebody. It should be noted that almost all definition of information communication technology above have a short coming and that the fact that they failed to talk of mutual understanding between the information communication technology parties Where the message sent is not understood by the receiver, effective information  communication technology cannot be said to have taken place 
	It would be right therefore to define information communication technology as the process of transmitting information and achieving understanding between two or more people  where this occurs effective information communication technology  has taken place.
The role of Communication Technology in Nigerian College of Education 
	In most institution and organization information communication technology is a dynamic  and vital process. The complex nature of this process must be understood if effective and meaningful information communication technology  is to occurs. The success of every enterprises or organization depends on information communication technology, in any undertaking involving two or more persons, it is essential for the coordination of individual activities. Simply put information communication technology is the glue that holds an organization together.
Information communication technology is universal. The reason why human being communication are vast depending on the circumstance. Untimately, people communicate to effect change in others. (Ogunsaju 2011). The specific reasons are perhaps inexhaustible but some will be mentioned below

· To provide feedback (for example to a message 
· To rebuke (for example for bad behavior)
· To appraise (for example a performance) 
The method  of information communication technology and their tools includes:

2. Oral types as in conservation  oral interview, meeting telephone, conference
3. Visual types as in charts, television, videos graph diagrams and body language
4. Electronic type as in telephone and computer network the following are the key concepts of information communication technology 
The following are the key concepts of information communication technology 
Encode: to put a message into a form of language that can be processed by the receiver
Decode: to interpret a message
Channel: the mode or way or system through which a message is transmitted from a source to a receiver
Noise: anything that constitutes a barriers to effective transmission and interpretation of a message
Source: the source of communication technology is where the message originates from. It could be a man (for examples a teacher or an object like a newspaper)
Message: this is what is transmitted between a source and a receiver it could be between a source and a receiver it could be a piece of information a form a greeting 
Receiver: this is a person to whom a message is transmitted. He is expected to receive, interpret and react to the message. Effective information communication technology. This occiurs when a message is correctly encoded according to intention of the source to receiver and the letter equally  decoded it accurately without noise, interference and he  in returns encodes his reaction according to the sources 
The figure below clearly  illustrates the proper flow of communication in an organization through the use of information communication technology as a system. The ability to  adhere slickly to this flow will make the teaching to become very effective and workable in the classroom 
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The central information communication technology mode (C.I.C.T.M) involve the receiving and correctly decoding (that is interpreting) the message  encoded through water channel and supplying a responses. Signal and feedback to the source that the message is  adequately received the CICTM is the basis of classroom teaching 
Communication Technology flood in schools 
	The school  system is an enterprises in which information communication technology must flow if the set  objective of the school must be achieved. Information  communication technology  flows in various directions, downwards, upwards and crosswise form boardroom is shop floor and back i.e from the management to the school to students and back interm of  feedback	
They also move diagonally between department  then, we have vertical information communication technology dealing within upward and downward flow and crosswise, information communication technology dealing with lateral and diagonal information communication technology .

However traditionally, downward information communication technology has be emphasised, despite sample evidence that this may development problem in school management. Information  flow passes through a chain or network where one  person transmit information to another as per  the chain in the organization literarily for example, information is passed from the office of rectors to the vice rectors registrar office to institute to the lecturers to the students and this situation is also reversed in getting the feedback .
Vertical information communication technology describes the channel for routing directive. Instruction and policies from top decision making down through the organization to the people who are various level will implement them (responding it also described upward channel of late suggestion and criticism flow) 
This is however an weal situation as upward channeling of information is offer absent in same organization especially in colleges of education  where the hardship is dictatorial through  not without consequence for Evans (1984) has argued that when downward information  communication technology communication technology- tremble, then sooner or later  the institution will suffer poor moral , low productivity and frustration in its employees for the upward information communication technology is part as important as the down wards.
The Evens position can be further buttressed with the low level of performance where the lecturer morale are very low and productivity is at low ebb, the resultant effect is poor performance on the part of the school product (students) in both character and learning.
Crossivise information communication technology includes horizontal or lateral  flow  of information with people in the same organization levels  and diagonal flow with the person at different level who have no direct reporting  relationship.
Icontz (2000)  has observed that “this kind of information communication technology is use  to spread information flow, to improve understanding and to coordinate effort for the achievement of educational objective 
Generally, a great deal of information communication technology does not flow through the educational hierarchy but cut across the chain of command. It is typical of an enterprises especially the school environment to  provide occasion for oral cross information communication technology ramping from lunch or break ties spent together to formal conferences and committee and board meeting when individual member of different department are grouped into desk teams, crossivise information communication     technology may create potential difficulties but it is a necessity in many enterprises especially in school administration in order to respond to the need of complex and dynamic educational environment.



Choice of media of communication technology in Nigeria colleges of education   
In selecting the media for passing information. The audience and the situation must be considered. The written and oral information communication  technology. Media are readily available for transmitting information and both have favourable and infavourable characteristic. Consequently, both types are aids may also been used to supplement the while the use of several  media to repeat a message make for more accurate receiver comprehension and recall non-verbal information communication technology such as gestures and racial expressions can be used to reinforce what is said. It bring out more clearly the ego state of the provost and his staff in transaction 
Through non verbal information communication technology is expected to support the verbal, it has been observed that this not always adequately in school setting  for whom  an autocratic provost pounds his feast on the table while announcing that participative management will be practice. It is evidence that this action must be speaking louder than his words.

