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  ABSTRACT 
This study investigated the mobilization strategies as an alternative sources of funding in Ilorin south secondary schools, Kwara State. The need for this study arose because of the noticeable problems especially inadequate provision of money and physical facilities for effective secondary school administration. Four research questions and four null hypotheses were formulated to guide the study. The sample consisted of eighty respondents. It involves fifty principals and thirty bursars randomly selected from fifty secondary schools in Ilorin South Local Government. Structured questionnaire was used to test the four hypotheses postulated for this study. The data collected were analyzed using mean scores and standard deviation. A mean score of 2.50 was adopted as the base line. The t-test statistic was used to test the null hypotheses.   The result showed that Parent-Teacher Association (PTA) Levy, Appeal Fund Raising  for secondary schools whereas Alumni Association and School Fees payment make significant impact towards funding of secondary schools in Ilorin South Local Government of Kwara State. The major recommendations include: the Ministry of Education should encourage non-governmental alternative sources of funding secondary schools; the state government should reduce the money it collects from private secondary school proprietors and proprietresses such as school registration fees, development levy, renewal fees, etc. for them to have more fund to finance their schools.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION

Background to the Study
In recent years, secondary schools in Ilorin south, Kwara state, Nigeria, have faced significant challenges in securing adequate funding to support their educational programs and infrastructure development. According to a 2021 report by the Kwara state Ministry of Education, with limited financial resources allocated by the government, schools have increasingly turned to alternative sources of funding to bridge the gap and enhance educational outcomes.

  
As of the latest available date in 2023, an article from the Guardian in Nigeria secondary schools in Ilorin south continue to grapple with funding constraints, hindering their ability to provide quality education and maintain conducive learning environments. The inadequacy of government funding underscores the urgency for school to explore innovative mobilization strategies to supplement their financial resources.

   
In light of these challenges, this study aims to examine the effectiveness of mobilization strategies as an alternative sources of funding in Ilorin south secondary school, Kwara state. By investigating various mobilization approaches such as: community, partnership, fundraising initiatives and corporate sponsorship, the study seeks to provide insights into how Schools can diversify their revenue streams and improve financial sustainability.

   
Understanding the context of funding challenges and exploring viable alternatives is crucial for addressing the resource constraints faced by secondary schools in Ilorin south, ultimately contributing to the enhancement of educational opportunities and outcomes for students in the region.

  
In Global monitoring Report of UNESCO 2022, the importance of education and training in an economy has been recognized world over and countries will go to great strength in committing public funds in the education sector. The achievement of universal goals increases the overall need for human capital investment in recent years, voices have been made to scale up education expenditure to achieve Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) and education for All (EFA). After a period of expanding education budgets, which have contributed to some spectacular outcomes, a period of uncertainty, looms. The economic downturn has hit richer countries, with repercussions for aid to the poorest countries that are furthest from achieving the EFA goals. The decline in aid is likely to widen the education financing gap, so innovative solutions will be required to make up the short fall.

 Statement of the Problem
The Nigerian educational system has witnessed a great deal of transformation in recent times. As the aims and objectives for setting up educational institutions has continued to widen, new subjects have been enlarged to reflect the critical needs of Nigeria society.

There are many problems associated with the funding of secondary education in Nigeria especially in Kwara-state. A case study of secondary schools in Ilorin reveals" the deplorable conditions of the schools with dilapidated structures make them unhealthy for effective teaching and learning. The state government need to priorities funding of the state -owned schools and declare a state of emergency in the educational sector of the state". In the basis of this, there is the need for improved funding of secondary education so as for the state to achieve the goals and objectives of secondary education in the country.

   
In Kwara state, there is a neglect of this sector of education by government for the past decade and more and if nothing is done to arrest the situation, for our children to acquire basic education will be a mirage. This is because of the following factors: There is an increase in students enrollment in secondary schools without the corresponding increase in the number of professional teachers, delay in the payment of teachers salaries and allowances, inadequate supply of instructional materials, poor infrastructural facilities, lack of befitting building for learning, lack of effective supervision and motivation, lack of financial commitment by parents Teacher Association (P.T.A) non-challant attitude of Non-Governmental Organization (NGO's) and educational philanthropist total neglect of the rural schools in the state among other have continue to plague secondary education in the state.

From the foregoing, it is clear that most of the problems confronting secondary education in the state is poor funding and it is on the basis of these enumerated powers that the researcher sawing imperative to carryout the study on the modalities for improving the funding of secondary schools by education managers and administrators.

Purpose of the Study 
The main purpose of this study is to ascertain the extent to which non-governmental alternative sources of finance contribute in funding secondary schools in Kwara -state specifically, the study seeks to:

1. Examine the extent to which Parent -Teacher Association (PTA) levy funds contribute to secondary schools.

2. Determine the extent to which Appeal fundraising contribute to fund in secondary schools.

3. Examine the extent to which Alumni Association funds contribute to secondary school fees.

4. Evaluate the extent to which school fees has been used to fund secondary schools.
 Research Questions  
To guide this study, the following research questions were posed:

 1. To what extent does Parent -Teacher Association (PTA) Levy contribute to fund in secondary schools as perceived by the principal and bursar?

2.   To what extent does Alumni Association funds contribute to fund raising in Secondary school?

3. To what extent is the Appeal fundraising contribute to fund raising in Secondary schools as perceived by the principals?

4.  To what extent is the school fees contribute to fund raising in Secondary schools as perceived by the education principal and bursar?
Research Hypotheses 
The following null hypotheses were formulated to guide the study and will be tested at 0.04 level of significance.

Ho1: There is no significance difference in the mean responses of principals and school accounting officers ( Bursars) on the extent to which Parent- Teacher Association (P.T.A) Levy contributed to fund raising in Secondary schools.

Ho2: There is no significance difference in the mean responses of principals and school accounting officers (Bursars) on the extent to which Alumni Association contribute to fund raising in Secondary schools.

Ho3: There is no significance difference in the mean responses of principals and school accounting officers (Bursars) on the extent to which Appeal fundraising are contribute to fund secondary schools.

Ho4: There is no significance difference in the mean responses of principals and school accounting officers (Bursars) on the extent to which school fees contribute to fund in secondary schools.
Significance of the Study 
The benefits that shall accrue from this study are many specifically, students, parents, guardians, school principals and researchers. This study will be of benefit to students because; they are the direct beneficiaries of what goes on in the schools.

Therefore, appraising the extent to which non-governmental alternative to which non-governmental alternative sources of funding secondary schools will show a clear picture of the financial state of secondary schools, will spur suggestions on how to deal with the various inadequacies associated with the school system.

  
Another group that will benefit from this study are parents and guardians. This is because these groups of people have their children and wards in schools, where various inadequacies have been limiting effective teaching and learning. Therefore, if their children and wards will benefit from this study as students indirectly their parents and guardians would also benefit from this study.

  
The findings of the study will be immense benefit to various tiers of government such as local, state and federal government to whom the burden or educational finding seems to have left within public schools. This study will show a clear picture on the extent to which non-governmental alternative sources of funding can be used to fund secondary schools thereby serving as an appraisal report to the government.

The finding of the study will be of immense benefit to school principals who have been the victims of inadequacies of resources needed for effective execution of educational programmes, since this study aims at appraising the extent to which non-governmental alternative sources of funding secondary schools could be used to generate fund to carryout various school academic and non-academic activities, co-curriculum activities development and maintenance of school facilities.

 Scope of the Study 
The scope of this study is delimited to Ilorin south Education Zone of Kwara state which involved selected principals, executives of Parent -Teacher Associations and Executives of Alumni Association existing in the zone.

   
The content scope of this study involves the extent to which non-governmental alternative sources of funding secondary schools specifically Parent -Teacher Association (PTA) Levy, Appeal fundraising, school fees and Alumni Association funds secondary schools.
 Definition of Terms 
1.) Parent -Teacher Association: is a formal organization composed of parents, teachers and staff, for the goal of which is to facilitate parental participation in the school. They occur in public schools, private and also in international schools.

2.) Levy: levy is an amount of money, such as tax, that has to be paid to a government or an organization.

3.) Appeal Fundraising: The soliciting or receiving of any money, property or other benefits from the public constitutes, a fund raising appeal if a representation is made (this maybe implied) that the appeal is for a charitable purpose or for the support of an organization.

4.)  Alumni Association:  This is an association of former students of a school 

5.) School Fees: This is a fee for instructions at a private coll8, school or university that is not State funded. 
CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF RELATED LLTERATURE
  
This chapter reviewed related literature under the following Sub-headings: Conceptual framework Empirical studies, theoretical framework and Summary.
CONCEPTUAL FRAMEWORK
CONCEPT OF FUNDS AND FINDING:
 
A fund is an existing collection of money. Funding is the source of that collection.
According to Moris (2020) funds are money that are collected and kept for a particular purpose. It is also money provided for an activity Organization, event for the purpose of executing the organizational task.
According to Akagbogu (2022) educational funding is the financial Support given for the achievement of educational goals.
Edem (2021) believed that funding is finding money for payment of staff salaries and allowances Provision of facilities, equipment provision and maintenance of infrastructure, procurement of instructional materials, provision of basic health facilities in schools funding secondary schools therefore, is the provision of funds for running Secondary education programmes for the realization of overall secondary education goals and objectives. 
 History of Funding Secondary School in Nigeria
 
Secondary education or post-Primary education in Nigeria according to Ezeocha in uwzurike (2019) is the form of education given after primary education and before the tertiary stage which aim is to prepare students for useful living with the society and for higher education 
   
However, on the history of secondary education during pre-independence Era (1960s) prior to Nigeria's independence in 1960, secondary education was primarily provided by Missionary Organization and private institutions. Funding for these schools largely relied on contributions from religious bodies’ philanthropists, and tuition fees paid by students and their families, Government involvement in funding secondary education was minimal with limited public schools established mainly in urban areas.
  
In post-independence independence period 1980s-1980s, following independence, the Nigerian government began to take a secondary education. The universal primary Education (UPE) policy introduced in the 1970s aimed to provide free primary education nationwide, but secondary education remained largely fee-based.
  
Government funding for secondary schools increased gradually, with a focus on infrastructure development, teacher recruitment, and curriculum expansion.
 
However, funding allocation was often insufficient to meet the growing demand for secondary education, facilities and Shortages of instructional materials. 
  
Also, there is structural Adjustment programs(1980s-1990s) in response to economic challenges and pressures from international financial institutions, Nigeria implemented structural adjustments programs (SAPS) in the 1980s.These programs emphasized fiscal austerity measures, including budget cuts to education spending, as a result  funding for secondary schools  was further constrained, leading morale and declining education quality. Many public schools faced financial difficulties, prompting some to introduce cost-recovery measures such as tuition fees and levies to supplement government funding.
During Democracy and Education Reforms (2000s-present) with Nigeria's return to democracy in 1999, Successive governments have made effort to reform the education sector and increase funding for Secondary school. Initiatives such as the universal Basic Education (UBE) program and the Education Trust Fund (ETF) were introduced to enhance access to quality education and provide additional resources for school development. 
 
Despite these efforts, Challenges persist, including inadequate funding infrastructure deficiencies, teacher shortage, and disparities in resource allocation between urban and rural schools.
Recent years have seen advocacy efforts from civil Society organizations, educators and policy-makers calling for increased government investment in education and improved accountability in fund utilization. The covid-19 pandemic further highlighted the need for greater investment in education infrastructure, technology integration and teacher training to ensure continuity of learning during emergencies. 
 In 2019, President Muhammad Buhari emphasized the importance of education in national development stating: We are committed to providing equal access to education for all Nigerian children, regardless of their socio-economic background. Education is the key to unlocking the full potential of our youth and building a prosperous future for our nation."This reflect the ongoing commitment of the government to address the challenges facing secondary education in Nigeria and ensure that all the students have the opportunity receive a quality education in recent years secondary education in
Nigeria has continued to evolve, with ongoing efforts to improve quality, access and equity in line with national development goals and aspirations.
Importance of Funding Secondary Schools
Writing on the importance of fund in the management of secondary school programmes, Adesina (2019) in Odoh 2020) noted that financial resources include all the money accruable to an organization  and which  that  organization makes use of. The importance of fund in the management secondary school programmes is being emphasized greatly because the funds invested in education have private, public and social benefits. The quality of education depends on how well it is  being funded term of providing 
Providing the Necessary Infrastructure, Facilities and Equipment for Effective Teaching and Learning.
Reiterating on the position of fund in any educational set-up Fafunwa (2019) observed that without a solid foundation and adequate funding, the objectives of secondary school education cannot be achieved. And when this happens the educational system at the Secondary school level will collapse. He went on to emphasize that secondary education providing the necessary infrastructure, facilities and equipment for effective teaching and learning.
Reiterating on the position of fund in any educational set-up Fafunwa (2019) observed that without a solid foundation and adequate funding, the objectives of secondary school education cannot be achieved. And when this happens the educational system at the Secondary school level will collapse. He went on to emphasize that secondary education is fundamental to academic training because it provides the basis and foundation for other training which the child receives. The level of educational attainment of any person is strongly influenced by quality and Standard of knowledge he acquires.
Highlighting the importance of finance Ezeocha in today (2020) Stressed that “finance is a factor which contributes to the success of education policy. Okeke (2019) pointed out that the major-Impediments to teaching and learning is lack of adequate facilities
Ogbonnaya (2015) reveals that federal Republic of Nigeria in her National policy on Education acknowledge education as an instrument per excellent for effecting national development. In other words, the government recognize the fact that education is an indispensable instrument or tool for solving the social, economic, political and technological problem of the nation. It has therefore spelt out objectives for every level of the educational system for instance, the objectives of secondary education include preparation of useful living within the society and preparation for higher education. The objectives of higher education include among others acquisition, development and Inculcation of the proper value Orientation for the survival of the individual and the Nigeria society as well as the acquisition of an objective view of the local and external environments, it is obvious that the achievement of these objectives require adequate financial Support.
Ogbonnaya (2019) identify the following importance of funds to educational institutions. Funds are necessary for the employment and payment of staff in education institutions funds are needed to plan and organize interviews for staff to be employed. It is also required for the payment of staff salaries, allowance and fringe benefits lt is a fat that without funds it would be impossible to provide for the welfare of staff in an educational institution
  
Funds are necessary for setting up of infrastructural facilities such as classroom blocks, administrative blocks, library and laboratory blocks, it is obvious that without Funds it would be difficult to achieve these. Is also required for the provision of school equipment and furniture including desks, tables, Chairs, typewriters, computers, Photocopies, electronic equipment, duplicating machines, laboratory equipment and chemicals as well as stationeries. This agrees with the view of Ogunu (2019) when he said that it is obvious that with rapid advanced in information.lt is also true that libraries cost money not only for the setting up of library buildings but also for the procurement of books, Journals, films, overhead Projectors etc
  
Adesina in Ogbonnaya (2019) seem to have Summaries the importance of funds on the implementation of educational programmes when he stated that the cost of goods and Services embedded in the school systems is a Sufficient Justification of the emphasis commonly placed on school finance. The magnitude of the number of employees, the building, equipment and supplies used in the school accounting and principles of financial resources allocation are to the educational administrator
  
For, as Lewin (2020) put it that education leads to an increase in the economic growth through enhanced productivity" therefore, money is needed for the effective and smooth running of the school activities Particularly at the Secondary school level. This is why Okeja, Ndu and Akabogu (2019) maintained that almost everything the school requires is money, therefore, the provision and expenditure of fund is necessary.
Alternative Sources of Funding Secondary Schools
The achievement of educational goals depends on adequate financial support. The federal Government of Nigeria is aware of this fat. This is why it provides funds to federal institutions throughout the country.
Ogbonnayo (2022) identified the following as the sources of funds available to educational institutions.
1) School fees Constitute one of the major sources of funds for the Nigerian educational system School fees include tuition fees, dormitory or hostel fees, equipment fees, Caution depositions, and insurance fees. These fees are paid into the account units or bursary department of various educational institutions.
2) Government grants constitute another principal Source of funding Secondary Schools. It Stated that government grants  fall under two categories of capital and recruitment grants, Capital and recruitment grants represent a bulk payment to the authorities of educational institutions  which are use to maintain old school buildings, the purchase of hardware, School equipment and payment of staff salaries and allowances
3.) Proceeds from school revenue generation is another source of financing our educational Institutions: They include such activities as sales of school uniforms, sales of school uniforms, sales of student hand crafts, sales of textbooks and Stationary, the staging of School plays and raffles, sales of farm products from school farms, it stated that Some educational institutions organise the sale of handwork and the staying of plays on a regular basis. Duning the staying of Plays, the parents and guardians of students are invited who are expected to give some Specified amount to the School for watching such plays.
4) Community Efforts, it stated that communities do provide funds for education they do this indirectly in the sense that they set up schools for government to administer. They also provide necessary materials for effective running of the School. Their effort are always appreciated by the heads of school in such locality and the government in most Cases, these funds a raised through launching ceremonies or during Community festivals
5) Donation from individuals and charitable organizations it asserts that philanthropists individuals and charitable organisations donate money for the importation of science equipment, provision of relevant Instructional materials and the construction of classroom blocks in schools. Alumni associations Constitute one of the charitable organizations that make donations to schools· Donations are made by invited guests, politicians, top government Official, Companies operating in the locality, and well spirited individual. The funds realized are used to equip school libraries, renovate dilapidated classroom blocks and other projects the school to undertake (Egbo 2019).
Sources of funding educational organizations or institutions in Nigeria  are avenue through which finance come into the educational system. These finances are used to maintain the educational [secondary School] System. These Sources includes the following:
1) Parent-Teacher Association (P.T.A) Levy: The P-T-A helps the state government in one way or the other in managing the affairs of the school. Normally, every students pay the termly levy of the P-T-A which is managed by the School authority in conjunction with the P-T-A officials, in many cases, this P-T-A levy is used in providing P.T.A teachers, Some school facilities, and to make repairs. Apart from provision of both human and material resources, P.T-A motivates both students and teachers by giving awards and scholarships to exceptional Students and teachers. This goes a long way to encourage hard work and commitment in the school.
2) Use of Direct Labour: The Chief Executive can make use of direct labour in carrying out school projects in order to reduce expenses instead of Using Contractors. This is a good source of financing education.
3) Non-Governmental Organizations’ (NGO): Since the financing of education is a joint responsibility and Involves the private sector, bringing an NGO which is an association registered under the societies registration act, Public trust act and the companies act with general body, executives, paid staff and Volunteers, then a good school administrator must avail himself the opportunity of involving any of the NGOs in the state in funding his school in any form. Thus, every school principal should learn how to blow his trumpet and execute his school prospects.
4) School Activities: A large portion of economic activities which are internally generated activities, for example; farming, baking etc help finance school activities. lnter-house sports Competition graduation ceremonies, founder's day etc. can act as avenue to generate fund which is used to Supplement other sources for finance education in Nigeria  Secondary Schools.
5) Grants: These are the Sources of fund that comes through the government, through budgeting allocation. Government provides allocation and funds for education through grants. It can be categorized into groups which are (i) capital Grant (ii) Recurrent 
(iii) Special Grant.
6.) Government Agencies: Government agencies like universal Basic Education Commission (UBEC), which are specially set up for the purpose of education finance to finance education related activities, are also good source of finance for education in Nigeria. 
7) Local Government Activities: Nigeria is made up of 774 local government area which generate fund through taxes from traders, motor parks, abattoirs etc part of money generated are some-times used to finance education at the local level.
8) State Government Budgetary Allocation: Just like the federal government budgetary allocation, every State of the federation is excepted to allocate money through the budget to be spent for education at the beginning of every financial year
9) Rental: Some staff quarters either built by the community effort or the state attract revenue through the rents paid by teachers but the amount derived from this source is usually insignificant.
10) Appeal fund Raising: The school authority could appeal in writing to wealthy persons in the Community where the school is located for financial assistance in order to develop their School.
  According to Ejionueme (2020) effective School Administrators have found new local Sources of raising money to run their School instead of folding their hands to wait for government grant. Some of these ways include the following:
1) Donation of equipment and money by citizens through appeals made by school administrators
2) Organization of Parents Teachers Association to raise fund for school project e.g erecting new building.
3) Sale of school agricultural products Such as cassava, yam, maize and vegetables etc.
4) Sale of handwork Products such as: brooms, baskets and local fans.
5) Organization of fund-raising activities otherwise called launching.
6) Organization of drama, Plays, concerts, film shows and collection of gate fees by the school.
7) Organization of cultural dances and inviting Parents and important personalities to come and Watch the dances which can be followed by donations e.t.c
Problems Associated with under-funding Secondary Schools in Nigeria
    
The success of any educational programmes depends on adequate funding-Education at all levels is an expensive enterprise. In most of our Secondary Schools, there is lack of capital equipment to the extent that most capital projects are abandoned due to inadequate or insufficient funds. Ogbonnay at (2019) contends that federal and state governments funds secondary Schools in their area of Jurisdiction. In spite of the efforts of the different government of the federation to provide funds for education institution still lack the necessary funds to implement various programmes. It is obvious that inadequate financial resources will certainly have the effect of limiting achieving of educational objectives in the federal, state and local government levels.
  
The fact that various governments cannot adequately fund the educational institution in the country due to increasing awareness of the need for education and population growth implies that these institutions must look for other sources to finance their programmes. Nwadian (2020) noted that procurement of educational facilities, staffing and other related aspects of education input variables are, adversely affected due to inadequate funding
   
Ajayi(2019) had earlier Pointed out that government had been falling in most of the States to pay salaries and allowances of teachers regularly and to provide adequate instructional materials and laboratory equipment In view of the above, it may be observed that formal education is at cross roads in the country, especially, when the other sectors of the economy does in the national budgetary allocation. 
Okunamin (2019) in the same vein posited that it has been difficult for government to fund the three levels of formal education in Nigeria satisfactory. The situation is more serious where the cost of education is mainly borne by the government and with very little participation by the individual, or private Sectors.
 
Nwagwu (2020) noted that to say that there is in adequacy of infrastructural facilities needed far effective teaching and learning is to state the most obvious Characteristics of our educational system. There are students everywhere, but not the facilities to accommodate and educate them Such as classrooms, libraries, laboratories, work-Shops, hostels, playing fields, tables, electricity, equipment etc
Education is a huge capital venture, annually, the educational sector is given some shares of the budget· A School needs huge Sum of money to Procure the necessary things for teaching and learning. No farmer does well in his farm without a cutlass and a good cutlass cannot be on and without enough money.  The performance of a School can be enhanced through proper funding, if adequate funding is realized. It will be unfair to leave education funding to the government alone because not all schools are well funded.
 Problems of Underfunding Secondary Schools in Ilorin 
 According to sarareporter. com, a recent investigation by Elite Network for sustainable Development  (ENetSUD), a civil society organization (CSO) based in kwara state, has revealed the "state of Same" of public Schools across the state. The organization visited more than 30 schools in kwara state including Ilorin Grammar School (IGS)Ilorin, Government High School (GHS)Ilorin, Government Secondary School (GSS) Ilorin, Mount Carmel College (MCC) Ilorin, Government Technical College (GTC) Patigi, lslamiyyah College Patigi and Taoheed LGEA Primary School Offa.
  
The group observed that due to the negligence of the government, reputable schools that have produced a lot important personalities in kwara-State have become the options for poor and vulnerable kwara, who cannot afford to pay the fees of private schools. It also called on the state government to declare a state of emergency in its education sector: A statement by E Net SUD coordinator, Dr. Abdullateef Ajagbonsi, noted that there is an urgent need to revamp the schools. The statement read; "The deplorable conditions of the schools with dilapidated structures make them unhealthy for effective teaching and learning. The kwara-state Government needs to priorities funding of the State -owned schools and declare a state of emergency in the educational sector of the state".
Some of the schools visited include: Government Secondary School Ilorin, which is the first secondary School in kwara state, Founded in 1914, the school has produced important personalities like senator Shaaba Lafiagi, a former Governor of kwara state, Honourable Ahman Patigi Bahago, House of Representatives  member representing Edu/Moro/Patigi federal constituency, and professor Sulyman Abdulkareem Age, the Formal vice chancellor of university of llorin, interestingly, three other former governors of kwara-state: Late. David Bamigboye (First military Governor of kwara-state) late Governor Mohammed Lawal and former Governor Cornelius Adebayo are alumni  of the School, Other schools visited include: Ilorin  Grammar School, a school with more than 1,500 students, Government Secondary School, Adeta, mount Carmel college, Oloje and Ansarul Secondary School, Ogidi, the body also visited Patigi Secondary School, lslamiyya College, Patigi and Government Technical college, Patigi, where it noted the dilapidated state of the schools.
  
In addition to infrastructural decay, ENetsuD also learnt that staff is another major problem facing Public schools in most communities of Kwara State outside Ilorin n, in Patigi Local Government for instance, four schools-L·G.E.A Matokun, L.G.E.A Esun Dari, J.S.S Edogi chapo and J.S.S. Kpada have only five teaching staff members has at January 2018.While Ragada/Likofu L.G.E.A Primary Schools, Siratal Nustaqim, L.G.E.A Gbaradogi, L.G.E.A Gudugi, L.G.E.A Chitta, L.G.E.A Ekati, L·G·E·A Edogi Chapa,hl L.G.E.A Sakpetu, L.G.E.A fey and L.G.E.A Echi Ewada have only four teaching staff members. (unsound primary education will definitely have negative Consequence on the ability of a pupil to pass Common Entrance Examination in order to be admitted into Secondary School).
  
The statement continued "How then is effective teaching and learning expected to take place in these schools, considering the grossly insufficient number of teaching staff? It is also worrisome that despite the large number of certified and qualified kwara graduates, who are yet to be gainfully employed and who could fill up the shortage of staff in these schools so as to Promote the standard of education in the state and reduce unemployment, majority of Public Secondary and primary schools in the state still remained highly understaffed.
  
As at October 2020, the state government recently announced the employment of more than 1,850teachers in the state, the CSO noted that it still has not addressed the current deficit of teachers in the state Schools. While responding to a query by EnetsuD, Abdulfatah Ahmed, former Governor of Kwara State, explained through his official Twitter handle on June 29, 2018 that: The state of these Schools is one of the reasons l have severally called for emergency reforms in the education Sector. A country's development trajectory is firmly subject to the range and quality of its educational system. As it stands, ours require reform urgently-states are expected to fund school infrastructure through matching grants from universal Basic Education Commission [UBEC] currently, most states are unable to afford the counterpart funds to access the grants. Also, UBEC grants only cover primary schools and Junior Secondary Schools [JSS] how can we rehabilitate JSS and ignore Senior Secondary school classrooms? We need b reform UBEC to ease states' access to the funds and expand its remit. That is a key way to address education infrastructure at pre-tertiary levels" while there have been efforts to redeem this with the Construction of classrooms in various schools across kwara state by federal Government as part of the zonal intervention constituency projects nominated by the federal legislators from kwara-State, the consistent lack of maintenance culture by the state government on the already existing Schools and their Classrooms is "condemnable".
 Parent Teacher Association (P.T.A)
Parent-Teacher Association (P-T-A) is a voluntary association of Parents and teachers in a particular school established for its development. This concept of internal grouping arrangement tends to facilitate good school Community relationship. ln this perspective, obeying the principles of good school "community relationship", Parents are opportune to understand what existing in school, their wards attend and the constraints school experienced in course of carrying out the administrative and instructional functions" (Abduuahi,2019).
 In Nigeria, PTA is backed by law in some States making it compulsory for parents and teachers; While in other states it is voluntary whichever way, Parents mandatorily pay levies agreed by the association for their wards attendance in that particular school (Adedeji 2013). Based on this practice, Adesina (2019) noted that in public schools it is not well practiced and needs to be discouraged especially where PTA arrogates themselves powers meant for Board of Governors, usually appointed by the ministry of education to facilitate school governance. This assertion obviously portrays what is tenable in contemporary struggling Societies where education is corruptly managed under the disguise of dwindling economy. This postulation provided impeccable background for condemnation of PTA being an important avenue for school financing.
  
According to Ajayi (2019) the meeting of this body serves as a forum for the exchange of Ideas between teachers and parents about school programmes towards the smooth running of the school and the goals of the school. Ajayi and Ekundayo2019 Submitted that most Nigerian communities make financial contributions through the P-T-A levy and Personal donations for the support of the schools in the communities, the communities participate in school administration by electing their members to the Board of Governors. In another dimension, Akintelure (2019) also posited that the PTA enhance understanding and good rapport between the teachers and parents; lobby government far support in the schools; and curtail Crises that often arise in the schools.
  
Ayodele (2020) also agreed that the PTA assist in improving the enrolment of the schools in their communities; helps in maintaining discipline in the schools, ensure smooth co-existence, understanding and Co-operation between the School and the community. Adewumi and Ayo dele (2020) also submitted that the PTA helps in sensitization and mobilization of parents on enrolment attendance and retention of their children or wards in schools. Besides, Abdullahi, (2019) also reported that the PTA Complement governments efforts in the provision and maintenance of infrastructures in the schools.
The major problem that compounds schools financial inadequacy is irregular payment of School fees and PTA levy; and inadequate financial support of the PTA, it is believed that money generated through this medium would help Complement government’s effort in the provision of fund for secondary schools. The challenges of Physical and instructional facilities seem to achieve pre-determined goals can hardly be without sufficient facilities to aid teaching and learning. Meanwhile, the state of inadequacy of facilities in most secondary schools in Nigeria is a manifestation of poor funding of the System.
 
It has been observed that some schools do not involve the parents in administration of the schools for the fear of being criticized. Most parents would like to play a more active role in their students’ progress in schools and decision making but school programmes administrators/principal and teachers exhibit a great reluctance to encourage parents to become partners in governance. The non-involvement of parents in school governance, most often than that result in lack of co-operation between the school and the parents which invariably limits the extent to which the schools can perform.
 The Extent to which Parent -Teacher Association (PTA) Levy funds are implemented used in Secondary Schools.
The extent in which Parent- Teacher Association (PTA) levy secondary schools differ from one state to another. Some states ban the collection of PTA Levy in schools while some states allow it but stated that no students should be sent back home for non- payment of  PTA Levy.

 
Whereas in some other states PTA Levy is compulsory and students could be sent back home for non-payment of PTA Levy, some Ministers and state commissioners of education encourage and promote the activities of PTA to assist the government to carry- out development projects in federal and state public schools. The story of PTA Levy include: Encouragement, promotion, ban, lifting of ban, suspension and lifting of suspension.

 
Generally, In Nigeria every secondary school has Parent-Teacher Association that helps the federal or the state government or the proprietress and the proprietor of private school in one form or the other in managing the affairs of the school.

  
Normally, every students termly pays the PTA Levy which is managed by the school authority in conjunction with the PTA officials.PTA money is used in providing PTA teachers and some school facilities and repairs, PTA also motivates both students and teachers by giving awards and scholarships to exceptional students and teachers. This goes a long way to encourage hard work and commitment in the school.
 The Extent to Which Appeal Fund Raising are Implemented to Fund Secondary Schools 
 
 Appeal fundraising could be used to generate fund to finance a specified project in a school. The school authority could appeal in writing to wealthy persons in the community where the school is located for financial assistance in order to develop their school. This practice it well articulated could yield good result for any of secondary schools in Nigeria (www.naira land.com).

 
Other forms of fundraising Include: concerts, cultural dances, masquerades, film shows, fun fairs and model football matches. For some of these activities, tickets are sold in advance communities may also decide to tax their market stall or to harvest oil palm fruits in the village for a specified period of time.

The Extent to which Alumni Association funds are Implemented in Secondary Schools
 
According to https://m.guardian.ng/features/salvaging -public-schools-through-alumi association (2019)"public schools -particularly primary and secondary are in a shambles in terms of infrastructure teaching and learning. With ever-dwindling financial resources committed to these educational centers, the future of Nigeria children's will remain bleak.

The walls of the building are weather beaten and smeared with all manner of waste. Some of the buildings corrugated roofing sheets fly in the air hanging precariously to their wooden support just by a nail or two. The windows have lost their covers, leaving gaping outlets for some unruly students to sneak in and out of the class. Inside some classrooms, the concrete floors have given way with pot-holes here and there. Some desks have lost a leg or two and now only supported by some blocks, it is the same with the long benches in some classes.  

   
"The principal of Baptist Academy, Lagos state, Bosede Ladoba, during the 35th anniversary reunion/dinner for the 1976/81 sets, on the platform of the Baptist Academy old students Association (BAOSA), called on old students Association to rise to the challenge of transforming their alma mater. According to Ladoba, old students must not lose touch with alma mater rather they should look for ways to give back to their former schools. She said: "sometimes when the old students come around, they say to us, this is not our school. Our school used to be very beautiful, it was as if we were overseas but because of transition from the government to mission and to the government, there tends to change of things. They must not forget their alma mater, the source of their success ".

  
 In 2016, the Ogun state Governor, Ibikunle Amosun, had declared that unless old students and Alumni Association are part of the revamping of the education sector, restoring the glory of Nigeria's academic excellence would be a mirage. Amosun, speaking at the maiden convocation of assembly of old students/ Alumni Association of the western Nigeria held in Abeokuta, had stated:"we have had series of national conference and summits on education; trust fund have not only been contemplated but Instituted in some states and more federal input has been courted.

   
Weighing in on the issues of alumni association and their roles in public schools, a former presidential spokesman, Segun Adeniyi, said : Although Alumi activities are more vibrant in universities, it just mean that there are many lessons for secondary school alumni association to learn from Alumni Association help their alma mater by alleviating it's financial burdens through donations.

"In Nigeria where the government will continue to find it increasingly difficult to meet up with it's responsibilities, Alumi associations should play a vital role in providing assistance to these institutions. An alumnus perspective is important on the board of school management because an alumi manager has a good understanding and a sense belonging to the school. Alumi Association member are in a good position to offer advice on the relevance of the curriculum to the demand of the professional workplace".

 We all owe our various alma maters for whatever education and position we have today. Do not let once-great secondary schools and universities die because our leaders are not doing anything, if they won't do it, let's do it our way. Easier said than done you will say, but believe me, it can be done with the right attitude and commitment, Iyabo Lawal (2020).
The Extent to which School fees are implemented to fund Secondary Schools.
 School fees maybe defined as the charger or fee for instruction, as at a private school or a college or university.

School fees have been identified as one of the major sources of finance that is needed to off-set administrative cost (singleton 2020). There have been various requests from different education stakeholder in Nigeria for the removal of school fees among the cost of education. This is geared towards making education free just like in other countries of the world. However, the total removal of school fees will likely affect the quality of education in the country. This is because the payment of school fees at a minimal level will provide part of the needed funds to manage the activities of the school system for increased efficiency. This will help to increase the quality of education provided for the various beneficiaries.

 Often we base our estimates of school fees on just the tuition fees. However, it may be a surprise to know that tuition fees is only 30-50% of the school fees.50-70% of the spend comes under the head that we often fail to notice, here it is good to shed light on what these major heads are how d they stack up.

1.) Tuition fee: This is the first thing that comes to mind and is often synonyms with the school fee itself. This is the basic fee that schools Levy for tutoring your child. it increases as the  student makes to senior classes. This is levied once per term. Tuition fee is 30-50% of the total school fees through the single biggest component of your school spend; it is still less than half the total spends that is being incurred annually.

2.) Books, stationary and uniform: Most schools ask their students to purchase books, stationary and uniform from the school specified stores. There is not much room to negotiate here and you will have to pay out the specified amount, it should not come as a surprise to know that this is 15-20% of the annual school spend.

3.) Commute costs: This is a necessary spend that has to be incurred every month or term with raising fuel prices, the cost of commute has gone up significantly whether it's by school bus, commercial motor cycle or private vehicle. According to school.com/blog/post/2011/05/18/7-components -of - school - fees."Based on our survey, we found out that commute cost is often the third largest contributor to the education expenses of your child and can add 12-18% to the school fees".

4.) Infrastructure Fund: Many schools which are in the first 20years of their establishment have to step up new infrastructure. e.g New school building, sports facilities, science labs, auditorium, additional land . etc, schools pass on this cost to parents as an infrastructure fee to cover for their spends incurred in building these new facilities. In almost 80% of the schools we reviewed that this is levied at the start of the academic year and make up 7-12% of the total fees..

5.) Admission fee: As a fifth largest head of the school fees, admission fee was found to consist of 7-10% of the total spend. This is levied at the start of academic year.

6.) This head often includes fees for facilities such as: science labs, computer lab, language lab, library etc. This is levied over and above the tuition fees and can constitute 5-15% of the total fees." majority of the schools we reviewed levy on a monthly basis and it increases as the students moves to a senior class."

7.) Activities fees: As the name suggests, this head include fees to cover activities organized by the school to support overall development of the child beyond classroom tuition. Example of fees included here are: sports day, school trips or excursion, science day, annual days etc 75% of the schools we reviewed levied this at the start of the academic year and this made up 5% of the annual fee.
 The extent to which non-Governmental Organization (NGO) Participate in the funding of Secondary Schools.
Since independence, there has been a consistent increasing demand for educational service in Nigeria. This demand arose as a result of population growth, increasing social demands (the desire to educate good proportion of the population) and the need for more skilled manpower in the country. The increasing demand on educational services means the establishment of more school, particularly primary and secondary schools and provision of more teachers and materials. The result is that the burden of funding education in Nigeria, which rest mainly on the various tiers of government, is becoming unbearable. This fact is evident by the existence of numerous problems bedeviling the education sector in the country. It is foregone conclusion that in Nigeria with a population of over 100million a good percentage of which consists of young people the funding of education can no longer be totally left in the hands of governments (Abdullahi,2022).

Okunamiri (2021) in a study termed the correlates of organized communities in financing educational institutions concluded that religious organization, social organization and women group did not give meaningful financial support to secondary education such as raising funds to help run the schools, assist in the maintenance of dilapidated school buildings and erection of new structures, organization of general launching for the refection of school buildings and award of scholarships etc The apathy of these organisations in educational financing in Nigeria which has but the major thrust of provision for formal education on government has been confirmed by Jaiyeoba and Atanda (2020) and Awojobi (2021) both researchers observed that the poor funding of schools and Inadequate provision of resources to cope with the ever-increasing demand for educational provision due to education poverty have led to inadequate provision of facilities for effecting teaching and learning, and thus hinder fulfillment of National educational objectives.

 Strategies for Improving the Participation of N.G.O in Finding Secondary Schools in Nigeria 

In the view of Ogbonnaya (2022) one of the ways to improve non- governmental organization participation in the funding of schools is by initiating policies that will demand payment of some stipulated amount of money by companies to education, before they can fully operate as company and presenting the receipt of such payment to the government. This is to say before any organization can operate in the state, it must be given a specified amount to pay to the education sector and present the receipt of such payment to the state.

 According to Oshishami (2023) He maintained that government should initiate the policy that no company or organization should recruit school graduates without paying some stipulated amount and must get involved in training their manpower either by giving reasonable donation or paying the stipulated amount for equipping schools.
 Review of Empirical Studies 
1.) A cursory view of educational finance in (2020) in Kwara State. Today, Kwara state has over 35 secondary schools fully funded by the state and many government assisted schools. it also helps the 16 Local Government areas to maintain over 1,671 primary schools, six government technical college, one polytechnic, three colleges of education, one college of Arabic and Islamic legal studies and a state university. The ministry spends the budgetary allocations to the sector on both capital and recurrent expenditures. The government’s obligation to meet her social responsibilities has necessitated and upward increase in her financial commitment to the sector. The implication is that other areas of education will be made to suffer inadequate funding. it is important to note that, the inappropriate distribution of education sector resources towards secondary education may not stand the test of time.

2.) Challenges faced by the government in financing education in Kwara state: The state government has adopted a populist to the provision of education in Kwara state. The approach is popular and it seems to have gained wider acceptability, the gain of increased funding to the education sector is reflected in the improved school infrastructures, regular payment of teacher’s salaries and enrollments regular and adequate teacher advancement programmes aimed at increasing teacher’s productivity. it is about time for government to look for alternative financing options for secondary education and indeed education generally without jeopardizing the social welfare model of education adopted by the government.

3.) Alternative strategies to finance secondary Education in Kwara state: The government must ensure the support of community parents, alumni and corporate organization participation in the financing and management of secondary education, this maybe by encouraging these agencies to provide physical facilities, books and instructional materials that are grossly lacking in schools.

 
The state government may dedicate special funds to secondary education. The state share of value Added Tax (VAT) from the federal Account can be dedicated entirely to maintenance and improvement of secondary school infrastructures and other sub-sector of education

Theoretical Framework
This study will be guided by two theoretical frameworks. It was centered specifically on the application of the theory of public expenditure and theory of income generation.

Theory of Public Expenditure 

  
The theory of public expenditure was developed by Adalph Wager (1855 - 1977) wager was a German Economist, who based his theory on historical facts. In his work, he pointed out that there are inherent tendencies for the activities of different layers of government (such as federal, state and local) Government to increase both intensively and extensively. The theory further stated that there is a functional relationship between the growth of an economy and government activities with the result that the government sector grow faster than the economy. This is because all government irrespective of the level, size and initiatives has exhibited the same tendencies of increasing public expenditure. Reasons given for this includes: an expansion in the traditional functions of the state such as defense, general administration of law and order, increase in government coverage areas of social welfare, subsidy and direct provision of public goals. It is a fact that public expenditure had to increase because the federal, state and local Governments has to expand it's activities in such areas as education, health, social amenities, transportation urbanization price of goods and services among others.

The relevance of this theory to this study is that since government alone cannot shoulder the responsibility of finding education as a result of its limited resources and the increasing demands of other sectors of the economy, such as health, agriculture, power, infrastructure among others, it is imperative for managers of education to look for other modalities of funding education in the country. 

Theory of Income Generation

 
This theory was propounded by John Maynard Keynes (1936), this theory focused on the circular flow of income. This is the process by which payments flow from firms to households in the form of payments for the factors of production and from households back to firms in the form of inputs, land, labour Capital and entrepreneurship. In other words government invest money in education, but ironically the same government collects the money back from parents in form of school fees and Parents Teachers Association ( P T A) levies, development levies among others. The implication of this theory to education management is that, since the money gets back to the government coffers, there is need to look for other modalities of raising funds for the school, such as farm produce, cultural shows, sports, craft etc.
Having examined the two theories, the researcher intends to use the theory of expenditure because of its significance to the purpose of this study.

Summary of Reviewed Literature

   
The chapter reviews some of the related Concept to the topics of discussion from different scholars view, past researchers work textbooks, Journals, articles and internet sources, The chapter is Organized and discussed under different sub-headings as the Concept of Fund and funding Secondary school are (2020) more is, Akagbogu (2022) and Edem (2021) as an history of funding secondary school Ezeocha in uwzurike (2019).

   
On the importance of funding secondary schools Adesina (2019) in odoh (2020) categories such funding into six as the extent to which Parent Teacher Association) levy fund are  implemented used in secondary Schools, the Extent to which Appeal fund raising are implemented used to fund secondary school, The extent to which Alumni Association funds are implemented in secondary schools, The extent to which  school fees are implemented to fund secondary Schools, The extent to which Non-government organization participate in the funding of secondary schools and strategies for improving the participation of NGO in funding Secondary schools in Nigeria (2022) Ogbonnaya and Okunamin (2021) 

  
The Chapter also makes cognized to a cursory view of educational finance in (2020) challenges faced by the government in financing education in kwara state and Alternative strategies to finance.

    
The review has shown the importance of funds and how adequate funding facilitates achievement of education goals. It also stress further on the state of art as it relates to the state of funding education goals, it went further to explain the theory of public expenditure and theory of income generation
CHAPTER THREE

RESEARCH METHOD

This chapter describes the procedure to be adopted in carrying the study; it is presented under the following sub-heading: Research design, population sample and sampling techniques, research instrument, and validity of the instrument, Administration of the instruments and data analysis.

Research Design 

For the purpose of this study, descriptive survey research design was adopted, According to Nworgu (2016) descriptive survey research aims at collecting data on, and describing in a systematic manner, the characteristics features or facts about a given population. This research design is considered appropriate for this study because, it describes a situation as it is and identifies present condition of the existing situation. Hence, the research design would help the researcher to have an in-depth representative information on mobilization strategies as an alternative sources of funding in Ilorin south secondary school in Kwara -state. The case of Ilorin South Local Government.

Population 

According to www.directory.org.ng/lq secondary school Kwara Ilorin south... There are One hundred and forty four secondary schools (public and private) in Ilorin south Local Government of Kwara state. Hence, the total population of the study was one hundred and forty four (144) principal and one hundred and forty four (144) Bursars in all the secondary schools in Ilorin south Local Government of Kwara state.

 Sample and Sampling Techniques 

The sample size of the study is eighty respondents. This figure comprises of fifty principles and thirty (30) bursars selected using simple random sampling techniques in Ilorin south Local Government of Kwara state.

Research Instrument 

The major instrument for data collection for this study was the questionnaire, titled Mobilization strategies as an alternative sources of funding in Ilorin south secondary school in Kwara state. The case study of Ilorin south Local Government. It was used to elicit the principals and bursars to respond to the questionnaire items. The questionnaire was considered appropriate for this study because it merely seeks the opinions of respondents on an already established and existing issues. The instrument had two sections, A and B, section A dealt with the bio - data of the respondents (sex, status and name of school) whereas the section B of the instrument contained the statement items, numbering twenty-four (24).The twenty-four (24) items of the instrument were contained in two clusters of twelve (12) items in each cluster. A four points like type rating scale of strongly Agree (SA),Agree(A), Disagree (D),and Strongly Disagree (SD) was the response mode of the instrument which was also weighted 4,3,2 and 1 for positive items and 1,2,3and 4 for negative items.

Validity of the Instrument 

The instrument for data collection was self faced validated due to limited time and tight schedule of duty. The items have been studied critically with the knowledge acquired in Research Methodology as well as in Test measurement courses. The suitability of the language, adequacy and relevance of the items in addressing the research questions bearing in mind the purpose of the study have been carefully examined. The necessary corrections have been made.

Reliability of the Instrument 

The reliability of the instrument used for the study was established by the hour of test-retest method. The instrument will be administered on a sample of 20 copies, ten secondary schools using ten secondary school principals and their ten bursars. it will be an interval of two weeks and the two scores will be correlated using Pearson product moment correlation (PPMC) and a reliability index between 0.60-0.95 if found will be consider good for the study.

Administration of the Instrument 

 The direct delivery and retrieval method would be applied in the administration of the questionnaire on the respondents. The researcher would be responsible for the administration of questionnaire to the respondents.

Data Analysis 

The mean and standard deviation would be used to answer the research questions, while the null hypotheses would be tested using t-test at 0.05 level of significance of any items with a criterion of 2.50 and above score would be accepted, while any means of 2.49 and below would be rejected. The decision level would be determined using the limit of real numbers for the two clusters using criterion reference.
CHAPTER FOUR

DATA ANALYSIS AND PRESENTATION OF RESULTS

 
This chapter aims at analyzing and discussing the major findings that come into being from the data collected from the field through the use of questionnaire the analysis was therefore, based on the four research questions and four null hypotheses of the study. All the hypotheses were tested at 0.05 level of significance.

Research Question One

To what extent do Parent-Teacher Association (PTA) levy been used to fund Secondary schools as perceived by the principals?

 While the mean of the items number 7, 8 and 10 are positive, the mean of the other items number 6, and 9 are negative as shown in Table 2, whereas the pooled means for the whole items is Positive (2.5) that is to say that Alumni Association participated actively in funding secondary education in Ilorin south local Government of kwara state. However, item 6 and 9 are negative. That is to say that the Alumni Association did not participate in the funding of some of the secondary schools in Ilorin South Local Government of Kwara state.

Research Question 3

To what extent is the appeal fundraising used to fund secondary schools by the principal?

The table 4, above showed negative responses on three items 16, 18 and 20, out of five items, items 7 and 19 yielded positive responses from the respondents. Therefore, in the opinion of the education managers and administrators school fees did not played significant impact in the funding of Secondary schools in Ilorin south Local Government of kwara State.

The results in table 5, shows that calculated t-value is greater than the Critical t- value (1.74) at the 0.05 significance level, there is Sufficient evidence to reject the null hypothesis, this indicates that there is a Statistically significant difference between the mean scores of principals (2.35) and Bursars (2.45) on the extent to which PTA levies are used to fund Secondary schools.

The table showed that there was a significant difference in the mean responses of principals and bursars as regards to the extent to which school fees are used to fund Secondary Schools in Ilorin South local Government of kwara State. We rejected the null hypothesis because the calculated t-value (2.723) was about the critical t-value (1.960) thus rejection of the null hypothesis becomes inevitable.

Discussion of Results

The evidence obtained in this study as Presented in table 1 reveals that Parent Teacher Association (PTA) levy has not been a significant means of funding secondary Schools in Ilorin South Local Government of Kwara state. This is as a result of the negative mean score of (2-32) table. Therefore, based on the opinion of the principals and school bursars (PTA) Levy did not make significant impact towards funding of Secondary schools in the area of the study.

 Result in table 2 as well as t-test analysis in table 6 reveals that Alumni Association participated significantly in funding Secondary schools in the area of study.

Table 3 and 7 when compared with the t-test analysis in table 7 reveals the appeal fund raising did not make significant impact toward funding secondary Schools in Ilorin South Local Government of Kwara State.

When table 4 and 8 are compared it can be Observed that school fees played significant impact towards funding secondary schools in Ilorin South Local Government of kwara state. The t-test analysis of the mean score in table 8, reveals the rejection of the null hypothesis. Therefore, it can be stated that School fees played significant role towards the funding of Secondary Schools in the area of study.

CHAPTER FIVE

SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS

This chapter focused on the summary of findings emanating from the analysis from the previous chapters. A number of conclusions were drawn and recommendations were proffered based on the outcome of the study.

Summary 

The study examined the role of Alumni Association, Parent Teacher Association (PTA) Levy, Appeal fund Raising and school fees towards funding secondary schools in Ilorin South Local Government of kwara state. The need for this study arose because of the noticeable problems especially inadequate provision of money and physical school facilities for effective secondary school administration. Four research questions and four null hypothesis were formulated to guide the study· Questionnaires were administered to fifty (50) principal and thirty (30) bursars in various secondary School in Ilorin south local Government of kwara state.

The data collected were analyzed using mean scores, standard deviation and t-test statistic was used to test the null hypotheses to analyze the data gathered from the questionnaire.

 Results showed that, Parent-Teacher Association (PTA) levy, appeal fund Raising did not male significant impact towards funding of secondary schools

Alumni Association and school fees payment make significant impact towards funding Secondary schools in Ilorin South Local Government of kwara State.

Conclusion

   
The findings and discussion of this study served as basic for making the following conclusion.

  
This study aims at determining the extent to which school fees, Appeal fund raising, Parent Teacher Association (PTA) Levy and Alumni Association towards funding secondary schools in Ilorin South Local Government of kwara state.

 
Finally, the study reveals that only School fees and Alumni Association makes significant impact towards funding secondary education in the area of study.

Implications of the Study

The finding of this study has the following education implications. 

It has been observed that no education programme can be executed effectively without proper funding. The school managers and administrators should explore diverse alternative sources of funding Secondary Schools such as: School fees, appeal fundraising, Alumni Association and Parent Teacher Association (PTA)

Another implication of the study is that the federal, state governments of the federation are expected to allocate money through the budget to finance federal and state secondary schools respectively· Government grants which could be utilized to finance public Secondary schools include: capital grant, recurrent grant and special grant for education.

Finally, Adequate School infrastructural facilities and equipment enhances quality delivery of any educational programmes. However, the funds available to school heads are not sufficient. Therefore, the need for alternatives sources of finance become inevitable. 

Recommendations

In view of the results obtained from the study, the following recommendations are hereby made:

1. Secondary education should be funded adequately by providing infrastructure facilities and equipment in secondary Schools.
2.    The Ministry of Education should encourage non-governmental alternative sources of funding Secondary schools

3.    The state government should reduce the money it collect from private Secondary school proprietresses and proprietors such as registration fees, development levy, and renewal fees etc

4.  The State government could also encourage community participation in the funding of secondary schools through direct labour and donations. 

5.   Government should initiate policies that will increase Non-Governmental organization participation in the funding of secondary schools. They should provide special incentives to private organizations which fund schools to encourage them to fund school more.

Limitations of the Study

  
The study examined the Alternative sources of funding secondary school. A Case study of Ilorin South Local Government Education Authority, Kwara State. However, as a result of inadequate funds compelled the researcher to make use of limited number of respondents, the validity of the data and consequently the result depend very much on the honesty and sincerity of the respondents in making available the needed information, the study has limited to only Fifty Selected principals and thirty (30) bursars randomly selected from local Government of kwara state.  Formed the sample though, some of them were indifferent.

Suggestions for Further Studies

Based on the findings of this study, the researcher, suggests that further research should be undertaken in the following areas:
1.    Constraints to Non-governmental Organization participation in the funding of secondary education. The case study of Ilorin West Local Government of Kwara State.

2    The effects of Parent-Teacher Association (PTA) on the finance of secondary schools in ASA Local Government of Kwara state.

3.   Constraints to Alumni Association participation in the funding of secondary schools in Ilorin South Local Government of kwara state.

4.  Constraints to the use of Appeal fund Raising in Public Secondary Schools in Ilorin South Local Government of kwara state.
