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ABSTRACT 
This project was carried out to investigate the influence of instructional materials on pupils academic achievement in primary school in Moro L.G.A kwara state a total of six primary schools were selected and use for the study, the instrument used  for the study was the questionnaire. Sequel to the findings it was recommended that government should make provision for training and retraining of teachers on the appropriate use learning aids government should also make adequate provision of learning materials by releasing special allowances for teachers in the production of learning materials other factor that could influence pupils academic performance such as the home peer group, teacher, methodologies the environment the school and the learning ability of the child should also be given consideration.          
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background of the Study
Instructional materials, which means learning aids or teacher helper can be defined at the materials necessary to help the teacher’s to teacher and aid the pupils to learn effectively.
Effective use of learning materials reduces the teacher’s role to supervising status.
It is a well know fact in education psychology that human being learn through the senses of sight hearing, smelling, taste and touch.
Apart from literature on teaching materials symposiums, lecturers, exhibition and competitions have been carried out to emphasize the use of instructional materials .
The revised National Policy on education accepting education as instrument of charge has set up among others things and education resources center where emphasis is paid to instructional materials we also have the audio visual development, centre of the federal ministry of education Kaduna.  The teacher in training is taught always how to use and make use of instructional material or teacher helper or learning aids in the teaching of various subjects.
As a matter of fact a lesson plan is inadequate without showing in comprehensive form the learning materials to be used.
In most educational instructions, the most common instructional materials is the chalk board on which picture drawing are displayed for the pupils to see in the classroom.
Much as this apparatus is useful its limitation is that it promote learning by sense of sight only and not all students have good sights.
The practices these days is to use a variety of instructional materials in one lesson such that all the senses and of learning are excited.
The students do not easily forget the experiments in the science subject because their sense of sight, smell, touch, taste, thinking and so on are involved in the lesson.
Finally Nigeria schools of today has drastically reduce the rate of using instructional materials or learning facilities forgetting the positive effect of the materials on the development of learners ability its time someone writes to remind our school teachers the value and important of instructional materials.  Through reasons for ineffective uses of instructional materials can be due to inadequate funds most especially in the public schools.
Statement of the Problem
The problem of this research has been how primary school pupils could learn better with the assistance of learning aids or instructional materials.
The study therefore attempts to find out the followings:
· How learning aid helps to promote learning activities 
· The relevance or important of the instructional materials in the implementation of the school academic work.
· The influence of the use of instructional material on pupils academic achievement in primary schools.
· How instructional materials influence student academic performance.
· How adequate are instructional materials in our pupils and primary school in more local government area. 
· To suggest possible ways and recommendation for the effective use of instructional materials. 
Purpose of the Study
The study examined the influence of instructional materials on pupils academic performance in primary school and how instructional materials could promote educational advancement encourage pupils to learn better with the help of instructional materials.  And suggest ways or methods on how to convince the government to make adequate provision of instructional materials in schools.
Research Hypothesis 
In identifying the influence of instructional material on pupils academic performance, the following are being put forward.
HO 1: There is no significant influence in the use of instructional materials on using instructional materials in primary school.  This is because the direction of the hypothesis which say there is significant effect in the use of instructional materials on teaching in primary schools.
HO 2: There is no significant influence in uses of instructional materials on learning and teaching in primary schools.
HO 3: Research hypothesis three state that there is significant effect in the use of instructional materials on pupils academic performance in primary schools.
The result of finding out research on this hypothesis, meaning that availability and the use of instructional materials have significant effect on pupils performance in primary schools.
This finding is also in accordance with that of Super Ica (1990) in which instructional materials are described as those which make learning more interesting. Besides pupils are motivated to perform better in learning what is multi-dimensional that the one, which emphasize conventional oral method.
HO5: Research hypothesis one states that there is significant effect in the use of instructional materials on teaching and learning in primary school.  This also indicating that the use of instructional materials have significant effect on pupils in primary schools.  This finding in a accordance with studies conducted by Super Ica (1990) in which resources materials are vital part of the teaching learning process in the school system.
Significance of the Study
This study is significant in the sense that it correlates learning aids instructional materials and academic performances of pupils.
It is one thing to teach and it is another thing for the pupils being taught to understand what they were taught.
As a result of this there is needs to make use of instructional materials on the classroom teaching in order to make learning meaningful and effective.
This the study also aimed at making the teacher and educationists generally to be aware of the importance and the need to use instructional materials in the teaching and learning process and to make them realize that pupils learn better when they come in contact with the objects especially the real ones.
In considering the effects of learning aids itself and its vital roles in teaching various subject in primary schools, one would know that it is highly essential to make a research on it.
Thus pupils who have the advantages of reaching to well selected and wisely use instructional material learn more effectively when compared to those who are not provided with mostly learning materials.
The use of instructional materials does not limits the pupils or learners to the classrooms alone but rather it exposed them to outside activities where the learners are exposed to various activities which they will carryout by themselves.  Thus, the more varied and appropriate the resource from which message originate the stronger and more valid are the responses and counters message.
That occurs between teachers and pupils or among pupils.
The study will also be of immense help in the implementation of the National Policy of education and the new universal basic education (U.B.E) programmes.
Having discussed the irrelevance of instructional material in the academic performance one will be convince that it is highly essential to use it for teaching and learning process in primary school.
Scope and Limitation
The study aimed at finding out the influence of instructional material on pupils academic performance in Moro Local Government Area.
The researcher tried to correlate the influences of instructional materials with the pupils academic performance.  The study covered the entire primary school in Moro Local Government Area.
Definition of Terms
In this section the researcher gives definition of some terms and concept as they are used in the project.
i. Instructional materials: There are the materials or equipment that can help to make effective instructive in theory teaching classroom or in practical assessment e.g the physical angle swivel coupling put log clip for put log tube fittings another example of a instructional material in one deteriorated punctured standard in scaffolding elements.
ii. Academic performance: This can be view as change in improvement of the learners academically and totally dynamic or change action or effects.
iii. Influence: This can be seen as the power to affect or controlled the attitude of a learners toward academic performance in positive manners.


CHAPTER TWO
LITERATURE REVIEW
Meaning of instructional materials
Many researcher have been carried out on the effect of instructional materials on pupils academic performance.
Instructional materials: According to Adeyemo (1990) describe instructional materials as the materials which help the teachers to make lesson explicit to the children and they transmit information, idea and notes to pupils and disseminate information in such a fashion that modify their aptitudes habit and practices a complete task.
Similarly Aina  (2000) defined instructional materials as those materials used in any teaching exercise to create understanding of the learning experiences same of those aids are includes the chalkboard charts map atlases films tape recorder radio, television concrete objects newspaper magazines etc.
Importance of instructional materials
i. This is use to acquire information through many instructional materials so as to bring deeper understanding to the topic under consideration.
ii. Like Alexander Kentock (2000) stressed the need to inadequate a new better instructional materials to bring needed information and understanding to student.  It also felt that if those children are exposed to a variety of new experience through number of media their cultural level with rise their attitude will change and that in teem will result in an across the broad improvement in the states of their area.
iii. Depemu (1998) also said that materials such as disgram chart model picture and other forms of instructional materials consist of inputs which must be used to promote effective teaching communication in any institution.
iv. Instructional materials helps to concretize the learning process.
Types of instructional materials
The following are types of instructional materials
i. Concrete object
ii. Illustration of chart with a diagram
iii. Maps and real objects
iv. Newspaper
v. Improvisation of real materials etc.
Factors to be considered in selecting instructional materials 
There are many factors to be considered in selection of instructional material or educational facilities.  The following can be considered in selecting instructional materials.
· The pupils or student age should be considered
· The classroom capacities or classroom environment
Summary of Literature Reviewed
From the various literature reviewed for the purpose of this study consistent reports on some inhibiting factors of the influence of learning aids on pupils academic performances in primary school pupils.
The studies of Adejumo (2004) Adeoti (1997) and that of Odediran (2000) have consistently stressed that fact or which could be detrimental to pupil academic performance have to do with the school, learning environment of the classroom instructional material in terms of books, journals, periodicals, teaching aids projectors educational facilities etc.
The studies of Ijaiya (2003) and that of Alabi (2000) stowed some consequence in their finding as they relate to effective primary school and supervision the influence of instructional materials on the academic performance of pupils in school could be effectively monitored by the inspectorate of the various state ministry of education to orientate and disseminate the important of the instructional materials to all the primary schools teachers in order to influence the academic performance of the pupils in primary schools. 
           

CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
The study intents to investigate in practical terms the influence learning aids on pupils academic achievement in primary schools in Moro Local Government Area in Kwara State.
The chapter therefore discusses the method and procedures used in carrying out this study.
In pursuance of these objective a number of approaches were undertaken and the important features as both as far as possible.
The researcher adopted the experimental and control methods to investigate the influence of instructional methods on the pupils academic performance in primary school of Moro Local Government Area in Kwara State.


Research design 
The research design is experimental where by one arm of primary five (5A) from the experimental groups and the either arm (5B) form the control group in all the selected schools.
The experimental group were taught with the use of instructional material while the control group were taught with out instructional material the group were subjected to tests after two to three weeks of the teaching .
The researcher ensures that all schools taught the same items in English and Maths.
Population
The population for this study consist of all primary school pupils in Moro Local Government Area.
The total number of the pupils in Moro local Government Area are 860 while the numbers of primary school is (6)six in the local government.  The primary schools are group into zone some selected in primary school are used as experimented and control groups.
Sample and Sampling Procedure     
Purposive sampling procedure was employed to selected primary schools and three public primary school are used as experimental in Moro Township thirty pupils were randomly selected from each zone all together five pupils from each zone making thirty pupils.  The schools from which the samples were selected are hereby under listed

ii. L.G.A Primary School Moro
iii. S.D.A Primary Okeboo Moro
iv. Muslim Community Primary School Moro
v. L.G.A Primary School Asomu Moro

Research Instrument 
The study adopted the use of test capacities which the pupils in the two groups advance ten test items in each of general subject were drawn. Based on the primary five module question were picked from the year 2012 State Common Entrance Examination. Since thus is a standardized examination.
Validity of the instrument 
To ascertain the validity of the instrument the researcher gave the drafted questions to some expert in the field of test and measurement and it was certified as being okay as an instrument.
Reliability of the instrument 
The test conducted was administered to the 30 pupils being in represented by the zone of each school. the twice with two weeks interval the examination was organized and correlated of their result using person correlation or product moment co-efficient and found to be highly reliable.


CHAPTER FOUR
DATA ANALYSIS AND DISCUSSION
Introduction 
In the chapter the researcher analyzed the data collected from the tests administered in the six schools of the study area.
The main objective was the relevance or importance of instructional materials on pupils academic achievement in primary schools in Moro Local Government Area of Kwara State.
Ten standardized test were sets each on English languages and mathematics these were administered strictly under the supervision of each class teacher and the head teacher.
The statistics techniques or methods used in finding the result of the analysis of the tests conducted is to test.
The techniques is used for finding the significance difference between control and experimental groups.

Discussion 
In each school of the field of study by the researcher an arm of primary five consisting of is was used as the control group while the second arm of the same  class containing the same number of pupils was used as the experimental group.
In the six schools of study, the same subject and topic from the same curriculum 
The topic were taught to the experimental group using instructional materials while instructional material were not used in teaching the control group.  
At the end of the course of study the researcher conducted standardized test from each school were highlighted above.
From the general out come of the result of the test technique to calculate the significant difference between the control groups and the experimental groups.  It was found out form the result of the uses of the t-test techniques that instructional materials do not necessarily have significant influence on pupils academic performances in Moro L.G.A metropolis. 
CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Summary
The purpose of this research work is to find out the influence of learning aids or instructional materials on pupils academic achievement in Moro Township.
The researcher has carried out his finding on six primary schools composing of six pupil schools.
Purposive sampling of the two arms of primary 5A was used as the control group while the other arm comprising of primary 5B was used as the experimental group.
The research design was basically on the uses of test to find out the influence of instructional materials on the pupils academic achievement ten standardized tests from the year 2008 Common Entrance Examination were set each on Mathematics and English Language. The tests were administered and strictly supervised by the teacher and head teachers and were later collected and headed over to the researcher immediately.  The outcome of the finding shows that instructional materials were necessarily significant to pupils academic achievement in primary schools in Moro because three out of the six schools rejected the hypothesis that instructional materials have no significant influence on pupils academic performance in Moro Local Government Area of Kwara State  the implication of the results for knowledge or the society are that teachers are likely to relevant their efforts in improving instructional materials for effective learning of pupils in primary schools.  Also the government may not attach much importance to provision of instructional materials to primary schools the society may not attach much value to the use of instructional materials in primary school.
Some of the difficulties encounter during the period of research are the non cooperating attitude of some pupils school headmaster to release the classes for use on time. Also one would expect that after using instructional material to teach the pupils in the experimental group they would pass more in the tests but some of them still failed.
Conclusion 
In the proceeding chapters in influence of instructional material on pupils academic achievement in primary school in Moro Kwara State as a case study of six selected schools was extensively dealt with. 
The classes selected in each school took part in the test administered to them after carrying out practical teaching of the control group and the experimental group.  The outcome of the tests administered after subjected to statistical testing where that three out of the six schools of study rejected the null-hypothesis which state that instructional materials have no significant influence on pupils academic performance in primary schools. 
The researchers intentions were actually achieved in the end of the study because the researcher intended to find out the influence of instructional materials on pupils academic achievement which he has thoroughly done and found out that instructional materials do not necessarily have significant effect on pupils academic achievement in primary schools though if accurately and competently used instructional materials could improve the learning abilities of the learners.
Since instructional materials help to develop ability to communicate increase performance of learning and stimulate vocabulary reading and research on the parts of the pupils.
Instructional materials also have economy of time in learning children’s attention are always captured with objects in teaching if it is relevant and accurately used pupils focus their mind on the objects so to learn form the findings it has been notice that there is no amount of effort that one will put to learning that can motivate the pupils without the help of the instructional material. If the effective learning is to take place the child must be given the opportunity to have access to many learning resources.
However the effective use of the instructional materials is very importance therefore the teachers should be very careful in selection and usage of instructional materials in other to achieve the desired objectives.
It has also been found that there are other factors that can influence pupils academic achievement apart from instructional materials.  These include the home the environment of study per group the teachers methods of teaching the school the government and the learning ability of the child.
Recommendations
Based on the sample analysis and the results of the statistical outcome of the tests conducted, three of the school of study rejected the null hypothesis which stated that instructional materials have no significant influence on pupils academic achievement in Moro and three of the school failed to reject the hypothesis.
It therefore indicates that instructional material don’t necessarily have significant influence on pupils academic achievement.  
This does not rule out the importance of instructional materials in primary schools because it is the period when children fall into concrete operational stage when they have to learn using all their fire senses of touch, taste, smelling, seeing and hearing.  Therefore this research work still gives room for more finding on the influence of instructional material on pupils academic performance the following recommendation are also made for the provision and used of instructional materials.
The researcher hereby appeals to government to train more teachers and send them to higher institution of learning to handle teaching aids supplied by the government.
Instructional materials are not well provided in primary schools, locally made and improvised ones are to same schools for use but they are never sufficient for the effective teaching of every subject.
The researcher therefore recommended these points perhaps which may serve useful solutions to the procuring of instructional materials. The government both federal state and the local government should include instructional materials find during their annual budgets so that enough finds could be get to buy those learning materials which cannot be made locally by the teachers.
The founds could also make provision for teachers, learning and allowances.
The teachers can produce simple drawing for illustrations model from day and pictorial illustration can also be useful.  The teachers can also inform the ministry of education to bring their mobile cinema for relevant subjects where there is projector in other words each school should have it own projector.  The well to do government should help the school in purchasing instructional materials.  Such as radio, tap recorders and television etc. Also teacher in primary school most especially those with Nigerian certificate in education (N.C.E) should be made to employ the use of instructional materials during their teaching practice.  
This will enable them to be familiar with appropriate material that could be used in teaching. Also production education and utilization of these materials will not create problem for them when they enter into teaching career.
Also the government can do well by organizing seminars for their teacher where experts or qualified personnel’s can be invited to give lectures out the teacher on how to prepare improvised instructional materials through this should motivate the teachers learn how to produce some of the teaching material without the helps of the government.
The government should try to build research centre where the preparation of teaching materials could be stored.
This will ensure the safety of all available instructional materials.
It is my hop that this little contribution form the writer should be of immense value to the academic achievement of pupils and students in both primary and secondary schools in Nigerian.
