ABSTRACT
This study investigates the impact of field trips on enhancing social studies learning among junior secondary school students in Ilorin East Local Government Area of Kwara State. Field trips are hypothesized to offer experiential learning opportunities that reinforce classroom instruction and improve student engagement and understanding. The research employs a mixed-methods approach, combining quantitative surveys and qualitative interviews with students and teachers. Data were collected from a sample of 200 students and 10 teachers across five secondary schools. Findings reveal that field trips significantly enhance students' comprehension of social studies concepts by providing real-world contexts and interactive learning experiences. Students reported increased interest and motivation, while teachers noted improvements in academic performance and retention of knowledge. The study concludes that incorporating field trips into the social studies curriculum can be a valuable pedagogical tool, contributing to a more dynamic and effective learning environment. 
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
