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ABSTRACT

The study focused on the Influence of child labour on JSS Students performance in English Language in selected secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State.
Descriptive survey type was used; random sampling technique used to select respondents who responded to the instrument. Questionnaire was used to collect data needed for the study which titled “Influence of child labor on the performance of JSS”.
The analysis of data collected was done with the use of percentage. The hypotheses raised for the study were tested. The readings showed that there was significant influence of child labour the performance of JSS Students.
Based on the findings of this study, it was recommended that adults in the society should be well informed using available medium of communication in the society to desist from engaging children in any kind of work that is hazardous to the mental development of children. Also, Government agencies and relevant non-governmental organization including the religious bodies to intensify their efforts through public enlightenment programmes to curtail the practice of child labour in Nigeria.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
1.1 Background to the Study
A Nigerian child is that as stipulated by chapter three (3) of 1999 constitution who fulfill the requirements of being a Nigerian citizen and under the age of 18 years, who is anyone born parents who subsequently either by nationalization or nationalization become citizens of Nigeria. They include the child found in schools, comfortable and uncomfortable homes and streets-hawking and begging under bridges in commercialized town used for prostitution by human traffickers and happen to be a successor to the present leaders (Ama, 2004).
Child labour refers to the employment of children in any work that deprives children of their childhood, interferes with their ability to attend regular school and that is mentally, physically, socially or naturally dangerous and harmful. This practice is considered exploitative by many international organization, legislations across the world prohibit child labour. In lay man’s language child labour occurs when children are exposed to long hours of dangerous and healthy environment, like hawking or engaged in any form of manual labour at the expense of their school (Okonkwo, 2003).
According to women trafficking and child labour eradication foundation (2003), child labour’s right revealed that children related by blood are not seen as they were in time past by their relations. It is now replaced with exploitation and brutality, more discrimination of children. Every child has legal right to be protected from economic exploitation that will interfere with the child’s education. The concept “right” is used to mean authority or claim over something by a person. Longman dictionary defined “right” as something that you are Legally or morally allowed to do. The privilege given to one, sanctioned and safe guide by what is regarded as authoritative source such as God a king, law as a social group, customs traditional, conscience.
The menace of child labour on the physical, mental, spiritual and social well being of developing child cannot be over emphasized. In Nigeria, child labour has been seen to have eaten 1j into the fabrics of families classified as middle class and lower class with the later class leading the decadence as seen around us according to United Nations International Children’s Emergency Fund (UNICEF) report (punch, 2004). The effects of child’s labour do not affect the families. Children question alone, but it go a long way to affect the future of the nation. The number of children involved in exploitation work in Nigeria at the expense of their education is not known due to the wide dispersion of child workers new assessment on the limited research made in this field.. However, put the lower limit at about eight million (8,000,000) as estimated by United Nations International Children’s Emergency Fund (2010).
It is absolutely imperative to know that children who are engaged in any forms of child labour before or after school hours are bound to perform below expectations and are therefore deprived of their rights to quality education. Generally, students who are involved in child labour of any find it difficult to have enough time to do extra work on their academic assignment after school. Moreover, during school hours, such students are either tired  or are found sleeping in the classroom. It also leads to their performance academically, they are always in-attentive in class and neither do their home work given to them, no study - High level of illiteracy in Nigeria

The poor performance of children in English Language in secondary school students has been widely reported in newspapers, media and in lectures delivered, in symposia (international journal of educational preparation for the next day (Jimoh, 2004).
1.2 Statement of the Problem
According to Jimoh (2004), the high degree of child labour’s effect on the performance of Junior secondary school students in English Language is due to the following;
Students exposed to child labour hardly have enough time to prepare for examinations or encouraged by their parents or guardians in their academic pursuit. Therefore, the researcher found it necessary to investigate the effects of child labour on the performance of Jss students in English Language in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara state.
1.3 Purpose of the Study
The general purpose of the study aimed to find out the effect of child labour on the academic performance of JSS students in English Language in Ilorin-West Local Government Area of Kwara State. 
In specific terms, the study aimed to find out if there is any significant difference in the academic performance of the JSS students in English Language based on human trafficking. If there is any significant difference in the academic performance of the JSS students in English Language based on exposure of students to child labour and their counterparts not exposed to child labour. If there is any significant difference in the academic performance of the JSS students in English Language based on parents’ socio-economic status. If there is any significant difference in the academic performance of the JSS students in English Language based on parents’ educational background.
1.4 Research Questions
The following questions are raised to guide the study; 
1. what is the influence of child labour on the academic performance of JSS students in English Language?
2. Is there any significant difference in the academic performance of the JSS students in English Language based on parents’ socio-economic status?
3. Is there any significant difference in the academic performance of the JSS students in English Language based on parents’ educational background?
1.5 Research Hypotheses
The following research hypotheses are tested in the study:
HO1: There is no significant difference in influence of child labour on the academic performance of JSS students in English Language.
HO2: There is no significant difference in the academic performance of the	JSS students in English Language based on parents’ socio-economic status.
HO3: There is no significant difference in the academic performance of the	JSS students in English Language based on parents’ educational background
1.6 Scope and Limitation of the Study
This study will take into consideration several views and opinions of both students and authors of related and relevant literatures regarding the issue of teaching practice. The study is limited by the number of sample size and the population. This is because the study concentrated on collecting primary data from the student’s environment. Hence, the study is opened for further researches and increase in sample size. 
This research is limited to the influence of child labour on the performance of Jss students in English Language in secondary schools in Ilorin-West a1 Government Area Kwara State.
1.7 Significance of the Study
It is hoped that the result of this research would be used as a ready tool to convey information on child labour seminar, conference. The information gathered could serve as a “reservoir” for individual seeking to deliver lectures, paper talks or seminar, teachers, students and researchers.
The significance of the study to teachers is that they should know the individual differences of students and should be able to give proper attention to such student and follow up, so that, it would not have any negative effect on the final result of JSS students.
The study would help the students to see themselves as useful and valid instrument, not allowing themselves to be involved in child labour by anybody and if pressed by anyone, they should expose such person to social welfare or women affair units other appropriate bodies in the state.
It would be of significance to the government because it would in the maintenance of child’s right law and also modernize the to suit present development and punish anyone accused of trafficking. The offence of child trafficking is punishable by The government campaign against child labour on television, radio, and newspapers e.g. WOCLEF or (IZOZO, 2004), more efforts should be intensified.

1.8 Operational Definition of Terms
The following terms were defined as used in the study;
Child: A definition is any young person between the ages of five and ten or eleven years. Those who has attained the primary school age.
Labour : Labour is any kind of work which the JSS students are engaged in unwillingly for economic reason.
Child labour: Child labour refers to the employment of the JSS students in any work that deprives them of their childhood, interferes with their ability to attend regular school and that is mentally, physically, socially or morally dangerous and harmful eg. washing of clothes, fetching of water, cooking, hawking, prostitution, robbery, etc for monetary gains.
School Performance: This is the positive and negative achievement of students in school work.

2.1 Meaning and Nature of Child Labour
Child labour is any emotional, sexual or physical mistreatment well as neglect of a child. The center for Disease Control and prevention (CDC), 2011 defined Child Labour as Child treatment” as any act or series of acts of commission or omission by a parent or other care-givers that results in harm or threat of harm to a child. Child labour can occur in a child’s home, or in the organization, schools or communities, the child interacts, Child Labour is considered as high priority, and detailed laws ‘and policies exist to address this issue. Different jurisdictions have developed their own definitions of what constitutes child labour for purposes of removing a child from his or her family and prosecuting a criminal charge.
According to the journal of child labour and Neglect (2012), is any recent act or failure to act on the part of a parent or guardian which results in death, serious physical or emotional harm, sexual abuse or exploitation an act or failure to act which presents an imminent risk of serious harm.
According to Orr, former head of children’s Bureau, Department of Health and Services Administration for children and families from (2011 - 2015), stated that child labour and neglect does not merit governmental interference.
According to Walker and Avants (2016); concept analysis Is in which child labour is determined along two dimensions. The dimensions include the objective physical dimensions, which address children younger than 20 years of age who experiences repeated injuries or whose history of injury is compatible with the things of physical examinations, and the subjective psychological dimension, which addresses children who were treated unfairly and if subsequent objective feelings.
Labour is the continued failure by a parent or guardian to provide a child with the basic things needed for his or her proper and development, such as food, clothing, shelter, medical  adequate supervision. Although, it is possible for “once off’ to cause serious harm.
In general, it is the frequency, persistence and duration of the or guardian’s behavior that is instrumental in defining the consequences for the child. This can include a range of behaviors as excessive criticism, exposure to domestic violence, intimidation or threatening behaviors (Frederico, Jackson & Black, 2008) According to keeping children and families safe Act, Federal Law (2006), child labour is an act or non-chalant attitude of parents or  guardians which results in death, serous physical or emotional form, sexual abuse, or exploitation and it may take many forms g sibling abuse, medical neglect, education neglect) it is typically ‘categorized into four domains; physical abuse, sexual abuse, psychological or emotional abuse and neglect.
2.2 People Involved in Child Labour
According to Agaptus (2018), physician seeks end to child The Punch Newspaper, Wednesday, December 10. Pg44, labour is a social issue that cut across all categories of people, I in the societies. It happens most often at home, and usually abuser is known to be child. Generally, the abuser is caretaker. caretaker can be a parent, step parent, relatives or a child care provider, school counselor and social workers in law enforcement.
According to Smith (2012), people who come into regular contact with children through their jobs such as teachers or doctors are required by law to report all known or suspected instance of I labour. The law gives clear rules for how these “mandatory report” are to report child labour case.
According to Peter and Kaminer (2012), the past had highlighted the catastrophe consequences of doctors, police and other agencies working in isolation and not talking to each other about concerns each had.
According to Dickson (2014), it is important that doctors adults are child protection aware their responsibility tends to parents they may not have seen. Doctors need to be are of the environment and individuals who may increase the risk of harm. They should talk to children as young as five alone, out their parents, if they feel this would help them talk openly concerns can be raised without seeking consent first. If this jeopardizes the safety of the child, also doctors should first raise concern with the parents or guardians if appropriate, then seek advice from the doctor in charge of child protection in the area and then to social services.
According to Miller (20014), the educators have a vital role in identifying, reporting and preventing child labour over the last few decades; various organizations have developed programmes directed informing educators that they are valuable resources. Many educators such as teachers, school counselors, school social school nurses, special education professionals, administrators and other school personnel are already involved in responding to the issue due to submission of more than one half 5l%) of the cases referred to and assessed or investigated by protective services (cps), with education personnel and also the professionals, the most frequent source of report. Yet, more be done to address maltreatment; several studies indicated that any educators are not entirely clear what the indicators of child labour are to report suspected maltreatment. According to a survey made, schools are to assess staff readiness to report maltreatment. There are many reasons why educators are so vital in identifying and preventing child labour.
First they have close and consistent contact with children.
Secondly, educators have a professional and loyalty mandated ponsibi1ity for reporting suspected maltreatment. While educators facilitate children’s learning. Children can not learn 1ctively if their attention or energy is sapped by the conflicts not in being maltreated.
Thirdly, school personnel have a unique opportunity to advocate for children as well as provide programmes and services .flat can be of help to children and strengthen families (ILO, 2016) The reasons behind the involvement of educators as stated by CEF (2018), was of the opinion that child servants are made to long hours without sufficient sleep and they are hungry and
The reasons behind the involvement of educators as stated by JCEF (2008), was of the opinion that child servants are made to work long hours without sufficient sleep and they are hungry and mentally exhausted from the daily verbal intimidation and thus the involvement of educators are needed because of the close relationship with children. The reasons include; community efforts, educational opportunities and personal commitments and these are explained below:
2.3 Community Effort
According to UNICEF (2013), in one of the article titled “Understanding the Issue Domestic Child Labour and Human Right Watch”. Dealing with child labour is a community effort, as leaders in the communities; educators are often in ideal position to initiate type of team work. A variety of formal programmes involving the schools and the community have been especially effective in addressing the difficulty and self destructive behavior in youth.
2.4 Educational Opportunities
According to the journal of the American Academy of Child and Adolescent Psychiatry (2012), the primary aim of the education system is to teach other on how to curb child labour and to achieve this, it is sometimes necessary to remove barriers that impede a child’s ability to learn. Educators are trained to recognize and intervene when children are not able to benefit fully from their educational opportunities. This training makes them uniquely qualified to detect indicators that may signify that a child is being maltreated. Some schools are one of the few places in which children are seen almost daily. Educators have a chance to see changes in appearance and behavior.
2.5 Legal Concerns
According to Forehand and Mcmahon (2013), every legally I mandates that educators report is anyone required by state agency to report any case of child labour to the appropriate authorities for prosecution. However, some states clearly define that teachers, principals, nurses and counselors are included in this mandate, while other states designated all school personnel. In addition almost every states levies a penalty against mandated reporters who choose not report such incidence of child labour. These penalties ranges from a fine, time spent in jail. Until recently most states did not strictly enforce these penalties, but this has changed within the four years. A number of state have sanctioned non reporters for failing to obey reporting law, so it is important that educators know the reporting laws for their states.
2.6 Professional Responsibilities
According to the Department of Education in United states of America (No child left behind, Expanding the promise, guide to president Bush’s FY 2012 Education Agenda), states that educators are seen sense of their professional responsibilities to the children in their care. They are concerned about the health, safety i happiness of their children. Educators are aware that they are nice model for the children they teach and that they may be an important sources of support, concern and care for many children. adults in constant contact with a child. What is considered appropriate versus inappropriate in everyday classroom activities as well as the issue of corporal punishment.
2.7 Personal Commitments
According to center for Disease Control and Prevention (2011), for many educators, their professional responsibility is supported a deep personal commitment to the welfare of children. The value of this personal commitment is significant because without it, child labour prevention and treatment efforts would be only ineffective. It is this sense of personal responsibility to and for educators to become involved in the prevention and intervention of child labour.
The helping professionals, including education often attract who would like to help improve the lives of others. Some educators were victims of maltreatment in their own families. As me educators learn more about child labors, they may find sees experiencing strong emotions or feelings the best institution is to understand these feelings and not ignore them, Child Labour and Academic Performance
Children victimized by conventional crimes maltreatment and assault that is not defined as illegal are act, risk for academic difficulties and low achievement in schools. Experiencing child labour or neglect may impact children’s school performance in multiple ways, including lower grades, increased absences, increased disciplinary problems and higher rates of school dropout (Putman, 2010 and Giannetta, 2011).
According to National Clinical Evaluation Study (2012), over 50% of children involved in child labour experiences some type of difficulty in school including poor attendance and disciplinary problems, approximately 30% had some type of cognitive or language impairment more than 22% showed evidence of a learning disorder and type of sexual education services (Caidwell, 2012). At 1 extreme end of the continuum, severe physical injury and head trauma in particular may produce organic conditions that negatively impact learning, motivation and school performance.
In addition, neuro-development can be impaired either by a lack of sensory experience (e.g neglect) or through abnormal active neurons caused by traumatic experience e.g abuse (Lowerthal, 2009). In fact, there are data to suggest that maltreatment can lower children’s IQs (Putman, 2011). However, negative outcomes are not limited to the most extreme cases of child maltreatment.
In the past 10 to 15 years, improved methodologies e.g representative samples, increased sample size, use of adequate comparison groups, examination of children’s performance longitudinally have led to a growing consensus that child labour is significantly associated with deficits in school performance. Utilizing L community sample of 420 children involved in child labour grades kindergarten through 12, matched with 420 non-maltreated controls on gender, schools grade level, residential neighborhood when possible classroom (Eckenrode, 2009) Laird and Doris (2012), found that maltreated children performed at I significantly lower grades at school. More specifically among students in grade two through eight, maltreated children scored significantly below the comparison groups in both reading and arithmetic, the negative effects exceeded those associated with ‘g in poverty.
Leither and Johnson (2011), identified school outcomes in three domains; cognitive learning, participation and integration (i.e Socialization). Comparing these outcomes between a sample of children involved in child labour drawn from the North (Carolina central Registry of Child Labour and neglect and a general school e, the researcher found children involved in child labour armed significantly worse in all school measures, including ides, standardized test scores, grade retention and absence). Effect of child labour on Learning Achievement, World Development volume 31, No 2, pp. 385-398, Heady 2003).
In a comparison of child labour, neglect and non-maltreated children’s school performance, socio-emotional development and [ye behavior. Wodarski, Kutz and Gandin (2012), found that control for socio-economic status (SEC), both abused and neglected children scored lower on a composite. In regard to behaviour, teachers rated both abused and neglected children more negatively e child behavior check-list-Teacher form. Overall children who td experienced physical abuse were viewed as more problematic in school, “displaying academic deficits, problem behaviours covered self esteem, delinquency and elevated feelings of aggression and pervasive adjustment difficulties in a variety of contexts”. On a more hopeful note, older children in both maltreatment groups demonstrated areas of strength in adaptive behaviours.
2.8 Appraisal of Literature Reviewed
The literature reviewed has established the impact of child Dour on students’ performance. Child labour is a phenomenon which attracts local, national and international attention. As a result the international concerns about child labour and practice affecting children, being highlighted at the conference held together in other to increase the well being of people involved. Several Government Agencies, Non-Governmental Organizations (NGO), Islamic Bodies, Christian Association and other bodies have become involved.
Most work the field focused on is advocacy, sensitization and enlightenment campaign against all forms of child labour both at e, schools, and the society at large. However, children involved child labour suffer from a wide range of emotional and behavioral problems. Child labour is caused by various factors which has been deduced from the write up of several authors and teachers which arises as a result of age of the parents, low self confidence, history of child labour, societies, low prevalence of a1 tiers, refusal to believe their way of parenting is wrong, having unrealistic expectations for their children and little knowledge of the developmental stages children go through etc.

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

Research Design
The research method used was descriptive survey since it empted to obtain the respondents views. According to Azuka (2015), descriptive survey is the basic for all sort of research in  assisting the situation as a pre-requisite interference and also emphasized that descriptive survey method enables the researchers ,o obtain the opinion of the targeted population in order to find the conception of entire population. It also has the advantage of been an active way of collecting data from a large number of sources.
Population of the Study
	The population of the study comprised all the Junior Secondary School English Language Teacher in Ilorin West. The English Language Teachers were considered the appropriate population for the study because as they are the implementers of the English Language curriculum and can give adequate information on the evaluation of the teaching of English Language in the Junior Secondary Schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area.   
Sample and Sampling Techniques
Sample is a portion of the entire population in the field of educational research. Sample and sampling techniques represent the full population on which research was carried out. Thus, in this study 5 (five) secondary schools would be randomly selected in Ilorin West L.G.A. One hundred (100) students and five (5) School were randomly selected from the secondary schools in all, a total of one hundred (100) respondents were drawn from the selected secondary schools in Ilorin West L.G.A. are school list below.
The Five Secondary Schools Selected Are:
1. Queen Elizabeth Secondary School. Ilorin
2. Baboko Community Secondary School,  Ilorin
3. Government Day  Secondary School, Adewole, Ilorin 
4. Government Day  Secondary School, Airport, Ilorin
5.  Ilorin Grammer School, Ilorin
Research Instrument
The instrument employed in this study involved the use of questionnaire. The questionnaire was designed to find out the hence of child labour on performance of JSS students in selected schools in Ilorin-west Local Government Area of Kwara
The questionnaire contained two sections A and B which aide: Name of school, Sex, Age, and class, and Section ‘B’ insisted of items, relating to the subject matter of the study and answered by the respondents by ticking Agreed (A), Strongly Agreed (SA) Disagreed (D), Strongly Disagreed (SA) in expressing their view provided in the questionnaire. The respondents were also told that the information which had been collected from the items would
be used for research purpose and be treated confidentially.
Validity of Instrument
According to Adewunmi and Ogunlade (2003), a test is said to the valid when it measures what it purports to measure. In order to eve this, researcher sought the help of some experts for their suggestions. After words, a copy of the questionnaire was made available to the researcher’s supervisor for restructuring, endorsement and further corrections. The restructuring and corrections made were considered before the final print out of the questionnaire.
Reliability of the Instrument
According to Noll and Scannel (2002), reliability of an instrument refers to the extent to which the instrument consistently measures what it purports to measure. In order to ascertain this, pilot study was carried out by randomly selecting twenty (20) students from ten schools outside the sample. Thereafter, the set of responses were analyzed using Pearson Product Correlation, Coefficient of 0.6% indicated that the test was reliable.
Procedure for Collection of Data
The data for the study were through the questionnaires. The administration of the questionnaires was done by the researcher through personal contact with the respondents in their various schools during which they were served with questionnaire to fill, the administration of the questionnaires was done with the assistance of teachers in the schools and mainly class teachers were met for evaluation of each student in their classes.
Data Analysis Techniques
The method adopted in the analysis and interpretation of the responses from the subjects was percentage. And data Collected from the study were analyzed using descriptive statistics of frequency counts and simple percentage.


CHAPTER FOUR
RESULTS AND DISCUSSIONS
This chapter is concerned with the analysis of the information gathered during the process of the research on the influence of child labour on the performance of JSS students on selected schools in Ilorin West-Local Government Area of Kwara State. The analysis is based on the questions earlier drawn to guide the study.
All data collected for the study was analyzed using percentage method. The data was collected by the use of questionnaire and was analyzed as follows:

Discussion and Findings
The result of this research question is predicted upon the fact that child labour may lead to a wide range of adverse consequences for children and adolescents. Although specific types of abuse are more closely related to some adverse outcomes than others for example, the links between physical abuse and violent or aggressive behaviours. However, experiencing chronic and multiple forms of abuse increase the risk of more damaging and severe consequences for children and young people. This study shows the line between child labour and the performance of JSS3 Students in Ilorin-West Local Government Area. The experience ranged from unpleasant, common acts of conflicts like being yelled at to being insulted, threatened, neglected physically or emotionally, and to relatively less common experiences of sexual abuse. These factors led to poor performance on the affected students. This findings supported Mill’s (2009), research which demonstrated that victim of child labour perform less in standardized tests and achieved poorer school marks, even when socio-economic status and other background factors are taken into account.
In two studies that compared the characteristics of the physically abused students displayed significant school problems. Their performances were poor in all subjects but especially in mathematics and languages. They appeared to be under achievers and were more likely to be restrained than their non-laboured peers, they were at risk of dropping out of school.

CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS.
Summary
Child labour is a commonly occurring phenomenon with tremendous psychological and economic costs to our society. Maltreated children may experience a variety of mental health problems, and other anxiety disorders, depression, poor self- esteem, social skills deficits and behavioral problems. If not treated, these problems may persist through adolescence into adulthood. In fact, abuse and neglect may have long term effects on a child’s self-esteem, relationships, professional success and sense of wellbeing.
Conclusion
Child labour is work that is essentially exploitative and injurious to physical, social, cognitive, and moral development of child. Child labour occurs when children especially young ones are exposed to long hours of work in dangerous or unhealthy environment, with too much responsibility for their age and at the expense of school (UNICEF, 2001).
In Nigeria, most of the child labour that occurs is in semiformal or informal sectors, such as street vendors and hawkers, beggars, scavengers, apprentice in work place, bus conductors, and domestic servants among others. The working children are frustrated, suffer from role-conflicts, have low occupational income I educational aspirations [Naidu and Parasuraman, 19851). Thus, in the study, there was strong association between the influences of child labour on the performance of JSS 3 students in selected schools in Ilorin-West local Government Area of Kwara State.
Implication of the Study
The findings suggested that educators should be more aware that or continuing maltreatment could be negatively affecting a student’s performance in school. Greater awareness of child labour could lead teachers to respond more effectively to students who appear to have poor motivation, perform inconsistently on assignments, or are behaviorally difficult. In addition, schools should be better prepared to help abused children or for any child who experience negative effect from past or ongoing traumas.

Limitation of the study
With the little materials, resources and time at the researcher’s disposal, the research work is limited to selected secondary schools in Ilorin-West Local Government of Kwara State.
Recommendations
It is therefore recommended that all adults in the society should be well informed using available medium of communication in the society to desist from engaging children in any kind of work that is hazardous to the mental development of children. Government agencies and relevant Non-Governmental organizations including religious bodies to intensify their efforts through public enlightenment programmes, education, seminars and workshops and through legislative enforcement to curtail the practice of child labour in Nigeria.
Suggestions for Further Studies
To verify the result of the study, since the study was carried out with the scope of Ilorin-west, it is therefore suggested that similar studies should be carried out to incorporate all other local, government areas of Kwara State.
