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ABSTRACT
This research work investigated the extent of availability, application and impact of teaching aids on improving academic performance of social Studies students in some selected junior secondary schools in Ilorin metropolis, kwara state. The population of the study was limited to secondary schools in three Area councils of the kwara state. The sampled schools used for the research had a total 50 students. The study was carried out among the senior secondary JSS2 and JSS3 Social Studies students and their teachers. Descriptive survey method was adopted for this study with 9 items on the questionnaire for students. Four research questions were asked and analyzed using frequency counts and percentages. The data gathered were further analyzed and interpreted to arrive at findings which showed that the Social Studies teachers in Ilorin Metropolis secondary schools were using teaching aids, there was significant difference in academic performance of students taught with instructional aids; findings equally revealed that there were shortfalls in availability of some materials. Recommendations were suggested that government should formulate policy statement on availability, distribution, selection and maintenance of instructional aids in Ilorin Metropolis secondary schools of Kwara State.
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CHAPTER ONE

INTRODUCTION

Background to the Study

Social Study is a study connected with all aspects of human beings to enable them lives a fulfilled, comfortable and full of achievement life. It studies people in relation to the social, academic, economic, cultural, physical and psychological lives. It has to do with all round development of human beings to enable them become useful citizens in the society. Wesley in Kochhar (2012) saw Social Studies as those portions of the Social Sciences selected for instructional purposes applied to include anything pertinent to the immediate purpose of learning and adapted to the level of comprehension of the student. 
Abdu-Raheem (2011) observed that the objectives of Social Studies is yet to be achieved as a result of poor teaching and lack or inadequacy of Teaching Aids to motivate students. Ofuani (2014) also attested to inadequacy of Teaching Aids and resources in all the schools sampled in his study. Teaching Aids are essential and significant tools needed for teaching and learning of school subjects to promote teachers’ efficiency and improve students’ performance. They make learning more interesting, practical, realistic and appealing. They also enable both the teachers and students to participate actively and effectively in lesson sessions. They give room for acquisition of skills and knowledge and development of self- confidence and self- actualization. Ibeneme (2000) defined teaching aids as those materials used for practical and demonstration in the class situation by students and teachers. 
Ikerionwu (2000) saw Teaching Aids as objects or devices that assist the teacher to present a lesson to the learners in a logical and manner. In his own perspective, Fadeiye (2005) saw Teaching Aids as visual and audio-visual aids, concrete or non-concrete, used by teachers to improve the quality of teaching and learning activities in Social Studies. Agina-Obu (2005) submitted that Teaching Aids of all kinds appeal to the sense organs during teaching and learning. Isola (2010) also described Teaching Aids as objects or devices that assist the teachers to present their lessons logically and sequentially to the learners. Oluwagbohunmi and Abdu-Raheem (2014) acknowledged that Teaching Aids are such used by teachers to aid explanations and make learning of subject matter understandable to students during teaching learning process. In the same vein, Obanya (2004) asserted that several studies carried out in some areas in Nigeria indicated that the results of Junior School Certificate Examinations was completely bad in nearly all subjects offered by the students. He stressed further that only about 10% of candidates ‘meaningfully passed’ the examination.
 Abdu-Raheem (2011) asserted that non availability and inadequacy of Teaching Aids are major causes of ineffectiveness of the school system and poor performance of students in schools. Ahmed (2003) confirmed that in most secondary schools in Nigeria, teaching and learning take place under a most un-conducive environment without access to essential materials. Eniayewu (2005) posited that it is very important to use instructional aids for instructional delivery to make students acquire more knowledge and to promote academic standard. In addition, Ajayi and Ayodele (2001) stressed the importance of availability of Teaching Aids to achieving effectiveness in educational delivery and supervision in the school system. 
Ogbondah (2008) alerted on the gross inadequacy and under utilization of Teaching Aidsnecessary to compensate for the inadequacies of sense organs and to reinforce the capacity of dominant organs. He noted that school teachers should try their possible best in the provision of locally made materials in substitution for the standard ones to promote their lessons. Enaigbe (2009) noted that basic materials such as textbooks, chalkboard and essential equipment like computer, projector, television and video are not readily available in many schools. 

In their own study, Olumorin, Yusuf, Ajidagba and Jekayinfa (2010) observed that Teaching Aids help teachers to teach conveniently and the learners to learn easily without any problem. They asserted that Teaching Aids have direct contact with all sense organs. Kochhar (2012) supported that Teaching Aids are very significant learning and teaching tools. He suggested the needs for teachers to find necessary materials for instruction to supplement what textbooks provide in order to broaden concepts and arouse students’ interests in the subject. According to Abolade (2009), the advantages of Teaching Aids are that they are cheaper to produce, useful in teaching large number of students at a time, encourage learners to pay proper attention and enhance their interest. However, Akinleye (2010) attested that effective teaching and learning requires a teacher to teach the students with Teaching Aids and use practical activities to make learning more vivid, logical, realistic and pragmatic. Esu, Enukoha and Umoren (2004) agreed that Teaching Aids are indispensable to the effective teaching and learning activities. Ekpo (2004) also supported that teaching aids are always useful in supporting the sense organs. 
Despite the fact that Teaching Aidsare essential tools that can make learning practical and knowledge acquisition easier, they are not readily available in Nigerian secondary schools leading to low level of performance of learners in public examinations (Abdu-Raheem 2014). According to Josua in Abiodun-Oyebanji and Adu (2007), Teaching Aids are all things that are used to support, facilitate, influence or encourage acquisition of knowledge, competency and skills. Abdu-Raheem (2014) encouraged teachers to improvise teaching aids because they are in great measure enhance learners’ full participation in the lesson, gives room for inquiry, problem-solving, discussion and clarification of issues and ideas among students and the teacher. 
Riveire (2006) noted that improvisation is a valuable teaching tool. Afolabi and Adeleke (2010) identified non-availability, inadequacy and non utilization of learning materials as a result of teacher’s poor knowledge as factors responsible for the use of lecture method. They recommended that both students, teachers, parents, Parents/Teacher Association, government and philanthropists should be involved in improvising Teaching Aids for the teaching and learning in schools. Therefore, Ogbondah (2008) advocated for of teachers’ resourcefulness and also encouraged them to search for necessary Teaching Aids through local means to supplement or replace the standard ones. Oso (2011) also agreed that the best way for teachers to make use of their manipulative skills is to improvise so as to achieve their lesson objectives at least to a reasonable extent. Jekayinfa (2012) also identified the importance of improvisation of Teaching Aids as making learning concrete and real, substitutes one thing for another, allows the students to participate in the production of materials, economical and more teacher-student resource oriented. Abdu-Raheem (2014) submitted that improvisation of locally made teaching aids could assist to improve quality of graduates turn out from schools and standard of education generally. Abdu-Raheem and Oluwagbohunmi (2015) also corroborated the idea that resourceful and skillful teachers should improvise necessary Teaching Aids to promote academic standard in Nigerian schools.
Statement of the Problem 

One of the major problems facing education sector in Nigeria is the low level of the performance of secondary school students in both local and standardized examinations. It has become a great concern for researchers, educators and all education stake-holders over the years. It was observed that students usually fail in examinations owing to improper teaching methods and lack of essential teaching aids for instructional delivery. (Afolabi, 2009). This study therefore deemed it necessary to look specifically into the contributions of Teaching Aids to academic achievement of secondary school students in Social Studies.
Purpose of the Study

The purpose of this study is to find out the effect of teaching aids on the teacher effectiveness in social studies so as to identify and recommend the importance that can facilitate teaching and learning and improve the effectiveness of Junior Secondary School teacher in social studies internal and external examinations.

The specific purposes of the study are to:

i. Find out whether teaching aids influence the teacher effectiveness

ii. Ascertain whether teaching aids influence the student academic performance in social studies 

iii. Investigate the effect of student academic performance on teacher effectiveness 

iv. Factors that contribute to teacher effectiveness in social studies 

Research Questions 
1. Does the teaching aid influence the teacher effectiveness?

2. To what extent the suitable teaching aids influence the student academic performance in social studies?
3. What are the effects of student academic performance on teacher effectiveness?
4. What are the factors that contribute to teacher effectiveness in social studies 

Research Hypothesis

H01: 
Teaching Aids has significant effect on the teacher effectiveness in social studies.

H02: Teaching Aids contributed tremendously on the student academic performance in social studies 

H03: Student academic performance has significant effect on the teacher effectiveness in social studies.

Significance of the Study


The study is worth of academic research on the following grounds:

First, the study was expected to reveal the effect of teaching aids on teacher’s effectiveness in social studies and contributes to the body of knowledge. 

Second, the study expected to provide a foundation for future researchers on literature for the topic of effects of teaching aids on student performance in social studies subject in secondary schools. 

Third, the study findings expected to be beneficial to policy makers especially the Ministry of education and vocational training to put forward policies that would greatly encourage fair distribution of resources in public institutions for better results are to be obtained.  

Fourth, the findings is also expected to benefit teachers of Secondary Schools in Ilorin metropolis since it gave the ideas of most suitable teaching aids for use in social studies subjects. Finally, the findings of this research is expected to add the body of knowledge on teaching aids and also basis for future research.

Scope and Delimitations

The study focus on teaching aids used and their effect on teacher effectiveness in junior secondary schools in Ilorin metropolis. Due to time constraints geographical coverage and financial implication. The study is restricted to some selected junior secondary school in Ilorin metropolis of Kwara State.
Operational Definition of Terms

Effect: This is the power that teaching aids has to influence on the teacher effectiveness.
Teaching Aids: This is an instructional material as objects or devices that assist the teachers to present their lessons logically and sequentially to the learners.
Teacher: A trained somebody, especially as a profession 
Effectiveness: The act of producing favorable impression or successful, especially the desire or intended result in the field. 

Social studies: This is the study of man and his physical environment.  

CHAPTER TWO

LITERATURE REVIEW

This chapter examines and reviews the following sub – heading:

Teaching Aids and Students’ Academic Performance

 
The use of Teaching Aids is to provide for the schools the best available instructional material and to eliminate inferior or undesirable material. According to Fafunwa (2011), the success of any course depends on several factors and most important is teacher. The teacher is the key figure in teaching and learning. It is the teacher who set the tune of the learning experience. Self-realization, self-confidence, aspiration and motivation for success should always be noted by the teachers. Ilalohin (2012) carried out a research survey on the use of instructional material in some secondary schools in Nigeria. The report of the survey revealed that only few colleges used chart board, slides, film strips and films. It was discovered that some schools that have some of the Teaching Aids locked them up unused in their various stores. These are the evidences of some problems facing the use of Teaching Aids in teaching and learning of social studies in most of our junior secondary schools.

Kinds and Categories of Instructional Materials


According to Leonard (2003), no classroom is neither complete nor any secondary school teacher is professional without adequate use of Teaching Aids in teaching and learning purpose. Different types and variety of Teaching Aids are available to be used in teaching and learning of social studies in schools. However, it is not all topics that remain the same type and quantity of materials. As far as educational instruction is concerned, these materials could be purchased, locally made or improvised, imported from other countries when necessary for the effective instructional delivery.

The kinds and categories of teaching materials for teaching social studies are as follows.

i. Projected and electronic materials

ii. Non projected materials

iii. Phenomena and manipulative materials

Projected and electronic materials: are forms of media which could be visual audio and audio-visual in nature that require projected and electricity in their usage for teaching and learning are further categorized into :

· Film projector

· Tape recorders 

· Television and computer

· Slid projectors

· Over head projectors

· Opaque projectors

Non-projected Materials


Non-projected materials are those that do not require any form of projection before they can be utilized. Non-projected materials are different forms of Teaching Aids or Teaching Aids that require the process of projection before its operation can take place. These could include the following: textual and non-textual, chalkboard, magnet board, chart specimen, models e. t. c.

Textual Material and Non-Textual Materials


Textual material and non-textual materials referred respectively to all the printed and non-printed materials that are use by the teachers and the learners for instructional process.

The printed materials are as follows:

· Textbooks

· Magazines

· Journal

· Newspaper

· Non – printed material include:

· Chart

· Chalkboard

· Television

· Film video tapes

· Games

Manipulative materials

Manipulative material are Teaching Aids that the students actually handle skillfully, deals with manage expertly to about the deserved behavioural changes. Manipulative materials are important for the development of skill in professional training (ESU, 2011). They promote complete mastering of the contact material and the specific objectives. They are also part of the both the instructional and performance evaluation. Manipulative material experiences the channel through which the required learning takes place. They cut across all aspect of skills development and mastery learning.

These materials are vital for effective instructional delivery because such skill as communication, tolerances and patient are easily demonstrated, learnt and observed through instructional games. They are embedded in card and board games that have specific instructional values in order to enhance basic and logic reasoning’s amongst learners.

 Utilization and availability of Instructional Material


According to Ibe (2003), utilization of Teaching Aids in teaching and learning is associated with the function of the teacher as the manager of the instructional process is important for the teacher to arrange the mechanics of the presentation and also plans to make the Teaching Aids meaningful to the students.


   The research conducted by some educationist and their findings has revealed that Teaching Aids are under-utilized and not even used at all in many of our secondary schools today. Research revealed that, some schools there is an under-utilized of these instructional material, while others indicated that under – utilized and non-utilization of Teaching Aids was not as a result of such Teaching Aids because most of the schools studies were reported to be well equipped. But under – utilization was due to lack of electricity among others.


Oguntimileyin, (2011), also carried out a research to identify the major problems facing the used media instruction in secondary schools. He examined the effort have failed in the past and made recommendation for improvement.  His finding center on the virtual lack of electricity, insufficient number of trained personnel in the used of media instruction and the inadequate of infrastructure needed for effective utilization of such equipment as radio, projector, computer, television etc. according to Iyawarun (2000), it is very important that teachers should be resourceful; the careful selection of Teaching Aids in social studies with the of qualitative teaching skill.


In term of textbooks, Akpofure (2012) explained that teachers should make sure that every need should be supplementary to the need of every class. It is also important that social studies /teachers use the right Teaching Aids at the appropriate time.

Importance of Teaching Aids in Teaching and Learning of Social Studies.

Teaching Aids are important as they provide detailed information they may not otherwise be known about how to put together. There are also Teaching Aids that are used in teaching and learning of social studies which provides creative ideas to assist in the learning process.

  
Teaching Aids also serves as channel between the teacher and the students in delivery the instruction. They may also serves as motivation in teaching and learning process.

Reason why Teaching Aids is necessary 

· They motivate learners in teaching and learning process

· They serve as the channel between the teachers and the students in delivery the instruction.

· It provides the teachers with interesting and compelling platform for conveying information.

· It assists teachers in overcoming physical difficulties that occurs during presentation of a giving topic.

· It is used to promote efficiency of education.  

· It helps in acquiring the quality of teaching and learning

· It helps students to remember what they are taught quickly

· It attracts every one attention in the class

· It creates effective communication between teacher and learner.

Theoretical Framework

Need For the Use of Teaching Aids
Aktakefi opined that Teaching Aids are needed to make the best use of information explosion and possibilities presented by technological development.

Teaching Aids according to Bello are varieties of equipment and materials that have instructional values that are simultaneously used with the teachers’ voice to facilitate learning.

Lewis and Hareland are of the view that the need for Teaching Aids came with extensive development since 1990. This is due to the social and economic change which made new demands on educational thinking and population shortage and need for greater efficiency.

In social studies which involve the creation of social awareness just like in other areas of instructions, Teaching Aids are needed due to the situation. It is prominent to note that, Teaching Aids are not teachers aids but learners. This is because they aid in the area of learning than teaching. However, the important fact to note is that, these materials do not or can’t not in themselves achieve the desired or attributed values. Rather, it depends on what the teacher makes out of them through their intelligent handling of the necessary materials in the domain of teaching and learning of social studies.

Edger, opined that Teaching Aids such as films, pictures, maps, charts and pictorials make learning and understanding more effective, saves time, and powers communication.

Types of Instructional Materials

Ogundemilade grouped these materials into types namely the temporary materials, pictures which do not have direct learning values.

Duyer and Yakius also divided the various materials into projected and non-projected materials. The non-projected materials are materials that do not require electric power and have infinite variety of shapes, sizes and colours easily procured and makeable enough to be patterned to suit the requirements of the subject.

Longford, says projected materials are those materials that need a source of light for their projections. These materials include the following: Tape records, overhead projectors, televisions, films e.t.c.

While the non-projected materials include chalkboard, flamed graphs, magnetic boards, models, specimens and mock-tips, photographs, pictorials, pamphlets and textbooks, plays, drama, posters, charts and real objects e.t.c.

Empirical Review

Learning and teaching is the concern of trained teachers Though learning is a complex process, it can however, be defined as a change in disposition, a relatively permanent change in behavior overtime and this is brought about by experience. Learning can occur as a result of newly acquired skill, knowledge, perception, facts, principles, new information at hand etc. (Adeyanju, 1997) Learning can be reinforced with Teaching Aids of different variety because they stimulate, motivate and as well as arrest learners’ attention for a while during the instruction process. Teaching Aids are learning aids and devices through which teaching and learning are done in schools. According to Akamobi, (1998) Teaching Aids are those materials used in classroom or workshops for instruction or demonstration purpose by students and teachers. Chauha (1973) saw them as actual equipment used as “hands on” process by learners in order to develop the degree of skills sought by the course of requirement. Examples of Teaching Aids including visual aids, audio aids, audio-visual aids, real object and many others.

The visual aids in form of wall charts illustrated pictorial materials, textbooks etc. thus audio Teaching Aids refer to those that make use of the sense of hearing only like the radio, audio tape recorder etc. an audio visual instructional material therefore is a combination of devices which appeals to the sense of both hearing and seeing such as television, motion pictures and computers. Definitions of instructional materials, we may gather that social studies as an area of education deals with instructional problems and solutions through the use of various visual, audio and audio-visual materials and equipment. Problem of inadequate preparation of teachers to carry out reading instruction (Bello, 1980). This inadequacy translates in poor reading performance in social studies and by implication other subject areas. Students in our various secondary schools equally lack the basic textbooks and other important materials that will support them in the learning of social studies at that level. Teaching social studies without relevant Teaching Aids leads to poor performance in other subjects.

Teaching Aids facilitate teaching and learning activities and consequently, the attainment of the lesson objectives.

However, this depends on the adequacy and appropriateness of materials so selected. This in effect, means that learning resources are not selected haphazardly (Jiya, 1993). Indeed Teaching Aids to be used should be carefully selected by the teachers. Brunner, (1961) in Mustapha (2005) also emphasized that oral reports require visual aids and improvisation. Improvisation is the art of providing the alternative or next to real thing when the real thing is not available or difficult to come by. It is therefore important that teachers of social studies use teaching aids or improvise to make learning easy, enjoyable and permanent.

They is therefore, great need for the teachers of social studies who want to be effective at their work to be able to use all available Teaching Aids as well as improvise where they are not readily available. The obvious facts remains that people remember those they have seen, touched and even played with. The primary task of teaching is to facilitate effective learning and understanding of the content materials (shoji, 2005). Teaching Aids which appeal to all learners’ understanding of the language phenomena should be encouraged for use in our schools.

Summary of Literature Review

In view of the above, teachers are being considered the most important contribution by using one Teaching Aids or another to enhance teaching and learning situation. A lot of research works have been done alone on educational resources center in school. Ilalokhom, (1999), carried out a research on the use of educational resources in post primary schools in Nigeria, he reported that chart board, slide etc. is left untouched in some schools and never go round schools. These are evidences of problems facing teaching of social studies in our junior secondary schools. Several authors have contributed to the important of instructional resources teaching. 

Gibsons, (2000) emphasized that teachers and students have a vital role to play in teaching and learning situation. Many researchers like Banih, Shormos Agum are also of the same opinion with Leonard (1999), that due to the importance of education, there is need selected and use adequate Teaching Aids and the teachers must be effective and have experience. Iyawarun, (1999), realizing that various form of Teaching Aids with degree of authority are needed in social studies. This leads to some question asked by Iyawarun which must be answered by the subject teachers. It is important that teacher should not rely on what the government could but should be resourceful and make it important that the social studies teachers should use the right Teaching Aids at appropriate time.

Research Design 

           For this research to be more meaning survey method was applied to get detailed information from teachers in some selected junior secondary school in Ilorin metropolis of Kwara State Questionnaire are distributed for the survey.
Population

           This includes student and teacher in junior secondary school, both male and female in Ilorin metropolis Local Government Area of Kwara State. Since it is almost impossible to study such a large number of schools, random sampling techniques is use to select schools for the study,

           The research randomly selected five (5) secondary schools for the study and the schools selected are:

1. Karumoh Secondary School
2. Dr. Abubakar Bukola Saraki Junior Secondary School
3. Government Day Secondary School Okelele
4. Government Secondary school Amule.

5. Government Secondary School Ilorin 
Sample and Sampling Techniques  

        The research employed the use of simple random, simple techniques, that is for fair representation of the population, the sample of this study is five (5) school, 10 respondents randomly selected in each school in employing random sampling, consideration was given to teacher / student which have knowledge about computer before.

Research instrument 

         The instrument chosen for the study is questionnaire. The research set question that are related to the study it is designed to get responses from the sampled population on the influence of Teaching Aids on student academic performance in social studies in some selected junior secondary school in Ilorin metropolis local government area Kwara state.
           The questionnaire will be based on two section ‘A’ and ‘B’.  
Validity of the instrument 
           For effectiveness of the study, the data of this study will be collected through questionnaire 50 copies of questionnaire will be distributed personally by the research to all respondents.

          After the questionnaires are filled, it would be all through to ascertain whether they are properly, filled or not. In all, the same numbers of questionnaire distributed are to be retrieved and use for the study.

Reliability of the Instrument 

A test is said to reliable when it measures consistently the phenomenon under consideration. Alonge (2011) defined reliability as a level of internal consistency or stability of measuring instrument over a period time. In the same opinion, Hassan (2015) also noted that reliability is an indication of the degree of stability or consistency of an instrument.

 Reliability is the consistency, accuracy, stability, and trustworthiness of a measuring instrument or scores obtained. That is how far that the same test would give the same result, if it would be done again by the same student at different occasion or with different set of equipment items under the same condition (Oladele, 2007).




To establish the reliability of the instrument the test re-test method was adopted. The instrument is found reliable, if whatever it measures i.e. consistent under vary in no condition and at different times a person’s performance or trait.

Administration of the Instrument 




A total of 50 questionnaire items were distributed for the purpose of this work. The researcher and one of assistant will administer the questionnaire to the respondent. This will help to establish report with the respondents and able to explain items that may not be clear to them. The researcher will collect the questionnaire on the sport after the completion of the items. The responses of the respondents to the items on the questionnaire will form the basis data for this research
Data Analysis
The research will base the analysis on person correlation coefficient (r) for testing the hypothesis generated. Data collected were analyze through the use of table of frequency, means and simple percentage and the results of this analysis were used in making the decision of whether to accepts or reject the null hypothesis.          
The questionnaire will consist of section A and B, section A consist of the despondence demographic data while section B comprised of twelve (12) closed ended questions.  The format of responses is as follows:

ii. Disagree

The respondents are thereby expected to thick (√) the column that represent their opinion.

Pearson correlation coefficient ( ) was the static techniques used to test the hypothesis generated.
CHAPTER FOUR
RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

Introduction

Information gathered in this study was Teachers free response to the questionnaire. Teacher’s responses were subjected to statistical analysis using simple percentage method. 

The results were carried out in line with the research questions raised for the study.

Teaching Aids resources are support material used by the Teacher teaching in the class room to enhance learning process. Abdullahi (2010). This help the Teachers to make their lesson explicit more interesting and understanding to the students. In view of this 96% of the respondents emphasized that the use of Teaching Aids influence the academic performance of the student most especially in social studies courses while 4% of other respondents disagreed to the motion.    


In addition instructional resources are intended to stimulate, motivate and focus the learner attention during teaching and learning process to enhance constructive learning. 94% of the respondents claimed that suitable selection of teaching aids influence the learning with good understanding in a long time  while 6% of the respondents against the statement.  

Meanwhile 90% of the respondents proclaimed that relevant Teaching Aids serves as a means of communication between the teacher and the student while 10% of the respondents opposed the statement. In addition, the use of relevant Teaching Aids attracts the give rises to a more effective learning than lecturing with the support of 98% of the respondents while 2% of the respondents disagreed to the statement.  

Research Question Two: The use of Teaching Aids facilitate and enhance effective teaching and learning of social studies?

More so, relevant Teaching Aids boost teaching and learning of social studies by the view of 88% of the respondents while 12% of the respondents opposed to the assertion.

Furthermore, relevant and suitable learning materials enhance the student comprehension and assimilation and also effectiveness of the teacher. Teacher effectiveness in this study is conceptualize as a Teacher   using in variety resources to plan and present content and skill that enhance the opportunities for student to learn and attain the desired learning outcome. But contrary to other respondents by the view of 12% of the same respondents opposed the postulation.  

Additionally, majority of the respondents with the view that 90% asserted that the use of teaching aids influence both learner and educator during teaching and learning process in any given environment but 10% of the respondents have different opinion to the assertion.

Research Question Three: the use of model and specimen increase the knowledge and appreciation of subject contents

Discussion of Result

The impact of teaching aids on the student cannot be over emphasized due to the great significant effect it has on the student academic performance in their various course of studies.  

From the analysis in the table one above, respondents unanimously agreed that the use of teaching aids has great a positive influence towards the student academic performance most especially in social studies curriculum. 

The suitable relevant teaching aids during the teaching and learning process draw the student attention and interest toward the subject teaching the class. Meanwhile the student magnetization during the teaching and learning process influence the class room control and effective management by the teacher so as to be time conscious during the teaching and learning process.

Teaching Aids resources are support material used by the Teacher teaching in the class room to enhance learning process. Abdullahi (2010). This help the Teachers to make their lesson explicit more interesting and understanding to the students to the learners.

Furthermore, the use of teaching aids also has impact on the teacher skills and competency in their various fields. The teacher effectiveness cannot be measured without the significant impact of student academic achievement in the school. Academic achievement of student in school has contributed to the inspiration of teacher effectiveness in their various fields.

Teacher’s effectiveness as the ability of teacher to instill knowledge and skill on student as well as positive influencing the learner’s behaviors for a better living. Popoola, (2009). Ismaila (2009) cited that the link teachers effectiveness to the knowledge of subject matter expertise and resourcefulness the enhance student academic performance. 

More so, it is undisputed to the fact that without adequate resources during the teaching and learning process, it makes teaching and learning tedious and difficult to both learners and teacher. The availability of such resources enhances the teacher skill and competency which influence the student comprehension and apprehension in the class.  

Yusuf Ajidagba (2010) observed that Teaching Aid help teachers to teach conveniently and the learners to learn easily without any problem. He also asserted that teaching has direct contact with all sense organs.

Fadairo and Olorisade (2002) observed that teaching methods can be described as a standard procedure in the presentation of instructional material and content activities. Ajetunmosi (2008) identify that for a teacher to effectively sustain the attention and concentration of the students, he should know what to teach, content and how to teach them (method),

It is obviously shows that without the real object of teaching aids the improvisation takes significant effect during the teaching and learning process so as to enhance the effective teaching and learning activities in the class. Most of the respondents accede that improvisation play significant influence on the effective teaching and learning process in order to facilitate student comprehension and assimilation during the learning activities.   

According to Oke (2006) improvisation is the act of using alternative materials and resources locally available to facilitate the teaching whenever there is lack of shortage of specific first hand teaching aids or equipment. It is also means of substitute the real object in place of another.
CHAPTER FIVE

SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS

This chapter deals with Summary, Conclusion and Suggestions for Further Study.

Summary


This research work investigates the Effect of Teaching Aids on students’ performance in Social Studies in Secondary Schools in Ilorin West Local Government. The research design used for this study was a descriptive research design. The population used for the study was some selected junior secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government of Kwara state. While the sample consist of fifty (50) respondents in all selected five (5) schools. The research instrument used to collect data from the respondents was the questionnaire. The instrument was validated by the project supervisor while the reliability of the instrument was ascertained by using test-re-test method.
Conclusion


This study revealed the Effect of Teaching Aids on the student academic performance in social studies in secondary schools in Ilorin West local Government area of Kwara state. It is generally agreed that Teaching Aids and their usage have profound influence on student achievement. The research however finds out the Effect of Teaching Aids on Student performance of Social Studies in Ilorin west Local Government area of Kwara State. From the result of the analysis, it is therefore concluded that the selection of relevant Teaching Aids, availability and the ability of teachers to improvise all have significant relationship between teaching and learning of Social Studies. It is in this regard that the researcher draws the attention of the teachers, proprietors, principals as well as government to take priority in the provision of Teaching Aids since they boost both the student performance and as well as Teacher effectiveness.

Recommendations


Based on the findings, the following recommendations are made:

i. Government should increase fund for the entire educational sector with emphasis provision of adequate teaching aids for teachers, this will help to promote or improve the level of teachers’ performance in schools and also student performance in their various courses.

ii. It is recommended that the students should be made to realize that they can get themselves instructed even in the absence of the teachers with the use of teaching aids.

iii.  Teachers should be encouraged to utilize Teaching Aids in their teaching and learning process because it goes a long way to enhance the process and enable teachers to perform their duties effectively, and efficiently. 

iv. School should organize workshops/seminars in order to upgrade or improve teachers skill on the effectiveness of teaching and the adequate use of Teaching Aids

Suggestion for further study

There is still a great deal that could be done on the Effect of Teaching Aids on the student performance in social studies in secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government.

The researcher opined that other researchers should  widen the scope of their study by covering more schools in Kwara state particularly in Ilorin metropolis so that school will be acquired with the effect of teaching aids in teacher effectiveness and student academic achievement.
