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ABSTRACT

The study was to examine parental background and pupils’ academic performance in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. The sampled population consisted of 200 junior secondary two (2) Pupils from twenty selected schools out of the twenty nine (29) government schools in Ilorin West. Data were collected using researcher constructed questionnaire. Data collected were arranged in tables and analyzed using Pearson Product Moment Correlation (PPMC) and simple percentage to answer the research questions. Survey method was used to collect necessary background data from the student. Findings show that parental socio-economic background and parental attitude influence pupils’ academic performance and not family size or family type. It was recommended that parents should act as teachers and supporters to their children. Also, government should provide employment opportunities, and teachers should refer children with learning difficulties to counselors.
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CHAPTER ONE

INTRODUCTION

Background to the Study 


It is an undebatable fact that the home is the fulcrum around which the early years of a child revolves. The central figures are the parents. While childbearing and child-rearing cannot be divorced one from the other, the type of childrearing practiced in a family has a tremendous impact on the entire life of the child including his or her academic life. Generally, the social climate or environment in which an individual finds him or her self to a large extent determines his or her behaviour and personality development. Consequently, parental guidance and discipline usually influence the behaviour of the children and at the apex of this parental influence is the mother.

According to Olayinka and Omoegun (2016), the word "family" has its origin in the Latin word which could be translated to mean "domestic group". A domestic group is a group of people who habitually share a common dwelling and common food supply. According to Murdoch (2015), family is a social group characterized by common residence, economic, cooperation and reproduction; it includes adults of both sexes, at least two of who maintains a socially approved sexual relationship and one more children, own or adopted by the sexually cohabiting adult. The family provides for the physical maintenance of the child, offers him his first and most continuing social contracts, and gives him affection and other emotional satisfaction including quality education that will last for a life time, teaches him most of social requirement of his behaviour and often put him in contract with other specializing institutions. Omoegun (2015), while writing on adolescent behaviour claimed that aggressive teenagers invariably came from unstable and conflict ridden home in which fights and argument were very common occurrences. In the history of the growth of the family, prior to the mid 1980s, family guidelines took the form of philosophical speculations.

The parental level of income has a great influence on pupil‘s psychological, emotional, social and economic state. In the view of Ajila and Olutola (2017), the parent level of income affects the individual pupils’ learning desire since parents are the first socializing agents in an individual‘s life. The school is responsible for the experiences that make up the individual‘s life during school periods, yet parents and individual‘s experiences at home play tremendous roles in building the personality of the child and making the child what he/she is (Uwaifo, 2018).

Home background plays major role in pupil‘s life. Outside of the school, its the most important influence on pupils learning and include factors such as socioeconomic status, two parents versus single-parent -households, divorce, parenting practice and aspirations, maternal characteristics, family size and neighbourhood (Majoribanks, 2016). The environment at home is a primary socialization agent and influences a child‘s interest in school and aspirations for the future (Bali, 2018).  A pupil‘s parental background can be seen as an agent that aid in the construction of pupils attitudes and school achievement. Martin (2019) posited that many studies have shown that there is a relationship between family background characteristics and pupils’ achievement. 

In Nigerian context, Sharman (2014) contended that home background exerts a significant influence on pupils’ educational aspirations, which in turn influence the school-to-work transition. In other words, when parent have high expectations, youths have high occupational aspirations. Sjogren (2016) emphasized that youths from poorly educated parents are sensitive to economic incentives since they are to a great extent attracted to occupations with high wages and high return in education. 

A recent wave of literature has established an important link between the socio-economic status of a family and the learning environment available to children. It is widely believed that the social and economic status of parents can contribute significantly to pupils success at educational institutes. Families from the low socio-economic status group are less likely to have economic resources or time available to provide necessary academic support to their children. Existing literature in this field suggests that the children’s initial reading capability is largely associated with the home literacy surroundings, the number of books owned and parent suffering (Barbarin & Aikens, 2015). However, parents from the low socioeconomic status groups may be powerless to meet the expense of resources such as books, computers, or tutors to produce this helpful literacy environment (Orr, 2018). 

Education has to do with the development of individual potentials or the development of intellect and character, it is to develop or reform an individual's sense of responsibility thereby making him a better man. Education is described as the best investment that one can ever make as educated children will be able to have good jobs, meaningful life for them as well as increase the National Productivity. The National Policy on Education (2018) refers to education as an instrument par excellence for effecting National development. It is also a dynamic instrument of change. Ukeje (2019), referred to education as "one of the most powerful instruments ever invented by modern civilization". Education prepares one for life and it is a process of accumulating knowledge for future use. On the other hand, academic performance describes the maximum level of performance which a child or an individual can reach or attain in school academic activities if given every necessary support and opportunities by parents as well as the school authorities and teachers.
Parents with higher socio-economic status are in a better position to improve the academic activities of their children as compared to parents with low socio-economic status (Cowen, 2019). However, some times the educational performance of these pupils is more questionable and controversial because the children do not follow their parent' training and do not get a good career. In addition, children with high socioeconomic status are more at risk of depletion, grade and math problems than children from low-status families (Agboola & Tsai, 2017). Studies also highlight the fact that enrollment rates in schools from low-income groups are significantly lower than the children coming from families with higher socioeconomic status (Pallardi, 2016). Moreover, the dropout rates are higher for pupils from low-income groups as compared to the high-income families in secondary education (Center for National Education Statistics, 2018). This leads us to believe that the pupils from poor families are less likely to complete their primary and secondary education even if they get enrolled in the schools. The social and economic status of parents, therefore, is a key factor to determine the academic performance of the pupils. It is from this background that this study seeks to determine the Influence of family variable on the academic performance of primary school pupils in Ilorin West LGA., Kwara State.

Statement of the Problem

As noted by some researchers, Academic Performance difficulties of primary school pupils have been a recurring concern for the stakeholders in the Nigerian educational sector and world at large, for various reasons, including the assumption that an improvement in achievement implies a high secondary graduation rate (Alexander, 2010; Tinto, 2018), and schools need to improve their pupils achievement standard because of the pressure by accreditation agencies, the requirements of prospective employers, and competition with other schools (Nonis & Wright, 2018). 

If education is a weapon of liberation from ignorance, poverty and diseases, then the education of the child means giving the child the potential to improve himself. And the educational standard will in no small way improve the child’s worth; hence the child would be able to play his or her own role in the building of his or her nation. The need to improve on the educational standard by all means stems from the fact that education will not only develop the personality of the individual in full but will equally prepare him to take specific jobs which will change his or her environment. Due to the vital role education plays in nation building, many people are concerned about the quality of education given to the child. For instance, the National Policy on Education lays much emphasis on qualitative education for the development of a strong and virile nation. For this dream to be realized, many factors have to be considered, one of which is the home environment and family background of the child.

Many researches on the influence of family background on the academic performance of Pupils have been conducted in most advanced countries like Europe, America and Italy. In order to be able to correlate with these former researches, there is the need to investigate the relationship between parents’ socio-economic status which is one of the variables and academic performance in primary school in our own environment. Hence, the need to survey how the socio-economic status of parents affects their children’s academic performance in Primary school and possibly aid in finding solution to children's poor academic performance in Primary school and help in the improvement of the quality of education.
Purpose of the Study          

The purpose of the study is to investigate the influence of family variables on the academic performance of primary school pupils in Ilorin West LGA, Kwara State 
Specifically, the study sought to find out; 

i. The influence of parental occupational status on pupils academic performance.

ii. The influence of parental income status on pupils academic performance.

iii. The influence of parental socio-class status on pupils academic performance.

iv. The influence of parental educational status on pupils academic performance.
Research Questions      

In order to carry-out this study, the following research questions were raised; 

1.
What are the influence of parental occupational status on academic performance of pupils in primary schools?

2.
What are the influence of parental level of income on the academic performance of pupils in primary schools?

3.
What are the influence of parental socio-class status on academic performance of pupils in primary schools?

4.
What are the influence of parental educational status on academic performance of pupils in primary schools?

Research Hypotheses

The following hypotheses were formulated and to be tested in the course of this research;

Ho1:
There is no significant influence of parental occupational status on academic performance of pupils in primary schools.

Ho2:
There is no significant influence parental income status on academic performance of pupils in primary schools.

Ho3:
There is no significant influence of parental socio-class status on academic performance of pupils in primary schools.

Ho4: 
There is no significant influence of parental educational status on academic performance of pupils in primary schools.

Significance of the Study

It is believed that the findings of this study will be of great benefit to primary school administrators, policy makers, teachers, educational practitioners, parents, and pupils. It is hoped that the findings of this research work would provide school administrators and parents with the understanding of factors that affect pupils’ Academic Performance in schools, and how to develop strategies and techniques for intervention, to maximize pupils’ academic success in specific subjects in primary schools.

It is also hope that the findings of the study and the subsequent recommendations provided, would help to encourage parents and guardians on the need to provide necessary support towards their wards/children educational needs.

The findings of this study will contribute to the debate on parental attitude and their effects on children’s adolescents, and young adult’s Academic Performance. It is believed that the findings of the current study will also help to build on and extend knowledge on parental attitude research works, and fill a gap in empirical study. 
Scope of the Study 

The study would examine the influence of socio-economic status of parent on academic performance of primary school pupils.  The study would be limited to senior primary schools in Ilorin West L.G.A., only senior primary school 1 & 2 would participate in the study. Ten (10) primary schools would be selected randomly.   

Definition of Terms and Variables
Socio-economic Status: refers to the hierarchical position a family occupy in the socio order of a particular community e.g. upper, middle and lower class status.

Level of Income: refers to the total earning spendable of a particular family.

Educational Status: Refers to the level of literacy and education attainment of a particular family.

Academic Performance: This is a measure of the pupils grades obtained from examinations or in tests conducted by the teachers or examining bodies to establish pupils achievement. It reflects the level of pupils understanding of the concept learned, irrespective of the school factors.

Learning: This is a process of acquiring knowledge among senior primary school pupils, which involves the acquisition of skill, experience, and attitude capable of modifying the behaviour of the learner. 

Parental Involvement: This refers to the level of aspiration and motivation given by parent or guardians towards their children academic engagement.  

Influence: refers to the resultant effect of parental socio-status on their children school performance.

Conceptual Review

Concept of Academic Performance

Academic performance according to the Cambridge University Reporter (2018) is frequently defined in terms of exams of performance. Academic Performance refers to what the pupils has learned or what skills the pupils has learned and is usually measured though assessments like standard test, performance assessments and portfolio assessments (Santrock, 2016). The description assessments information will usually be translated through grading system such as Grade Point Average (GPA) and course grade. 

Edbule, (2014) defined academic performance as the level of performance in a particular field of study, which highest score indicate better achievement and lower scores reveals poor achievement. Bandura, (2017) found that Academic Performance consistently relates to positive identify structures, which encompass self-esteem, self-efficacy and motivation. According to Elliot and Dweck (2015), Academic Performance is the individual or self-defining complete performance in the domains of school, sport and work. In line with this context Zimmerman, (2018) defined Academic Performance as self-regulated learning, including excellence in sports, arts, culture, behaviour, confidence and communication skills, and how learners control their emotion, feelings and actions in order to achieve academically. 

Academic performance which is measured by the examination results is one of the major goals of a school. Hoyle (2016) argued that schools are established with the aim of imparting knowledge and skills to those who go through them and behind all this is the idea of enhancing good academic performance. Academic performance is the outcome of education the extent to which a pupils, teacher or institution has achieved their educational goals. 

Parental Socio-Economic Status and Pupils Academic Performance
The literature on the relationship between academic performance and its determinants is evolving gradually. Singh & Singh (2014) analyzed the effects of parents 'social status and family environment on pupils' learning habits and educational performance. Uwaifo (2018) analyzed the impact of parents' socioeconomic status on pupils performance in some Nigerian children and found that parents' financial status and education improved the ability of their children toward school performance. In addition, Farooq (2019) analyzed the factors that affect pupils' quality of education. The purpose of this study was to analyze the impact of social status, parental status, and career on pupils achievement quality. 

Ali. (2018) analyzed the impact of parents 'education and socioeconomic status on college pupils' academic performance. Kainuwa& Yusuf (2018) explained the role of socioeconomic background in the self-concept and educational success of Nigerian youth and proved the impact of pupils' socio-economic background on the self-conceptual and educational performance of high school pupils in Anamba, Nigeria. In this study, economic and social background, pupils' self-concept and school performance were used as variables to evaluate the school performance of pupils. 

Balami (2015) studied the relationship between socioeconomic background and academic performance of public middle school pupils through a pre-learning strategy. Memon et al. (2010) analyzed the influence of parents' socioeconomic status on the performance of Karachi college pupils. The purpose of this study was to make recommendations based on the results of improving the educational environment. Livaditis (2018) analyze pupils' status and academic performance and examined the impact of pupils' socio-economic background on school performance in Greece. Data were obtained from a sample of pupils enrolled in the University of Macedonia Economic and Social Studies for two consecutive academic years, 2018 and 1999. 

Bolliger & Wasilik (2015) explored some factors that influence pupils' performance in higher education institutions. Kapinga (2014) analyzed the impact of parents' socioeconomic status on the performance of secondary education in Tanzania. The purpose of this study was to evaluate the impact of parents' socioeconomic status on the performance of high school pupils. Munoz (2019) analyzed the impact of socioeconomic conditions on pupils' success in rural areas in the East. 

Osorio (2018) analyzed the impact of the social and educational background of Nigerian parents on the education of their children and provided parents with advice on how to overcome personal and financial challenges and how to support their children's education. Variables related to socioeconomic status, education level, and children's education were used in this study. Chandra (2018) studied the impact of Lucknow's socioeconomic status on the educational outcomes of high school pupils and found how the different types of pupils' social and economic conditions affect the children's educational outcomes. 

In previous literature, the performance of pupils at the level of schools has been evaluated in the context of different economic, social and environmental factors. This study contributes to the existing literature in two important dimensions; (i) we have evaluated the learning outcomes of the graduation level pupils (ii) more emphasis has been given to the factors relating to the parents of the pupils
Parental Educational Level and Pupils’ Academic Performance in Primary school
Ogunlade (2018) carried out a research in two urban centres in western Nigeria on the influence of parental educational status on the academic performance of their children in Primary school. Three hundred children of illiterate and semi-literate parents were selected from one urban centre and school certificate, ordinary level was the highest educational qualification of parents from this group.

Another three hundred children, this time of literate parents were selected from another urban centre and for this group, their parents’ educational qualification ranged between higher school certificate (HSC) and university degree. A one hundred item intelligence test was administered to the children and the performance of these two groups in Primary school test were compared and the findings were that children from highly educated parents performed better in the test than those from illiterate and semi-literate parents. The researcher equally noted that children from educated parents or educationally advantaged homes performed better and left school earlier than their counterparts from un-educated or educationally disadvantaged homes. The conclusion therefore was that parental educational level influenced their children’s educational attainment in Primary school. Also worthy of note is the study by Douglas and Ross (1964). In their study, they found out that parents with better educational achievement provide their children with pre-school education, the nursery school for instance and they also provide them with toys and other play school facilities. The study confirmed that those children whose parents gave them Primary school incentives in their study had high achievement scores in Primary school; hence parental educational level influenced the educational attainment of children in Primary school. Obemeata (2019) carried out a comparative study of the number of candidates from urban and rural areas who qualified for inclusion in the ‘short lists’ of three secondary grammar schools. The lists were compiled on the basis of performance in the council. Out of the seven hundred and twenty four (724) names prepared by the three secondary grammar schools, only twelve (12) 1.66% came from primary schools in the rural areas where the bulk of peasant farmers live. It may however be worthy of note to say here that it is the level of parental education among other factors that determine the kind of occupation they secure hence their income and social class. 

Lovell (2018) asserted that lack of environmental stimulation may cause dullness and this can affect most academic subjects such as Primary school. Educated parents, he went on to say try the much they can, to create harmony between the home and school and thus discourage backwardness. Good and Brophy (2017) said that the educational level of parents is probably the most important family effect towards appropriate cognitive development in Primary school as a field of study. 

Socio-Economic Status of Parents and Academic Performance of Pupils in Primary school
Socio-economic background or status refers to a person’s position in a given group, society or culture as determined by wealth, occupation, education and social class. Vernon (2015) said that children, whose mental development was handicapped by poor socio-economic, cultural and linguistic environment, by defective education and family instability, show this to a greater extent in some abstract non-verbal abilities than they do in actual educational achievement. Halsal (2018) while reviewing the studies that were carried out by the international association for the evaluation of educational achievement in Primary school found that the correlation that existed between the children’s academic performance and their parents’ socio-economic status was lower than that between the children’s Academic Performance and their family size. 

Copel (2014) asserted that the higher a child’s socio-economic status, the higher his educational aspiration and accomplishment. Children from high parental socio-economic status obtained better grades in school than those from low socioeconomic status and they tend to pursue higher education above primary school level. Russell (2017) said that children whose parents are rich also have both physical and psychological needs like every other child, which when provided, contribute positively to their Academic Performance in Primary school. These needs include good food, a study, a conducive atmosphere at home, a play ground and good educational aids like radio, newspapers, television and magazines in the home. A child who has the above can perform well in school, but a child who is unfortunate not to have them because of the poor status of his parents both economically and otherwise stands the risk of relatively poor performance in school. This is so, because many children grow up in large families with very low income and are beset by multiple, interrelated and interacting disadvantages which have detrimental effect on the level of their academic attainment.

Theoretical Framework 

Social Cognitive Performance Theory (SCPT) 

Social Cognitive performance Theory (SCPT) developed by Lent, Brown and Hackett (1994, 1996). The theory believed that; persons, behaviour and environment were identified as key elements that influence academic progress of an individual. In the works of Betz (2002) and George (2016) it was also established how personal cognition might influence school achievement process. Ohiwerei and Nwosu (2019) identified the following external factors as key players in academic performance: Teachers’ Influence /Problem, Parental Pressure or Influence, Economic and Political Condition of the Country, Peer Groups’ Pressure or Influence, Adequate Vocational Choice Information and Subject Studies/Combination. Turner and Lapan, (2002) identified family and friends; while Mcwhirter, Hackett and Bandalos (2018) identified that parents influenced children’s educational plan and since this research intends to examine the influence of parental socio-economic status on academic performance of primary school pupils, the theory would be adopted. 

Turner, Steward and Lapan (2019) identified encouragement from parents and influence of people surrounding an individual, as some of the factors that can affect career interest (Chang, 2005; Davis, 2019; Margolis, 2018; and Boland, 2019; and Liu, 2010).The predominant overall effect of the above was simply stated by Adeleke, Adeoye and Salami (2017) when they observed that “Many would-be stars in a particular field have been turned to become professionals in other fields where they could not excel, as a result of parental pressures or peer manipulations. Whatever influencers at work, instilling academic interest in individuals, go a long way to boost school performance of such individuals”.

The theory of planned behaviour (TPB) extends the TRA by incorporating perceived behavioural control as an additional variable in the model (Ajzen, 2019). Perceived behavioural control captures the extent to which individuals believe they have the ability to perform a particular behaviour and have information about the existence of factors that may facilitate or impede the performance of that behaviour (Ajzen, 1991). A small number of researchers have used the TPB to explore career choices from an accounting perspective (e.g., Allen, 2019, Cohen and Hanno, 1993, and Tan and Laswad, 2019) as reported by Byme, Willis and Burke (2017). From the position of the literature, factors that facilitate performance can be classified into four broad areas: 

i. 
Personality,

ii. 
Society,

iii. 
School, and

iv. 
Socio – economic factors

Personality Factors: Regardless of the level–type of intelligence of an individual; aptitude plays strong roles in their performance in any given subject of activities they pursue, both in and out of school (Renninger, 2018; Schiefele, 1999). Positive attitude towards task, increase one’s performance; choosing not to do the activity will decrease performance (Meece, Wigfield, and Eccles, 2018). According to Ruble and Martins (2018) children who develop more positive competence-related beliefs and values for activities they believe are appropriate for their gender tend to seek more engagement of such activities in the future. 

According to Chauhan (2019) the principle of law of effect is that learning is strengthened when accompanied by pleasant or satisfying feeling, but that learning is weakened when associated with no reinforcement and proper support from the family/parent. 

Society: The entrenched societal values and perception could best be appreciated as shown in her educational policy. In the National Policy of Education in Nigeria, pupils must offer a vocational subject in addition to the list of basic/core subjects offered, which is the sixth core subject (NPE, 2018). The societal demand from the pupils could negatively or positively contribute to pupils academic success, since the culture and norms of the society has strong influence on the school as an agent of social change. 

School Environmental: School as an agent of education, can influence pupils’ academic performance/achievement in so many ways. The environment determines the characteristics or level of association a pupils could form with his/her peers. The school environment function effectively to established the relationship between pupils and his/her peers. For instance school that are not fenced could give room for series of deviant behaviours among pupils, they could go out of the school at their will and such contribute to their unseriousness which could negatively affect their academic work.     

Socio–Economic Variables: Parental educational and occupational status and critical life event can spur a transformative learning experience that may shape a career development and life direction of children (Fisher and Griggs, 1994). From the work of Ohiwerei and Nwosu (2019) external factors were considered as having a kind of role to play in one’s academic performance. Empirical Review
Kolade (2016) conducted a study of gifted children in relation to their personality traits, level of adjustment and Academic Performance and found that socioeconomic status, father’s occupation, education of parents, size of family, ordinal position, health status were significantly related to Academic Performance. Adjustment was positively correlated with Academic Performance in case of boys. 

The economic status of parents, their education and reading habits are linked to each other. Moreover, parental education and reading habits have a significant influence on their kid's motivation towards learning. A study of American school children postulates that only 36% of parents from the lowest-income quintile read books daily, while the comparable figure from the highest-income quintile is 62% parents who read books every day (Cooley, 2018).
Lawal (2017) studied relationship between locus of control, anxiety, personality traits, level of aspiration and Academic Performance of primary school pupils, with the objective to assess the magnitude and direction of relationship of locus of control, anxiety, personality traits, level of aspiration with Academic Performance. He considered a sample of 150 pupils of average intelligence, drawn from a population of 1100 pupils of SS II class, and found that locus of control, anxiety, level of aspiration correlated negatively with Academic Performance; socio economic status had significant positive correlation with Academic Performance; while boys were high achievers, more internally controlled and less anxious than girls. 

Deji (2017) studied the educational aspiration and Academic Performance of primary school pupils with the objective to examining the influence of family factors on the Academic Performance of adolescents. Considering a sample of 180 senior primary school pupils through stratified random sampling technique, he found that the Academic Performance of pupils was influenced in proportion to their parental encouragement; there was no effect of socio economic status on the Academic Performance of the pupils, but Academic Performance of urban pupils was influenced by the socio economic status of family; and Academic Performance was also influenced by their family environment. 

Taiwo (2017) studied achievement motivation and its correlates of high school pupils with the objective to find out the relationship between Academic Performance and achievement motivation. Taking a sample of 145 SS I grade pupils, selected through random sampling technique, the study revealed that urban science boys were generally better adjusted; achievement motivation of boys and girls was highly correlated with intelligence and achievement. Among the other correlates of achievement motivation, Academic Performance was proved to be the most dominant factor. 

Kolade (2017) studied the interrelationship between creativity, intelligence and Academic Performance of SSI pupils, and found that relationship between creativity and intelligence was low but positive; Academic Performance commonly influenced the correlation between creativity and intelligence; relationship between creativity and intelligence was non linear; low positive relationship existed between creativity and Academic Performance; creativity commonly influenced the correlation between Academic Performance and intelligence; the relationship between intelligence and Academic Performance was linear. 

Bookman (2016) studied academic adjustment in relation to scholastic achievement of primary school pupils by taking a sample of 145 senior primary school pupils. He found that academic adjustment was significantly related to the scholastic performance; the scholastic performance and locality were unrelated; there was no difference among the subjects from urban, semi-urban and rural localities with regard to scholastic performance. Basant (2017) studied parental beliefs about education and child’s development, and its relationship with school performance. His objective was to study the difference in academic performance of pupils in relation to gender, intelligence and culture. Considering a sample of 120 pupils selected through random sampling technique, he found that there were differences in the academic performances of pupils, as well as in their scores in language, science, and social science with respect to culture; but not genders. 
Suneetha (2017) studied age and gender differences as factors affecting Academic Performance and revealed that gender was the more important variable than intelligence quotient in deciding high academic performance, girls were among top ranking pupils; girls were better in interaction and concentration while boys were better than girls in language, reasoning and drilling dimension. 
Appraisal of Related Literature Reviewed 
In this chapter, the researcher tried to appraise some empirical studies carried out by renowned scholars that are related to this study. The reviewed literature facilitated this study and also helped the researcher to see what others have done so that the techniques previously used can equally be adopted or possibly improved upon. Various studies carried out on the influence of parents’ level of education and their socio-economic status on the academic performance of their children in Primary school show that the factors significantly influence of the children’s academic performance. There is need therefore for all hands to be on deck, especially the parents, head of primary schools, teachers, education planners and policy makers towards building the educational life of these primary school pupils. 

The review of related studies has revealed and adds to a growing body of the literature about the influence of home background on academic performance. This chapter has discussed concept of home background, concept of academic performance refers to the level of performance of a pupils in a particular field of study, which higher score indicate better performance and lower scores reveals poor performance. Evidences from empirical studies indicate that there is relationship between home background and academic performance. 

And finally, the researcher explained the gap that was not attended to the previous researchers, in an attempt to upgrade the decision and current methods, and techniques that can enhance pupil‘s academic performance in schools. 

CHAPTER THREE

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY


In the chapter the methods and procedures that would be adopted in carrying out this research work are presented these shall be discussed under the following sub-headings.

Research Design: 
The study is a descriptive research of the survey method. According to Daramola (2016), descriptive research is a systematic attempt described characteristic of a given population or area of interest factually. It involves large sample to ensure meaningful description and required empirical evidence through data gathering processes and hypothesis testing. In this study attempt would be made to examine the influence of family variable on the academic performance of primary school pupils in Iloin West LGA, Kwara State.
Population of the Study  

The population of this study comprises of the entire 3,789 pupils in eight (8) primary schools in Ilorin West L.G.A. According to Kwara State Teaching Service Commission (KWATESCOM), (2020) School Survey.  The target population of this study will be all primary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State.

Sample and Sampling Techniques

Stratified random sampling technique will be used to select ten (10) out of the entire primary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. Random sampling technique would be used to select twenty (20) pupils from each of the ten (10) primary schools selected for the study. In all a total of two hundred (200) pupils would made up the sample subject of the study.

Instrument for Data Collection 

The research would made use of a well structured questionnaire to elicit relevant information from the sample respondents. The instrument is tagged Influence of Family Variable on the Academic Performance of Primary School Pupils questionnaire (IFVAPPSPQ).

The questionnaire will consists of two sections (A and B) section ‘A’ seek for personal information of respondents such as sex, age, and some background information etc. while section ‘B’ would contain the items statement on the effect of parental socio-economic status on pupils academic performance

Validity of the Instrument 


To ensure the validity of the instrument for this study the draft copy of the questionnaire would be evaluated and validated by the researcher’s supervisor and other experts in the department and a test construction expert for their comments, amendment and suggestions. Their opinions, amendments and suggestions were in-corporated into the final draft of the instrument, to ensure both face and content validity of the instrument.
Reliability of the Instrument   


To determine the reliability of the instruments, the questionnaire was subjected to test-retest method. The instrument was administered on twenty (20) pupils of Government owned primary school in Ilorin West L.G.A. Kwara State that are outside the study area but has the same educational characteristics. 


Pearson Product Moment Correlation Coefficient was used to determine the reliability coefficient of the instrument and a reliability coefficient of 0.96 was found which was considered high enough for the study. 

Administration of the Instrument  

The instrument for the study was administered personally by the researcher on the respondents in the selected primary schools. The researcher will seek for permission from the appropriate authorities within the sample schools before the administration. All completed questionnaire will be collected and collated for data analysis.
Method of Data Analysis  
Descriptive statistics of frequencies and simple percentage was used to analyze the demographic data of the respondents and to answer research questions. All hypotheses were tested with the use of chi-square statistical tool at 0.05 level of significance.            

CHAPTER FOUR

DATA ANALYSIS AND PRESENTATION  


This chapter presents the collation, analysis and interpretations of data collected from the administered questionnaire, the result were illustrated as follows.
Result Presentation 


Demographic characteristics of respondents. This aspect deals with the description of demographic data of respondents through the use of descriptive statistic of frequency and percentage.

Facts in table 4 revealed that 130 respondents representing 65% agreed that Parents with higher socio-economic status enroll their children early in school, as against 65 respondents representing 32.5% who disagreed and 5(2.5%) respondents were undecided. Item 2 revealed that 80 respondents representing 40.0% agreed as against 120 respondents representing 60% who disagreed. Meaning that parental socio-economic status has significant influence on their children school performance as majority disagreed. Item 3 showed that 140 respondents representing 70.0% agreed, while 58(29.0%) respondents disagreed and 2(1.0%) were undecided. 93 respondents representing 46.5% agreed with item 4 as against 102(51.0%) respondents who disagreed and 5(2.5%) respondents who were undecided. 

This showed that respondents agree that parental socio-economic indices contribute to pupils to learning in schools. This implies that socio-economic status of parents influence pupils academic disposition to primary school to a high extent.

Research Question Two: What are the influence of parental level of income on the academic performance of pupils in primary schools?

Table 5 revealed that 110 respondents representing 55.0% agreed on the item that some parents are not educated this is affecting the child learning in primary school. as against 70 respondents representing 35.0% who disagreed with the item and 20 representing 10.0% are undecided. Item 2 revealed that 80 respondents representing 40.0% agreed that Children from highly educated parents enjoy adequate teaching and learning facilities, as against 120 respondents representing 60% who disagreed with the Item. This implies that some parents are not care much about their children’s education and most times they do their homework themselves, as majority disagreed. Item 3 showed that 110 respondents representing 55.0% agreed to the statement while 87(43.5%) respondents disagreed and 3(1.5%) were undecided. 109 respondents representing 54.5% agreed to item 4 as against 81(40.5%) respondents who disagreed and 10(5.0%) respondents who were undecided. 116 respondents representing 58.0% agreed to item 5 as against 80 respondents representing 40.0% who disagreed and 2(1.0%) respondents who were undecided. 

On the overall, table 5 revealed that each of the items present in the table has highest percentage of agreement with exception of item 2 that majority respondents disagreed. This means that respondents unanimously agreed to all other items on the table. This implies that parental level of income has significant influence on pupilsacademic performance..

Research Question Three: What are the influence of parental socio-class status on academic performance of pupilsin primary schools?

In table 6, item 1 revealed that 120 respondents representing 60.0% agreed that some parents only ensure that they pay school fees but don’t care to know how the child is facing in school, as against 80 respondents representing 40.0% that disagreed. Item 2 revealed that 100 respondents representing 50.0% agreed to the statement as against 95 respondents representing 47.5% who disagreed, and 5(2.5%) were undecided. This implies that majority of respondent agreed that the parental socio-class status determines the performance of pupils in primary schools. Item 3 showed that 145 respondents representing 72.5% agreed while, 55(27.5%) respondents disagreed with the statement. Also 121 respondents representing 60.5% agreed to item 4 as against 79(39.5%) respondents disagreed. 110 respondents representing 55% agreed to item 5 as against 80 respondents representing 40.0% who disagreed, 10(5.0%) were undecided.
Research Question Four: What are the influence of parental educational status on academic performance of pupilsin primary schools?

Table 7, item 1 revealed that 150 respondents representing 75% agreed as against 50 respondents representing 25.0% who disagreed. Item 2 revealed that 175 respondents representing 87.5% agreed as against 25 respondents representing 12.5% who disagreed. Item 3 showed that 169 respondents representing 84.5% agreed while 31(15.5%) respondents disagreed. 159 respondents representing 79.5% agreed to item 4 as against 40(20.0%) respondents who disagreed, 1(0.5) were undecided. On the whole table 7 revealed each of the items had high percentage of agreement which means that respondents unanimously agreed with all the items on the table. This implies that nature of job and time spent on job determines the attitude of parents to their children school activities/work. Thus, it can be deduce from the analysis that parental educational status influence the performance of pupilsin primary schools. 

Testing of Hypotheses


Four hypotheses were formulated in the course of this research work. All the hypotheses were tested at 0.05 level of significance.
Research Hypothesis One (H01)

Ho1:
There is no significant influence ofparental occupational status on academic performance of pupilsin primary schools.

From the table, the result showed that the calculated X2-value of 2.84 obtained is greater than the critical X2-value of 1.96 with the degree of freedom 198 and at 0.05 level of significance. Thus, the null hypothesis was rejected. This implies that there is a significant influence of parental occupational status on academic performance of pupilsin lower schools. The result shows that the occupational status of parents can adversely affects schooling and education of their children.     
Research Hypothesis Two (Ho2)

The result in this table showed that the calculated chi square value (3.64) obtained is greater than the critical X2-value (1.96) with the degree of freedom of 198 at 0.05 level of significance therefore, the null hypothesis (Ho2) was rejected. This shows that there is a significant influence of parental income status and academic performance of pupils in primary schools.

Research Hypothesis Three (Ho3)

The result in table 11 above shows that the calculated X2-value of (3.02) obtained is greater than the critical X2-value (1.96) with the degree of freedom of 198 and level of significance of 0.05. Therefore, the hypothesis (Ho4) is hereby rejected which implies that there is a significant influence of parental educational status on academic performance of pupils in primary schools.

Discussion of Findings


The result in table 4, 5, 6, & 7 shows that parents socio-economic status exert great influence on their children academic performance in primary school in senior primary schools. All the variables tested on the influence of parental socio-economic status to pupils Academic Performance in primary school such as parental educational status, socio-class status and occupational status in the research questions was accepted to have some influence on pupils’ academic disposition to primary school, results indicated that the strongly agree and agree responses respectively of total sampled was not quite high. 
Result was supported by earlier studies (Yoloye, 2014; Okoye, 2017; Odebunmi, 2018 and Morakinyo, 2016) that low social economic status can adversely affect the attitude of parent towards education of their children. However, the moderately favourable and not so unfavourable attitude found in the study throws light on the fact that growing awareness regarding literacy and education around the country has significantly affected all section of the society including pupils and academic disposition to primary school.             


In table 8 the result of the data analyzed revealed that parental occupational status has no significant influence on their children academic disposition to primary school. This findings was supported by the view of Arbuckle &Markmon (2018) in a survey study of relationship between parental occupational status and a child’s school success using direct observation, the study indicated that high level of parental involvement enhance their children school progress. The finding however contradicts with an earlier finding which demonstrated that greater parental occupational status was associated with poorer performance (Kegan & Moss, 2017, Morow & Witson, 2018). 

In table 9 the result shows that the chi square calculated value is less than the critical t-value. This implies that parent socio-class status has no significant influence on their children school performance. Result also indicated that the class status of the parents has significant influence on the pupils’ academic performance in primary school. This finding is supported by the findings of Mackinnan & Nwachukwu (2016) who stated that parental socio class status has no correlation with the pupils’ academic performance. The finding is also in line with the view of some researchers that find in strong relationship between the gender of parent or guardian and their ward or children academic endeavour (Ryan 2016, Lews & Morrow 2018). The researcher have reported effect sizes ranging from positive to negative to no significance difference between parental gender as correlate to their children academic performance.    

Table 10 shows that, there is significant difference between parental educational qualification and pupils’ academic performance in primary school, thus the acceptance of the null hypothesis (H03). This finding is in line with Odebumi (2018) and Okoye (2014) who found that parents’ educational qualification has no significant influence on the pupils’s performance in primary school. The result however, is in contrast with Emejulu, (2016) and Nwachukwu (2017) whose studies showed no significant difference between the academic performance of pupils and parents educational attainment.              

The analysis done in table 11 also shows that the hypothesis (Ho4) was rejected which implies that there is significant influence of parental income status on the academic performance of pupils in primary school on their occupational status. Findings corroborates the view of Ikechukwu (2019) and Essien (2017) who found that parents’ occupational status had significant influence on their children academic performance in school.

CHAPTER FIVE

SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATION 


This chapter presents the summary of the whole findings, the conclusion drawn based on the analysis and findings of the research work and recommendations based in the conclusion as well as suggestions for further studies.

Summary

The research work was a survey on the Influence of family variable on the academic performance of primary school pupils in Ilorin West LGA., Kwara State. The study was guided through four research questions and four hypotheses. A sample of two hundred (200) pupils was randomly selected across ten (10) primary schools within the sampled area. 

A researcher designed structured questionnaire was used to gathered relevant data from the sample population while the information collected was analyzed and discussed in line with the relevant literature of the work. The findings of the study revealed that parental attitude has significant influence on the pupils’ academic performance in primary school. Conclusion and recommendations were drawn based on the findings for further studies. 

Thus, the findings reveal that;
· There is a significant influence of parental occupational status and academic performance of pupils in primary schools.

· There is a significant influence of parental income status and academic performance of pupils in primary schools.

· There is a significant influence of parental socio-class status and academic performance of pupils in primary schools.

· There is a significant influence of parental educational status and academic performance of pupils in primary schools.

Conclusion


Conclusively, knowledge possession through education by people has been strongly associated with social class status in all societies. Consequently, education is an instrument for social mobility, social well-being, economic development, good behavior and attitude of any society.  The implications of social status to knowledge distribution are to create conditions for injustice in the distribution. There is the tendency by which those who enjoy higher social status in society will enjoy more opportunities to education of the right type and quality, while those at the lower status will unjustifiably lacked educational access or where it exists will not be of the right type and quality. So, parents should leverage with their child’s, child’s teachers and school environments in order to have better academic performance and achievements of their child’s which lead to the positive socio-economic development of their society. 

It is quite obvious that this research work has served as an important tool and eye opener on a lot of problems of Academic Performance of pupils arising from parental occupational status, socio-class status, level of income, and educational attainment. If the government should take serious measures on the recommendations given so far by providing child protective services through government agency which protect and laid emphases on children at risk, and then there would be some solutions to the incessant failure of pupils in academic performance in school due to the effect of parental influence. 
Recommendations


Based on the findings and conclusion drawn from this research work, the following recommendations were made;

1. Parents should change their attitude toward the children education and negotiate attitude which manifest parental involvement, parents need to be more concerned about their children by providing their academic needs and give the needed moral support.
2. Parents should act as teachers and create a home environment that promotes learning and reinforce what is being taught at school and develop the life skills.
3. Parents should contribute their knowledge and skills to the school, enriching the curriculum, and provide service and support to pupils.          
4. Parents should continue to get involved in their children’s academic progress by monitoring their activities in and out of school. Ensuring that home work is done, providing all necessary materials they need in school and meeting with their teachers when the need arises.
5. Understanding how pupils learn in the classroom could serve as the key factor for promoting associative and predictive that exists between parental academic successes among pupils.
6. Adequate and sufficient attention should be given to learner’s self-concept and self-esteem as it could affect how pupils learns in school.
Suggestions for Further Studies


Based on the outcome of this research work and the recommendations provided, future research work could be conducted on the following.

· Similar studies could be carried out in other states of the federation with different cultures to ascertain whether the same result will be obtained.

· The impact of socio-economic status of pupils on their academic performance in Accounting in primary schools.
