The Nigeria polities in both first and second republic account for political instability that leaves with us till today and the implication for this is frequent military intervention in Nigeria political life and political socialization of military.
During the fourth republic in Nigeria (14) main parties has participated and form in the political of Nigeria-all the following parties were informed to dissolve the first republic parties of Nigeria i.e. 1963 the fourth republic parties as follow i.e. (A D) (A P C) (PDP) (NDP) (NP) (DPA) (PPA) (PRP) (PSP(UNPP) (FD) (NPN) (UPN) (NPP) (GNPP) and (PRP) (CPN) (JP) (MMN) were know is second republic parties. The political struggles among the parties become so intense that generated a lot of tension.
Finally the unhealthy competition among the lead to the collapse of the second republic and as well account of the coup defect of thirty first crisis implications in Nigeria
Statement of the Problem
The problem of political crisis has persisted in this country sine independence. In the first and second republic political parties were formed in line with tribal sentiment and the political parties then were tribalism and regional bases which resulted to political crisis.

CHAPTER TWO

According to Paul, (1979) Political Crisis is a condition which involves disagreement which could be direct or indirect, threatening physical injuries or damages to person or properties. It involves the illegitimate use of arms resulting or intending to result in death, injury, restrain or intimidation of person, the destruction or seizure of property.
He went on to warn that this must not be mis-conceptualized as the same as institutionalized political opposition in parliament and party competition.

The international encyclopedia of social service, volume "3" page 510 defines crisis as a turning point in an unfolding sequences of events and actions.
Political crisis can exist between two more different political parties and within a platform of a political party in a country Nigeria that is to say intra-party crisis where by within a political party. There may exist factions of party which occurs as a result of internal crisis.
In real sense political crisis could be defined as a situation resulting from an intern sure agitation or competition between two or more group or state of the society. Conflicts resulting from different in opinion can also be termed as political crisis.

In fact isolationalism was regarded as a ice or abomination, politics, according to Robert Dahl is any persistent pattern of human interaction that involves to a significant extent, power rules or authority that is according to Aristotle, that the essence of human existence is politics, and two or more persons interacting with one another are invariably involved in political relationship. Therefore, people interact with one another since few people prefer an isolated existence. The fact
is that, politics have no settle meaning. To some political thinkers, it can be described as a game and dress because it involved strategic schemes and more to outwit and subdue the opponent. Therefore, the inevitability of social interaction breathed opponent. Therefore, the inevitability of social interaction, breathed both concord and its harmony among participants. In the course of interaction among men, they often agree and disagree when they disagree, the outcome become one of three options.

Hence, Kaplan and Lasswell defined politics as a science that deals with the shaping, distribution and exercise of power where somebody action is under the power and influence of others, that is, when A's action affect of the behavior of B then B is under the power of influence of A' the unequal relationship, power among groups in the society constitute the central theme of politics. In the view of Adrian left which his definition is that politics consists of all activities of cooperation and conflict, with and between societies, whereby the human species goes about obtaining, using production and distributing, using production and reproduction of its social and biological life. The above definition simply means that it is inherent trade in the society, which tends to bring people together in the making of decision; it is an aspect of life that involved at every level and in every sphere with how resources are used, produced organized, distributed and redistributed, and by whom and with what consequences "politics is therefore a defining characteristics of all human groups, and always been'.
People can be involved in politics through many ways, either by participating in the activities of a particular party, or by showing special interest or sympathy to a course politics, which fundamental to the ideology of democracy and politics, which express equality and majority rules. Aristotle did say that man is a political animal. By this expression, he meant the sociability of man as a human being.
The social contract theorists (Thomas Hobbes, John Lock and Jeans Rousseau) postulated that the group of individuals, in society implies the existence of a compact in which such individual tacitly surrender their absolute right to an agency known as government, which can exist only on the concept of the people.
For the smooth functioning of virtually all politics systems in the modern era, the presence of political parties is germane Depending on the political system, they share resemblance. It is to be noted that whether we are talking to totalitarian regimes where party are is the constitutional norms or plural democracies where the existence of two or more parties is the terms of providing the mechanism for government change as well as their mobilization and value alteration potentialities have long been recognition. According to Olukotun, other functions of political parties in any politics apart from those mentioned above are listed below:
a) Recruitment of candidate for public officer
b) Serving as linkage between the state and the people
c) Acting as a vehicle of mass mobilization and providing programmatic alternative to those in power and thereby ensuring their accountability to the electorate.
d) Acting as agencies of natural integration since they often cut across primordial, sectional and religious interests and
e) Serving as an intellectual resources bank for generating and collating ideas about national development.
Majority rule according to General Ibrahim Badamasi Babagida concrete expression to what is vaguely referred to as public opinion, which ideology of democracy is conterminous parties made it possible for "liberal democratic system to work and it also from the mean of political recruitment, representation participation and communication".
Since politics is centered around power, parties go beyond the idea of their supporters, an gaining political power to consider the 

suggestions of other group and individual in the society. In the views of French sociology, GusterLebon, political parties are individual differing greatly as to their education, their profession and class in society to which they beyond, and with common beliefs as the connecting link "Zik held that political party is an organization of voted, freely and voluntary formed for the attainment of common ends. There is however an irresistible tendency to control the rains of a government, and in doing so, there is concentration of power in the hands of few people, who are willing and have time and ability to practice those acts by means by which the executive control is obtained and exercised.
Accordingly, Zik outlined the objective of political parties interracial. 
Dissemination of political propaganda and doctrine of the party accomplished through the press, pupils, radio films and other organs and media for the explanation of public opinion.
Political parties are especially vigorous in period preceding election. 
1. Formulation of positive policies which finds expression in party plan forms or manifestoes and other official pronouncement of party leaders.
2. Nomination of candidates for public offices and pledging of vote of the party for its candidates.
3. Conducting of election campaigns and persuading the electorates that the policies which its candidates represents are preferable to those rivals and
4. Control, after elections of the policy for running organs of government so as to materialize the principals embodies in the party platform.
Politics in Nigeria stated during the colonial period, but took the form regional and ethic agitation of interests, pursued through various sectional parties.



The Concept of Political Instability
Dudley describes political stability as a condition where there is congruence between the constitutive and regulative rules, of the system such that changes within the action set, can be made to follow from and conform with the regulative rule of the system congruence is more likely to be achieved where the rules have automatic evolved and less likely where they have nor, and instability is then the converse of stability and it indicative of in congruence.
In fact, the stability of any polity upon the relationship among the level of political participation, political institutionalizatilon and ideological fixation or attachment, the level of political participation will determine the amount of stability in the polity.
Aristotle and Plato, in their contribution to the concept of stability see it as a state where their own. Both the leaders and the led must be loyal to the state with the constitution possessing administrative capacity. It is to this state with the constitution possessing administrative capacity. It is to this and that must nation that have achieved through dedicated leaders with vibrant word views.
Political stability is an ideal situation where good governance can and should be built. According to the Bishop Mathew Kukah "political stability is a pre-condition for national development, cohesion and integration. It is therefore a desirable component of life.
Political instability on the other hand has been viewed by some analysis from the intrinsic quality of absence of a sizeable middle-class which might meditate conflict presumed to exist between the governing groups and the absence of a political formula of week legitimacy of government, or of the lack of organized, articulate group and low level of literacy. T. O. Johnson, instability can be described as changes within a society which do not conform to, or proceed from the rules society. It is thus one form of the different modalities of change and social change.
Therefore, political instability is necessary condition in policy and to that extent inescapable in the creation of political order political instability could also result from inconsistence ideology which results from quest for power and ethnicities. New states of the world are victims of political instability and this could be seen as a phenomenon arising from the conflict between civic ties and more primary, primordial ties of lineage, blood or language which seems to lead to the embellishment of a centralized authority over any territorial area, political instability results from rapid changes in the society and lack of institutions to accommodate the changes.
This argument to buttress the instability in Nigeria is a consequence of power base from the North to the South through the May 29, 1999 handing over from the Military to Civilian government. The failure to meet the condition of change that came about through socialization and increase in political participation resulted in political instability in Nigeria.
In fact all society in Nigeria is weak political culture due to incessant military intervention. Therefore, the political class has not truly developed viable ideologies which are a pre- condition for stable polity. According to Johnson, "in a politically instable country" Such as Nigeria courtesy of military intervention where the institution evolution is unbalanced the civil and military bureau created to be developed more than political parties.
In another development, Bishop Kukah has identified political instability as something that has corrosive affiant on National development, stunts integration, frighten inventors and disrupts the national equilibrium. This aptly derided the ideological fluidity which results to political instability in aborted third republic.
Though, political stability is inconceivable because stability does not mean absence of any from opposition and political protests. This type of stability is moderate when there is a mechanism or institution to contain it.
The fact is that countries with low political culture like Nigeria are marked by political instability. In conclusion, political crisis resulted to political instability.

The fourth republic - 1999 following the death of military ruler of Nigeria General Sani Abacha in 1998, political parties were formed (PDP, APP, AD) and elections were set for April 1999. In the widely monitored 1999 election, former Military ruler Olusegun Obasanjo was elected on the PDP platform and was sworn -in on the 29" of May, the same year.
In that controversial presidential election on 215 April 2007, Late Umaru Musa Yar'adua of the PDP was elected as president.
Following the death of Umaru Yar'adua on 5th May 2010, Goodluck Jonathan became the third president (interim) and later won the election the following year which was largely accredited as free and fairer election than all the previous elections of the 4'' republic.

A spirit of co-operation among Nigerian elites seems scuttled as blistering
critique of Mr. Jonathan is leaked by former president.
On December 2, 2013, former president Obasanjo sent a letter to the current president Goodluck Jonathan cataloging the shortcomings of the later's administration.
Eighteen pages in length. It is a thorough indictment of the Jonathan administration cataloging shortcomings ranging from security, corruption to the president's leadership of the ruling Peoples' Democratic Party.
Altogether, Mr. Obasanjo's letter is a familiar critique of Nigerian governance under Jonathan. It is perhaps more bluntly stated than is usual in public among Nigeria's establishment.
Though ostensibly private, the letter soon appeared in the media, and it look though it was Obasanjo's intention that it should eventually become public.
In a letter dated DEC. 20 that appeared in the media on DEC 22, Mr. JONATHAN replied. While Jonathan said he would not provide a point by point response, his reply is lengthy and detailed. His bottom line "...you have done me grave in justice with your public letters in which you wrongfully accused me of deceit, deception, dishonestly, incompetence, clannishness, divisiveness, and insincerity amongst others ills"
The two letters, read together constitute a debate on the state of Nigeria.
There are very few points of agreement between the two men- Jonathan flatly denies some of Obasanjo's most pointed accusations, e.g. that the sitting president has develop "a security watch list" with a thousand names on it.
Jonathan notes that Obasanjo's claim that almost $50 billion in oil revenue is unaccounted for is "spurious" and based on a letter from the government of the Central Bank of Nigeria Lamido Sanusi that (per Jonathan)its author now says is "miss construed"
Jonathan also claims that many of Nigeria's problems began before he entered office. He dates Boko Haram from 2002 and the first major kidnapping for ransom in 2006. Jonathan lists what he sees as his security achievement in the north east the re-organization of the security forces a "carrot and stick" approach to Boko Haram that leaves the door open for negotiation, and even the establishment of numerous new universities in the north to address the education deficit.
As for the troubles within the ruling Peoples Democratic Party. Jonathan says they are largely the result of run-up to the 2015 elections, and that they have been fomented by politicians pursing their own agendas including Obasanjo.
A point-by point analysis of those letters, with their accusation and refutation is far beyond a blood post.
In the short term, it is dear that the break between Obasanjo and Jonathan is profound. It is also evident that the superficial unit among Nigerians hither tocompeting but also co-operating elites is gone.
The political structure of post 1999, when civilian government was constituted, will need to be rebuilt. That will be a challenge.
According to the Nigerian press, the new, big opposition party, the All progressive congress (APC, is putting out feeders to Obasanjo, In response nobel laureate Wole Soyinka of a "Shir wreck Ahead"
Professor Soyinka quotes Lagos State power broker and a leader of the APC, Bola Tinubu, as saying that the APC had resolved to rescue Nigeria, and appeared to the mission: "were resolved and determined to rescue Nigeria we want you as Navigator".
Soyinka long a bitter critic Obasanjo and the Nigerian political establishment, added "if (Tinubu) Attribution is correct may large you as an urgent to begin the stock pilling of life-belts for the guaranteed crash. Don't forget to alert the Coast Guard- ECOWAS (Economic Community of West African States) AU (African Union) UNO (united Nations Organization) etc to be on the alert for possible salvage operations".
Reasons for crises in some parties in Nigeria
The word "Crisis" has no meaning to some Nigerian politicians like I ate Bola Ige, M.K.O. Abiola and Alhaji Abubakar Rimi. When reference is made 10 the fourth republic this is because they did not believe that this fourth republic did actually exist not to talk of its being collapse to these people. The Military coup of December 1983 was eminent in view of the high rate of corruption, ineptitude and misuse of power by the NPN administration in Nigeria.
Many observers and commentators readily spread that the 197) Nigerian constitution is one of the best legacies of the Muritala/Obasanjo regime.
The constitution has a good number of provisions that take care of the peculiar needs and situation of Nigeria. For instance it provides for Federal Government, Multi-Party System and Separation of Power to check and prevent
domination or oppression of one over the others.
However what is the problem with Nigeria is the practitioner of party for
Example Awosika (1074:85) opined that party politicos is poisonous.
In the same vein, Taiwo (2013) said that: In country where there is a wide spread of victimization and tribalism it is not likely that the proper sanative government will succeed.
Because democracy is word which grumbles meaningless in empty believe (page. 65).
Succinctly put the poor are not likely to be contented with political democracy but have their interest in economic democracy therefore it is the masses that ensure the successes of democracy.
The situation during the Second Republic was extremely bad especially at the second quarter of 1983 when electoral violence subverted the democratic process. Without Munising words the cause of collapse can be explained using the Marxist Leninist argument that tribalism and religion which manifest regime are responsible for the collapse or fall of this republic.
More also, the failure of the second republic can be attributed to several factors, some structural and others behavioural.
The structural character of the Nigeria large state creates too large states and much large depend on the state for almost all the good things of modern life. The born for the 1970s made the stale even large more lucrative and dominate. Consequently, the Nigeria state remained the largest source for accumulation modernization and progress. As diamond puts it power replaced effort as the basic for social reward.
The consequences of the large and over bloated Nigeria state for the political competition in the second republic were obvious. First, politics and political competition became a do or die matter.
A zero sun game, a warfare, where principles and rule were set aside and all form of illegalities and corruption became common place.
In the circumstance, personality clashes intolerance violence and virulent attach characterized political competition. Secondly, intra-party and inter-party conflict became common place, expulsion, factionalization, conflict in the orientation to the ruling power and decamping. Third, corruption was massive. With impart license fraud. Scandals embezzlement Over-invoicing and contract nation. Fourth, the 1983 election were characterized by incumbency manipulation of state agencies, rigging, irregularities and alterations, announcement of fake result, repressions of the opposition and imposition of the ruling party on the nation.
The net results were several. First, politics and political competition became too desperate and intolerant and violence pervaded the political process.
This coupled with high level of repression and manipulation of state agencies and corruption created a general state of exasperation and disillusionment among Nigerians. Corruption depleted the nation economic resources and the level of achievement of the governments. The 1983 election was the culmination which reflective to our expulsion, totally eroded the legitimately, and credibility of peaceful change.
There were other problems. The president was weak and unable to control his officials. Corruption and mismanagement therefore went on unabated capability and competence to manage the economy was either absent or was under mined by corruption. Consequently economy crisis took its toll on the nation
The general performance of the governments apart from a few states such as Lagos and Kano was dismal. The behaviour of legislators and politicians were too sell-seeking. The governments acted more likely military dictators and could not be controlled legislators were either too subservient or compromised. In the circumstance, accountability and responsibility of political leaders were weak. Other factors responsible for the collapse of the second republic include.
The Implication for the Collapse of Some Parties in Nigeria and Crisis on Nigeria Development
After electing Goodluck Jonathan as President of Federal Republic of Nigeria, one of the problems faced by Nigeria as a country is that we heard what we never heard before which is Bokoharam, that it had claimed a lot of lives of Nigerians and destroyed so many properties. lately, His Excellency Goodluck Jonathan introduces Six Years Tenure to the notional Assembly which is rejected by National Assembly.
Another problem faced by our political party is the issue of PDP National Chairman Alhaji Bamanga Tukur when some governors wanted President Jonathan to sack him as National Chairman of PDP and President Jonathan rejected the idea that, among the Governors who moves the motion. Five of them decamped from PDP to another political partie and some Senators and House of Representatives with State House of Assembly decamped to APC. The states involved are Adamawa, Kwara, Rives, Sokoto and Kano. Furthermore, the National chairman of PDP Alhaji Bamanga Tukur resigned after a lot of crisis that happened in PDP and the president appointed anther National Chairman from Bauchi Alhaji Hamad Adamu Muhazu. Anther Problem faced by PDP is the merger of three strong opposition parties into one (i.e ACN, CPC & ANPP) to from APC, which hence forth posed a strong challenge for PDP 10 tackle come 2015 general election. A question that remains unanswered is if according to timetable released by the Independent National Electoral Commission that Presidential Election must come up before other elections. what if the PDP is not able to win the Presidential Election, what hope does other state Governors, Senators and Federal representative have in the hands of the electoral body which is controlled and funded by presidency that lose the election.
Also, not to forget the pressure from the south-south geo-political zone of le country threatening to breathe out of the Federal Republic if the incumbent president is not returned elected in 2015 general election.
The implication of political crisis on Nigeria development during the fourth republic under review
Economic implication: During the period under review, when Nigeria political activities were characterized by the economic activities was paralyzed during the period of the political crisis.
The performance of most of the government of the fourth republic was small. Both at the centre and states, there was a decline of infrastructures and social services and inability to meet obligations to workers and contractors corruption, scandal and incompetence pervaded all the governments. The obassen do administration economic policies and management of the economy was disastrous.
By 1999, the economic was not only in ruins. Inflation, austerity, scarcity of essential commodities, unemployment, retrenchment, crippling of industries and economic hardship now characterized the economic.
Looking of economic implication many people lost their assets. The destruction of the social infrastructures
Religious Implication: It is also very vital to enumerate religious implication in Nigeria during the political crisis in Fourth Republic. However, religious this involves shared belief and practice which have a unifying effect in a social group. It untied people morally which in turn contribute to the development of polities.
This is a forum in discussing the damage dome by the maitsine uprising also led to the spread of the uprising in other state of the federation The idea of worshipping Allah (God) to the people of Kano, Maiduguri and some North Nigeria contributed to the tensions this made the people of Kano to react violently at this point in that time. At the initial the Federal Government refused, intervene due to the fact that they do a paraded view with the Kano state government. In the fourth republic the judicial panels were set up to investigate and give the solution to the religious crisis that erupted in both Kano and fongola state.
Political Implication: The structural character of the Nigeria large state creates to large stakes and much large dependence on the state for almost all the good things of modern life. The oil boom of the 1970's made the state even large, more lucrative and dominant. Consequently, the Nigeria state remained the largest source for accumulation modernization and progress. Access to and control of government therefore was the main source of material progress as Diamond puts i.e "power has replaced effort as the basis for social reward. The sequences of the large and bloated Nigeria state for the political competition the fourth republic were obvious.
First zero sum game, a warfare were principles and corruption became common place in the circumstance, personality classes, intolerance, violence d inter-party conflicts become common place, with expulsion. factionalisation, conflicts in the orientation to the ruling power and scandals embezzlement, over invoicing and contracts inflation fourth, the 1983 elections corruption. Consequently, economic crisis took its toll on the nation. The general performance of the government apart from a few states such as Lagos and Kano was dismal. The behaviour of legislators and politicians were too self seeking. The government acted more like military dictators and could not be controlled.

Recommendations
Now that the cause of collapse of the second republic has been identified. It suffices to suggest and recommend the following points that may help the nation politically.

Secondly, all clauses which expressly prohibit the measure of power by the military entrenched in the Nigeria constitution.

Again, there could be rotational presidency introduced into Nigeria politics to reduce electoral contest of winning at all cost and more so to reduce all short of financial burden inflicted on party founder and leader to be. It is better for Nigeria to remain a multi-party nation, for the fact of its heterogeneity of socio-political, geographical and cultural differences.

Lastly, there is need to wage war against corruption within our political parties across the nation and officers caught of any act of embezzlement and corrupt enrichment should be brought to book and punishment openly inflicted without option of fine.
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
