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ABSTRACT
This study was aimed at investigating the influence of parenting styles on social adjustment of senior Primary school pupils in Ilorin West L.G.A, Ilorin West L.G.A, Kwara State Nigeria. Ex-post facto research design was employed to collect the requisite data. The study was carried out on a sample of 368 senior Primary school pupils 2018/2019 session, drawn from 9,197 SSII pupils of ten (10) selected senior Primary schools, using stratified sampling technique. Parenting Style Questionnaire (P.S.Q) was used to assess the three (3) parenting styles. While Modified Social Adjustment Scale (M.S.A.S) was used to assess the social adjustment level of the pupils. Three (3) hypotheses were formulated and tested in the study. the results of data analysis using One-way Analysis of Variance (ANOVA) and t-test indicate that parenting styles (Democratic Autocratic and Permissive) have significant influence on social adjustment of senior Primary school pupils. While parents' education and gender have no significant influence on social adjustment of senior Primary school pupils. It is therefore recommended that parents should apply the democratic style of parenting which emphasizes the development of a cordial relationship with children. This could be done by treating them with high sense of responsibility, listening and responding positively to their demands and complains.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study
	Education is considered to be not only a means of improving one's own life but also that of others around one. There lies the importance of wholesome education in Childs life. In today's multicultural world, example Nigeria with more than one hundred cultures, education necessitates adjustment. Children with different abilities, different skills, and different parental level of education and different cultures, get educated together, providing them an opportunity to hone their adjustment skills thus acting as a training ground for the rest of their lives. During school life, a child has to learn to co-exist and co-operate with other pupils and teachers of different religious, different cultures, different opinions and different outlook towards, life. The pupils need healthy and purposeful relationship with parents and important others for their wholesome social adjustment. Some parents do not program their day to day activities which allow for enough time to interact with their children. In recent time, most fathers and mothers are out there struggling for money under the current hard economic condition, and hardly create time to interact with their sons and daughters. This has a deleterious effect on positive social development of the children. In the children development process, the quality of interaction he has with parents and other adult matters a great deal. The child needs stimulating interaction with parent on a daily basis for proper social adjustment. Denga (1983) asserts that there is a highincidence of juvenile delinquency among children of polygamous families because the father tends to remove himself socially from mother-child unit to avoid being accused of partiality. His attention and quality of interaction with his children become strained. The children in that circumstance will grow to be socially maladjusted because of lack of involvement and attention by the parent. Denga, (1988) later on observed that if an adolescent grows up under good parenting, he will likely develop a congruent personality and a healthy social adjustment.
Child-rearing practices are socializing processes in any social group that have tremendous influence on the individual Childs moral judgment and social adjustment. In social climates that are conducive, affectionate, cordial lovely, and peaceful, children from such a home develop moral judgment quickly and behave morally in the process of their development. Danasabe as cited in Mustafa, (2018), States that there is an increase of behavioural problem among youths such as delinquency or youth hooligan otherwise referred to as "Yan daba" in northern Nigeria. It is a display of kinds of behaivour which are in disharmony with the established pattern and expectations of the schools and which constitute a deterrent to the youth progress, academic achievement, social adjustments and general development. This conduct is disturbing to others, interferes with the normal procedures of schools, the society and result in being nuisance to the society. Onyejiaku as cited in Obeh (2019) explains his finding of the causes of immoral behaviour among the Nigerian children. He states that most children who manifest deviant and anti-social behaviour come from bad homes where relationships are strained; there is no parental care and affection. Hefurther states that there is hatred abuses and disrespect for one another or each other and overtly display criminal tendencies, children in such homes and society witness incessant squabbles, physical confrontations, violence and social norms and values receive little or no attention. All these problems might be because of ignorance of the parents or their low level of education which made them ill-equipped in training of their children for proper emotional and social development. But Obeh, (2019) on his own view states that adults in Nigeria society must be aware of the fact that where mutual interest and understanding exist, where husband and wife are positively and peacefully related and where children receive high standards of training by modeling and imitation, there is likelihood that the society shall be free from insecurity and rancor. He further explains that, If the children who are "leaders of tomorrow" imbibe good moral standards right from home and the teachers are morally models for them to imitate and model their behaviour after them, it will be difficult for them to deviate from those moral standards over-night and therefore such children are going to experience less difficulty in social adjustment at home and at school. Adedipe as cited in Akiboh (2019) discovered similar problem in Nigeria situation where he says that the family in the current situation in Nigeria is becoming increasingly obsolete with some of its essential and traditional functions under attack because it is characterized by the stability of unlimited extramarital activities, increase in single parenthood and downgrading of the parenting roles. And all these aforementioned factors affect the moral and social development of young children.
Parents are in position to provide the child's first social setting in which mutual

liking; love and affection are nurtured either between the child and themselves or other relations. The child development of trust, self confidence and personal expression is dependent on the prevailing air of social interaction and the level of emotional stability in the home. Children require home where there are warmth, attention and helping bahaviour for optimum social development. Every child whose home environment allow for the development of trust and self confidence is the one who will trust teachers and the peers (Isangedighi, 2007). Children nurtured under parents who are hostile and quarrelsome will normally need additional and special attention at school, if they have to cope with social and intellectual demands of school life (Isangedighi, 2007). There are a lot of researches on influence of home on other behaviours and general performance of children in schools, but less, is been done on influence of parenting styles and parents education on social adjustment of Primary school pupils in Ilorin West L.G.A, Ilorin West L.G.A, Kwara State, Nigeria. Therefore there is need for the above research topic.
Statement of the Problem
      Earlier researches posited that the influence of the home upon a child develops in him certain attitudes that are helped or hindered by his experiences in the school and that parents are responsible for the emotional and social adjustment of very young children. Parents and school people or teachers share the responsibility for the behaviour habits of the older child and adolescents. But, nowadays, most of thepositive attitudes taught by the parents at roles. And all these aforementioned factors affect the moral and social development of young children.
In the area of adjustment it's history of is as old as human race and the process starts from birth and terminate at death (Onyejiaku, 1991). Adjustment is a house hold word, and life is a continuous process of adjustment. In other words in life, one is either eating, drinking, sleeping, resting, seeking affection from parent or loved ones, striving to achieve social approach, working hard to satisfy an economic need, striving for independence or exerting effort to meet another private need, (Denga, 2018). According to Denga, there are needs that one tries to meet. Unmet needs create tension, and make one restless, aggressive, uncooperative, impudent, delinquent, un socialized, compulsive, potentially cranky and repulsive. These traits constitute maladjustment. An individual who is struggling to meet his needs according to Denga (2018) is striving towards adjustment.
   More so Adjustment is a dynamic concept and applies to everyone. Adjustment as a goal is a state which one strives to be effective or contented. That being the case one could be adjusted to his friends, love relationships; job, school and oneself (Bernard, 2017). Social adjustment therefore has many components such as ability to interact with others, ability to participate in social activities as well as conforming with social norm, values and disciplines.
home are hindered by some experience gathered by children in school and outside home. Therefore, these experiences gathered give rise to increase in children's difficulty in school and social adjustment. Parental educational level is an important predictor of children's educational and behavioural outcomes (Dubow, Boxer, & Huesman, 2019: Davis-Kean, 2015, Dearing, Macartney, & Taylor, 2017; Duncan, Brooks-Gunn, & Klevanov, 2014; Haveman and Wolfe, 2015, Nagin & Tremblay, 2012; Smith, Brooks-Gunn, &'Klebanov, 2017). Also on the parents" education, its measure usually designates whether or not the youth or pupils parents attended Primary schools or higher level of education.
   The pupils enrolled in Senior Primary classes are experiencing the last part of their period of "storm and stress" of adolescent (Mukherjee, 2017) a very critical stage of their lives. During this period, they keep vacillating between being children and being adult. Though adjustment is major concern at all life stages, it becomes especially critical at the stage of late adolescence. Being a phase of rapid growth and development, adjustment problems generally are at their peak during this period. Most adolescent pupils experience adjustment difficulty in emotional, social and educational aspects of their lives. Adjusting to constant changes in their internal as well as external environment becomes a major challenge for the Pupils.
  The genetic make-up time and rate of late maturity vary for boys and girls especially during adolescence. Societal norms and perceptions are also different for boys and girls resulting in significant differences in level of social adjustments ofboys and girls (Jain & Jandu, 2018; Mikuliner, 2004; Mythili et al 2004; Hampel & Petermann, 2016; Kuruvilla, 2016; Shalu & Audichya, 2016; Raju & Rahmatulla, 2017; Jaikumar and Mathumanickam, 2012). Family interactions and relationships between family members play a pivotal role in the adjustment issues of adolescents (Jaikumar & Mathumanickam, 2012; Werner et al 2003; Rowchowdhary & Basu, 2018; Dratar, 2017; Conger et al, 2017; Scott &Scott, 1959; Varni, 2016; Srivastava, 1984). The type of schools and the medium of instruction also influence the adjustment level of the adolescent (Raju & Rahamatulla, 2007; Pradhan, 2012; Sharma & Gakkar 2011).
  In Primary schools system some pupils appear to be socially adjusted while others are not. Reports as reflected in Ekpo, (2017) and Balogun (2017) and those discovered by the researcher through physical visits and interview with some school discipline masters indicate serious manifestation of unhealthy or maladjusted behavior of adolescent pupils in institution of learning. Among the behavior commonly discovered and reported are unfriendliness, fighting among themselves and even with teachers, indiscipline conduct like assault, rape, destruction of school property, classroom disturbance, minor stealing, examination malpractice, and secret cult activities involving lost of lives. Most of the other problems centering adolescent pupils also include physical appearance, health and physical development, mark scored, relationship with members of their families, their teachers, their peer group members of both sexes and or family adjustment. This maladjustment may lead to absenteeism, truancy, low achievement and other unworthy habits of Pupils. (Subramanyam, 2016). The displays of these social maladaptive behaviours have become an issue of great concern to well meaning citizens of Ilorin West L.G.A, Kwara State including researchers. It seems over the years; very limited research has been done on social adjustment problem of adolescent pupils in senior Primary school in the state. This study was undertaken to find out the relationship between quality of parenting styles and parents education and the pupils social adjustment within the senior Primary schools environment in the state. Therefore, in a nutshell the problem of this research is to investigate the influence of parenting styles and parents education on social adjustment of Primary School pupils in Ilorin West L.G.A, Kwara State.
Purpose of the Study
The main purpose of this study was to investigate Influence of Parenting styles on social adjustment of Primary school pupils in Ilorin West Local Government Area, The researcher also examined the relative influence of the variable level of education, gender.
Objectives of the Study
The study is designed to achieve the following objectives:
1. To find out the influence of parenting styles (Autocratic, Democratic and  Permissive) on social adjustment of Pupils.
2. To investigate the influence of parents" education on social adjustment of Pupils.
3. To determine whether there is gender difference in the social adjustment of male and female Pupils.
Research Questions
The researcher puts forwards the following research questions;
1. To what extent do parenting styles (Autocratic, democratic and permissive) influence the social adjustment of Pupils?
2. Is there any difference in the parent's educational level on the social adjustment of primary school pupils in Ilorin West Local Government Area?
3. Is there any difference in the parents gender level on social adjustment of primary school pupils in Ilorin West Local Government Area?
Research Hypotheses
For the research to be successful and educationally accepted, the following hypotheses are going to be subjected to testing and statistically analyzed;
Ho1 There is no significant difference in the parents educational level on the social adjustment primary school pupils in Ilorin West Local Government Area.

Ho2 There is no significant difference in the parents gender level on social adjustment of primary school pupils in Ilorin West Local Government.
Ho3
There is no significant difference between the mean score of male and female pupils in social adjustment test.
Significance of the Study
There have been several researches conducted on influence of behavior on social relationship in and outside school environment. Sociologists, social psychologists and guidance counselors have carried out a lot of investigations on how human beings relate to one another, and how, parents use their knowledge (experiences and skills) in training their children (young one) to learn and relate well and the reasons and importance of such relationships.
Since parents/home is believed to be the first social contact of the child, it has
a very important functions towards enhancing the social behavior and general adjustment in and outside school. Parenting styles or parent-child interactions also appear to influence children's social problem - solving orientations by teaching children strategies for initiating interactions (Petit, 2012). But the extent of the influence of parenting styles and parents" education on pupils social adjustment is not clearly and specifically known. The finding of this research will help the parents, teachers and pupils to know clearly the extent of influence of parenting styles and parents education on social adjustment of Primary school pupils in Ilorin West L.G.A, Kwara State. The research findings will help the parents in knowing which type of parenting style influence social adjustment most and apply it in dealing with their children for better children social adjustment.
The research findings will help the teachers to choose the best leadership style (i.e the autocratic, democratic or permissive} and apply it in their classroom management so as to help pupils in their process of social adjustment.
The findings of this study help the pupils or children to bear with the type of parenting style use by their parents and adjust properly in their daily home and school
activities.
The recommendations that emerged from this study will also go a long way in helping the government to use teachers and school guidance counselors on minimizing Pupils" social adjustments problem in our senior Primary schools and society in general.
Scope of the Study
The study limited to influence of parenting styles on social adjustment of primary school pupils in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. The respondents were pupils of primary school in Ilorin West. Its using purposive sampling and random sampling technique. A total of 50 pupils participated in the study. Questionnaire type influence of parenting styles on social adjustment questionnaire (IPSSA) was used to gather data for the study. The variables introduced to this study are influence of parenting styles on social adjustment of primary school pupils in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State
Scope and Delimitation
The research focused specifically on influence of parenting styles and parents" education on social adjustment of senior Primary school Pupils. The study is limited to three (3) types of parenting styles usually practiced in Nigeria that is autocratic, democratic and permissive.
Parents" education judged by the highest educational qualification attained by the Pupils" parents is also focused here.
The study covered only the Primary school pupils in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State. The study covers the primary school pupils only because they are in their second year of study. They must have spent more than a year in their senior Primary education. They are familiar with the senior Primary school system. Their social adjustment can be easily studied and predicted without much difficulty.
The research is delimited to primary school pupils because, if the whole of the arms are to be used or covered, it will require more time, money and other resources. The study is also delimited to address four (4) variables. These are: Parenting styles (autocratic, democratic, & Permissive), parents education, social adjustment and gender difference.

Operational Definition of Terms
Autocratic Parenting: They are parents who are very strict in dealing with their children and they place high value on obedience and conformity.
Democratic Parenting: They are parents who are moderate in dealing with their children, they listen to their children's complains and consider their developing needs and capabilities.
High Educational Level: It is referring to having a higher educational qualification, that is Diploma and above.
Low Educational Level: It is referring to having no formal education, Adult Education, Primary Education, and Primary Education.
Parenting Styles: These refer to the different ways or methods parents use in bringing up their children
Parents Education: This refers to the knowledge or experiences and skills judged by the highest educational qualification acquired or attained by the parents of the Pupils.
Permissive Parenting: This is a form of parenting where by parents are not much care about their children's activities. They mostly allow their children to decide what to do for themselves.
Social Adjustment: This is considered as a person's ability to behave and interact with other individuals in an accepted way and achieve satisfaction.

LITERATURE REVIEW
This will presents already existing literatures relating to this study. The review will be done under the following sub-heading

Concept of Parenting Styles
  Parenting style refers to characteristics way parents train their children which is reflected in their relationship with the child or children and their attitudes towards issues concerning the children or their responsibilities to the children. For Vijila, Thomas and Ponnusamy, (2013) parenting style implies a psychological construct representing the standard strategies that parents use in their child rearing. Furthermore, Eriega, (2016) described parenting style as all the rearing practices implicated by the family as well as the maternal and paternal influences evolved so that the child can live a fulfilled life. For Akhtar, (2012) parenting style refers to the broad patterns of childrearing practices, values and behaviour that determines the power, relationship and expectation between parents and children. In this study, parenting style shall be defined as the predominant rearing pattern that parents adoptsin the training their children which involves the establishment of rules and enforcement of same. Baumrind in Eriega, (2016) identified different parenting styles, namely authoritarian, permissive authoritative, and neglectful parenting styles. Which are succinctly discussed below.
  Authoritarian Parenting Styles: Baumrind as cited in Mckay, (2016) sees authoritarian parenting style as a rigid and strict pattern of rearing children. Parents who practice authoritarian style of parenting have strict set of rules and regulations and require rigid obedience. If and when rules are not followed, strict punishment is most employed to enforce compliance. No explanation is provided to the child for the punishment. When any attempt is made to question the parents' authority, the only response provided is that "because I said so". Children from these homes are found to be less cheerful and display more of aggressive tendencies (Vijila, et al, 2013). According to Mensah and Kuranchie, (2013) this pattern of parenting is restrictive and involves the establishment of many rules for the child, with demand for strict obedience. Parents adopting this parenting style use force to enforce rules rather than obedience. According to Baumrind in Eriega, (2016), the authoritarian parents demand strict adherence to stiff standards of behaviour. Children from this home are expected to accept the parents' opinion of right and wrong without questioning it. Children from such homes are often obedient and display high level of self-control, but have been shown to be withdrawn emotionally, as well as lacking in curiosity.
  Permissive Parenting Style: Permissive parenting style involves when parents make little demands from their children as regards the appropriate behaviour andmake little attempt to control their behaviour. Nwankwo, (2010) asserted that permissive parents permit their children to act as they please. Little or no attempt is made to control the behaviour of children by parents with permissive parenting style. According to Elias and Yee, (2019) permissive parents are characterized by non- controlling, nondemanding behaviour on their children's behaviour and make little demands on appropriate behaviour from their children. Baumrind in Eriega, (2016) posits that permissive parents believe that children have rights similar to adults but expects them not be responsible in character and behaviour. These parents demand little or no responsible behaviour from their children. The attitude of parents with this style can be summed up in the statement "Do what you want to do". Rules are seldom enforced if they are made at all. The children have their way as they please. It has been argued that this form of parenting leads to immature adulthood, where the individual acts with little regard for socially-appropriate behaviour Again Baumrind in Heaven and Ciarrochi, (2018) reported that permissive parents believe that when children are controlled or discipline, it inhibits their natural psychological growth or self-actualizing tendency. Due to this permissive parents view themselves as resources to be used by the child without taking active roles in the child's choice or molding them in ways that are socially appropriate. More so, Shaffer and Kipp, (2015) added that permissive parenting involves the use of an accepting but lax pattern of parenting in which adults make relatively few demands, permit their children to freely express their feelings and impulses, they do not closely monitor their children's activities and rarely exertTheir children are often impulsive and aggressive, bossy, lacking in self-control, self- centred, low in independence and achievement.
  Authoritative Parenting Style is a flexible and democratic style of parenting in which parents provide warm guidance and reasonable control for their children while permitting children the opportunity to decide how to handle their responsibilities and challenges in life. This parenting style falls between the spectrum of authoritarian and permissive parenting style. Several authors including Templer, (2018) have asserted that children in authoritative parenting homes learn to design their lives and which also involves making wrong decision and learning the consequences of their decision and choices. Nwankwo, (2010) asserted that authoritative family relationships are cordial and cooperative among family members. Parents are genuinely interested in the children welfare and make modest attempt to provide appropriate care for them. This in turn leads the children to respect their parents, other family members and themselves. Parents do what is proper and socially acceptable and encourage their children to do same. Under these circumstances, moral judgment is improved and children are encouraged to develop and display socially appropriate behaviour. According to Baumrind in Steinberg, Lambom, Darling, Mounts and Dornbusch, (2014), authoritative parenting is often demanding, manifesting elevated expectations and standards for their children and encouraging compliance with their rules and directives. Nevertheless, they encourage discussion about these rules as well as independence, autonomy and freedom, inviting children to think about their own lives and behaviour. As a consequence, the punishment are measured, consistent and justified explicitly rather than unpredictable, erratic and unfounded. The parents also exhibit warmth in responsive manner. They are sensitive to the needs and concerns of their children and forgiving them when standards are not fulfilled. This balance of direction, independence and sensitivity enhances the progress and independence of their children. The children show initiative and confidence. According to Santrock in Akinade and Sulaiman, (2015) and Echebe, (2010), authoritative parents are warm, demanding and controlling but also responsive and supportive. These parents are flexible but firm, maintaining control and discipline but showing some reason and flexibility as well as communicating expectations but allowing verbal give and take. They score high on demanding and responsiveness and have clear expectations for behaviour and conduct which they monitor. Their discipline fosters responsibility, cooperation and self-regulation. For instance, an authoritative parent would say, you would have the car after you have picked your sister from school but remember not to be home late. Authoritatively reared children cope the best. They are individuated, mature, resilient, achievement oriented, self-regulated, and responsible and have the highest scores on tests of cognitive competence. Neglectful Parenting Style: This is the type of parenting that is both aloof (or even hostile) and
  Neglectful Parenting Style: This is the type of parenting that is both aloof (or even hostile) and over permissive; almost as if parents neither cared about their children nor about what they may become. Neglecting parents according to Baumrind in Steinberg et al (2014) are not demanding, expecting limited compliance with rules and directives. They are insensitive to the concerns and needs of their children. They often seem disengaged from their children's lives and focus only on theirs, their attachment style with their parents is supposedly, characterized by confusion, and because they cannot develop a consistent means to cope with neglect, other social relationship might also be disrupted later in life. They also often engage in risky behaviour. According to Santrock in Akinade and Sulaiman, (2015) and Echebe, (2010) uninvolved parents can also be called uninvolved /rejecting. They express low control and warmth on their children. They are low on both demandingness and responsiveness. They do not structure, organize, discipline, attend or supervise their children. For example, they are not even aware that the child has taken the car. Even when aware, they are not bothered. Nwankwo, (2010) sees rejecting parents as those parents who don't care who the children are what they are doing and where they are at any point in time. They owe little or no obligation to their children in terms of training and provision of basic requirements for survival and growth. Some children from this type of orientation roam the streets, sleep in the gutters and commit assorted types of crime
Social Adjustment
  According to Sax et al (2000) social adjustment is the process of successfully managing close relationship with peers and the degree of comfort ability in meeting new people. Bierman, (2004) defined social adjustment as the capacity to coordinate adaptive responses in a flexible manner in various interpersonal demands and to organize social behaviour in different social contexts in a manner beneficial to one's self and consistent with social norms and conventions. Santrock, (2018) maintainedthat social adjustment refers to a continuous process by which a person changes his/her own behaviour in a social setting or tries to change the environment or bring about changes in both, to effect a satisfactory relationship with other individuals in the environment. Igbo, Nwaka, Mbagwu and Mezieobi, (2016) opined that social adjustment involves the-effort (deliberate or unconscious) that individuals make in meeting psychological/social/physiological demands depending on the situation one finds himself. Boutler, (2017) opined that adjustment is a process by which a person modifies his/her behaviour based on environmental demands while also aiming to achieve social equilibrium. Adopting a more holistic approach to social adjustment, Huitt and Dawson, (2011) defined it as the process by which a person develops and apply knowledge, attitudes and skills in at least six components: (1) being aware of the social environment (2) managing impulses and acting appropriately in social contexts (3) communicating effectively (4) forming healthy and meaningful relationship (5) working well with others (6) resolving conflicts. On the basis of the definitions provided above, social adjustment in this study shall refers to the deliberate effort made by individuals to develop skills and competencies needed to function effectively in social group while acting in a socially appropriate manner. Parenting Styles, Affects and Social Skills
  Parenting styles, affects and social skills play a crucial role in personal development and in the way individuals handle themselves in social contexts. Affects and social skills can act as risk or protection factors with regard to problematic behaviours during adolescence. Increasing personal autonomy, changes in familyrelationships, the transition from specific to formal thinking, shifting social relations, etc., are factors that shape the psychosocial development of the individual, in which the family plays a central role. Parenting styles and family relationships around adolescents are a key factor in their emotional, social and personal development These notions (parenting styles, affects and social skills) can be related, with the parenting styles having an effect on the other variables. it is worth mentioning that parenting styles will have different effects on each individual, based on their personal traits. That is, there is no correct parenting style, which must instead adapt to the individual traits and environmental conditions, as pointed out by Aroca and Cánovas
  The first aim of this study is to analyse the relationship between parenting styles, affects and social skills. The research also aims to assess the role of gender in parenting styles, social skills and affects. Several lines of reasoning led us to this expectation. First of all, some authors have pointed out how the parenting styles used with men and women are different. Second, although some studies reported that women report higher levels of social skills and are more concerned about the quality of their interpersonal relationships, others point to the opposite Finally, women tend to score higher than men on tests of positive and negative affects. Although empirical studies have found these gender differences separately in each of the variables studied, there is no empirical evidence of how these gender differences can influence the relationship of parenting' styles with social skills and affects. So, for theinvestigation, we took an exploratory approach to gender differences in the association between these three variables.


Relationship between Parenting Style and Social Adjustment
  Ample effort has been expended in investigating the relationship between parenting style and social adjustment using various paradigm and population. In their study, Vijila, Jose and Ponnusamy, (2013) investigated the relationship between parenting styles and adolescents' social competence using the descriptive research design, with a sample of 43 adolescents. Result from the study revealed that authoritative parenting style has the greatest positive influence on the social competence of adolescents. For Mensah and Karanchie, (2013) in their study of parenting style and its influence on social adjustment of adolescents in Ghana revealed that the majority of the parents were perceived to adopt authoritative parenting styles in the upbringing of their children. It was also revealed that parenting style has influence on Pupils' social development. Akpama, (2013) investigated on the influence of mothering style on social adjustment of female adolescents in Cross Rivers State of Nigeria. Using a sample of 150 female Pupils, it was revealed that authoritative and permissive mothers parenting exert averagely high influence on female adolescents' social adjustment than the authoritarian mother parenting style. It was also revealed that high differences exist in the social adjustment of female adolescents raised between married and single; and between working class and non- working class mothers. From this review of literature, it can be seen that no study hasinvestigation, we took an exploratory approach to gender differences in the association between these three variables.
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  Ample effort has been expended in investigating the relationship between parenting style and social adjustment using various paradigm and population. In their study, Vijila, Jose and Ponnusamy, (2013) investigated the relationship between parenting styles and adolescents' social competence using the descriptive research design, with a sample of 43 adolescents. Result from the study revealed that authoritative parenting style has the greatest positive influence on the social competence of adolescents. For Mensah and Karanchie, (2013) in their study of parenting style and its influence on social adjustment of adolescents in Ghana revealed that the majority of the parents were perceived to adopt authoritative parenting styles in the upbringing of their children. It was also revealed that parenting style has influence on Pupils' social development. Akpama, (2013) investigated on the influence of mothering style on social adjustment of female adolescents in Cross Rivers State of Nigeria. Using a sample of 150 female Pupils, it was revealed that authoritative and permissive mothers parenting exert averagely high influence on female adolescents' social adjustment than the authoritarian mother parenting style. It was also revealed that high differences exist in the social adjustment of female adolescents raised between married and single; and between working class and non- working class mothers. From this review of literature, it can be seen that no study hasinvestigated the extent to which social adjustment of pupils with physical disability can be predicted from their perceived parenting style. It was to fill this gap in the literature that was partly responsible for the conduct of this study.
Single-Parent Families and Children's Adjustment
     Numerous large-scale studies show that the vast majority of the children and adolescents who spend their childhoods living apart from one of their parents are well adjusted (Amato & Dorius, 2010; Lamb, Sternberg, & Thompson, 2017). However, the same research on the impact of father absence, divorce, and one-parent family life demonstrates that children and adolescents in one-parent families are more likely to have adjustment difficulties than children and adolescents in two-parent families. Researchers have examined an array of outcomes, and in every case, have documented that the rates of maladjustment are roughly twice as high when children have been exposed to their parents' divorce and-or have been raised by single parents (usually single mothers), although in every case, it is clear that only a minority of children are maladjusted, regardless of family circumstances. Further research shows that the reasons for this disparity in rates of maladjustment are consistent with the predictors of adjustment generally. The primary causes of increased maladjustment among children or adolescents in one-parent families are disturbed relationships with one or both of the parents (Amato & Gilbreth, 1999; Cavanagh, 2018; Fabricius, Braver, Diaz, and Velez, 2010; King & Sobolewski, 2016; Zill, Morrison, & Coiro, 1993), the reduced resources available when there is only one bread-winning and care-providing parent (Biblarz & Gottainer, 2000; Carlson & Corcoran, 2012;McLanahan & Sandefur, 2014), unstable living arrangements and community ties, and conflict before, around, and after parental separation (Booth & Amato, 2012; Fabricius et al., 2010; Johnston, Roseby, & Kuehnle, 2019; Pruett, Williams, Insabella, & Little, 2003). Many children and adolescents of parents whose relationships dissolve lose one of their supportive parental relationships and do not get the benefit of both psychological and financial support from their non-resident parents. Additionally, many divorces expose children and adolescents to parental conflict both preceding and following the separation and may also involve rejection by and-or separation from one of the parents and possible dislocations, such as moving to a new neighborhood and school. Finally, families headed by single mothers, in particular, often suffer considerable degrees of financial hardship because of a combination of factors including the continuing disparity in pay received by men and by women, and because many women, whether or not they were once married, have often taken time out from the workforce to raise children. These factors, not the family structure, combine to place children in single parent families at psychological risk (e.g., Amato & Fowler, 2017; Amato & Gilbreth, 1999; Buchanan, Maccoby, & Dornbusch, 1996; Hetherington, 1999; Kiernan & Mensah, 2010; Martize & Forgatch, 2017; Simons et al., 1996; Nord & Zill, 1996). Importantly, the mere fact that the majority of children raised in single-parent or divorced families are well-adjusted undercuts the argument that children "need" to be raised in traditional families

Research Design
  This study is a descriptive research. A research design encompasses the method and procedures employed to conduct scientific research (Thomas, 2015). Case study, method of research design, was used. This enabled the Researcher to conduct an exploratory and explanatory investigation on Influence of Parenting Styles on Social Adjustment of Primary School Pupils in Ilorin West L.G.A, Kwara State
Population of the Study
  A research population is generally a large collection of individuals or events that is the main focus of a scientific query i.e. it is for the benefit of the research population that research is done.
In view of this the population of study will comprise of all teachers in Ilorin West Primary School.


Sample and Sampling Techniques
  All research questions address issues that are of great relevant to important groups of individuals know as a research population.
Daramola (2016) stated that population refers to the numbers of people, objects or element in which the researcher is interested, a researcher population is a set of all possible cases of interest in a given research activities.
  Sample can be defined as a proportion or fraction of the population of study which are taken and studied in order to make a representation to the whole of the population of the study (M. Sagagi, 2014). Due to the large size of the population of study, researchers often cannot test every individual in the population because it will be too expensive and time consuming. This is the reason the researchers rely on taking sample.
  The Sampling Technique used in selecting respondents is stratified sampling method: stratified sampling method is a probability sampling technique where the researcher divides the entire population into different sub-groups or strata. Then randomly selects the final subjects proportionally from the different strata.
 The Teachers were randomly drawn from Primary School in Ilorin West Local Government that are ask to fill the questionnaire are comprising fifty (50) teachers teaching computer studies.
Research Instrument
  The questionnaire was designed for teachers to find out their view the Influence of Parenting Styles on Social Adjustment of Primary School Pupils in Ilorin West L.G.A, Kwara State
  The questionnaire was divided into two sections. Section "A" was a personal data and Section "B" was for the structural types of questions. The respondents were required to tick ( ) against the answers of their choice.
Validity of the Instrument
  Validity is a means of knowing whether the instrument actually and accurately measured what it intends to measure. A measuring instrument is valid when it measures truly and accurately the quality and quantity it is designed to measure. To determine the content validity, the drafted sample of the questionnaire was given to the experts to access and determine the usability. Discussion of the Result
From the result obtained from the study, it was shown that parenting styles is a significant determinant of social adjustment among pupils with physical disabilities in Ilorin West Metropolis, with different parenting styles having different impact. The meaning of this result is that pupils from homes where there is an authoritative parenting style operating are most likely to be of a higher level of social adjustment than those from other homes. Also, the result showed that authoritarian parenting style had an inverse but insignificant prediction on the social adjustment of Pupils. This result to the researcher is not surprising but expected. Authoritative parenting style promotes a climate in the home where pupilsinteract well with their peers and show ahigh level of concern with their family members. Conversely, the result showed authoritarian parenting style had a negative effect on the social adjustment of Pupils. This is likely because authoritarian parents are harsh and critical on their children, with little room for them to express themselves, as such they may lack appropriate social skills to interact with their peers outside the home. The result from this study is similar to that obtained by Vijila et al (2013) who found out that parent with authoritative parenting styles are most prone to rear socially adjusted youths. Also, the result from Mensah and Karanchie (2013) showed that authoritarian parenting style is negatively related with social adjustment of youths.

CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
The finding also revealed that the level of social adjustment of primary school pupils was high and there was significant relationship between Influence of Parenting Styles on Social Adjustment of Primary School Pupils In Ilorin West L.G.A, Kwara State. Supported the finding of Shreedha, (2020)The major findings of the study have shown that adjustment of school children is primarily dependent on the school variables like the class in which they are studying, the medium of instruction present in the school, and the type of management of the school. The measurements of adjustment with school atmosphere, self-motivation, relationship with peers, support of teachers and involvement of parents in adjustment were also studied. Items within measurements were also studied separately to understand the influence of micro-level factors across schools, residential area, grade and gender. Findings revealed that the adjustment with school atmosphere, self-motivation of pupils to make efforts for academic progress and support of teachers are the most serious extents influencing school adjustment. The results indicate that there is significant difference in adjustment of higher Primary school's Pupils, and female pupils have good adjustment level when compared to the male Pupils.
Conclusion
In conclusion, the research aims to expand the understanding how the authoritarian parenting style leads the children to be juvenile delinquent. From this perspective, the findings of this study reveal that the authoritarian parenting style causes the adolescents to be delinquent, as the extraordinary strictness displayed by their parents makes them rebellious. From this perspective, good parenting is authoritative in which parents keep eyes on their children and try to understand the mindset of their children. Authoritarian parents tend to control and exercise more than enough power for the future development of their children, but juveniles perceive it negatively perceive as their actions are restricted.
Implication of the Study
Parental involvement plays a significant role in learning outcome of children at educational level. The findings of this study will be helpful for parents in evaluating their parenting styles. It will provide parents an insight to be more capable and eager to become active if they want to effectively affect their children's education. Besides that, parents' experiences such as feeling tired, receiving harsh comments and frequently giving in to children's demands, are all associated to lower parental self- efficacy. These are the factors that should be consider while providing training and awareness session to the parents.
Furthermore, when parents are involved as a resource for academic activities at home, the connection between the school and home environments is strengthened. Asa result, the child feels more capable of mastering academic tasks at school.
Therefore, parents can help their children learn new content by assisting them in scaffolding new concepts. When children see their parents as role models and trusted learning partners, they are better able to appraise their own talents and performance.


Recommendations

Based on the findings and conclusion reached, the following recommendations were made:
1. Parents should attempt to adopt authoritative parenting style in rearing their children especially those with physical disabilities
2.Parents should avoid the practice of stereotype sex roles in homes and their socialization patterns so that both male and female children should go through the same parenting experiences; as this might enhance, their social adjustment.
3. Authoritative and permissive parents should independently learn to accept their children from childhood, as neglectful parenting is likely to be associated with children poor social adjustment.
4. Counsellors in schools should endeavor to promote specialized counselling
sessions for pupils who have physical disability, so that they can help them achieve higher level of social adjustment.
Limitation of the Study
This study is a correlation study of parenting styles and students' attitude toward leisure reading. However, this study is limited to children's reading ability at the elementary level. Since the children have different reading ability, some of them needed more time in completing the questionnaire and their understanding were limited. Only two grades level participated in this study, they were the fifth and sixth grade students. This was another limitation since children in first, second, third and fourth grades were not included. Thus, this study is limited in terms of generalizability due to the small of sample size. Other variables such as students' reading ability tests, economic background, and personality factors were not included. The above were omitted due to insufficient time and resources to develop suitable measuring instrument to measure all the relevant variables
Suggestion for the Further Studies
This research was limited to Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. Investigated relationships among gender, perceived parenting style, the personality traits of conscientiousness and neuroticism, perfectionism, and achievement goal orientation in a high ability and high achieving young adult population and found that self-oriented and socially prescribed perfectionism had a positive relationship with performance goal orientation,' suggesting that students with these perfectionistic tendencies are also more likely to have performance goals. Seginer and Mahajna (2018) postulated some hypotheses and found that in contrast to western data and inaccordance with other non-western findings, the relation between perceived parenting and academic achievement is indirect.
Based on these results, some suggestions are provided below:
1. Teachers may be provided with seminars about identifying students' achievement goal orientations and its importance to academic achievement
2. School meetings or family seminars can be organized to create awareness about
the relationships between parenting styles, student achievement and achievement goal orientation.
