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ABSTRACT
This project is examining the use of multimedia in teaching and learning in secondary school, Ilorin West LGA, Kwara State. This study investigates the impact of multimedia integration on teaching and learning outcomes in secondary schools in Ilorin West, Nigeria. The research employed a mixed-methods approach, combining surveys, interviews, and observational data from 125 respondents across 5 selected schools.
Findings reveal significant positive correlations between multimedia usage and student engagement, motivation, and academic performance. Teachers' attitudes toward multimedia integration were overwhelmingly positive, citing enhanced lesson delivery and improved student understanding.
However, challenges persist, including inadequate infrastructure, limited technical support, and insufficient teacher training. The study recommends prioritizing infrastructure development, teacher capacity building, and curriculum reform to optimize multimedia effectiveness.
The study contributes to the understanding of multimedia's potential in Nigerian secondary education, highlighting the need for contextualized solutions addressing local challenges. By bridging the gap between technology and pedagogy, educators can harness multimedia's transformative power to enhance teaching and learning experiences in Ilorin West and beyond.
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
