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ABSTRACT

The project examined the effect of over population of student on Relationship Between Class Size And Student’s Academic Performance In Selected Secondary School In Ilorin South LGA, Kwara State. Simple random technique were used to select fifty respondents that supplied information on the questionnaire. Simple percentage method was adopted to score the information obtained from the questionnaire distributed. Four research . questions were raised for the study. The study showed that large . population had a negative influence on academic performance of student and on effective classroom. Over population also makes evaluation for learning outcome difficult and tedious for teachers. It is therefore recommended that the three tiers of government (federal, state, and local government) should embark on massive construction of classrooms and facilities like library, laboratory to cater for the increasing number of students. 
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CHAPTER ONE

INTRODUCTION

Background to the Study 

With increasing population, the number of school going children is increasing. The dearth of good schools and the greed of school authorities are filling up classrooms to the brim. Majority of parents complains about their children the schools facilities such as: classes, where there is no place to keep chairs and tables. 

Education plays a very important role in shaping the life of any citizen in his or her communities which he/she find him/her self. Conducive environment assist students in their academics and pave way to learn. The classroom is at the heart of any educational system. (No curriculum planning is complete without implementation and evaluation. Most of the class activities take place while student are seated. The sitting arrangement is therefore too important to suffer the kind of neglect being experienced by many secondary schools in the country. Overpopulation makes sitting arrangement in a classroom become so complex in the sense that the number of students will be greater than the seat available. 

A place or community is said to be overpopulated, when the resources or facilities available cannot cater for the residence of that place or society. In educational setting or school system, overpopulation can be said to mean a situation whereby the number of student’s available in the school system is greater than the available resources to cater for them. These include infrastructural facilities ie building, ICT and so on performance in education means learning outcome; it is seen as the capacity of a student based on defined criteria. Simply put, student’s performance means the output or achievement after learning. Educational planning in Nigeria has always been thought of in terms of quantitative growth, which is usually above the financial capacity of the government. (Adesina, 2000). A recent example is the implementation of the current 6-3-3-4 system of education, which is seriously affected by lack of adequate funding and poor preparation. Even though the federal and state governments have shown serious commitment to educational development through their annual budgetary allocation to education in recent years, the attention given to physical facilities is far from being adequate. Overpopulated classrooms present a problem not just to teachers, but also to students. 

This statement is obvious since a classroom which is chaotic and disorganized as a result of poor classroom management is highly unlikely to enhance expensive learning and students academic performance and might indeed, inhabited as a result chaotic academic environment according to Idopise (200), very little academic learning can take place. According to Walter (2006), classroom management differs from one teacher to another because of the teacher’s personality, teaching style, level of preparedness, and number of students in the classroom. 

According to Umoren (2010), the concept of classroom management is broader than the notion of student control and discipline, it includes all the things teachers must do in the classroom to foster student’s academic involvement and co-operation in classroom activities to create conducive learning environment. Morse (2012), relates that classroom management involves curtailing learner’s distributive behaviours such as fighting and noise making, close observation, arrangement of classroom learning materials, and response to students who suffer from poor sight (vision), poor reading, poor writing, poor spelling, shame, dullness, hyperactivity and poor study habit. 

When classroom management is viewed in a more wider and holistic sense, incorporating, every elements of the classroom from lesson delivery to classroom environment becomes important (Nicholas, 2007). According to Nicholas (2007), this includes creating organized and orderly classroom, establishing expectations, including students cooperation in learning tasks, and dealing with the procedural demands of the classroom. Poorly managed . classrooms are usually characterized by disruptive behavior such as sleeping, late coming, noise making, miscopying of notes, eating, calling of nicknames, verbal or physical threat to fellow students or the teachers (Ekere, 2006). This disruptive behavior disorganize leaning processes and hamper academic performance of students. 

Overpopulation in classroom reduces teaching effectiveness, it will put more burden on the teachers; due to the fact that the teachers cannot devote much time on a particular student, when the teacher are able to devote more time to each students, they can figure out the best way to solve each students problems in order to make them understand the lesson better, thus teaching is more effective. 

Effect of overpopulation on the academic performance is that education is the best legacy a nation can give her citizen, especially the youths. This is because the development of any nation or community depends largely on the quality of education of such a nation or community. It is generally believed that basis for any true development must commence with the development of human resources much than is said that formal education remains the vehicle for socio-economic development and social mobilization in any society. Many problems exist in the higher level of education of Nigeria, to which many factors are also the root because the problems to not affect the school environment alone but replicate itself into the larger society. The desire to be educated gave birth to population explosion and massive enrolment of students into the higher schools. Overpopulation on the academic performance of students in school is the situation whereby the facilities in school are not enough to cater for the proper teaching and learning. 

This invariably means that the number of students admitted is more than the available material and teachers in the school. Over population in higher school as a study the cause and effect would be highlighted and discussed in relatively few sentences. Also the researcher makes everything possible to proffer solution to deal with the ailment of overpopulation in student m Nigeria institution of learning. 

This project work is directed to find out effect of high population of students on the effectiveness of teacher of secondary school in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. In spite of the interest of government and it effort to give quality education it is sad to know that effectiveness of teachers are not encouraging many reasons have been advanced w have been responsible for this, one of this reason is overpopulation. The potential effectiveness of accountability depends on part of the responsiveness and quality of teachers. According to M. O. Arikewuyo (2009) secondary education not only occupies an important place in Nigeria education system, it also serves as the link between the primary and tertiary levels. The Federal Republic of Nigeria (2004) defines secondary education as the education the child receives after primary education and before tertiary stage. The Junior Secondary School (JSS) has also become an integral part of the Universal Basic Education (UBE) programme of the federal government. The Junior Secondary School is free, compulsory and universal. Statistics shows that while enrolment at public secondary school was 6,279, 562, in 2004 it stood at 6,397,581 in 2005 (Federal Ministry of Education, 2006). However, while enrolment is increasing, the number of secondary schools in both years remains the same. Thus, since the junior secondary school is now free and compulsory. Many parents, who, hitherto could not afford to send their children to school, are doing so. This also means that government at federal and state levels now need to plan more on basic education, especially the junior secondary school level. The total number of secondary schools was 13,486 in the years under review. However, since the number of secondary school enrolment is increasing, while the number of secondary schools remain relatively the same, this is seriously affecting the administrative effectiveness of the classroom. Due to the fact that there is limit to the number of people that in single man (teacher) can manage. In most public and private schools we now have vice principal handling administrative, academics and special duties. 

Adeshina (2014) observed that the increase in people’s awareness as regards the desirability of education and inherent potentials in schools as the most formidable and paramount agent in quality education account for the proliferation of school and galloping number of schools at all levels of Nigeria educational system prior to the era of self determination in education. Nirena 2000) defines overpopulation as when the people occupying a given geographical location are more than the availability resources. Obi (2005) said that urban schools are necessarily large in size there is usually a serious control problem with respect to overpopulation. It is really an established fact that overpopulation distorts effective learning and good classroom management of any school. The rise in the population growth in secondary school has really affected the learning process of the students because of the inadequate facilities which include classroom: overpopulation has generated poor performance in academic work and has turned the school environment to a playing ground instead of learning environment. 

The introduction of the Universal Primary Education (UPE) forced the existing schools to enrolled children beyond the available rancancres to their discomfort. Efforts of the various local, state, and the federal government education functionaries to decongest over population in schools were focused towards building of additional classroom and opening up of more new schools in the rural areas. However, this effort did not solve the problems of school size especially in the urban and sem, urban areas across the country. The influence of school size on the teaching and leaning of school subjects become obvious as the standard of administrative effectiveness of the classroom. 

School enrolment of students grew at a faster role (geometrical progression) while the supply of teaching personnel and facilities grew at a slower rate canthmetical progression) Olorundare (2005) and Odeniran (2008). The secondary level of education in Nigeria has witnessed as unprecedented expansion during the second republic (Shagari administration 1979-1983). In Kwara State for example the number of secondary schools nose from 99 in 1981 to 217 (ministry of education stastical section 1986). The goal and purpose of Nigeria secondary education are well spelt out in the national policy on education (1981). For a nation as a whole, the main resources is her people and I particular the youth, the overall objectives of the man is the means by which all the citizens will have education as it is understood that the quality of people lies in their level of education. The fall in quality of education could be attributed to the prominence of the overcrowded classes and rapid educational expansion without adequate teaching and learning process. 

Statement of the Problem 

Over the years, people have been clamoring for the establishment of more secondary schools, to take care of the ever-increasing size of enrolment and also for better provision of facilities that will improve the quality of education in public schools: failure of this has been the major reasons why parale secondary schools now increasing across the country. As Nigerians population is increasing, students who seek enrollment into secondary schools are also increasing, hence the problem of managing the increase in the number of students. Un-conducive leaning environment in the public schools has posed serious problem to the classroom management over many decades ago. This trend has been on the increase on daily basis. Effective classroom management has been discussed extensively at educational seminars and workshops, with effort it is a result of this that this research work is carried out to find lasting solution to the problem of overcrowded classroom in Ilorin West Local Government area of Kwara State. 

Purpose of the Study 

The main purpose of the study is to examine the effect of over population of student on effective classroom management in some selected secondary school in Ilorin West L.G.A Kwara State. 
Others objectives are
Examine the effect of overpopulation of student on effective classroom management in some selected secondary school in Ilorin West Local Government, Ilorin Kwara State. 
a. Identify and examine the psychological effect of population in the classroom. 

b. The study also aims at explaining how overpopulation in the classroom also affect teacher in the teaching/learning process. 

c. Examine the effect of overpopulation on the student academic performance. 

d. It examines the role of government to curb overpopulation as a panacea to redress the issue. 

General Questions 

i. How does overpopulation affect the students academic performance? 
ii. To what extent does the student’s academic performance influence the teacher effectiveness in school? 

Research Questions 

i. Does the overpopulation of student’s in class affect classroom management? 
ii. Does the overpopulation affect the classroom control? 
iii. Does the overpopulation of student affect the student’s academic performance? 
iv. Does the number of students in a class affect student’s concentration? 
Research Hypothesis 

HO1: There is significant relationship between the overpopulation of students and classroom control. 

HO2: There is significant relationship between the overpopulation of students and classroom control. 

HO3: There is significant effect of overpopulation of student towards the student's academic performance. 

HO4: There is significant correlation on student academic performance towards effective classroom management. 

Significance of the Study 

This project work is of great importance in the sense that, it will reveal the extent to which overpopulation has affected classroom and as well as student’s academic performance. Also it reveals other factors affecting classroom as a result of overpopulation. Furthermore, this study will help the school authority and teachers to design some measures to curb overpopulation. And to the educationalist, education curriculum as school structures will be carefully observed to help student learning. 

Lastly, it will provide the relevant knowledge and serve as a research tools for those who may want study further in this direction. 
Scope and Limitation of the Study 

This study is carried out in order to know whether there is significant relationship between the overpopulation of students and effective classroom management. In view of this, the scope of the study is restricted due to time and cost limitation. However, the study limited only to some selected secondary school in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. It is the believe of the researcher that findings and the recommendations of this research will be very useful in appraising effective classroom management. 

Definition of Terms 

Overpopulation: Overpopulation can be defined as an increase of the number of people living in one geographical area and a place is said to be overpopulated when the resources available cannot cater for the amount of individual resident in a particular area. 

Academic: Connected with education especially studying in schools and universities. 

Performance: An action or achievement, consideration in relation to know how successful it is. The ability to operate capable of high effectiveness. 

Classroom: A building or structure constructed for the purpose of organizing students for learning, it is referred to as heart of any educational system. 

CHAPTER TWO

LITERATURE REVIEW

Introduction 

This chapter deals with views of the various scholars that contributed to the research topic Effect of Overpopulation of Student on Effective Classroom Management in some selected Secondary School in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. This chapter is sub divided into conceptual reviews, theoretical reviews and appraisal of literature review. 

Conceptual Reviews 

This talks about the various concepts that are related to the research topic. 

School Size 

School size can be related to the population of students the number of staff and the school plant available for use for the whole population in the school. 

Olutola (2008) is of the opinion that the six capacity of a proposal educational facility would depend upon the number and the type of student to be housed and projected enrolment to be accommodated within a given period plan time. 

Since we lack reliable data on the optimum size of educational facility, small school can be determined by the minimum number of students needed to justify particular education programme at reasonable cost per student. The upper limit is reached when facilities for effective teaching and learning can no jonger be extended to more schools without incurring declining return. 

It will not be wild prediction to observe that schools of the future will become more and more in number and larger in size. 

According to Adesina (2008) asserted that; 

Nothing is more important in a school building programme than the size and character more seriously with the development of adequate programme than insufficient acreage. 
It means that school can grow as a result of increase in number of Student, staff under, instructional programme and many subject made available to the student. 

According to Oshini (2000) it is now recognized that the total population of Nigeria is very large and is increasing rapidly. He stressed further that where as in 1953, the population was estimated to be about 110 million and it is projected on the lower side to reach over 150 million people by the year 2000 (NISER, NPB 1985). 

Lamenting the population growth trend in Nigeria, Oduwole (2009) asserted that the present situation is likely to contribute unto the next century. This is because, firstly, given the young age structure of the Nigeria population, the number of young women continually entering their reproductive years exceeds the number of older women moving out of that age span. 

Secondly, today, potential parents of the failure are already so numerous: this irresistible momentum for growth is already buit into age structure of the population. 

School Quality 

School quality broadly defined, is an important predictor of educational attainment and labor-market success (Atonji & Mansfield, 2011). School size is One potential measure of school quality over which policy makers have some Control. The movement successfully eliminated about 70% of schools and increased the average school enrollment from less than in to about 140 between 1930 and 1970 (Berry & West, 2010), more recently, primary school enrolments have been affected by desegregation policies such as Boston’s Metco program (Angrist & Lang, 2004) and the increasing prevalence of school closure and school choice programs (Brummet, 2014; Common Core of Pata (CCD), 2011,; Ravitch, 2011). 

However, the benefits of larger schools described in the preceding paragraph come at a cost, as larger schools have higher rates of student absences and social disorder that may hinder cognitive and social development (Gottfredson & Dipicto, 2011). Perhaps unsurprisingly, empirical evidence on the relationship between population and academic performance is mixed (See Andrews, Dun Combe and Yinger, 2002; Cotton, 1996; and Leithwood and Jantzi, 2009, for thorough reviews of the literature). Kuziemko (2006) speculates that the “current confusion in the literature” is at least partly driven by the cross-sectional, correlation nature of many previous studies of school size. Similarly, Andrew et al (2002) lament the literature’s general failure to utilize student level data. Exceptions to these critiques include value added Style analyses that use instrumental variables procedures to identify the impact of attending a small high school on educational achievement in Chicago (Barrow, Claessens, & Schanzenbach, 2013) and New York City (Schwartz, Stiefel Wisuvall, 2013). Furthermore, Schwartz et al; (2013) find evidence of peterogenous effect by school’s vintage, suggesting that the earlier literature’s focus on parsimonious models that assumed homogenous effect of schoo) size may have further contributed to the mixed results. 

A second shortcoming of the existing school size literature is the under presentation of primary schools (Cotton, 996; Leithwood & Jantzi, 2009; Ready & Lee, 2006), as the mechanisms through which school size influences academics performance likely differ between primary and secondary schools. This may be particularly attributable to the recent “Small School” movement’s focus on high schools. 

However, understanding the relationship between population and achievement is no less important, as the recent wave of school closures, school choice and desegregation programs in the Nigeria have altered enrolment patterns and children undergo substantial development changes during these ages. Existing studies of the relationship between population and academic performance are typically correlational and were conducted at the school or district level. 

The present study contributes to the school size literature by exploiting within school variation in enrollments in Nigeria public school between 2003 and 2010 to identify the effect of school changes on the academic performance of individual students. Our preferred indetification strategy is similar to that used by Hanushek, Kain and Rivkin (2009) to investigate the effect of school diversity on educational achievement in we include population as a contemporaneous input that condition on various combinations of teacher by school Fixed Effect (FE), school-by-year FE, student FE, school-specific linear tone trends and a rich set of time varying school characteristics that jointly predict enrollment and academic performance. The various FE and time trends are important and novel contribution of the present study as they account for the nonrandom sorting of teachers and students across schools and the unobserved trends and year specific schools that jointly influence enrolments and student achievement. 

School Population versus School Management Problems 

Many researcher have been carried out by various people on the effect of School population, school size in various schools in Ilorin metropolis. 

According to Adetutu (2004) said that: 

The initial of accommodation problem is the introduction of the (JSS) Junior Secondary School and (SSS) Senior Secondary School embarked upon by the previous government. This increased rapidly the intake by schools without adequate provision for school and other important facilities. 

Furthermore heads of schools that exceeded the stipulated number of student to be admitted are sanctioned by the government. The intension of the government has good yet heads of school took advantage of the situation and admitted more students the school could not cope with thereby creating problem of school population. 

Adetutu (2004) stated that the problem of classroom accommodation is also caused by population explosion. He remarked that student in merged Classes find it easy to cheat during the fact or examination and as a result leachers find it difficult to test the ability of the student in such classes. 

Dioka (2008) also pointed out that qualitative education must be matched with provision of adequate infrastructures and learning materials. Some students sit on the floor to receive lectures or stand to do so, at time the classroom are overcrowded and some student have to stand outside the classroom to receive lectures. 

The educational implication of school population in under developed economy can also be seen in that the classes are so overcrowded such that they become unimaginable for the teachers. The teachers therefore finds it difficult to identify and attend to the problem of the learners at individual level. Examination are held under un-conducive conditions because halls are usually jam packed. 

Waldtien, the past U.N.O secretary general once observed that, in the developing countries with two third of the people and the highest rate of population growth, there are insufficient schools, textbooks and teachers for the children reaching school age. 

Effect of Over Population of Students on Effective Classroom 

Previous scholarship has considered the potential for school size to influence teacher’s behavior and effectiveness. Regarding the former, theoretical and empirical evidence suggest that larger school experience higher rates of teacher truancy (e.g Haller, 1992; Johnson, 2009, Leung & Ferris, 2008). 

Disorderly incidents may decrease teacher’s achievement through some combination of diverting student attention, creating a fearful or disruptive environment, and social norms, (Akerlof & Krantom, 2002; Gottfredson & Pipietro, 2011). 

Through what mechanisms, then might a change in school size affect achievement net of its effect on school disorder and average daily attendance? We interpret such effect as the result of changes in schools climates (Akerlo & Kraton, 2002; Anderson, 1982; Welsh, Stokes & Greene, 2000). Specifically, the national school climate center states that “School climate to based on patterns of students; parents’ and school personnel’s experiences of school life and reflect norms, goals, values interpersonal relationship, teaching and learning protocols, and organizational structures. 

School size affects school climate by changing the school’s stock of social capital (Coleman, 1988) and “sense of community” (Wynne & Tyan 1997). For example, there is less frequent and less direct communication between teachers, administrators, and students in larger schools (Gottfredson & Dipietro, 2011). Akerlof and Kraton (2002) argue that teacher in small schools achieved by being able to identify with the school and with each other. 

Furthermore, the benefits of small schools may put over into the community, as Dec, Ha and Jacob (2006) provide suggestive evidence that small rural schools promote parental involvement in the form of volunteering at school and participation in Parent Teacher Association. 

Numerous studies, reviewed by Andrews et al (2002) Cotton (1996) and Leithwood and Janizi (2009), have investigated the relationship between school size and teacher achievement. However, much of the existing literature provide mixed evidence and cannot be given a casual interpretation (Kuziemko, 2006). The recent studies that do provide arguaibly casual estimates (e.g Barrow et al, 2013; Bloom, Levy Thompson, & Uterman, 2010; Schurartz et al, 2013) are not particularly relevant to the present study, both because they focus on high schools and because they examine the effect of variation in school size generated by the “small high schools” movement. In addition to the like hood that the mechanisms through which secondary school size affects academic achievement are different from those in schools, these studies exploit a fundamental different type of variation in school size from that investigated in the present article. For example, Bloom et al (2010) and Bloom and Uterman 2014) investigate the impact of attending a “Small School of Choice” (SSC) on high school graduation and colleges readiness. 

However, although the SSCs did have positive impacts on students academic progress and achievement, it is impossible to disentangle the effect of school size from the other innovations simultaneously implemented in SSCs (e.g curricular changes; Bloom & Uterman 2004). 

Only two studies have used student level data to attempt to identify the casual effect of transitory variation in school size on teachers achievement in the context of schools. We review each in turn both to contextualize the results and identify the novel contributions of the present study. First, Lee and Loeb (2000) estimated the effect of school size using teacher level achievement data in a value added context. 

The present study expands on these early work in three important ways first, by using school level panel data we are able to control for both the Nonrandom sorting of teachers and students across schools and unobserved School heterogeneity by conditioning on various combinations of teacher-by School, student, and school-by-year FE as well as linear school time trends. Second, rich administrative data from a state as diverse as Nigeria enables the present study to provide results that are more generalizable to the state, student population than the results of a district level analysis, test for differential effects of school size by schools and students’ observable characteristics, and control for observed school-level attributes that jointly predict achievement gains and school size. Finally, by updating these early analyses using data from the modern era of school choice, accountability, charter schools, and school dosings, we are able to estimate the effect of school size in the context of current education policy and test for differentials effects of school size in character schools. 

Appraisal of Reviewed Literature 

From the reviewed work of scholars on influence of school size on the administrative effectiveness of the teacher, Ogigi (1997) opined that for those with some experience of running a small school and those about to assume such a responsibility, the emphasis on the notion that “small is beautiful” is far from helpful when solution to the managerial and curricular problem of the heed to be found. 

Olutola (1991) viewed that the school plant includes the site, size of the building and the equipment. Oyedeji (1998) stressed that school plant provides future explanision since there is the tendency for population growth. He is also of the opinion that the school plant needs to provide one of the most attractive place in the community. Amiebenomo (2000) stressed that the purpose of school plant is to lay a sound foundation for educational structure in order to achieve administrative goals while Oyedeji (1998) concluded that school plant js also useful to community such as extract mural classes, adult education and home economic centre, youth clubs etc. 

Lindsey (1986) said studies on effect on school size on  the administrative effectiveness of teacher remained quite incondusive the however reminds that with more students in a school, the teacher loses the ability to establish and foster personal and individual attention necessary for meaningful instruction. 

Adesina (1980) asserted that,; Nothing is more important in a school building programme than the size and character more seriously with the development of adequate programme than insufficient acreage. It means that school can grow as a result of increase in number of student, staff under, instructional programme and many subject made available to the student. 

According to Sa’adk (2010), he stated that the following factors are capable of affecting the administrative effectiveness of the teacher: Lack of proper professional education, supervision by the authority, co-operation between principals, teachers and the student, parents. 

Sa’ad, K (2010) also said that “to improve the effectiveness of the teacher, all the above factors should put into consideration: such as sufficient between principals, teacher, and parents, and proper supervision by the regulatory authority”. 

In conclusion, Ezeocha P. A. (2005), the following are the criteria for measuring teacher performance. 
Academic Performance 

Academic performance of the students in the general examination and the result of the competition with other schools, ability to attract student from the class activities, for the improvement of the schools, outstanding performance of the teachers in both their primary work and research works, peaceful co-existence within the schools and the students, the ability of the teacher to co-ordinate and utilize the available resources optimally. The ability of the teacher to co-ordinate and utilize the available resources optimally. The ability to manage effectively an unfavorable condition and effective communication skills and the ability to attract and retain the right qualified teachers, in right quality and quantities. 

CHAPTER THREE

RESEARCH METHOD

Introduction 

This chapter covers research methodology used in conducting this research work. It shows the research design, the population of the study, technique used. 

Research Design 

A research design encompasses the method and procedures employed in conducting scientific research (Thomas, 2002). Case study, method of research design, was used. This enabled the researcher to conduct an exploratory and explanatory investigation on the effect of over population of students on effective classroom management in some selected secondary school, using some selected secondary school in Ilorin West Local Government, Ilorin Kwara State. 
Population  

All research questions address issues that are of great relevant to important groups of individuals know as a research population. Daramola (2015) stated that population refers to the number of people, object or element in which the researcher is interested, a researcher population is a set of all possible cases of interest in a given research activities. 

A research population is generally a large collection of individuals or events that is the main focus of a scientific query i.e it is for the benefit of the research population that research is done. 

In view of this the population of study will comprise of some selected secondary school in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. 

Sample and Sampling Techniques 

Sample can be defined as a proportion or fraction of the population of study which are taken and studied in order to make a representation to the whole of the population of the study CM. Sagagi, (2014). Due to the large size of the population of study, researchers often cannot test every individual in the population because it will be too expensive and time consuming. This is the reason why the researchers rely on taking sample. 

The sampling technique used in selecting respondents is stratified sampling method: stratified sampling method is a probability sampling technique where the researcher divides the entire population into different sub-groups or strata-then randomly selects the final subject proportionally from the different strata. ° Schools in Ilorin West Local Government of Kwara State are divided into private secondary schools, community schools, government secondary schools, mission schools, and the technical secondary schools. From the above strata of secondary schools in the Area, ten (10) students were selected each. The rationale behind using stratified sampling method is to ensure the presence of the key sub-group within the sample selected. 

1. Ansarul-Islam Secondary School 

2. Government Girls Day Secondary School, Pakata 

3. Government Day Secondary School, Adewole 

4. Ilorin Comprehensive High School 

5. Government Day Secondary School, Airport 

In collecting relevant data for the research work, both primary and secondary data were collected and analyzed. 

The primary data was collected through the administration of questionnaire to the fifty (50) respondents, who were selected, ten (10) each from stratum of five (5) sub group while the secondary data were sourced from textdook, magazine, journals, internet and researchers. The instrument adopted is questionnaire titled effect of over population of students on effective classroom management questionnaire (ISSAEPQ). The questionnaire contain two section i.e A and B section A consist of respondent personal data such as name of school, sex, educational qualification, years of teaching and marital status. Section B consist of questions items systematically structured to measure the effect of overpopulation on effective classroom management. The respondents are to tick agreed and disagreed. 

Validity of the Instrument 

According to Adewunmi (1988) a measuring instrument is valid when it measure truly and accurately what it is suppose to measure. Ali (1983) said validity refers to the degree to which a test measure what purpose to measure. After the preparation of the instrument, the researchers gave it to experts and finally submitted to supervisor. The instrument was subjected to thorough examination before it was used. 
Reliability of the Instrument 

Osuala (1987) affirmed that a measuring instrument is said to be reliable if it measures consistently under varying condition and at different time a person’s performance or trait. A person’s performance or trait should be the same or similar if the measuring is taken at different times. 

Reliability is the degree to which an instrument yields consistent scores when it is administered several times. 
Administration of the Instrument 

The administration of the questionnaire was done by the researcher herself through personal contact with the respondents. The researcher went to the sample school to administer the instrument. The instrument was immediately collected for analysis. 

Data Analysis 

Data collected were analyze through the use of table of frequency, means and simple percentage and the results of this analysis were used in making the decision of whether to accepts or reject the null hypothesis. 

Likewise, simple Likert scale rating and percentage count were used to determine the strength of the data, as regards the questionnaire administered.

More so, 1 (2%) of the respondents agreed that conducive environment affect the student academic performance in the classroom while 49 (98%) disagreed with the motion. In addition over population in classroom reduce teaching effectiveness 49 (98%) of the respondents agreed while 1(2%) disagreed.

Discussion of the Result

It was discovered from findings that one of the hindrances that affect effective classroom management is over populations Analysis and interpretation of data shows that teachers are unable to have interaction with all the student easily in overcrowded class. The result revealed that over population significant influence behavioral attitude of student to their studies and affect effective teaching and learning overcrowding leads to a chaotic classroom environment that is more difficult for the tender to manage.

CHAPTER FIVE

SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATION

Summary 

This study was conducted to examine the effect of over population of the student on effective classroom management of the Secondary School, using some Selected Secondary Schools in Ilorin West Local Government, Ilorin Kwara State. Simple random sampling technique was adopted to selected five Secondary Schools. The total number of respondents selected were fifty (50), ten (10) each from the stratum of five subs group schools. 

The questionnaires were administered to the respondents by the researcher through personal visit to sampled Secondary Schools and due consultation were made with the School authorities simple percentage method was used to ascertain the reliably of the instrument. 

In the course of this research, it has been clearly discovered that the . impact of overpopulation on the students cannot be over emphasis because of its great significant to student achievement and classroom effectiveness in school. 

However, analysis of the data for this study shows that all the three search question formulated for the purpose of the study were pointing to the negative impact of population on student academic performance and as well as the effectiveness of classroom in the school. 

The result and findings of the study revealed that 80% of the school teachers have good views towards the implementation and utilization of school facilities in secondary school to enhance effective students academic performance and effectiveness classroom. 

Conclusion 

Based on the analyzed data the following conclusions were drawn. Over population has effect on classroom in a negative ways it also has influence on evaluation of learning outcomes difficult and tedious for teachers. 

Teachers may also find it difficult to identify students learning problems or difficulties. Students in a large school are not usually given the opportunities to participate in leseion since they are too many in classroom. 

Teacher also finds it difficult to control classroom situation due to the large number of students. 

Furthermore, the study reveals that government has a list of roles to play in order to make learning move meaningful to the students and classroom to be effective. 

Implication of the Study 

Consequently findings of the study it implies that if government can provide adequate fund and facilities in secondary school, it will go a long way ° in enhancing the effective of a classroom and as well as students academic performance. 

Also this study implies that parent teacher association can also be of help in providing necessary education needed in secondary schools. 
Recommendations 

In the light of the analyzed data, the researcher recommends the following  

i. The three tie of government (Federal, State and Local Government) should embark on a massive constitution of classroom and facilities like library, laboratory and also sufficient classroom to cater for increasing students population 

ii. In the same way rehabilitation f data dilapidated classroom and facilities ° should be carried out in order to minimize the problem being encountered by the teachers, learners and principals of the schools. 

iii. The school principals should adhere strictly to the admission policies which stipulated that particular number of student should be admitted into a class in order to promote effective teaching and learning 

iv. Parent teacher association should assist school authorities in the construction and rehabilitation of infrastructure in order to promote teaching and learning 

v. State government should also employ more qualified teachers to compliment the effort of the existing one for better teaching activities. 

vi. Teachers must be adequately motivated in term of payment of salaries and allowance as at when due to enable the teachers discharge their duties. Teachers should be exposed to ways of assessing student in spite of their numbers e. g making use of rapid assessment procedure (RAP) 

vii. There must be provision of laboratory equipment to enhance students academic performance in practical examination 

viii. principal should be given professionals training on how to manage their school. 

ix. Government should provide adequate subvention and grant for the effectiveness of principals in secondary school. 

Limitation of the Study 

The study is limited to the effect over population of students on effective classroom management in social studies in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. 

Meanwhile, because of financial constraint and time limit only five Secondary School were selected for the purpose of the study the researcher could not cover all secondary schools in the Local Government Area. 

All these limitation notwithstanding, the findings of the study can be generalized in all Secondary School in the State. 

Suggestion for Further Study 

Owing to that fact that this research project covers only five Secondary School in Ilorin West Local Government of Kwara State The researcher hereby Suggest the following area for further study: that similar study is carried out to Cover the entire 16 Local Government Area of Kwara State.
