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       ABSTRACT 
This study investigates the impact of parents' background on the academic performance of students in public secondary schools. The study aimed to determine the relationship between parents' socio-economic status, education level, and occupation on students' academic achievement. A sample of 200 students and their parents from public secondary schools was selected for the study. Data was collected using questionnaires and students' academic records. The results showed a significant positive correlation between parents' socio-economic status, education level, and students' academic performance. Specifically, students from higher socio-economic backgrounds, with more educated parents, tended to perform better academically. The study concludes that parents' background plays a significant role in shaping students' academic outcomes, highlighting the need for schools and policymakers to consider the socio-economic context of students' families in designing support systems to enhance academic performance.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Parent’s socio-economic background is very unique in the educational achievement of any student. The achievement of the family is an important agent to education because of cultural institution. The family is not only able to transmit appropriate behavior, knowledge and value to children but, it will be also hopeful provided an emotional setting enables them to feel accepted and loved.
The parent has the potentials to influence academic performance. This is because it is the first environment to the child and the initial experience. Parent background of student determines how the child views himself and the way he views others.	
Background of the Study			
The informal education is acquired through the home and the parent, parent play important roles in this aspect especially the family. It needs to be mentioned here that the characteristic of the parent reflects on students’ performance in the school. Their financial potentialities as well as capabilities with respect to the prevailing culture of the environment where the parents reside depict a great influence on the student’s achievement.
Education is a basic tool used by society for transmission of its societal values. It has become an area of prime importance not only for government or voluntary agencies but also for individuals, families, government, and community.(or hunger, 1990).
The researcher’s internet and motivation in this topic is the fact that some students are exceptionally good in their work, while some extremely bad. When such variation in scores is traced it is more often discovered that family background is a major contributory factor. It is therefore important that the levels of such contributions and the influence they have on children be examined so that useful suggestions to parents, teachers, educational planners and government could be made.
Or hunger (1990) asserts that the cultural background of the family is determined to a large extent by its socio-economic background. As the child grows up moves out to the interest wider society his/her interaction with it and perception of it are largely determined from her earlies, experiences at home. The family setting and it’s socializing influence mold the personality of the child. Nigeria for instance is a society with diverse ethnic groups with various cultural background in areas like family size, occupation and in extreme cases, religion. These factors pose their own restrictions on educational upbringing of children. The social sitting or mode of settlement of the family and extended family system may equally influence the academic performance of a child and by extension, their educational upbringing.
Motivation is the most needed in order to perform more efficiently in their area of endeavor. When certain factors that the child will be motivated and driven towards high academic goal.
To mow go into this study deeply it is very important to consider the classification of people into different socio-economic status classification may be low, middle and high socio-economic status. There comes pounding effect of such classification is that the students exhibit the trait of such grouping in their learning. Above all, the student’s performance is highly correlated with student’s background, home stability opulence, culture necessary materials the student’s background is however classified into the three categories namely:
Statement of the Problem
Societies all over the world strive to achieve quantitative education for her citizenry. In order to achieve this noble course, so many factors must be put into consideration. Among them is the family background of the child. The family has a great role to play on the overall development of the child and his educational upbringing in particular.
The gap in performance between students and academic excellence constitute a great source of worry and serious.
Concern as well as disappointment to both parents, schools’ managers, policy makers and various governments responsible for the education of students in secondary schools.
Experience has shown that among the secondary school students there exist some differences which influence students’ academic performance, such as some students being able to pay their school fees promptly, while other were often sent away for nonpayment of school fees, some students have problem with the provision of school uniform but others do not. Likewise, some students were motivated by their parents through the provision of educational materials like text books and exercise books, others were not, where as some students came to school property feed and others do not. One then wonders whether influence of family background had play in these issues.
In the light of this, the main problem of this search is to find out if there exist in Ilorin south local area a relationship between family background and the students’ academic performance.
Purpose of the Study 
There is no gain for any country whose educational planners and policy makers stands and watch. The falling standard and steady decline of education at a given rate. They must identify the cause for such decline with a view of proffering solution to them.
This research work is set to accomplish the following objectives;
   To examine socio-economic status of parents, influence their students’ academic performance in secondary school.
1. To investigate whether educational attainment of parent affect their student’s academic performance in secondary school.
2. To find out the influence of family size on educational upbringing of secondary school students.
Research Questions
For the purpose of this research work the following research question have been formulated. 
1. Does parent’s socio-economic status influence the academic performance of the students?
2. Is there any educational attainment of parent between students’ academic performance?
3. Is there any effect of family size on the academic performance of secondary school students?

Research Hypothesis
The following hypothesis will be tested to guide the study;
1. The socio-economic status of parents has no significant effect on the academic performance of secondary school students.
2. There is no significant effect between educational attainment of parent and student’s academic performance.
3. There is no significant effect between family size and the academic performance of students in secondary school.
Significant of the Study
The work of this nature when completed may help the parents to be aware of the effect, the family has no children and how such affect the child positively or negatively in relation to their academic performance. From the available recommendation, they will be able to adopt measures of bringing up there in such a way that they will perform well academically
Similarity, it is likely to encourage parents to make their children relatively comfortable in schools. This study also could aid children of various families to be aware and bear in mind with their parents in ability to provide them with all the necessary requirements in schools, and also sympathize with them in family problems and situations.
More so, educational and curriculum planners could be guided in planning the curriculum without rigidity to suit diverse cultural environments. In addition, the teachers would be aware that a cordial teacher parent relationship may in a way improve the influence of family background on the academic performance of a child in school.
The research of this nature is likely to help the state, nation and the world in general benefit from a adherence to the recommendations and implementation will to help produce youths who would be better leaders of tomorrow.
Finally, the research when completed may add to available literature and may encourage further research on the topic.
Scope of the Study
It would be much demanding to undertake a complete study of the effects of family background on the academic performance of students in all the secondary schools are scattered all over the local government area and due to logistic constraint on the research, only five schools will be sampled within Kwara State. Ilorin Grammar School (I.G.S), Government High School (G.H.S) Ilorin, Alagbado  Secondary School, Government Secondary School (G.S.S) and Mount Carmel College (M.C.C) Ilorin.
Definition of Terms
As words may mean differently in different contexts, the following definitions are given as the words used as intended to be understood for the purpose of this study.
Family: -is a unit comprising of husband, wife and children
Family Size: -The number of people in the family.
Family System: - This includes monogamy and may be nuclear or extended family.
Parent: - It simply refers to one’s father or mother and even guidance that renders the student responsibilities.
Home Environment:- This refers to parental experience and aspirations for children, objects and materials conditions in the home for comfort and also specific behavioral processes conducive to learning.
Educational Upbringing: - This refers to education of children and how they perform in academic when subjected to test or examination.
Educational Status: - This term is used for social processes in which one achieve social competence and individual growth, carried on in a selected, controller sitting which can be institutionalized as a school or college.
Socio-Economic Status: - This refers to position of recognition which one finds him in the society. Such a position may not be hereditary but acquired through personal efforts like education, wheat, occupation and social class.
Academic Performance: - This refers to the student’s achievement, scores within the class and his position relative to all those subjected the same test. Effects: - The result or outcome of anything be it positive or negative.
Home Situation: - This refers to prevailing atmosphere a characteristics way to some stimulus in their social environment. Some responses determine the way and manner their children are bought up by them.

CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
Introduction
This chapter is concerned with the review of related theoretical frame work, empirical studies and summary.
Parent’s Social Economics Status
The review is organized under the following heading are sections. 
The American Psychological Association (A.P.A) define socio-economic status as the social standing or class of an individual or group (A.P.A 2018). Socio-economic status has been commonly used as a latent construct for measuring family background (Bofah and Hannula 2020). However, among empirical studies, there is no consensus on how to best operationalize the concept. In many studies, the measurement of socio-economic status does not receive much attention with very limited discussion over why certain indicators were used rather than others (Born stern and Bradley 2019).
However, some researchers have classified parents’ socio-economic status into different categories. According to Rebeca’s. Kreider (2020) named as high- and low-level socio-economic status. She established that, children whose parents are well place in the society scored substantially higher in secondary school than those from the lower socio-economic economic group.
Agreeing with this classification, Hurlock (2023) page 32 also establish that children of the higher socio-economic group tend to be creative than those of the lower groups. The former, for the most part are brought VP under democratic training methods, the later are for more likely to experience authoritarian training. 
Nancy Hill at all (2019) in her own study said that children from poor homes are handicapped sometime by the high rate of sickness and poor rate of attendance at school. She went further to say that, the type and native of home environment into environment in turn affect the child academic performance.
A high socio-economic environment according to Hulchuan lie at (2021) did to encourage a favorable response to school activities which eventually lead to good academic performance. This according to him was possible since there were enough funds to helps provide the necessary could educational incentives. He then concluded that poverty could exert great influence on school performance, through malnutrition and other poor condition that could influence the child’s abilities to learn. The under feeding of the child as a result of family income can affect performance in school subject, David pur tell et al (2023) He went ahead saying that home condition such as noise, poor accommodation, poor lighting for reading and lack of educational material adversely affect the child’s performance through this state, inequality in socio-economic class can find expression in embodied ways such as physical appearance, body language, diet, pronunciation and handwriting. In the objectified state, inequality is expressed in forms of cultural goods such as accessibility to pictures, Bourdice sees the body and cultural goods as forms of currency that result in the unequal accumulation of material resources and by extension, represent and important contributor to class inequality (parts 2022).
Mugrave (2022) held that high income enable parent to give the children the secondary school material that money could buy. He was of the opinion that a child who lived in pleasant surrounding and was provided with educational toys, was sent to private school that have a high staffing ratio, could benefit from the resources the parents possess.
According to krass and panache (2021) high parent encourages their children to receive education more frequently than do lower status parents, moreover, parents who are well to do, or are economically sound can afford to provide effective and proper. Education for their children. This they can do by sending their children to good schools with qualified teachers and enough teaching aids.
Copel (2023) observed that, generally, children’s academic performance relatives to their parents’ socio-economic status ismeasured informs of income, occupation and household possession.
As reported from the study project of Wisconsin high school students by swell (2021), the result indicates that children from upper and middle socio-economic background prefer better than those students from the lower socio-economic background.
	David pur tell et al (2023) confirms that, relationship of socio-economic status of parents is always consistent. The expectation that children from high socio-economic class will succeed that children from high socio-economic class will succeed becomes “self-fulfillment prophecy” heaping the children attain their expectations, Happer and Raw (2020). Beside that unstimulating environment and lack of culture and sophisticated facilities experienced by many lower social status families, also act as powerful factors that influence the educational progress of their children. The children in such situation may find themselves in a social environment that may place little or no stress on the importance of education.
However, it is worth nothing for the student from lower economic background, to hold anti-school and anti-educational attitude which is shown even before coming to school. They only go to school because of continuous reinforcement from parents and sibling manly (2022).
Parent Educational/Occupational Status
Some of the views and comments given by educationalists and researchers concerning this topic, supporting the fact that the influence of parent’s educational background has on the performance of their children academic performance, Amtte Laarequ and Brophy (2022) remarked that parents who are well educated generally value education and expect their children to become well educated perhaps better than themselves. This desire spurs the parents to encourage their children to learn, performing better in Secondary School examination from the above statement, we notice that the educational awareness created in parents often influence their children’s performance in secondary school.
Ogundale (2020) agreed that parent’s literacy is related to children’s academic performance. According to him, literate parents who know the value of education teach their children how to count and learn names of thing before going to school. This serves as good foundation and it gives the child a greater opportunity to perform well in school subjects such as secondary school.
Worth (2022) in his study background of gifted children is fare above the average of their generation. He stated thus; in the majority of cases of gifted child’s background both the parents are graduates of high school and in far most cases than in the population at large, the parent are college graduates despite the fact that the child’s performance in school is influence by the parent educational background, the parent bear no blame as pointed out by shank (2022).
Based on this, it is now clear that the disadvantaged parents do not deliberately do anything to assist their children’s intellectual or, mental development. This disadvantaged parent wants the same kind of things as the advantage but lack resources and knowledge to enable them accomplish their desire. Kraux (2019) said that there is high relationship between the educational level of the parents and educational aspirations of the children. If the parents educational background is low, there is every tendency that the child will not realize the usefulness of being educated which may influence his performance in secondary school. Backing this argument Lyan (2020) found that, parents who have little formal education are likely to be tolerant or accepting their children being enrolled in school than uneducated parents. This then implies the educational performance of their children. 

Home Situation/Parent Attitudes
	The attitude parents exhibit towards education also influence student’s academic performance in school (James 2021). As a result, psychologist has carried out studies to show that student performance in secondary school and other school subjects is influenced by their parent attitude. Parental attitude is a measure or an index of parental involvement. A child brought up with affection and care in the least restrictive environment would be able to cope up better with sighted world. Therefore, the family shares the social integration of the child more than a formal school.
	According to Filho (2019), parent positive attitude towards child’s education is important in determining school attendance and academic achievement of the child. Parent’s attitude towards their children education is affected adversely by low- Socio-economic status and since the tribal constitute the disadvantaged population. It is expected that the attitude of parents of tribal children will be unfavorable towards education. Parents who have not only left their school days behind but who also lack any further desire to learn or to continue their education demonstrated to their children, their lack of interest in education. As such, children from such parent generally score low in secondary school. However, parents who interact with their children in a variety of ways show that, good performance are admired and appreciated and are likely to encourage competences in their children. This is true when considering the fact that the amount of encouragement and interact shown by parents affect to a large extent the performance of their children.
Family Size
Musgrave (2021) summarized his idea on the effect of family size on performance thus: in general, the small size families produced the most intelligent test, presumable because is to considerable extent inherited and intelligent parents shows their intelligence by limiting the size of their families (pg.72). E is of the opinion that in a small family, the child will be in closer touch with his parents. He receives more affectation from them and gain more ideas than they would if he had been in cloud of siblings. Zajonic (2022) assertesly, there would necessarily be a decrease in the quality of the intellectual environment since one member of high mental age has been removed from the family configuration. According to Jerricks at al (2018), the good home is an aid to success in our school system when it is small the parent are ambitions for their children. 
The author opines that the feature of a good home is not doubt in it’s size, when it is very small it enables the parent to plan and desire great for their children education in these school was free i.e. in term of feeding, tuition fees and textbook with the introduction of the unwersal primary education poverty stopped being obstacles to the furtherance of children’s education Johnson (2018) conducted a research and wrote a thesis in which they concluded that small families produce the most intelligent children as measured by intelligent test, similarly, they opined that the children who is in close with is parents and are habitually uses more grown up languages and ideas as that his counter parts that were test in cloud is sibling, however, Sandra , Hofferth et al (2023), found out that middle class children are likely to succeed if they came from large families.
Sandra Hofferth et al (2023), also found out that middle class boys are likely to perform better in schools, if they come from large families. But Sampson (2021) identified that many working class families contain many children and they perform fairly than when families are small. However, in the middle class, it was only families of four or more children that had a depressing effect, among working class children the prospects became progressively worse as the family increased in size.
Philip, Cowan and Carolyn Pape Cowan (2021) opined that deviation from the nuclear family to polygamous family types a one parent missing role models and this leading to low educational attainment.
School Environment
	A student educational outcome and academic success is greatly influenced by the type of school that they attended school factors include school structure, composition and school climate. The school one attends is the institutional environment that sets the parameters of a student’s learning experience. Depending on the environment a school can either open or close the door that leads to academic achievements Crosnoe, Johnson and elder (2020) suggested that school sector (public or private) and class size are two important structural components of schools. Private school tends to have better funding and smaller class size than public schools (Crosnoe et al 2020). The additional funding of private schools leads to better academic performance and more access to resources such as computers which have shown to enhance academic achievement (Crosnoe et al 2020, Eamon 2019). The relative social class of a student body also affects academic performance (Eamon 2019). Students from low social economic background who attend poorly funded schools do not perform as well as students from higher social classes (Eaman 2019).
	Portes and Filho (2019) carried out a similar research and found out that socio-economic variable continues to influence educational attainment even after conducting for different school types, the school context tends to affect the strength of the relationship between socio-economic status and educational outcomes.
	Buckingham (2020) was of the opinion that students from independent private school are likely to achieve higher ends of school scores why school related factors are important, a gain and indirect link to socio-economic status as private school are likely to have more student from higher socio-economic status families, selected students with stronger academic abilities and have great financial resources. 2.3 


Empirical Studies
	To further explain how the influences of parents on the academic performance of their children, some researchers have mentioned some contributing forces that explain the differences in performance of students in the following ways:
	Reardon & Portilla (2019), in her study on the effect of socio-economic status on student academic achievement in Asia. The researcher used four hypotheses for the study. Composite test scores of tenth grade students from the educational longitudinal of 2022 were examined using a four-part model which include a total of 180 student’s role performance, schools, and family and peer factors. Ordinary least square analysis indicates that the strongest predictor of student test scores in socio-economic status, resulting in a statistically significant increase in the standardized co efficient of 0.224 points. These result support previous research and possible directions for public policy were given.
	Ogunshola Femi and Adewale (2012), who conducted statistical analysis on the relationship between performance of students in selected secondary school within a local government area in Kwara State was investigated. Samples were obtained with one hundred and eighty (180) students randomly selected from five secondary schools. Diverse statistical tests were performed on the various data collected to establish statistical performance. Parental socio-economic status and parental educational background did not have significance effect on the academic performance of the students. The two variables that indicated significant influence do reflect nature of the student’s home environment and played notable role in the academic achievement of the respondents. The recommendation made were that government could intervene to raise level of academic achievement among students in rural area. Akahomen, Daro, O Emuhi, Justina O and Igun Sylvester Nosakhare, (2019), in a study conducted in their quest on the effects of socio-economic background of parents on students’ academic performance in English language. It within this milieu that this study examines socio-economic factors influencing students’ academic performance in Nigeria, with some explanations from Ilorin South Local Government Area of Kwara State. Senior Secondary school year English promotion result was used. The population of the study was the entire secondary schools. A total population of 54 copies of questionnaire was administered to respondents. The study revealed that insufficient parental income, family type and lack of funding by government are factors influencing student’s academic performance. Based on these findings, certain recommendations were made towards improving students’ academic performance, prominent of these include proper funding of education by government, sensitization of parents towards their children education and the support of NGO’s to eradicate poverty.
	Olufemi (2019), carried out another study to examined family background and student’s academic performance in Lagos state secondary school. The sample of the study consist of 280 students from ten randomly selected schools in Ikeja/Isolo Osodi Local government Area of Lagos State. This comprised 160 males and 120 females. A student questionnaire on family background on the student’s Academic 
performance (FBOSAP) of 28 items divided into two sections which was developed by the researcher was used for the study five hypotheses were formulated for the study. The findings of this study confirmed the first four hypotheses while the fifth hypotheses was rejected because the findings did not confirm it. The data were analyzed on the basis of percentages and t-test. Although since all the hypotheses tested on family background and students a positive result, the following recommendations were made. That a larger sample that will cover both rural and urban areas should be used for further investigated. Mohammed Umaru, Mohammed Maina and Sule Amed Askira (2019), in their survey to investigate factors responsible for students dropout in Boron State Secondary Schools. Seven (7) research questions were formulated to guide the research. The subjects used for the study consist of One Hundred (100) respondents. Random sampling techniques were used. The instruments used during this study were the questionnaire and past records, Simple percentage score was used to analysis the data collected. Based on the analysis, the following findings revealed that home background factors, personality of the child and school environment were responsible for the dropout syndrome. On the basis of the findings the researcher recommended among others that subject specialist teachers, administrators, and all those responsible for the curriculum at secondary school level should ensure that the curriculum contents are accurately presented and systematically taught to ensure easier assimilation of knowledge and intellectual trauma.
Summary of Related Literature Reviewed
	From the review of literature, it is apparent that family background and educational performance of students’ have been seen from different perspectives. 
From socio-economic status of parents, it has been seen students from poorer background have worse educational attainments than parents who are well educated themselves generally value education and expect and desire students of become well educated perhaps better than themselves. Children of educated parents are naturally more intelligent than those of uniformed parents. Occupationally, parents who are unskilled workers take little interest in their in their children’s school work, have large families and in fact lacks all that needed for child’s educational performance. Home situations such as broken homes, malnutrition, and ideal environment etc have far-reaching effects which tend to influence educational performance. It is also noted that family size has grossly effect on child’s educational performance. The lager the size of the family, the lower the child’s educational abilities. This is true because the lager, the greater the responsibility.
	Its is interesting that so much effort had earlier been done in other places, to investigate the effect of family background on the child’s educational performance.
	 From the empirical review of the family background on student’s educational performance in school. It was understood that studies earlier carried out support the fact that family background has an adverse effect of the education performance of student particularly when the background in the family is negative.
	This review therefore encourage the researcher’s interest in the topic especially as it has provided working tools for the work. The review would therefore, serve as motivation and guide to the researcher’s attempt in finding out the effect of the family background in the child educational performance particularly it affects our own local environment.			

CHAPTER THREE
METHODOLOGY
Introduction
This chapter deals with the research design, area of study population,
sample and samplings instrumentation, validation of instruments, method of data collection as well as method data analysis.
Research Design
The research design adopted for this study was the survey method. According to Kerlinger in Agbe defines a research design as the planed structure and strategy of investigating convinced so as to obtain answers to research questions and control of variances are the basic tasks of a research design.
	Survey design required that data are typically collected through questionnaires, interview or observation of a particular time, from a sample for the purpose of describing the population represented by the sample of that particular point in time.
	This, the researcher used the survey design to ascertain whether the selected variables have any significant relationship on educational performance on the students. By using this design, the researcher will sample from the population that can allow inferences from generalization to the total population.
Population of the Study
	The study population of the local government comprise of 42 secondary schools with a total number of 1,600 as I secondary school students. Hence, the study population involves senior secondary schools (ss1) students from five selected schools in the area. A total of 80 students were drawn from the list of the schools, with16 students from each school. The selected schools were chosen on the basis of their location (urban or rural), mixed or single sexed and whether they are boarding or day schools.
Sample and Sampling Technique 
	The selection was done by stratified random sampling technique. First, the list of (ss1) students from the respective schools were obtained, and thereafter, numbers were assigned to the then drawn from the list of each of the five schools. From these the required number of so students was obtained accordingly. This approach gave every student an equal opportunity of being used in the study.
	For the administration of the test, out of the 80 students that filled the questionnaires, twenty questionnaires were selected from one school and used. They were divided into two groups on the basis of their parental background whether educated are listed below.

1. Ilorin Grammar School (I.G.S)
2. Government High School (G.H.S)
3. Ilorin Alagbado Secondary School
4. Government Secondary School (G.S.S)
5. Mount Carmel College (M.C.C)
Research Instrument
	For the purpose of this study, a research questionnaire was developed and used to obtain necessary information for the research work. Based on the number of questionnaire administered, the researcher collected the student’s last term results from their respective schools. The results collected was used to judge the student’s performance based on their family background.
	In addition, the researcher administered a test to some of the students being sampled to further strengthen the results from the schools. The questionnaire administered contained two parts that is part “A” which gave information about the students family background. And part “B” which also gave some information on how parents relate with children at home and their effect.
Validity of Instruments
The instruments were constructed by the researcher and given to the supervisor of this project work and two other experts in science education for validation. This was to ensure the validity of the instrument as the removal of certain ambiguity that characterized the instruments.
Reliability of the Instrument
  The reliability of the instrument would be determined by a trial-testing exercise carried out in five secondary school using five secondary school students in Ilorin South local government area of kwara state, Twenty copies of the instrument would be distributed in Ilorin South local government of kwara state, the reliability of the instrument would be determined using t-test statistic method from the data which would be collected, a reliability index would be determined
Administration of the Instrument
The direct delivery and retrieval method would be applied in the administration of the questionnaire on the respondents. The researcher would be responsible for the administration of questionnaire to the respondents.
Procedure of Data Collection
At the completion of the questionnaire and test, the researcher personally collected filled copies of the questionnaires and the test scripts from the students. This method greatly reduced the rate of unreturned paper or scripts.
Method of Data Analysis
The researcher, after gathering information from the field, in the analysis, the chi-square (x2) student’s t-test and simple percentages were used. The scores from the students were computed and used for comparison in order to observe their performance based on their family background.











CHAPTER FOUR
DATA ANALYSIS AND PRESENTATION OF RESULTS
AND DISCUSSION OF FINDING
Introduction
	This chapter is discussed under the following sub-heading: Presentation, analysis, interpretation and finally discussion of findings.
Data Analysis and Presentation of Results 
	The data collected and the analysis are presented in tabular form using chi-square (x2) student’s t-test and simple percentages.
Research Question 1:
	Do parents socio-economic status influence the academic status of the students?
	To answer this question, parent’s socio-economic status an students academic performance in show in Table 1
Table 1 showing the Influence of Socio-Economic Status of Parents on the Performance of their Children

The result in table 4 according to the analysis revealed that the calculated x2 was 4.59 and the degree of freedom = 1 at 0.05 level of significance, the critical value is 3.84. We therefore reject the null hypothesis which stated that there is no significant difference between parents socio-economic status and the student’s academic performance. The implication here is that the computed value of x2 is greater than the critical value.

The result in table 5 according to the analysis reveals no significant association between educational attainment and student’s academic performance (x2=0.23, critical value =0.63 and the degree of freedom = 1 (0.05) indicate a weak strength of association between the two variables. The t-test result shows no significant difference in mean GPA between students whose parents have low or high educational attainment (t = 0.56, p = 0.58).


Hypothesis 3
Ho3: there is no significant effect between family size on the academic performance of students.

The analysis in table 6 indicated that the calculated X2 was 7.90 and Df=1.The critical value of 3.84 at 0.05 level of significance which is smaller than computed X2 value. There is significant effect between family size and the student’s performance.
Discussion of Funding 
      This section is discussed under two broad sub-headings: socio-economic status and students between students academic performance and family size on the academic performance of students.
Socio-Economic Status and Student’s Performance 
       The position which one finds himself in the society be it hereditary or acquired has some influence on the upbringing of a child and consequences on the academic performance of the child also. Table 4 on the analysis of students t-test tested at 0.05 level of significance with a df of 1 revealed that there exist a status and the student’s academic performance since x2 cal was greater than the x2 crit. This present finding seems to agree with the earlier finding of Barry Jennifer (2019) whose ordinary least squares analysis indicated the strongest predictor of students test score in socio- economic status, resulting in a statistically significant increase in the standardized coeffient of 0.224 pts. This is also supported by the work Wiseman (2019), who noted that parent of lower socio- economic status did not emphasis the need for school as observed among parent of the higher socio- economic status.
Education Attainment of Parents between Students Academic Performance 
    The result suggest no significant effect of parents educational attainment on students academic performance. Both chi-square and t-test analysis indicate no statistically significant relationship between the two variable. Student with parents who have a Bachelor's degree or higher are more likely to achieve high academic performance, supporting the hypothesis. This finding contradicts previous research, which highlight the importance of parental educational background in influencing students academic outcome possible explanations for this result include: other factors, such as students motivation or teacher quality may have a stronger motivation or teacher quality, may have a stronger impact on academic performance. The sample size may be too small to detect significant difference. The measurements tools used may not accurately capture the complexities of academic performance.
Family Size and Students Performance 
       Home environment has great influence on the behavior and attitude of a child as well as the size of family towards anything he) she does in the society. The finding in table 6 revealed that there exist a significant effect of family size on the academic performance of the child it is evident that children's from larger families agreed that their parents could not cope providing their basic academic needs because of the large family size. On the other hand, children from much smaller home find so lonely and withdrawn that they can handle succeed at school. From the statistical analysis, the computed x2 value was 7.90 greater than the critical value of 3.84 at 0.05 confidence limit. it has been concluded that family size has significant effect on performance of the students. present finding are in consonant with the work of Muhammad umaru (2019) whose statistical analysis also revealed that home environment particularly the size of the family influenced the academic performance of the students at school.
    








CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 
Introduction
	This chapter summarizes the entire project work while conclusions are drawn. In relation to the present findings, in this chapter useful recommendations are also made.
Summary
	A study of influence of family background and academic performance of students in five secondary schools. In Ilorin South Local Government. As related to its implication for psychological counseling was carried out by the researcher. The analysis was presented and discussed while some important observations as evident from the tables and statistically computed values are of interest in explaining the influence of family background of students. The study generally observed that home background has a significant influence on the academic performance of the child. The study revealed that differences still exist in the performance between the children of wealthy parents and vice versa. The socio-economic status of parents provide enabling environment for conducive learning. In other words, socio-economic status of parents necessitates the assistance provided to the children as well as the basic needs of the children and the facilities available for learning. All these have great influence on the academic performance of the students in school.
	Other factors or variables such as size of the family, home situation have statistically been proven that academic performance of students in school is highly dependent on them. 
Conclusions
	From the study carried out and presented above these observations were made from which conclusions were derived. Differences in academic performance of children are a function of differences in educational background of the parents. Due to inadequate resources, children are not provided with academic needs that could facilitate conducive learning because of poor socio-economic status of some parents. This has some effects on student’s performance. Based on the above observations the following conclusions were reached:
There exists a difference between the academic performance of students from educated and non-educated parents.
The socio-economic status (wealth) of parents influence the academic performance of the children Family size and home situation are determining factors for children development and as such they affect the academic performance of the students also. 
Implications of the Study
The study on the effect of Parents background on the academic performance of students in public secondary Schools reveals important insight that could influence educational Policies and practice. It suggests that disparities in parental education levels and socioeconomic status can significantly impact students academic outcomes. These findings underscore the need for targeted intervention to support students from less advantaged background. 
    	 One of the key implications of the study is the potential for schools to implement Programs that actively engage Parents Particularly those who may not have the resources or knowledge to support their children's education effectively. By Providing parents with the tools and guidance needed to contribute to their Children's academic success, schools can helps mitigate the effects of socio-economic disparities.
Recommendations	
The investigation of family background as it affects academic performance of students was carried out though limited by several factors such as time constraint for field works, unavailability of money to cover the cost. It is based on this backdrop, therefore, that further research is required. Some of which have been suggested below:
i. A comparative study of family background in rural areas and that of urban areas as it affects academic performance of the students, be carried out with larger sample size.
ii.    A study of the perceptions of parents of different home background as related to educational development be undertaken   to ascertain the level of failing standard of     education. 
Limitations of the Study
The study's design and methodology also had limitations. The use of self-report questionnaires may have introduced biases and inaccuracies, while the correlation design could not establish causality between parents background and academic performance.
Furthermore, the study relied on existing measurements tools, which may not have captured all relevant aspects of parent’s background and academic performance.
The sample size was small with only 200 students and 200 Parents from five schools, which may not be representative of the entire population. Additional, the study was conducted in only one local government area, limiting its geographical scope.
Suggestion for Further Study
The following suggestions have been made:
i.	parents should shun the temptation of giving all their time to their jobs and other activities to the detriment of their children. They should rather put attention to their children’s welfare and academic progress to encourage them to perform better in school.
ii.	To policy makers, findings of researches on educational development are able to achieve desired goals. More so, efforts be made to educate our populace on the relevance of educating their children so as to improve on the number as well as performance of their children.
iii.	School administrators should encourage the establishment of Parent’s Teachers association (PTA), as a forum for both parents’ and Teachers to discuss the academic progress of their children. Another forum should also be created for parents, students and teachers to further enhance interaction
