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ABSTRACT
This study was designed to examine the problem and prospect of primary schools administration in Kwara State. A case study of selected primary schools in Ilorin Metropolis State five schools were randomly selected for the study in order to obtain a adequate information. The research adopted the descriptive survey designed using questionnaire approach. The largest population for this study were one hundred primary school teacher randomly selected from five primary school in Ilorin metropolis Area of Kwara State in this situation 20 teachers were selected from each sampled to make a population of one hundred respondents finding for the study revealed that adequate infrastructural facilities should be provided in the schools the schools library should be well stocked to provide adequate books for teachers and pupils the school laboratory should be well equipped the teacher should be provide with relevant teaching materials and finally Government should employ qualified teacher and ensued good pay.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study
	The term primary education refers to the essentials, simple as well as the first stage of education. This term is not use in some countries in countries like as Britain and United State of America. The terms elementary. Infant, basic or fundamental educations are used instead of primary education. However apart from the differences in the term of nomenclature used in respect of the embryonic stage of a nations education system. It is logical that the description of primary education as the first stage of education is questionable. Base on orthodox or informal training most children begin their educational pursuit in their homes, from the moment they are born. In terms of formal education some children received their first formal education in the kinder gander or nursery school before proceeding to the primary school in order realize the education goals of the school and the school system founds and facilities are required for the various activities of the school programme as well as for the extra curricular activities the allocation of funds of school in Nigeria is organized in the following ways. The administration first of all assessed the amount of money available and then distributes it to divisional and local school boards. The local school boards then allocate the funds to individual schools to buy equipment and distribute it to schools. The teaching and learning programmes of the primary school system as a whole, and the need of individual schools should determine the type and quantity of facilities and equipment the school should get unfortunately head master and teacher often do not know how much money or equipment they will receive form their location to school boards. They send in their request for school equipment and hope that some thing will be sent to them. According to Adam (2001) asserted that administration is the capacity to co-ordinate many and often conflicting social activities in sing organization some adroitly that they shall operate as a most a school head plays the role of am administration in the implementation of polices on education within the country. Educational administration according to Bolaji (2002) is the process of interesting the efforts of personal and of utilizing appropriate material in such on way as to promote effectively the development of human quality.
Statements of the Problem
The problem affecting effective administration of the primary school system in Ilorin metropolis can not be over-emphasized. Most of the school lack adequate qualified teacher. The available ones are not adequately motivated, the school are generally under funded which reflect in the non availability of facilities and equipment it is also morthy to rate that the poor teaching methods of teacher affect pupils attitude toward learning in the schools.
Purpose of the Study
	The purpose of the study is to investigate into the problems of primary school administration in some selected primary school in Ilorin metropolis. The study also intends to provide useful suggestion towards effective development of primary education.
Research Questions

The scope and limitation of the study is limited to five primary school in Ilorin metropolis while one hundred primary school teachers are randomly selected from the school sample would serve as population for study. In this situation, twenty teachers will be selected from each of the school sampled.
Definition of Terms
Problems refer to inadequate qualified school teachers, funding and lack of adequate school facilities and equipped in primary school within Ilorin metropolis.
Primary schools- refer to education which children receive before proceeding to secondary school education.
Administration: refers to management of teachers, materials and equipment in primary school within in Ilorin metropolis
Teacher: refers to someone trained and qualified to teach in primary school within Ilorin metropolis.
Teaching: this is a process of imparting knowledge in another person. It is also a way of assisting another- person to know what he does not know before in order to bring about relatively permanent in behavior that occurs as a result of practice.
Learning: Hilgard and Alkinson (1995) defined learning as a relatively permanent change in behavior that occurs as a result of practice.
Teachers’ performance: This is a process of where by workers in any organization perform on contribute their effort to the organizations achieve its aim.

Importance of primary education 
	According to Adeniyi (2001), primary” means the first stage of education “ secondary” means the second stage and tertiary” a fairy new and increasingly popular term  means the third stage which includes all kinds of post secondary. Education, not just higher and university education but primary education in its usual accepted sense is the first stage of children. All children start receiving their first education in the home from the moment they are born. Nor does it necessarily  means the first stage of being educated in a school, such as a special building set a side for the purpose, because it can be preceded by necessary education also takes place away from home in a special building or room. Ocho (2002) explained that primary education in many countries can be followed by what is called middle education. Whether the middles a separate stage interposed between primary and secondary education. Wherever whether the middle school should be regarded as being merely an extension of the primary school or as preliminary sub- division of the secondary school is very debatable in most countries having created a middle state has been created by coming off a year or two from both the primary and secondary stages and combine them to from some countries having created a middle stage here. Since it is removed and incorporated it in the primary stage in Nigeria, for example in the middle of the, 2002 the former western region (now  Lagos, Ogun, Osun, Ondo, and Oyo) introduced a two year modern school as a follow up to the U.P.E  scheme introduced in the former western region in 1992.
	The Anglican mission also introduced a two year modern school in some parts of the eastern regions. The school admitted student who could not secure admission into the secondary school they were poorly equipped and staffed and were not poplars, instead of being a terminal course as originally planned, the modern school became center for candidates to prepare for the entrance in to secondary schools.   They therefore failed in their planned to function and gradually faded out, first in former eastern region and them in the former mid lectern regions. They continued their precarious existence in the lectern state until after the civil war. Nwagou (1995), described importance of primary education under the following:-
Social: - From the dowel point of view primary education promote dowel interaction and mutual understanding this is because it makes. People more aware of and better informed about the would in which they live by greatly reducing their ignorance and superstition belief; it makes them more tolerant in their dealings with their people in the society.
Political:- In  this situation, primary education that is primary school turn the mixed, tribally middle population into citizen of a nation who know their rights and duties as such.
Cultural: - The cultural heritage of a country depends on its being supported and enriched by   people educated to appreciate it and not through ignorance ready to abandon it.
Economic: - The economic development and prosperity of a country depends fundamentally on the abilities, attitude and skill of its citizens hence it most valuable capital investment is human beings that is in their education. No matter how rich countries may be on natural resources, it needs people to exploit them. Primary education supplies the first stage, the essential first step forward that assures sound economic growth. 
The primary school curriculum: - A good moving education of the curriculum seconding to may hard (1991) said that all the learning that is planned or grinded by the school whether it is carried on in grouped or individually inside curriculum comprises all the education activities of school in the mildest possible sense. It includes much more than what is taught formally by the teacher in the school. It includes informal education and what referred to as extra curricular activities such as excursion to places of interest sport, game, school clubs and societies.
	It described the total educational enrolment of the school and sum of all the school hopes to achieve.
Eze (1993) stressed that a syllabic is only a part of a curriculum plan it is only the some of all the school hopes to achieve a concise written out line of the sum of a course of study, a list of items which have been written down to be taught and learnt from year to year, a blue print enabling teacher to carry out a particular part usually a formed part of the curriculum. 
Robertson (1995) explain that primary school is not a self- sufficient isolated organization but one that in both the product of society and its instrument the curriculum can not be something isolated to the left excursively to education administrators, school head and teacher to decide for them sieves, however, good their ideas may be some mountain that should have complete freedom to do so. In practice this happen very rarely, although the educational administrator and teaching profession have an important part to play in improving and changing the curriculum. 
Afolabi (1990) also stressed that in scheme of works the board out line of the syllabus developed in much greater detail to show the topic teachers intend to deal with and in  what order, what work will  be given to the pupils in the from  of exercise other assignments and what books and equipment will  be used.
May syllabus provide these details but even what they do, teachers often have to break them down into smaller units of time such as one or two weeks or a month instead of the whole term shown in the syllabus the real justification for having scheme of work is that they enable teacher to fit the syllabus to their pupils and not the other way round.
Facilities and Equipment of primary school 
In primary school according to Adarelegba (1990) class room constitute the most basic of the facilities every school must have the furnishing of the classroom is a major problem for headmaster and teachers. 
The old commonly found in Nigeria primary school is the long desk, a combined seat and harrow writing table constructed as one eight pupils. A modifation to this model is built to seat two pupils in practice; however each desk invariable has more pupils sitting at it than it was design to take this because either there are not enough desks in the classroom or there are more than forty pupils in the class the long desk makes it difficult. Occasionally impossible for the teacher to arrange the seat according to the types of learning activity for the day or the types of learns. A recent welcome trend is the construction of the one chair one table set for each child with the classroom furniture teacher can sit the pupils in a circle or in a small groups depending in the activity where the room is not consisted the teacher also has the opportunity of moving round the class in order to supervise the work of pupils and give assistance to those individual in need of help or guidance. Adebayo (2002) conclude that many school buildings and facilities in Nigeria have been constructed without enough consideration for the comfort of pupils and teacher who use them many of the building are poorly ventilated and they easily get very that some are inadequate and even when the occupants are expected to depend completely unnatural lighting the roots hang how and makes the inside dim and gloomy. At this times building materials which are good, found conductors are used with the result that found never rated and encloses. 
Appraisal of literature review 
According to Ademola (2001) every educational system at very level depends heavily on the quality of its teachers manifesting and improving standards is only possible through them Adam (2001) explained that primary school teachers on developing countries is that their profession has tended to be a bridge occupation that is a temporary one while wasting for something better. At the time of independence teachers at that time were mainly primary school teachers because the post primary school sector was so small the result was that many of them moved upwards into more important Jobs outside the profession. 
Many become politicians other senior government administrators and other became trade unionists or managers in business and commerce the primary school suffered in many countries including Nigeria, they continue to suffer because their teacher were gives tops jobs loses were also sustained within the educations system because primary school teachers especially the good experienced ones were moved into educational administration and inspection they were also move into the very rapidly expanding secondary sectors where shortage of teachers was and very severe. So the primary school staff have been weekend in two ways leaving the profession or going into another part of educational system Adam (2001) the large gaps caused by those losses have been filled by recruiting untrained teachers with minimal educational falsification this has in turn in insidely lowered the quality of primary school and the status of the teachers in term the bridge occupation feature of the teaching profession has been strengthened and perpetuated by the fact that may young people deliberately enter it will no literatim of remaining longer than they can help they are in to way committed to teaching and plain to pursuer their career else where the effect of this state of affairs on the headmaster and teachers who choose to remain in demoralizing.
