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ABSTRACT
The purpose of this study is to investigate the environmental influence on academic performance of pupils in selected primary schools in Ilorin East LGA of Kwara State. The instrument constructed for the study was test-retest method by using the descriptive statistic percentage, which was used to describe and analyse the data. It was established in the researcher findings that there existed great environmental influence on academic performance of pupils in public, urban and private, rural schools. These are I respect of available instructional materials, equipped libraries and laboratories, adequate manpower and relationship between the pupils and of course, conducive classrooms. Major recommendations include the following. There should be regular promotion and job  incentive, provision of well equipped library and other allowances.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION 
Background to the Study 
Environment is an important factor to child’s ability to learn. It has a notable impact on the attitude of learners toward learning. It is among the variable effect the nature of teaching. Learning processes and it outcomes may or may not be productive in achieving the desired educational goal.
The efficiency of a school system in achieving its organizational objectives and goals depends on the effectiveness of the various environment, which mainly refer to the interpersonal climate, or the organization structure of classroom and school libraries.
The assumption seems to gave been that as long as these basic requirement were met. The child learning  depends safely on psychological and social variable. However, increasing number of educators  have begun to believe that other dimensions of physical environment might have an impact on pupils behaviour and attitude; there are probably several reasons for this new awareness. Furthermore, impact comes from the growth of two controversial educational movements.
The purpose or aim of the study is to examine the impact or the environmental influence on pupils behaviour, attitude etc in school. Hence, the need for this research work.
Hopefully, the study while not exhaustive, will help to bring together currently divergent stands of enquiry and provide the overview that is essential, if research is to process.
The learning environment is a composite of many factor and the neglect to waken the effectiveness of the learners. The physical environment of the learners. The physical environment of the school may facilitate certain types of learning process or put limitations on various instructional programmes. However, school learning is not only a physical structure but also a social system, which encompasses organizational and cultural characteristics.
The social organization of the school involves grade, classification, staff relationship and pattern of authority, status, role definition, site of organizational  units and other social structural  characteristics.
Although, there have been a great deal of research on some aspects of teaching-learning process, such as the relationship of reading programmers. Efforts have frequently ignored the learning environments in which they occurred and other learning outcomes. Hence, the need for this study is to investigate the effect of environmental influence on a pupils academic performance. 
Statement of the Problem 
Despite effort made  by both the Federal and State Government to make environment condusive learning by providing good classroom and facilities Awomolo (2013), collaborate River state government some are joining River State  governor Rotimi Amechi  in saying that if the environment  is condusive if  the structure are there is good education, if there is economic empowerment, if the child is secured in a safe environment it is going to bringout the best in that child the society is also going to help in bring out the best in that child the society is also going to help in bring out the best interest of the child”
Studies has also been carried out on environment and Academic performance such as Hilary et al (1990) Studied on “influence of school environment on the Academic achievement score of adopted and Non adopted children.
Rohan and Zaidi (2019) research and academic performance from a pupils  perception also Eniojukan (2010) studies on “Environmental influence on academic performance in selected primary schools in Ilorin Yagba East LGA of Kogi state to the best researcher knowledge  non of the above studies has carried out in Ilorin East , to this end researcher is interested in investigate environmental influence on academic performance  of pupils in selected primary school in Ilorin East local government Area in respect of the under listed;

· What relationship exists between Urban and Rural School on the pupils performance?

Purpose of the Study

· Examine the performance of pupils in a conducive learning environment.

Significance of the Study

The research will  be of great value in various ways such as it will provide room for further research to the adequacy of Nigerian Educational System, it will provide the policy makers useful information for the formation of education of policies. It will reveal the need for the teachers and school administrators involvement in the provision an enabling environment to promote learning and to encourage effective social relationship for the development of our educational system.

Teaching Attitudes: These refers to harmony of conflict between teachers thought feeling and actions
Resources:- This human and materials that are effectively gathered and utilized to achieve educational goals.

Physical Environment of School and Pupil 
Academic Performance
	Physical environment of the school is said to be the factor that consist the premises; on the  other hand, it can be defined as the resources that facilitate good learning in the school. Scholars are in agreement that physical resources are very important for the success of any worthwhile education endeavours.
	Aiyepekun (2010), Akinwumiju and Orimoloye (2011) among other have pointed out that  the availability of adequate school building, number of chairs, desks, libraries and other instructional facilities necessary for the attainment of any educational objectives.
According to Akinwumiju and Orimoloye (2010), educational institutions from Nursery to University level require office, assembly hall, libraries and laboratory and staff quarters. Within the building there should be fixtures and fittings to make them functions effectively.
	The infrastructure facilities  are important items like furniture for staff and pupils, books, sciences equipment, games and sport equipment and other items. These facilities have to be adequate in number in number and they should all be in good condition for the school to function properly.
In  addition, physical environment of schools can be divided into three namely : the basic physical structure and fixtures and fitting instruction materials and equipment and lastly material resources consisting of items such as paper supplies and writing materials (Aiyepekun, 2010)
The first category comprise basic physical structure, fixture and fitting to make them usable.
The building in which teaching/learning activities to take places is to be airy and must be authentically pleasing. Although, educational building and fixture do not teach, but they provide physical environment in which learning takes places as states  by the United National education Science and Cultural Organization (UNESCO, 2018).
These can also be hindrance  to the learning process as building react are improperly located may prevent some children from going to school. Building that do not include the necessary  laboratories may causes teachers to leave out the experimental aspect of science teaching.
Dark, Noisy and classroom also reduce the effectiveness of pupils.
According to Adeyemo (2012), classroom should properly lighted and ventilated; there should be properly lighted and ventilated; there should be proper sitting and sufficient accommodation. Such room should be free from noise and disturbance. Hallice (2018) stressed that some major factor contributing to academic achievement in the school system include the following; school buildings, classroom,  accommodation, libraries, laboratories, furniture, recreational equipment and other instructional materials. The availability of relevance and adequacy of these  items contribute to playing ground and flowerbed and also surrounding devoid of aesthetic appearance can contribute to poor academic  performance can contribute to poor academic performance.
There are in the second category, instructional materials and equipment. These include textbooks, slides, charts, maps  and corner table. Other items includes audiovisual electronic instructional materials such as radio, tape recorder, television, video tape recorder and cinema projector machine for showing film on a screen.
Bajah (2011) in support of the correction of environmental variables on pupils academic achievement, he noted that the present senior primary school chemistry syllabus pay attention to the activities oriented and investigative approach to learning of chemistry. If this is to be accomplished, the facilities  needed should definitely be more sophisticated than what is obtainable in the school chemistry laboratory today.
Eshiest (2010) argued that one important method through which science teachers can promote skill acquisition is by developing manipulative skills in pupils through the use of instructional materials. An  essential resources is the library. According to reviewed National Policy on Educational Resources, in a study conducted by Popoola (2018) on the relationship between instructional materials and academic performances, he discovered that libraries correlate with academic performance. Large class size, according to Kolawole (2012) is also detrimental to good academic performance.
The last major category of materials consists of paper supplies and written materials which are extremely limited. The problem is immense, because the expenditure involved in high and the existing physical facilities in school were almost negligible. Etti (2012) pointed out that a major defect in our system of education is that science is invariable represented diagrammatically in most schools as a series of world. Because the laboratories are not well equipped, the pupils are denied that feeling of participation and reality with practical and demonstration.
There is however dearth of equipment in Nigeria. In most of our institution, relevant equipment are not there.  If they are available, they are grossly inadequate.
Gynce (2003) in her research came out with the findings that teacher lack basic essential material such as textbook and teacher guide for teaching sciences. They also lack  the incentives to improve, due to lack of encouragement from the government, poor and irregular payment of salaries and lack of storage place for science materials.
Social Learning Environment and Pupils’ Academic performance 
	The educational  system, like every social organization, operate throughout with people. The people who constitute human resources in education are the pupils. Staff, supporting staff, including bursar, typist, librarian, clerks as well as educational planner and administrators. The teachers has been re-cognised as indispensable by the US department of Health Education system. In fact, teachers are more important than qualities of equipment and materials level of financing.
According to Adamu (1994), Educational system is “Complex Mechanised Production System for specific lengjt of period from one level to another, they are transformed by action of teachers’ equipment and other screening factors into education.
The quality of teacher is an important input in effective learning since quality out demand input one of the basic function of school teacher for effective teaching and learning is to understand  the characteristic of their pupils. This is very essential since one needs to solve the present problem of such situation in order to be able to operate effectively, through the teacher pupils conduct in the school.
The pupils are to develop an attitude towards learning. This attitude, Oyedeji (2004) stated that for a teacher to make his learning effective and understandable the following factor must be fulfilled:
· The teacher should know exactly what he is going to teach and organized his work thoroughly; he must be sure of fact to be taught
· He should be cool and Natural; voice should normal, not to low nor too high and nervousness should avoided.
Results over the years showed that more integrative teacher pupils contact will establish desirable pupils attitude and better behaviour pattern; the implication is that a teacher need to be more flexible.
	Durojaiye (2004) advocated that teachers are not only expected to perform task which are concerned with imparting a body of knowledge but also with inculcation of attitudes, development of habit and skills, strengthening of loyalties attention and the reinforcement of moral codes.
	The teachers attitude bring out as  one of the key determinant of the psychological atmosphere of any school and as a special influence on the overall teaching role and pupils  learning experience. If the attitude are always negative., this will be reflected in overall regular atmosphere that will be hung like a deadening cloud on the whole school system, the school probably may not reflect the teachers attitude.
	In like manner, the teacher who develop positive psychological attitude in him and the pupils foster an environment that encourage and sustain vital growth and good performance. If the teacher has a positive attitude toward the pupils, he will develop a positive physical, social and instructional environment of learning in the school. Without  positive attitude, the insight, inspiration and determination of construction action will be missing and this will spontaneously influence the attitude and overall performance of the pupils.
	The challenges poses by teacher education not only in Nigeria  but also in other part of the developing world becomes great everyday. They are seen and felt in the acute shortage of training teachers in all facets of our educational system. Whereas, pupils intake, gallop to every height annually. If we want our children to acquire qualitative education, government should produce and supply  more teacher who are not only knowledgeable, but also able to produce desire and desirable result.
Instructional Environment of School And Pupils’ Academic Performance.
	
	A look at the nature and scope of a teachers teaching help him to see which of his teaching styles constitutes disciplinary problems. Is it autocratic, lasiez-faire or democratic? (Akubue 1991)
	The techniques the teachers adopts, as adopts as an instructional leader of the class, behaviour of the pupils. Each of the styles has its own effect on discipline and on learning. For example, the autocratic teacher who allow pupils to do as they like and the democratic teacher who seeks pupils  participation influence pupils behaviour which in turn help their learning.
According to Akubue (1991), there is the need for teachers to plans way of establishing rapport between himself and his pupils. He needs several planning on how to bridge the gap between an approached that is permissive enough to allow learning to take place. Hence, his instructional and performance assessment.
The teacher therefore, as part of this lesson plan must study the appropriateness of instructional techniques and method to be used not only to arouse pupils interest and enhance their learning but also as means of ensuring class discipline.
Gerstl (2000) supported his opinion when he stated that structuring of school to meet pupils needs, will require a returning kind of curriculum, and instruction. Such school construct all resources around, attaining high achievement of all pupils. Strong administrative leadership, family-teacher collaboration, and effective classroom management are all characteristics  of effective school environment 
Learners Characteristics for Learning 
The learner brings to the instructional setting his (aptitude achievement), propensities (motivations, interest, attitude), personal background (Asunmo (2002).
He further said that the intervention of this personal capacity in the instructional setting is responsible for the differential prediction in learner who perceives what is being taght differently and so the outcome of such lesson is different with each individual learners. This is due to the fact that no two individual are same in making up as there are factors which influence the quantity and quality of learning that pupils acquire.
These factor include intelligence of the learner, personality cognitive style, level of self-concept, self motivation, study and health habit. Every learning task has prerequisite knowledge and skills, which must mastered to accomplish the learning task. He was of the view that lack of appropriate cognitive and affective entry behaviour is the cause of learners academic performance.


Appraisal of the Literature Reviewed
	The literature reviewed the influence of good educational environment consist of all those things in the school that may facilitate the teaching-leanring process. Realization of the purpose of education greatly depend on the availability and judicious utilistaion of those resources.
Scholars have agreed that the physical environment of the school is very important for the success of any work with education endeavours. Aiyepekun (2000) Akinwumiju and  Orimoloye (2001) among other here pointed out that availability of adequate schools building, numbers of classrooms, chairs, desks and other facilities are necessary for the attainment of any educational objectives.
Large class size is detriment to good academic performance. Hallark (2003) recognized teachers as indispensable human resources and in fact the single most important element in the system, more important that quality of materials/equipment. 

  


CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHOD
Research Design
	The descriptive method survey research design was adopted in answering the research question and in describing the situation  relating to the problem of the study. The descfiptive design was adopted because it allows inferences to make from the large population which would have been to expensive and time consuming in other research methods.

Population 
	 For the study consisted of the entire senior primary school pupil in Kwara state, the target population was made up of SSII pupils in both public and Private primary school in Ilorin East LGA of Kwara state
The record available from kwara state Ministry of education, science and Technology at the time of this study showed that there were 22 public primary schools in Ilorin east and the government approved private primary school is 2
Stratified random sampling techniques was employed to select primary school from Rural and Urban of Ilorin east (i.e and 2 from Public and Private from rural and Urban

The rational was to enable the researcher compare the different environmhet and pupils academic performance the different school. While sample random techniques was used to select 479 pupils where 161 teacher were randomly  picked for the study.
Sample and Sampling techniques 
	For the purpose of this study, sample of seven (7) schools were chosen in the public primary schools while two (2) were also used in private primary school and the techniques  used was stratified random sampled techniques. The rational was to enable the researcher compare the different environment and pupils academic performance in the different schools.
Research Instrument 
	The instrument used for this study consisted of a set questionnaire.
This instrument is tagged “Educational Resources and Academic performance Questionnaire”
This was however completed with oral interviewed and relevant record with the aim of collecting additional on the study. The questionnaire has one section, which consisted of interview schedules that really measured the variable inherent in the study 
Validity of Instrument 
	The validation of the instrument  was done to determine the extent to which the questionnaire items represent the content of the study, which actually measures what the instrument was designed to measure. The draft questionnaire schedule used for this study were given to the measurement and evaluation expert and later to the researcher supervisor for scrutiny  so as to determine the degree of content validity. The modification items were later administered on the respondents.
Reliability of the Instrument 
	In order to establish the reliability of the instrument constructed for the study, test-retest method of reliability was adopted by using a set of primary school teachers and pupils from a primary school outside the sample frame.
The result of two parallel tests was then correlated by using the simple percentage.
Data Administration    
	The procedure of gathering necessary data for the research involved the researcher paying personal visit to all the respondents in their various places; thus, the questionnaire were administered through personal contact and were collected immediately after completion 
Data Analysis
	The information gathered from the respondents through the questionnaire items formed the basis for data coding and analysis of the study.
The descriptive statistics of simple frequency distribution  and simple percentages are used to describe and analysed the respondents responses to the questionnaire schedules

Discussion of the Findings 
	Relationship between teacher attitude and academic performance, the study reveal that there is a significant relationship between the  teacher attitude to work and academic performance of the pupil considering the responses of item on the questionnaire. Also teacher attitude and behaviour pattern have on the overall teaching role and pupils learning process.
	It was discovered teachers positive attitude and impression about their subject influence and enhance performance of pupils while frequent use of criticism and cane kills pupils moral.
This is in support of Rohana et al (2009) observed that significant relationship between achievement and school/teacher environment.
Relationship between instructional material and academic performance, it is obviously clear in the study that there is a great relationship between the use of instructional materials and pupils academic performance.
Also, the study reveals that school will well-equipped science laboratories perform better in science subject than those which are less equipped and with acute shortage of textbook and library facilities affect pupil performance negatively.
Lastly, according to the response of the respondents, it is believed and understood that pupils perform better when they are exposed to different type of instructional materials.
Relationship between the Method  of Teaching and Academic Performance of Pupils, according to Babatunde I.S (2010) Relationship between motivation and performance of senior primary school studnets in mathematics in kwara central senatorial district, Nigeria,the responsesn on the items on the questionnaire, it is revealed that is a significant relationship between the method of teaching and academic performance of pupils. Also teachers should always create an atmosphere of laughter and carefree play activities in the classroom.
Poor method of teaching kills interest of pupils and this consequently lead to pupil poor performance.
Lastly, it is stated in the study that pupils will perform better when they are exposed to different learning activities 
Relationship between the pupils performance in Public school And Private schools. The reslt of the study revealed that there exist significant difference between academic performance in private and public schools. It is discovered that private school have classroom, more committed teacher, more instructional material and better teacher then their public school counterpart.
 It is established from the result  that there is significant differences between the pupils academic pupils academic performance in rural and urban schools. Rural school lack instructional materials, classroom and libraries. They are faced with the problem of acute shortage of qualified teachers. Lastly there is lack of conducive sitting and writing arrangement. All these factors cause poor academic performance of the pupils 
 


CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Summary
	From the responses of the administered questionnaire and from the analysis and interpretation of data, the following were found;
· That there were significant relationships between teacher attitude and pupils academic performance in senior primary school examination certificate.
· That there was significant relationship between teachers method of teaching and pupils performance in SSCE
· That there was significant relationship between adequate teaching resources and pupils academic  performance.
· That there was significant relationship between teacher and pupils academic performance in rural and Urban schools
· That there was significant difference between academic performance in public and private primary schools
Recommendations 
	The following recommendations are offered based on the findings of the study:
· In order to prevent primary education from total collapse, regular Promotion and other job incentives that can motivate the teachers both intrinsically and extrinsically should be worked out. This invariable will improve social status and moral of teachers.
· Government should endeavour to provide the needed resources for the public  schools to meet the challenges of present time, especially those by the private schools
· In the light  of the fact that government alone cannot provide all the resources necessary for effective school system individual, cooperate bodies and communities should help in providing the needed resources that will ensure and enhance  good school system.
· Having identified the importance of laboratory and libraries to academic performance in all school(both public and private), government should be made to establish well equipped ultra-modern libraries and laboratories in line with academic challenges.
· The salary structure and period of payment are ajor problem contorting teacher in public educational institutions. To enhance commitment of teachers to their duties, there is the need for an upward the and regular payment of their salaries to avoid constant strike that has characterized the system in Nigeria today.
Conclusions
	From the data collected and analysed the following conclusion as against some special primary school that have adequate resources at their disposal. The public primary school greatly faced with  the problem of resources both human and materials whereas adequacy of educational resources go a long way in reinforcing effective teaching and learning process, which enhance pupils academic performance. Teachers behaviours attitude plays a very unique role in furthering or inhibiting individual academic performance of pupils and that learners perform better when they are few in the class than when many pupils are crowed together in class.
Finally, the result of the research work showed that private school pupils better than their counterpart in public school as a result of adequacy of resources, better commitment of teachers available teachers, availability of well-stocked laboratories and libraries in private  schools.

The study cover the environmental influence of academic performance of pupils in selected primary school in Ilorin East LGA of Kwara State.
Suggestion for Further Study

Also, this research work could be done  by comparing public school with the private school either in government or other subject for further insight into the problems.
