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ABSTRACT
The study examined the influence of family background on the academic performance of music students in Ilorin South LGA Kwara State. More specifically, the study sought to assess the academic performance of music students secondary schools. The study consists of secondary school students, simple random sampling technique was use to pick the respondents and 100 secondary school students were selected. 100% respondents duly participated in the survey. A well-developed questionnaire was designed to elicit information from the respondents. The data collected were analyzed using the descriptive statistics technique. Result from the study indicated that parents' educational level, occupation, family size and level of motivation are key variables of family background that significantly influences the academic performance of students. Also, students from sound family background naturally tend to of students. Also, students from sound family background naturally tend to perform better than their peers from paltry family background. Base on this, the study advised that Students should be encouraged, monitored, motivated and supported by their parents and teachers in studying music.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION 
1.1	Background to the Study 
	Education plays a pivotal role in the development of individuals and societies at large. According to Adewale, (2019) stated that academic performance is often used as a benchmark to measure educational outcomes and future prospects of students. Various factors contribute to the academic success or failure of students, among which family background stands out as a significant determinant. 
	Johnson, & Peters, (2020) posited that music education encompasses the teaching and learning of music skills, theory, history, and appreciation. Music education plays a significant role in fostering creativity, cognitive development, and emotional expression among students. In Nigeria, music education has been integrated into the educational curriculum at various levels, recognizing its importance in cultural preservation and personal development.
	Yusuf, & Adeoye, (2021) emphasised that despite its recognized value, music education often faces challenges such as inadequate resources, lack of qualified teachers, and limited support from educational authorities and families. These challenges can significantly impact students' academic performance and overall engagement with music studies.
	Olatunji, (2018) stated that family background is a multidimensional construct that includes socioeconomic status, parental education levels, family structure, cultural practices, and home environment. Extensive research has shown that family background profoundly influences students' academic achievements across various disciplines.
	Ilorin South LGA is one of the local government areas in Kwara State, Nigeria, characterized by a diverse population with varying cultural and socioeconomic backgrounds. The area has several educational institutions offering music education at different levels. However, the quality and accessibility of music education can be influenced by factors such as funding, community support, and family involvement.
	Understanding the specific dynamics within Ilorin South LGA is essential for identifying the unique challenges and opportunities faced by music students in this region. Factors such as local cultural attitudes towards music, availability of musical instruments, and parental support can significantly impact students' engagement and performance in music education.
	While numerous studies have examined the impact of family background on general academic performance, there is a paucity of research focusing specifically on music education within the Nigerian context, particularly in Ilorin South LGA. Given the unique demands and nature of music studies, it is important to explore how family background influences students' performance in this field.
	This study aims to fill this gap by providing empirical evidence on the relationship between family background factors and the academic performance of music students in Ilorin South LGA. The insights gained can inform targeted interventions and policies to support music education and enhance students' academic success.
1.2	Statement of the Problem
	Academic performance among music students in Ilorin South LGA has been observed to vary significantly, with some students excelling while others struggle to meet academic requirements. These disparities raise concerns about the factors contributing to students' academic outcomes in music education.
	Preliminary observations and reports suggest that family background may play a critical role in shaping students' academic performance in music. Factors such as inadequate parental support, low socioeconomic status, and limited cultural exposure to music within the family setting may hinder students' ability to perform well academically.
	Despite the potential impact of these factors, there is limited empirical research investigating how specific aspects of family background influence music students' academic performance in Ilorin South LGA. This lack of data hampers the development of effective strategies to support students and improve educational outcomes in music education.
	Therefore, this study seeks to address this gap by systematically examining the influence of various family background factors on the academic performance of music students in Ilorin South LGA, Kwara State. The findings will provide valuable insights for educators, parents, and policymakers to implement measures that enhance support for music students and promote academic excellence.
1.3	Objectives of the Study
	The main objective of this study is to investigate the influence of family background on the academic performance of music students in Ilorin South LGA, Kwara State. The specific objectives are to:
1. Examine the impact of parental education levels on music students' academic achievements.
2. Identify the challenges faced by music students from various family backgrounds in achieving academic success.
3. Propose recommendations for improving academic performance among music students through enhanced family support and involvement.

	The findings will help schools and colleges understand the role of family background in students' academic performance, enabling them to tailor support services and educational programs accordingly. Also, the study will assist music educators in identifying students who may require additional support and in developing teaching strategies that consider students' diverse backgrounds. More also, the study will highlight the critical role of family support and involvement in enhancing academic performance, encouraging families to engage more actively in their children's music education. Furthermore, results will inform policy formulation regarding educational support systems, resource allocation, and initiatives aimed at bridging performance gaps caused by family background disparities. Thus, study will also contribute to the existing body of knowledge on education and family studies, providing a foundation for further research in related areas. Understanding the factors influencing their academic performance can empower students to seek appropriate support and make informed decisions regarding their education and personal development.

· Cultural Exposure to Music: The extent to which a student is exposed to music-related activities, practices, and appreciation within the family setting.
· Academic Performance: The measurable outcomes of a student's learning process, typically evaluated through grades, test scores, and performance assessments in educational settings.
· Music Education: The field of study and practice concerned with teaching and learning music skills, theory, history, and appreciation.

2.1	Impact of Parental Education Levels on Music Students' Academic    Achievements
	Parental education levels are a significant factor influencing children's academic achievements across various domains, including music education. Research in education and psychology consistently demonstrates that higher parental education levels are associated with better academic outcomes for students. 
	Parental education levels often determine the extent and quality of academic support that children receive at home. Parents with higher educational attainment are typically more familiar with the demands of the educational system and are better equipped to assist their children with schoolwork (Hoover-Dempsey & Sandler, 2017). In the context of music education, this support can take the form of helping with practice routines, providing encouragement, and fostering an environment conducive to learning. Spera (2015) found that parental involvement, which is often greater among more educated parents, is positively correlated with students' academic performance, including in music.
	Parents with higher levels of education are more likely to value and prioritize education, including music education, as a critical component of their children's development. According to Eccles and Harold (2018), parents with higher educational backgrounds tend to have higher expectations for their children's academic success. These expectations are communicated to the children, who are then more likely to internalize these values and strive to meet them. In music education, parental expectations play a crucial role in motivating students to practice consistently and engage deeply with their studies, leading to higher academic achievement (Wigfield & Eccles, 2020).
	Bourdieu’s (2016) concept of cultural capital suggests that parents with higher education levels can provide their children with cultural resources that facilitate academic success. In music education, cultural capital may include exposure to musical experiences, such as attending concerts, access to private music lessons, and familiarity with musical genres and history. Research by Lareau (2019) indicates that children of more educated parents often have greater access to these resources, which can enhance their learning and achievement in music.
	Moreover, educated parents are more likely to be aware of and take advantage of extracurricular opportunities that can bolster their children's music education, such as specialized music schools, summer programs, and competitions. This access to additional resources and opportunities further contributes to the academic success of music students (Elpus & Abril, 2018).
	Parental education levels also influence the cognitive development of children, which is closely tied to academic achievement. Cognitive stimulation in early childhood, which is more prevalent in families with educated parents, has been shown to have long-term positive effects on academic performance (Bradley & Corwyn, 2017). In music education, cognitive skills such as memory, attention, and auditory discrimination are essential for success. Research by Schellenberg (2016) found that children from more educated families tend to perform better in these cognitive domains, which translates into higher achievement in music.
	While students with highly educated parents tend to perform better academically, those with less educated parents may face challenges that hinder their academic progress. Sirin (2015) highlights that students from families with lower educational attainment often have less access to academic support and resources, which can negatively impact their achievement. In music education, these students may struggle with obtaining the necessary tools and guidance to succeed, leading to disparities in academic outcomes compared to their peers with more educated parents.
	However, it is important to note that the impact of parental education on academic achievement is not deterministic. Various interventions, such as school-based programs and community support, can help mitigate the challenges faced by students from less educated backgrounds (Jeynes, 2012).
2.2	Challenges Faced by Music Students from Various Family Backgrounds in Achieving Academic Success
	The influence of family background on academic success has been extensively studied across various disciplines, including music education. Numerous researchers have explored how different aspects of family background, such as socioeconomic status, parental education, family support, and cultural values, shape the academic experiences and outcomes of students in the arts. 
	Socioeconomic status is a significant factor influencing academic success. According to studies by Bradley and Corwyn, (2018), students from lower socioeconomic backgrounds often face barriers to educational resources, which can negatively impact their academic performance. In music education, these barriers include the inability to afford instruments, private lessons, and other necessary materials (Jensen, 2020). Research by Southgate and Roscigno, (2019) found that lower SES is associated with reduced participation in music programs, which correlates with lower academic achievement in music.
	Parental education levels and involvement in a child’s education have been shown to significantly affect academic outcomes. Hoover-Dempsey and           Sandler, (2019) noted that parents with higher educational attainment are more likely to engage in their children's education, providing the necessary support and encouragement. In the context of music education, parents who understand the value of music are more likely to invest in their children's musical development. However, students from families where parents have lower levels of education may receive less support, which can hinder their academic progress in music (Simpkins, Davis-Kean, & Eccles, 2015).
	Cultural values and expectations play a crucial role in shaping students' academic experiences. Tamis-LeMonda et al. (2018) argue that cultural norms and values influence parental expectations and the types of educational activities they encourage. In many cultures, music is not given the same importance as other academic subjects, leading to a lack of support for students pursuing music education. This cultural bias can result in students feeling pressured to prioritize other subjects over music, thus affecting their academic success in the field   (DeNora, 2020).
	The emotional and psychological well-being of students is closely linked to their family environment. According to Bronfenbrenner’s Ecological Systems Theory (2019), the family is a crucial microsystem that influences a child’s development. Students from unstable or conflict-ridden family environments may experience higher levels of stress, anxiety, and depression, which can negatively impact their academic performance (Jeynes, 2017). In music education, where practice and performance are integral, emotional instability can hinder a student’s ability to focus and excel (Hallam, 2019).
	Access to educational resources is another critical factor influencing academic success. According to Baker and LeTendre (2015), disparities in resource availability between students from different socioeconomic backgrounds contribute to gaps in academic achievement. In music education, access to quality programs, experienced instructors, and well-maintained instruments is often limited for students from low-income families. This lack of resources can significantly disadvantage these students compared to their peers from more affluent backgrounds (Elpus, 2017).
	The social environment, including peer influence, plays a vital role in students' academic outcomes. Bandura’s Social Learning Theory (2017) posits that individuals learn behaviors and attitudes through observation and interaction with others. In the context of music education, students who are part of a supportive peer group that values music are more likely to succeed academically                                   (Eccles & Roeser, 2019). Conversely, negative peer influence or a lack of social support can lead to decreased motivation and academic underperformance.
	Balancing academic and family responsibilities is a challenge for many students, particularly those from large or economically disadvantaged families. Scott and Scott, (2020) highlights that students who are required to contribute significantly to household chores or family businesses often have less time for academic activities. This is particularly challenging for music students, who require dedicated time for practice in addition to their academic studies.
2.3	Recommendations for Improving Academic Performance Among Music Students Through Enhanced Family Support and Involvement
	Family support and involvement are crucial factors influencing the academic success of students, particularly in specialized fields such as music education. Research has consistently shown that when families are actively involved in their children's education, students tend to perform better academically. 
	Active parental involvement in children's education has been shown to have a positive impact on academic outcomes. Hoover-Dempsey and Sandler, (2017) argue that when parents are engaged in their children's education, they can provide emotional support, reinforce learning at home, and model positive attitudes toward education. In the context of music education, parental involvement can take various forms, such as attending performances, encouraging practice at home, and engaging in discussions about music.
	According to Epstein’s, (2019) framework of parental involvement, schools can play a vital role in encouraging active parental participation. Schools should regularly communicate with parents about their child's progress, offer workshops that help parents understand the demands of music education, and create opportunities for parents to be involved in school music programs. These efforts can help bridge the gap between home and school, fostering a supportive environment that enhances students' academic performance.
	One of the barriers to effective family support in music education is the lack of knowledge and resources among parents, particularly those who may not have a background in music. Simpkins, Fredricks, and Eccles, (2019) suggests that providing parents with resources and education about music education can empower them to better support their children's academic endeavors.
	Schools and music programs can offer informational sessions and workshops that educate parents on the benefits of music education, the importance of consistent practice, and strategies for supporting their children’s musical development. Additionally, providing parents with resources such as practice schedules, educational materials, and guidance on selecting instruments can further enhance their ability to support their children's academic success in music.
	The home environment plays a critical role in a child's academic performance. A positive and supportive home environment that values education can significantly boost a student's motivation and commitment to their studies.             Bronfenbrenner’s, (2019) Ecological Systems Theory highlights the importance of the home environment as a microsystem that directly influences a child's development.
	To foster a positive home environment, families should be encouraged to establish routines that prioritize academic activities, including music practice. Hallam, (2020) suggests that when families create a structured environment that includes time for practice, opportunities for listening to music together, and attending music-related events, students are more likely to develop a strong commitment to their music education. Schools can support families in creating such environments by offering guidance on establishing effective routines and providing materials that promote a love of music at home.
	Effective communication between schools and families is essential for fostering family involvement in education. Christenson and Sheridan, (2019) emphasize that strong partnerships between schools and families, characterized by regular, two-way communication, are key to enhancing student outcomes. In music education, this communication can include updates on student progress, feedback from instructors, and information about upcoming performances and opportunities for involvement.
	Schools should prioritize establishing strong communication channels, such as parent-teacher meetings, newsletters, and online platforms, to keep families informed and engaged. Providing parents with regular feedback on their child's progress in music can help them understand areas where their child may need additional support and encourage them to take an active role in their child's music education.
	Developing family-centered school programs that actively involve parents and guardians in the educational process can enhance student performance. Epstein and Sanders, (2016) suggests that when schools create programs that involve families in the educational process, students are more likely to experience academic success. In music education, such programs could include family music nights, parent-child music workshops, and opportunities for parents to volunteer in music classes or school ensembles.

By engaging families in meaningful ways, schools can create an environment where students feel supported both at home and at school, leading to improved academic outcomes.

3.4	Research Instrument
	Research Instrument is the device used in collecting data. The research instrument used for this study was the structured questionnaire which is in two sections. Section A consisted of the respondent’s personal information such as school, age, gender, etc. while Section B dealt with questions relating to the influence of family background on the academic performance of music students within Ilorin South LGA, Kwara State. 
3.5	Validity of the Instrument
	The validity of the instrument by Landu, Ibrahim and Opadokun, (2014) is said to be the appropriateness, meaningfulness and usefulness of the research instrument. Therefore, to ascertain the validity of this research instrument, a copy of the questionnaire was given to the researcher’s supervisor for necessary corrections and approval. The corrected version was typed out and administered to the respondents.
3.6	Reliability of Instrument
	Reliability means the degree to which the instrument yields consistent scores/result when it is administered over a number of times. A study cannot be valid without being reliable. Reliability also means that the findings could consistently be the sample if the study was done over again. The instrument was administered to some students outside the sample. The result of the pilot study was analyzed using Pearson product moment correlation (PPMC) for data collection.

This implies that three of the five questionnaire items with mean scores (2.62, 2.7, and 2.6) agreed to the statements, while two items had mean scores that disagreed to the statements (2.4, 2.3). Therefore, this implies that music students from difference family backgrounds face challenges in their academic pursuits. This fact is buttressed by the responses of the respondents considering the average mean, 2.50, which is greater than 2.50.

Table 5 shows that the five (5) items of the questionnaire had highest mean of 2.72 and lowest mean of 2.3. The rule is that any mean below 2.50 is disagreed, while any mean equal to or greater than 2.50 is agreed.  This implies that two of the five questionnaire items with mean scores (2.74, and 2.6) agreed to the statements, while 3 items had mean score that disagreed to the statements (2.4, 2.3, 2.3). This implies that strategies can be implemented to enhance the academic performance of music students through family support. This fact is buttressed by the responses of the respondents considering the average mean, 2.5, which is greater than 2.50.
4.2	Discussion and Findings
Having analyzed the data collected on the research, findings showed that there was a significant difference in the influence of family background on academic performance of music students. It has been found that parental education level affect the academic achievement on music students towards learning of music. Likewise, the students' performance has been greatly influence by their family background.
The influence of family background on the parents and 0n the children was greatly noticed. It was observed that Christian parents greatly influence their children with words of purchasing of musical instrument and 0f encouragement,
enrolling them for extra-music class outside the school class. 
Teachers' sentiment towards parental background has also influenced the attitude and performance of students. In addition, lack of proper orientation about music to the students influenced their attitude and performance.
The finding, however, revealed that students are strongly influenced by their parental background.
 


CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Summary
This study focused its attention on the examination on the influence of family background on academic performance of music students in selected secondary school in Ilorin South LGA Kwara State.
The research was carried out using five selected secondary schools as sampled population. The data for the study were collected through the use of questionnaire. The result obtained from these data formed the premise on which the findings are based.
General result suggests that family background has great influence on music students' academic performance. Other factors include teacher method of teaching and sentiment about family background and parental influence. These factors contributed to the poor performance of the students.
In order to enhance development of positive attitude and interest of the students, each family needs to look at music through many good things it offers the society and every individual. And parents should therefore encourage their
children by buying them some of these musical instruments.


Conclusion
On the basis of the outcome of the study, it was established that family background of secondary school students influenced their music academic performance. For the interest of students to be effectively stimulated, learners
should be encouraged and motivated along with proper guidance and counseling. Family sentiment should be ignored and everybody as a learner should be carried along with the learning of music in the schools.

Recommendations
Each family has its own doctrines, traditions and practices; music is one of the components that make the world. It will remain till eternity whether we like it or not. Studying music is to know it’s what' and 'how is to be used to benefit us. If family fail to encourage their children in study music and also use it to build unity, morale in our community or society, then we should be expecting evil to prevail.
The researcher, therefore, recommend that school authority should organize call for Parent-Teacher Association and give parents proper orientation on importance of music. The school should also organize programmes like music competition between schools to display their talents.
More so, music teachers should treat students equally irrespective of their family background and religious affiliation when it comes to teaching and learning of music.
Music teachers should teach students according to the syllabus, using music language and avoid indoctrinating them with his/her religion language.
Teaching of music must not be replaced by preaching of religion.
The musical pieces should be more of folk song so as to carry every student (both Christian and Muslim) along.
Finally, government should make music a compulsory subject in all schools.