      In adequate planning different information communication task require move or less different plans several tunes people information communication technology task require more or less different plans, several times, people communicate without prior through and plan concerning the purpose of the message they are given this lack of adequate plan to communicate is an obstacle to effective information communication technology
Administrator should be worried of Koontze (2020) observation that good information communication technology seldom happens by chance 
Noise is another important barrier between the sending and receiving of communication signal 
          The noise could be physical or technical these could be factor occurring in the communication process which is not intended by the source but carrying signal and their clarity
The semantic level are impedance in term of codes this could be linguistic personal psychological or culture 
Noise is therefore any factor that could lead to distortion, disorganization, disturbance or distraction in the flow of communication it reduce the quality effectiveness and fidelity of the message it is the . it is the  most ubiquitous factor which may occur in any of the five major element of communication from the source through to astimation this can therefore affect the nature and inform of the feedback in the communication sequences
Physical noise :- this type of noise is not intending by the source but it affect the message carryiny signal and their clarity this could be as a result of unwanted sound in the form of vibration with the communication environment it could also be in the form of physical contact between object that cause distraction in the process of communication and it could result from technical fault in material used in transmitting the message cause poor output
Social factor:- this could result for cultural configuration in the process of communication .
      This could be different in knowledge, experience or social class of the agent involved in the communication.         
This can cause what is called  communication gap. And it courses misunderstanding and or misinterpretation of the  message. This is also referred  to as psychological and physiological noise respectively.
Semantic factor: the semantic level  is  noise or impedance in term of Codes. This can be linguist, personal, psycho local or cultural. It has to do with the use of language syntax, phonetic and structure of communication. It includes choice of dictions use of technical jargons, communication over loading or poor pronunciation where the communicator operates above  or below the ability level or the receptor. This may causes distress and affect communication flow.
Cognitive factors: in communication barriers therefore relate to factors that affect the thinking or perception of the communicator and the receiver, which may affect the process of communication. This may result from in adequate knowledge causing poor attitude to the process of communication.
The first set of information communication technology barriers focuses on sender the second on the transmission of the message and the third on the receivers, with the sender
Empirical studies on Influence of Communication Technology on Teachers effectiveness 
	Available literature shows that few empirical studies have been carried out separately on the major variable of the study. Therefore efforts will be made to review the available one and other in related area.
Abdulkareem (2020) research work was aimed at investigation on the utilization of management information  system equipment in state and federal polytechnic in Nigeria specifically, the researcher assessed the adequacy of available   equipment and their utilization  on by students lecturers and senior administrative staff of federal and state polytechnics in Nigeria (one federal poly and another one for state polytechnic) were sampled. The subject sampled comprises 250 lecturers 50 senior administrative staff and 100 students union leaders
 	Questionnaire supported by direct observation and instructed interview were used together  relevant data. The result showed inadequacy in the available mis-equipment with slightly higher adequacy in Kwara State polytechnic.
	Horgons (2020) the researcher investigated on transforming higher education which  is Kwara State polytechnic using information communication technology, for research question were raised for the study. Questionnaire was designed and used to collect data from a sample  of ten polytechnic which are randomly selected fro the study, the data collected for the study were analysed us percentage score and person product moment correlation. Finding from the study shows that information communication technology is a positive instrument of communicating in Nigeria college  of Education  
	Sofoluwe (2005) conduct a research  on the influence of managerial behavior on academic staff effectiveness in Nigeria college of Education
Lown, Lippit and White (1995) carried out a classical experience which compared  authoritarian  democratic and laissez  fawe leadership. Four group of 11 years old boys matched as closely as possible in terms of the finding of the  research.
Duroshola (2022) and Bamidele (2011) post that  information communication technology is a materials or conditions for effective learning and teaching in Nigeria colleges of Education and therefore suggested that all programme  should be in information communication technology . he concludes that   information communication technology is facilitating students comprehension in the college of Education.
Appraisal of Literature reviewed 
	This chapter has attempted to review the various work of author in discussing the process of information communication technology  highlighting  some of barriers to effective information communication technology with keen interest in Kwara state polytechnic, school administration is also examined, how effective information communication  technology of an organization can  enhance the attainment of the organization goal. The position has been that information communication 6technology is a two way process and where it is not so, maximum productivity is not achieved. The importance of effective  information communication technology has also been highlighted in various works of authors and their submission on the negative effective of affective information communication technology. The relationship between the two people is strictly hinged on information communication technology. While  various ingredient of effective information communication technology have  also been examined and the choice of media information communication technology in Kwara state  Polytechnic both vertical and horizontal information communication technology were also reviewed. There could be assumption that are not clarified which may underline the message, this, effective information communication technology is hindered
Again, words are troublesome and if the sender does not take good caution, there could be accidental distortion of the message. The sender could still struggle with poor organization information communication technology of ideas lack of coherence, poor choice of words and a failure is clarify the implication of the message. The loss caused by this could be costly, this encoding is a sensitive area I information communication technology. 
During the process of transmission of any message it becomes less and less accurate, because as it moves from one person to the next, some bit of the information may be lost. st as origination of a message can only encode it within the framework of their own experiences and knowledge the receivers records only within his/her own experience too. This information communication technology may be lost if there are no common experiences 


CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODS
